The incomes 
of nearly 270,000 range between £21 
and £33, so tlmt, however cheap sausage, 
cabbage, and beer may be, there is 
clearly no great margin for luxurious 
excess. When we como to tho other 
end of tho scale we find incomes pro­
portionally modest. Incomes between 
£5,000 and £10,000 are credited to 108 
individuals; eighteen persons lmvo in­
comes up to £15,0(M), five up to £20,000, 
nine up to £27,000, und four persons 
only exceed this sum.

would startle cultivated mankind more 
effectually—tlmt we found in Australia 
a Imriixl citv, skeletons and all, pre­
served like Herculiuiemn, and full evi­
dence of a high civilizntym anterior to 
all that we know of men, and separated 
by time as well as the ocean from all 
history. Or, fancy that we reached tin* 
north jade, and found a new* race there, 
human lx*iugs, vet with some peculiar­
ity, say, sky-blue lmir, which unmis­
takably cut them off frftui tlu* known 
races of man. Or imagine—and for 
this we need fix on no locality—that we 
found early mau, indubitable early man, 
not to be denied by theologians any 
more than by savants, patent 
to l)r.

Its 
use since this discovery lias become 
quite widely extended, and it is upplnd 
in diseases of t|u> ear and throat, and 
also in tin* removal of tumors, ami sim­
ilar surgical cases. As there are often 
cases where Mm administration of chlo­
roform and ether is attended with seri­
ous peril to the life of the patient, tin* 
discovery of this thoroughly safe mm*s- 
the tie is of great value to medicine, the 
only draw back to its general use being 
tin* fact that it is very expensive, and ia 
therefore frequently adulterated. 
Though this is tin* most important ap­
plication of this alkaloid, it has also of 
late Itccu found valuable for other uses. 
It has been fntmd to Imve milch heal­
ing property when applied to ulcers 
ami diseased membranes, us those of 
tin* nasal passages in catarrh. It has 
also been used, indiluted form, as mi in­
ternal remedy in crises attended with se­
vere piiiii, as uculc neuralgia.

Malaga Olives and Grapes.
Tho olive tree in uhnjm nnd sizo re­

sembles exactly our own New England 
apple tree, ami but for the color a plan­
tation of them would look like un 
apple orchard. Tho leaf, however, ia 
of a dull gray green, at times almost 
ash colored, and tlie effect of a bill- 
side planted with them in regular rows 
is sombre nnd funereal. There are two 
varieties. Those known to us as “Queen 
olives” nre restricted to a small locality 
near Seville. They do not flourish 
elsewhere, and the supply will never bo 
very large. No s|H*ciul preparation is 
necessary to fit the fruit for market. 
They are gathered before they are fully 
rijx) and thrown at once into salt and 
water, and in that state are barreled up 
for shipment. Tho other variety grows 
all over Spain. W inn fully ripe tho 
berries, stoue aud all, are ground up in 
a mill nnd pressed* tho process lx*ing 
very similar to cider-making. Thorn 
are* no reliable statistics as  to tlio 
amount of oil inado in Spain, but ia  
the aggregate it must bo immense, for 
it takes among all dosses tho place of 
lard or butter in ivxiking, Wsides tlio 
great quantity that is consumed in 
salads or with plain bread as we uso 

, butter or molasses. Of tlio grn|x*s of 
j Malaga there are tlireedistinet varieties,
I the wine grajx*, the raisin, aud the well- 
j kumvii white griqx*, of which we Anier- 
, jeans iiiqxirt so many. This lost grows 
i upon a running vim* that is trained upom 

trellises or arbors, aud is peculiar to 
this Vega, as it flourishes nardly any­
where else. I  asked a friend if it was 
valued ax a table grajx* at home. “Oh, 
no,” said lie, “it isn't fit to lm eaten; 
it is only fit to lx* exjmrtcd!” Tho 
cultivation of this crop is a good deal 
of a lottery. They cost very little to 
raise, but as they must lx* shipped when- 
still green, they are very apt to decay 
on the voyage, aud result in Urns, in­
stead or profit, to tin* shipper. Tho 
rusiu grape also readies its perfection 
only iu the narrow district round hero, 
though jHMir qualities are rnisixl every* 
where. The vine is a low, trailing one,

| spreading closely over the ground like 
a melon vine, uml the eluslcrs lie upon 
tin* sand, tlu* only cure necessary being 
to prevent them from being scorched by 
the sun. Owing to tlie laiior of curing 
them, the cultivation must ho carried 
on upon a large scale, and requires a. 
good deal of capital. Tlu* bunches re­
main on the vines until fully ripe, when 
they are cut without being disturbed, 
i\u\ nre allowed to remain on tho 
ground under the vines for two or threo 
days. They arc tliciiearricd in shallow 
baskets to the drying-Hoor, the greatest 
of can* being taken to prevent them 
from bruising or crushing one another. 
To such an extent is this care taken tlmt 
only a single layer is allowed in the 
basket, and as this basket must lx* car­
ried on a man’s head sometimes u mile 
from tin* field to the drviug-tlnor, it fol* 
lows tlmt this transportation adds 
largely to the expense of harvesting. 
The hunches arc spread upon the dry­
ing floor in the sun. arc turned three or 
four times per day, and at nightfall, in 
case of dump weather, arc protected by 
doth coverings. If the weather is fa­
vorable the grapes arc sufficiently dried 
at the end of three weeks from the cut­
ting, when they are critically examined, 
I'Un.'li hv hunch, nil the decayed or 
blighted berries cut out with sharp- 
pointed scissors, and the good fruit ia 
then packed in boxes and scut to tho 
city, where they are sorted nnd re­
packed in the well-known rusiu boxes. 
All this handling, including the trim­
ming out the decayed fruit, musthtS 
ilour in the full blaze of the sun and in 
tlu* hottest portion of the day, and us, 
moreover, tin* drying-tloor is located 
with a special reference to its being tho 
sunniest, hottest spot iu all tlie estate, 
it is no wonder tlmt this class of labor 
is the highest paid in the country, 
I h s t u n  i ' n l t ' m i t u r .

W hile E d v a rd  IT. was wasting his 
time in domestic quarrels. Douglas and 
ether Scottish chiefs were improving 
He ir time in recovering wlmt England 
hud taken from them. A t this inter­
esting period of Scottish history, Doug-
fas ......... . distingiushcdhirnsclf, and
many stories are told (»f bis bravery and 
i.rowess. His own castle was in the 
hands uf the English, and, in order to 
jveuptmv it. he struck upon the folh»xv- 
/M gfdan: One Palm Sunday, when tlie  
.English wero at church. Douglas and 
liis men suddenly set upon them, shout­
ing the ir buttle-ory of “ Douglas! Doug­
las!" The Southrons were completely 
surprised and defeated. A fter this, two  
English garrisons, m u-after Hie other, 
weiv sent to defend the castle against 
tlie Scots, but each of these was suc­
cessively surprised and taken prisoners. 
Tlie Mratagem which Douglas used to 
accomplish this tlie th ird  tim e was a 
very clover one. lb* caused fourteen of 
hi* ItleJi to be disguised And to place 
sacks tilled w ith grass upon their backs, 
so that it would'-eetti that tlmy were 
countrymen e a rn in g  coni to Hie m ar­
ket at l.auark. while Douglas himself.
\\it li the reimiimlcr of his force, was 
concealed near the castle. When the  
KhgJi-di commander, S ir  John W ilton, 
rushed out to rob t ic  Scottish peasants 
of w hat lie supposed to lie their corn, the 
Scots sprang out from flie jr  mmluscade 
ami uisilv gaim-d possession once more 
of Iloiighls ( ‘astle.

Owing to the repeated disasters w hich
had occurred tothe English w hilctry ing  
to keep the fortress, it gained tlie name 
t d the “ ( ’astle Perilous." and no E n ­
glishmen eollhl lie found brttVe elloUgll 
fo  defend it. since it was known that 
Hie Black Douglas, as he was called on 
account of his swarthy complexion, had 
a worn vmgunee against whatever 
•Southron dared to occupy it.

Tie* Castle of Boxburg was also a 
very important stronghold, and would 
greatly aid the cause o f whoever held 
’.t, so the Douglas determined to capture

I t  was a holiday, amt all the g a m ­
ma wen* engaged in merry-making, 
Reeling perfectly secure since there  
Wire several sentinels on the 
walls to keep a look-out. Douglas 
placed long black cloaks over the armor 
*>f bis men, and getting down on their 
hand* and knees, they approuclioiMlie 
foot of the castle walls. An ollieer’s 
wife sat on the battlements singing to  
tier child, and she noticed the qnecr- 
jooking objects, and asked one of tho 
p iitinels w hat they vviuv. H e smiled 
it wlmt he thought her ignorance, and 
replied tlm t they were cuttle. The  
mother, reassured, went on singing to 
her baby the words of a familiar lullaby, 
litt le  th inking tlie dreaded Douglas was 
so near.

Suddenly tin* Scots, w ho had climbed 
the walls by means of sealing ladders 
brought under their cloaks, came pour­
ing in. and soon Boxburg was in tho 
hands of the Black Douglas.

At lust, owing to this kind of warfare, 
only tlie fortress of S tirling  remained 
in English possession, and even that 
must, soon yield. I'M  ward started out 
at the head* of an army of 100,001! men. 
and was met before S tirlin g  bv Bruce 
with nn army not one-third as large. 
The battle  of Bannockburn, which fol­
lowed, was tin* most famous ever fought 
on Scottish soil. On the day before 
the battle, while Hruec was riding be­
fore h i* arm y without armor, and only 
a crown on bis head and a hattle-ax in 
his hand, lie  was semi by a knight 
among tho English force* win* thought 
he could win great renown if he should 
k ill tie* Scottish king when in this al­
most- defenceless condition.

This  knight, H etirv  de Bohun, who 
was armed cap-a-pie, set spurs to his 
charger and rude rode furiously at 
Bruce w ith  levelvd lance. The king 
sk illfu lly  parried Mu* thrust ami dealt 
S ir H enry a terrific blow on the head, 
which k illed  him instantly. Bmcc 1ms 
•J»eeji blamed for nm lless ly  exposing 
him self onthisnccusion, but it certainly 
had a good ctVoct, for his men wen* en­
couraged by his example, and won the 
battle on the following day. This was 
practically tin* tiiml battle of the war. 
<ind Boiiert Bruce was soon afterward 
icknowlodged King o f Scotland by all.

Bruce died in the vein* BM'J, ami on 
his death-bed cnllcd))nugiustn his hide, 
whom he charged to take his heart, 
which was to be embalmed and placed 
i.tid placed in a casket, to Palestine, ami 
have it buried in the Holy Sepulchre. 
Tin* Good Lord James wept. b itterly, 
Ami promised to fu llill his wish. In im* 
iamhuiee w ith this, a fter Bruce's ileal h, 
Donghis set out for the llo lv  Laud in 
totiipuny w ith some of the bravest no­
bles of Scotland. W hile on his way 
Hiere, ho was persuaded by Bn* King of 
Spain to assist in a ,wur against the 
Moor*. Douglas, not understanding 
riie jr method of lighting, with a lew 
knights pursued tin* enemy too far. 
when tho Moors, suddenly turning 
buck, KiiiToumlist them. Dougins, M<e- 
*ng that a ll was lost, threw the enslo t 
into tin* thickest of the light and rindicd 
after it, eseainiing, “ Heurl •*!' H n ie i, I 
follow thee as I was wont, or die!" His 
don! body was found over the cimket 
containing tin- heart of Hi*' liras*' Seel 
tisb king.

New Englanders in both races ami re­
ligion. Consequently the separation 
between the kitchen «ml tin* |»arh»i 
gradually became broader, until m*vv 
they are wide apart*, and domestics nr 
servants in the European scrim*. Tin  
daughters of farmers arc no longer wil 
ling  to go out-to  household work, fot 
they resent being classed w ith Servants, 
and will rather take poorer pay and en­
dure greater labor us factory hands ami 
saleswomen in shops.

The female descendants of those im ­
migrants, too. are likely  to lm  not lest 
averse to domestic service, fo r it com­
pels a suhmissivencss of manner against 
which they rebel, and im plies a con­
stant supervision that is intolerable t<; 
them. They w ill not he under the eyu 
and at th*' command of a mistress, uml 
the thought of being treated as servants, 
called servants, anger* them aud forth 
Acs them against hardships fa r severe! 
than any they would have to cudm v iti 
domestic service. For social distinc­
tions are not less marked among thes»t 
working women than among tin- womcv 
who think they make up the most desir­
able society to which the prosperous 
can be admitted. There are fixed social 
grades in tin* one circle as well as tin* 
other. The shop girl, for imduncc. 
holds herself above tin* factory opera­
tive, and the factory operative looks 
down on the servant girl. I f  anyone 
supposes that there is social equality or 
a desire for social equality among work­
ing women, he is very much mistaken. 
Those who pride themselves on their 
higher position w ill not consent- to 
open the gates for tin* admission ot 
women whom they regard as in an in­
ferior place.

Hence we are not surprised at this 
question from our Boston correspond­
ent, H e  looks down »n a servant girl, 
and so do his mother ami sisters, ami 
the rest of tho women vv it h whom in' is 
accustomed to associate, though they all 
may lie, like  her, workers for their livt 
iug, H e  has the pride of caste and 
tlm prejudice of caste no less (hull 
the men and women who guard tho 
doors o f tin ' most exclusive fashnomhht 
society, and, practically, lie discard*! 
and disdains the theories of social equal­
ity.

B u tin  the case lie mentions we do not 
see how ho cun have the slightest rea­
son, even on his own social exclusive­
ness, for not dancing with tin* servant 
girl. I f  he goes to a party which she 
also attends, they stand there on tho 
same social footing, and why shouldn't In' 
dunce w ith  her us well a* with any other 
of the women pres«-nt y I f  he is .so 
fastidious in his notions us to social pro­
priety th a t he objects to doing it, why 
does he go to a party in which sin* is in­
cluded? Evidently those who invited 
her thought sin'was as worthy of con­
sideration as our correspondent hiiusrlf, 
though sin'waited on him at table in tin* 
boarding house. .Y‘ n* Yuri* S un .

Far the Munsgrimnit and Cor* of Iteim 
Dollura.

1. Condition of Water—The first 
duty of an engineer,when ho enters his 
Isiilcr-rooin in tho morning, is to uncer­
tain how many gauges of water there 
are in his boilers. Never unbntik or re­
plenish the fires until this is done. 
Accidents liavo occurred, nml many 
boilers have been ontirely ruined from 
neglect of this precaution.

2. Low Water—In case of low water, 
immediately cover the fires with ashes, 
or, if no ashes are at hand, uso fresh 
'coni. Don't turn on tho feed under 
any circumstances, nor tamper with or 
open tho safety valve. Lot tho steam 
outlets remain as they are.

!1. In  Cane* o / i7iffmiMgr~*Closo 
throttle, and keep closed long enough 
to show true level of water. If that 
level is sufficiently high, feeding and 
Mowing will usually suffice to correct 
the evil. In oiihch of \jolcnt foaming, 
caused by dirty w ater, or change from 
■a 't to fresh, or vice versa, in addition 
to the action above stated, check 
draught nml cover tires with fresh coal.

4. Leak*--When leaks arc discovered 
they should bo repaired as soon as pos­
sible.

fi. Jtloirinrf W -M n w  down, under 
n pressure not exceeding twenty }>ounilH, 
at leant once in two weeks; oveVy Satur­
day night would lie lietter. In case the 
feed becomes muddy, blow out six or 
eight inches every day. Where sur 
face blow-cocks are used, they should 
l>e often opened for a few moments at a 
time.

(I. Fttlhuj Up the Bolter—After 
Mowing down allow tho boiler to lie- 
come cool beforo filling agaiu. Cold 
water pumped into hot boilers is very 
injurious from sudden contraction.

7. Exterior of Boiler— Caro should 
bo taken that no water comes in con­
tact with the exterior of tho boiler, 
either from leaky joints or other 
causes.

8. Bemoving Deposit and Sediment 
—In tubular boilers, the handhole 
should bo often opened, and all collec­
tions removed from over the fire. Also, 
when boilers are fed in front and blown 
off through the same pipe, tho collec­
tion of mud and sediment in the rear 
end should bo often removed.

9. Safety Valves—Raise tho safety 
valves cautiously and frequently, as 
they are liable to become fast indheir 
seats, and useless for the purpose in­
tended.

10. Safety Valve and Pressure 
Gauge—Should the gauge at any time 
indicate tho limit of pressure allowed, 
see that tho safety valves aro blowing 
off.

11. Gauge Cocks, Glass Gauge- 
Keep gauge cocks clear, and in constaut 
use. (Hass gauges should not be relied 
on altogether.

12. Blisters—When a blister appears, 
thero must be no delay in having it 
carefully examined, and trimmed or 
patched as tho case may require.

13. Clean Sheets—Particular care 
should bo taken to keep sheets and 
parts of boilers exposed to the fire per- 
fcety clean, also all tubes, flues and 
connections well swept. This is par­
ticularly necessary where wood or soft 
coal is used for fuel.

14. General Care o f Boilers and 
Connections—Under all circumstances 
keep the gauges, cocks, etc., clean and 
in good order, and things generally in 
and ftbout the engine and boiler-room 
in a neat condition.—Hartford Steam- 
Boiler Inspection and Insurance 
Company.

Experts In Wine.
There aro no professional wine tast­

ers in this country. Hero everv dealer 
is his own taster. In France there aro 
wine tasters, called brokers, who regu­
larly test the wines in the cellars there 
and classify them according to their 
qualities. Tho dictum of these gentle­
men is tho law* of tho trade.

Rut although thero is no class here 
who have such an occupation, or even 
an occupation aHibd to that of tho gen­
tlemen who sit around tables down town 
and look at and smell of ten in littlo 
etips, thero uro good expert judges of 
wine among the dealers. To becomo 
an expert, a man must add years of ex­
perience to a naturally fine sonsn of 
smell and taste. He must also lie able 
to see well. Thero is a certain routine 
through which e x e r ts  pas* in tasting 
wines, Imt a knowledge of tho routine 
will not make a mun an expert by uny 
means.

When ft list of wines is to bo sub­
mitted to a dealer lie will usually select 
thin glass goblets to hold tho samples. 
It is asserted hy some that tho taste of 
the wino varies with tho thickness of 
the glusrt. The glass should lio per­
fectly pure, and the lines of Hie gnhlot 
parallel. In ft gohlot it is impossible 
for the color of tho stand upon which 
H im  gohlot is placed to uffoct the color 
*f the wine, Tim French usn a silver 
ameer in testing tho color of wino, In 
using tho goblet wo hold it M ore a 
candle in a dark room to determine the 
••rightness of the wine. Good wine of 
Him proper ago is called candle bright. 
If the wine is cloudy or druggy it is out 
of condition, Imt may ls> clarified. Then 
the goblet of wine is held Isdwern tho 
cvc and tho window in daylight to de­
termine the degree of color, whether it 
is faint or deep, and also the quality of 
H im  color. Thus, pure |s>rt wine, when 
held lip to the light, showsahronze-red 
color. If it he pink it indicates had 
grimes or fascine or adulterants of some 
kind. If claret show a Id no color, or 
• lie color of blackberry juice, objection 
is made to it. There is ono kind of 
grapes, the Lenoir, that makes a verv 
excellent claret except for this bluish 
color.

Having found the color all right, the 
expert next smells of the wine. It is 
impossible to describe the |»eculiur 
aromas of different wines, hut hy many 
comparisons the nose liecnme* ho well 
<'donated tlmt some cx|»crtMcnnt<>ll very 
m arly the age of the wine submitted to 
tinm. the kind of grapes from which it 
'unmade, and whether it is a pure 
.-iimplM of one kind of wiim or one wine 
i>1« iid-'d with uimtle r.

.uni h"ld* Ids mouth open a moment to 
get the after-taste, or wlmt is technically

called tlio “farewell.” Tho farewell 
taste's tho orurial test. Wine may he 
bright, it may lmvo the right quantity 
of color, it may have tho smell desired, 
it nmy oven lmve a rich, luscious taste 
wlieu taken in tho mouth, and yet the 
farewell bo unpleasant. Wines nmy Ihj 
doctored until tho ordinary purchaser 
may think lie 1ms nn ancient brand of 
tho purest vintage, hut they liavo never 
yot W n  blended or drugged so nicely 
that tho expert cannot tell that they aro 
not pure, nor does an inferior w ine exist 
that cannot lie properly classified by an 
expert.—in«« and Fruit Grower.

Ho <wuh well-dressed, aud strolled 
along as if ho were a gentleman of leis­
ure.

“Let me seo them.”
“I  w ill. Como with me. Remember 

mum’s the word.”
He turned into Twenty-fifth street, 

and from tlio light reflected front a 
drug store window exhibited a pack of 
transparent cards.

“\\  luit is votir price?”
“I ask only $2 for this puck. I  lmvo 

them nk high as $5.”
“Do ymi sell many packs?”
“Homo days I  do. I  have to be very 

careful. I  am always afraid some one 
will squeal on me, I  can road human 
nature pretty well. The minute 1 saw 
you I felt that you would not squeal on 
mi.”

“Suppose Anthony Comstock should 
find you out ?”

“Oh, I  know' him by sight. I  wont to 
school w ith his l>oys. Ho wants bigger 
game than me. Ho is too high up to 
notice my littlo racket.”

“Have you any marked playing 
cards?”

“Get out, you don't mean it? Well, 
I  can get them for you from $1.50 to $10 
a pack. Rut it’s queer und ticklish 
work. You can't play poker—you don’t 
want them?”

“I  invented jack-pot poker and 
taught ex-Ministen Sclienck how to play. 
I  want more pointers,” wras tho Mun­
chausen answer.

“Well, thero arc thirty-five different 
marked-back playing cards manufac­
tured. I  know how to read with caso 
twenty-six of them. Tho marks are on 
tho right-hand corner and aro read by 
tho eye, and not by feeling, as green­
horns suppose. If tho cards have low­
ers pictured on their hacks, then tho 
marks arc flowers. They are so cun­
ningly placed that an old professional, 
unless ho know*s that style of card is 
marked, will never suspect anything. 
Of course these cards uro not manu­
factured hy legitimate houses. Certain 
crooked concerns turn them out. This 
city is tho only place where they are 
manufactured extensively. A clique of 
gamblers frequently got ji monopoly of 
certain brands of marked cards and 
make a small fortune hy selling them to 
saloon-keepers in the Rinall towns. It 
tukes a man with a good memory to tell 
at a lightning glance what a card is by 
its back. Tim gambliugplaccs up town 
here never use them. They are afraid 
to—it ruins customers, i f  a man is 
cheated once at a place ho drops on tho 
house, and not only stops away himself, 
but blows it to a great many. Wo work 
the marked-card racket dow*n town in 
certain ‘skin’ saloons. Tlmso who lose, 
ns n rule, arc professional men, who 
don’t know until too late that they are 
playing in a ‘skin’ establishment. Hun­
gry .Joe's fato hasn't checked the swin­
dling games going on in this city.” 

“Wlmt other methods aro adopted to 
cheat at card playing?”

“The great ‘skin’ poker game now is 
playing with a ‘sliding’ deck of cards. 
We also call that kind of a deck 'strip­
pers.* I t  is simply done by cutting the 
deck Arkansaw fashion, that is a quick 
shuffle. The saloon-keeper has a ‘slid­
ing’ deck which lie hands out to us. 
After n deal or two I  wait until my op­
ponent is dealing. When I  cut I  shuf­
fle the deck. The ‘sliding* cards aro 
Komcw'lmt wider, and when I  shuffle I

imll them out and put them on top. I  
;nnw that I  liavo put a good hand on 

top which will como to me in the deal. 
Mv opponent gets a good hand too, and 
the gamo is to break him tho first ImT. 
I  remciiilN’r  not long ago that Ijdnyed 
a gamo called ‘Twenty-one.' I knew 
the curds hy their hacks. I hail a pair 
of tcim. My opponent hail tweutv 
u1so. I  saw an ucc on top, nml oil 
the streugth of it won $150 on that 
hand hy drawing it. The city is filled 
with crooks. Ono crook dou’t mind 
cheating another. I t’s hiisincKs. Wlmii 
I get busted I take u few pucks of trans­
parent cards and sell them on the 
streets. I  haven’t been arrested for it 
yet. I  hope you won’t squeal on me.” 
—Sew York Telegraph,

THE lU l MREXCY.

How We Clot AIuhr •••r Mevenil Vesra With­
out a Frcslricnt.

When the revolutionary war ended, 
in 1783, Washington retired to hie 
country residence at Mount Vernon 
ami took no part ofileiully in public 
affairs until lie was chosen hy his nativi 
State (Virginia) as a delegate to tin 
convention that formulated nml pro- 
]M)sed for adoption the Constitution ol 
the United States, which assembled in 
Philadelphia in 1787, when Washington 
was elected presiding officer of the con­
vention. That Constitution was op­
posed hy some of the ablest men in the 
Nation, imt it was finally adopted. It 
provided for the eleetion of a President 
und Vice President, and defined their 
duties. In the convention the eommit 
tee luid re|H>rted that the President 
should Iw ('tilled “His Excellency,” hut 
that did imt suit the plain notions ol 
plain old Hon Franklin, and lm 
sqiielehed it in a hit of saMeun hy im- 
mediately pro|H>sing u« m> amendment: 
“Ami the Vice President shall lie »!;. I ‘d 
‘Hi* Most Sit|H>rihiouN lHglmcus."' 
Ami so it was decided that Hie (‘resi­
dent should have no other title than 
“Tile pr« sidellt.”

Tin* Constitution did not provide for 
tlx1 election of the Electoral College 
“presidential elcctor<”us mov called b\ 
hy tl direct Vote of the people; it left the 
various Legislatures of the States to pro­
vide a method of electing them; and 
the Legislature proceeded to elect 
them by a vote in tin* Legislature, 
without any popular election. There 
were no political conventions or nomi­
nations made. The theory of the Elec­
toral College was modeled after the 
republics of Venice, in the middle ages, 
that were governed by an oligarchy, the 
best and foremost citizens selecting the 
ruler. So, as many of the foremost cit­
izens of the American Republic as there 
were Congressmen uml Senators were 
chosen hy the various State Legisla­
tures ns momliers of the Electoral Col­
lege, who, in their w isdom and without 
being instructed hy political conven­
tions, voted for a candidate for Presi­
dent of tho United States; but did not 
vote for a Vice President—tho one hav­
ing tlio largest vote, if a majority, was 
to be tho President, and tho ono having 
tho next largest was to he the Vice Pres­
ident. Everyone knows that “George 
Washington, Esq.,” was chosen Presi­
dent, and almost everyone supposes hy 
the unanimous vote of the people; but 
the people did not vote at all, and his 
support was not hy any means unani­
mous in tho Electoral College, there 
being uo less than twelve distinguished 
gentlemen with “Esq.” attached to their 
names who received one or more elec­
toral votes for tho honorable ollice of 
President of the United Stales. Tin* 
first Congress under the Constitution 
assembled in X m\v York City, Wednes­
day, March 4, 1789, and, there being no 
quorum present, adjourned from day 
today, until Monday, April tl, 1789, 
when the Semite elected Joliu Langdon 
president, “for the sole purpose of open­
ing and counting tho vote for President 
of the United States.” In joint session 
on the same day tho vote was an­
nounced as follows:
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“Whereby it appeared that George 

Washington, Esq., was elected Presi­
dent, and John Adams, Esq., Vice 
President of the United States of 
Amorica.” The States of New York, 
North Carolina, and Rhode Island had 
not yet given their consent to the 
adoption of the Constitution of the 
United States, and hod no voice ill the 
first Presidential election.— Freeport 
(III.) Journal.

Chopin as u Hoy,
Chopin, alone of all the musicians, 

has been immortalized through his 
pianoforte music. If all tho works that 
mivo ever been written for the piano 
were to l>o swept away, liiscoiii|mHitioiis 
would of themselves inspire one through 
all the drudgery that is necessary to 
master the instrument.

Frederic Chopin was horn on Mureli 
1, 1809, at a little village near Warsusv. 
The child’s genius wus apparent in Ids 
earliest years; when scarcely more than 
a baby, he was so sensitive that he wept 
on hearing music; and In* lieguii to com­
pose In-fore ho was old enough to write 
(Hit thi> notes, lie was pluci-d under 
the tuition df Albert Zwyny, w!u» was 
delighted with hisUttlepilpirspn'gress, 
uid in Ids ninth year he gavo hia first 
concert. Frederick was generally full 
of high spirits, und often amused him­
self hy playing littlo praetieal jokes, 
sometimes Iwing joined hy his sister 
Emily. This sister gave as rare promise 
of ls*ing great in literature as Frederic 
in music, Imt, unfortunately, she died 
when only a young girl. *

Chopin hud a talent for seizing tho 
ludicrous ami placing it on paistr; and 
Ids |M)W(*r of curicuttiring ou tlio piano 
was much like Schumann's. U is said 
that once, when his fathers pupils were 
Incoming very IsuNtcroins Chopin en­
tered the roomuudscuted Iu iiin M i at the

Inano. Hi* imitahsl a hand of robbers 
»rcaking into u house, their escape, and 

retreat to the woods; as the music grew 
fainter the pupils liccaiue drowsier and 
drowsier until Huy were all fust asleep.

The Scandinavian Languages,
Tho language spoken during tho 

heathen ages iu all the Northern or 
Scandinavian lands is known iu history 
as the Norse tongue, and, although 
different dialects no doubt existed, it is 
certain that substantially tlio same 
language was used by the inhabitants 
of Norway, Swedon, Denmark, and 
Iceland until the eleventh century. In 
Denmark, however, contact with the 
Latin races largely modified tlio 
tongue, and with tho introduction of 
Christianity important changes wore 
incorporated into it. Modem Danish, 
therefore, though retaining many words 
from, and important structural resem­
blances to, tho old Norse language, is 
essentially a different tongue. Modem 
bwed s!i lias been developed from one 
or maro Norse dialects in the same 
manner, but tlio cliatigo was so slow 
that hh lute as the fourteenth century 
tho old Norse sagas were still under­
stood at the courts, wherein the popu-' 
lar tonguo is tho soonest lost. There 
are now in Sweden marked dialectic 
differences betweeu tho speech of tho 
southern and northern districts of tho 
country. In tho north there is still a 
noticeable approximation to the original 
Norso tongue, while in tho south tho 
resemblances to the Danish are so great 
as to render tho two languages nearly 
tho same. In Norway tho Danish lan­
guage was mode, ip 1M7, by tho terms 
of tlio union between tho two countries, 
thn oilicial lunguugo. I t  is still tho 
lang'jsgo used throughout the country 
in all schools and colleges, and in busi­
ness and social life; everywhere, in­
deed, except in tho rural districts, 
where dialects heuring strong resem­
blance to tho speech of the old Norse­
men aro still in use.—Infer Ocean,
