SYKESY.

In  a city like Chicago there are on 
• ▼c ry  biito, young men who seem to 
have caught the smile of Fortune. They 
atand on tho top round of the ladder, 
and they cry cheerily to the surging 
company heneath them that there iu 
plenty of room up there. I  happen to 
near tho other day how tho grain trade 
had lifted and supported u climber.

Let us first philosophize, merely, 
that, when tho good Lama Fortune 
smiles, sho is apt to be looking at a 
bright, active, cheerful, temporise fol­
low, and the more abstemious his habits 
may l>o, tho more delightful is the smile 
<Blio seems to bestow.

Well, this young man was a Hoosicr. 
Ho lived in a Hoosier village, let us say 
Warsaw', because it was not Warsaw, 
and this Hoosicr village was feeding 
many railroad passengers and reckon­
ing them in her census. The place was 
full of railroad slaug, new railroads, 
business, and traveling men generally. 
Tho young man—let us call liim Sykesy 
—was bursting with the desire to suc­
ceed; he was boiling over with ideas; 
ho was “dead on to” the weaknesses, 
timidity and average humility and ig­
norance of mankind ;yet he himself was 
also ignorant and inexperienced. And 
M to capital. Bykesy hod, on this pivotal 
morning in his life, just eighty cents. 
B ut ho met a good man that very morn­
ing, and secured au idea.

An idea planted in a busy brain may 
be tho seed of wonderful things. 
•George Stephenson's idea, and James 
Watt's idea, rondo it imssible for 
VandcrUlt to give eight children $11,- 
<000,000 each.

Now Byksey, with his idea just se­
cured, rented an ofilce. “Take it, mo 
boy!” cxied his admiring friend, the 
landlord.

The sellers of the wheat 
were to start the lending of the cars 
that afternoon and bring the bills of 
lading, in Hykesy's name, to Warsaw 
the next day. Byksey was to get home, 
and it was snowing hard. Hut what was 
<mow to Byksey, the man of large ideas? 
A passenger train cumc and went—no 
use in lathering the passenger men. A 
freight train rumbled in. Bykesy 
knows the eonductor.

“ I'd like to take ye back, Bykesy,” 
said the train mun, “but you know how 
it is."

“All right." said Bykesy, “ I'll just 
walk down the other side of tin* train, 
.and you needn't lather your head.” Bo 
Bykesy climlied on an out-of-the-way 
Hand-cur fur down in tin* train, und 
when the brukenmn afterward came 
along on top the train and looked down 
on the contraband, interdicted, and H* 
licit Bykesy, that hrakemnn wheeled 
around ami ut some risk of 
turned Ids brake widi his back 
pint form-ear below him, Tims it came 
Ihat S.'lo s.v was not di<covered by the 
Jynv< u-il trainmen, and rode home m 
fust. :-m»w, ami glory.

The next day we see Bykesy at the 
bunk:

“ lb re.” says lie, “are bills of hiding 
for 2.5<*» bushels of No 2. red, billed
t«» me, Christopher ( \  Sykes. I'hilid"!- 
phia. notify Quake, Kimball »Y Quol.c, 
77 Walnut Street, lb re is Christopher 
G. Bvkes’ name ou the back. Now take

these hills and give me the money. Its 
six and a quarter for you uml you know 
its perfectly safe.”

The hunker snys :“I  see, Bykesy. It's 
all right. I  know your plan. It's good. 
Let us see; Twenty-five hundred nt 
dollar thirty—that’s $51,250; eighteen 
for freight I  see—that's $480. You 
want $2,800. How much shall I  pay 
you ?”

“Twentv-soven hundred uml fifty,” 
says Bykesy. “Leave tho fifty to my 
credit."

Bykesy had bought at a dollar ten ; 
ho could sell in Philadelphia, net track, 
at a dollar thirty; freight (and insur 
ntiee), IK cents; net cost to Bykesy in 
Philadelphia, $1.28; 2 cents on 2,500 
bushels, $50. Bykesy had made $50. 
Good ideal

Beside tho $0.25 discount, it was 
worth money to tho banker to pay out 
money in Warsaw* and receivo it in 
Philadelphia. This was why ho w*as so 
accommodating.

Now it is not every young Hoosicr in 
Indiana who lias a clinnco to mako $50 
a day and bo treated with consideration 
by bankers and with alsmluto venera­
tion by small dealers in grain, and 
Bykesy had not lost sight of tfiat fact. 
I t  may Ik* imagined in wlmt a very rage 
of enthusiasm ho devastated Northern 
Indiana. Ho Isnight hero and he bought 
then*. The rail road men ruu after him; 
tho telegraph company put “Bykesy, 
Esquire, ” after his bills, aud he sent on 
to Philadelphia no less than threo 
thousand cars of grain in three months. 
That is a mountain of grain, dear reader 
—a million and a half of bushels!

I t  must not be understood that Bykesy 
was to mako 2 cents a bushel for any 
length of time. Other buyers were 
quick to imitate. Tho market was 
treacherous. The exporters at Pliila 
delphia were careful to pare down 
Sykes,v’s profits. Hut for all this, and 
with all their business strategy, Quake, 
Kimball & Quoke gazedwitli awe 
and admiration at this young whirlwiud 
out west. I t  took aw*ay their dignified 
breath. Then their “thrift” came to 
their succor. So they telegraphed to 
Sykesy to come to Philadelphia. They 
wanted to see him. But Bykesy’s head 
w as not easily turned. Ho telegraped 
back that the interests of the trade re­
quired his close attention to business. 
Another request, answered similarly, 
and then their came a peremptory com­
mand to “Come on or quit!”

Sykesy went. Ho was received by 
Quake, Kimball, & Quoke with open 
arras and endearing terms of affection. 
They wanted him on a salary—this 
young man who had made $3,500 in 
three months! About $1,200 a year 
would do, they thought!

“Sykesy, you don’t know nothin’ alxmt 
how Iudia is knockin’ us!” said old 
Quake. “India is a doin'of us up! In 
a few years we won't be shippin’ a quar­
ter of grain to Liverpool—you hear me! 
India is ruinin’ us—and Odessa!”

“You don’t know'," said tho eloquent 
old Quakey, “how the risk is nil with 
us. You—buyin’ right-’n’-left out there 
in bucketfuls, aud wo a tryin* to feed it 
to people in Yurrnp and keepin’ all 
hands employed at hum ! No, sir, you’ve 
boon rankin’ more money tlian we kin 
stand, for I  tell yo. India is doin’ of ns 
up!—and Odessa I”

Bo, rebel as ho might, these wero the 
terms for Sykesy—“net track, Phila­
delphia,” poor Bykesy joked to himself 
—a salary, or no more connection with 
Quake, Kimball & Quoke; no more 
symposia with bankers; no more low­
ing and scraping from the telegraph 
people; no more incense from the rural 
grain dealers.

Bo Bykesy mado tho medicine as 
sweet as the oxfjorters would tolerate, 
and swallowed it—eighteen hundred a 
year and all expenses of tho trip paid 
up.

This concession by tho Hoosier buyer 
w'onld go far, so Quakey w'ould have 
Byksey believe, to continue the export 
trade. India would have to stand bock 

and Odessa.
“Sykesy,” said the jovial and very 

excellent old exporter, “you’ve seen the 
stuff grow out of the ground. You’ve 
seen it carried to town, duraiied at the 
station, and loaded on the car. Now'yon 
just stay here till you've seen it alxmrd 
ship. We’U show you how we get it 
out ’o tho country.”

Behold, then, Bykesy on a stool be- 
sido old Quakey, behind a window, in 
front of which stands a line of, perhaps, 
thirty vessel agents. Quakey is no 
youngster. He has been cnptian of a 
volunteer fire company in earlier days; 
he lias been in tho export trade thirty 
years; lie knows every vessel that 
comes into port, and can give tho mari- 
tino insurance men points on age, con­
dition, and capacity. Now the vessel 
agents begin tuo morning's encounter. 
The firm means to engage about sixteen 
vessels, but the agents do not know but 
that the number will lie only 090. 
Again it may be thirty. The ships are 
on the other side of the ocean, about to 
conic across.

Tho first agent comes up. “What’s 
your figure, Hill? Hurry up there, 
now I” erics the impressive Quakey. 
“Oh! What do you moau? A rate like 
that for tiie Mary Jane?—why I  know 
her; slut was H 2 when I  was a ruimin’ 
wid the mashcdi! Go'way now*! Give 
tlo* other 1k»vh a bid!”

“Hut wliat will you give?” asks tho 
agent, not visibly affected and not will­
ing to loose his place that way. And 
so, as the firm want sixteen vessels and 
the rest of the line agents look savagely 
in sympathy with No. 1 in the lino, a 
bargain is soon made. The good ship 
Mary Jane, now* leaving some far-away 
wharf, is to arrive at Philadelphia and 
load in thirty days with, say, HWMHM) 
bushel* of No. 2 ri d w heat, which is 
now lying cool in the warehouses along 
sonic new railroad in Jndiaua, 000 miles 
away.

Quake. Kimball & Quoke have re­
ceived cable ink iee that it is safe to buy 

falling, • sterling exchange and send any quan­
to (he • tity of wheat, prompt shipment, at 52s

Id in Lixet'pmd for each eight bushels. 
That conies near $1.75 per bushel, and 
the difference between that price and 
( lie  I’hihi'! 'Iphi;*. i.ia /'.et lies in
net an freight, in v i  jincc. charges, and 
pr.'tit. Pr-mipt •hipmeiit in sixty days.

Now. t*< cover the cargo of the good 
ship. .Mary .lane, tin* Philadelphia 
lirm b h graphs to a New York house, 
for. sav. is;’.n i,ii;h» worth of sterling ex­
change, sixty days at, say $ l.s4 l. That 
i p. ration lands the measure of vul.*,u,

for the prieo of exchange fluctuates 
while the figure of tho wheat bargain 
made at Liverpool, dependent on do 
livery, does not fluctuate. In sixty 
days tho firm will have $380,000 in 
London that must be transferred to 
Now York. Then if they own that 
much exchange, already bought, there 
has been no ixrssible fluctuation—to the 
firm. Tho firm docs not wish to gam­
ble—to either win or lose. Thou an­
other person in tho firm makes a con 
tract with a red or a blue or a white 
frcight-linp for cars from Indiana. And 
then tho wheat begins to travel east­
ward. Your little town of Warsaw, for 
instanco, might load seventy-five cars 
in ono week. All that is needed is an 
outlet—* market at Liverpool, or 
Havana, or Havre.

On to Philadelphia comes the Mary 
Jane. Tho 160,000 bushels of wheat 
arc run into her hold, three-quarters in 
bulk, and a fourth laid on top in sacks 
to hold tho cargo in shajto. Quake 
goes to tho marine insurance ofilce; ho 
shows his j>A]>or» and gejs his jmlicv. 
Then lio goes to the Now York liank. 
He show's his charter of the Mary Jauo, 
signed by agent and captain; ho shows 
the ralroad weighmnstcr’s certificate 
that there are 160,000 bushels of wheat; 
ho hIiowb the Grain Inspector’s certifi­
cate that it is No. 2 red ; ho shows his 
ocean freight b ill; ho shows his cable 
advice as to price; ho shows his pur­
chase of sterling exchange, and, siguing 
over the outfit to tho bank, he draws 
against tho cargo and—for a discount— 
frees his capital for further purchases.

Ho the Mary Jauo disappears from 
the visible supply, and becomes ono of 
those celebrated cargoes off coast that 
we read of in the Murk Lane rejiorts.

Bo go the sixteen ships. I t is a busy 
place—the exporter’s office. Now a 
cnblo from ouo country, now from an­
other. “Havana—Quake, Phil.—Give 
you (equal to $1.35) sixty days.” 
“Liverpool—Quake, Pliila.—Give you 
(equal to $1.36)—sixty days.” “Bar­
celona—Quake, Phila.—Give you 
(equal to $1.37) seventy days.” So 
come the cables. Bo go the ships. 
The Indiana farmer sells, and smiles, 
and winders if the “speculators” aft the 
stations will get their money back.

But Quake, Kimball & Quote fail to 
get as much grain as they can handle. 
Sykesy must go west again. And west 
he goes, with a good knowledge of tho 
wheat trade, a wide acquaintance and a 
clear head. He buys corn, wheat, oats, 
barley, flaxseed, and oil-cake.

The banks are charging a quarter of 
1 per cent, to cash the buyers’ bills, of 
ladilig given by the railroad. Sykesy 
deposits a small amount of money in his 
New York bank and, by draw ing checks 
agaiust that bank, and sending the 
ladings by mail for de]>osit at par. is 
able to underbid the other buyers (now 
thick as flies in the market), for he 
saves a quarter of 1 per cent. He 
sends his check westward; he sends his 
InAings eastward by the sarao mail. 
Sometimes Ids check goes to New York 
by way of New* Orleans, for it is eastern 
exchange and handy to have. Thus 
Bykesy, without a thousand dollars to 
his name, may have, for short periods, 
immense sums of deposit in New York. 
As the bank pays interest on daily bal­
ances lie receives notico one month that 
he lias been credited with $500 interest 
on balances of some $800,000. His in­
terest receipts average, say, $150 a 
month. Not bad for a young Hoosier, 
was it?

At the end of the first year Quake, 
Kimball & Quoke, probably discover­
ing bis little piece of financial acumen, 
cut his salary to $1,500. And yet they 
have profiled by Ids low bids. “But 
India is terrible, mo lmy!—and Odessa!” 

The next year India booms to $1,200; 
and the next year the coral strand 
actuallv forces Bykesy salary down to 
$1,000.*

Tho firm sent him up into Michigan 
to seo if they could not beat Toledo and 
Lrtroit out of two cents those towns 
w*ero making by cashing ladings and 
sending back the money to Michigan by 
express. I t w as an onerous tax. India 
wan Wginning to boom again. So 
up Bykesy went, armed with letters 
from Governors and Senators. He ex­
plained to the Michigan men. They 
took him to the hanker to see about it. 
The banker could not deny that if the 
New York Bank would take a bill of 
lading at par, and if Sykesy's checks 
were good, it would “do up” Toledo 
and Detroit, but privately the great 
man told the “boys” that Bykesy was 
too smart a chap for them.

“He talks first-rate politics; he is up 
on the liquor question from Maine to 
Kansas; he is clever on religion, and he 
knows altogether too much *1>oiit 
bankin' to be a safe wheat man. I  tell 
ye, boys, ye’d better let that feller 
alone.' * I t took an oxtra week to pacify 
capital, restore confidence in Michigan 
society, lieat Detroit and Toledo, and 
keep India under control.

Then Bykesy was to lie sent to South­
ern Indiana. “I've a man there whose 
want of judgment has cost me $5)0,000,” 
wrote Quake. The man had 1>oiight 
doublo bills of lading. He had bar­
gained with trampH for Palace Hotels. 
He had had no w*nsn at all.

South went Bykesy. Ah, that was 
the first time the world had turned the 
cold shoulder to him. He would sit at 
the instrument in the telegraph office. 
“Give you thirty net track Philadel­
phia!” “Give you thirty half net track 
Philadelphia—that lieats Cliic&go mar­
ket 1” Bo would go the telegrams along 
tho railroad to every station. But never 
1111 answer. The poor boy watched the 
Chicago market. He never took Ium 
own chances and made* offers that ought 
to have caught any seller. Still never 
a reply—not even a return telegram nt 
Hykesy’s c x ih *»ho. A compassionate 
friend advised tin* Hoosier to go back 
to Warsaw. “Ybtfre a stranger in these 
parts.” said lie. Even Bykesy grew de- 
HjHmdcnt.

“These fellers,” wrote he to Quakey, 
“vote the straiulit Democratic ticket 
and ship to Baltimore. It's no use. 
They'll not sell to me.” Hut Quakey 
wrote buck; “Stick there! I t isn't 
you w ho are losing. It's me. I  know 
what's iu you.”

So Kyki'sy sat down and wrote out a 
lu-ktotrnij'h or some other O'Gruphic 
dispatch, asking in a fervid piece of 
rhynn». jf ^o/wr d» al- r in the latitude 
would n o t se n d  him a "collect m e ssa g e ”  

refusing to *cll (imjtitiny would be 
batter than tills everlasting silence.

Tlipn the compassionate friend ivnu 
Bykesy went to a pop-shop and sworn 
eternal friendship over a bottle of sar­
saparilla |iop—stuff that many bravo 
young men iu those days drank w ithout 
fear of blue vitriol or marble dust.

When they got Imek to the telegraph 
office there was a stack of dispatches. 
“Bell yon 10,000. Bend ns another.” 
“Accept your after. Bully for you!” 
“Can give you 15,000 sumo figure. 
Didu’t know you rnennt business!” Ho 
ran tlio telegrams. Sykesy had caught 
the region.

"You seo the old man at Philadelphia 
w'os right,” said tho happy buyer. He 
knew moro’n you and me put together. 
He’s got moro spine than the wholo 
town 1”

“Now,” said the compassionate friend, 
in astonishment, “if you had the 
proper idea of your ability, yon would 
never buy another bushel of cash 
wheat for the East. You would buy 
options for tho West. The friend ex­
hibited a little book to Bykesy. Tho 
friend had made commissions that very 
month to tho amount of $800.

How tileellofiR urn Conducted in KnftAiid.

British or Irish polling is conducted 
m!u h after the New York methods.  ̂It 
jins been preceded by registration 
lists, wil l'll are exhibited in public; by 
opjK>rt?im.*i1‘8 f°r  scrutinizing and ob­
jecting to m'*ncs thereon, and by per­
fect copies atkl°1' tho lists are settled and 
attested Ixung delivered to the President 
or Chairman of e.vch jxdl and his cleri­
cal assistant. Tho voter finds provided, 
on polling day, a lHX>.*h or building con­
taining several rooms iv’id of easy access 
to his residence—within ono or throo 
miles, according ns it is suburban or 
rural. There arc ballot-papers, which 
must bo printed und cannot lmvo writ­
ing on them, but these aro exclusively 
supplied hv the legal authorities. Thcro 
nr»* bullot-iHixoH, where ballots aro re­
ceived in order of presentation.

The days of (Killing vary in localities 
and according to the discretion of tho 
returning ollleer, who consults the 
usages and habits of tlio locality; but 
the day must lie within nino days after 
lie has received the crown mandate, and 
three days must elapse between his 
issuing newspaper notices or his hand­
bill announcement and the election day 
thus announced. On this latterday tho 
nomination of candidates in writing first 
takes place. No one can be voted 
for unless duly nomiated. If 
mnro candidates aro nominated than 
there are places to be filled, tho election 
is adjourned for n poll next day from 8 
a. iu. to 8. p, m. On this day of nom­
ination the returning officer apjx>rtions 
the |x»ll expenses among the candidates, 
ami they either pay or give security. 
These expenses vary according <0 tin* 
number of voters, from £100 to £ 1,000, 
so that, as is obvious, poor men have 
litlle chance of being eamlidiutes. These 
expenses are never chargeable to the 
public treasury, and include every item 
of proclamation and jxdl expenses.

Tho poll President may remove any 
person misconducting himself, and, if 
required on behalf of a candidate, ask 
the voter whether he is tho person 
w hose name appears on tlio register and 
whether I10 has voted before, and may 
administer an onth to confirm the an­
swers.

The ballot pnp.or contains a list of the 
candidates nominated. On its being de­
livered to the voter it is marked on both 
sides with the official mark, and the 
number of the elector in the register is 
marked on the counterfoil. Tho coun­
terfoil and the ballot-paper lmvo cor­
responding numbers, so that, while the 
ballot-paper itself docs not disclose the 
voter’s number on the register, that 
number can still be traced in ease of a 
scrutiny through tin* other number on 
the counterfoil. The elector enters a 
compartment- of the polling-station, 
marks the paper w ith a cross oppsitc 
the name or names for which he votes, 
folds up the paper and puts it in the 
ballot-box, which ut the commencement 
of the proceedings has been shown 
empty. Every precaution is taken 
throughout the* voting to maintain the 
secrecy of the ballot by imposing pen­
alties and otherwise.

If more candidates arc running their 
names are printed and numbered again 
consecutively 3. 4, 5, 6, Intitials nre 
only used when two of the same name 
nre running. An X is placed in the 
space on the right of the name of the 
candidate for whom 0110 wishes to vote.

If a voter deuls with a ballot paper so 
as to make it useless the presiding offi­
cer may give hitn another, and the first 
lsdlot-pnpcr becomes mid is marked a 
“spoiled paper.” A further duty of the 
presiding officer is to murk tlio ballot 
paper of illiterate voters, after they 
have mado a declaration of their illiter­
acy, to place their papers in tho lx>x, 
and to enter the name ami numlxir of 
the illiterate voter in the list of votes 
marked by the presiding nflieer.

At tlio close of tho polling tho presid­
ing officer makes up and seals tin; bnllot- 
Isxxes, tho unused and sjxriled ballot- 
papers, tho tendered ballot pujwTM, the 
marked copy of tho register of voters 
showing tho voters who have voted, the 
counterfoils of the ballot p liers used, 
the tendered voters’ list and tlio list of 
tho illiterates* votes marked by liim. 
These packets are delivered to tlio re­
turning officer of tho district, and are to 
be occompunicd by “the ballot-paper 
account,” which accounts for all the 
ballot-papers issued to tho presiding 
officer.

The counting of tho votes takes place 
before the returning officer, who, after 
opening tho Ihixos mid recording the 
numlier of pa(H*rs in each, mixes all the 
papers together. He may reject hallot- 
jmjMTs for the wfent of the clmirmuiTs 
official murk, or lmcauso too nmtiy can­
didates Imve !x>cn voted for, or liecuuse 
they are uncertainly marked or not 
marked not all. He has also to verify 
the hullot-paper account and forward it 
to the Cb rk of the Crown with ull the 
documents sorb-d. These papers arc 
retained for a year aud may Ini ins|x‘cted 
by order of the House of Commons or 
of the High Court.

The last duty of the returning officer 
is to make his return. This is done by 
indorsement on the writ of the names 
returned, and the w rit is then sent 
through tho post to the Cb rk of the 
Crown.—Lou ('or. X w  York Merabi.

Social Disorder* uihI their Cure.
That there is a tendency to disease, 

or at least disorder, in the social body 
and brain of whichmtr individual IhrHc* 
and brains nro particles, is proved by 
tho filet that Congresses and Legisla­
tures, courts and jails, and jKx>rhousca 
nre thought to bo necessary.

There nro several diseases or disor­
ders to which our social system is at 
times subject. There is tho (1yspc]HiiA 
of hard times, caused by a weakening 
of tho ( social stomach, and a  
clogged circulation of the social blood; 
there is tho fever of war, the malaria of 
trade restrictions, tho headache that 
follows a business debauch, the con­
sumption of poverty, and a long list of 
other sicknesses causing pain and an­
noyance in different degrw*.

Social physicirais - statesmen, poli­
ticians, reformers, and such of tho |xip- 
ulace as rare to put out their signs— 
nmko careful diagnoses, fccJSng care­
fully of the public poise, and name tho 
cause of the disorder.

Ono carefully examines tho patient, 
looks at tho tongue, takes tho tc'nqx'ra- 
turc, listens to tho respiration, and feels 
tin* pulse, liHtks thoughtful, then wise, 
aud finally pronounces tho disorder % 
too high tariff on hiqairteil good*

Another, quite ns eminent a sm-ial 31. 
D., with an excellent prffetico and half 
a dozen diplomas, makes his diagnosis 
in a much similar manner, and, after 
duo deliberation, says: “Too free coin­
age of money. You have too much 
mercantile blood in circulation. We 
must use leeches.”

Others of the regular school come in, 
view* the sick man, and ascribe the cause, 
some to a reduced tariff', some to too 
little silver, some to want of Civil Ser­
vice reform, some to the Democratic 
party, some to the Republican party, 
some to the I’resident, some to Con­
gress, some to tin* bunks, some to tho 
brokers, some to Vanderbilt, uml soino
to Gould.

All arc emiuent physicians blit few of 
them agree.

While tho "regulars” are quarrelling, 
the “irregulars” take their turn at pro­
scribing. Ono recommends woman 
suffrage, another greenbacks, another 
State socialism, another absolute free­
dom of trade, aud another anarchy. 
While these latter arc not looked upon 
ns eminent social physicians,- many of 
them use very ])ersunsive arguments, 
and show the earnestness of firm con­
viction.

Meanwhile the seeds of the disorder 
permeate the whole system, and many 
times recovery has been brought about 
simply because nature took its course.

When doctors disagree, who shall de­
cide?

Under the present system it must bo 
the body («ditic, the brain of the social 
system. It may take the advice of tho 
“regular” physicians or of the “irregu­
lars;” it. may take physic or calomel or 
mercury; it may trust to the mind cure, 
thecold-water cure, or tin* hof-water 
cure; it may take of all the nostrums 
advertised on billLiurds and iu . news­
papers, and peddled about tho country 
by quarks of all kinds; and it may. if it 
thinks best, leave nature to affect tlio 
cure unaided.

It is, probably, bettor that the social 
physicians do quarrel among them­
selves, for, if they were to agree, their 
agreement might be upon a poison 
whoso effect would be disastrous, if not 
deadly.

The social system has strong vitality, 
and when sick the tliundencv is always 
toward lu altln. An occasional purging, 
like that given by war, is doubtless 
needed, but hoimeopathic treatment is 
better for most of its disorders.

Save 11s from those doctors who mako 
snap diagnoses und promise iminediato 
cure's, whether they treat the lusty 
human or the lxxly politic, whether 
they cry nostrums in bottles or nos­
trums in books.—V. M. Hammond, iu  
Jionton Globe.

A Startling Medical Statement.
At a recent gathering of medical 

men in Philadelphia, Dr. W. S. Jan- 
ney, late Coroner of that city, made 
the startling statement that "no healthy 
man or woman ever dies in this climate 
from cholera morbus." Ho repeated 
the remark to the editor of the Mutu al 
and Surgical lteporter, saying that 
the records of tho Coroner's office 
would substantiate his words. He ex* 
plained that by "healthy" ho meant a 
person without organic diseases, and 
of average strength and vitality. "Such 
a  person,” he said, "when dying with

symptoms of cholera morbus, always 
dies from poisoning (usually arsenic» 
and tho caso is one of suicido or homi
cide." Tho ex-Coronor first examined 
into these cases when a stout, healthy 
man of his acquaintance diod, after an 
illness of thirty-six hours, with symp­
toms of cholera morbus. IIo had been 
attended by lour repntablo physiciuus, 
one of whom had sigued tho death cer­
tificate. Yet he instituted an investiga­
tion, and found enough arsenic in tho 
do cased to kill a dozen men. Ho after­
ward met with five or six similar eases. 
l>r. Bartholow, in a conversation with 
tho editor of the Heporter, said that 
he had not the least doubt of tho cor­
rectness of Dr. Janney's assertion. An­
other prominent physician stated his 
belief jii these views, and referred tho 
causes of such attempts to poison with 
arsenic to connubial uncongcuiafity.

Horace White was adopted by Heere- 
tary Stanton us liis journalistic mouth­
piece. He was a slender, thin, studeut- 
like vouug man, with a broad forehead 
and large lm/.el eyes. Reared in Wis­
consin. lie hud uequired a position ns 
newspaper eorrespoudent early in life, 
and hnd been selected as tlie distribut­
ing agent of thi> Kansas Aid Society 
when lie could not have lieen much over 
one and twenty. He testified M ore 
tho John Brown investigating com- 
mittee in IHtiO,

The happiest |M»rind of Gen. Grant’s 
eventful life, during which he enjoyed 
great domestic felicity, was after the 
war, w hile he was on duty at Washing­
ton as general of the army. Before the 
dose of the war Mrs. Grunt and her 
children hud occupied the house w hich 
lmd Im-hi presented to her husband in 
Philadelphia, but as liis new* duties re­
quired his presence in Washington, the 
family removed to a large und ldcasunt 
brick house on Georgetown Heights, 
whieli had been occupied by Geu. Hal* 
lick. It stood on an clovutcd situation, 
next to the distributing reservoir of the 
Potomae water works, and it wus sur­
rounded hv a fine law n.

From tiiis Georgetown house Gen. 
Grant removed into a large house in 
Washington, in what was known as 
Minnesota Row, w*hich lmd been built 
for and occupied by Stephen A. Doug­
las. and lie resid'd there until lit- was 
elected President, when he sold it to 
Gen. Sherman. At tiles'- successive 
homes Gen. Grant enjoyed the afi’cction 
of his devoted wife, whoso love for 
him hnd not been of the kind which 
flies out of the window when jMivertv 
enters by the door. I t has Itceii said 
that “amid the storms and tlie sorrows 
of live that affections of man may veer, 
hut unchanged und unchanging is tlie 
true heart of woman: she loves and 
loves forever." Mrs. Grant had never 
complained when, at “Hard-Herabble,” 
she was obliged to forego many of the 
comfortsof life, hut she had endeavored 
to sustain her husbaud in liis efforts to 
secure a livelihood ns a farmer. While 
he was fighting the battles of the Re­
public, he knew* that liis children were 
safe in her charge, und when lie was as­
sailed by misrepresentations, he knew 
she did not credit them. When asked 
whether she thought that he would sn<** 
ceed, she sentontionslv remarked: “Mr. 
Grant’s a mighty obstinate man," and 
her faith in his triumphant success 
never wavered.

A devoted wife, Mrs. Grant was also 
an affectionate mother, and tlie happy 
pair enjoyed the society of their chil­
dren os they grew* up. Fred, tlie oldest 
son. who hail sliared some of his father’s 
later campaigns, was l icing prepared 
for admission to West Point. The Gen­
eral’s pet was liis only daughter, Nellie, 
who was bright and In-autifal, and 
whose juvenile prattle was far more at­
tractive to him than the compliments of 
CongresHmen or the praises of i»oliti- 
cians.

Gen. Graut used generally to W’alk 
to and from liis "headquarters," which 
w*ere iu a two-story honse on Seven­
teenth street, opposite tlie War Depart­
ment, and he w'os often seen trudging 
along on a stormy day, his only protec­
tion from the remitting an army cloak 
and a slouch liat. There was nothing 
to indicate that he was tho commander- 
in-chief of the army, and ho was alone 
in the morning when he w*ent to tlie 
Department. His route was through I 
street to Massachusetts and New York 
avenues, to Fiftienth street, and thence 
1>v the broad-flagged pavement on 
Pennsylvania avenue to the War De­
partment. Even the children along 
this route knew Gen. Grant, anil w ould 
frequently salute him os he passed, 
silently smoking liis cigar. Gen. Grant 
w'as very fond of walking alsmt Wash­
ington, and even after he liecame Presi­
dent nothing was more agreeable to him 
tliau a stroll down Pennsylvania avenue. 
Frequently in these walks lie w*ould 
meet going in an opposite direction 
Kir Edward Thornton, the British 
Minister here. Sir Edward was a good 
pedestiun and took long strolls every 
duy, nnd would go springing along like 
a lmy out for a holiday. Ou the other 
Jiuud, Gen. Grant walked slowly aud 
deliberately, and would invariable re­
turn every salutation, no mutter how 
humble the |w*rsou might lie.

Gen. Grant's evening receptions at 
his house' on Minnesota Row*, while lie 
w'as general in the army, were the social 
feature of Washington. At the second 
one in the Winter of 18fifi-fi7, which was 
s fair sisM'inien of them all, the house 
was crowded at an early hour. Cain* 
net officers, diplomatists, judges, con­
gressmen, officers of tlie army nnd 
iiuv.v, residents imdtlic strangers within 
their gates niudo up the tlmmg that 
good-humoredly jostled and crowded 
eueh other in futile attempts to move 
through the purlors aud hall. Wheu 
(b n. Grant had issued cards of invita­
tion to liis first reception, hundreds who
hail ........ none went all tin same, so
lie afterwards announced through the 
newspapers that lie would be “happy to 
m e his friends.”

(b u . Grant received all those who 
could get near him in liis usual stoical 
manner, his eves lighting up when lie 
took an old friend or comrade hv tlie 
hand ll<* wore hi:, undress uniform, 
with the four golden stars glistening on 
his shoulder-straps, while Mrs. Grant 
whospHid at liis side, wore a plain, 
lligll-ticcked, long-sleeved pink silk 
gown, with a llouitou black lace shawl 
thrown o\er her shoulders. Tin* wives 
;( Senators ( ’handler und Morgan vied 
with each other in tin* ridincss *if their 
toilet., a.nl the ,splendor of their dia­
monds.

Cases have Iteen recorded iu which 
somnolence, continuing for days with­
out cessation, has resemblml trance in 
its duration, while preserving all tin* 
ordinary features of natural slmqi. Va­
rious facts Minqmrt ns iu associating hi- 
lN-mation witu the train of organic or 
functional changes ns tho other uncon­
scious states w hich wo havo I men con­
sidering. It comes like a liuhit; it has, 
one may sav, annual return; its appa­
rent cause is tlio oppression of external 
cold, and the animals it affects ant 
mostly those which, from their Itodilv 
structure or habits, are subject to great 
jiertodic variations of temperature. Vi­
tal tissue is exhausted and function is 
in part suspended, probably lmcause tho 
numbness of cold has taken hold upon 
the radicles of the outward circulation, 
aud of that of tho brain surface which 
is connected witli it by numerous anas­
tomoses. In such a case amcnia would 
seem to In* the cause of the winter 
sleep, as there is evidence to show that 
it is also the cause of that temporary 
starvation of brain which bills without 
arresting its action in tho natural ropose 
of each night.

We may even regard the lethargy 
ended by death, into w hich a man falls 
when ex]Nised to great cold, as short 
and mortal hiliernution. The same in­
fluence acts njKUi li^ii us upon tho lwnr 
or flsh, but the jMJwer of its shock is 
greater on his finer and less accus­
tomed organization. Ho, likewise, in 
other than the comparatively coarse 
forms of life, in the weariness, paralysis, 
atrophy, aud gangrene of limbs, in the 
leafless liiliernntion of trees, and in their 
decay l>eginning at the terminal twigs, 
the same teaching is evident—that vas­
cular nutrition, in its periodic variations, 
is the parent of activity and of life, us 
its absence is of death. It is not, there­
fore, altogether surprising to meet with 
occasional instances in which death is 
simulated by some deep degree of stu­
por.

Tlie earn* of George Childot. a la- 
l>orer living at Bridgewater, which was 
lately recorded in the doily papers, up­
roars to have been one of this kind. 
The trance-like state developed quite 
suddenly, and w as mistaken by the rel­
atives for death. Home slight degree 
of warmth in the apparent corpse in­
duced the clergyman in attendance to 
refuse burial, in spite of the decides! 
w*ish of the relatives that it should take 
place. After eight days the signs of 
animation were re-established and the 
subject of this singular exjierienec 
slowly recovered. In all such cases 
there is an element of mystery, and one 
cannot always decide how* much of this 
is due to tlie physiological or patholog­
ical conditions or to some external
agency-

We are not informed of the antece­
dents in the present instance, aud can­
not say how much hard work, under­
feeding, anxiety, or other causes may 
have to do with the result. Tlie state 
descrilMMl, if really one of trance, afiords 
a striking example of tho difficulty 
which sometimes, though very rarely, 
arises in proving the final point in diag­
nosis, and a warning that the most triv­
ial signs of vitality should not l>e over­
looked in determining the fact of death.

An Afternoon In Teheran.
I t is tho hour of peace; a rosy light 

bathes tho house-tops, hut the stately 
avenues leading north nnd south are in 
shadow, are cooled by tlie water thrown 
by the sadkahs. The tender evening 
light also rests on the snowy crests of 
the vast ridge of the Hliim Iran, or 
Light of Persia, W’hich sours to a height 
of 13,000 feet across the northern side 
of the plain, Init nine miles away. The 
evening glow, Indore it fades into twi­
light, lingers last ou the snow'v cone of 
Demavend, 21,000 feet high, ever pres­
ent in every view, like the presiding 
genius that protects the capital of 
Persia.

With slow' and dignified steps the 
Persian gentlemen stroll through thesa 
inviting avenues, engaged iu genial con­
verse. Their long rolies, their nmssive 
beards, their lofty cans or voluminous 
turbans, give them a loftv stateliness 
as they wend along, undisturlied by tlm 
numerous horses nnd carriages, or tho 
hideously unkempt und filthy dervishes 
who claim alms on uccount of their 
sanctified rags.

At this hour the ten-houses ore in full 
blast. The render may Is* surprised to 
team that the national leverage of 
Persia is not cofleehut tea. One would 
naturally suppose thatneomitry so near 
Arahy the Blest and tlie aromatic 
groves of Mochn would, like the Turks, 
prefer coffee. Of courfte a great deal 
of coffee, prepared in the Turkish wav, 
Is eonsnni'Hl by the Persians, hut the 
fact remains flint they are essentially a 
tea-drinking race, drinking it in vast 
quantities, flavored with lemon or 
tourchee, which is the prepared juice of 
the lime, and sweetened almost to u 
syrup. The habit is propuldy the re­
sult of the commercial intercom's;) 
which at an early ]>eri<xl existed be­
tween Persia aud China, aud whieli, as 
is now well known, gave an impulse to 
the arts of Persia, of which evidences 
npjiear at various stages of her irsthetio 
history. At TVlierun the ten-houses 
takes the place of the coffee-houses 
of Constantinople. One meets them at 
every turn, of every rank, but all nliko 
resorts for rest, leisure, aud entertain­
ment. There one may see public 
dancers, who by law are now invariably 
men, although women of questionuhlo 
repubi contrive to evade the laws some­
times and exhibit in the harems. The 
male dancers are brought up to this 
vocation from boyhood, nnd invariably 
wear long hair in imitatiou of women, 
and shave their faces smooth.

What interests an intelligent Euro­
pean more at these tea-houses than the 
dances are tho recitations from the 
imsMl The songs of Hafiz may Ik» 
hearfrthere, and entire cantos from the 
great epic of Ferdoonsoe, repeated w ith 
loud, sonorous modulation, heard some­
times at quite a distance at the more in­
spiring passages, and listened to with 
enthusiastic rapture. Here, too, one 
may here the Arabian Nights tales 
given without any attempt ut expurga­
ting, exactly as in a recent translation. 
The reader will recollect that the char­
acters in the Arabian Nights are con­
stantly and at every opjiortHiiity quot­
ing long und appropriate passages from 
the poets. This may to the European 
ap]>ear to be an affectation or a freak of 
|K>etic license on tlie part of the author 
of these tales. On the contrary, he 
was simply giving ns another of those 
traits of Oriental character the record 
of which has given to those inimitable 
narratives immortality as the finest pic­
ture ever given of tho life of the East, 
w hich, after thousands of years, is only 
just Wginning to feel the transforming 
influence of western civilization.

As ouc continues his ramble through 
Teheran ut this hour, lie sees a crowd 
amused by balloons dancing to the heat 
of tamlttmrines—animals which, if they 
do not get all the happiness they de­
serve, at least well fulfill their mission 
in ministering to the pleasure of myriads 
hv their absurd antics und grimaces. 
Or we see a chained lioncss.imt through 
her paces or, fatigued by the part she 
has iieen forced to play in life, and un­
able to escape from it by suicide, is 
sleeping heavily on tlie pavement. But 
one of tlie most common spectacles of 
Teheran in the late afternoon—a sight 
which iilwuys draws acrowd—is a mutch 
of trained wrestlers, or athletes exercis­
ing with clubs, at both of w hich the 
Persians are very expert, although they 
make no great figure in jugglery.—8.

Drying and Burning Bricks.
The drying of bricks is a matter of 

grout importune'*, und requires more 
attention than it generally mieives. 
From hand-made bricks we Imve to 
M'a|M)ruto some 25 |H*r cent, of water 
before it is safe to burn them; thus in 
works pi'mlueingtwenty thousuud bricks 
iM*r day, or six millions per amium. wo 
nave to e\u}Miruto more than twenty 
tons of water every twenty-four hours. 
The burning of bricks is exposing the 
dried bricks to such a degree of heat aa 
to change its character from tlmt of a 
merely absorbent lump of dry earth to 
u ban Idled, indestructible, partially- 
vitrified mass, or artificial stone, which 
will w ilhstand the action of the atmos­
phere. Tin* effect of file on cluvs or 
hrick-carth varies with tin* projiortion 
ami number of earths ami salts of which 
they are composed and the different 
percentage they hear to one another. 
(Muy of pure alumina is infusible, hut 
on cx|iiisiir4* to great heat contracts 
freely in hulk. Alumina combined with 
siliein, or alumina combined w ith lime, 
will withstand tin* most intense heat- 
whieli can be obtained in a furnace: but 
a mixture of these three earths will 
melt at a very low heut, the lime acting 
as a tins on the silica; and, according 
to Br. I re, iu his “Dictioiiurv of Arts," 
the more readily the nearer tke mixture 
approaches the following pro|Hirlioiis~ 
viz., alumina, one-fifth: lime, one-fifth, 
and silica, thrm-tlfths; by adding two 
parts more of saud it lieconics om»- 
sevcirth alumina, one-seventh lime, ami 
live-sevenths siliein. The general color 
of burnt brick is red, owing to the day 
containing a little iron; but where tho 
percentage of the duv of this siilmtimoo 
is larger the color of tin1 brick is blue. 
For burning bricks we have to employ 
the utmost cure in exposing them to as 
high a bent as they can stand without 
cudaiigcring their melting. If they aro 
not stillicienlly burnt they will In- very 
absorbent, and will retain sufficient 
moisture fur a frost to destroy them.

“It is curious to look over tho educa­
tional records as given by tin* Congress­
m en,” says the Washington correspond­
ent of the Cleveland L i n i n ' .

The lecturer 
stated that tin* requirem ents of an arti­
ficial light, in order to make it con* 
diieive to health, were that it should 
not he a source of impurity to  tin* at­
mosphere ; it should heat tin* atmos­
phere as little as possible; it should bo 
a  brilliant bright light, and should ho 
perfectly steady, cleanly, and in noway 
a  danger. Most of those requirem ents, 
however, were not met by the  forms of 
artitieial light in use; indeed, all lights 
which were dependent on combustion 
a t the burner were sources of impurity 
to  the atmosphere and a danger to tho 
public. The electric incumlcsccnt lamp, 
he ]H>inted out, was the only ligh t where 
they had perfect incandcscenco without 
uppreciublo combustion in tho lamp. 
I t  possessed all the health requirem ents 
of uu artificial light, such as an inappre­
ciable heat, purity  and brilliancy of 
color, steadiness of light, anil immunity 
from danger of fire. Tin* lecturer, hav­
ing show*n by experiments th e  advan­
tages of electric lighting over other il- 
luiuinants, concluded by tracing the 
present depression in tin* electric m ar­
ket to tho cx)>crimontul nature of the 
earlier work, tho predjudices of tho 
public and certain drawbacks of the 
present E lectric L ighting act. At the 
conclusion of the lecture tin* Chairman 
in moving a  vote of thanks to  Mr. Erie 
Bruce, said the electric light imsHossod 
almost every advantage th a t was re ­
quired in an artificial light, and in his 
opinion it wn* destined to Im* the  light 
of the future.

])n, S tkixk, a French electrician, has 
devised a very handsome little apparatus 
for enabling surgeons to  photograph 
the larynx, and thus obtain a record of 
tin* progress of certain throat disorders 
from day to day. The apparatus con­
sists of a very small electric incande­
scent lamp, which illuminates the 
throat, and is kept, cool by circulating 
water, and a small camera with gela­
tine-bromide plates. The combined 
apparatus is neatly mounted in a porta­
ble form, ami provided with a battery  
to supply the neeessury current.

Mu. B enjamin B akku, civil engineer, 
read a paper before tin* British Asso­
ciation, in the section of mechanics, 
which goes far to  explain some o ther­
wise unaccountable breakages of iron 
bridges, beams, and girders. He 
showed, as the result of careful and 
long-continued experiment, that the 
power of an iron bar to boar weight is 
no test of its strength to endure xveight 
in motion. I t  dislikes almve all things 
in term ittent weight. When five-minute 
trains are run over girders they can 
hardly be made strong enough, and 
even slow and frequent movement w ears 
out the  resisting power. The usual 
theory is that a  bridge is safe if it eon 
bear th ree times the heaviest weight 
ever placed upon it;  lmt this is by no 
means the  case if the weights move, 
and such a bridge would break down 
rapidly under the passing of twenty 
trains mi hour. Many English bridges 
are unsafe, from this cause or from de­
fective construction; and Mr. Baker 
added on the la tte r point a suggestion 
which would delight a Hindoo. Ameri­
can iron founders, he said, adopted a 
type of bridge or other work and ad­
hered to  it. insteml of trying all sorts; 
unil it was found that from practice and 
observation of faults their bridges grew 
better and better. That is wlmt the 
Hindoo workman has been saying for 
two thousand years or so, without get 
ting  much attention.

Diving fur Pearl*.
The Tnamotu Archipelago, to the 

east of the Society Islands, is perhaps 
the greatest pearl fishery in the world. 
Of its eighty islands there arc only 
some hul f dozen whose w aters do not 
produce the pearl oyster. Natives of 
this group know* no industry hut fish­
ing. Men, women, and children, they 
all dive like sea fowl, and the 
women arc the most expert. Two 
womeii.tcspecially of Faiti, and some of 
Anaa or Chain Islands, an* well-know n 
iu this trade—more dreadful far than 
sapphire gathering—for plunging into 
twenty-five fathoms of water, in the 
teeth  of the  sharks, and remaining us 
long as th ree  whole minutes under 
water. A famous diver of Anaa escaped 
not long ago from a shark with the loss 
of a  breast und an arm, and many go 
down never to come up again. I f  tbev 
make too many plunges in their day s 
work at the beginning of the season, 
which comprises the summer monllis, 
from November to  February, they bring 
on hem orrhage or congestion; und after 
some years in the occupation paralysis 
is certain. Few of these divers work 
for themselves, but can earn eighty 
cents a day from the pearl traders. 
W ith a  wooden tube some sixteen inches 
long, ten indies square and glazed at 
one end, they prospect from their boats 
the lxittom of these truiislllcid seas; 
the glass end, which is put into tin 
water, serving the purpose of suppress­
ing the eve-puzzling surface ripple.

The diver of the Bersiau G ulf or of 
Ceylon attaches a weight of soim 
twenty pounds to  his feet to uid him in 
his descent, und curries seven or eight 
pound* more of ballast in his belt. It 
protects Ixith eves and ears with oiled 
cotton, bandages hir mouth, and goes 
down forty feet with a  rope, lie  re­
mains down from flity-thrcc to eighty 
seconds, and helps himself up again bv 
the rope. Hut the Bacitlc diver prue- 
flees Inc conjuror's l«»ast of “no prepar­
ation.” Just liefore the plunge, lie oi 
slic draws a full breath rapidly three in 
four times running, and fluidly. with 
liis lungs full of air, drops fe d  tird  h 
flu* Isittonq not forty feet, but 150 to 
I HO feet, and conics to the surface again 
with extraordinary swiftness, unaided 
in any wav. Each dive generally lasts 
from sixty to  ninety seeonds; and only 
very occasionally tin* astonishing maxi­
mum of three luiliutes. The divers 
hardly ever bring up more than me 
oyster at u tim e; but this is clmscii as 
likely to  contain pearls by some faticir. 
rule of thum b of their own. grounded 
on age. form, and color; ami they hold 
tho .J e ll  livhtly together as they 
mount, lest tie* envious oyster should 
shed the pearl which tie* d i\ers them ­
selves are Very quick to conceal hy 
■wallowing if the employer's eve is not 
d.xed on them . Diving hells have l>e< n 
introduced by some houses in the trad e ; 
but the natives will tio longer work in 
'hem , saving tlc y  bring on curly par­
alysis oi the h-e,. U o iH i '  J o u r n a l .

The Bower oi' n physician.
The art of the physician can do much 

to  remove its subjects from deadly and 
dangerous influences, atul something to 
control m* arrest the effects of their in­
fluences. But look at the records of 
the  life insurance offices, and see how 
uniform is the action of nature's de­
stroying agencies. Look at the annual 
reports of tin* deaths in any of our great 
cities, and see how their regularity ap­
proaches uniformity of tin* tides, ami 
their variations keep pace with those of 
the  seasons. The inundations of the 
Nile are not more certainly to he pre­
dicted than the vast wave of infantile 
disease which flows in upon all our 
great cities with the glowing heats of 
Ju ly —than the fevers and dysenteries 
which visit our rural districts iu the 
m onths qf the falling leaf.

The physician watches these changes 
as the astronomer watches tlm rise of 
the  great river. Jlc longs to rescue in­
dividuals, to protect communities from 
the inroads of these destroying agencies. 
He uses all the means which experience 
has approved, tries every rational 
method which ingenuity can suggest. 
Some fortunate recovery leads him to 
believe he has hit upon a preventive or 
a cure for a mulody which bud resisted 
all known remedies. llis  rescued 
patient sounds bis praises, and a wide 
circle of bis patient's friends join iu a 
cliorilfl of eulogies. Self-love applauds 
him for his sagacity; self-interest con­
gratulates him on Ids having found the 
m ad to  fortune; the sense of having 
proved a benefactor of his race smooths 
the pillow oil which lie lays his head to
dream  of the brilliant ............... ..

If a single coincidence may 
lead a person of sanguine disposition to 
believe that he has mastered a disease 
which had huffted all who were before 
his tim e, and on which ids contempora­
ries looked in hopeless importance, 
what must he tile effect of u series of 
such coincidences even on a mind of 
calmer tem per!

Ventilation.
I t  is a simple m atter to ventilate a 

room properly if people will only give 
it a little  thought. Tin* average amount 
of air breathed by every person is about 
twenty-four cubic indies at each breath, 
with about twenty respirations a min­
ute. This would be a cubic foot in 
three minutes and u half, or -ini) cubic 
feet iii t.wciity-four hours, or the con­
tents of a room seven feet square and 
eight feet high. But th is is only a fif­
tieth part d ‘ wlmt every healthy person 
needs, for breathing vitiutesthe air rap­
idly, because tin* air exhaled has Mill 
times as much carbonic arid gas as the 
atmosphere, while twice tin* amount 
contained iu tin* atmosphere, or eight 
parts in HMliMt, is as large a proportion 
as can lie breathed without injury to the 
health. Crowded rooms in winter 
schools, etc., are sometimes found to 
contain three or four times us niudi.ivid 
headaches and otle-r ailments are tin* 
consequences of breathing the same air 
over mid over again. Then* should, 
therefore, he enough fl'esll all* for (‘Very 
person daily to amount to 20,111 lit cubic 
feet, or enough to till eighteen moms 
ten feet square und ten feet high. This 
would be amply supplied by an open­
ing. tube, or orifice three inches Square, 
with a moderate current. In tin* day­
time there is usually enough air intro­
duced into moms through opening 
doors, cracks iu window casings, and iu 
other ways. The chief danger is in 
sleeping-rooms, when* pains should bo 
taken to have a circulation. When tho 
room is warm, amt tin* air out-doors 
quite cold, constant, and often sufficient 
ein rents an* caused. A hundred per­
sons should listvi* a  ventilating orilico 
equal to 2t feet square. Tin* general 
principle seems to he simple enough; 
the difficulty lies in tin* unwillingm*ss 
or neglect of peoph* to apply it.

A Model kingdom.
This Kingdom of Bavaria, which m*xt 

to Prussia is tie* largest constituent part 
of tlm German Empire, has an area 
about equal to the principal part of tie* 
S tate of Michigan, known as the Lower 
Peninsula: and on this u population 
subsists without distress, numbering as 
many ns that of tie* w lode State of New 
York, tke city, lam g i-Jund and all, but 
setting  uisidc tin* City of Brooklyn. 
This statement of tin* area and popula­
tion of Bavaria leaves out of account 
th a t detached fragment of die kingdom 
known as the liheiupfalz, separated 
from the main body of tin* country by 
100 miles and lying on tlm Bbirn*. The 
soil of Bavaria is made productive only 
by constant attention to its chemical 
needs and hy careful cultivation; lmt 
wherever in the country you see tlmtu, 
the  people appear to he well fed, well 
clothed and contented. Three tinn-s 
in my life 1 have gone through the 
length  or breadth of Bavaria, and l  

have never seen u beggar unyuhcrit 
within its borders, in town or country. 
This mav he owing largely to om* of the  
good and wise aids of Napoleon Bona­
parte, that the Congress of Vienna, 
fifter his downfall, dared not, disturb. 
H e found the church hud absorbed and 
the  monks Imd possession of more than 
one-third of all flu* land of Bavaria, 
lu a comparatively small lmt fertiledis- 
tric t lie found twelve large monasteries, 
their inmutes luxuriating upon tin* fat 
of the land, while tlm tillers of the soil 
subsisted most miserably; this was 
culled the MlulVciiwinklc, or the Priests' 
( 'oi’hiT. Napoleon ciiiiliscatcd these 
and all other lands of the church, ex ­
cept such as vvel'e directly needed for 
church purposes, and vested them hy 
decree in the Bavarian < ioveriuncnf, 
which by another decree from him 
divided and sold tle-m in small parcels, 
on easy terms, to tJm people. Outside 
the cities, therefore, the hitul of Bu- 
vuriu is divided among over half a m il­
lion proprietors, in lots of from Hvc to 
th irty  acres, though it very few have 
forty to  titty. Around the cities tlm 
holdings do not average over an acre or 
two; but these ufl'onl a living f*»r a 
family iu the growing of vegetables for 
m arket, its members finding time for 
hibor elsewhere, also; an*! no m utter
