A Patriotic P od .
Francis Scott Key is famous for just 

ono th ing; ho wrote “Tho S ta r Span- 
glml Banner,” which has Imcn sung for 
twenty years, and is still our noblest

Siutriotio song. Mr. Key was born in 
'Tederiek County, Maryland, on the 

1st o f April, 177P, aud died in Baltimore 
tin* l l t l i  of January, 1BI3. Ho was a 
lawyer, and lie wrote n good many 
pociiiK, which wero published in a  book 
m 1K57; but tho only ono of them  good 
enough to bo remembered o r oven road 
by people generally is “Tho S ta r Span* 
gled Banner.”

D uring the years from 1812 to  1815 
this country was a t war with Groat 
Britain, mid in 1711 a British fleet en­
tered Chesapeake Bay. A force landed 
nml pinrclied to  AVashington City. Tho 
city fell into the  hands of this force, 
and the  public building* were burned. 
I t  was a gloomy time for Americans, for 
when the capital of the country was 
fnkeli it seemed likely tluit we were to 
lie conquered, and lose the liberty that 
Wiidiiiigton had won for us in tho Dev­
olution.

After taking Washington City tlio 
British land force marched ngainst 
Baltimore, and the war ships in the 
Chesapeake sailed up at tin* same time 
to bombard the town from the water. The 
towu was held by a small Issly of 
American soldiers, aud its principal de ­
fense on the water side was Fort Mc­
Henry, which wus held by Major Arm* 
intend, with alKmt 1,000 men, mostly 
volunteers. I ts  guns were small ones, 
which could not throw their shot very 
far: lm t the men in the fort were brave 
fellows, who m eant to  do their best to 
save the city with such cannon ns they 
had.

A few days beforo the  attack tho 
B ritish hud captured n well-known citi­
zen, D r. Beanes, and curried him to 
their ships, where they held him pris­
oner. Mr. Key, who then lived in 
Georgetown, near W ashington, was sent 
under a flag of trtico to  nsk for Dr. 
Beanes' release, and ho succeeded in 
persuading tho British admiral, Coch­
rane, to set the  good doctor free. But 
as tho ships and land force* wore about 
to attack Bultimoro, it  w*ould not do to 
let the Americans go until the fight was 
over, lest they should carry information 
to their countrymen. So it camo alxiut 
th a t Mr. Key was on hourd one of tho 
B ritish ships w hile tho battle  was going 
on.

The fleet moved up on Septem ber 10, 
and a t sunriso on tho 2Trd tlio ships 
opened lire on the fort. Tho light thut 
followed was a  fierce one, which lasted 
till midnight, and the AmcnYuns on 
board the British ship could not mako 
out in the darkness which side lmd the 
best of if. F.vcn nfter.the firing ceased, 
Key paced the deck of the ship in an 
agony of fear for hi* native city. Tie 
knew that a British laud force hud made 
an attack on the other side of the town, 
but lie could not learn what the  result 
hud been, lb* had seen the bom bard­
ment of the fort, but he could not see 
w hether it lmd fallen under tho fire of 
the ships or hud beaten them  off, as the 
vessel he was on was ut some distance 
iu the  rear and tin* night v.as dark.

I t  is easy to imagine what his feelings 
were ns lie waited through the long 
hours from m idnight (ill morning for 
Iho first light of dawn to show him 
w hether or not tho star spangled hau­
lier still flouted over the fort. I t  was 
during that anxious time of waiting that 
lie wrote rm the  hack of an old le tter 
tho Htauza:
"Oli, Aftv, <?«!» voji sop, J»y tlif* e a r ly
WUat flo proudly wu litik ,! at tlio twill^lit'a la->t 

(•U'liiuhiK,
Wtioxo breiul HtriiwH nn*l bright stars through 

tho oIoikIh of tho Ih-ilit
O’er tho rutiijuirt* wo wutchoil wuio so aullimtly 

ntr> maim:?
And tho rorket'u red tftarc, tho bomb bunting in

Air,
(Iftvo j»roof through tho nluht that our itni* wam 

stilt thoro;
Oh, say, iIooh thut star-Bjemutod banner yet wave 
O'er tli" land of tbo Irou and tho burnt* of tho 

bravo?’’
W hen tho long-looked-fer morning 

came, tho patriotic poet a t last learned 
tho joyous tru th  that "our flag was still 
there ,” that the British were beaten 
both by land and by sea, that th ee itv  
of his birth was saved, and that he Ntill 
lmd u country free, strong and uneoii- 
quered. When ho w ent ashore he w rote 
out the whole of his poem uml read it 
to Judge Nicholson, one of the men who 
had fought to  defend tho fort. Tho 
Jmlgo took it ut oneo to u printer, uml 
lmd it printed as a  hand-hill and dis­
tributed among tho glad citizens of 
Baltimore. The song was se t to music, 
nml sung in tho thenters, in private 
houses, and on the streets, and every­
where throughout the country, meu, 
women and children joyfully took-it up. 
From  that day to (his “I'ho Ktar .Span­
gled Banner” has lmett the song thut 
cun moat uuicklv and deeply stir tlm 
h earts  of Americans.—Jlarjier'a Young

C lusters 
of wiHnlen houses were sprinkled alsmt, 
growing thicker as we advanced, ami 
painted white to keep otV the sun. 
G ardens and flowers were, as usual, 
universid. Melbourne ntution was like 
o ther metropolitan stations in the world 
—vast, crowded,undtihheiiutiful. . . . 
1 was disap|M»inted, after Adelaide, with 
the  first appearance of the streets. 
Melbourne is twice ih large, and ninny 
more times twice iih rich. The |M>pula* 
lieu <»f it is :mS(,(HH1, who are as well o(V 
us atlV equal number of people in the 
world. Bui the eitv has grown hastily, 
ami eurric* the signs of it on the sur- 
face. The streets are broad. There 
arc splendid single buildings, town ball, 
university, parliament houses, public 
office*, beside* buiik», exchanges, Olid u

jail, church, ote. Thoro nro superb 
shojis, too, gorgeous as uuy iu London 
o r Baris. B ut side by side with these 
you soo houses little  Imttor than shed*. 
People have built ns they could, and a t  
their means allow ed them , amt they 
havo been too busy to  study apjmaf- 
uucos.- B u t they have bouiKlfoss wealth 
and as boundless ambition and self-con­
fidence. They nro proud of themselves 
and of what they havo done, and will 
soon ]H)lish up their eity wlum they can 
look about them  a t  th e ir  leisure.

The Alaskan Legend of the Creation*
In  his report of tho P o in t Barrow 

Expedition, L ieutenant Bay devotes 
somo attention to  the  Alaskans and 
their legends. D uring the long wintef 
nights, when food is  p len ty , ho says t h t  
natives delight to m eet a t tho council 
hoiiso, o r a t  different iglus (huts), and; 
over their work, reiioat tho legends of 
their race, which liavo 1>een handed 
down from father to  son. Tlicso lo* 
gcm lsgo buck to the  origin of man, and 
they tell with careful detail of n tim* 
when there  were uo men in all the land, 
hut a spirit culled “ A-sedii” dwelt here 
alone. H e made the  image of a man in 
elny, set it Up on the shore of the sea 
to  dry, nml, after it w asdrv, ho breathed 
upon it and gave it life, and sent it out 
into the world. And he called tin* dof 
from a long w av off to  go with the man, 
that he might help iu traveling. After 
a time the  spirit made the siiktu (rein­
deer'), and sent him out into tho land, 
ami the teeth  of the  deer wero like tho 
teeth of tho  dog; and after many days 
the man eatne to tho spirit, and said: 
“The deor is bad; he devours man." 
AYhereu|M»i tho sp irit culled in all the 
deer, and removed all tho front tooth 
from their upper jaw s, since which tiino 
men havo lived on deer, uml the dent 
have lived ofi moss and grass. Then the 
man asked the s) »irit t hut there might lie 
fish in the  rivers nml sea. And the 
spirit took n piece of pine and a  piece 
of balsam, and sat by the river where 
it  emptied into tlm sea, and lic whittled 
long shavings from tho pieces of wood, 
and the shavings fell into tho water, 
and tho shavings from the yellow wood 
became salmon, and those from the 
white wood became whiteii.sh, and 
swain aw ay.

Their faith in these legends is very 
strong, and they a re  extrem ely opposed 
to  any expressions of doubt or ridicule. 
I t  is only by gaining their confidence 
and abstaining from any expression oj 
doubt in their p resence‘that they can be 
induced to  talk alsm t their people oi 
repeat th e ir  legends. Wo l ic u rd ^ u t 
one legend that referred  in any way ta 
the regions of the  northward. I t  was 
said tha t many years ago a man from 
Nuwuk was caught in the moving puck 
that was setting to the northward so 
rapidly that he was nimble to  return to 
thelam l. After ugreut many days, more 
than ho could count, lie camo to n land 
where dwelt a strange people; ‘A)»oy 
spoken strange language and dressed 
in deerskins like the Tnyu. He re ­
mained with them  a long time, bu t 
wishing to  return to his people, lie left 
them one winter ami started south ovei 
the jec, living upon the seals bo caught 
by the way, ami renewing his boots 
with their skins. Tlm journey was so 
long tha t lie wore out fifteen pairs ot 
boots in returning to Ntiwuk.

After the 
preliminaries had been arranged the 
slicritV consulted hi* watch and discov­
ered it to  be quite 12 o'clock, tho hour 
fixed for tlioi xerutiou. Turning to the 
prisoner, ho said:

“You have ten minute* yet to live. Is 
there anything you desire to  say iu the 
meantime V"

Tlio prisoner sullenly replied there 
was not.

At thi* instant Blackburn sprung 
from- his seal, and, advancing to  the 
edge of tho scaffold, said:

“If tlio gentleman will allow mo hif 
remaining ton minute* 1 will 1>o glad 
to announce myself a  candidate for youi 
•Ufl'niges. D e lec ted  to (VingTCHN-— "

At tjii* (stint the prisoner in terjected: 
“Huy, you! 1* your name Joo Black* 
burn?”

“ Ye*, s ir,” rcKjHfmb*d Blackburn, pto 
litoty.

Turning to tho sheriff, tho priHonef 
said: “ Wo won't NtamI on a few 
m inutes moro o r less when tho alterna* 
tivo is presented of death on one Imml 
or listen to ono of Joo Blackburn's 
long-winded Himeebe* on tlm o ther.

Paper for Hank Notes.
An old Bocret-scrvico ofticer said: 

“The now distinctive paper for tho 
m anufacture of bank and national notes 
w ill prove a failure, in my estimation. 
None of it has ye t boon issued from the 
Bureau of Engraving and P rin ting , for 
tho  good reason that Secretary  Man­
n ing  has ordered  that a ll tho  old llbor 
paper shall bo used up before tho new 
is pu t out. Somehow tho Secretary 
has become possessed of the idea that 
tho  nearer we get to tho paper used by 
tho  Bank of England the m ore secure 
wo will bo against counterfeiting. Now, 
th a t  is preposterous righ t on its  face. 
T ho condition of our paper currency 
eannot ho compared with tha t of E ng­
land, and for tho reason th a t every 
ao to  that goes into the Bank of E ng­
land, no m atter what its condition may 
bo, is destroyed a t once mid a  new one 
issued in its  place. There are hundreds 
of cases whoro tho notes of th e  llauk 
of England have been counterfeited, 
and some of them  pretty  sueecssfully, 
too.

"O nly an expert can detect tho dif­
ference between them niul the  genuine, 
and yet it  is proposed to adopt tho 
water-mark as a  protection against 
counterfeiting. The liber paper has 
been successfully imitated by one man 
only, notwithstanding the long number 
of veurs it has been in circulation. A 
little  over nine years ago Tom Ballard, 
who is probably the most oxpert coun­
terfe iter of this generation, mado a pa­
p e r which it  was impossible to dis­
tinguish from the genuine. This was 
Dover successfully arcnmplishod beforo, 
and  has never been done since. For­
tunately  we r iu g h t Ballard and con­
victed him. l ie  was Kent to the Albany 
Prison  for a  term  of thirty  years. No 
one but Ballard knows how ho tninle 
th a t  imitation, ami although wo have 
mado every legitimate endeavor that 
hum an ingenuity could suggest to gel 
th e  secret from him, wo have signally 
fulled. B allard has invented a  now

Impcr for bank and national uso since 
to bus been in prison.

“ Tho llbor paper bus been imitated 
b u t once, and  tua t by a counterfeiter 
who will be an aged und decrepit old 
man should bo live long enough to 
servo out Ids term, The w aterm ark  
paper is being constantly imitate.!, even 
in  a  country where the currency is kept 
in  much Imttor condition than  ours. 
A nother point is, that after tho notes 
become soiled tho water-mark will bo- 
eomo completely olVacod, und then we 
shall have the  vast m ajority of our 
notes Heating through tho channels of 
trad e  w ithout any distinctive device 
whatever, so far as paper is concerned."

o ther mcmlmrs wore also guilty of “bad 
form ." They took off their lints when 
the  “Black Rod” entered to  summon 
the  faithful Commons to  the Lords. 
Tho ru le  is  to wear tho stovepipe even 
on tho most solemn occasions—the re ­
ceipt of a  message from the Queen be­
ing the only exception—and even then 
Irish  nnd Radical members wear their 
“stovepipes." Tho new members 
“d ap p e d ” wheu Mr. Gladstone entered. 
They should have “cheered." Mr. Arch, 
it may be mentioned, is not tho oulv 
mem ber who offends by wearing the 
“D arby.” Several of tho now Radicals 
havo followed his example. Joe Cowen 
and Richard Lalor wore the only “ec­
centricities" in this line iu tho old P a r ­
liament.

T he new repenting rifio with which 
tho Austro-Hungarian infantry is to  be 
arm ed has bccu tested during the  last 
three months by five battalions, and 
found to  bo excellent in every way, and 
altogether superior to  tlm French re ­
penting ritle. The chief point seems to 
be the wonderfully simple manner in 
which, by menus of spiral springs, the 
cartridges are pushed forward and tin* 
empty eases thrown out. One pressure 
on tho crank places five cartridges ready 
for firing, nnd another tu rn  ejects five 
em pty cartridge cases, five fresh car­
tridges being simultaneously placed in 
the magazine. Ho far, it is clear that 
the problem  has been solved, nnd that 
a serviceable weapon 1ms been secured 
by which the men can fire with marvel­
ous rapidity. Experienced officers, 
however, still have their doubts about 
tin* advantages of the  new arm , rem em ­
bering the paradox of the famous G er­
man military writer, Von der Goltz, 
th a t in the  next war tin* arm y that will 
be beaten will 1>e tha t which (‘an fire 
the quickest. The nep' rillo may prove 
all that is expected in tho hands of 
Austro-Gernmn mountaineers, who 
know how to  handle firearms, b u t it 
w ill greatly increase the tendency of all 
mejiihcrrt of vivacious nations to 
squander their ammunition, as tin* 
French infantry did in 1H70, and as tin* 
Hervians did in the lute war.

Aft-r a n  account of the battle, Arch­
ibald Forbes gives the following aecount 
of li«*\v ho was interviewed bv the 
W hite Czar:

.lust ns 1 rode into the  square Gen. 
Igiiutieff cmne out of ITiueo Dolgo- 
roiiki’s tent and met me full face.

“Hu, Mr. Forbes, where from now, 
you great galloper?” was tin* G eneral's 
jovial greeting. I  gained some little 
reputation among the Russian head­
quarters people for hard riding when 
nows had to be carried fast.

“From  the Hchipku.” was my reply. 
“I  snw'n battle  there all day yesterday, 
and left ltadetski at 8 lust night.”

“Tin* deuce yon did!” returned Tgna- 
tieff, bluntly. “ Why, we have no tidings 
so late. Yon have Ixmtcn all our order­
lies! Come in to  my ten t ami te ll me 
the story.”

I t meant delay, and delav was of all 
things just then  what I  could least af­
ford, when 1 grudged every moment 
that kept me from the  telegraph wire. 
But 1 hud lieen obliged to the General 
for many a kindness, and it would have 
Wen neither grateful nor seemly to 
have excused myself.

“ And you th ink ,” was his comment, 
ns I  concluded a  narrative which I  made 
as short or I  decently could—“you think 
that ltadetski can hold on, that Hchipka 
is safe?”

“For what my conviction may W  worth, 
G eneral,” was mv response; “I  prove it 
W>st in the fact that I  am here. I  shall 
commit myself to  it in tin* telegram , to 
dispatch which to  the Daily Xeir* I  urn 
hurrying to Bucharest.”

“ Well, your W lief is dead in tin* face 
of all our opinious here. You know* 
vonr own business W st. P ray  Heaven 
you may be right, and all our experts 
wrong!”

I t  w as tim e for mo to  say a word to 
protect m yself; it seemed from the 
G eneral's tone ao if there was a  risk 
tha t I  m ight l>e committed to  a  false 
]xmition.

“K em em ber/’ said I, “you have asked 
me for my opinion, General. I  did not 
bring it  to  you as a  volunteer. Now 
that you havo got it, I  W g of you to 
take it  simply for what it  may In* 
worth."

And w ith th is I  loft Gen. Ignatieff 
and went across tho square to  Col. 
W ellesley, to  whom, while I  was eating, 
and while h is groom was getting my 
fresh horse reiulv, I  gave a  succinct 
summary of the  situation, according to 
my lights. B u t my conversation with 
our m ilitary attache was abruptly inter­
rupted.

“HiJ lii! Mr. Forbes! W here are 
you? I  want you a t once!" was the 
summons tha t presently reached me in 
Gen. Ignatieff’s strident tones. “Oh, 
come along! m ake no delay! I  linvo re ­
lated to  the  Em peror the information 
you have given me, and hi* a t once com­
manded me to  go and find you, make 
you his compliments and express his 
desire tha t yon will come and relieve 
his anxiety by  telling  him all you 
know!"

The summons from tho great W hite 
Czar him self was no doubt complimen­
tary, bu t it  was also embarrassing. I  was 
in a great hurry , for tho Daily Xeics was 
more to  me than  were a ll tho emperors 
of the habitable globe. And then the 
stato I  was i n ! I  do not profess to have 
been brought up  among emperors; but 
I  may claim, nevertheless, tho posses­
sion of some sense of decency, and I  
know flint a  mnii ought to wait on an 
emperor in  h is Sunday clothes. I  
hadn't seen any Sunday clothes, or 
proper Sundays, cither, for three 
mouths, and I  "was conscious that my 
personal appearance w as llugrautly dis­
reputable. I  had been wearing clothes, 
originally white, for over a fortnight, 
night nnd day. The black of my sad­
dle lmd conn* off on to them  with grout 
liberality, and they were spotted down 
the front with poor Pragnm iroirs blood, 
which lmd been trickling when we luul 
helped toc im y  him out of the tire. I  was 
all over about half an iueh thick with 
dust, while tin* slust on my face was 
cheerfully relieved by fiery sun-blisters 
and h,v ustubhv heard of about a week's 
growth. I lmd not washed for three 
days, and I altogether felt myself a hu­
miliatingly dilapidated representative of 
that great empire on which the >iim never 
sets, But IgnntielV was peremptory, 
and insisted th a t the Emperor, in the 
eircnnistaueeN, would by no menus 
stand on ceremony, lb* told me tlmt 
In* lmd ventured to rouse his imperial 
master from sleep to commiiuiruto to 
him the intelligence which I  hud 
brought; and lie presently ushered me 
through tho Cossack guard into the 
dingy alcove xvliicli was to form the 
hall of uudienre. The imperial resi­
dence was a dismantled Turkish house, 
tin* balcony on tie* upper floor of w hich, 
when* we found the Em peror impa­
tiently striding to  aud fro, was inclosed 
witii curlaiuH of plain cunvas. Then* 
was not even a carpet on tin* rugged 
hoards. A glimpse into the hed-clumi- 
her. whence the Em peror had emerged, 
showed me a tiuv euhiu with mud walla, 
am! a little camp bedstead standing on 
ii mud llnor.

Tin* Em peror, who was quite alone, 
received me with great courtesy, shak­
ing liumls ami paying tin* a compliment 
on tlie sp ied  with which I had traveled. 
It was about the worst period of ill for­
tune to the Russian arms, and tho 
harassment of oiixicty aud misehance 
was plainly telling on his Majesty's 
physicail condition, lb . carried himself 
with rounded slioulders; he was gaunt, 
worn, and haggard; his voice quivered 
with nervousness, uml was fitfully in­
terrupted b,v tin* asthm a tlmt utierted 
him. A few months later, when Plevna 
hiidtfulten, and that tardy Kureess had 
revolutionized the  situation, 1 saw his 
Majesty iu Ht.

I f  he did not 
irofess Christianity—if not found ujxm 
lis knees among praying men—lie had 
n his heart charity, sympathy, forgiv- 

ness. T ha t was tho record he took 
with him into the vally of the  shadow • 
across tho dark river to  th e  brighter 
shore. By it he will be judged and u 
thousand hearts will p lead ; "Muy lie 
find peace,”

A Strike 2,500 Years Ago*
I t  was siip|s>Hi*d tlmt strikes were an 

outcome of our modern civilization; but 
the deciphering of a  pttpyrns iu the 
Museum of Turin shows how the old 
proverb tlmt there is nothing new under 
the sun applies to strikes as well as to 
many o ther things. This papyrus, which 
is a sort of journal or duv book of the 
Superintendent of the Thebes necropo­
lis, furnishes curious details of a work­
men’s riot or disturbances in Thebes, in 
the twenty-ninth year of a King Ramses, 
who is supposed to be Ramses III . The 
workmen's quarter sent a deputation on 
Hu* 27th of D ccem V r to Hutnckin. the 
keener of thelKMiks, nnd to several priests 
of tlie necropolis. The s h a k e r  of the 
deputation spoke as follows: “ Belvohl, 
wo are face to face with famine. We 
have neither nourishment, nor oil, nor 
vestments. We have no fish ; we lmve 
no vegetables. W e lmve already sent a

imtition to  our sovereign lord, the 
Mmruoh. praying him to  give us these 

things, and we now address the Gov­
ernor in order tlmt he may give us 
wherewithal to live,”

The general distribution of wlieat 
was theu evidently due to the workmen, 
but why it did not take place is not 
known. Perhaps the individual who 
should have distributed tho food was ab- 
ttent. W hatever was the cause of tho 
delay, the need was urgent, and Hatne- 
kin, with the priests preseut, either 
touched with compassion or to prevent 
the affair from reaching the ear of tho 
Governor of the nocrojMtlis, accorded 
one day's rations. How the workmen 
lived in tho days following is not re ­
corded in  the  papyrus; but some weeks 
afterward they were in full revolt.

Three times they forcibly emerged 
from their quarters, notwithstanding 
the walls w hich surrounded them  nnd 
the gates which closed them  in. “Wo 
will not return ," cried a  kneftu to  tho 
police sent in pursuit of them . “Go 
tell your chief wlmt wo te ll yon; it is 
fumiuc which speaks by our m ouths.” 
To argue with them  was useless.

“Then* was g reat agitation,” writes 
ill** superintendent in his day book; “I  
pave them  the strongest answer I  could 
miagine, but their words were trm* and 
fam e from their hearts.’’ They wore 
quieted by u distribution of half 
rations, but ten days la te r they were up 
again. Klxms, the  leader of the band, 
pressed his companions to provide for 
themselves. “Let us full," said he, 
“upon the store* of provisions, mid let 
tin* Governor's men go and tell him w hat 
we lmve done."

This counsel was followed as soon as 
given. They entered forcibly into the 
jnclnsnrc. but not into the fortress 
where tin* provisions were kept. The 
keeper of the stores, Amen-Xextu, gavo 
them something, and contrived to in- 
dilee them to return  to their quarter.

Eleven days later tin* movement be­
gun again. Tin* commander of Thebes, 
pusMiig by. found tin1 men seated on the 
ground behind the Temple of Heti, at 
the m-i-tlu rn (‘lid of the metropolis. 
Immediately they begun to cry: “ Fam­
in e ! fam ine!" Tin* commander then
gave tlu'iii an order for fifty measures 
of wheat iu the name of Pharaoh, “who 
has sworn," said he, “an oath that you 
will have food again.” Most likely 
Pharaoh never heard tell of the event 
and never received the petition which 
these strikers addressed to him ucouple 
of months previously.— Household 
Words. ____

The effects of tobacco differ w idely 

according, first, to individual, and racial, 
atul climatic conditions, ami according 
to  the method of consumption, and to 
eirciunstances of dnsugn nnd concentra­
tion. In  proof of individual differences 
wi* have a  mass of everyday testimony. 
“I  could never work unless I  smoked,” 
says one; and another, “Tobacco never 
agrees with me, though I  have tried  it 
often.” Only on tho view that effects 
vary according to  differences of race 
can wo account for tlie fact that some 
communities rcadilv adopt thn habit 
and defend it, white others find uo 
pleasure in  it and denounco it, as in the 
case of certain  American States. Cli­
matic variations ure still more striking. 
In  tem perate and cold countries to­
bacco creates a  thirst, and thereby en­
courages drinking habits; in tropical 
climates it  has no such effect on tin* 
smoker, utid th e  taste for alcohol rarely 
follows its use in those latitudes. Very 
eminent oliHcrvers have, indeed, a ttrib ­
uted the proverbial sobriety of Eastern 
jM'ople to  the use of tobacco. These 
are  inqmrtunt qualifications, having ref­
erence to  the smoker himself aud his 
surroundings, and modifying the effects 
of his indulgence in such a  manner as 
irresistibly to  suggest thn old proverb. 
“Cue man's food is another man’s  ]Kii- 
•on." B ut, further, the effects vary ac­
cording to  the method of consumption; 
nnd hern we touch a  question of great 
interest, bearing ujH>n several stimulant 
narcotics, aud th a t is the question of 
chewing. All solid foods undergo this 
process iu the m outh; and, of our chief 
products, tobacco, coca, opium and 
betel are also chew ed. The act of chew­
ing |H)w*erfully affects thn nerves of thn 
mouth, being brunches of the fifth pair 
of nerves, and in close connection w ith 
the brain. W hile it has loug been un­
derstood tlm t certain nerves in tlm 
mouth excite, w hen stimulated by food, 
the  pleasant sensations of taste, i t  is a 
more recent discovery thut thn chewing 
of solids produces through the fifth 
nerve certuin stimulant impressions 
U|H»n the  nervous centers. One of the 
consequent effects is u quickened circu­
lation in the  bruit). W hat ligh t this 
throws upon the  habit of chewing, tlm 
world over! The child, whose one am­
bition is to  get something between its 
teeth, may in* exemplifying a  want ami 
uu instinct, the  same os prompts the 
Egyptian, Malay and Hindu, from in­
fam y to age, to  gnaw a t the sugar-cane. 
Again, many persons seek to produce 
at) analogous effect by stroking tlm 
chin or nose wlmn puzzled or absorbed 
in thought, lu  sucli cases doubtless 
the  unconscious act has for its purpose 
stimulation for the brain through the 
medium of sensitive nerves. Both 
simlliug and chewing tobacco probably 
exert this local influence far more pow­
erfully than  smoking. The constitu­
tional effects in tin* three cases ure 
nearly tin* same. Among our sailors 
“chewing tlm quid" is extremely com­
mon, and seems to date from a time 
wlii'ii smoking was prohibited from 
danger to  the “ wooden walls.” M eth­
ods of smoking exercise an im |m rtant 
inlluenc© on the  ctfect produced. 
Smoked iu the European fashion, ac­
cording to which the fumes of the burn ­
ing leaf are sucked directly into tlm 
mouth, tin* essential principles of the 
drug, including nicotine, find a free en ­
trance into the  system. This is obvi­
ated  by the Turks, Hindus, Chinese 
and others, who draw the smoke 
through a  layer of water* in some form 
of w ater pipe, such os Mu* hooklmh and 
narghile. By th is very wise method tlm 
narcotic effects uro far more difficult to 
produce uml altogether less in extent. 
Jlciiee it would be of great aud unde­
niable advantage to  introduce the water 
system into th is country.—Nineteenth 
C v t i lu ry .

M r-, .laeobi repeatedly attirms a “ pro- 
scientific slag**” of mental developm ent;

Sim indicates her idea of 
wlmt it is by saying: “Sejetititic 
observation is observation of tlm 
relation* between things, but before 
any attempt he nul l* to study these re­
lations the things tlieluselves should be 
tiriu 1% ami d early  apprehended," Hut 
it lias heell show 11 that this is not pos­
sible, Neither children nor anybody 
else can apprehend tilings apart from 
their relations; they know them e ither; 
vaguely or clearly, partially or fully, j 
only hy perceiving their relations. Mrs. ‘ 
Jitcohi’s distinguishing mark of the ! 
‘‘ pre-scieiititto stage” thus disappears, | 
and all the reasoning by which she 
would put off the study of plants in 
their relations, or with a view to classi­
fication to a late period of study, 
fails to the ground. She says, " The  
comparison of a multitude of objects in 
order t«» abstract their common char­
acter. and thus obtain tlm generic or 
class conception is suited to the scienti­
fic. but not to the pre-seientitio stage 
of progress.” T lm  only meaning that 
can he given to this statement is that 
there are stages of dassitication too 
complex for childreu at the outset of 
study; but it is a grave error to suppose 
that the properly guided pupil is to 
Como suddenly upon the formidable 
work of dassitication as a new task, 
the child has been classing things from  
its birth, and in its earliest observations 
upon the simplest parts of plants it en­
ters upon an easy stage of dassitication, 
and it is through these exercises that 
the higher work is gradually reached. 
Tie* process is continuous. Tho child  
from the first has been comparing ob­
jects and abstracting their common 
characters. It  mutters m ulling that at 
f i rs t  this action is automatic; it leads to 
conscious classing and is of tlm same 
nature with it.
