honor. Military titles gained through 
an assumption of a rank never held, or 
services in a  torchlight procession in n 
political campaign, or in peaceful staff 
attendance iq>on the Governor in visits 
to  fairs and cattle shows, cheat real 
rank and service of their m erit for the 
sake of the empty honor to the  ficti­
tious holders of titles. Many seek those 
petty  offices nnd appointments not for 
the  jdcumtro or profit, but for the  vain 
glorious titles which they oqi»cet to 
carrv thereby through life,

T here  are all grades between these two 
extremes, and often the professional in ­
valid has fallen half um onsciou-lv into 
th a t roh- through habitual yielding to 
physical depression and weakness, but 
after all,people iu delicate lieutt h may be 
p retty  exactly divided into those who in­
sist upon their illness and those who do 
not.

Obviously there is no need to  ask 
which of tho friends have the happier 
life. Whoever has been so unlucky as 
to dwell iu an invalid-infested house 
need not bo reminded of tho nncom- 
fortaldo nature of such possession, b u t 
it may ho pointed out that the invalid, 
bituself or herself, who makes invalid­
ism the prominent tiling in life is there ­
by deliberately choosing an existence 
of gloom and depression. Physical 
weakness is dreadful enough when 
fo ight against, and resisted at every 
step, hut it is a hundred  fold worse 
when it is y folded to and. so to speak, 
encouraged. There are plenty of peo­
p le  who make invalidism a hobby: who 
ntllict their iriends with continual talk 
of symptoms, remedies, aches and gen­
eral m isery; and, save for tho morbid 
delight they take in gloating over their 
woes, they willfully throw  aside such 
Comforts as life might have for them.

Xow, of the good things to which we 
have liecomc so accustomed,us to regard 
them as matters of course, few are of 
more im|x>rtunce than the township.— 
And ns this is the dedication of the town 
hall I pro|M»sc to tulk u little utmut 
townships. And this is not so small u 
mutter us it ut first appears, for if  small 
in area there are thousands of them, 
and when the sum of what they accom­
plish for the good of the people is added 
together it will make no mean showing 
by the side of the more pretentious 
achievements of states and nation.

Take the general government, a man 
might live here for a lifetime, and so 
fur as his own experience goes, never 
know of the existence of the general 
government except when he goes to the 
post ollieo for his mail. lie  might ne­
ver see an exhibition of its power except 
when some offensive partisian is reform­
ed nut of tile post nllieepmd >nmc im- 
offensive, to itie admiut-tralion party, 
reformed in. and even then it'a  vain 
man. lie might, think that Ihe township 
could have managed that matter, ipiite 
as well as die genera! government has 
done 'fake the -late, the average cit­
izen meets that only when he is drawn 
on a jury, or when perhaps only once 
in a lifetime in* ho* a law suit In the 
circuit court. But the townsnip you 
have with you always. It is the town­
ship that levies and collects your taxes, 
that huihl* your roads. That supports 
your schools, and educates your child­
ren. What is it, I ask, that distinguish­
es this country above other countries, 
if it lie not the general diffusion of edu­
cation and liberty among the mnsscsf

Well: the tirst is lett almost entirely 
to tlie townships, and those smaller 
divisions of the townships, the school 
districts. And as for the latter, why, 
American liberty was born in the old 
town hall at Boston, where Sam Adams 
t a j e d  tin* thunder bolts he hurled at 
Im g  George. It was there the people 
met in a town meeting and determined 
on that memorable tea party that occur­
red in Boston harbor before thcBcvnlu- 
lion.

But a short time since. I read in a 
newspaper published the day after the

At a recent meeting of the Cincinnati 

Academy of Medicine the  uses of “chlo­
r a l” as a  remedy were pretty  thoroughly 
discussed. The experience of the pro­
fession seemed to be tha t “chloral was 
an uncertain and treacherous rem edy.” 
Somo persons are more affected by a 
dose of four grains than others aro by a 
dose of twenty grains. Cases were re ­
ported where 200 grains p e r day had 
been given, and one case reported by 
D r. Heek, of tlio Baden army, where 
4fi0 grains were given in three and a 
half hours, tho patient sleeping for 
th irty  hours and recovering. The 
profession also agreed tha t chloral can­
not successfully be* administered 
hypodermically. There were eases re ­
ported also where death was caused by 
tho administration of ten  or twenty- 
grain doses, and wliero dangerous 
symptoms resulted from a single five- 
grain dose. Such a rem edy cannot bo 
regarded less than dangerous in any 
except the most skillful hands.

To the list of distinguished Smiths, 
of which tho large family of tha t name 
is so proud, should bo added the name 
of Ju lia  Smith, of Glastonbury, Con­
necticut, who died recently a t the  age 
of 01.

They had three older sisters, 
whoso names were Nancy Zcphiua, 
Cyrintlua Saeivlia, and L aurilla  Ale- 
rovhv Smitli. Jfanvbodv mixed them 
ii]) with Mary Ann, Surah Ann, Mary 
.Tune Smith, or any other ordinary 
female Smith, it was his own fault.

The Trojan War,
The legend of the Trojan war places 

its date at alxiufc 11514-118-1 H. C. Ilios, 
or Troy, was the capital of tv strong 
empire. Grecian in race and language, 
which Imd grown up in Asia Minor 
along the shores of the Hellespont. Ac- 
e >rdiug to the traditions, Furis, one of 
the softs ofPrium . King of Troy, visited 
the Spartan King, Moueluus, and 
shamefully requited his hospitality by 
entil ing away his wife, Helen, famous 
for her rare beauty. At the call of 
Meiielaus, all the heroes of Greece Hew 
to arm s to avenge this wrong. A host 
of 100,0011 warriors was aoou gathered, 
among whom were Achilles, Ulysses. 
Ajax, and Dionted, the bravest heroes 
in Hellas, and Aimmenmon, th e “K ingof 
M en.” who, us brother of Mcnelaus, 
was chosen to  lead the expedition. 
Twelve thousand galleys Imre the 
gathered chills from Greece across the 
.Kgean Sea to the Trojan shores, For 
tell years the Grecians besieged the city 
of I'riani, (Mi the plains outside its 
walls the warriors of t i c  two unifies 
fought in general battle, or in single 
combat. Homer has immortalized these 
encounters in the urns! thrilling battle 
epic ever written tii * Iliad. At last 
the city is taken hv im alls of U device 
of the “crafty U lysses” Upon the 
idiiiii in sight of the city the  Greek t 
laiild thesta liico f an immense wooden 
horse, within whose hollow body they 
com-cul several of their warriors. Tie n 
lie* whole Grecian army retire to the 
ships, as though giving up the siege in 
despair Tie* Trojans come out on tie* 
plain and gave at the wooden image in 
wonder. They heljeve that it has h en 
made bv the Greeks as a propitiatory 
ofierhig to the gods, and therefore bear 
it within the walls of their city. At 
(light tho concealed Greeks isslle from 
the horse, Open the gates of the city to 
the waiting army without, aud Troy in 
sacked aud hurtled to tin* ground.

Hoe his play of restrained 
enthusiasm catch from one bystander to 
another. They swing and hmv to right 
aud left, in slow’ time to  the piercing 
treble of tho Congo womeu. Some are 
responsive; others are competitive. 
H ear tha t bare foot slap the ground! 
one sudden stroke only, as it, were the 
foot of a  stag. The musicians warm up 
at the sound. A smiting of breasts 
with open hands begins very softly and 
becomes vigorous. The women's 
voices rise to a trem ulous intensity. 
Among the  chorus of Frane-Congo 
singing-girls is one of extra good voice, 
who th rusts  in, now* aud again, an im­
provisation. This girl hero, so tall and 
straight, is a Yuloff. You see it in her 
almost Hindoo features, and hear it in 
the plaintive melody of her voice. Now 
the chorus is more piercing than ever. 
The women clap their hands in time, or 
stauding with arms akimbo receive with 
faint courtesies and head-liftings tie* 
low bow s of the men, who deliver them 
swinging this way and that.

See! Yonder brisk and sinewy fel­
low has taken one short, nen  v atop 
into the ring, chanting with rising en­
ergy. Now lie takes another, and stands 
ami sings ami looks here and there, 

.rising upon his broad toes and sinking 
and rising again, with what wonderful 
lightness! How tall mid lithe he is.

Forest Influence on Miniate.
Ill it paper read before tin- Jh>val 

Meteorological Society of London, J >r. 
Woeikof stated that the first step 
towards a scientific investigation of the 
influence of forests iqnm climate was 
taken bv the establishment of the 
Bavarian forest meteorological stations. 
This example was followed by Ger­
many, France. Switzerland. Italy, ami 
other countries. In general it has heou 
found that during the warmer season 
the air und iiirtli temperatures are 
lower in the forests than in the neigh­
boring wood lews places; that their vari­
ations mv b*ss. and that tin* relative 
humidity is greater. A discussion of 
this question shows that in the western 
portions of the old world extensive 
fore*!* nmti riallv influence the t»*ni- 
pcrutuivof neighboring localities, and 
that the normal increased! temperature 
from the Atlantic Ocean towards the 
interior of the continent is not only 
interrupted by their agency, lmt they 
caus-t the summer to 1m * cooler in 
regions situated further in tin* interior 
than those nearer the sea. lienee, 
forests evert HU infitleiiee on climate 
whi'di does not cellse at their borders, 
but is felt over n greater or less dis­

trict, according to  1 jie size, kind, and 
positMl of the f'U'e:its. It follows from 
thi-.tlml man m ay considerably affect 
theeliim itu by oleariug for, sis in one 
plum uml planting others in another.

A great ninny years ago the Governm 

of North Carolina received a friend Iv visit 
from the Governor of South Carolina.

“There they 
sot and sill'd;od, and sot aud smoked, 
every once and a w hib* taking a mutual 
pull at tii. demijohn with the aid oftlie 
gourd, which thev iis<*d asa Democratic 
goblet. Tlie conversation of the two 
Governors was oil the subject of tu r­
pentine mid l ice, the staples of their re­
spective States, and tin* fu rther they 
got into the subject the lower down 
they got into the jug. mid the  lower 
down they got in the jng, the  d ryer the 
Governor of Smith Carolina g<»t. who 
was a square drinker ami a warm mmi, 
with alxuit a  million pores to every 
square inch of his hide, which enabled 
him to histe in a likely share of corn 
juice, or other beverage, and keep his 
carcass at the same time well ventilated, 
ami generally always ready for more, 
while the Governor of North Carolina 
was a more cautious drinker, b u t was 
mighty sure to strike bottom at about 
th e  tw elfth drink, like as if nature  had 
measured him by the gourdful.

amount of apology could t am* his mind 
or enable him to feel warranted in 
showing his countenance to his fellow* 
men, especially in his home district, 
where for generations it had been a 
main point with everv gentlem an to 
keep his visitor well suppli“d with 
creature comforts, and to hand him a 
good gourdful as a stirrup-cup. when 
about to take his departure for the 
bosom of his family. Singular to relate, 
the cautiousne.s manifested by the 
Governor of Xortli Carolina was of no 
avail, for at one uml the same time tin* 
jug went dry. and the Governor of 
North Carolina, much to his subsequent 
mortification, when he learned the fact 
afterward, dropped off into a  quiet 
sleep, while the Governor of South Car­
olina continued to  keep on with his 
argument, holding the empty gourd in

The Ibnlli Rate of Rich mnl Poor.
D r. Alice Vickery read a paper be­

fore the London Dialetieal Society re­
cently dealing with the rate of mortality 
between different classes. The mean 
age at death among the richer classes jn 
England and Wales appeared to  h e a t  
prevent extremely liigh -nuniely, 55 
year*:am ong tin* general population it 
w iittll last year; among tho artisan 
classes of Lu.iibcth tw<> (»r th ree years 
ago it was only 2!H years, which gave 
25 years mere of life to the richer 
classes than to the poorer. Comparing 
various districts (»f Loudon in the  sec­
ond quarter of the present year, she 
showed that the Wealthy parish of St. 
George's, liaiiovei-H plan*, with hk,lino 
inhabitants, laid a death rate of only 17 
per l.iNinper annum, and a b irth  rate of. 
only 1h per l.nnn. whiloKt.-George's-in- 
tite-East, with PMMM inhabitants, had a 
death rate i f .‘I5 i per 1.000and a singular 
b irth  rut**. This was better understood 
when wcleanu d tlmt the death rate of 
children in tlx* former pai'idi in the  first 
year of life was 11M per 1,000, Again, 
comparing comfortable Humstead with 
its oO.nnii well-fed inliuhituiitK, with 
poor Belhtml Greco, with its 127,000 
inhabitants, the death rate in tin* former 
was 12) per l.nuo, against 25 per l.onn 
in tin* latter. Tie* birth rate of Hum- 
stead was 22, while thut of Bethnal 
Green was .'W. Of 1,000 children horn 
in HuniKti'iid only fi5 died in jnfaiiev, us 
against 151 in Bethnal Green. Again, 
comparing St. Jam es; Westminster, 
with 2H,oini inhiihitauts, with White- 
(•Impel, with Ofi.OOO, inhabitants, the 
death rate wa* IN), as against 224. 
uml th  • birth rate was 20 as against 
.'U. but the infantile death rate was |05 
in St. James's, as against 200 in W hite­
chapel. Dr. Vickery concluded hv 
some remarks Oil the evils of ail excess­
ive b irth  rate, and site looked forward

E i.kcti’otvi’Ks of woodcuts are now 
advautageonsty umdu of nickel up to 
urn* millimetre thick. The advantages 
over copper are the hardness, tough­
ness, non-liul>ility to oxidation, and the 
proportionately low price. Although at 
present such nickel types are of a cost 
much in excess of copper ones, they are 
said to stand ten tim es the 
impressions aud allow the usd of colors 
which would attack copper.

M. E itnkii proposes in the H m tv lu -  
ihtslt'irllr this simple method for test­
ing the  quality of the leather used for 
Ix-lting: A small piece is cut out. of the 
h ilt aud placed iu vinegar. I f  the
leather has 1...... perfi ctlv tanned, and
is therefore of good quality, it will re­
main immersed in the vinegar, even for 
several months, without any other 
change than becoming a little darker in 
color, if. on the contrary, it is not well 
impregnated with tumihi, the fibers will 
promptly swell, and after a short time 
liccoinc * converted into a gehilimms 
mass.

It is predicted that in tin....... .. of
the next five years tin* steel uai! 
h*vc ns completely supplanted the 
nail as the steel rail lias its iron prede­
cessor. Already otie-lmlf of the nails 
mutmfui'tuivd iu W heeling are made of 
steel, and the nmehiiiery and plant nee 
essarv for their mamifaetui'e an* bring 
set up in every nail center ami at nearly 
every nail foundry.
