Some Detective Stories.
Trkks In Detcrthiir Criminals—The Im­

portance of Trivial Clues,

Tho writer spout several hours in n eonu- 
tryina with sevcrnl detectives, nml tho fol­
lowing adventures are given just us nar­
rated:

"Look has much to do with success in 
oar profession," said u short, thick-set 
Man with iron-gray hair, ns ho tilted buck 
against Iho wall., "Indeed, if you arc fol* 
lowing a Mind trail you must depend upon 
luck to help you out. A few yours ago I 
waa summoned by telegram to n small 
town in Ohio to take hold of a murder imho. 
An oh) lady living alone on the outskirts 
«f tlio (own had lieeii found murdered, but 
the crime had occurred at least two days be­
fore discovery. That robliery was the motive 
waa proved hy the fact (hat Lhe house had 
been thorouglily ransacked. She was 
known to imye had several hundred dollars 
in money uud some valuable heirlooms, 
and everything had heeu tnkcu. The 
•March had been so thorough that it was 
likely the murderer had spent several hours 
in  tho house after his horrible deed. Ho 
had oven taken the old woman’s spectacles, 
snuff box. thimble, and other tribes of tho 
r«ort; Imt he hud come and departed w ithout 
leaving a trace.

*1 waa hnuthiugImrd about that lime, 
and it required a strong effort to couliol tn\ 
Voire un I said:

M’l Drink lie was a cousin of mine. Can 
yon remember his description?'

•* MVvtmidv. He was u smallisli man, 
having black hair ami eyes, mid lie walke.i 
lame. On the hack of ins right hand was 
«n initial m India ink.’

*• ’lie's the ole*, madam, and Tin sorrv 
he cheated Villi, l.el llle ];!'»• volt this 
two-dollar hill in exchange f«>r the glass«-s.'

" *( I|i. ih nil.s! llmliks!'
"Weil, 1 i:ot away by invsclf hi think. I 

had seen that man somewhere. Win re 
was it? I began and followed my work all 
mer in in,'mind, hut t could not locale 
him. It was midnight, ami 1 was titty 
m il es  away when I suddenly placed him. 
lie was one of the jtiroi* at Urn Con net's 
earliest! Next day 1 was lack in lh> vil­

lage where the murder occurred. Tho 
spcctueluM were identified by several of tho 
neighbors, and when I canm to make some 
cautious inquiries about tho man I found 
him to bo a worthless sort of fellow living 
a mile or so ont of town, and making a 
poor living for himself and family by dig­
ging wells mid doing odd jobs. It was 
true that lie was a juror on the inquest, nml 
il was also true that ho had been At 
Monroeville at the time named.

"I N|iout a month on the ease without 
g'ttmg anything dotmitc and then dropped 
it.

He hud stolen several horses 
in Ohio and run them into Kentucky. Hit 
headquarter* were at Kliznbethtown, and I 
had tieen there for a couple of weeks seek­
ing for the right cluo to bring hiiu ur 
standing, wheu ouo afternoon I had to visit 
a farmer Uviug several miles north of the 
town.

When Gen. Early made his grt fit 

raid on Washington, writes an ex-rclnd 
to the Detroit Five Frese, I  was scout* 
ing between his advance nml the city, 
and was captured within the city limits 
twenty-four hours Iwforo his liattlo- 
Hags appeared in sight. I was dressed 
in citizen's clothes, pretended to he deaf 
and dumb, aud claimed to havo lieen 
driven out of Richmond because I hod 
written threatening letters to Jefferson 
Davis.

Haul lieen insido tho fortiffentionsfor 
lmU a day, and was slowly working out, 
when a couple of young men, lioth of 
whom were considerably the worse for 
liquor, halted tno and wanted to fight.
I lmd a pencil andablock of paper with 
me, and I wrote:

"1 am deaf aud dumb.”
That made no difference with them. 

Indeed, they declared that it would be 
a novel idea to lick a deaf and dumb 
nmn. and one of them guvo me a cuff' 
on the cur.

lu those days I  weighed lftO pounds 
nml had the muscle of a prize-lighter.
1 tried to get away from them without 
further trouble, but when they seemed 
determined to have n row I gave them 
all they wanted, and wasn't many min­
utes about it. A crowd of soldiers and 
civilians collected, the provost guard 
enmo up, and tho result waa ns I hml 
anticipated. I  w as arrested and curried 
off to a guard-house. One of tho young 
men. w ho afterward burned out to be 
related to a member of tho Cabinet, 
followed me to the office of tho provost 
marshal and charged mu w ith being a 
spy. No one seemed to entertain a 
doubt that I was deaf aud dumb, ns I 
claimed, and my examination was car­
ried on iu writing. I  was asked my 
name, age, where born, aud a hundred 
other question*, and thou searched. 
They found nothing of a criminating 
nature, und I reasoned that I would Is* 
detained until after the excitement had 
passed and then turned loose.

After boiug detained three days nn 
officer entered my quarters ouo morn­
ing and said to me:

"Well, dummy, yon can pack up and 
go out."

The minute I heard his stop outside 
I was on my guard, but he 8}ioko in 
such a natural tone that I came near 
giving myself away. On three different 
occasions during the war I played tin* 
part of a deaf and dumb man, and I tell 
you it takes all the nerve and presence 
of mind a man can call up. I  sat facing 
tlio door, und, while I heard his words,
I made no movement. He came closer 
to me and said:

"Come, pack up your traps; you are 
to be turned loose.”

I  looked him straight in tho eye w ith­
out w inking, and after a bit a* look of 
chngrin stole ovor his face and ho mo­
tioned for mo to follow* him. Ho took 
me to the provost marshal's office, and 
I was ushered into the private room, 
where the marshal and three or four 
other officials were seated. On the wav 
to the office, as wo crossed a widestroet, 
the officer suddenly exclaimed:

"There’s a runaway horse—lookout!" 
If I  hadn’t Wen expecting some such 

thing on hi* part I might have Wtruycd 
luyseU. As I  gave no sign, continuing 
on with my head down, I  heard him 
growling:

"They think they've got a sucker, 
hut tiiev’H find out their mistake.”’

I  enteml the office knowing that 
everv trick would bo reported tti to 
break me down, and my nerves were 
braced ns if to charge n buttery of artil­
lery. I  was left standing by the door 
for a moment, when one of tho- officers 
looked up quietly and said:

"Take a seat, sir, and well attend to 
yon in a moment."

I made no move, but I looked around 
the room in a stupid sort of a wav. I 
was looking out of tbe window ou> to a 
roof when tbe same officer said:

Holm nre several 
objects that have excited the astonish­
ment of several European geographers. 
They nre iniqis made by the natives, 
Tho-maps arc made by their rude cut­
ting* implements un lsmrds that 
drifted ashore. They were found 
among tho imitircH who live along tho 
shores of a deep fiord near the moat 
northern point attained by Holm, 
Only teu or twetvo of these 400 jiooplft 
have ever vrutal Dm Danish settlement* 
'in Mouth Greenland, owing to a stretch 
of glaciers and ice-Mclds w hich have so 
m arly isolated them from the world 
that their cvt-dcuce was not known 
until recently. They had never scon 
a white tiMuti Mill jf Helm and Dr. Ktmt- 
Zen came iu(wng Dicta.

Some of Itheso curious maps, (’apt. 
lloltn sayv represent quite accurately 
the eontoMref the coast, with all iti 
many big wid Utile indentations, along 
which thcr live, Other limps give tho 
outlines iH island* lying near the coast, 
and the tviplorers hhv Die maps repro­
duce Dm shape uf the islands w ith t  
good dcgtve of fidelity.

Tin* -itmtcniH' of these maps among a, 
savage «*l almost unknown people liaft 
urouscdjtiurh interest, and some geog- 
raphes have expressed the opinion, 
that they wen* not the work of tin* Eimi 
GrccnJltitd natives. Mr. llansnn- 
Rlu’igstcd, for instance, nuggest* tho 
thcorv that somesurvivorfrom the ship 
LiUojsc, which years n^n started for 
Ei.iit Greenland ami iw*ver returecd, 
nuy lntvc livi d and died on the coast, 
at Angmagsalik fiord, aud that l.e may 
W o  made these map*. This MtiffgoN- 
tion is very fnr-fotched. Wo have long 
known that the Esquimaux have more 
talent for cartography than in often 
found among untutored savages. Dr. 
Hall, for instance, iu his evploratioiwi 
north of Hudson Hnv found one or two. 
of tin* rude native charts of a nart of 

, that region somewhat serviceable, ami 
at least one uf Da m has been repro­
duced in Die report of bis work pub­
lished by tho ('lilted States govern­
ment.

Given » country where co*?n thrives, 
there will bo fouud cuttlo uml hogs in 
large numbers. All inMligoftt ugri- 
vulturistH know that tho Mississippi 
Valley is divided iuto great lielts of 
lands, each distinguished by soiuo 
marked peculiarity of soil and climate 
that determines tho use to which it is 
devoted. The upper Mississippi Val­
ley is wheat laud; the lowor upper, 
corn land; and the lower, so-called 
sugar land. It is truo that corn can be 
raised in tho wheat and in tho cotton 
belt, and even in tho sugar belt; but it 
is not corn as the Wostern corn-grow­
ers use tho word. The corn belt prop­
er includes Illinois, Iowa, Missouri, 
aud Eastern Kansas and Nohr.isku. 
Portions of Ohio, Indiana, Kentucky, 
and Tonnossoo proi>erly Ixdong in this 
belt. Hut 1 use tlio first division for 
convenience of illustration. Where 
corn grows to perfeotion thcro is al­
ways plenty of feed for cattle. Millet 
will grow and yield bountiful crops 
throughout tho region. The sumo is 
truo of oats; and wheat, though not a 
Sure crop in the corn bolt, is extensive­
ly sown.

In 1870 thcro were 22,!>01,:K17 domes­
tic horned cattle in tho United States. 
Iu 1880 the census shows that thcro 
Wero 34,021,070 eattlo in tho country— 
an increase of 12,420,333 during tho 
decade. Of this increase 5,022,008 
wero in tho five corn States of Illiuois, 
Iowa, Missouri, Kansas, ami Nebraska. 
When the last beiisus was taken, more 
than one-fourth of the cuttle in the 
country wero in those State's. In 1880 
our production of corn was 1,754,501,- 
(170 bushels. Tho live corn States pro- 

* duced 1,071,505,344 bushels — more 
than half tho crop. It is plainly seen 
that where the laud yields large crops 
of corn, there tho cattle naturally 
gravitate.

In 1HM) there were, in all that exten­
sive area composed of Montana. Wy­
oming, Colorado. New Mexico, Arizona. 
Utah, Idaho, Nevada, Oregon, ami 
Washington, 1,7811,20*2 cattle, or 504,- 
714 less thuu there were iu Illinois, 
and hut 1151,074 more than there were 
in tho young State of Kansas. New 
York, which is never spoken of as a 
cattle-growing State, contained in 1880 
2,500,088 cattle—(112,820 more than 
then grazed on tho wholo of tho arid 
belt, tike much vaunted grazing grounds 
of tho West. In my opinion the cen­
sus of 1800 will show that there will be 
more cattle in tho throe coin-growing 
States of Illinois, Iowa, ami Missouii 
than in tite entire plain region, except­
ing Texas, of course. And there will 
not ho as much acute sulVornig, nor as 
many luiserahlo deaths from starvation 
and cold in the three States as there 
will ho among the cuttle oxistiug 
through tho winter iu a siuglo comity 
in the so-called cattle rountry.

In 1880 there wero 3,001,102 eattlo 
in Texas. Tho Toxa< cattle men so 
thoroughly understand their business, 
and tho State is so well adaptod to 
raising cattle, that nothing need ho 
•aid of them or their lands. All Texas 
cattle-growers realize that they must 
not overstock thoir range, now fully 
stocked. Tlioso at all familiar with 
Texas know that ns long as grass grows 
and water runs that State cun bo re­
lied upon to supply from 750,000 to I,- 
000,000 -eattlo utmuully; cows can raise 
calves on the Texas ranges and live, 
and the hiuhu is true of New Mexico 
and Arizona aud portions of the In­
dian Territory.—/Von k IVilkcson, in 
Harper's Mi«j<utue.

Origin of the Needle,
The Talker has boon looking up tho 

history of that useful little implement, 
the needle. I t is one of the most mi* 
oiont tools of which wo havo any record. 
Tho modern needle is a pointed instru­
ment having an eye, aud is used for 
currying a thread, some kind of fabric, 
or other material. It is probable, how­
ever, that tho needles of those who lived 
in very ancient times had no eyo, ns in­
struments of lame, which were most 
likely used lor that purpose, ns found 
in the caves wlii h wore inhabited by 
oneiont jmoplu of Franco, and the 
needles of aueiont Egypt, which aro 
described as being of bron/.e, do not 
appear to have boon made with eyes. 
Homo writers ore of tho opinion that in 
ptaoo of tlio eyo u circular depression 
was made in or near the blunt ond, in 
which the thread was buried, IMiny 
describes tho needlon of bronze which 
wero used by tlio (hooks and Homans. 
The instruments hu\o also boon found 
in the ruins of Herculaneum, The 
first account that history gives of tlio 
lunmifuetnre of needles is that they 
were made at Naretuburg in 1730; and 
while tho date of the llrst umufseturo 
in England is in doubt, it is said to 
have been eommencml iu tliat country 
•bout 1545 or 1545, aud it is asserted 
that the ait was practiced by a Spanish 
negro, or native of ludia, who died 
without disclosing the secret of his

Iirocess. I hiring the reign of i,Hioon 
'di/slnth this industry was revived, 

aud has Ihscu continued ever siuee.

Krupp Hammers.
Tliero is a curious personality in 

hammers, aud workmen like to give 
them names. Thero are *2 steam-hum­
mers iu tlio Krupp works, of from 400 
pound* weight to 50 tons. Tho largest 
is “Fritz,” whose 50 tons full on an an­
vil and an anvil-block weighing together 
l,25o tons, these resting ou a foundation 
1 0 0  feet deep. The next in size is named 
“Max.” It would re ;uiro a poet like 
him who sang the “Song of the Hell” 
rigidly to describe the uction of "Fritz,” 
aud 1 do not wonder that the Emperor, 
on his v sit here, presented the worker 
of this Immmor with a watch. I  ob­
served “Fritz” for some timo at work 
upon the steel stem of an Austrian 
iron-eiad, the Ferdinand Max. The 
metal was from cm a costing, without 
seam or weld, 15 feet long and of 25 
tons weight. Four men with long 
clumps managed this red-hot i i iu s n , 

swung over the unvil by a eraue. They 
turned it readily this way and that, 
tho foreman at each pause uttoriug u 
signal which “Fritz.” understood, uii- 
sworiug with a soft tap, or a gentle 
pressure or with un earth.juako. 1 was 
curious to see the auvil-block which 
supplemented the ability of the earth 
to sustain such shocks through a length 
of fiuio, aud was presently shown one 
which, after twenty-ouo years of thump­
ing, had cracked straight through from 
top to bottom—possibly beneath some 
gentle stroke which was the last feather 
to break its lingo hack. Krupp does 
not make plates for iron-eluils, lmt 
only such parts as might be needed for 
ordinary ships.

Having lit our cigars on tho Austrian 
irou-chui, we proceed to observe the 
operations of “Max” and other hum­
mers. One of these I saw giving 300 
tremendous strokes a minute. “Max” 
was engaged in welding “hard” iron 
(though this is more ductile than tho 
other). To nice distinctions between 
iron and iron “Max” is iiulitVercnt; his 
big bow-legs arch above a tower of 
pieces built on his anvil, and with 
crushing blows of his mighty list ho 
makes a hundred plates one. How­
ever, though they seem one and act to­
gether, in the end it will prove that 
they aro not one; no conceivable force 
can weld iuto oue difturcut organiza­
tions of atoms. To be t horonglily unit* 
ed they must be filtered and refined in 
the crucible, the central part of rail­
way wheels is made by welding, but 
thotiresare made without welding. Tim 
nave of the wheel is wrought iron, 
w hich is placed beneath a hammer of 
suitable shape, ami at tho third Mow 
the wheel is shaped. The tiro is cut 
from a long round muss of steel—0 or 
8 from one casting—when it is called u 
“cheese;” it is flattened, punched in the 
contcr with an eight-inch die, strung 
on a horso-auvil, and there houten un­
til it becomes a tire, aud ready for tho 
fluting process which adapts it to tlio 
rail.—Mtmt ure JK Conway, in Har-

human body after death has been pro­
mised by M. Kergovatz, a chemist of 
Hrest. His system is an antiseptic oue, 
stated to )>e much simpler mid Jess ex­
pensive than the old process of em­
balming, and is m»thing more than a 
new galvaim-idastic application. The 
lauly is coated with a conducting sub­
stance, such os plnmUigo, or is bathed 
witli a solution of nitrata of silver, 
which, after docom|H)»itum under the 
mlluonoe of sunlight, leaves a tbiolv 
divided deposit id metallic silver. It 
is then placed in a hath of nulpliato of 
copper, mid connected for elcctrulTsis 
with several cells of a gravity or other 
battery of constant current. The result 
is that tho ltody is incased in a skin of 
copper, which prevents further change 
or chemical action, If desired, this 
may aguiu lm plated with gold or nil* 
ver, according to the taste or wealth of 
tlw friends of the dead, M. Kcrgovats 
has employed the process eleven times 
on human subjects and ou many ani­
mals, and states that iu &U eases it 
was |M»rfectly satisfactory,—Demoresf’s 
Monthly.

Bisk* of Catth'-Ihilslng on the High 
(•razing Grounds*

The grazing grounds of great alti­
tude are the graveyards of cows. For 
year* the tvails leading from Texas 
to tho Northern ranges have been 
crowded with stock cuttle that were 
driven north to be used in establishing 
ranches. The number of cattle iu 
Texas is so gn at, and so near the 
capacity of the land to carry, that dur­
ing tho decade ending in* 1880 from 
500,000 to 700,000 cattle, old and young, 
male and female, were driven from the 
State annually. It is fair to assume 
that iu the past at least ouo-fonrtU of 
,tho Texas drive were females, and 
young females generally. Where are 
the rows that have lmen driven from 
the incsqiiite and gamma range* of 
Texas during the past decade? Tho 
business of raising cattle on the North­
ern plains is not old. I t is safe 
to assert that at least 1,000,* 
INK) female cattle have left Texas 
for the Northern grnzing ground dur­
ing the ten years last pu*t. In a suita­
ble climate these cuttle wouhl have 
Ihmmi alive to-day. Where are thev? 
The Iniucs of thousands of them lie 
bleaching on tho wiml-swopt flunks of 
the foot-hills of mountaiu ranges; they 
puw tho bottoms of miry pools; they are 
scattered among the pines standing Inf­
low the eternal snowdrifts of the 
Hocky Mountains: they lie in disjointed, 
wolf-gunwed fragments on the arid, 
Imiieli-grass ranges; they are scattered 
over the short buffalo-grass, low-lying 
monuments of man’s inhumanity to the 
dumb animals lie lias arrogantly 
assumed charge of; they have died of 
hunger; they have perished of thirst, 
when the icy breath of winter dosed 
the streams; they have died of starva­
tion by the tens of thousands during the 
season when cold storms sweep out of 
the North and course over the plains, 
burying the grass under snow. Other 
thousands have been frozen iuto solid 
blocks during blood-chilling blizzards.

There has been a movement of young 
cattle, steel’s generally, from the* corn 
States to tlie plums, jfor several years. 
Many of the men who own ov control 
Wyoming, Dakota, and Montana ranges 
have practically abandoned the busi­
ness of breeding cattle, driven out of it 
by the severe losses of female cattle 
during the winters, and now eentlne 
Ihcir attention to grazing young steers, 
known ns “pilgrims,” which they bring 
upon the range from Eastern States. 
These animals are generally high-grade 
steel's from the corn States, or long- 
horned cattle from Texas. If the latter 
are limiglit, those that have been held 
over one winter iu Kansas or Nebraska 
or Indian Territory are preferred. In 
the past, this business has proved to 1m» 
fairly remunerative, because, since it 
has been started, the price of lieef has 
W n  high, ami there has lieen no ex­
ceedingly severe winter mi tho plains. 
The country these cattle are held in lias 
boon iu the white man's possession hut 
a few years. The men who have ac­
curate knowledge of its climate can ho 
counted mi the Angers of one hand. 
Tho Northern cattle-growers assort that 
the climate is mild and the winters 
Bulmv, There are a few men in the 
Northwest who have traded in the Yel­
lowstone Vullev in tho winter and 
early spring when tho Sioux occupied 
tho laud. Some of thcuo men have 
told me that during rouio winters the 
snow was deep on the ground for weeks, 
and the cold was most intense. They 
said that occasionally the winters were 
so severe that large numbers of hardy 
Italian ponies died. It is a well-known 
fact that Indian ponies can endure a 
greater degree of cold tlrnu American 
horses and that American horses can en­
dure a greater degree of cold than 
cuttle, it mutters not where the lutter 
are raised.

I t is estimated that 220,000 cattle 
were driven or curried into Montana 
aud Dakota during 1HM4. The larger 
)H>rtiou of this stock was brought on to 
tin* range to be fattened. Thev were 
young steers. It is estimated i»v com- 
latent authorities that 100,000 iff the 
220,(MM cattle tlmt entered the fur 
Northern range during 1884 were young 
imtive cattle from the corn States. Tin* 
number of “through" cuttle tlmt were 
included in Hie great herd of Texans 
no nmn can tell. The Texas drover is 
famous throughout the arid 1h*U for 
never telling the truth as to where Ids 
cattle conic from. He isalways willing 
to swear that they passed the* previous 
winter in Kansas or Xcbrusku, and as 
cold weather kills the Kpuidsh fever, 
his cattle are sound, aud he is not re­
sponsible for damages if the disease 
makes it* appearance in Northern 
herds. The truth is tlmt a large pro- 
portion iff the Texas cuttle driven into 
Montana mid Dakota during the season 
of Ihh | were fresh from tlio Southern 
range. Tim yoimg cattle tlmt ure 
brought on to the Northern grazing 
ground* from the agricultural States 
come from a land of plenty. They liuro 
In ch Well fed and uitelitilely wittered 
from the day of their birth until they 
are sent West. They have Imcii pro- 
tooted from severe winter storms. They 
have lmd intelligent uml anxious cure. 
Their instincts hate been blunted by 
the protective care of nmn. These 
immature auimul* Imvo heen taken 
West andturued on the ruugt* to shift 
for themselves. They can do so iu a 
mild whiter.— Har/ivr'# Magazine,

Another Bo- 
man practice was the pulling of wit- 
Hesse*' cars ill a court of law us u 
reminder of the gravity of their situa­
tion when vacillating or hesitating in 
their evidence. Children'* ear* were 
likewise wont to Is* pulled or soundly 
“boxed" by their masters. Another 
custom was the wholesale stuffing up of 
the ears of uiioffeinliiig gentlewomen iu 
time of war. This wa* essentially of 
Bomuti origin, tlmt brought under ftrit- 
i*U notice hv the follower* of ,1 alius 
Ct**ur; mid thenceforth frequently per­
petrated by tin* soldiery, particularly 
during the English subjugation iff 
Wales, until it in due time gave wav to 
less M|tortivc uud infinitely more luir- 
baric practices. Time-honored though

i  these several observances nmv appear, 
j tlmy must nevertheless be regarded it- 
| modern side by side with one that 
carries us back to the primitive period- 
of Jewish history. This was the boring 

j  of the ear of every slave who. hi* term 
! of servitude having expired (six year*), 
yet declined to claim hi* freedom, pre­
ferring to remain with his lord and 
family for an indefinite period. In such 
a case his master was bound to take him 
to the door-jMmt, and there Imre his ear

Baldness and Its Cause*. 
Baldness, manifestly, does not indi­

cate sluggishness of bruin, nor, on the 
other hand, does the loss of hair neces­
sarily follow intense mental activity, or 
nervous irritability mid sensitiveness. 
Otherwise Carlyle eouhl not huvo re­
tained so full a quantity of hair dow n 
to advanced old ago. On the whole, 
hair of the lighter shade* does not 
seem to drop off so readily und exten­
sively, or to lose its color so homi, us 
darker hair. In Isith eases the cause 
muy, perhaps, lie tlmt light hair is 
commonly thicker than dark hair. Iu 
light-huired people the hair may be­
come thinner, or partially gray, without 
the defect Itcing equally conspicuous. 
A flaxeii-huired M ia has, it has been 
said, from 140,000 to 150,(MKt hairs, wliiln 
the dark-haired brunette has only 100,- 
OHO to 110,000. But the hair of ladies 
is usually more abundant than that of 
the other sex, and grows to a greater 
length, extending in some eases to Avc 
or six feet. With this greater copious­
ness of lmir is probably to lie associated 
the fact that women liecoine bald less 
frequently than men. Like grayness, 
baldness may occur at a very early age, 
and withont iiecessarily giving evidence 
of diminished strength or impaired vi­
tality. But iilmnt Hfty or a little 
earlier, baldness and grayness become 
common. Why, in individual eases, 
there should he exemption more or 
less complete it may be difficult or im­
possible to discover. Tin' hair ban Ihm-ii 
spoken of as a sort of excretion, or as 
lmviug ft life independent- of the gen­
eral vitality of the body. But, at best, 
this cun only he partly true, ( ’uses 
have, indeed, been alleged of the hair 
continuing to grow for a long time after 
death. It is only about thirty years 
ago that two easts of this kind were re­
ported. One of these wa* at Tnrvcy, 
in Bedfordshire, whevi' on the tomb 
of Lady Johatmu Mordannt being 
ojK'iied, the body of the lady was found, 
after 300 years, dressed in n shroud of 
vellow silk, and with her dark auburn 
hair Ailing up the space around her 
head, enclosing it as in a mould. And 
in another ease the hair was said to have 
absorbed into itself the substance of the 
body, and to have tilled the coffin with 
glossy ringlets. But these alleged in­
stances of tin' growth of hair after death 
have heen regarded as, at Wst, but 
questionable. There is. in all probabil­
ity, a connection between the life of the 
lmir aiul the general life of the lush too 
close, at aiiy rate, to allow of such inde- 
]H'ndent growth. Each hair in its 
minute cavity or pit in the skin is like a 
hulh—a hyacinth, say—in a glass, such 
as one commonly set'* in windows in 
the winter and spring. Then' is, 
however, this difference, that the bulb 
of the hair derives its nourishment 
directly from the skin, and without 
ueeding such voota a« those which the 
hvuciuth hulh sends down in the water. 
When hulducsH comes on through 
advancing age, the pits or cavities just 
mentioned Weenie shrivelled and decay, 
and tlen the power of producing or 
nourishing hair is lost, so as to defy 
“lmir restorers" and “electrical stiiun- 
luting pomades.” That haldness should 
W most common at the top of the head 
has Wen accounted for on the ground 
of the Nkin Wing especially tight in tlmt 
position. And it isnot difficult to under­
stand that, under such circumstances, 
the tension might have a specially un- 
fiivoruhlo influence on the nourishment 
of tlu» hair. Such causes for the fall­
ing off of lmir a* tobacco smoking, the 
excessive use of alcoholic liquors and 
the wearing of tight coverings for the 
head must W looked upon as more or 
less h y p o t h e t i c a l , Standard.

THOM AS IIENTON.

|{ciniiilM'«'tM*>s liftin' Mlwoiirl Hcnulnr.
A correspondent of the Louisville 

t ,ourin'-.fonnull, writing of Thomas 
H. Benton, savs: When 1 made his 
acquaintance, in 1830, ho met me with 
great cordiality, saying tlmt he bad 
known and esteemed my father. This 
circumstance, and the fact that we were 
ip political harmony, caused me to call 
upon him frequently, and I never left 
him w ithout knowing a good deal more 
than I did liefnre. He wus Imri^ in 
North Carolina, but Isfforo reaching 
ids majority lie removed to Tennessee 
with his mother, who settled iu W ill- 
iaiiison County, twenty-Ave miles south­
west of Nashville. He told me when 
and from what judges lie obtained a law 
license, and of his success at the bar. 
Gen. Jackson was one of Ids stead­
fast friends, lie also told me of the 
violent affray which subsequently tisik 
place in a hotel at Nashville between 
iiimxclf ami brother Jesse on one side 
and (leu. Jackson und some friend* 
oil the other, ill which severe pistol and 
dagger wounds were gitcii, but fortu­
nately without loss of life. The quar­
rel was between Jesse Ih nton mid ( ion. 
Jackson, but when it came to blow* 
of course Thomas H> Beaton took tho 
part of his brother. There was a tom- 
IMirurv estrangement Indweeii the two 
old friends, hut it did not lessen the 
high opinion of either for the other. 
Here let me sav, by way of parenthesis, 
that l traveled one day with Jesse Ben­
ton in Texas in 185A, and found him still 
hostile to (Sen. Jackson. I said to 
him: “Your brother, Thomas H., i*one 
of tho ablest supporter* of Gen. 
Jackson in the Senate.” Hi* only 
reply was: “Oh, Tom’s a politician," 
Thomas H. Benton served one term iu 
the Tennessee Legislature. 1 passover 
his patriotic services iu the war of 1812. 
It hud closed hut a few month*wlieti he 
was bmml in St. Louis practicing his 
profession. In four years more the 
Slate of Missouri was admitted into the 
Vmon, and Col. Benton wus elected 
one of the first Senators, and continu­
ously by successive elections until 1851. 
The labor lie performed in these thirty 
years was herculean, llis legislative 
reports, hills, and spoeehos wero suffi­
cient to All many volumes. Hi* sup­
port of the administrations of l'rosidents 
Jackson and Van Huron was sublime. 
He had many a tilt with his political 
opponents in the Senate, and if lie eicc 
came out second best i never heard of 
it. He dealt, as he said himself, iu the 
effective logic of tigui'j s and facts. 
Missouri would have done well to have 
kept him iu the Senate as long as he 
lived. But she did Hot. Younger tncll 
got tired of waiting for his withdrawal 
from public life, and they defeated him 
in 185U, Subsequently he was elected 
u representative ill Congress, and he 
died three years after the end of hi.' 
term, lie died in Washington City, 
April 10, 1858, aged 7(1 years, llis 
w ritings ami speeches will he consulted 
by tile political student- to the latest 
posterity.__  _ _ _

MECHANICAL.

Lrnovio Burton hns propounded n 
new theory of tho formation of coal. 
Ho helieves it is produced by the Kink­
ing of floating islands like those which 
now* occur on many lakes and rivers, 
and which are conspicuous on tlm 
tipper Nile. These islands an* eom- 
jMiscd chiefly of turf, which, lining 
swallowed up by the water, liccoiuo 
fossilize*! at the liottom.

A tool steel is lioing prodnecd at (V 
steel works in Philadelphia which it is 
claimed possesses remarkable qualities. 
Its chief jmculiurity consists in its 1m>- 
ing self-hardening, like English musliet 
steel. No process of hardening in 
water or other liquids, nor of subsequent 
h injmring, is necessary in its us:*. A 
tool from this steel is shaped over the 
anvil, as with ordinary tool steel. When 
tlie too] is forged, it is luid aside to cool 
in the air. When quite cold, it is found 
to have taken a hardness exceeding 
that of unv steel hardened bv tlie usual 
process of immersion iu water or brine. 
Ho hard is it that the teeth of u Stubbs 
tile will In* turned bv u single stroko 
across it, und the edge of a finely- 
tempered cold chisel completely de­
stroyed in mi attempt to cut it, not the 
slightest impression being left on tho 
Timid steel. At tile listiul heat IIO 
difference cun he perceived ill its ca­
pacity for la ing drawn, lauit or tor* 
tmv.i from any good quality of east 
steel.

Kniscx bus encountered a novel form 
of theft ill conducting his electric light 
business iu New York. It was found 
tlmt numerous unprincipled persons 
had availed themselves of the oppor­
tunity to sttul electricity, and use it for 
operating motors and for induction 
coils. Tlie metliod of filching the elec­
tricity was hv boring through the iron 
pipe surrounding the insulating com- 
poimd, and then furthvr into one of the 
copper leads: a set screw Axed iuto the 
nritice formed one connection ami the 
earth the other. Of course this con­
nection was made beyond the eledrie 
meter. It was hardly worth while to 
liuuutuiii the continued espionage neces­
sary to detect uml punish the pilferers, 
but the superintendent, of the station, 
Mr. ( ’humhi-rluin, coupled in extra 
dynamos t and threw us great an in­
crease of current over tin* system as the 
safety catches would permit, at various 
times for tdiout one .second ; while this 
current was passing, the incandescence 
lamps would give an unwonted glow, 
ami every induction coil and motor stir- 
ivptittntndv attached to the system 
would receive an extra current designed
10 hum it. In this manner tlie system 
is occasionally cleared of ’all tres­
passers.

K iiioH-iqq-tssnU': compound engine 
on a sum!! river steamer of Ihu tons is 
thus described in t'lugiuvn'noj: Tho 
boat had a nmltitubular murine boiler 
eight feet ill diameter, eight feet six 
inches long, containing two furnaces of 
two feet six inches in diameter six feet 
long, the combustion chamber being 
otie foot tell inches from tllhc plate 
to buck plate, and there being seventy- 
two tidies, outside diameter three 
indies, Tlie engines had high-prcssuro 
cylinders 13.5 inches in diameter, with 
Iff-iudi stroke low pressure, twenty- 
two indies iu diameter, boiler pressure 
eighty pounds, worked with the ordi­
nary three-ported slide valves cutting 
the steam off from the cylinder at nine- 
sixteenths of stroke, the steam pipe to 
high-pressure engine four indies in di­
ameter, exhaust liigh to low Mvc indies 
iu diameter: having no receiver, only ti 
pipe. A gauge between tlie cylinders 

I shows the pressure Varied from fifteen 
pounds to thirty pounds, wln-n the en­
gine was working full speed. The low 
pressure engine is worked with h 5- 
ported valve uml cuts oil’ at about 
three-quarters of stroke. There is u 
large auxiliary valve about two indies 
in diameter of pipe to make sure of 
starting and reversing. The propeller 
is six feet iu diameter, six fed six 
indies pitch, and with boiler pressure 
eighty pounds the engines make from 
Mi) to 150 strokes per minute, The 
size of low-pressure exhaust to funnel 
live indies, and inside the funnel the 
blast pipe is four indies in diameter, 
and causes plenty of draught to keep 
steam.

If yon have any of the Fiftv-sixlh l’onn- 

Kylviinia boys on your sultKciiption list, 
they will readily recognize who “Old Kph" 
was. Ottr first aeqtiaintanee with him wan 
at ear tiiNt crossing of the Ituppahuimock 
River to occupy the city of Fredericksburg, 
in 1SI.2, Wo had some trouble in crossing, 
and every Rtep of the advance had been 
stiibhovniy contested. One mine had hoeu 
sprung mulct- our unsuspecting advanco, 
injuring several, and it was not until nearly 
two brigndes were across that tho hostili­
ties ceased in a measure, and the ouemy 
commenced burning stores, and making a 
hasty evacuation, it fell to the lot of our 
company to he stationed ai au ohl tohneco 
house on the levee, near which was one of 
tlie largest and purest springs of the clear­
est erystul water for which tlmt locality is 
untod. We hud scarcely got "uulimbered” 
ill otir now quarters, ami sentinels posted, 
when the sentinel nearest the spring was 
approached by an ohl gray-headed negro, 
hat in hand, hicvin r and scraping, witli the 
anxious inquiry, "lias any you all drank 
from dat spring?" Unbeing answered in 
the negative, he said, "Wnl. don't do it, for 
de luh of God!” and, with a scared look over 
his shoulder, ejaculated,“SVliah's de Gen- 
ral? Take me to de Gcnrul; de bizness is 
very 'port mt.”

The sentinel called tlie sergeant of the 
guard, and *'Uld Kph" was taken to Golonel 
llott’inun's quarters, where, after repeated 
assurances of protection, he gave tin* infor­
mation that Die spring lmd been poisoned, 
and also told who did it.

A sample of the water was taken to the 
, hospital steward- -a graduate iu chemistry 
—wiio, upon analysis, found enough cyan­
ide of pntussimn to have killed a brigade.

The news created the wildest conMi rim- 
tion in ramp, and the men could hardly he 
restraint d from proceeding to the house 
indicated by Kph as to where the poison 
came from, mid razing it to tho giouud and 
tearing the inmates piecemeal; lmt discip­
line prevailed, nudu detail was sent to tlie 
house to arrest tin* inmates, who proted to 
lie two women and a crippled limn.
