•a d  there with cabins, but thoy were ro 
•mall and their npponrnnce so insignificant 
that their prosecco hardly cliauged the 
monotony of the laudscnpe. Ah far oh the 
eye could reach the ground was covered 
With rank prairie grass, except now und 
then  where there whs a Held under cultiva­
tion. In the autumn, the dry brown grass 
Hooded but a spark to cause the whole 
prairie to be swept by a prairie tire.

The sullen clouds of blue smoko rolling 
•long the grass gave the settlers warning of 
Its ooming. The only way to thwart it was 
to  leave nothing for the flames to feed 
upon. But woe, indeed, to him who neg­
lected to prepare for it by plowing the laud 
•round nis buildings, lor the flames de­
stroy everything within reach, and, in 
place of his stacks and buildings, there is 
only a  charred, smouldering waste, and he 
«an count himself lucky if he escapes with 
U s  life.

Fences, there were none, and the road 
Was but a dim trail across the prairie.

At the time of which I write. 185—, two 
brothers, named John and George Cross, 
•am e to this locality with their families 
•n d  purchased farms about two miles 
•part.

Though not overburdened with riches, 
they possessed full as much property us 
dew settlers usually do.

Cattle, liogs, good strong horses, a few 
fanning implements, a little household 
furniture, dogs, three or four rosy-faced 
little children, completed the usual list of 
possessions.

The Crosses erected cabins for their 
families and straw covered sheds for their 
horses.

The bard and almost incessant work of 
cultivating the raw prairie left no time for 
Visiting, except on Sunday, aud thus it was 
that scarcely a Sunday passed that the two 
families were not together at one or the 
Other places.

To his surprise and consternation the dog 
leapt •tl out of tlu; dark thicket immediately 
on hearing his voice aud attacked him so 
viciously that to defend himself from the 
brute he seized it by the head with bis 
thumbs lietwecn its jaws and endeavored 
to throw it on the ground. In the struggle 
tha t followed lie had to exert all his 
strength to defend himself, and his thumbs 
were terribly lacerated.

When lie was almost exhausted the brute, 
ou  hearing other dogs, suddenly gave up 
the struggle and ran off, leaving the poor 
fellow to stagger home faint with terror 
Olid dread. A few weeks after, he dis­
played unmistakable symptoms of hydro, 
phobia ami died after tue most horrible 
suffering.

As they rode rapidly across the prairie 
toward his brother's place, John recollected 
what George had told him nikmt the dog, 
and he surmised what ailed the horse, aud, 
on arriving, his opinion was verified.

By degrees, 
however, it came to be nu accepted 
fact tha t th is voluntary motion does not 
itelnng exclusively tu animal life, and 
the youngsporesof the plants, although 
tliev move fred y  about in the water, 
ami are plentifully provided with tine, 
lmir-like threads like the real infusoria, 
utill remain plants, and never turn  into 
animals, ami thus the plant nature of 
the “snow* blossom” was finally settled. 
The red  snow alga found on the  Alps, 
Pyrenees, nnd Carpathians, and also on 
tile summits of the North American 
mountains as far down as California, is 
not, however, such a determ ined enemy 
to  heat as its  having its home in tho ice 
region would imply. In  tho Arctic cir­
cle, as well as on our own mountains of

imrjmtiial snow*, especially on Monte 
{osa, the red  snow is scon in  summer 

like a  ligh t rose-colored film, which 
gradually dec|H*ns in color, particularly 
in the track of huiimu footsteps, till a t 
length it tu rn s almost black. In  thin 
state, however, it is not a  rotten mass, 
but consists principally of carefully cap­
suled “quiescent spores,” in wluefi state 
these microscopic utoms pass tin1 win­
ter, bearing in this form tbe greatest 
extremes of temjH‘ruturc. Home have 
been exposed to a dry heat of a  hun­
dred degrees, and were found to still 
retain life -W rin g  properties, while 
others, again, wore exposed with impu­
nity to tlm greatest cold known in 
science.

The “Go-Devil.”
This is an iron stem or shaft about 

two feel long. Near the head, o r  front 
end, four iron arm s radiate. On tho 
end of each arm is a small w*heel. This 
is know* as a guide. The circumference 
of this guide, when the “go-devil” i* 
not in use, is larger than tlm interior of 
tho pipe, but folds hack when inserted 
in the pipe, and a  spring under each 
arm presses them snugly against tho 
:silos of tlm pipe. A few inches behind 
tho guide is a set of seven steel knives 
or scrapers, arranged like tlm blade* of 
tho windmills or whirligigs of the toy 
shop. Tlie shaft or stem is not made 
of one piece of iron. I t  is in two sec­
tions, united hv a socket joint. A t tlm 
rear end o r bottom of the stem  is an­
other guide, sim ilar to  the one a t the 
head. W hen the pipes are thought to 
need cleaning the  scraper is inserted in 
the pipe a t a pum piug station. The 
pressure of the oil behind it pushes it 
through, the wheeled guides making tlm 
passage free. As tho scraper moves 
along the  set of knives revolve within 
tho pipe and sets the purafiitm loose. 
The knives am  held firmly against the 
sides of the  pipe by springs a t th e ir  
bane. Beliind the knives is a  station­
ary fanrlike contrivance which shuts up 
close and fits the opening snugly, and 
carriesalong the purullinc tliut is moved. 
I f  an obstacle is m et with Unit cannot 
be rem oved by tlm “go-devil,” the 
guides, knives, and fan-like attachm ent 
fold back and pnss it. I f  a bend is mot 
with ill tlm line the socket joint in tlm 
stem perm its the contrivance to  round 
it  and pass on.

W hen the scraper is started  two 
men s ta rt along the pipe to follow* it on 
it cottrse. The noise made by the “go- 
devil” is sufficient to  he heard by the 
men, and it is their businemi to  keep its 
location known until relieved by a relay 
at nuothcr point on tlm route. I f  they 
lose truce of it, much difficulty is en ­
countered in finding it. The scraper is 
followed until the next station j* 
readied , when i t  is rviwwod,—Sew

Tlielr Tam* Cobra* Not Always Deprived 
of Tlielr l ’olfton Tooth.

I t  is a  mistake, writes Goorge Au­
gustus Hala, to thiuk that the snakes 
are always harmless which nrc brought 
round to  liouso doors and hotel* ill 
India by tho jugglers nnd mnnii-tnil- 
laliB. An almost universal opinion 
exists thnt these men extract the poison- 
fang* from the ser)H>nts kept in their 
baskets, aud tha t unvbody may ap­
proach and play with them  us freelv as 
their exhibitors. This in by no mentis 
the case, and many of the reptiles 
which hiss and coil ntomt in the Indian 
verandahs are a* deadly as any to be 
found in tlw jungle.* These people 
tame and familiarize their snakes, 
esjMviaUy the cobras, which are then 
disiueliued to  strike, und become quite 
playful and friendly, so that, unless 
suddenly frightened or irritated , they 
d a rt at* tho hand of the snake-charmer 
without erecting the |M>iNon-fu»g* or 
even opening their mouths. It would, 
however, be different uml very danger­
ous if a stranger trilled with some of 
these basketed Hcr|MUit*, and the so//ip- 
iritUalm themselves occasionally fall 
victims to tbe recklessness or confidence 
with which they handle their captures. 
The mnharujnlf of Benares was kind 
enough to  send the entire company of 
his palace jugglers for our entertain­
ment. They performed with much 
adroitness the usual series of Hindoo 
tricks. They made the mango-tree bear 
ripe fruit from a seed, swallowed tiro 
and swords, disentangled inextrieablo 
knots, und, having mixed together iu 
water and drunk up three powders, red, 
green, and yellow, one of them  brought 
what seemed the suiue powder* forth 
from his mouth in a dry state again. 
Tbcu they produced a  large selection of 
snakes, of which three were cobras, and 
one of them  wtvs made to  dance to tho 
gourd and hunsulu, striking again and 
agaiu meanwhile at the hnnd of the per­
former. A doubt being expressed by 
somebody as to the lethal power of this 
creature, the chief juggler declared it  
was tru ly  a  Jant-walhth, and had his 
poison teeth. “If  the saheh-Unj would 
supply a sheep or goat, thoy might 
quickly see whether he spoke a true  
word.” Eventually a  white chicken 
was produced, aud seizing his cobra by 
the neck, the juggler pinched its tail, 
and made it bite the poor fowl, which 
uttered a  little cry when tin* sharp toofli 
punctured it* thigh. But. being re- 
plaeedjon tlm ground, the chicken began 
to pick up rice with unconcern, appar­
ently uninjured. In  alwmt four min­
utes, however, it ceased moving hither 
and th ither, ami began to look sick, 
in  two minute* more it  had dropped its 
beak upon the ground, and was evidently 
paralyzed, und utmhio to breathe freely, 
in  another minute it fell over on its  
side, and was dead with convulsions 
within ten minutes the bite. At
i ’uhlaupur, the snake-charmer for whom 
we sent to catch a serpent, said to 1m 
infesting the compound, lmd just died 
by a bite from one of his own captive

The following le tter descriptive of tho 
first voyage of the Clerm ont from Al­
bany was w ritten by Kohert i ’ulhm ami 
sent to Chancellor Kohert li. Living 
stou, grandfather of Clerm ont Living­
ston, iu whose keepiug the le tte r now 
is:

New Y»iik, Saturday, the 28th of 
August, 1807.—1>k\ u S ir : On Satur­
day I  wrote you that I  arrived here on 
Friday at 4 o'clock, which made my 
voyage from Albany exactly thirty  
hours. We hail a  little wind on Friday 
morning, but no waves which produced 
any effect. I have been making every 
exertion to get off on Monday morning, 
but there  has been much w ork to  do— 
boarding ull the sides, decking over the 
boiler and works, finishing each cabin 
with twelve berths to make them  com­
fortable, and strengthening many part* 
of the irou work. Ho much to d o u n d  
the ruiu, which delays tln^ calkers, will, 
1 fear, not let me off' till Wednesday 
morning. Then, however, tlm boat 
w ill be as complete us she can be made 
—all strong and in good order uml tho 
men well organized, and, I  hope, noth­
ing torflo bn t to run her for six weeks 
or tw'o months. The first week, tliut in 
if she starts  on Wednesday, she will 
make one trip, to Albany and bock. 
Every succeeding week she will run 
three trip s—that is, two to Albany and 
one to New York, or two to New York 
and one to  Albany, nhvavs having Sun­
day and four night* for rest to the  crew. 
By currying for the usual price thoro 
can be no doubt but the steamboat w ill 
have the  preference because of the cer­
tainty and agreeable movements. I  
have seen the captain of tho fine sloop 
fmm Hudson. lie  savs the average of 
jiis jMssuge* has tiqgn forty-eight 
hours. F o r the  steam boat it would 
have Inm ii th irty  certain. Tlm pernons 
who came down with me were so 
flinch pleased that they said were sho 
established to rim periodically they  
never would go in anythiug else. I  
will have her registered uiul everything 
done which I  can recollect. Every­
thing looks well and I  liave no doubt 
will Ik> very productive.

The Family M ushing on (he Seine.
Ono of the  latest propositions, which 

caused quite a s tir for u time in ccrtniu 
quarters, was the suppression of tho 
washing establishm ents in the Seine at 
Paris. This river has a course of over 
three m iles within tho limits of the fort­
ifications, and in th is spaco aro twenty- 
five lavoirs, of which, naturally, the 
greater p a rt are away from tiie center. 
B u t one, tho largest, whore the Mi Par- 
erne is celebrato i as a groat fete, is very 
ncur tho bridge of Notre Maine, aud is 
well worthy a visit. I t  consists of 
twelve little—what shall 1 call them ? 
Not heats, but buildings, perhaps, two 
stories in each, and connected with foot­
bridges, thus giving a frontage of over 
\m  yards, making u lloatiug village 
where nearly  250 pcnplo are occupied 
every day bu t Sunday. In  the center 
is tho room for tho great lioifer, the 
numerous tubs, tho packages of javollo, 
the sacks of oarhannnto and the piles 
of bar soap. Kuuning from that nuo 
two long couloirs, where the places for 
each person are so arranged th a t as 
water is needed it cau bo easily dipped 
from the  river; aud behind each por- 
son is u u sc rabh ing -hoa idum lahucto t. 
Thoro is room hero for -40 wash­
women, ono-half of whom are “regu­
lars ,” and the  other half wives of work­
men, who take their liuon ouco a week 
to  wash it themsolvos. Tho former pay 
forty centimes,a day for their places, 
whiio the la tte r givo tlvo eeutimes nu 
hour. In  Mm* socoml story are the dry ­
ing rooms, divided into little squares of 
th ree or four yards of measurement, 
and let for fifty centimes a day. A 
restauran t is connected w ith one of tho 
end bouts, and, in short, everything is 
so  well organized th a t it is calculated 
th a t a  proprietor of a lavoir of 100 
places touches nearly  10,000 francs a 
veur, from  which ho can d e a r  over 
ifi,000 francs for himself.—Cor. /Bos­
to n  (iazette,

The Girin of I lie .HurqiMsus IkIuiiiIh.
As our men took their meals on the 

spur-dock the  women, and as many of 
the native men m  could be provided 
for, ato w ith them . Tho natives are 
not dainty, hut cram  their m ouths full, 
Mid ea t voraciously. Tho women are 
fond of meat, hut aro not allowed to 
ea t it  on tho island, whero it  is taboo to 
them —another instauce of tho doltish 
character of tho mou.

exactly w hat we did. Each officer at-
wrong, they  wutched uselosclv and did

tended to  tho girl that he brought
down, and he was the  model by which

F o r Howard, 1H4A; for Lincoln, 1>1, 
and for others, HIM. “I  shall bo nom- 
m ated on tho next ballo t,” said Sew ­
ard, and tho throng in the  house ap ­
plauded aud thoso ou tho lawn echoed 
tho cheers. Tho next messenger from  
the  telegraph office lashed his horse  
into a run. The telegram  read: “L in ­
coln nominated. T. \Y.” Sew ard 
turned  pnlo as ashes. Tho sad tid ings 
crept through tho vast concourse. T he 
flags were furled , tho cannon wiuf 
rolled away, and Cayuga County w ent

REMINISCENCES OF P UBLIC MEN*.

liV HEN: l'KBT.KY POORE.

The counting of the electoral vote on 
the 2d day of February, 1R77, a t­
tracted crowds to  the  House of Repre­
sentatives. Even the diploiuatos came 
out in force, for once their gallery was 
full. On the floor of the House were 
many distinguished men, including 
George Bancroft, Mr. Stoughton, of 
New York, crowned with a  mass of 
white hair, Gen. Hherman, William M. 
Kvnrts, Jere. Black, and Lym an Trum ­
bull. At 1 o'clock the Hcnato entneover 
in solemn procession, preceded by the 
veteran ('apt. Bassett, who had iu 
charge two mahogany boxes in winch 
were locked the votes upon which the 
fate of the natiou d<q>ended. Next came 
R esiden t p ro  fern. Ferry  and Secre­
tary Gordon, followed by tho paired 
Senators. Itoscoe Conkling, tall aud 
distinguished in appearance, was arm 
in nnn with Aaron Sargent, the Cali­
fornia prin ter: Bruce, the colored Mi*- 
sissippiim. win with Conover, the F lor­
ida earpt't-bngger: the fair Anglo-Saxon 
cheeks of Jones, of Nevada, contrasted 
strongly with the  Indian features of 
( Logan,  mid llunllvcamo O liver!1. 
Morton, of Indiana. President protein. 
Ferry, in a theatrical bass voic*, called 
the convention to order, and after sta t­
ing wimt it wus convened for, opened 
one of the boxes and handed ail envel­
ope to Senator Allison, with u dupli­
cate to Mr, Stone, I t  was from the 
State of Alabama, aud 011 being opened, 
ten votes were recorded for Samuel J . 
Tilden, of Now York. S tate  after State 
was thus counted until F lorida was 
reached, when tho majestic Dudley 
Field arose and objected to  the count­
ing thereof. A brief discussion ensued, 
aud the Senate re tu rned  to its  chamber, 
preceded by the locked Iroxes, which 
were nearly empty. W hen the count­
ing was resumed objections were mode, 
and tho result hung fire. Meanwhile 
the electoral commission was a t work in 
tho old Somite chamber, and everything 
was vague and uncertain. E very  little 
while some rum or was started , atul 
those who heard it  were d a te d  or de­
pressed, as they happened to  hope. But 
tlio groat mass listened w ith many 
grains of allowance, knowing how* easy 
it is at all times for all sorts of stories, 
u tterly  without foundation, to  get into 
tho public mouth. The obstructionists 
found tha t they could not accomplish 
their purpose to defeat the  final an­
nouncement, but their persistence was 
wonderful. They were desperate, reck­
less, relentless. Fernando Wood 
headed, in opposition to them , the 
party of settlem ent and pence, his fol­
lowers being composed in about equal 
part* of Republicans and of ex-Confod* 
crates, who turned their bucks on the 
Democratic fillilmsters. F inally  the 
count was ended, and P resident p ro  
tern. F e rry  announced 1HJ votes for 
Kumuel J . Tilden aiul 185 votes for 
Rutherford 11. Hayes.

PrmCor Knott, of Kentucky, acci­
dentally made a national reputation as 
the hum orist of the  House of Repre­
sentatives, but really he w as a  matter- 
of-fact, serious lawyer. H e was rather 
undersized, with a broad forehead, un­
combed gray hair, a small gray mous­
tache, and rather dull eves. H e made 
his reputation as a  wit bv his speech cm 
Duluth, which was delivered late one 
afternoon, when he was a member of 
the Fortv-Hecoml Congress. I t  hud 
been a  dull day, ami when lie com­
menced his badinage the members 
crowded about him to listen, the news­
paper reporters leaned over their gal­
lery to hi nr every word, and tho fume 
of the speech went uhroad. H is argu­
ment on the national debt, which pre­
sented the extent of it. illustrated in a 
whimsical manner, wus a more carefully 
prepared production, but not so popu­
lar. Gov. Knott, for after leaving Con­
gress he was elected Governor, did not 
ooMKCNs a  quick-flowing fountain of 
liuiiior, but with him it  was a m atter of 
thought, elaboration, and study, which 
he w as rarely disposed to exercise. He 
is also u good caricaturist, and his 
humor finds readier expression with Ids 
pencil than with his tougtio'. Congres­
sional hum or has been well said to lie a 
ran* gift, and those who possess it seem 
in some measure ashamed of the endow ­
ment, uud always straining ufter a rep­
utation for solid learning or respectable 
dullness. Hinging aside the rapier which 
they can handle with perfect mastery, 
to  neeept a clumsy battle-axe which 
they cannot swing. Ham Cox was the 
only representative in la tter days who 
would use Ids humor in debate, aud 
when ho urose to  speak the House 
would listen, aud men would yield to 
ridieule wlio had steeled themselves 
llguitlst invective.

tleu, Grant’s administration was not 
a success. The strength of the Repub­
lican party, w hich might with a careful, 
economical, and strictly honest admin­
istration have liecii maintained lor a 
generation, was frittered away and its 
voters alienated by causes so notorious 
and disgraceful tlmt they need not Ih> 
recapitulated here. The mice imlile 
party, which hud its genesis twenty 
years ago in the great principle of the 
restriction of huinuii slavery, aud which 
hud gone from triumph to triumph un­
til slavery was not only restricted but 
utterly destroyed, the purtv which had 
addl'd the salvation of the I’uinn to its 
fume as the emancipator of a race, had 
sunk under eight yearn of Gruntism to 
a condition humiliating to behold. Un­
der the combined effects of general ex­
travagance, inflated currency, and 
hmscucs* of appropriations grow ing out 
of the war. the country saw millionsab- 
sorU'd in illegitimate expenditure, olll* 
ci.il favorites enriched at the ex|N*nseof 
tin* people, and high places in ofllcc 
given to political bummers and men ut­
terly unfit for public trusts. A kind of
carnival of political money-making and 
speculation had set in. Congress by its 
legislation aided in blowing the bubble. 
Tlic cities of the country began to be 
covered with costly nmrblc palaces, 
each iuvoh ing fat contracts to be paid 
for by public taxation. \  ring was 
created with sovereign power to im­
prove tin* District of Columbia, under 
whom II debt of *'2.\OOO.lHM! was piled 
up iu alHuit two Xenix bankrupting the 
District and throwing the debt upouthc 
shoulders of the people of tin* 
count rv. ’there were revenue 
frauds, cii'tom-hoiisc extortions, 
jK-iision swindles, ami Indian sup­

ply steals without number. The \ 
whisky rings of Chicago, Ht. L

great 
cutis,

and other cities made lmv while the sun 
shone, and,w ith such honor us proverbi­
ally prevails among thieves, paid their 
regular and liberal contributions into 
the campaign treasury of tlio party. 
Meanwhile tlio President, who. though 
himself honest, had a fatal incapacity to 
discern dishonesty in others, had con­
tinually about him all tlio most suspi- 
ious partners or advocates of the  rings. 

The people grew  weary of the pro ­
tracted mismanagement of public busi­
ness, and iu spite of the real danger of 
going further and faring worse under a 
Democratic administration, eume within 
an ace of tu rning the Republicans out 
>f power and installing the Dem ocrats 

iu their room.

A Husband's Comfort.
Then* is not a  wife living who w ould 

not resent being tohl that her womanly 
nalure.hcr tru e  self, was being destroyed 
undermined by a too intense ami 
absorbed devotion on tin* part of her 
husband; that she was daily losing 
womanly strength and force, and rapidly 
becoming a clog and impediment to 
her husband’s progress, because of bis 
indulgence. We hear a great deal said 
alsuit tbc selfishness of men, but un ­
biased observers will have to admit that 
a great proportion of the selfishness 
that escaped from Random's box found 
refuge in the hearts of women.

Look about the world and sec if you 
do nut find as many husbands victims 
of a wife's nerves, headache, or back­
ache, ns you find wives sacrificed to  a 
husband’s sins o r weaknesses. Men's 
nets of selfishness are more apparent, ns 
a usual th ing; they ure more tlugrunt.
Woman’s selfishness is more insidious.

A lmslmnd’s comfort is w holly depen­
dent on a  wife. I f  she chooses to  re ­
venge herself for any inattention o r de­
privation, there arc thousands of petty  
ways open to  h e r  that a man would 
scorn to  use. The writer calls to  mind 
a pretty , girlish wife, who wus excess­
ively extravagant, and who had a most 
devoted husband. Hitting with a  party  
of Indira one day when th e  subject of 
mnuugiiig husbands was under discus­
sion, she shook a  pretty  golden head, 
and with a m erry laugh, said: “I  
manage better than any of you: when 
Hammy don't do just as 1 w ant him to,
I  go to bed and stay there till lie gives 
in.” There was u burst of protests, but 
the young woman went on with perfect 
alimiess: “ You know lust week you 

all thought I  was ill. I  wasn’t, i  
wanted a hundred dollars for my spring 
dress and bonnet: Hammy would only 
give mo fifty; bu t I  tell von lie was 
glad to  give me the other fifty to get 
me up. I ’d have stayed there  until 
now, if lie had no t.” And she looked 
around with an  air of trium phant 
pride. There a re  few women who re ­
sort to  such m ethods—none worthy of 
an honest love; hut a re th e ren o t women 
who assume a cold .reserved, constrained 
manner if they arc deprived of ail

The story of Ossinn's lifo is envel­

oped in as much olmcnrity us that of 
Homnr. And, as in the cute of the 
Greek bat'd, it is not certainly known 
that tho Celtic poet ever lived, or that, 
if lie lived, ho ever w rote the poems as­
cribed to him. Aeeording to the Celtic 
legend, embodied iu the poem of 
"Fingal,” the poet Gisin, or Gssian, 
was the son of Finn, or Fingal. a hero 
of Ireland in the second century. Finn, 
like King Arthur of England, lmd a 
hand of licroie followers, called the 
Feiii, whose story resembles tlml of 
King Arthur's Knights of the Round 
Table, All of them were heroes, fear­
less of danger, ever rcudy todoutid 
suiter bravely, hutfling with all the 
powers of darkness, loyal loeaeh other, 
tender and courteous with women, gal­
lant and good men. models of an early 
chivalry. Oisiu was one of these and 
sang of their brave deeds. The legend­
ary story is that he outlived his com­
panions for several centuries, lie lmd 
married a beautiful maiden, who came 
to wed him troti: a country ever the 
sea. and returned to her laud to dwell. 
It was the land of tin- immortals, the 
country of fadeless sunshine and 
beauty. After living there three y* ar-, 
IIS lie supposed, lie was seized with a  
great longing to see Erin and his father 
and brothers again. His wife endeav­
ored to dissuade him. but in vain, and 
at lust consented to bis departure on 
tile 0 1 1 0  condition, that he should not 
during his absence dismount from a 
white steed which she gave him. When 
he got to Ireland lie found himself iu a 
country of strangers, for the three 
years which he hud spent in the en­
chanted land had been in reality three 
earthly centuries. He asks for the 
Feiii in vain; only the distant memory 
of them lingers in men's minds. In his 
grief In* forgets his promise to his w ife, 
and dismounts from his horse, when 
!o| the horse Hies away, and Oisiti falls 
to tin'ground a withered, bliudold man. 
The curse, of the old ago of men has 
come upon him, and he can never re­
turn to his fair wife ami tin* laud of im­
mortal youth. St. Patrick was now in 
Ireland, says the legend, and to him 
Gisin repeatedly told the story of the 
bright beauty and wonderful deeds of 
tin' heroes of hisyouth. This isthe tradi­
tion. Tbc truth probably is that a 
poet of the name lived iti Ireland iu 
early times. No doubt some of tin* 
poems ascribed to him were his com­
position, and possibly many written hv 
others were also credited to him. No 
existing specimens of the poetry have 
been found in manuscript older than the 
twelfth century, but they no doubt ex­
isted in oral tradition many centuries 
before this. The first English frati’du- 
tions of these poems were made about 
tlie middle of tin* last century. The at­
tention of scholars had hut lately been 
culled to the existence of many very old 
Gaelic manuscripts, and a young man, 
James Muephcrson, u tiuc Gu din 
scholar, was requested by Edinburgh 
professors to translate Nome Gaelic

Fuller investigation of the matter, how­
ever, showed plainly tliut Maephei'son 
had iu no sens > invented the characters 
of his poems, that he actually found 
such poem* in existence either in manu­
script ns or handed down bv oral recita­
tion among the people fromnnunkiinwn 
period. But the idea of joining these 
together witli a thread of narrative and 
making epic poems of them was prob­
ably Maephcrson's own, as there was 
no evidence adduced to show that he 
took them from a similar complete 
work iu Gaelic.—Inter Oeean.

Strong beef tea made from almost 
fabulous uimmuta of lieef, on which Die 
housewife proudly dilates—well, it is 
tlm fashion, so it must be s|mkcn of 
withcireunispection (sa fraud or some­
thing akin thereto. Its food value lmv 
yet to ho demonstrated. Not long ago 
calves-foot jelly was indis|>e!isahh' in 
conditions of debility; its day is now 
over, it is littlo heard of.

Htrong beef tea. meat essences, meat 
juice, are pleasant; and cci'luiidy 
patients think they ure proper things 
for the debilitated. Well, they may bo 
so, if und provided they take something 
else as well. But to give the starving 
patient, starving in the midst of plenty, 
these things to feed him, is giving him 
a stone when he asks for bivud, A 
little light food which can he digested 
is infinitely better for him.

This is something like what .-ImuM 
be arm ed a t :

Breakfast: Rorridge. oatmeal or 
hominy, with milk, to start with: to set 
the children a good cxumplo.

Then a little mid meat, or bacon, or 
fish, with a cup of eofiee. tea or cocoa. 
Some fruit.

Lunch: Some potatoes mashed, with 
plenty of milk and butter, better still, 
ei'eam, peppered and salted, and 
browned before the* lire.

A little cold minced meat in a thin 
layer, not to be further cooked, hut 
only to be made hot, limy ho added. 
Some cold milk pudding, left over from 
the dinner of the day before, ami some 
stewed fruit. A glass of milk, claret or 
sherry may be permissible. Let it In* 
little. No glasses of wine i>etwi?;t 
meals to “whip tine up.” Such habit is 
bad. very bad!

Dinner: A littleliglit soiip.soine baled 
fish, very littb- joint, or some game or 
outre*' like NwoctWeud or spinach, ami 
a poached egg; some milk pudding ami 
stowed fruit.

Wine, two glasses of tin* wines men­
tioned, or perhaps if the patient be very 
sure that it does good, ami suits better 
tlmn anything els*---one glass of port 
wine. Aerated waters niv objectionable, 
they are too gusvuus: while alkaline 
waters an* not. good at meal times, tln-y 
reduce the acidity of tin* stomach, 
which is essentia! to the digestive action 
iu tin* said stomach.

Now as to dessert. Rorlmj s I am 
going to In* heretical; perhaps * ml v a
“lilflo advanced.” Nuts ar....... rtainly
not to he advocated forth** dvspeytic. 
Granges, proniclocs and slia^’.looks^rc 
like grapes, unobjectionable if tin; 
juice only bo swallowed: apples, pears, 
plums, gooseberries, cherries, straw- 
berries, cadi and all an* good. Tin* 
salts, potash, uud others of sub-aeid 
fruits an* good for tin* blood. uft.*u 
these fruits an* forbidden unnecessarily. 
If they disagree let them be avoided; 
experience must be the sole judge *u 
their admissibility. Only they n**«**| 
not be eschewed wholesale, as is too 
much tin* rub*.

Bananas, figs, pine apples, raisins, 
preserved peaches and apricots, when 
tin* fresh fruit euimot be obtained, aro 
also go*i*|: candied fruits, perhaps, urh 
not as u rule admissible.

Supper: A draught of milk and nn 
arrow root biscuit is tin* best ami 
lightest. It is rarely required except 
after an early dinner.

Home persons, however, must lake 
their food at short intenuls, because 
they can only digest little at mice.

When tin* fast betwixt supper ami 
breakfast is too long a little milk ami a 
biscuit in the small hours of tin* morn­
ing may he taken: or a tumbler of milk 
with a tcuspooiiful of wim* or hrumty in 
it may la* taken on getting out of bed 
to dress. With some this enables them 
to take a fair breakfast. ^

Polllli'hlii* HefcmM.
In mv opinion, the absolute duty of 

every man in this country, and especially 
of every educated man, is to take UU 
active interest in polities and in public 
questions. J would, however, apply 
this obvious proposition not only to the 
mi n who have entire command of their 
own time, but tothose who are obliged 
to give most of their working hours to 
the solution of the problem of earning 
a living. Let every man give of his 
leisure, lie it liioie or less, to polities, 
for it is really good citizenship todoso. 
Discard at the outset the wretched 
habit which is fur too prevalent in this 
country. I am sorry to sav, among the 
most intelligent aiid educated persons, 
of regarding all imn who are much in 
polities with suspicion, and of using the 
word “politician" as an mmnmpli- 
meiitury epithet and usmdlv with a 
sneer. A politician, in a simple sense 
of the word, is a limn engaged in poli­
ties, ami there is certainly no pursuit 
demanding greater abilities or offering 
wider opportunities of tisefuluc »s. 
Htill, your practice is to use the word 
as if it were derogatory. Some of tin* 
best and most useful men I have ever 
known have been engaged in polities 
and hnvo been stigmatized ns politi­
cians. Had men there are, too. among 
politieians, no doubt, for there are bad 
men in other walks of life. A professor 
in a college once committed a murder, 
but it would Ih.' a sad deduction to as­
sume that college profess »is are, as a 
class, inclined to homicide. It is al­
ways narrow and bad .......... a
class or profession on account of single, 
or even many instances of w rong-doing. 
and there is nothing which do.x more 
to injure polities ami the puhli • busi­
ness than to assume that a man who 
enters them is ill sortie H;n lowered. 
The calling is, and ought to In*, an honor- 
aide one, mid We should all seek to 
honor ami to elevate, not to decry it.—

D kak Leihsek : It is with the greatest 
modesty and diffidence that I write you nu 
account of that hrilliant uml magnificent 
charge which I led at Missionary lUdge.

I have waited over twenty-two years for 
history to lay before an admiring world a 
true account of that important affair, yet 
she' remains as dumb as an oyster on the 
subject, aud tho great task devolves ou me 
of enlightening the world upon that ques­
tion, aud handing down to posterity one of 
thu most brilliant episodes that ever oc­
curred in the annuls of war. Ah, as dis­
tinctly as if it hud Ifoen yesterday, do I 
remember that beautiful NovemWr* even­
ing; the sun shilling with such gorgeous 
splendor, tho sky so high and blue, the 
faintest tinge of lmiiuu summer muutliug 
the distant peaks of l ’oiut Lookout anu 
(he surrounding hills ami mountains; while 
away out on the right, about Tunnel Hill, 
since morning there had lsmti a continual 
boom of camion and rattle of musketry*.
I lay on the ridge a short distance to tire 
right of Hraggs headquarters watching 
those long lines of Mug, perhaps a mile dis­
tant, taking their ]s)Kitions for a desperate 
charge; while the many pieces of artillery 
scattered along the top of tho ridge were 
now keeping up a pretty constant roar. 
About three o'clock the Yankee lines 
emerged from the woods on the opjmsite 
side of tin* valley. “They are coming! 
They are coming!” uttered almost every 
man in a low distinct voice. s]>eukiug, ap­
parently. to himself instead of addressing 
some one else. Every piece of artillery 
along that ridge now became a living vol­
cano discharging missiles of death with 
the greatest rapidity. With what fusciua- 
tion I watched those lines of blue advance, 
extending as far up and down the valley, 
ns the position which I occupied 
would allow the rauge of vision 
to extend. Occasional gaps were
made in those lines, but on. ou they eouie 
—they crossed our old breastworks in the 
valley. I hoard tin* gunnel's call for the* 
canister shot. Oh! liovv J pitied those blue 
devils! I knew numv of them would never 
go back across tlmt valley, nor conn* to the 
top of tlmt ridge. At length they reached 
the base of th‘ ridge on which we were 
lying.

Our artillery ceased tiring, the hill being 
too steep. Our infantry wore ordered to 
rise and tire. Although \vv had hut one 
slender line of battle along that portion of 
the ridge, yet those blue coats never came 
to the top, nor halfw ay tip, while we staved 
there; but in a very short time—by the time 
I could load and tire twelve shots, they were 
going hack through that vsdley in the wild­
est confusion. I sa a Yankee General 
riding a white horse trying to rally his scat­
tered troops ut our old breastworks in tho 
valley. 1 raised the sights of mv gun to 
four hundred yards atul lin'd four shots at 
him. hut missed, I supitoso. .-very time. 
Yanks informed mv afterward that "Fight­
ing Joe Hooker" was Urn man who rode the 
white horse and rallied (lie (lying Federal* 
at tin* old breastworks in the valley, but 
their information might huvv been in­
correct.

This was the first buttle I hud ever wit­
nessed. I felt elated, I felt jubilant. I felt 
ecstatic, I felt tliut I could have charged 
right up to the mouth* of a hundred pieces 
of artillery uudeuptured every gnu. 1 con­
tinued to feel this way us long as my side 
did all tho shooting and tin* other sMe did 
all the getting hurt. About this lime Gen­
eral Hragg and staff came galloping along. 
Cheer after cheer went up. 1 was think­
ing about asking him for twelve or fourteen 
men with which to go over and capture 
Chattanooga aud bring hack the com­
mander of tin* Yankee army a prisoner, 
when we were ordered to the right ut u 
double-quick, leaving no iufantry)whatevcr 
along that portion of the line. It seemed 
fmeh an easy matter to repulse and drive 
hack in confusion those heavy lines of in­
fantry that were hurled against ns, that tin* 
most distant idea had rot entered my mind 
tlmt the ridge had been carried anvwheiv.

As ] was double-quicking 1 hear«l some­
thing saying: ’’Wheo, whee, wheel /ip . 
zip, zip!" and. looking up, |ie>t>ens! wlmt 
did it ail mean, uu)hovv? On u rise nr 
ridge, twenty rods ahead, running back to­
ward * MU' rear. vv«-n* hundred* and bun­
dled* of Yankees. I could hardly believe 
my eyes, but the awful reality thrust itself 
upon me, for the bullets were Hying a* 
thick a* hail, and men were fulliugou every 
side. The artillery ceased thundering 
along the ridge; some one said: “The Yank* 
are eomiug up the hill ugam!" No infantry 
there this time to drive them back. I >uw 
the artillerymen leaving their guns. In a 
very few moments tin* enemy would he in 
possession of our artillery. We were try- 
to change position so as to face those who 
hud tlrst carried Hie ridge. Our men were 
fulling fa*t. the little legimciit was liecom- 
lug confused, and in a moment we would 
lie assailed in rear and tluuk a* well ns in 
front.

All was apparently lost.
In supreme moments like this, when some

overwhelming enlustroplie is Midd* ulv nod 
unespeetedly huisting over our heads, emir 
Hum minds become confused ami give up 
eventhing a* lost. Great mind i grasp the 
situation, ami with the rapidity of tlmii dit 
evolve success out of disaster, Such was 
the c«ise on this nceusioh. In a mi>m*-nt. in
the tw inkling of nu eve, | was s,j/.,,| with 
an im pressible desjje to lead otie grand 
charge lo tlif »'Mte buck aero** t ’hi' k i- 
nmugu Kiver. I know tie f  an* soiie- would- 
he critics who would s(vh> that nc<v< tn lit 
u demoralized stampede.

The “ Alabama” in Action.
From un account of "Life on the Gonb d- 

ernte Vessel Alabama," by one of her sail­
or*. in tile I 'nttui’l/. We quote the following: 
**\Le got everything ship-shape, and lift 
Cherbourg for onr last eiuise on a bright 
Sunday morning, June Ft. We were es­
corted by a French armored vessel, and 
when we got outside vveeould ,*ee the Hear- 
Barge awaiting us, alsmt four miles away. 
Captain Si-mmcs made us a short speech, 
W’llieh was Well received, though it seemed 
odd to me tlmt an American should appeal 
to an I’luglishnuin's love of glory to animate 
him to tight tin* speaker's own countrymen. 
Hut we ehcetvd, and the Froneh ship leav­
ing us, we steamed straight for tin* Keur- 
Barge. Then* is no doubt tlmt Seninios was 
flurried, uml commenc' d tiring too soon. 
We were, I should say, nearly u mile away, 
aud I do not think a single shot told. Tim 
enemy circled around us, and did not re­
turn our lire until within seven or eigh) 
hundred yards, and then she* let us have it. 
The tlrst shot that struck ns made the ship 
reel and shake all over. I was serviug on 
one of the thirty-two-pmuiders, and my 
sponger was au old man-o'-war’s man, who 
remarked, after a look out of the port, *We 
might us well tire butter puddetis us these 
pop-guns; a few more biffs like that last 
aud we inny turn turtle.’ He had scarcely 
spoken when a shell burst under our pivot- 
gun; tilting it out of range and killing five 
of the crew. *\Vhat is wrong w ill! the rille 
gnu?’ was asked. *\Ve don't seem to he do­
ing tin* enemy any harm,' while with slow 
precision came the crash of tin.* lnyivy shell 
of thu Yankee. One mis-ile that seemed 
as big as u haystack whizzed over our heads, 
taking a section < f the port bulwarks away, 
fortunately missing the man that was 
handling shot. He only remarked that he 
believed tin* Yankee was tiring ’steam 
k'ilcrs' at us. Another shell struck us 
amidships, causing tlie ship to list to poll 
bo that one of our guns weighing three 
tons raced in, pinning one poor fellow 
ugaitiRt the port-sill. He died before we 
could get him clear. This was the missile 
that sunk tho Alabama. ’She's going 
down!'was the cry, and all was confusion. 
Another shell struck above the vvater-litie, 
and the vessel reeled like a drunken man. 
The dead and wounded were lying about tin* 
deck, which was r< d with blood. OurolH- 
corn did their duty and the men at once be­
gun to got up the wounded. The cutter 
and launch were in tlie water, and tin* offi­
cers were trying to keep the men hack till 
the wound 'd were all in; but certainly many 
of them were left, for I saw several on the 
berth-lleek when 1 Went below, and tin* 
boats were then full and pushing off. When 
it was certain that the ship was sinking, all 
order was ut an end. I had .'Jlu and a watch 
in a lockei between decks, and I ran below, 
hut they were gone.

“ 'All hands on deck- ship's going down!' 
was called, and I had just got on tlie upper 
step of the forward companion-way when 
the water, entering the berth-deck ports, 
forced the air up and almost carried me off 
my legs, I cast my eyes around for a mo­
ment. Old Gill, with his head crushed 
under the carriage <>f the eight-inch gnn. 
was lying there, his brawny hand* clinching 
the breast of his jumper. Justus the wa­
ter cairn* over the stern I went over the port 
bulwarks. I was a good swimmer, and had 
not been in the water live minutes when a 
French pilot-bout came running past, and 
a brawny fellow in petticoats and top-boots 
drugged me out of the water. ’

Dr. Dudgeon, in a reeent 
work on the diet, dress and dwellings 
of the Chinese, suvs that the people 
have admirably adapted themselves to 
their surroundings, ami enjoy a maxi­
mum of comfort. “They have a good 
many lessons yet to teach us in respect 
of living and practical health.’'
