WeatmlAMter Palace.
Tho old houses of Parliament wero 

burned to tho ground in 1H5M. Tho 
new building was erected on tho samo 
site as the old, hut on a much grander 
scale. Sir Charles Barry was tho 
architect, and work was begun on the 
structure in 1840. Tho building is 
known ns Westminster Palace, and is 
one of the most magnificent buildings 
in England. Its entire cost was alnnit 
18,000,000. I t  is 000 feet in length by 
800 feet in width. I t  was built of lime­
stone taken from tho quarries of York­
shire, and was very beautifully orna­
mented with many fine figures and 
carvings. Unfortunately, tho stono 
used proved to bo very easily injured 
by ex|H>suro to the atmosphere, and tho 
fine effect of the ornamental figures has 
already l>een much marred by tlieir 
decay. Tho principal rooms of West­
minster Palace aro tho Honso of Lords 
and tho House of Commons, which 
occupy the center of tho building, and 
run on the lino of its greatest length. 
They are separated by an octagon ball 
with a diameter of 70 feet. From this 
lmll one corridor runs north to the 
House of Commons, and another south 
to tho House of Lords. The Houno of 
Lords is 100 feet long, 45 feet wide, and 
45 feet high. This room is profusely 
gilded and ornamented with a series of 
fr.*>Hcoes. In niches Ivotwoon tho win­
dows are eighteen statues of Barons who 
signed the Magna Charta. In this room 
is tho gorgeously gilt and canopied 
throne on which the Queen sits when 
she opens Parliament. In tho center is 
the woolsack of tho Chancellor of Eng­
land—a large, square bag of wool, cov­
ered with red cloth, used as a seat, 
though without hack or arms. The 
House of Commons is tho same height 
and width ns tho House of Lords, but 
not so long, and it is not so gaudily 
decorated, though of very handsome 
finish. At tho north *eu«l is the 
Shaker's chair, and there are galleries 
along the sides and ends of tho room. 
Besides these two rooms thcro are a 
number of others in tho building. The 
entrance to tho octagon hall is by a 
passage known as St. Stopheu’s Hall, 
which communicates by flights of steps 
with an entrance in the east front, nml 
also with Westminster Hall, a much 
older building, on tho north. At tho 
southwestern extremity of tho building 
is tho state entrance of tho Qmvn. 
which communicates directly with w lmt 
are known as tho royal apartments, tho 
Queen’s rohing-room, tho guard-room, 
etc. Tho libraries and committee-rooms 
aro on tho river front of tho building. 
Tho palaco is surmounted in tho center, 
above the octagon hall, with a tower 
IKK) feet high. There are also two other 
lofty towers on tho building—ut the 
southwest corner, tho Victoria tower, 
34ti feot high; at the northwest, tho 
clock tower, surmounted by a belfry 
spiro 520 feet high. This dock 1ms 
four faces, each 00 feet in diameter, 
aud it strikes the hour on a Iwll weigh­
ing nine tons, caQed "Big Bon."—Drier 
Ocean*

you will fin<] them shelf after shelf 
loaded with books of travel, adventure, 
and exploration; and you will find on 
tho title-pages of these books some of 
ike great muues which yon am con­
stantly seeing in the newspapers aud 
hearing in lectures and sermons. Take 
one of tho oldest and ono of the latest 
of these names. The first shall be 
Marco 1‘olo—a famous traveler, who 
was born at Yonico in tho middle of tho 
thirteenth century, fifteen years before 
the great Itidiun poet I>anto. His father 
was un eminent merchant in a city 
which was then the great merchant city 
of tho world, trading with the fur F.ast 
and tho far West of that day. Marco 
l*o|o was tuken by his father among tho 
Mongols when ho was a young man, 
aud lie learned their language and cus­
toms so rapidly that he soon became 
hotter acquainted with them, if it wero 
possible, than tho Mongols themselves, 
llis judgment and ability wero soon 
recognized, and h« was employed as an 
agent to transact business with tho 
neighboring rulers. Wherever ho went 
ho nmdo it a paint to study tho noople, 
uud know how tlB»y lived, anti what 
tlieir customs were. la  this spirit ho 
became aeuutuntetl with a part of Girina 
and with tile great cities of Eastern 
Asia, many of which hud never before 
beeu seen by w> Eurom>un. - On his 
longest jaunty he passed through China, 
and, taking a vessel, made tho journey 
of tho China He* oud tho Indian Ocean, 
finally reaching Teheran in 1’ersia. 
Later ho returned to his own country, 
ami in a notable battle lictwocn tho 
Venetians a id  tho Genoese was taken 
prisoner, and shut up in a dungeon in 
Genoa, ilia rity which was afterward it) 
bo the birthplace of Golumbu*. Jt was 
while ho wu» looked up in this dungeon 
that ho wrote bis travels, just as Hun- 
van w rote t'ho "Dilgriiu's Progress” iu 
Bedford Jail. Ho was afterward liber­
ated. went l*»ek |o  Yemen, and died ill 
DtTI. llis book remains one of the 
oldest and! ono of tho most interesting 
records of travels which wo have.

Turn mow to tho latest work of tho 
same kind - Lieutenant GroidyV'Thrco 
Years of Arctic Horvhxi." Tin* story of 
that wonderful voyage, and of tho terri­
ble hardships which aro a part of its 
historv, aro ton well known to \w re­
peated here. H ia enough to say that 
these I looks are a story of travel, ad- 
vonturo, and discovery. Lieut. Grooly 
lias simply written out wlmt lie saw, 
discovered, ami sntYcred in those terri­
ble ihriMt years' struggle with tho Arctic 
darkness and cobl. In like manner all 
Ismks of travel, discovery, and adven­
ture, so far as they use trustworthy, 
arc simply records of fact. There is 
no invention in them, no imagination, 
but a straightforward account of wlmt 
actually in, or has happened. They are 
pictures of life or of the world, as bravo 
and self-sacrificing men have seen both, 
tn distant countries, and often amid 
terrible hardships.

plished better by a little watchfulness 
during the season of growth than at any 
other time, if, t'oi- instance, two 
launches start so closely together that 
one or the other must bo removed in 
the spring pruning, why let the super­
fluous one grow* nt olli? It is just so 
much wasted effort. IU rubbingofl'tho 
pushing bud or tender shoot tho 
strength of the tree is thrown iuto tho 
brunches that we wish to remain. Thus 
tlie eye and hand of tho master las-nmo 
to the young tree wlmt instruction, 
counsel, and admonition uro t« a grow­
ing boy, with tlie difieremx* tluit tho 
tree in easily und uertainly managed 
when tnkoii in time.

Trees left to theinsalv^H tend to form 
too much wood, like the gruoo-vino. 
Of course fine fruit is imimssiMe when 
the head of a tree is like a thicket. Tho 
growth of unchecked branches follows 
the torniiual hud. Ulus producing long 
nuked roaches of wood devoid of fruit 
spurs. Therefore the-need of shorten­
ing im so that sido brandies may It* 
developed. When tho render remem­
bers tliid every dormant bud in early 
spring in a iHmsiblo branch, and that 
even the immature buds at the axil 
of the leaves in early summer can Im 
forced into Immediate growth by pinch­
ing back the lending shoot, he will sen 
how entirely the young ins' is under 
bU control. T I icno simplo facts and 
nrimdplcs are worth fur morn to tho 
intelligent man than any tumriier of ar­
bitrary rules an to pruning. Reason 
oud observation soon guide his baud in 
summer, or Iris knife in Mareh, the sea­
son when trees am usually trimmed.

Beyond shortening in lending 
brandies and cutting out crossing und 
interfering (toughs, so ns to keep tho 
head symmetrical and o|ton to light and 
air, the cherry dees not need very mudt 
pruning. If with the lapse of years it 
becomes necessary to take off largo 
limbs from any fruit tree, the authori­
ties recommend early June as the best 
season for tlm operation.- K,

S enator E dmunds has been ap­
proached by correspondents in their 
verdant days with a desire for correct 
information regarding himself before 
the Judiciary Committee and in execu­
tive sessions. Instead of holding up his 
hands in holy horror, os it is alleged St. 
Jerome, whose picture he so closely re­
sembles, would have done, ho always re­
plies in the blandest way, "Excuse me, 
sir, but please give me yoin; address, 
and I  will Bend you a document which 
will prevent your making such a mis­
take in future." Tho green reporter 
thereupon hands the dignified and po­
lite Senator his copperplato and re­
ceives by mail a copy of the standing 
rules of tho Senate, with paragraph 4 of 
rule 36 conspicuously marked.

I t is doubtful, though, if this quotation 
of Judge Black's experience is logical. 
He did not hold out against the enemy 
loug enough. I t is the first step which 
hurts. Tho mere fact that tho nerves 
liavo become so dependent upon nico­
tine for their support indicates an ab­
normal condition which should bo A 
signal for revolt. We have faith in the 
Rev. Sum Jones' courage, and lielieve 
lie will become a free man iigulu, re­
lentless slaveholder though the nicotine 
jMiwcr limy Ik*. At uny rate, the 
preacher should ta  encouraged.

“POUiRT-MIXIXti.”

Tu one little corner of California is 
found a species of mining which is sel­
dom or never mentioned in print. I t  is 
called "jHuket-mining," and I  am not 
aware that any of it is done outside of 
that little corner. The gold is not 
evenly distributed through tho surface 
dirt as in ordinary placer mines, but it 
is collected in little sjiots, and thoy are 
wide apart and exceedingly hard to 
find, but when you do find one von reap 
a rich and sudden harvest. There are 
not now more than twenty "j>oeket- 
miners" in that entiro little region. I  
think I  know every one of them person­
ally. I  have known ono of them to 
hunt patiently Alsmt the hillsides for 
eight months without finding gold 
enough to mako a Rnuff-tax, and liis 
grocery hill running up relentlessly all 
the time—and then 1 have seen him 
find a pocket and take out of it a thous­
and dollars in two dips of liis shovel. I  
have seen him take out throe thousand 
dollars in two honrs, and go and pay up 
every cent of liis indebtedness, then 
enter on a dazzling spree that finished 
tiie last of his treasure before the night 
was gone. And the next day he taught 
his groceries on credit as nsual, ami 
shouldered liis pan and shovel and went 
ofi to the hills hunting pockets again 
happy and content. Tins is tiernaps 
tiie most fascinating of all the different 
kinds of mining, and furnishes a very 
handsome percentage of victims to the 
lunatic asylum. Honest toil and moder­
ate gains in shops and on farms have 
their virtues and advantages. When a 
man consents to seek for sudden riches 
he does so at his peril. [No charge,]

Pocket-hunting is an ingenious pro­
cess. You take A spadeful of earth 
from the hillside and put it in a large 
pan and dissolve and wash it gradually 
away till nothing is left bnt a teaspoon­
ful of fine sediment. Whatever gold 
was in that earth has remained, tacanse, 
being the heaviest, it has sought the 
tattom. Among the sediment you will 
find half a dozen shining particles no 
larger than pin-heads. You are de­
lighted. You move off to one side nml 
wash another pan. If you find gold 
again, you move to one sido further, 
and wash a third pan. If you find no 
gold this time you are delighted agnin, 
because you know von art* on tho right 
scent. You lay an imaginary plan, 
shaped like a fail with its handle up the 
lull—for just whore tho end of tho 
handle is, yon argue that the rich 
deposit lies hidden, whose vagrant 
grains of gold have escaped, and taen 
washed down the hill, spreading farther 
and further apart as they wandered. 
And so you proceed up the hill, wash­
ing the earth and narrowing your lines 
every time the absence of gold in 
tho pan shows that you are out­
side the spread of the fan; and at last, 
twenty yards up the hill, your lines 
have converged to a point—a single foot 
from that point you cannot find any 
gold. Your breath comes short ami 
quick, you are feverish with excitement ; 
the dinner-tall may ring its clapper off, 
you pay no attention; friends may die, 
weddings transpire, houses burn down, 
they are nothing to you; yon sweat and 
dig and delve with a frantic interest— 
and all at once you striko! Up comes 
a spadeful of earth and quartz that is all 
lovely with solid lumps and leaves ami 
sprays of gold. 8omctimes that one 
spadeful is all—$300. Sometimes the 
nest contains $10,000, and it takes you 
three or four days to get it all out. The 
pw-ket-ininers toll you of ono nest that 
yielded $00,000, uud two men exhausted 
it in two weeks, and then sold tho 
ground for $10,000 to a party who never 
got $300 out of it afterward.

The hogs arc good pocket-hunters. 
AH the summer they root Around among 
the hushes, and turn up a thousand 
little piles of dirf|  and then the miners 
wish for rain; for the rains bent upon 
these little piles and wash them down 
and expose the gold, possibly right over 
n pocket. Two pockets were found in 
this wav by the saino man iu one day. 
Oue lmd $5,000 in it and the other $N,- 
000. The man could appreciate it, for 
he hudu’t had a cent for alsmt a year.

In Tuolumne lived two miners who 
used to go to the neighboring village in 
tho afternoon uml return at night with 
household supplies. Fart of the dis­
tune** they traveled a trail, and nearly 
always sat down on n great tawldcr 
that luy beside tin* putli. In the course 
of thirteen year.* they luul worn that 
bowlder tolerably smooth, sitting on it. 
By and by two vagrant Mexicans caiue 
along uml occupied the seat. They 
tagan to amuse themselves by chipping 
off Hakes from the bowlder with a sledge 
hammer. They exannmd one of these 
(lakes and found it rieli with gold. The 
tawldcr paid them $800 afterwurd. But 
(lie aggravating circumstances was that 
these “(ireusers" knew that there must 
Is* more gold where that bowlder cuiuo 
from, und so they went panuiiig up tiie 
hill uud found wluit was probably the 
richest jxickct tlmt region has yet pro­
duced. It took three months to exhuust 
it, uud It yielded $120,000. The two 
American miners who used to sit on 
that bowlder are poor yet, ami they 
take turns about in getting up early iii 
tin* morning lo curse those Mexicans— 
nml when it comes down to pure orna­
mental cursing the native American 
miner is gifted alsivo the sons of men.

1 have dwelt at some length upon this 
mutter or pooket-mmiug tacanse it is a 
subject that jN seldom referred to in 
print, uud therefore I judged that it 
would have for the reader tlmt interest 
which naturally nttuclicH to novelty.

One «f War’s Tragedies,
It is more than twenty years since 

the great war of the rebellion ended 
and peace settled down iqmn a divided 
land. But the heart-rending desola­
tions of that great epoch of conflict 
have not yet ended. The tattered bluo 
overcoats have ceased to come in from 
the country on load** of wood and pro­
duce. The wooden-legged veterans 
who hobble along the streets havo be­
come fewer in number and tho eloquent 
empty coat-sleeves so numerous after 
the war are now infrequent. The vet­
erans of tho great straggle are passing 
away. The mighty civil conflict that 
shook a continent is lapsing from tha 
present to the pages of history. I t  will 
not be many vears tafore tho stories of 
the war will become tales of a grand­
father. But every now and then some­
thing ariseB that calls up strong to ro- 
membranco all tho hitter sifrrows and 
trials of the years of desolation.

In a retreat for unfortunates an old 
lady now lies dying. 8he has been in 
this institution for almost t  wen tv years, 
ever since the black days wfieu the 
news came home from the front that 
her two darling sons had starved to­
gether in Andersonville Prison.

It is something more than fifty years 
since this pemr old lady, then a iditlie 
young married woumti arrived with hor 
husband in the land for which her sons 
wero to sacrifice their lives. They came 
to this refuge of the world from Ire­
land.

When the war broke out their sons 
had grown to be brave lads of 17 and 
14. Young as they were these two 
wero among tho first of tho heroic 
thousands tlmt rushed to risk their 
lives on the altar of devotion to conn 
try. Botli boys enlisted in one of tiie 
celebrated fighting Irish regiments mid 
made gallunt young soldiers. The 
elder, a slight sickly tay, was wounded 
and taken prisoner at Murfreesboro. 
Ho was soon paroled, however, and 
found himself a Sergeant for gallantry 
Tiie fortunes of war threw the huts 
again into imprisonment at (’hicku- 
inauga and they were taken to live a 
lingering death at Andersonville. Thu 
slender young 8crgeant withstoml the 
horrors of this churned yard of tho Re­
bellion for thirteen months and then 
laid down the tribute of his life in Oc­
tober, 1864, at the age of 20. H in vouug 
brother did not long survive this be­
reavement and followed within two 
weeks in his 17th year.

When the news of this double loss 
came Imck to the Northern home the 
poor old mother was prostrated. The 
news seemed to daze her. She never 
rallied from he;* great depression. Sin* 
would go about, her house wringing lmr 
hands uml crying out for her "poor 
dear boys.” Time passed and her 
grief increased until her intellect foil. 
She would then sit and fancy herself 
counting the Iiomm of the dead boys 
who slept an otcnml sleep in an Ander- 
souville trench. Sho went from bad to 
worse und worst, and lmd to 1m phiecd 
iu au insane usvhmi, when* h]io has 
been ever since without hope of im­
provement, and where she now lies 
dying.

The daughter of this war-stricken 
woumti lost her lmshaml in oue of the 
battles of the Wilderness campaign. 
The young widow soon learned of the 
death of her brothers in AndersetiviUi*. 
Ami then her old mot! er wont insane 
and entered the retreat she has never 
left. This daughter, still wearing the 
widow's weeds for her dead soldier hint- 
hand, will Is* an almost hum mourner at 
(Im bedside of her dying mother.

This is indeed u sad world my mas­
ters.

But it was Niieli lives, such deaths as 
these tlmt helped to preserve to all 
futurity the great haven of the freest 
government on earth, the country at 
whose gates shall stand —
A mighty woman, with a torch whom ilium*

One stylo of man tlmls his local paper 

too high priced—ho can get certain 
papers four times as large for half tiie 
money, He usually takes tin weekly 
edition of the New York F.ternUy, con- 
tuuiug two hundred columns of New 
Jersey snake stories and reports of the 
cotton niurkot for reading matter uml 
twieo as many columns of putent medi­
cine ami prize package advertisements.

This man prefers to read the adver­
tisements, not taeaUNO of their superior 
literary merit, hut because the type is 
larger. He is out* of these kind of meu 
win* doea not read the common, domes­
tic English language that the Puritans 
brought over in tho Plymouth Reek 
with ns much ease as he might.

That’s tin* kind of a newspaper the 
man get* who think* hi* home paper i* 
ton expensive. Ho takes it till at lust 
his wife gets a divorce and his children 
move off in the direction of the tall 
timber.

How this man must love, week after 
week, from July to eternity, to wade 
through this kind of matter! Never a 
word almut liis own town or even his 
own State! While the local paper notes 
the fact that ho marketed a spring's 
tnrkev that weighed 47 pounds on foot 
this New York guthcriug of gloom is 
talking about introducing domestic 
fow ls in tin* Dried Missionary islands.

When this man is at last frozen to 
death his home paper, despite the fact 
tlmt he never took it, will devote a 
column in telling of his many virtues 
nml the editor will ruin hi* lust chance 
for salvation hv saying that the deceased 
will Iu* greatly missed, while the New 
York Solar System, if it mentions it at 
all, will do so like this: “An unknown 
man perished in the recent storm near 
Wuddletown. Daeotnh Territory. Ho 
was rather w’cak-miuded nml was under 
tin* influence of frontier whisky at the 
time."

Facts About Phuirts.
Venus, so well know n to us ull as tlm 

loveliest object in the heavens, the own­
ing and the morning star, resembles 
closely onr own earth. Its size is about 
the same, it* diameter being T.flfiO 
mile*; its day isuluinsl the same length, 
and its density is rather less than five 
times that of water. I t revolves round 
tin* sun at adistaneeof flO,M0,00O miles- 
in the space 224 days. Like Mercury, 
however, Venus is moonless. Passing 
tho earth in tho meantime, wo conn* to 
the well-known red planet, Mars. This 
planet is particularly interesting iu 
many points of view. Next to Mercury, 
it is the smallest of the four interior 
planets, its diameter lieing only 4.200 
miles, or a little more than half of tin* 
earth or Venus. Its distance from the 
sun is 141,000,000 miles, ami it com­
pletes its circuit in 687 days. The 
length of its days docs not differ ma­
terially from that of our own. Mars 
has two moons, nud one of them pre­
sents a phenomenon unique in the sys­
tem. No other moon taJiaves like this 
oue, for it goes rouud Mars utamt throe 
times every day; that is to say, 
it goes foster round Mars than 
Mars does on its own axis. Im­
agine our moon rising and setting three 
times every twenty-four honrs. Another 
interesting feature in Mars is this: Wo 
ean see through our tolo*eo)M*s what 
seems to t a  the conflagration of its con­
tinents and oceans and also accumula­
tion of snow at its pol***.

We uext turn our attention to tho 
other group of plunctH-Jmiitcr, Saturn, 
Uranus, and Neptune. Tiiese are dis­
tinguished by their enormous size, 
immense distance from the sun, rapid 
revolution on their own axes, and very 
small density. The change from Mars 
to Jupiter is iudeed remarkable. Tho 
latter planet, familiar to every ob­
server of tlic heavens, is indeed a giant 
among giants. In mass it is equal to 
all other planets put together, its 
diameter being no less than 85,000  
miles, and its distance from the sun 
682,000,000 miles. I t  takes 4J132 days 
to complete its yearly revolution. Al­
though of such enormous dimen- 
Hums it turns on its own axis in 
less than ten hours. From the small 
density (1.38) of Jupiter we should 
imagine it to ta  composed, iu greut 
part at least, of fluid or gaseous mutter 
not yet cooled sufficiently to form solid 
laud. From certain phenomena on its 
surface it is evident it is almost com­
pletely enveloped in clouds, and it is 
doubtful if wo have uctnully seen th** 
real solid nucleus of this plauet. 
Jupiter is attended by four muons, 
which revolve around him at various dis­
tances. The study of these ImhUos is 
of great interest; * from watching their 
movtfinciits we got tho first hint of ve­
locity <>f light. Next in order in our 
outward journey comes Saturn, at the 
distance of mile* from the
sun. and taking no less than 10,758 days 
t*i complete its revolution round that 
luminary. This planet, though less 
than Jupiter, instill of gigautie dimen­
sions, its diameter being 11,000 miles. 
Saturn is the lightest of all the planets, 
it*; density being only 0.75, ho tlmt if 
placed in a huge ocean it w’ouhl float 
w ith a fourth of its bulk ataive the level 
of tin* water. The* most remarkable 
thing, however, ubout this planet, in the 
system of rings by which it is sur­
rounded. Wlmt these rings art* has 
long been a puzzle to astronomers, but 
tin* most plausible explanation kcciuh to 
be tlmt they are composed of myriad 
hosts of small meteoric bodies circulat­
ing some distance round the body of 
(Iu* planet, Saturn has no less than 
eight moons under its control, ami if it 
has any iiihaUtuiits like ourselves- - 
which is not likely, however tin* heav­
ens must lie a strange sight to them, 
with these eight moons mid meteoric 
swarms, t'usitell'e Family Mayniine.

To a veteran poker player any mistake 
of eye or ivetiou is uu indication to guide 
him, uud I'll defy a tad  to take, 
though u good hard “bluff." Round tho 
pokcr-tablc a man with anything like 
unit** judgment ean gauge his op­
ponents admirably, because more 
opportunities to do ho urc offered, i t  
is there tlmt one sees a man as ho is, 
and avarice, generosity, IioMiichh ami 
skill show out llrat or hud, generally 
in the wav the other player manages 
his hand.

Six 
eommouer eats worn kept down in the 
kitchen. Ho loved his eats, and grieved 
when any died.

If tin-com* 
puny hmi been recruited up to tin- standard 
the real imiueH of Dm recruit- h id to be put 
on Die roll in place of tlm fictitious ones 
carried on muster day. The question was 
how to get rid of tin- ho*, us meiidvr-, ami 
the easiest way out <>f tin- difli< ulty was to 
make Dn in tles-rteis. in a good in my 
cases this was done, with no tlnui dit of 
wronging tiny one. but marking or repott­
ing a man as a deserter was a serious bn-i- 
imss, as many of lin* participants iu thi- 
little scheme ofd'Ception leanu-d to tln-ir 
sorrow.

Old Major Burbanks, ot ttm r guhirnrniy, 
mustered a gvnt many of the volunt er 
regiments in 1*«*I. lie had a quick . ye 
and good memory. In one e.,is • a man n -ut 
over from another company answered lo 
the name of Thomas Titikeiinaa. lie lmd 
ii smooth, gtrli-h eomph-xiou, and a very 
expressive blue eye. A few days after that 
lie was in the line with his nnn company 
for muster, and was m  Die rolls there un­
der his own name. The Mujorrenienihcrcd 
the face nml Dp- eyes, and without expla­
nation or remark that would in any way in­
dicate hi* purpose lie ordered tiic man to 
stand out of tho ranks. At the elose of the 
proceedings Die blue-eyvd man found him­
self umit r arrest, ami the two cuj tain* of 
that regiment were in a panic.
