ergies are exhausted; I can do no more. ”

•  portion of indigestible food remains 
to the stomach, or (tosses through tho 
pyloric owning, unreduced to chyme, 
fermenting and causing acidity, flatu­
lence eructations, and many todescrib- 
abla M ings of discomfort

Bui ike mischief does not end here, 
for by-and-by comes supper time. The 
mistaken notion tlmt it is the correct 
thing to cat at regular times, whether 
hungry or not, prevails, and more food 
finds its way into tliat unhappy stom­
ach. Everybody knows what a ferment 
Is. Well, in eating before the stomach 
is quite unloaded, you are mixing good 
food with that which is digesting. Can 
you wonder if a restless night follows 
—ora night of lethargy rather than 
sound sleep—that you toss and tumble, 
or either wake too soon, without the 
capability of going to sleep again, or 
doze longer than usual, and get up at 
lost with a heavy head and an irritable 
tomper?

But stay, though; perhaps you Imve 
an appetite for supper. Have you? 
What! despite the hearty dinner yon 
discussed? Very well; if after that 
dinner you took a good spell of exer­
cise to the open air, or if you had some 
lengthened pleasurable excitement, 
such as enjoying the conversation and 
company of friends, then this appetite 
of yours may to  a wholesome one.

But, on the other hand, if vou enjoy 
yonrself doing (>osttively nothing after 
dinner; if you nave nover left the house, 
nor breathed % gallon of pure fresh air, 
then I Bay ten to one your appetite is a 
false one— a bullhnic one— born of a 
slight degree of nervons irritation, not 
to My fever.

“Bnllimic” is a technical word, I  
know, and I am going to explain it. 
“Bnllimia,” then, is an unnatural crav­
ing for food. Ono may suffer from a 
slight attack of it now and then, or it 
may become chronic, and is then known 
to the profession as “hullimio dyspep­
sia. ” Tlie patients suffer from hunger; 
and unless they eat immediately after 
the desire for food comes on, they get 
faint and low-spirited, and especially 
complain of a painful senso of sinking 
about the region of the heart and stom­
ach. The desire for food returns al­
most immediately after a good meal 
(Dr. Guipon). i  may sav parenthetic­
ally that the moat useful remedies for 
Hub kind of dyspepsia are minced raw 
beef, charooal, cod-liver oil, and pep- 
sine, with occasional mild aperients if 
the system cannot be kept free by the 
matutinal tub, open-air exercise, aud 
fruit eaten in the morning.

It hut remains for me to say that I  
consider it a nervous affection, and that 
occasional attacks of it are brought on 
by errors in diet and dieting.

Tim question is asked constantly of 
medical men: “Whats/ia/f I take for

is that too much belief is 
placed in that usually nonsensical sav­
ing, “The system must to supported!” 
Nervous invalids or that class of persons 
whom I called in a former article “only 
middlings,” are constantly engaged 
“supporting their systems”; therefore, 
ami in consequence, they give them­
selves no chance to> get well: their 
vlio j lives are spent m one continued 
ferment of fever. Were they only to 
reduco the diet for even a week or ’fort­
night, and to eat nml live by rule, they 
would to simply nstvaiHhcd at the 
change, and would ask our editor to 
thank tho “Family Doctor” for his siig- 
gestions.

Cocaine to Optical Operations.
Although cocaine has toen known for 

a good many years, and lias from time 
to time formed tho subject of inquiry 
among distinguished British and con­
tinental savants, it was reserved for Dr. 
Carl Holler, of Vienna, to, demonstrate 
the practical nse to which its marvelous 
proporty could to pnt. It occurred to 
this gentleman that the drug might to 
of use to the department of diseuscs of 
the eye. With this object in view, he 
ex)>erimented u(>on the eyes of animals, 
applying tbe drug in solutions of certain 
strength, aud carefully noting the re­
sults. He fouud that in tho courso of a 
few moments, after the drug had toen 
instilled several times into tho con­
junctival sac of an animal, the organ 
became insensible; that he was able to 
touch tho ebrnea—the front part of tho 
eye, which is endowed with extreme 
sensibility—with a pin without the least 
flinching on tho part of the animal. 
Experimenting further, he ascertained 
that the insensibility was not confined 
to the superficial parts of the eve, hut 
that it extended throughout the cor­
neal substance, even to the structures 
within the ocular globe, and thus the 
fact so far of the utility of the drug for 
operative purposes came to to estab­
lished. Then he turned his attention 
to cases in which the eyo was tho seat 
of disease, and the cornea acutely in­
flamed and painful, and lie found that 
much relief from the symptoms was ob­
tained by the use of the drug. Soon 
after thiB he commenced to employ 
cocaine in operations performed ujmii 
the eyes of patients. The results were 
highly satisfactory; and since then cat­
aracts have toen operated on, squinting 
eyes put straight, foreign IkmHcs upon 
the corners removed painlessly and with 
ease, under the influence of the dftig. 
In cataract, eiqmeially, cocaine is of 
great value; this operation can to per­
formed by its means without the slight­
est sensation of pain, and yet the patient 
is fully conscious, and is, of course, able 
to follow, during its performance, the 
precise instructions of tbe Biirgeou.— 
Chamber*' Journal.

Hill, of North Carolina, was, till re­
cently, President of the Agricultural 
School of the Stato of Arkansas, and 
now earns a living chiefly by magazine- 
Writing. Richard Taylor, son of Presi­
dent Taylor, is engaged in building a 
canal near New Orleans. Stephen 
Leo is a farmer, and President of the 
State Agricultural College pf Missis­
sippi. Jubal A. Early practices ww 
law at Lynchburg. '

art is now President of the University 
of Mississippi at Oxford, where Secre­
tary Lamar was a Professor at the time 
of his election to the United Statefl 
Senate.

Animal* Lost at Hon.
Tho quantity of moat thrown into 

tho Atlantic must be a groat boon to tlio 
fishes. From tho report ot the agri­
cultural department of the English 
privy couiuil office for the past year, 
recently issued, it appears that from 
Canada there wore hnportod in 1885 to 
the ports of Bristol, Glasgow, Liver* 
])ool, London, and Southampton 200 
cargoes of animals, consisting of 08,550 
cattle and 81»,78-t sheop. Of these, 802 
cattlo and 700 sheep wero thrown over­
board during the voyage; 8 cattle and 
11 sheep were landed dead; 27 cattlo 
and 18 sheep had to lie slaughtered at 
tho pluco of lauding -owing to injuries 
received in transit. From the United 
States there woro imported in 1885 to 
tho ports of Bristol, Glasgow, Hull, 
Livei'iioo], London and Plymouth 453 
cargoes, consisting of 187,887 cattlo, 
Ii,82ti sheep, and 57 swine. Of tho 
cattle 2,107 nml of the sheep 220 were 
thrown overboard during the voyage; 
72 cattlo and 88 ahuep wero landed 
dead; 80 cattlo and 1) sheep wero so 
much injured that it was found neces­
sary to slaughter them nt the place ot 
landing. It thus appears that 121 
animals wero landed dead, 114 wero so 
much injured or exhausted that thoy 
word killed at the place of landing, 
while no less a number than 8,481 im- 
lmppy animals were pitched overboard, 
making a grand total of 8,872 animals 
which were either lost on the passago 
or fatally iujurod. Perhaps somo day 
it will Ini found not only possible but 
economical to convey animals serous 
the Atlantia in comparative comfort 
and safety. _______________

Temliiug Dear-Mute* to Read. 
Instruction is conveyed to deaf-mutes 

in most instances by tlio me of sign 
language, or tho mauiial alphabet. The 
foundation maxim of tho methods used 
is “first ideas, tlion woids.” Tho mind 
must be roused to activity, and, aa the 
foundations of knowledge which other 
children acquire by the uid of hearing 
are boro wanting, progress is, of 
course, very slow at first. Usually, in­
struction is begun by the word method, 
words being connected with the objects 
they represent. For instance, tho child 
is shown some common object, or •  
picture of an animal, and the printed 
name of tho object or animal is shown 
him at tho same timo. Ho is thus 
taught to connect names with their ob­
jects, and to recognize printed word*. 
When a few words have been learned, 
sentences aro framed, and tho child is 
taught to recognize these as units em­
bodying a complete idea. The printed 
and' the sign alphabets are taught to­
gether, and, when theso aro mastered, 
instruction in spelling is not difficult. 
After namo* of objects, their obvions 
projierties, with numerals and verbs of 
notion, are next taught. Tho adjectives 
first brought forward aro those of size 
and color, then propositions of lo­
cality. The simple tenses arc exempli­
fied by calling attention to a series of 
actions. Much uso is mode of contrast 
of ideas. A child of ten or twelve 
years of age, if possessed of ordinary 
intelligence, can usually, at the ond of 
a year, construct for "himself simple 
sentences about every-day affairs. Dur­
ing tho first two or three years text­
books prepared especially for deaf- 
mutes are used, after that any text­
books will serve.—-In,fier Ocean•

REMINISCENCES OF Pl’BUC MEN.

New Year’s day of 1881 was the cold­
est that had been know!) in Washington 
for n quarter of a century, tho morenry 
having fallen in tho morning to ten de­
grees below zero. As it was tho last 
reception of President and Mrs. Hayr A 
the White Houso was tho center of# 
traction, Tho State apartments. 
dooorated with flowers, and th*4 Marine 
Band played in the largo en*^nco hall. 
Tho long central corridor fo»toonod
with flags and further d^otntod with 
flowers and potted plants. Tho par­
lors w ere also adonvd with cat flowers 
and hothouse pUivs. At 11 a. m., the 
lYesidont and Mrs. Hates entered the 
bluo jrnrlor, preceded by Major Fare 
quhar of the engineer corps, and fol­
lowed by tho Vice lYeridont and Miss 
Mills, of Han FlaWctsco. They took 
their motion* in tho oemtor of the room. 
Tta young ladies who woro visiting 
Mrs. Hayes stood hack of her, and on 
he r right. Col. Casey made tho intro­
ductions to tho President and Mr, 
Wehh Hayes to his mother. Mrs, 
Hayes’ dress, of creamy wliito ribtad 
silk, very soft and fine, was simply 
made and trimmed very elegantly nnd 
becomingly. White erenm-tinted satin 
and pearl passementeries were tho gar­
niture. Hue woro a silver comb in her 
dark hair and no jewels. Miss Lucy 
Cook wore a cream-colored brocaded 
satin, combined with plain silk the 
same shade, trimmed with pearls; a 
very handsotno toilet. Miss Dora 
Scott, of New Orleans, w*oro an elegant 
costume of Spanish blond* over satin, 
trimmed with field dnaics, pond-lilies, 
strands of pearls. The Attorney Gen- 
oral’s niece, Miss Agnes Devons, a 
bright young schoolgirl, wore a helio- 
tropo cashmere, trimmed with royal 
purple velvet. Miss Maria Herron, of 
Cincinnati, who had not yet made her 
debut in society, was a fresh handsome 
girl. She wore white nun's cloth, 
trimmed with white Japnneso silk, with 
polka dots in cachemire colors. Little 
Miss Fanuio Hayes's bright face and 
|>orfect complexion apjieared, in her 
chihl-liko dress of whito summer com­
ers hair, trimmed with white satin rib­
bons. Mrs. Hayes invited Mrs. Elisa­
beth Thompson, tho philanthropist, of 
New York, to pass the day with her. 
She wore a snperb black velvet trimmed 
with white ostrich plumes. Her orna­
ments wero pearls. This lady hod given 
away in charity over li^lf a million of 
dollars. Tho gentlemen of tho Cabinet 
nnd Indies entered from the red ]>arlor, 
Secretary Evarts and his family imme­
diately preceding the diplomatic 
corps, Tlie gentlemen of tho foreign 
legations all, as was customary, woro 
court dress, except those who repre­
sented republics. These wore citizens’ 
dress suits,

Secretary Evarts made the presenta­
tion of tho memtars of tho diplomatic 
corps to the President, The largest 
number of those wero assembled there 
that havo ever appeared on any ono oc­
casion. As was usual, Sir Edward 
Thornton and the British legation took 
precedence of auy foreign minister then 
iu Washington. All his family were 
with him, including his tall, fino-look- 
ing son, the third Edward Thornton, in 
a direct lino of his family, who had 
l»een attached to the British legation in 
Washington. Thu Russian Minister 
and his wife were conceded to be 
among the handsomest and most dis­
tinguished looking couples seen in tho 
throng of noted men and fine-looking 
ladies in the blue parlor. The 
Russian court dress is very elaborate 
and striking. Tho Danish Minister, 
who appeared for the first time in pub­
lic since his arrival, was delighted with 
the occasion, • and expressed himself 
particularly gratified at tho opi>ortunity 
offered him by bis {Hmition as a diplo- 
mate to see the country thoroughly 
during his resident in the United 
States. The otllcers of the army and 
navy were received at 12 o'clock, Gen. 
Sherman headed the army officials, and 
Admiral Porter the navy officers. Of 
the former wen* present (’els. Bacon 
and McCook, nml the* General's staff, 
Ailjt. Gen, Deam, Col. McKeever, 
Geu Buggies, Major Nickerson, Gen. 
Murry, tJeartenmistor-Gen. Meigs, 
Gen. Van Vleit, Gen, MeFcelov, Gen. 
*T, K. Barnes, Gen. Crane, ModicAl 
Purveyor Baxter. Gen, Brown, Gen. 
Wright, Gen. Parke, Col, Casey, Gen. 
Ha/en, Geu. lionet, Gen. Duuii, and 
others,

Gen. Garfield's selection of Mr, 
Blaine ns Hecrctnry of State wits known 
to the public soon after tho Presiden­
tial olootioh, lmt there WHS much Spoon* 
lutioii us to who else would lie invited 
into the Cabinet. Many prominent 
pnhlie men went to Mentor, where they 
found Gen. Garfield ready to listen, 
hut unwilling to make any pledge. He 
impressed one of those visitors with an 
uppermost dosirg to bring ataut the 
fusion of all tlu* various elements. He 
would make an honest uttempt to give 
cueli element pro|mr recognition, nnd 
not ullow himself to Im involved in any 
controversy with hi* own party. He 
recognized the truth of the claim that 
laid not Gen. Graiit and Senator Conk- 
ling gone into the campaign when they 
did, lie would probably have tarn de­
feated, aud thin gentleman wns led 
11 believe tlmt he would treat 
tie* Grunt wing with eoiiNidern- 
tinii. As to persons uiul sec- 
ti nt*, Grit. Garfield was so guarded 
tlmt lie left without any impression as 
to tin* States that would ta  represented, 
except that Iowa could have a place in 
the Cabinet. As to whether it would 
ho Mr. Wilson, or Mr. Allison, or 
some one else, tlu* President-elect 
dropped no hint. The name of Robert 
Lincoln was talked over, and Gen. 
Garfield indicated an intentinu to give 
him some fitting recognition iu his ml- 
miiiistrntion, not only because he con­
sidered Mr. Lincoln a bright young 
limn, but Ih'cuukc lie should take pleas­
ure iu making s«> graceful a tribute to 
the m uuory of hi* father, He did not 
intimate, however, that it would be by 
offering him n seat in the Cabinet, nor 
did lie say it would not be done iu tlmt 
wav.

JudgeClifford. of the the Supreme 
Court, lingered on the bench in the 
hope tlmt a Democratic administration 
might conic into power mid appoint a 
Democrat as his Mieeessor. At last his 
intellect fuihd him. so tlmt lie was md 
all e to dictate hi* letter of resignation,

nnd lie romr j ^ d  all one winter a pris- 
Vneriu his, room at the National Hotel.

. '^'vr tfed wifo watched over him, 
with tl ^ aid of a nurse, but one day Uo 

>d from them nnd wandered out 
lhr oitgh the halls of tho hotel, looking 
t'jtifnlly into faces that he did not re- 
memlmr, although they were tho faces 
of old friends. He was going to court, 
he said, when ono of them detained 
him; in a few* moments his nurse was 
after him, nnd led him back, without 
resistance, into his room.

President Garfield's first day at the 
White House was a busy ono. Soon 
after breakfast tho Ohio delegation 
cnllod with their wives, paid their re­
spects to "the favorite son" of their 
Htote, ramble^ through the halls und 
into the conservatory, and expressed 
themselves highly gratified with what 
they saw. Then cams a glee club, 
which sang several patriotic songs, and 
it was followed by crowds of sight-seers 
from all jmrts of the country. The 
nominations of Cabinet oilicers wero 
not seut to tho Senate until tho next 
day, but the list had 1hm>u thoroughly 
discussed and caused no surprise. A 
stong effort was made, almost at the 
lost moment, to have Allison sulmti- 
tilted for Windom for Secretary of 
the Treasury, and Foster for Postmas­
ter General, but it failed. Nine Ycuglt 
was sneered at ns a man who parted liis 
hair in tho middle nnd only represented 
two jM'oplo in Pennsylvania, he Imiug 
one of tho two, Everyliody iqqiearod 
delighted at the appointment of Secre­
tary Lincoln, osixvially John Logan 
and Judge David Jhivis. All the after­
noon the East Room was filled with or­
ganizations, clubs, nnd delegations, 
anxious to shako liands w ith tho new 
President, and all of them wero grati­
fied. With many who were old acqmimt- 
■ances President Garfield exchanged a 
few words. When it became dark, and 
tho dinner hour had arrived, the doors 
of tho White House were closed, and in 
the evening only the )Krrsonal friends o! 
the President were admitted. He 
seemed quite weary and tired after his 
arduous day’s labor.

dose of tlie Kovnlutimmry war, tho 
United Htates then extended from the 
Atlantic Ocean to the Mississippi Biver, 
nnd from the great lakes to tim south­
ern tarder of Georgia. The Louisiana 
purchase from France in iNftfi, included 
nil the territory west of the Mississippi 
River, except what is comprised in Or­
egon, California. Texas, Arizona, and 
.Alaska. The Florida purchase from 
Spain iu lH|ft, included tin* State of 
Florida and southern |MU-tionH of Ala­
bama and Mississippi, Texas, wliicli 
wushu independent republic of Mexico, 
was admitted at her ow n request, in 
1845, Oregon was acquired by treaty 
with Great Itritian in April, !M4fi, Cali­
fornia and Nevada were eisled hy Mex­
ico at tlu* close of the Mexican war iu 
1848, and by treaty with Mexico, five 
years later, (lie territory including Ari­
zona, Utah, and New Mexico was pur- 
duve*d.

Pearl Oyster*
In tho Gulf of California there are 

extensive pearl fisheries. Tho jioarls 
Are found inside of a species of oyster 
that grows at the bottom of tlie Gulf. 
Tho district is about 3(H) iuil<*s in 
length, extending out from the shore 
some ten miles. Most of the fishing is 
done by Mexicans or half-breed In­
dians, who dive for them from boats. 
The (livers take heavy stouos in their 
lmmls to help them reach the tattnm. 
They also carry taskets which they fill 
with oysters. A good diver cun go 
down fifty feet, aud remain under wa­
ter from two minutes to two minutes 
nnd a quarter. Diving is not an nn- 
health Imsiuuss, nnd there is no dauger 
from sharks.

A more extensive business is carried 
on by means of divers clad in nmriuc 
armor. These go in stiooners fitted 
out with all the necessaries for a voy­
age of four or five months. The armor- 
clad divers sometimes go down more 
than KM! feet deep, but the pressure is 
so great that it produces rheumatism, 
and tin* armor-divers rarely Hvo to ta 
more than 35 or 40 years of age.

As mam as tho oysters nro in thotant 
they are opened, examined for pearls, 
tho beards or soft |tortious cut off, and 
the rest thrown into tubs. When the 
davs work is over, the pieces in tlie 
tun nro carefully examined again, und 
then sordid to dry in the sun. The 
dried oysters are shipped to Uhiim, 
where they command a high price.

Tie* connmm opinion is tlmt 11 pearl 
is cauM’d by a grain of sand or sonic 
similar substance finding its wuy into 
tin* shell ami irrituting the oyster, 
which thereiiiHiu incloses it in n smooth 
covering. This is not trim of tlm pearl 
proper, but such substances an* always 
glued to the immr side of tlm shell, um| 
are covered with '“iiucrc," tin* well- 
known “mother-of-pearl." Home of 
then** substance* thus imbedded are 
very curious. Tlm writer has seen a 
parasite, apparently n bliMsl-suelmr, or 
a worm nearly two inches long, thus 
coffined iu a most gorgeous crust of 
motlicr-of-jM iivI strong enough to hold 
him tight, und yet showing his shape 
perfectly. Tin* real pearl is probably 
ill© effect of a disi line. It is always 
found imbedded iutlm muscular portion 
of the oyster. It begins us a sue filled 
with a dear Uqnid-liko water. At a 
later stage the water thickens, tacoiu- 
ing first cloudy, then like jelly, um| 
filially hardening into the )H*rfeei imuri.

I was given the followiuR information by 
a friend whose veracity I have never had 
cause to question, and who called upon 
Mr. Lincoln a very few days after the 
proclamation had Iteen issued.

He relat.’s that Mr. Lincoln told him lie 
had boon asked for the pen he used iu 
signing that historical document,

“Hut,” said Mr. Lincoln, “I cannot, for 
the life of uie, say positively which it is. It 
is one of a dozen or two lying on my desk 
at that time. Yet,” he added, "I will do the 
best I oan to select the right one, and, in 
any case, it will be a near relative, which 
reminds me of a story” (you know Lincoln 
idvvays had a story, it is said, with which to 
illustrate a point) “of the man who was 
importuned for a great man's autograph 
iu his possession. After securing a gom 
round price for it, he assured the purchaser 
he lmd made a great acquisition to his 
collection. That 'it must he genuine, for 
it was written hy the great man’s brother- 
in-law.' "

All of which leads me to fear it is only a 
hrother-iu-Invv of the proclamation pen 
that is in Chicago at the present time. I 
can ouly regret the real one cannot he 
iilentirted, as I was one of the men who 
fought to obtain that emancipation that 
Mr. Lincoln signed with his lift*.

He Diedfor Me.
I  am always interested iu any oxample of 

generous recognition of kiudness received 
on the part of one man from another, aud 
my observation leads mo to believe that 
examples of thiskiud are wore numerous 
than pessimists would have us think. Rut 
perhaps the most touching iucident of this 
kind cauio to my notice about one year after 
the war closed.

I was iu that bloody struggle myself, und 
shored some of the perils und hardships of 
the contest, so I am always visiting the 
scenes and places that are associated with 
it, whenever my business or travels lead me 
in their vicinity. At tfce time to which I 
refer I was walking through the cemetery at 
Nashville, Tcnn.

As I wandered among the nameless or 
rudely marked graves, I hnppeued on a 
stranger who was planting a flower on one 
of tneso mounds. He did not soem 
ashamed of the tear in his eye, imd his 
hands, hardened and rough witn toil, 
trembled as they pushed tho soft earth 
together around the roots.

I asked, “Have yon a sou buried there?” 
“No,” was the auswer.
“Your sou-iu-law?”
“No.”
**A relative?”
“No.”
My persistent, inquiring look Anally af­

fected the mou, so aWrbed iu his loving 
work, and, after n moment s pause, ho hud 
down a small board which ho held in his 
hand, aud said:

“Well, I will tell you. When the war 
broke out I wns a farmer in Illinois, 
wanted to enlist, hut I was too poor, and 
could not* I had a vvifo aud seven chil­
dren. I was drafted. I had no mouey to 
buy a substitute, so I made up my miud 
that I mast leave my i>oor sickly wife and 
little children and go nnd tight the enemy. 
After I  was all ready to go, a young man 
whom I knew camo to mo uud said: ‘ You 
lmvo a large family of which your wife can 
not take care. I will go iu your place.’ ’’

Here the narrator paused, overcome by 
emotion almost equaled hy my own.

At length he continued; “He did go for 
me, and in tho battle of t'hickamauga he 
was wouuded and taken to the Nashville 
Hospital.

We have always wished that I could come 
to Nashville and see his grave, so we saved 
up all the spare money wo could, and yes- 
terduv 1 came on. and lo-diy I found my 
dear friend's grave.”

This custom 
has so stamped itself upon tho tradi­
tions of the peasantry that all over 
France it is the subject of popular tales 
and anecdotes; with one of tin* latter we 
will conclude.
