The velocity of the lmlb t 
is proportioned to the square r«K»t of 
the degree of <s>mpressioii of the air, 
I nder the pressure of fifty atmospheres, 
or 7.V> pounds, for instance, the im­
pulse given to the bull is almost equal 
to that of an ordinary charge of gun­
powder. Air-guns are sometimes made 
in the form of walking sticks, so they 
can be readily used for purposes of de­
fense. Air-guns are generally regarded 
as somewhat un-afe, but it is not known 
that any law has ever been enacted 
against them. In the hands of inex­
perienced or malieioiia persons they 
are capable of doing much mischief.— 
iniur thran.

ItEMIXIStKNCKN OF I'lUl.lC MEN.

In floptember, 1RI1, tho Prince ])e 
Joinville visited Washington tor tho 
second time. When there tho first 
time Mr. Van Huren naked him how 
long he intended to remain, ant lie re­
plied that he should leave the next day. 
Notwithstanding this reply, Mr. A nn 
Huron invited him to dim* the next day, 
but tho l^ince declined the invitation 
and left for home. He charged M. 
Pontois, tho French Minister, to pre­
sent his excuses, but his absence from 
the dinner given in his honor produced 
great dissatisfaction. When his father, 
King Louis Phillipo, heard of it, lie 
ordered him peremptorily to return to 
the United States, and if invited to dine 
with tho President to accept the invita­
tion. A few days after his arrival at 
New York the Prince went to Wash­
ington, acoompunhd by five of his 
officers, and at mice paid his respects 
to President Tyler, lie was deafer 
than usual, and as he spoke English 
very guardedly, the President eoulu 
hardly hear w hat he said, much less 
understand him. lie dined at tin* 
White House in company with Lord 
l'rudhoe, a brother of the Duke of 
Northumberland, and remained during 
a reception in tho evening, thus per­
forming the task for which lie had 
crossed the ocean by royal ami paternal 
command. From Washington t he Prince 
wont to St. Louis, and on his return 
visited Hoston, where a grand ball was 
given him. Itcturning to New York, 
he attended an entertainment given him 
by the French inhabitants, ami a dinner 
given by the city government, at which 
he sat on one side of the Mayor, and 
Lord Morpeth on the other, lie sailed 
for home on the t£StU of November, 
greatly to tho relief of tho French 
Minister, M. do Hacourt, a cynical old 
grumbler, whoso letters, giving an ae- 
couht of what he saw in tho United 
States, have since been published.

Ohio became largely represented at 
Washington during the Lincoln admin­
istration, and it was said that when tin* 
citizens of another State grumldcdalwait 
it, the President replied, “How can ! 
help it; I  must go where the bruins are." 
There was Chase in tho Treasury De­
partment, with Jay Cooke to negotiate 
his bonds, Stanton in tho War Depart­
ment, John Sherman aud Bun Wade in 
the Senate, Ashley, tin* jmpeaeher, in 
the House, and Grant, Sherman, Sheri­
dan, McPherson, Hoseerans, and a 
legion of others iu tho army. These 
Ohio people all huug together, and 
several parties, where all the guests 
were Ohioans, wen* given prominent 
among them at the house of Secretary 
Skorman. Gov. Chase, as the Ohio 
people always called him, was there, 
lively, and talkative. Gen. Sheridan, 
in full uniform, was quite a lion, nud 
hue in the evening Gen. Grant arrived 
with his wife. It was not long before 
tbo conqueror of tho llebellion was 
hauled rattier than escorted into tho 
d.mcing-room, where he was imme­
diately mustered for a quadrille. He

Wo parted, 
shook hands and promised to be good 
friends, und i never ne t him again dur­
ing tin* session. ” “Suelt," continued 
Mr. Clay. "w»s tho part Mr. Han- 
dnlph took in that discussion, and Hindi 
wire his uncompromising feelings of 
hostility toward the North, und all who 
did not believe with him.

In territories 
where Hie virgin sod is newly broken, 
the malarial poison exuding therefrom 
spreads pestilence far and near. Years 
ago in tin'homes of tho first settlers, 
an admixture of whisky and qiiinino 
was the favorifo dose for tho chills, but 
after years of dosing in this crude man­
ner, quinine has Jong since been given 
up and w hisky only remaius in thefiask 
for family medicinal use. Kxpcrietico 
taught these settlors long ago that the 
amount of quinine required to drive out 
the malaria! poison jn tho blood, left in 
its place,.if not a worse poison, a con­
dition of the system made worse instead 
of better. Tho effects of the quinine 
were dearly defined, in long continued 
headaches, disordered stomachs, 
clouded mental faculties, disturbed 
sleep, and morbid appetite, uml the 
only virtue discovered in its use, tbev 
thought attributable to the whisky in 
the mixture. Tho insatiable craving of 
the opium-eater for more and more of 
his fatal drug is iu a like manner pro­
duced by tho injudicious use of quinine, 
and also, in like manner, a w reck of the 
nervous system. The medical profes­
sion 1ms very greatly modified its belief 
in quinine as a specific. Guiilurd’s 
Medical Journal, October, 1HH5, con­
tains an article entitled, "Malaria uml 
Quinine,” by L. 11.

MThcn, in oldoli times, tho stall’ be- 
carno tho necessary ultrihuto of tho 
wayfarer, ns .lean l’nul says: ‘Friend- 
sliip is a bludgoon on a voyago, love a 
cano for the promoiiudo.’ Modern time, 
which subjects everything to tho over- 
changing fashion, has robbed tlio time- 
honored stall* of every vestige of dig­
nify and converted it into a cano. Like 
the simtr box of old nud tho cigar of 
to-day, tho cano has become tho favor- 
ito means to givo something like grace 
to men who do not know what to do 
with their hands, and at tho samo timo 
to make awkward pauses in a dragging 
conversation endurnblo.

Seientlllc Poetry.
Tho natural rate of respiration is

8c they held a town 
meeting recently, and, by a largo vote, 
decided to keep tho bur and turu tho 
school into a private one.

Thk now completed Severn tunnel is 
not only prononuccd one of the greatest 
engineering works of tho ago, but re­
markable also in ono featuro of its con­
struction, namely, that of passing under 
an arm of tho sea. Tho tunnel extends 
from New Passage to Portskowet, a dis­
tance of atout two and one-haU miles 
under the wator, its entire length, ex­
clusive of approaches, being about four 
and one-half miles, requiring thirteen 
years to build.

('apt. ItoYcrlv Kohiioii, who com- 

nuiiuiod tin* Gonfcdeiuto gunboat Gov­
ernor Moore, and helped in fighting 
Furrugut below New Orleans, has a pa- 
per iu tho Century, from which we 
quote ns follows: “Tho cvcniug pre­
vious to the tot tie 1 reported to toll, 
Ihiucau. tin* commander of tho two 
jmrts, my observations on tho ciioiuv's 
movements, us scon by myself front riio 
inast-hoad.

Flour d  nii Explosive,
A Miimca|>olis man talked long with 

* manufacturer of mill machinery 
whom ho met ut tho Gilsey House.

“If the millers were Anarchists,” said 
tho Minnesota man, “they could blow 
up every Hour mill iu Minneapolis with­
out using dynamite. God only knows 
tho power millers have in their hands 
if they were devils enough to use it. 
A Hour mill in operation is almost as 
dangerous as a powder magazine, and 
has to to) watched as closely. Kwrv 
coal milter is afraid of tire-dump, and 
every miller knows his mill is likely to 
to* blown iif) with a terrible explosion 
at any moment. To most people that 
would sound like an exaggeration, hut 
I tell you it is a solemn fact. AY hat 
blew* up your mills iu Barclay streat a 
foxv years ago? \Yhat leveled a whole 
block of stem* mills iu Minneapolis not 
long since, so that it looked as though 
a cyclone had struck the city? Nothing 
in tho world hut Hour—one of the 
deadliest aud most powerful explosives 
known.

“If you stand in a Hour mill, near the 
stones, and look across the room toward 
the sunlight you will see that tho air 
is loaded with tine grain dust. If yon 
hud microscopic eyes you would see 
yourself surrounded with small atom* 
of grain of all kiuds. These atoms 
form an explosive substance more 
powerful than any known to Nihilists, 
aminieir presence, though inevitable, 
is what makes a Hour-milt a* dangerous 
as a powder pit. Suppose von take a 
dry car of corn am! set it 
on fire. It will burn slowly. 
Shell the ear and tiro the kernels, and 
it hunts much more rapidly. Griud 
the corn and it will burn like paper, 
ltedtico it to powder—to dust—aud, if 
ignited, it goes oil' like a Hush. That 
is the state in which Hour is dangerous, 
when it is finer than Hour. If n mill 
becomes oven-barged with this dust, 
and it is ignited, away goes the mill.

“Several year* ago the large Wash­
ington mills in Minneapolis caught tire. 
The v wen* going at tho the time. Those 
who knew* the danger gave the alarm 
and got out as lively as they could.”

“Bid the mills Mow up?”
“I should say they did. The walls 

were made of atone, six feet thick, and 
when the explosion came they tumbled 
out like straw-board. The sheet-iron 
roof was Mown so high from one of the 
Washington mills that the wind carried 
it two utiles. Men watching the fire at 
a distance were Mown through vv indows, 
knocked down, hurled through tlu* air, 
and several wvro killed. Sometimes 
the lighting of a pipe in a grain-house 
will demolish the building, Jn a Scot­
land mill a man once lit a cigar. Iu a 
second the room seemed tilled with tin*, 
and there was a terrible roar. When 
the smoko ch ared away the four wullx 
of the mill lay Hat on the ground aud 
tin* roof lay several hundred feet away. 
With tho exceptiou of a hand scare and 
singeing uot a person was hurt. The 
dii*t burned, creating a great heat,—

A Mmpter of Awltlrnto
There are two wavs of treating a 

sprain, that of cold water or cold 
lotions and that of hot applications. 
Sprains in the feet and ankles aro best 
managed by tin* latter. Take hot 
water uud sotno pieces of stout llannel 
to foment with. I have no great faith 
iu arnk-a, aud have often found a 
brandy lotion to do more good. YYriug 
out oue of tho Hamids, and just tofore 
applying it each time )M»ur a little of 
tlu* b*tion on it, and the relief of sutler- 
ing will soon Is* apparent. After con­
tinuing Hu* fomentations for some littlo 
time, wrap the foot iu a ttanuel band­
age, not too tightly, Imt right from-tho 
toes and up over the ankle, lhqmut 
tin* fomenting ut projmr intervals, iu- 
culeute rest in tlu* patient, and after a 
time, when the pain is nearly gone, use 
) tvsMirc Gy means of strips of plnstcr. 
No rubbing or any other interference 
beyond this is necessary.

Where u large joint is sprained or 
hurt, while rest and fomentations will 
do much good until the doctor comes, 
let him, nevertheless, he Miminoiied 
without delay.

Keep a wounded or injured person 
on a level if possible. lie Very gentle 
in handling «>r carrying a person who 
has received a seven- injury, like a bad 
sprain or u broken bom*. The handiest 
of all stretchers is a large shutter or 
do« r. with u mattress or pillows on it, 
or a slmwl or blanket used as a 1mm- 
mock, or a net hummock itself, if one 
be hamty. The sootier surgical aid is 
secured the latter tin* chance of speedy 
recowry. Be careful never to give 
brandy iu injuries to tho head- A tutul 
error might thus he eommitted.

The best w av In distinguish a fracture 
from u dislocation is to find out by 
manipulation whi ther then* is motion 
in the injured part. In dislocation the 
bone is immovably fixed.

Thcro an* three kinds of fractures. 
The simple fraetme, where there is 
simply u snapping of the bone iu two 
without any wound of the tlesh or tissues 
that lie udjuceut; second, tin* compouud 
or open fracture, whereHu-reisa wound 
of the tlesh caused by a broken end of 
tiic bone being thrust out through th sit 
and skin; third, tho comminuted or 
shuttered fracture, where tin* bone or 
hones have been broken in several 
pieces.

In all cases of fracture, surgical aid 
must to* had recourse to. The only 
thing justifiable by a layman is to give 
the patient as much case us possible be­
fore or after In- lma been placed on the 
stretcher. If n simple fracture, the 
limb may be gcutlv extended. If a 
compound, the clothing over it should 
to ripped up the scam and some at­
tempt made to stauuch tho flow* of 
blood by cold and pressure. If the 
fracture he m>t an open oue, but seems 
comminuted, here agaiu gentle ex- 
teitsiou may be bud recourse to, and 
the clothing over it removed or ripped 
up, especially if at all tight.

Supposing tla* fracture is iu the fore­
arm, or that the humerus above tho 
dhow is broken. A stretcher hero 
would be of less use than a conveyance 
to take the patient home or to the hos­
pital. He will In* taint. Lot him re* 
ditto for u short timo, giving support to 
the arm meanwhile. Let him nave all 
the uir possible. Sprinkle tho face 
with water and rub tie* chest with 
brandy. Then see to the arm. Gip 
tho sleeve if you cannot relieve tin* 
coat most gently. Now get a splint of 
some kind aud any sort of bandage that 
comes handy. The splint may he made 
from the sides of an ordinary cardboard 
box, or even some straw arranged 
lengthwise aud rolled in u handker­
chief. Bhun* it so as to givo support, 
and put the bandage around it with a 
moderate degree of firmness, but uot 
tightly, 'Ihen start for home.

When an injury to tho chest occurs, 
with a suspicion of fracture of Hm ribs 
or even collar hone, one cannot ho too 
careful how ho lifts and hears the suf­
ferer away, Bough handling in such a 
caso may result in tho wounding of tho 
lungs hy the broken end of a rib, and 
this will leudVu to inltammation, end­
ing |H thaps in death own,

Seine limes a fracture is of that kiud 
called impacted, when one piece of 
tono is wedged or telescoped into an­
other, There is also a longitudinal or 
splintered fracture, and various other 
kiuds, including tho grceicMick fracture 
in children, when the houo is partly 
broken mid partly tout.

In fracture tliero is always some 
change in the shape of the limit, such 
as swelling from the action of the blood 
iu the part or llatness from the drugging 
out of place of the surrounding muscles. 
There is nobility, also, ditferiug from 
the stevidy lUcd condition of the dis­
located joint. Also in moving the purls 
a grating sound can he hoard hy the 
ears, wltieh is eailsed by Hie ends of the 
bones moving against each other. .1

“The Hat- 
tery,” or fashionable promenade, presents 
a scene of Ueshabillu in every style, and th** 
mysteries of feminine toilet are revealed 
with a reckless disregard of all the formula 
of conventional attire. Aud so with faces 
pale, hair unkempt, and eves sharpened by 
the strange fascination of the weird spec­
tacle, the impassioned multitude stand by 
the hour peeling into the darkuess aud 
reading tin* progress of the tight by the 
flashing of the gnus.

Memory will ever retain a picturo of tho 

events at Frcilerh'ksbuig by all who parti­
cipated. The surrender of tho fort idea­
tions was. demanded by < icUetnl Sumner 
Nov* tuber 2lst, uml tin-attack did not bo- 
kin until Hecemher 11th. On thu after­
noon of that day our troops began to cross 
the river on the pontoons. Our regiment 
crossing «m the l;lh . Tho assault was to 
begin on the b'tth.

So-*n after dawn tho tiring oommeneed, 
ami vve were told that French's division 
was attacking Maryo's Heights. Hancock’* 
division was a reserve ot aj>00 men, of 
which mv rogiiueut was p ut. Tho tiring 
huR now become a long continuous roll, aud 
the smell of powder even at this distance 
is almost suftocutme. French was repulsed 
with a loss of half his force. Thou came 
our turn. The tiring on tho heights had 
well nigh ceased. First comes licnorul 
Hancock, with tho ringing order, “Men, 
fall in.” Thou comes (ieueral Meagher— 
sprigs of evergreen arc distributed to tho 
Irish brigade. We formed ami stalled—a 
halt was made- the tire of tho enemy beguu 
to toll upon us, hut not a man was 
soon to flinch. Tho inarch was up Sophia 
street to a street leading to the Heights. 
Tho tiro was terrible from the time wo 
turned west from that street. At last wo 
eaiiio in sight of tie- stone wall, Wiu-u wo 
wore met bv a veritable storm of bullets 
from Cobb's Hrigade, with a raking lire 
from our right. Wo guv*' him buck the 
liesl wu could. Our artillery was pounding 
him, but what did it avail? We stood 
there and were shot down, unable to ac­
complish the work for which we were sent.

Cp to thC time I had escaped, but now a 
spent bull strikes my shoulder; then a live­
ly ou*' cuts mv e ip-string; then, as 1 was 
ramming a cnrtiidgc home, a ball struck my 
light shoulder. Thu wavm blood pouted 
from this wound; my musket fell to tho 
ground; dizziness ami pntiul blindness 
followed, and 1 fell unconscious.

After a little, 1 revived, and, attempting 
to rise, u slight but painful wound was made 
ou my wrist, Thou 1 h urd the command, 
“Full iu fall back, men!” When this or­
der was given u friend said to me: “Dill, 
I  wish 1 could take care of you, but I can­
not: nut t S.-e I t ie  r.M V .W  ill'll M i  j o u .  amt 
will give him on**. “ He picked up my load­
ed musket, and took e.-m-ful aim; but be. 
for«* tiring a bullet had pit-reed his head, 
uml he fell dead by my side.

For horns 1 lav u|h>u tin* ground suffer­
ing, sometimes sm s doss, but witnessing 
mod of the horrors of tin- third aud fourth 
charges upon Murye’s Heights. When uight 
cam*- I managed to oiuwl pari of the wsv 
and walk some* until picked up and cured 
for by my comrades, who were tool ing for 
me. With other wounded ami dying, 1 lay 
iu Fredericksburg the following day, cog­
nizant of our udditinmd defeat and subse­
quent retreat across the river.
