Aud, besides, how many 
women act in private theatricals, nod why 
shouldn't Dorothy, who to evidently fitted 
by nature for that sort of s|K>rt? And 
when one comes to think of it dhmsNsioiu 
nlsty, there are few things so-so innocuut 
as little tableaux, and little drawing-room 
pteeos, aud that!

In fact, when they are married, he 
doesn't seo why they shouldn't bavo private 
theatrical* once n month. That green-room 
at Klngsmore ts just the place lor a stage 
^•footlights and drop-scenes, end so on.

lie is gotting positively enthusiastic over 
the theatricals, which subject has carried 
liim as fur ns the drawing-room, when it 
suddenly occurs to him that Misa Bohun it 
not there, as the man has led him to sup 
pose.

In tho distance stands 
Dorothy her features eloquent, her eyes 
alight, her lips half-parted, as n hiiiIo 
fond anil tender hovers round them.

At her feet kneels I'oiifeonhy, his hand* 
tightly duHpul; his whole attitude buliay- 
iiig devotion the Head intense.

Ku»ti as IM»uey watches them, stricken 
to tic heart by this erud piefuru on wldeh 
ho bus (to unwittingly intruded, a passion­

ate outlfsak of words coma from Poo 
aonby'a lips.

“Darling,” be aajrs, "I appeal to yon for 
the last tims, and imploro you to listen to 
mat Do nat, t beseech yon, lot the adora­
tion of another”—(“That's mo,” Disney 
soys, between bis compressed lips)—“blind 
yon to tba undying love I offer! On yon 
are content all my hopes of fntnra happi­
ness! Do not sentence me to n life-long 
despair, bnt say you will be mine!"

Disney waits with maddening impatience 
and beating heart for her reply.

It comes very nervously from Dorothy's 
pretty Iftpe.

Her head Is bent modestly, and bar 
hands lie passively in Poneonby's, •

“How can I answer you?" she says. In 
distinct but wavering accents. “And yet 
why sbonld I not nnbnrden my mind? 
Truth is always best. My heart has long 
been in your keeping, anu If you wish tt, it 
la yours,"

It is too much! Blok at heart, Disney 
turns away, not earing to listen to words 
evidently not meant for him to hear. Tba 
dreadful awakening has come! All his 
dreams of bliss have baan shattered by 
this sadden and painfully unexpected blow} 
and Dorothy, bit love, whom be has be­
lieved as trna as tha angels, is nothing 
more iu his eysa now ihaa a practised flirt 
aud hearileee woman of the world!

His first thought is to retain to London, 
his next to ramain. Has ha not heard 
somewhere “second thoughts are best?" 
Yes; he will remain, and see if out to the 
bitter end; and whan this loathsome play 
haa come to an and, he wiU tell her what 
he thinks of her, and bow aha baa wilfully 
broken his heart and ruined his life!

At dinner he is eompollsd to meet her; 
bnt everybody being present, his exceed­
ing cold greeting passes unnoticed by all, 
except,by Dorothy herself. She cannot 
mistake ins change in his whole demeanor. 
Where Is the lender pressure of his hand 
to which she has been accustomed? Why 
did he come st all if he is still filled with 
bitter thoughts? Thsrs Is some faint com 
fort In the remembrance that she did not 
ash him to return.

But what baa become of the "pressing 
business?" Why has ha come back in 
such hot haste?

He carefully avoids her all tbs evening; 
and next morning at breakfast is, if pos­
sible, mors marksbly cold and distant 
toward her.

Mbs is saddened and disheartened; but 
pride comes to her rescuo. 8he desoides 
within herself that she will show him bow 
little she has taken to heart his coldness 
and indifference.

Never before, perhaps, as during this 
interminable day has Misa Bohun ap­
peared so say, so bright, so full of life and 
spirits; ana yet in the solitude of her own 
room, while dressing for this luckless play, 
she sheds many bitter tears.

At t) o’clock the curtain rises. The guests 
settle themselves in their seats, and pre­
pare for anything.

Miss Bounty, arrayed in a very Quixotic 
costume, fresh from Worth, appears be­
fore the British publio (as represented by 
Brompley), simpering and grimacing, and 
doing her utmost to imitate a real live 
countess, while in reality she only suc­
ceeds in resembling n very inferior 
soubrette.

While Miss Fslkiner, from the Hall, who 
s in private life her intimate friend, now 

makes a poor pretence at waiting npon her 
as confidential maid, and renders herself 
utterly ridiculous by giving herself snfll- 
dent airs for half a dozen countesses.

Beth are a distinct failure. Everybody 
tries to applaud, but disparaging remarks 
fall lightly on the air.

The faint applauso brings to Ilfs two 
hardy veterans, who for some time past 
tave given themselves gratis to tho open 
arms of Morpheus, and have contentedly 
roollned therein.

“I think Mist Bodney has a bettercbonee 
of getting off than that glri in green," 
sleepily drawls Number One.

"Do you?" replies Number Two. "Well, 
I'm not much of a judge about that sort of 
thing; bnt my opinion is neither will get 
off before tue other. Yon see. my dear 
fellow, when women are born with a talent 
for acting, like those two—two tyros, they 
don't got easily settled in life."

Then the curtain draws npfor tba second 
ime, and somebody comes slowly on to the 

stage—somebody who self Cyril's pulses 
swiftly throbbing.

It is Dorothy. She is very pale, and her 
eyes are a little languid; but she is just a 
degree lovelier than she ever was before.

Disney hardly bears how the play pro­
gresses. Not a syllable makes itself known 
lo him; he eon only tell himself bow lovely 
she is looking, and that she is false os fair.

Her eyes are on the ground; but suddenly 
some words strike upon his ear—words 
that bring back to him a scone fraught with 
(rief and anger. He starts, and lifts his 
isod, und for the first time eagerly regards 
(he players.

l'onsonby is on bis knees before her. 
He is holding her hands. His whole atti­
tude Is as it was that fatal afternoon in the 
couscrvatory. He is again pouring forth 
his soul in words of sxtravHgant passion.

And tbon Dorothy's votes rises, clear but 
sad, und devoid of tbs warmth that had 
characterized it during the rehearsal.

"My heart has long t>een in yonr keep­
ing, end if you wish it, it is yours."

As she finishes her speech she raises her 
eyea, and fixes (hem steadily and wilb 
keonest reproach on Disney, who returns 
her gaze, bis oyss full of contrition.

Then the scene ebangoa, and Misa Bohun 
inukoe bar exit, amid epplaudings load and 
deep.

The curtain drops; so, I may almost say, 
dooe Disney. How bitterly he now repents 
his unpardonable jsalonsy! Where shall 
he hide himself from Dorothy's justly re- 
proecliM gaze?

Nothing ha cau aver do will make bar 
forgive tim—of that be feels assured; end 
as be calls to mind the happy days (bat 
have been, "Uemeiuhranos sits upon him

Heated 
uir is not unhcalthfu!, provided it has 
not been heated no as to destroy sub­
stances with which it oomos in contact 
aud thus change its carbon to carbonic 
acid gas. Our present modes of warm­
ing houses aro defective aliko In tho 
waste of heat and in look of ventilation. 
The best stoves and furnaces allow an 
enormous amount of bent to go out 
through tho chimney, whilo all give 
much impure air to tho room* which 
they occupy. There it room for in­
vention as to tho l>cst means for 
cheaply and effectively wanning house*, 
und »t tho same timo securing good 
ventilation.

A glanco at tbo directory shows that 

Sonators Sherman, Allison, Call, Cam 
cron, Conger, Edmunds, Euatis, Gib­
son, Logan, McPherson, Morgan, Mor­
rill, Palmer, Teller, Vanco, Van Wyck 
and Vest, occupy their own houses. 
Aldrich, Beck, Blair, Cockrell, Cnllom, 
Dolpb, Gorman, Hale, Ingalls, Kenns, 
Miller, Payne, Sabin, Sawyer, Hjiooner, 
Stanford, and Voorhees, live in rented 
honses, while tho rest of the Seuato live 
in hotels or boarding hcuies, writes a 
Washington correspondent There is a 
great deal of difference in boarding 
honses. Senator Sewell, for example, 
lives in a fashionable ono, and pays as 
much as a whole house would cost him, 
while another Senator, whose name I 
will not mention, has the reputation of 
getting bis lioard and lodgings for $5 a 
week. He is put dtwn iu the directory 
aa residing at a hotel, bnt the clerk 
aays that be only stop|*d there for two 
days when be came to town, and the 
address is intended aa a "atilt" Many 
of tha members of the House of Repre­
sentatives live in cheap boarding 
houses, but a Senator is ex|»octed to put 
on more style. In fact, tho directory 
shows that two-thirds of the monitor* 
Uve in tills most modest way. The 
coat of board in Washington ia a little 
higher than for the same accommoda­
tion in New York or Chicago—|ierliaisi 
a third more—liecause the houses aro 
empty for three months one year and 
nine months tho next, according to tho 
length of tho session. For two rooms 
—a parlor and a bedroom—in a semi- 
fashionable quarter and a convenient 
locality a member has to pay 850 or $<10 
a month, and tho price goes up or 
down os the rooms sre located. If bo 
wants board in addition bo pays 87 or 
810 a week. Many members nave ajttrt- 
ments and take their meals at tho botol, 
where they jwy 815 or 818 a week.

I  know of one Congressman with mi 
economical turn of mind who lives com­
fortably for 81 a day, bnt he is located 
in a distant part of tho city and takes 
the rooms for the year. He pays 880 a 
month tlio year round, and tho rooms 
are always at his disposal. When ho 
comes to Washington, as he often does 
during the recess, he always goes right 
there from the station ana finds thorn 
ready for him. When bis wife is hero 
ho pays 85 a week extra. He tells me 
that his annual expenses, chargeable 
against his salary as a member of Con­
gress, do not average mom than 81,000 
a year, bat in this ho does not include 
tho cost of sustaining his establishment 
at home, where ho owns a good house 
and has it tilled with pretty children. 
His homo exponses are charged against 
his private income, for ho is in business 
and his partner runs it while he is 
away. He tolls mo that his annual 
campaign exjmnsos do not average 
more than 81,000, and ho has been able 
to save at least 88,000 out of his salary 
every one of tlio six years be has boon 
in Congress without scrimping himself 
or showing signs of ponuriousness. But 
he is the only man I ever heard of who 
was able to savo half that sum.

Senator Stanford gives lus salary as a 
Senator to bis private secretary. Ho 
protably spends more money than any 
man in either house. When ho comes 
to Washington at tho beginning of the 
session he makes a deposit of 850,000 
at a local bank and both ho and hia 
wife check against it, If anything re­
mains at the end of the session, which 
is rare, he leaves it on deposit, and 
then when he returns to Washington ho 
has something to go to market with. 
The Senator maintains four establish­
ments. He has a city residence in Snn 
Francisco, another in tho country four 
miles from that place, a third in Wash­
ington and % fourth in New York, for 
lus accommodation when he visits tho 
metropolis. His Now York house is 
leasod from Fierro Lorillard for a term 
of five years at a rental of 810,000 a 
year, and is fall of servants who ore 
always ready to (provide for tho Sena­
tor's wants when hu arrives there. As 
lie haa not been inside his New York 
house since lust February they have not 
boon overworked. Hu also has his pri­
vate ear with servants alward always 
standing on a  side track in Washington 
ready for use when ho wants to travel. 
Bomotiiuos he loans it to his friends 
when they want to travel, and last your 
it was sent to San Francisco to bring 
his colleague, Gen. Miller, who was ill 
and hits since died, After Mr. Miller's 
death lie offered the ear to the widow to 
go to California, where her husband 
was buried. His cook is a handsome 
Chinaman.

An apologist for Congress says "that 

ft represents all the people,'^and lienee 
tho diversity of opinion upon tho lend-
Irg questions. We wish it were trim 
that ft did represent all tin* paoplu, but 
It doesn't by very much.

It alleys the command of combinations 
and institutions that exist to food ujm*> 
the ]N'Ople. Tho great drawback to 
the efficiency of tlm average Congress­
man lies in the foot that he no sooner 
takes Ids seat than he Imgins to truck Is 
and trim for another election, sacrific­
ing high and honorable position in 
grave public mutters to follow tho enr- 
rent of some little inconsequential 
breeze. We understand well enough 
that it is very common to remark that 
Congressmen are forced to do this end 
that out of deference to their constitu­
ent*. lint is it really so?

A few men and a few interests get 
the ears of a Congressman, but his con­
stituents do not. Of course the Con- 
gresstnau protests that lie acts for his 
constituent*, but nine times out of ten 
be follows bis own notion ortho notions 
of thoso who control him, und then as­
sumes that the peojdo he nets 
for think just as lie does. 
No one know* liettor than the 
Congressman himself tluit it is simply 
iiiqHissiblo for him to represent the 
ideas and confliethtg notions in his di*- 
triet, and when In1 attempts to o*enpo 
reNponsibility for hi* personal uethm 
bv biding behind the jdeu of the “de­
mand* of Ids constituent*” lie is con­
scious of n cheap evasion. He nsshd* 
in and secures private legislation, it hi 
trim, but this fact him no relation to 
tln> main Issue. Oar 1'ohgroHxiiinu votes 

i for some other (‘nugreMHiimu'* little 
phu with ut curing whether it is de­

serving or not. Ho wants a vote for a 
flclieme of his own to help somebody to 
whom ho owes an obligation for polit­
ical favors. This is nothing bnt barter, 
open and gross. Tho Congressman's 
object is persons! advantage, nothing 
more, and as the record shows the Imlk 
of a session is extended in this, kind of 
work. This is attending to the wants 
of constituents, that is, rertaiu constit­
uents, bnt not eonstitoent* as a whole.

Qseer Things la Maori U a i
Visiting innumerable springs wo 

passed the Imse of a monntain about 
one-third mile long and 800 feet high, 
the side of which was honeycombed 
with smoking and steaming ojwiiiugs so 
close together and the crust so thin, 
that even the Maoris dars not venture 
to climb the hillside. Leaving this re- 
marksldo place, which is suggestivo of 
a traditional region whero unquiet 
spirits are remanded, we )>a*sed a 
cave, tlio entranco to which was fonuml 
by two largo atone posts and heavy 
stone cap, and tho interior walled up 
idmilarly; U was qnito small and very 
pleasantly warm, and is said to have 
been tbo birthplace of some dis­
tinguished Maori chief.

One of tho foatnres of these remark­
able springs and geysers was a boiling 
spring about eight feet in diameter in 
a rock recess, which seemed indisposed 
to )H>rfomi while we wore there, but 
after several fulso alarms and waiting 
almut twenty minutes, it burst forth 
with a volumo of boiling water several 
feet in diameter-throwingitself fifteen 
to twenty feet hi tho air—niaking ns, 
fluxions waiters, l>cat a hasty retreat 
Into tbo brush ont of harm's way. 
Thence descending the lull to a sort of 
mud flat, we came into the Valley of 
Botokonapanapn, a region of mud vol­
canoes, active and dead, presenting a 
deplorable op|warance of irritated dry 
and wet mud and dirt in all forms. 
There was tho same gurgling, vomiting 
and sjiewing tliat we saw in Hodom aud 
Gomorrah.

Ono of these mnd volcanoes—To 
Huka—spews forth a heavy plastic and 
fine paste, which the natives eat and 
enjoy. I t tastes like flour paste very 
slightly sweetened. I  did not like it, 
and doubt if it is fattening. Wo were 
by this time quite hungry, but this 
edible mud did not tempt us, and wo 
moved on tothe margin of Lake ltotom- 
aliana, where lunch was waiting us. 
The Maoris had cooked potatooH aud 
fresh-water crabfish for us in tho steam 
of tho boiling springs, covering the- 
oponing with cross-sticks, placing the 
potatoes, A'o., on these-and covering tho 
whole with gruss, which auflictently 
confines tho stream. 1 sat down on a 
fiat Htono, and, on joying mv lunch and 
the surroundings, gave myself up to 
tbo quiet pleasure of the occasion, when 

felt nu increasing warmth where I 
was sitting, an suddenly hod to spring 
from my seat, an unexpected l«rst of 
steam from under the rock giving me a 
hint to leave.

Haa education an influence in tho 

production of inaanity? If it has, in 
what way docs it act? Thorn is no 
doubt but that the direction which is 
given to the mind in childhood exor­
cises a doekled influenoe over the whole 
future lifo. The moral and intellec­
tual influenoe of tho parent* upon tha 
children ia consequently, next to hered­
itary influence, the moat important 
The child ia an imitative animal, and 
his whole primary knowledge ia gained 
hr mimicking those bo aees almut him. 
while the child ia likely to inherit som e  
of the peculiarities of the parents, stilt 
there ore certain peculiarities uf char­
acter, )»eeuliar views, superstitious 
ideas, which bo gets not from direct 
heredity, but merely from imitation. 
The oddities expressed by tho |*rctiU 
are thus impressed U|nhi tho childron. 
Premature mental exertion tends to 
implant tho germs of future weakness 
ami disease. If to this are added close 
rooms aiul long hours in tlio selesd- 
room, without sufficient relaxation and 
pli^riwl exercise, tlie bad influence in 
mero ised ten-fold.

Ho much has Iran written on tlio 
training of children by parents and 
others that it would bo sU|s>rfiiiott* to 
on large upon i t  The mental causes or 
influences in contra*di*tiuetion to the 
physical are nudouhtcdly the most 
terrible causes of insanity. 'This state­
ment is based upon the results of statis­
tics and the opinions of those who have 
»|a*nt their lives in the study of the In-' 
saue. Ho impressed was Pincl, the 
great physician, with the truth of this 
that Ins find question to a new patient 
was always, "Have you suffered vex­
ation, grief, m  reverse of fortune?" Joy 
seldom unbalances the miutl; it ia 
mostly the painful emotional stab’s that 
produce this result. They vary very 
much in their nature and causes. Home- 
times it is sadden snger or grief, ex­
cited by injury or loss of fortune, a 
sudden death or shock of some kind. 
Hometimes it is the result of the slow 
gnawing of disappointed ambition on 
tho mind, regrets for noma action, do­
mestic troubles,, unfortunate lovo, jeal­
ousy. To recount them all would tako 
a volumo.

Drunkenness I* a veiy prolific enuso 
of insanity. It acts not ouiy physically, 
but also montally. Thua the primary 
influence of alcohol on the brain pro­
duces a mental conditiontliat resembles 
insanity. Tho drunkard is insane and 
ought to bo treated a* such. He has 
lost his will power; »  not rtis(KUis!b!o 
for somo of nis actions, ami should lto 
placed whore tho oxciting, cause of liis 
trouble is removed and wltaro bis will 
power may lie trained.

Rut there are also purely physical 
tiUHc* of insanity. Tims, oento and 
ehrouic inflammation* of the brain and 
of its mombruncH, epilepsy und apo-

^ 0 ^  purely pliysiual onuses. Kpi- 
insanity is one of the most 

dangerous forms of insanity, whilo in­
sanity from apoplexy isdiable to bo a 
dementia that is a failure of the entire 
mto)loot. Injuries to the head aro 
acknowledged to bo of inqiortunco in 
the production of insanity. Tho men­
tal disturbance may come on directly 
after the injury, or may not appear for 
somo years after the- injury. Homo 
serious ehango is generally found in tho 
brain or the membrane* of the brain, 
and, when this change can be diagnosed 
and the trouble removed, tito patient 
may become well; that is, providing the 
insanity ho* oxistod for only a short 
time. Injuries to otlior parts of the 
liodj besides tho head Hometiiues cause 
inaanity. Thus, there j* a case rojwrted 
of a boy who became insane from a 
piece of glass which penetrated tho 
solo of hi* foot, and lie continued insane 
until the glass was removed. A woman 
became insane from an injury to one 
eye, caused by a splinter of wood. This 
injury was very slight, and the shock 
must have been tho most important 
enuso of her insanity. Aetrto fevers, 
such as typhoid fuvee; scarlet fever, 
pneumonia, uguoi ociito rheumatism, 
may cause humility, ami the persons nf- 
foi’ted may never regain tfioir mental 
vigor, but a good pro|Mu tioa of them 
recover. Those attacks of insanity 
which occur in placo of an attack of 
ague are certainly most jHMiuiisr. They 
follow just tho same eonme- and {wri- 
odicity that the attacks of ague do. 
Thus, if tho iiguo ha* occurred at a cer­
tain timo every day tho insanity will 
take that form, and appear-regularly at 
that hour every day. II tlj* ague lias 
occurred every other day, the insanity 
will appear every other Jay, During 
the Interval* the patients, are well.

The relation which eoiiMimptloii Imara 
to insanity is certainty interesting. 
Thus, it Is not an Infrequent ocourronuo 
for tho children of consumptives to lm- 
oomo Insane aud not show any algos of 
coiiHumptuxi. ('onsuf&ptjvo* thorn- 
selves frequently luiceiue insane, ( ’on* 
sumption. I* a frequent cause of death) 
among tite insane. U is safe to say 
that fully 88 |**r mint, of the insane diw 
from nouse sort of lung trouble. Tina 
indoor lifo that they lend, and tti* 
crowding of them together, may eon* 
duca fc» it. The cane* of malaticliolte 
most frequently kav# this disease, dam 
to their state of msn-aotlvity. This 
non-uwtivlty, aecempanicd as tt ts wftli 
Insufficient expansion of the lungs, tscuts 
dircstly toward lung trouble. Bright's 
disease of tho kiUusys also tends toward 
Insualty by it's producing elinngva in 
tha blood and te tho blood vussol*

Tho ollicerH 
of tlie post took umbrage at this sud 
gradually withdrew from all inter* 
course with him, until lie was put in 
Coventry by all save two or three of his 
most intimate associates.

bo accidentally beard his antagonist 
say that ho hod a very disagreeable job 
on hand that morning—viz., the shoot­
ing of a “cursed Yankee."

Scenery in Hrlllsh Columbia*

?• That the cravings of a patient are 
whims slid should be denied. The 
stomach often needs, cruves for, and 
digests articles not laid down in any 
dietary. Hucb are, for example, fruit, 
pickles, jams, cake, ham, or bacon 
with fat, cheese, butter, and uillk.

H. That an inflexible diet may be 
marked out which shall apply to evory 
coho, ( hoico of a given list of articles 
allowable in given cases must bo de­
cided by tbo opinion of tbe stomach. 
Tbo stomach is right and theory wrong, 
and the judgment udmits no appoal.

A diet which would keep a healthy 
man healthy might kill a sick man; 
nnd a diet sufticient to sustain a sick 
man would not keep a well man alive. 
Increased quautity of focal, csjiecially 
of liquids, docs not mean increased 
nutrimont, ratbor decrease, since tbo 
digestion is overtaxed and woakened. 
Htrivo to givo the food iu as concen­
trated a form os fKMsible. Consult tho 
putient’s stomach in preference to his 
cravings; and if the stomach rejects a 
certain article do not forco i t — ./o«r- 
nal of Health.

Drawing Carbon Filmnciits*
Tho little threads of carbon whoso 

heating furnishes tho light of incandes­
cent electric lamps, are made in u 
(Jlnsgow establishment by a process 
somewhat analogous to wire-drawing. 
The kitool (L'arjota urena) liber, im­
ported from Ceylon for brush-making, 
is first drawn to a uniform size through 
sharp dies. The threads uro then 
placed in lino copper tubes, and tlfe 
whole passed through a draw-plato, 
which 1ms the effect of squeezing tho 
metal rouud the filter uiul compressing 
the latter. The tubes and filumonts 
are next cut into lengths, thou tlie til- 
ameuts are carbonized in a crucible. 
The cojqtor is subsequently dissolved 
off by means of acid, portions being 
left to muko connections.

I saac L ane, a farmer living near Cin­
cinnati, fell on the prongs of a pitch- 
fork, which penetrated his leg just be­
low the thigh. One of the prongs was 
broken off in his leg, as he supposed. 
Two physicians were summoned, who 
made an examination of the wound, bat 
they failed to locate the piece of steel. 
They probed the small opening, but 
could discover nothing, and at once 
came to the conclusion that Mr. Lane 
was mistaken. They insisted that the 
broken prong must be somewhere in 
tho ham, and somo of the boys on 
tho place were sent to look for 
it; but they could not find it. Mr. 
Lane persisted that the piece of fork 
was still in his leg, which was swollen 
and very painful. A day or two after 
the occurrence Mr. Lane put his hand 
on the nndemdo of his leg and felt 
somo hard substance. Without waiting 
to summon a doctor, lie, with remark­
able fortitude, took his knife and cut a 
hole at the place whero tho hard sub­
stance seemed to be. He made a deep 
incision, and running his Angers into 
the opening caught hold of something 
and pulled it out. It proved to he tho 
prong of tho pitchfork and was over 
six inches in length. It had taken a 
diagonal course and eluded tho sur­
geon's prob. Mr. Lane at once experi­
enced relief, anil will soon bo himself 
again.

"There is a revolution impending in 
tho construction of locomotives,” said u 
railroad engineer, "and tho improve­
ment, I  understand, is duo to tho suc­
cess of tho triplo expansion engines on 
ocean steamers. Not that compound 
engines are not to be used for locomo­
tives, but if a number of cylinders 
aggregating tho same power will save 
coal on an ocean steamer, why not on a 
locomotive? The fact that the present 
system is not tho host has been well 
known for a long time. Tho transmis­
sion of power through the connecting 
rods to the drivers is an uneconomical 
way at best, and when in going urouud 
curves tho wheels are not aide to turn 
in unison, one or tho other must slip so 
long as they are rigidly connected. Now 
it is qiroposed to use four cylinders in­
stead of two, one pair for each set of 
drivers. The aggregate power of the 
four is cquul to that of the two now 
used, but it was found in a series of ex­
periment* made at Woolrich Arsenal, 
in England, bv the British War Office, 
that the (tower used to move the loco­
motive itself was from 30 to 40 (>er cent, 
less with the four cylinders than with 
the two. The experiments were made 
with an old two-cylinder locomotive 
altered to use four cylinders. Of course 
tho result* wore not equal to those that 
could be obtdihed with a machine made 
to order. Thu coming locomotive will 
havo a pair of cylinders for each drive- 
wheel axle.”

Hew te Get fttrtng.
William Blaikie, the editor of that 

ntueh-read little volume, “How to Get 
Strong and How to Btav So,” in the 
course of Iris lecture urged that the ed­
ucation of our bodies was neglected, 
that wo used our muscles, but not 
wisolv. Exercise was necessary, and it 
should be judicious, well-directed and 
constant to be beneficial “You ask, 
doesn't the gymnasium give ua the 
right kind of exercise T" said he. 
“What’s a gymnasium? I t is s room 
filled with appliances and implements 
of all sorts to build up muscle. Do you 
know how gymnasiums are conducted? 
You pay sn admission price, and are 
free to enter. You find a big dumb 
bell and squirm and struggle till you 
lift i t  You take a turn at the rowing 
machine and the ban. II anything 
else is thero you try i t  What is the 
result? Next morning you ore sore 
and lame; your muscles were not 
equal to tbs strain* You aro disgusted 
with the exercise and don't go to the 
gymnasium any moro. This exercising 
in a blind, pur|>oool«ws way is not pro­
ductive of any good. Yon might os 
well turn a boy loose in an apotliecufy’a 
shop and say, ’There, Johnny, there's 
your medicine; now get well' He 
would get well—into tho grave."

To illustrate how deficient many men 
were who were professional athH&lk, 
Mr. Blaikie instanced the case of Ed­
ward Hanlon, whom he had hail excel­
lent opportunity to observe when ref­
eree in the famous boat race at Chau­
tauqua Lake, where Courtney's shell 
was sawed. “Hanlon had been polling 
all his life,” said the speaker, "and bis 
pulling muscles were tremendously de­
veloped. T doubted if his pushing 
muscles wero so strong; so I  asked him 
to try this little exercise."

Here Mr. BUikie brought forwards 
couple of chairs, placed himself between 
them, his hands on the top of the chair 
bocks and did the "dipping" exercise 
which was practiced so much by the late 
William Cullen Bryant.

"I did this exercise five or six times," 
continued the lecturer, "and then asked 
Hanlon to try. How many times do 
you suppose that big, muscular oars­
man did it? He got down on his knees 
between the chairs and there he stuck. 
'Get up,' said L T can’t,' said he. 
’Try hard,'I urged. 'I am trying as 
hard as I  can,' he protested. Think of 
that for the then champion oarsman of 
America.”

Mr. Blaikie then passed to a review 
of men and women that were celebrated 
for their great achievements, attribut­
ing much of their superiority to their 
physical strength and endurance. He 
alluded to John Wesley, who preached 
42,000 sermons in fifty years; to Julius 
Ciosar, "the Roman policeman;” to 
Gladstone felling a four-foot oak with 
his ax at 70: to Mrs. Langtry, who had 
participated in all the athletic sports of 
her six brothers, and when invited out 
for a walk in Cleveland hail walked 
twenty-two miles; and to Washington, 
who liod wrestled with the seven 
Stevens brothers in his youth, and who 
had ridden fifteen miles a day on horse­
back, to prevent the gout, in after­
life.

Mr. Blaikie strongly recommended 
walking and running as invigorating 
exercises to strengthen the limbs, tone 
up the system, odd brightness to bite 
eye, bloom to the cheek, and elasticity 
to the step. "I have seen moro young 
ladies in your city that wore good 
walkers than in any other city in the 
Northern States,” said he, at which 
compliment every gentleman present 
gallantly applauded.

Following aro some of Mr. Blaikie'a 
maxims:

One way to derive benefit from exer­
cise is to &now how to rest.

Fight shy of shower baths; they 
shock the heart.

What is the good of superfluous 
flesh? In short, whot is the good of 
anything superfluous?

Breathe through your nose when 
running, and always run on your toes. 
A runner's heels should never touch 
the ground.

Bicycling is good exercise until you 
come to racing.

Deep breathing will save you from 
many lung troubles, and build up your 
chest.

Six hours of mental work, or eight 
at most, is enough for one day.

Overwork in a gymnasium is dan­
gerous. ^

. Gigantic Giants.
The existence of whole nations of 

gigantic persons may well be ques­
tioned; but there can be no reasonable 
doubt of the reality of certain indi­
viduals, whose height has greatly ex­
ceeded that of men in gonernl. The 
giant as a curiosity has been seen by 
hourly every Amorican boy iu tho 
museum and in the circus. The stories 
of great giants of the past ages aro 
more than interesting. The exact 
hoight of Og, the King of Basbau, 1ms 
been frequently givcu, some supposing 
him to have been more than twelvq fret 
in height, while others think his stature 
did not exceed eleven feet* In like 
maimer the giant Goliath, of the Bible, 
is generally computed to havo been 
nine foot nine inches high; but com­
mentators sup|H>se that ho might have 
liocn fully eleven feet.

The Emperor Muximiuius was nine 
feet in height, and severul other 
Romans of equal stature are said to 
have lived during the reign of Augustus. 
Accounts are contained in the philo­
sophical transactions of tho Royal 
Society of human skeletons dug up in 
England, measuring eight ami nine feet 
in length. These were probably the 
remains of Romans. Many fulmlousand 
contradictory stories have been told 
at ono tiino of the Patagonians who, 
according to travelers, lmve been a race 
of giants. An English officer once de­
clared that lie had measured the bones 
of men. in sepulchres iu Mouth America, 
lad ween eleven and twelve feet high. 
Turner, tho naturalist, declares that ho 
once saw upon tho coast of Brazil, a 
race of gigantic savages, one of whom 
was twelve fret in height. The declar­
ation of Turner is all tin1 more credible 
by the statement of M. TlicVet, i f 
Franee, who in his description of Amer­
ica. published ill Paris in lf>75, asserts 
that he saw and measured the skeleton 
of a South Amevienu which was sieve i 
feet live inches iu length. To those re­
markable instances may be added a 
well-proportioned liviug man, whom

Diemerbrock saw at Utrecht, measur­
ing eight feet six inches. Dr. Boeaimm, 
An undent scholar, reports having seen 
a youth uinc feet, a man ten feet, and a 
woman nine feet in hoight.

Waller Parsons, who acted as porter 
to King James I. of England, was seven 
feet six inches in stature. But the 
Chinese claim to have men among them 
in the last century who were fifteen feed 
high. However, this report may have 
no more foundation than the chronolog­
ical fatdes of the sons of China.—De­
troit Free Press.

Hunting Elephant*.
Thero are several method* of hunt­

ing elephants in India, oil of which are 
attended with more or less pomp and 
display, kings and princes taking port 
in the sport The following aro the 
modern methods of hunting, as do- 
scribed in Mounter's Great Hunting 
Grounds of the World:

In somo places they are pursued with 
tame elephants, trained for the purpose 
and very swift Wlmn these have come 
up with ono, the hunter throws, witli 
much dexterity, a nooso of very stout 
cord, in such a way that the wild ani­
mal finds himself caught by tho foot. 
He falls, and they strap him down be­
fore he lias time or opportunity to rise. 
They then fasten liim between two 
strong tame elephants, who 1>oat him 
with their trunks if ho is at all refrac­
tory, and compel him to walk with 
them to the stables.

In Ceylon an elephant hunt is a very 
important affair. The government as­
sembles a great number of Europoan* 
and Cingalese, wbo meet in the forest 
whero these animals are to be found. 
All these hunters form a vast circle, 
which they gradually narrow, advanc­
ing and shouting.

The frightened elephants have but 
one side to fiy, and there is found tho 
“redsn,” into which they are forced to 
enter. This redsn is nothing less than 
a great circle of stakes, terminating in 
a sort of narrow neck; once entered 
into which, the elephants can no longer 
return* In order to force them to cu­
ter, shouts ore inreeasod, anil burning 
torches are thrown before their eyes; 
then their fears aro redoubled, and 
they rush into tho trap which encloses 
them. Tho first care after the capture 
is to tame them. This is managed by 
placing ono or two tame elephants near 
the openiug, by which the wild ones 
are made to pass out, tied together, as 
we havo said already. Hunger on the 
one hand and blow* from the trunks of 
their docile companions on the other, 
soon inspire them with resignation.

They are also taken by pitfalls, A 
path {i chosen which is need many 
times in tlio year by the elephants, and 
which probably serves os o route in go­
ing from the jungles to some spring in 
the mountains. Across these paths 
several pits are dug about twenty feet 
wide, and fifteen to twenty feet deep, 
and which arc then covered over with 
branches and turf, However admira­
bly these pits maybe concealed, it does 
not often happen that the elephants 
fall therein. Not only do they try 
with their feet with the greatest care 
any ground that looks suspicious, but 
they snake constant use of their trunks 
to prove the solidity of the soil, or to 
clear away everything that appears to 
hide a trap. It is not on cosy matter 
to draw an elephant out of one of these 
pits, and it con only be done by the aid 
of a tame elephant; otherwise it would 
be necessary to snbduo tho animal by 
hunger beforo thinking of getting him 
out. Any one getting within reach of 
the trunk of an elephant just taken 
would do so at the risk of his.life; bt*t, 
singularly enough, a driver mounted 
on a tame elepeant's neck can ap­
proach the novice with impunity, and 
tighten or slacken the noose round his 
neck or feet.

The cords placed round the logs 
sometimes cut them to the bone, and 
leave marks which endure for the ani­
mal's lifetime. No nourishment is 
given him for several days. This de­
privation of food soon brings down his 
courage, and then it is that bis ap­
pointed driver insures tlio friendly rec­
ognition of the elephant by bringing 
him food and unbinding his limbs.

Carlyle’s Had Luck hi a Biographer.
Mr. Carlyle wrote many letters when 

a young man, and a largo number of 
these are in possession of his niece, 
Mrs. Alexander Carlyle.

Let no third party read 
thorn; lot no printing of them, or any 
part of thorn, be over thought of by 
those who love ine.'" Mr. Froude not 
only violated this injunction, but omitted 
the parts of tho letters most creditable 
to Carlyle. The latter also said in his 
will: "Express biography of me I hud 
really rather that there should be 
nono." Tho unfortunate result is that 
of all men Carlyle husthe most bluntly 
express biography in cold print—Ci«- 
vinnali Commercial Gazelle.

My husband and I were living at a place 
that, when he l>ougbt it, throe years before, 
whs widely known as “Jucksou’s Mills,” 
but, with ownership, it changed unmet.

The maiu building,the grist mill, was built 
dose under a bluff that hung over the race 
for a good portion of its length, so that 
grain delivered in quantities could be de­
posited in the upper story, while all 'Tams” 
were delivered at the w estern door, opening 
oat on the “tuil of tho race.” Just across 
the pond at tho north of this building was 
the suw-iiiilL Between this and the main 
creek (still north), was a long, low, level 
stretch of laud, formiug a complete island, 
through which run the public mad. On the 
hill above the mill was a cabin in which the 
former owner had lived, and which we were 
occupying until we could build on the hill, 
to the west and further down the creek. 
From the cabin we hud a good view of the 
road for a good distance up aud down the 
creek.

One day I asked my husband if he would 
put up a liag if 1 would make one. He 
promised to do so, aud forthwith I took an 
inventory of all avuilable material. A blue 
window-shade, a red curtain, aud some 
muslin lull badly worn) were all I could 
bring to light. Nothing daunted, with the 
belt) of Ella (a little girl of nine years we 
hau taken to raise) aud my little brother of 
eight, 1 commenced work on “our flag.”

You. perkups, think it strange we used 
such shabby material, but, lacking both 
money and opportunity to procure any­
thing bettor, wo decided, first, the flag we 
muni have; next, we would make it out of 
the best wo hud, and trust its lasting quali­
ties to tho tender mercies of the weather.

Wlieu finished, it was quite presentable, 
though not very substantial. Ella, ruy 
brother, aud I, with two little contraband 
boys-bore it in trinmph to the mills, sing- 

ling 1 mettlen of patriotic songs, helped 
raise it to (he most prominent position, 
aud cheered it as lustily as though it were 
made of the richest silk, and tho stars that 
gleamed from its folds, ns the breeze lifted, 
kissed, nud caressed it, were the rarest gems.

It was amusing to watch the effect it had 
on (in war parlance) the "cosesh." As soon 
as they would got in sight they acted as if 
(hey wore connected with the poles of an 
ulectriu battery, forcing every limb into 
violent motion, for, turning their faces 
from it, they would ply whip and spur to 
thoir horses, and tiever draw rein until out 
of sight.

The officers whom Jeff Davis had com­
missioned to recruit a guerrilla force to 
harass the Foderuls, aud oblige them to di­
vide their troops iu Tennessee for garrisou 
duty instead of massing them at the front, 
had but just commenced to euroll their 
men nud were trying to keep it ns much in 
il» dark as possible, for fear, as they said, 
"the ‘Yimksut is useless to writo tho regu­
lation prefix—that is understood) would get 
wind of it and pay them a flying visit be­
fore they were ready.” No halt dozen 
would have dared to haul it down, for I 
think they felt a little shaky wlieu they 
thought of my husband's guns and pistols 
whic.i they failed to press when the war 
broke out.

No open demonstrations wore made for 
two or three mouths.

Hut at lust, one uigbt about midnight, 
we were awakened by haviug pebbles rattle 
agaitisl the corner of the house near our 
bed, nud soon discovered outside a negro 
mau belonging to one of our neighbors, 
who had come to warn us of danger.

Ho said, (’olouol Nappier with one hun­
dred and fifty m*u was at Waved)*, aud 
soiiiu of kis men had been at Ids muster's 
iu the early part of the uigbt. They had 
told his muster they were going to our 
mills, to press all our boiscs, uud tako my 
husband and hn&g him to the nearest tree 
for so boldly floating the Union ling.

You may well imagine sleep fled our 
“ranch" for the rest of tho night. My hus­
band loft immediately after he had arranged 
with (ho men servants to hido til* horses, 
and, for those of them who wauled to. to go 
to tho fori. Wo did not see him or get any 
satisfactory news of him for nearly a 
week.

Such a hiding of things in tho most mi- 
heard-of places would have been amusing 
(o a dhinvivdcd party. Home articles we 
hid that day, for all I know to the contrary, 
aro reposing there yet. as in our hurry win u 
(he troops moved us into (he fort they were 
forgotten.

My husband and all the Union men be­
tween the mills and tho fort had to lake to 
the woods, tvh« r*’ they found a safe refuge 
ill the undergrowlh, which was so tbi"k alt 
through that section as to make it possible 
•or a man to hide so near to the roadside 
Unit he could put out his hand and almost 
(ouch unv one riding by. This feature of 
the country pr»v< d (he salvation of inauy 
• >u Util sides dining tin- war.

My health had quite fo-blo for some 
lime, forcing nc to keep mv bed a good 
portiouof tuidi <lty. uud wlun in a du.v or 
two after our midnight uunsiug Colom-l 
Nappier's men out in un appearance my

little family insisted I should play the in­
valid for All it was wivth,

We were notified of their approach by 
the thunderous hoofls-ats of (heir cavalry. 
When they had all passed Ixutcatb nty win­
dow and out of sight behind the brow of 
tlie bill, on their way to the mills, Ella, 
thinking so larve a company must be 
Federal*, was highly delighted.

Am they Passed the house, one of the men 
bad asked: “His, what are you—Union or 
CeseshV utid'sko bad answered:. “Oh, I'm 
Vniou every lime."

Now she canto miming into my room, 
rejoicing that now mv husband could stay 
at home, that the “Feds" had come.

When informed of her mistake slut 
looked quite bluuk aud a little frightened, 
though still iusi-ting “They must Im>
* Feus,’ for," said she, “they luughed when 
I said I was Union; they would not have 
done that if they were not.”

*Bbe soon recovered, sod again ran out to 
make observations, promising to report to 
me front time to time.

The i'olonel was brought in to me to )« 
introduced, and to tell me upon what terms 
my bnsbiittd could Mura to his home. I 
bml been enutioued taforeliund by friends 
who knew my siroug Uniou proclivities 
and habit* or free stteakiug to be careful 
of what 1 Mid.

I simply asked his terms. Ho said: “ tie 
must take the oath to support the Confed­
eracy,” This t had expected, and had 
schooled tuyscif to “eat humble pie,” but, 
wheu he added “and acknowledge his 
funks," X forgot all my promises of self- 
control, mul, tising on mv elltow, with 
cheek Hushing aud eyes Hashing the indig­
nation I felt, I exclaimed; “Acknowledge 
what?"

He repotted: "Aeknowled.o his faults.”
Iv̂ nswered: “I do not consider he has 

boon guilty of nuy."
Then l Was frowned back into silence by 

friends standing behind (be Colonel, and 
lying back upon my pillow was mate.

lie assured me he would scud a passport 
through his lines, carrying the terms, and 
would also place a guard around the house 
to keep his men from disturbing me.

Soon after he withdrew, little Ella came 
In, breathless with excitement. Iu a dra­
matic, though childish, way she told me 
that from a good position in our front yard 
she had seen the men dash up to the mills, 
disap|>cariiig within only to reappear on the 
roof, tearing down our cherished flag.

Theu begau a scramble for its |>o8ses- 
sion. The weuther had douc its workupdh 
material not too strong at first, and it catuo 
to pieces in their hands. The pieces were 
then tied under their horses'tads, the island 
made into a rnce-traek, and amid cheers 
and yells it was trailed in the dust.

I was atimsed and angered by the report; 
amused at their petty exhibition of spite, 
aud angered at the indignities to the Hag. 
I consoled myself with the thought that it 
was but an humble symbol of a principle 
unconquerable, immortal, aud that its 
counterpart on a grander scale still waved 
o'er Tennessee, aud would eventually wave 
over the whole South.—Ida Glenn, in Chi­
cago Ledger.

Burnt by Their Own Tire.
At the battle of Pine Bluff, Ark., Oct. 

2"), IHilfi, the Union forces included a por­
tion of the First Indiana Cavalry, volunteers. 
I was a member of that regiment. We 
gained the victory, although tho enemy 
outnumbered us ten to out*.

From that statement I do not wish any 
one to infer I think there were no brave, 
good-fighting tncu among the Confeder­
ates. If there hud been uo such meu 
among them, it would not have taken four 
years for us to gain the victory. While 
there were many things against us, a kind 
Providence was certainly on our side uud 
we were thus successful.

The uigbt before the battle was dark nud 
gloomy. We were expecting a tight. Our 
artillery was guarded and our signal guns 
loaded. Colonel Cluytou, of our regiment, 
was in command.

At eight o’clock we were attacked. The

« 8 gave the alarm and nn attempt to 
e signal gnu made with failure. It 
was a brass howitzer; some one hud, dur­

ing the night, withdrawn the load aud it re­
fused to go off.

But wo resisted tho attack from behind 
breastworks made of cotton bales which we 
had placed in formidable shane across each 
street, aud they made capital intreuch- 
ments.
' The enemy fought desperately, coming 

up so close to the cotton biles we could see 
the color of their eyes. They would then 
fire into us and we would rise and return 
their salute while they wero running so fast 
their cont-tnils would stand straight out 
behind them.

Thera were cannon in front of us, can­
non to the left of us, cannon to the right 
of ns, and the Arkansas Diver on the 
north of us, running east and west, so you 
see there was uo way of escape.

The battle raged until alout four o'clock 
p. in., aud the wind was blowing from the 
west, like some of our Kansas winds, so 
they concluded to burn ns oat, as they 
could not whip us out. Tho buildings 
were very dose together, so they set the 
buildings on Hre west of us. The way the 
wiud was coming it did not lake it long to 
get under headway. The black smoke 
curled up in waves* It looked gloomy and 
lonesome for awhile, and still on it came, 
getting closer nud closer until the wind was 
blowing a regular hurricane. The fire 
catuo as near as the third building to us,

Itrobubly about one hundred fe t from our 
>reastworks, and quick as thought the wind 
ceased Mowing from tho west; it was still 

as death for uitout four minutes, and then 
the wind started from the east, blowiug the 
fin* from us.

This seemed to scare tho Confederat-s. 
for they lit out immediately. We chafed 
them until tlark. It was the* cl nugo in the 
course of the wfnd that guiued us the day. 
It was providential.

I think there were ubnut three hundred 
('oufcd<<raU*s killed and woitndiMl alto, 
gethcr, uinl about ono hundred of our M>\ s.

A short time after this I was one of a 
scouting party of thirty who were sent mu 
to see what wo could find. It aas ou the 
third duy as ho were returning, when we 
woro wubiu ten miles of mint', when I, 
with two or three others of the Imy*. con­
cluded wo would gi up to nfuriu-kousu 
aud get something (n eat.

Wo did so, and soon spied a smoke, 
house, in which wo found some good large 
hums. Wo ea h helped ourselves to two of 
them, nud, returning to our horses, tied 

; them together uud throw them across our 
wmldh s.

Wo imd scarcely started on. wheu, hear- 
ing thundering noises behind us. w« found 
we weie puroieil by about three hundred 
Confederates, at lull speed.

You should haveg'eii its fly! After we 
1 n I run about a m b- my horse jump' d a 
ditch, coming down hard on (It- other ••id *. 
The strinu hroke.and u'uiv went the in>*at.

Providence wasn't lookingalt -i'noMt th.it 
dnv, evidently.

Iu conclusion I would say, I was down in 
the southern puit of Ark.m as iu IMg. and 
f saw a great many ex-< 'ouf#d>*rate a udu-rw. 
We talked over our war ejqs.rieneiH, and 
had a good lime. Tim <'onfe>lemt<* soldiers 
were fighting for what they thought light, 
the I'uio'i sohlieJH wen* lighting for wjj .l 
they thought right, bnt now ilm war mover. 
We are all Americans, Ni.r.li and Snu:h: 
united we slund. A. l>. th’ftrk. m t'himyu

we encamped about six miles from Gottis- 
burg. Mug in the First Corps, under Gen­
eral Hcynohls, and on July 1 wo wore 
double-quicked most of the way to tho 
town, by way of tho Kiutuotshurg road. 
This took um by tho seminary mid across 
the Baltimore turnpike. Then we filed to 
the right, and at once found ourselves iu a 
verv hot place.

Tbo Confederates opened firo upon us 
from a small niece of woods, if mv memory 
scrvoM tue right twenty.threc years is aloug 
time, and events got very dim in that lime, 
utilesN they are strongly impre**t d upon 
the miiul), and we were hotly i ngaged un­
til about four o'clock in the afternoon, 
when our right gave way and let the enemy 
ou our Hank. Hero wo suffered h uvv 
losses, our regiment going iu with :i'24 men 
and twcnty-lhreo officers, and coming out 
with fifty men uud three officers.

1 saw a Confederate color-sergeant rise 
up and attempt to get over a log fence ut 
this point, bat he fell with fifty Imllets 
through him. We fell hack through the 
town and took up a position ou Cemetery 
Hill, where wo had s comparatively quiet 
timo of it during tlm night.

Next dsv fill three o’ch»ck in the after­
noon little was done hut count un our 
leases, when tho hardest artillery tire I over 
saw took place. We had heard artillery 
before at Frederickshuig, Antietaiu, and 
Chaneellorsville, Imt nothing would begin 
with this, f have often wondered how uny 
ono escaped deutli iu such a bail-storm of 
shot and shell.

On the third day we were marched to tho 
right of tho cemetery aud placed in sup- 
tmrt of a thirty-two-pouud buttery. It was 
a warm day and the suu au<l tho licat from 
the battery made it almoHt unendurable; 
several cnscs of sunstroke occurred hero, 
and wo lust a numM by sharpshooters. 
Later we moved in a hurry to the sup|>ort of 
the Second Corps, which was receiving tho 
celebrated charge of Pickett, aud hero I 
saw dead men—blue aud gray--till the 
sight was sh keniug.

Then we took the front line, and I was 
detailed on picket. My right-hand com­
rade was killed boforo wo r* ached the lute, 
which was posted where tho Confederate 
line of battle lmd been, and still was. it 
scorned to mo by the number loft on the

f[round. Wtthiu twenty feet of whero I 
ay, i;o loss than t* u dead or wounded men 
woro ou ibe ground, tho wounded crying 

for water. It was a sight such as I hope 
never to cast eves on again.

We could do nothing for them, as, while 
daylight lasted, to rui-e your hetul uMive 
tho bottom rail of tho fence meant one to a 
dozen bullets iu the immediate neighbor­
hood.

Ttiero was nothing for tue to do hut to 
lie there and hear those terrible groans, and 
as the night woro away their voices grow 
fainter and fainter, some already hushed iu 
death, some asking for water, some to l>o 
moved, and I oven heard men ask for some 
one to shoot them, and end thoir suffering. 
I was used to war and buttle scenes, but 
nothing likj this hud I over seen, nor have 
I since. When the first streak of day show­
ed itself in tho east I bailed it w*ith joy, aud 
fouud tbo Uniou soldiers “mouarchs of all 
they surveyed". W. W. Joslix,

COM) FEIST IIKJ1MIIIKS.
Nome IIIiiIhThat May lie r*eful to Nailer* 

Ini tluumalty.

‘‘('"Id feet and headaches go hand in 
hand, ns it were," said a physician con­
nected with ono of the eit.v hospitals. 
"The jhtsoji who has cold feet is almost 
sure to have violent nervous headache*. 
Why? Because the blood not circulat­
ing ill tho extremities is crowded into 
the upper portion of the body anil 
exerts an undue pressure upon the 
blood-vessels of tlie brain. Nothing 
causes congestion of the internal or­
gans more quickly than this erowding 
of the blood into the b<>dv that shoiiht 
circulate freely to and tiirough tlie ex­
tremities. The trouble increase-, in pr<»- 
portion to the continuance of tlie prac­
tice of ignoring the m etis of the feet. 
The bloial-vessels of tin* extremities In­
come thickened uml narrowed by the 
lack of How of the vital fluid, and thus 
the difficulties are perpetuate,!, per­
sons suffering in this way and who ia 
not to a greater or less extent- should 
souk their feet every night in warm 
water ami take plenty of outdoor ever* 
rise. This counteraets the tendency to 
congestion, enlarges the vc**eN. and 
helps permanently to relieve the feet of 
their special tendency to colilne-s.

"Tho conventional shoe, perhaps, 
does more to keep the feet cold that! 
any other one thing. A loos** .shoe, I 
know, is quite as uncomfortable us u 
tight one. I know, also, that a #dioe 
should lit as closely as a stocking. But 
where it should 1m* tight is around the 
ankle, across the instep, and around 
the arch of the foot ami heel, it should 
have, however, a hai.se upper find a largo 
sole. The holies of the f»«it Heed plenty 
of room for movement. A loose shoe 
is quite as productive of corns and 
other discomforts as one that pinches; 
hut if it pulls the muscles of the feet 
awry, pinches up the hones in one place 
and lets them spread out in another, 
until they can have no natural action, 
the circulation must la* interfered with. 
Women are more troubled with cold 
feet than men. In fact they are more 
generally afflicted with diseases of the 
feet than men. There arc very few 
women that do not have corrugated 
nails, nud yet there is m» more need of 
it than that they should have mis­
shapen nails ou their fingers. Have 
you ever noticed at the seashore that 
occasionally you see a woman with 
every nail on her feet threaded by 
rough lines, and the color, instead of 
being a bright, healthy pink, is yellow 
and unhealthy? Then you have seen 
tlie results of improperly dressing the 
foot. Again, von see tho same disease 
manifest itself in little lmles that look 
as if the nail hail been worm-eaten anil 
was full of little hollow pits. A poor 
circulation of the blood, resulting from 
indigestion, malaria, or squeezing the 
feet, is tho cause of all this.

“Almost all the troubles of the feet 
aro unnecessary. Caution ami common 
sense will prevent them. Of course, 
there aro some forms of joint disease, 
gouty and rheumatic inflammations, foi 
instance, which the possessor is not di­
rectly responsible for, but oven these, 
if taken in time, can bo cured. Feet 
that perspire should bo w ashed every 
night and rubbed with a weak solution 
of carbolic acid. The stockings should 
be changed daily, and the shoes should 
have insoles that con be changed as 
often as tho stockings. Tho soldiers of 
tho Bavarian army are required to batho 
their feet every day and anoint them 
with a pomade made of mutton tallow 
and salicylic acid. This prevents un­
due perspiration and keeps the feet 
from becoming diseased. Most feet 
cun bo kept healthy and soft by soak­
ing them in hot water before retiring 
and using ammonia and soap freely. 
Then they should be rubbed briskly 
with a rough hath-t<>wel and have a 
small portion of glycerine spread over 
them, ('aro must be taken, however, 
to uso good soup. Bad soap is the be­
ginning of many evils. Much of tho 
most highly perfumed artich s known 
to the trade is made from the refuse 
of rendering houses and is fu-H-of alkali. 
Such soaps are positively injurious, 
Plenty of good soap, warm water, a 
frequent change of dressing, ami i-lmcs 
that tit the foot w ill prevent any trouble 
of a local character, cure corns and 
bunions, and prevent headaches and 
cold feet, and sensible shoes and cure of 
the feet will oftentimes do in a week 
what medicines atul tho doctor could 
never accomplish."
