Koch child 
was submitted to un examination umlor 
tho koeu eyes of artists aud physicians, 
and to each was accorded a certain 
nuiulmrof |K>ints, jnst oh tho judges in 
a dog show look over tho animals 
Brought to them.

From an eye observer who sent a 
communication to Jinhijhooit wo qimto 
us follows: “To a long wooden hall, 
or Casino us it is ambitiously called, 
tho dozens of proud parents daily briug 
their tiny candidates for tho honor of 
medals and mention, and there they sit 
waiting until the physicians, artists, 
und members of tlie city government 
shall form a jury ready to  prooounco 
upon each little ono. Nothing is inoro 
amusing than to stroll through this 
hall. The heat is quito phenomenal 
for a Parisian public place, and is all 
tho more necessary because the babies, 
male and female, are submitted quito 
nude to the inspection of the jury. As 
the parents arrive, the husband proud­
ly bears the undressed baby in his arms 
to a great table on which it is posed 
W ore tho jurors. Little girl babies 
usually givo the jury but small trouble, 
but the boys aro more aggressive.

One l»eueficial result of this congress 
was thut physicians were able to point 
out to expectant parents defects which 
lmd been overlooked, and which ought 
early to bo discovered ami provided 
for. Parent# who thought their babies 
were fit for a prize were instructed by 
physicians that the babies lmd umbili­
cal hernia, rickets, paralyzed muscles, 
deformities of tho bones, or other de­
fects, the early recognition of which 
made it possible to remedy them. Many 
of tho children ofiered were ruled out 
as not admissiblo on account of such 
defects, and of course only those physi­
cally perfect and artistically beautiful 
gained high points in prizes.

We should not lie at all surprised to 
hear that there was much dissatisfac­
tion und bickering among tho exhibit­
ors, as is usual at one of our dog shows. 
But certainly it is u very useful feature 
of the utluir that parents were made to 
see the imperfections in their own 
children, and furthermore it resulted 
in dissemination among parents uud 
nurses of a considerable amount of 
vuliiablo information on the subject of 
how to raise prize b.ihies. If such com­
petitions could become as general as 
dog shows, u vast amount of work 
could l>e accomplished by them. Homo 
such stimulus is needed to  improve the 
hygiene of iufuiiey.—Hr. Foote's Health 
M o n th  l  if.

The 
Apocrypha mentions the circumstance 
that Mattathios died by misadventure 
at 140. The Countess of Arundel (temp. 
Charles I.) employed a Mrs. Gamp of

Letters anil Number*.
The Greeks used the letters of the 

alphabet for numerals. Tho cumber­
some system used by tho Homans, and 
culled after them, consisted of strokes 
(I 11 I I I  III1) to indicate the four 
fingers, and two strokes joined (V) to 
represent tho hand, or five fingers. 
Ten was a picture of two hands, or 
twoV 'u(X). But when tho Homans 
aud Greeks worked at the higher 
mathematics, or attempted hard sums 
in arithmetic, they aro much more 
likely to have used letters, in order to 
avoid tho clumsiness of these numer­
als; in other words, they used what 
looked like a kind of algebra. Wo 
know that they tried to simplify tho 
ltoman numerals at Home by making 
four and nine with three strokes in­
stead of four, by placing an I  before 
the V, ami an I  before the X. (IV and 
XX).

Our iiHo of tho numerals which wo 
cull “Arabic" is comparatively recent, 
and it is believed that the Arabs got 
these numbers from India several cen­
turies after the Korun was written, or 
about eight hundred years after Christ.

Whether the Indian numerals wero 
originally part of soiuo ancient alpha- 
l>ct, or a series of shortened signs orig­
inally somewhat like the Honmn mini- 
ends that we still use, is not really 
decided.

Tlie numbers nsed by tlie peoples of 
India who wrote in Sanskrit were very 
like the figures 1, 2, it, 4, 5, <>, 7, H, It, 
and 0, that we use to-day. Kvou closer 
resemblatii'cs will be found if one goes 
back to tho earliest forms of our num­
erals; for, during the last thousand 
years, our numbers havo undergone 
some slight changes. Together with 
these numerals, the Arabs learned from 
India lmw to do sums by algebra. For 
ulgcbra, though un Arabic word, is a 
science of which tho Arabs were ignor­
ant before they roached India.

Jt may bo said that the invention of 
these numerals and of algebra for the 
higher mathematics stamps the <>ld 
Hindoos as ono of the most wonderful 
races of the world.—Henry Jickfortl, 
in St. S ic  ho'an.

Achtomerits IV lik h  Ih irw la  Should Have 

Llvwl to Not*.

There is not a man or a boy hut has a 
wonderful story to tell alnmt his horse, 
nr liis dog, or bis cat. Homo tell mar­
velous snake stories, others strain the 
imagination with yarns about quail and 
elk; others still addle the brain with 
lies about llslies. Few |K*rsoiis have a 
great deal to say almut insects, yet it is 
in fhu doss of insects, e*|>ccia11y 
iiymenopteroiiH insects, that the 
scurcher finds strongest proofs of intel­
ligence. Among the most familiar of 
this intellectual trilm are tho bee and 
wasp. Everybody can tell you about 
the former, of its method of gathering 
und storing honey, and its curious sys­
tem of home-rule government, repre­
sentation without taxation, communism, 
etc. Tho writer has his little story of 
a wasp, a common black wasp, closest 
of kin to the red fellow that stings till 
it is weary, and lirst cousin to the dis­
reputable creature that daulm mud all 
orertha ceiling of vacant rooms and 
among the rafters iu garrets. Like 
most other good, true stories, this one 
is vouched for by men«>f fair reputa­
tion. I t is not exaggerated in the 
least*

The butcher, for ex­
ample, or tho ogg merchant cannot 
adulterate his waros, but he may have 
several iiualitios; and there is a stage at 
which all animal foods arrive, when 
kept in shops, which renders them to a 
largo oxtent |K)isimous, and this is os 
bad if nut worse than adulteration.

Wo often hoar it said that shop eggs, 
as they are colled, are good enough for 
frying, with Imcon for example. This 
is a positive mistake; an egg that has 
even a suspicion of stateness almut it is 
deleterious to health, nut to say danger­
ous, no matter whether it bo fried or 
boiled. And the same may he said of 
flesh moats of all kinds and 1 will not 
except a bare or veusion. I  am quite

J prepared to have this little sentence 
moli-poohod by the robust and healthy, 
only add that I  adhero to i t ; that I 

liave tho cfarage of my convictions, and 
furthermore, that I  havo invalids and 
dys)>epticH, and those with delicate di­
gestions, in my thoughts as I  w rite.

I  grant you, my healthful athlete, 
who can tramp over the moors with

Sim and bag from morniug dawn till 
ewy evo and never feel tired, that tho 

eating of loug*kept game may not seem 
to injure you, hut the bare fact that 
piquant sauces and stimulants are 
needed to aid its digestion is exceed­
ingly suspicious. There are two ani­
mals in particular that like their food 
high and tender; ono is tlio crocodile, 
the other our fricud, tlio dog. Both 
havo wonderfully strong digestive pow­
ers; littte inferior, in point of fact, to 
that of tho oBtrich, a!suit which bird so 
many fanciful stories havo been written 
and told.

I t  may lio said, without much fear of 
contradiction, thut auy kind of food or 
any mixed diet or meal which requires 
tho aid of stimulant, either of the na­
ture of condimeut of wines, is not salu­
tary. Biich diet us this is a tax upon 
tho whole system, and causes liout and 
discomfort, and a feverish state of tho 
blmid, which cun only end in debility 
of tho nervous system and moro or less 
of prostration.

But those who would obtain the 
greatest amount of health and comfort 
from tho food they cat must bo most 
careful in its selection. Leaving 
idiosyncrasy out of count, for the pres­
ent, although every one ought to know 
what agrees with him mid what does 
not, there are niunv tilings connected 
with the value and digestibility of food 
obtained from various sources that 1 do 
well to remiud the reader ot.—Catmell'H 
Magazine,

The Formation of a Feather.
In the skin of a fowl, wlioro a feuthei 

is to appear, tliore is to bo soon a little

1)it, and at tho bottom of this rises a 
ittlo mound or pyramid. Around this 

pyramid certain little grooves extend, 
deeper at tho base, and seemiug to 
radiate from ono lurgo groovo at one 
side, all growing shallower, and finally 
disappearing at tho top. Tho whole 
pyramid is covered with a skin (ami- 
posed of tho sumo scales or flattened 
cells as these which cover the whole 
body. Iu tho ordinary process of 
growth tho now formations on tlio sur­
face of tho body throw off as uffeto 
matter the older portions of tho skin; 
but boro they aru retained, and become 
ho closely united to each other that they 
form a sort of horny coat, more or less 
strong (according to its ago), over the 
surfaco of tho pyramid. As nuw cells 
grow at tho base, they push up this 
little horny protuboraueo till it breaks 
nt its thinnest point, which is opposite 
tho largo groove. Thou, as nmv growths 
still push it forward and Hatton it, it 
assumes tho form of a feather, tho rhlge 
in thu main furrow', or grooves, form 
tho separate barbs of tlm vein. When 
all this woh of the feather is completed 
the pyramid loses its grooves and be­
comes smooth. AH parts arc of equal 
thickness, aud so hard as not to break 
easily, but remain tulmlar, and form a 
quill, which is attached to what remains 
of tho pyramid. Tlm Huger nails, aud 
even single hairs, uro developed aud 
formed in tlm same way, and every one 
who lias injured a nail und lost it knows 
liy how long u process, hoiiio  throe or 
four mouths, tlm missing finish to Ills 
digit is being reproduced.—If’/xro/tsin

MECHANICAL.

I t is reported that at Dresden the ex­
periment haa been tried of plfteinga 
nickel lightning-rod on a bnilding. The 
advantagoN claimed for the metal are 
that, 1 icing non-eorrodible, it will last 
longer than iron, and will also keep 
bright at tho points, which latter is 
very essential to the efficiency of rods 
as conductors of eleotrioity.

A p a t e n t  for an improved hot-air 
furnaco consists of a ahull of metal 
plates, ono or more transverse air-heat- 
nig plates and a hot-air cap or dome. 
Both tho sholl and tho trans­
verse plates are constructed so 
as to allow tlie circulation 
of tho air to be heated, and are ar­
ranged to diachargo tho aomo into tho 
dome.

Thk nso of naphtholeno as a wood 
preservative is largely practised in 
Scotland, the action of tho naphthalene 
Wing to destroy all albuminoid com­
pounds in the wood, leaving it dry and 
ohun to handle, and with only a faint 
aromatic smell. Tho naphthalene is 
ludtmlin a vessel capable of Wing 
tight! v sealed, and the wood is laid in 
it until experience shows that tho satu­
ration is complete. Tho tomj>eraturo 
at which timWr ia treuted is kept as 
low as jMiHsihlo, so as not to injure tho 
filler.

A Gkiimax writer recommends tho 
use of paraffine in the place of corks or 
other stoppers for the iiernictioal seal­
ing of IsittlcH containing liquids which 
have a tendency to ferment or other­
wise deteriorate by coming in contact 
with the air. This, lio aavs, is particu­
larly applicable to saccluiriuo juices of1 
all kinds. Those are poured white hot 
into perfectly dry bottles, which are 
HIli'il m arly to thu lip ; they are then 
ullowcd to Ntaud and rest until cold,, 
during which time all air bubbles will 
rise to the stirfuee; thially a small quan­
tity of melted paraffine is poured over 
tin1 top, when it forms a Hrm, solid 
coat on cooling, ttWut tho tenth of 
un inch thick./ Huch a paraffine stopper 
has the advantage of being easily ro- 
iiKivubb* when tho contents of the l»ot- 
lie are required for use, and the par­
affine cun ho collected and used again.

Tin: principal material used in the 
manufacture of paper used in Tonkin is 
the paper tree, which grows in abun­
dance on tho mountains in the envirous 
of Kohtuy. The dried bark is macer­
ated and then rubbed up in mortars, so 
as to reduce it to a Hue pulp, the latter 
being extended with a certain quantity 
of water, in order to form a clear paste, 
which is sized with an infusion made 
from thu shavings of the gomaotree. 
The pu|H*r is manufactured sheet by 
sheet, by mentis of delicate bamboo 
screens, which the operators alternately 
dip into the paste und take out there­
with a thin sheet of paper, w hich is do- 
posited upon a hoard. At the end of 
the day these sheets an* put into a press 
in order to extract the moisture from 
them, and aru Jhcu dried bv placing 
them, one by one, upon a hot masonry 
wall, after which they are put up in 
packages and trimmed. Each operative 
makes u thousand sheets a day. Tho 
thickness of thu pnjrfu* depends upon 
tlie consistency of tlie paste, und at olio 
establishment ah many us HO.tkNi sheets 
are capable of being pnxlueed dully.
, Is  connection with thu sewerage sys­
tem of Boston a novel inc'hnd was 
tried for obtaining the height of test 
water in small test pipes driven iuto 
the ground so as to test the effect of 
pumping upon the height of the ground 
water. ’About twenty small pipes were 
driven iuto the ground below the sur­
face of the soil water, and meusuro- 
im ids taken twice a day of the height 
of water standing in these tubes. Tho 
elevation of the top of each pipe being 
accurately ascertained, the exact dis­
tance to the water surface in th” pipo 
was obtained aa follows; To the ring of 
an ordinary metallic tape a small lead 
plumb was attached by a wire hook; 
Hu* top of this plumb wuh Hat, aud in a 
hole to one side of its center was forced 
a cork, ami in this cork a needle wiri 
lixed upright, eve down, so that its 
point was just on a line with tin* bottom 
of tho tape ring. A small bit of mo- 
tallie potassium was put mi tho nnedlo- 
point und tho tape lowered into tho 
pipe. The instant the potassium 
touched tin* water it ignited explosively, 
and tin* Hash and sound both gave tlm 
exact moment for reading on tin* tupu 
the required depth of tho water lim*.

In tho last days of June, JW13V I lay with 

*omo hundred* of others iu tho Nt. .fames 
Hospital iu Now Oihaus. I bad Won 
brought down from Fort Jlndson with sev­
eral host loads of our vToanded. Hoveral 
large 1 ospita* of ttio groat city of the 
South were Alio t with our disabled sal- 
diw . A call was one day seut around to 
these places for comuhscento to go on ur­
gent gnard duty at a distance. I was sick 
of tho hospital, uager to get back to ser­
vice, and Veiug able to walk about, not­
withstanding the tall In my body (which is 
still thore), I asked to be detailed. It was 
done at once, sud then I discovered thut I 
was to bo second iu command of an exi**- 
dition which a perfectly well mail might 
have legnrdt-d as a serious affair. It was 
no less thati the conveying of nearly five 
hundred Confederate prison r* by steamer 
to Fortress Stourue.

The circumstances making this step nec­
essary were pcculLr, und a bth-f reference 
to them will show how close and doubtful 
waa the straggle in the Southwest, ns well 
as in Virgiuia nud Peniv-ylvnuia, iu the 
early summer of that criticul year. The 
great torment was going oa up the river at 
Vicksburg and Fort iiwl#oi>, but neither 
armies nor guuboits hud us yet mnd • much 
impression on those strongholds. The 
Confederate General Tavlor had captured 
all our western jwxrts iu Louiriuiia, and was 
actually blockading the river nt Dojiuhlsnu- 
ville, driving back gunlsMt* nml supnly- 
steamors. There was one week wheu W  
Orleans could not communicate w ith our 
little army that was holding like grim d oth 
to the investment of Fojt Hudson, though 
wasting With disease aud the bullet. In 
the defense of the city there were barely 
two thousand men* nuder that stauuch vet­
eran of the old army, General William H. 
Emory. The rebellious element was ex­
ultant uml aggressive, and hod to t>o held 
down with a firm huuil. Over at Algiers 
the prisoners J have mentioned were con­
fined in the Hclteville Iron Works. U waa 
feared that Taylor might send a detach-* 
ment some night down that side of the 
river, and liberate them. Hence the urgent 
need of tbeir immediate removal to the 
North.

Our guard was assembled on the deck of 
the side-wheel steamer L'uhawtm, consist- 
ing of four officers and eighty-two enlisted 
men. The senior officer wus Colonel A. J. 
llavis, who has since been Governor of 
Texus. He was a good officer; but as he 
was on leave of absencs, and not particu­
larly pleased to command eighty-two men. 
everything fell to me from the first. Our 
guard was indeed a tony lot. Very few of 
them had uny business outside (be hospital; 
moftl of them Were ouly slowly recovering 
from severe wounds, or disease; somo 
could Urely stand up and hold u musket. 
Hut nothing better could b.* spared from 
the defences of New Orleans ut that tre­
mendous time, und I was fain to muko the 
best of H.

Our boat lay tip to the levee At Algiers, 
and the prisoners were inarched aboard. 
They bad been well fed, and appeared 
good-natured, which at first seemed strange 
iu thefi'ane of men who were about to he 
conveyed more thati a thousand miles from 
home; but before Wc reached the fortress 
l katf good reason to think that most of 
them had seen fighting enough, and were 
glad to be out of tho way of it--for a time, 
ut least. A perfect avalanche of very 
beautiful and very rebellious ladies from 
the city came over to bid them adieu, many 
of them having friends uud relative* 
among them, and to g<d jterruission to con­
tribute some delicacies to tbeir comfort. I 
succeeded in gettiug the last of these 
gentle dame* ashore about one hour after 
we should have been under way, and at 
loettbo Cuhawba wus steaming down the 
great uiuddy river.

At thut season of the year we were sure 
to have a quick pas-age aud a calm sea; 
and in five day*, if I remember correctly, 
we steamed in between tho capo* mid 
nuchored in the rouds opposite Fort Mon­
roe.

I hud Wen anxious tmd vigilant, up to 
this time, kuowiug that my guard could be 
little depended upon iu an emergency. I 
bad made the best dispositions pos«iMe for 
tli* comfort aud feeding, as well us the 
safekeeping, of the prisoners, nml aided by 
the two Lieutenants I kept oeaseloss watch, 
night and day, to Ihi nsmircd that tho 
guards were doing their duty, mid that the 
prisoners were safe. Thu latt r most 
agreeably disappointed me. There was 
neither revolt, disturbance, nor any sign of 
trouble; everything went well on the voy. 
age; and as l  stood by the gang-plank as 
our euplives went over into tho smull 
steamer that was to deliver them at the 
fortress, several of them shouted a good- 
nutured "Good-hy” to me. One wild sou 
of Texn* I particularly rciuentiwr, who 
looked cleverly at me us he passed, aud 
said:

"I say, Faptaiu. we dou't want any wore 
iigbtin’ with you fellows.”

At the fortrosx we heard the gloriou* 
nows of the victory at Gettysburg.' It *- 
malniug here hut a few hour*, the Calmw- 
ho went on to New York, where J wa* 
landed with my guard at Governor'* Island, 
to await transportation hack to Now Or­
leans, The men wer» comfortably housed 
In the hurruck*, while I enjoyed the hos- 
pitahties of three or four young MeuP-n. 
ant* of the regular army, one of whom wa* 
a cripple from a severe wound received a 
year before on the Feninsiila. The post 
wa* commanded by Olomd Gusiaui* V. 
Loomis, a grizzled votcnui of the la*t war 
with England, who had the strange habit, 
which sceiued peculiar to lu.inv of the 
regular officers, of making himself as dis* 
agreeable ns possibly to (be volunteers at 
first aeqnuintuuce, aud afterward making 
full amend* tor it hv extreme kindness,

We remmued hen* uhout four days, dur­
ing which cumo tin* Welcome news of the 
fall of Vicksburg, wircli made it certain 
that Fort Hudson must go down also. I 
was congratulating myself on tliu cn\v sued 
1 should have on the passage buck to New 
Orleans, when ih»i*e pleasing nnticipnti< n* 
were rudely dispell' d hv a written order 
vshi' h was handed me hv Lieutenant Fikc, 
of the garrison, and the veibul explanation 
which ncroiiipniiied it:

“We're very glad of the r) line® lo make 
you nml vmir guard u*cful on your return."

Nobody said anything 
openly, and nobody looked particularly
Jueascd. I dismissed them; sent a sergeant 
opont half-a-dozen gourds, with iuslrue. 

tiou*, aiul saw thut the main Imdy was well 
established in their quarters Ih-Io w , amid­
ships, with their muskets loaded, bayonets 
fixed, aud nil ready for an emergency. 
Then i went to dinner in the saloon. The 
cabin passengers were about a dozen 
office! p of our department, returning from 
leaves of absence, and General Erankliu 
and staff, going down to serve iu Louininuu. 
Kevernl ladFs w ere also aboard. Lieutenant 
Hall was the only officer of my guard who 
was atill with me, and it is duo to him to 
say thut in the trying time (hat was before 
me le  seconded mu faithfully. I trust 
that he is *t 11 Alive, aud that be may read 
this sketch, when ho will certainly attest its 
fidelity.

Du the whole voyage down J bad one 
Appreheupion. which made me more vigi­
lant, if posaiblc, than f had been on the 
Cabuwbo. It wai that there might lie both 
seamen And engineer* among this crowd; 
that they might make an attempt to over.

Eower the guard, seize tho steamer, and run 
er ashore as we passed down in plain 
Night of the low Florida coast. I dou't sup­

pose any such imagination troubled Gen­
eral Fruuklin, or tho surly old master of 
tho Matun/.as; hut 1 hud rend of just such 
an occurrence that year, and I believed it 
lo be at least pop >ible. To several of the 
best aud most reliable of the squad 1 gave 
instruction* to < verheur all the eonv» na ­
tion | oslihle umoug tile prisoners, without 
seeming to do so. Their report showed 
nothing dangerous. There wus a good deal 
of grumbling, ctqs-ciully over llie rations— 
which, by the way, were better than l had 
enjoyed in our ririe-piU before Fort Hud- 
Hon—aud the prisoners were generally 
sulky. ■ThuJ

In due time we steamed into the great, 
wide, brown channel knuwu as toe Woutu- 
west Fuss of the Mississippi. We should 
be all night, aud more, ascending the 
river/uud i knew that here were excellent 
opportunities to escape. How-bouts, tug*, 
craft of all kiuds were passing us, bound 
down; and, indeed, a passable swimmer 
could easily make the shore, burling the 
chance of having his leg nipped off by an 
alligator. I asscmlded tue prisoners again, 
and told them that they must uow go be­
low, but, as New Orleans was ouly a few 
hours from us, their confinement would 
not Ih) loug.

And now the lurkiiig devil liegan to show 
himself! One by one they came, slowly 
and unwillingly, to the fore-ladder, amt 
passed down. I scut a corporal to hurry 
them >m with bis bayonet. Scowl* and 
looks of rage were directed to mu as they 
descended; muttered curses and clinched 
fitfi* were seen, but I overlooked it all. Ho 
long us there wus not opeu and tlugrant 
resistance, and since the w hole di*agree- 
able buduess was *o near over, 1 deter­
mined to buve uo unnecessary trouble. 
'Toward the last, one of the worst-visuged 
of the whole cuiuo along, and exclaimed, 
with uu oath,

"J'd like to see that fellow." indicating 
me, "put down there himself, und see how 
he likes it."

Approving cries of "Good!" "Yes, sir!" 
etc., came from (he other*. 'Thi* cuuduct 
I could not pass over; it might lend to 
Hoiuetbing worse. I determined to punish 
him. I put my hand uu his shoulder and 
pushed hliu aside. i 

"Ell put you In another place,” I said. 
Never dreaming of resistance, 1 was 

looking the other wav, to sue if tin1 Prison­
ers continued to go down, when this mini 
violently thrust me aside, and with unoatli 
sprang down the ladder. Yell* of delight 
Lom Mow greeted this exploit.

It has lately bden proponed tu 
examine tho stomach by causing tho 
patient to swallow an electric lamp, 
w hich will illutiiiiiato it sufficiently to 
show something of its condition through 
tho integuments.

We know thut sunlight has consider­
able chemical energy and also thut sun­
stroke, to which light-coniplcxioncd 
people are especially liable, is more 
dcjM-ndent on light than on mere tem­
perature; und such being the case, the 
value of uu effective veil or screen ex­
tending over tho whole laxly may be 
very groat, even though accompanied 
with considerable absorption of beat 
and rousting of tho cuticule, which is 
itself insensible. The shading eff ect of 
thuLliic'kuiisn is, in fact, due to tho con­
version of light into heat.

Rock* from (bo Kky.
Meteoric stones, in single masses and 

in show'ers, have fallen from the 
atmosphere a t various, and in many 
cases uncertain, periods, throughout 
tho world. The largest of these me­
teoric bodies known until tlm past few 
years is in the provinee of Tuctinititi, in 
South America, in the midst of an cx- 
tenrivo plain. It weighs 1)0,00!)pounds. 
A mass in the Imperial Faiunet, in 
Vienna, was brought from Agram, in 
Fivatiu, whore it fell iu 1751. It wus 
seen by tho inhabitants while fulling 
from the air, and is said to have ap­
peared fike a globe of tiro. Frofossor 
Fulhis, in hi* travels in Kihoriti, found 
u mass in the mountains of Kemir, 
weighing l,t>H0 pounds, which the in­
habitants told him fell from the skv, 
About 150 miles from Jhihiu, jji Jlrazil, 
is a mass of erystaline texture weighing 
14,ihhi pounds. There is a specimen in 
a cabinet at New Haven, Conn., weigh- 
ing ff.tHHt pounds, whieii was brought 
from tlie Ked Diver Valley, in Louisi­
ana. The largo*! known
descended on u farm in the Township 
of ('layhvilb', Fa., lust, summer. A 
number of week* after the a roljte wa* 
seen to fall, it was discovered by Fro- 
lessor F.nietiek, of William and Mary 
College.
