The Great Un m  oT England.
England's big guns are made of liars 

such as that iuat descrilied, coiled 
spirally, ami weldud into solid moss by 
the hammer. Those red hot furnaces 
contain •  straight bar; at n word the 
door fa slightly raised, and with huge 
nlp|iers its bead fa seized by loops nude 
for ibe purpose. A aleam winch draws 
out tbe glowing iiiosm, and brings it toa 
horizontal capstan fixed Iwforo the door. 
A water I lose fa turned upon the loop, 
and while it blackens under the chill a 
stalwart fellow, wielding a heavy alodgo, 
fixes tbe loop ou n nut projecting from 
tbe capstan wheel. Tiion tbo machine 
revolves with resistless force, curling 
the hot metal round and round on its 
drum neatly and smoothly, and os cosily 
aaono of Jordan-Marsh's girls would 
wind ribltoti. Ho the coil fa formed, 
whether for tho breech piece or tbe 
bodfv of the gun, or for its jacket. This 
again is coolo.l, and after a while fa re­
fined for welding under tho hammer.

You ought to sod the Woolwich 
hammer. It weighs fortv tons sheer 
weight, and wbeu it dro|w it falls forty 
feet on to a block that rests on spiles, 
massive masonry and enormous quanti 
ties of iron. Between two great shafts 
this hammer fa snsi^ended, a solid block, 
which, driven from almve by steam, 
and gathering imimtua as it fall, strikes 
with a force of many hundred tons. A 
veteran workman‘ has charge of this 
massive hammer. He starts and drops 
it by a touch of his thumb and finger. 
I saw an open face watch laid dow n on 
tbe block; then lie dropi>ed tbe hammer, 
and be stopiMMl it just in time to break 
tbe crystal—and nothing more. They 
call this lost operation of the furnace 
the Hgreat beat/ and about every mon­
arch there is in Eurotie lias seen it, just 
as I  did yesterday. While I am won­
dering what they thought aliout it, tbe 
furnace to lie emptied fa tiring with im­
patience. Through the interstices of 
its great door blue, red and purple 
flames are leaping onl A huge crane 
swings round a pair of piucers, at tbe 
cud of which a dozen Britons cluster. 
The door rises a little, the white light 
blinds us, anJ, although I am at least 
twenty yards away, tbe beat bums tuy 
face uncomfortably. Water fa throw n 
into the awful gap, and then tbe men 
perceive their prey. The huge arms 
part and firmly close, tbe door rises to 
its fullest extent, a clash of tbe crane 
gear, a about from the men and out it 
comes, easily and softly, a monstrous 
coil. The crane swings alwut and 
places it on end ui>on the anvil. Then 
tho hammer falls, shakiug the solid 
floor beneath us, crushing tba red-hot 
mass inches down at a Tdow, welding 
its coils together so that they can never

Irart. But tho inside hollow has Iwen 
mocked out of slm]>e by this process, 

so, when the tube lias been reduced to 
its proper length, a solid mandril is 
deftly slipped betwixt tha hammer and 
tbe iron. For two or three blows the 
contracted coil attempts resistance-* but 
t gives way, and the mandril slips to 

Ats base, as into butter. Then tha great 
pincers are used again, and it drops tho 
mass on its side, where again it fa bat­
tered and struck all around. The 
irregularities caused by all tbfa ham­
mering are afterward removed by the 
plane; as I  have already mentioned, 
and theu the gun is made by other ma­
chinery,—Con Jiotlon Herald.

Hew Iren Breaks.
Hundreds of existing railway bridges 

which curry twenty trains a day with 
perfect safety would breuk down quickly 
under twenty trains per hour; writes a 
British civil engineer. This fact 
was forced on my attention nearly 
twenty years ago by the fracture of a 
number of iron girders of ord&iary 
strength under a flvo-iuiuute train serv­
ice. Similarity, when in New York 
fast year, I noticed, in tbe cane of 
some hundreds of girdera on tho ele­
vated railway, that the alternate-thrust 
aud pull ou tho central diagonals from 
trains pussiug overy two or three 
minutes lmd develojMtd weakness which 
necessitated the bars Iwing replaced by 
stronger ones after very short service. 
Momowbut tho same thing bad to 1m 
done recently with a bridge over the 
liiver Trout, buttle* train service beiug 
small, tiio life of ths bars wet measured 
by years instead of mouth* If ships 
were always among great waves, (lie 
uuml»er going to (lie bottom would be 
lurgely.increused. It ap)tears, nadirs! 
enough to every oftu Umt u piece, even 
of the toughest wire, should be quicWy 
broken if bent backward and forward 
to ashurp might; but )M>r!ni|Ni only to 
|(K)om(itive and murine engineers uoes 
it npiN'ur equally natural tlmt the same 
result would follow in tium if tbo bend­
ing were so sniull as to lm quite ii»|>er- 
ooptiblu to tbe eye. A locomotive erunk 
axle bends Imt one-eigbty-fourtb inch, 
uud u straight driving axle a still 
smaller itmouut under the heaviest 
landing stresses to which they are sub­
ject, and yet their life is limited. Dur­
ing the year lHMJ one iron axle in fifty 
broke iu running, ami one iu fiftseu 
was renewed in consequence of defects. 
Taking iron und steel axles together, 
tbo minder then in use ou the ruflways 
of the United Kingdom was U.Hlfl, and 
of these dll required renewal dirriug 
the year. HimiWly duriug the past 
three years, no less tlmu 2^8 oceun 
steamers were disabled br brekeu 
shafts, the average safe life width is 
said to be about three or four years. 
Experience lias proven that a very 
moderate striwa, alternating from ton- 
akin to couipiusftiou, if re la te d  about 
100,000,000 times, will eaush fracture 
asMirely im a Iwiiding to an anglo re­
peated only ten time*.

Tim first ncw*|*|>cr printed and pub- 
lialud in Washington City was the On 
tetU1, tbo first iiuuiImt of which a: 
|H*arcd on Hie 15tb of June, 171NL 
was edited and published by Benjamin 
More, a book-seller, on Wednesdays 
and Saturdays, at #4 |H*r annum, and 
was really a good paper for that day, 
well made up and neatly printed. Tho 
editor comnhUued bitterly from time to 
time of tlie want of patronage, and 
finally, after thirty-lire weeks of ex- 
istem-e, it was discontinued. Tho AVi- 
tional InfeWyencer was started by Mr. 
Smith, a Philadelphia editor, who took 
hjs press and tvpe to tho new city l>e- 
ing laid out in the woods on the lumk 
of the Potomac. The first number was 
issued in Septem1»er, lftUO, and after a 
while it became the property of Galea 
it Heaton, by whom it was published 
for upwards of half a century. Origi­
nally conservative, it became tha organ 
of the Whigs, and occupied the position 
until it followed the Whig party to the 
grave. Since the Intelligencer was 
first issued, 12d newspapers have bean 
started in Washington CHv, j>oljtical, 
religious, agricultural, literary, me­
chanical, and military, and few of them 
have survived a year, and tbo metropo­
lis hus l»ceti termed the cemetery of 
ueu'HjtapcrH.

The Congressional Temperance H<̂  
cicty, as originally organized iu 1HI1M. 
recognized abstinence from tho use of 
ardent spirit und from the traffic in it. 
The phrase “ardent spirit,” employed 
in the pledge, meaning distilled liquor*, 
and not wine, cider, or malt lx»verug«H, 
was found inadequate to defina the 
boundaries of safety and danger; soma 
of the very meu for whom their 
brethren in the Senate and House had 
employed the organization os a reform 
club fell, and that without breaking its 
pledge. One of these, a mun of un­
common luilliuney, illustrating the 
truth that this vice, as lias been soot of 
death, “loves a shining mark,” had 
1>eenr apparently, saved from his terri­
ble appetite, but us the pledge did uot 
include fermented liquor* be hooii fell, 
and one day rushed up to the noble 
xnon wlto hod persuaded him to join the 
society, exclaiming: “For Heaven's 
sake. Gov. Briggs, give me something 
to save me; this pledge isn't worth the 
paper It fa written on!” A new organ­
ization was soou effected, on tile basis 
of abstinence from all intoxicating 
drinks; said Tom Marshall commenced! 
bfa speech at the next public meeting 
with tlwsuggestive words: “Mr. Pres­
ident, tl»e old Congressional Temper- 
unco Society has died of intemperance, 
holding the pledgo in ono handaudl the 
champagne bottle in tho other.” hi 
later years the society has had annual, 
meetings and chosen officers, but the 
numlierof ubs members has boetn vary 
small. Senator Wilson took a great 
interest in it, and good old l)r. Chick- 
cring ha* kept it alive, and has seen, 
that its proceedings were rojMutod by 
typo and telegraph throughout the 
land. There has been a very gratify­
ing improvement in tbe doportmeufc of 
Congressmen, so far as intemperate 
drinking fa concerned, of lute years. 
True, whisky has only boon nominally 
Imnistoud from the Capitol, l>ut very 
little of iff fa drank us compared wiilii 
former years, and during tiio lust session- 
1 do not think that them were more 
than two< Congressmen intoxicated. dui» 
ing the session.

Fish fa clicaih It furnishos to most 
people an agreeable chon go with meat. 
Halted and dried, it is in season at any 
time of tho year, and can be exported 
to regions where froth fish is unknown 
or rare.

I t fa held by some authorities tliut 
flsh contains elements of a|mriul value 
as food for tho brain, nerves, and 
bones.

Hut, in the matter of diet, we need 
always to plan for weak stomach*. 
There is a difference of digestibility in 
fish. Home contain a largo pro|N>rtion 
of oil, and are therefore of more vuliro 
to such as can digest them. Others nro 
comparatively free from oil. There fa 
much difference also in tho muscular 
ffber of fish, w lib’ll in some are abort 
and tender. Halt Ash is neve difficult 
of digestion than fresh.

The manner of cooking fish makes a 
difference in digimtihility. Fish fried 
in butter fa easier digested than fish 
fried inordinary fat; boiled it is still 
easier, and steamed it fa easier still.

I t  is a common belief that fish ia a 
very good dish for the asrk, when con­
valescing. But a writer ia tbu L an a  i 
has found cases frequently occurring in 
his practice in which a  dish of it lmd 
lieon followed by dangerous and even 
fatal, relapses, and Im had become ac­
customed to restrain it* use. He after- 
n urds, however, concluded tbut the solo 
difficulty was in the cooking.

He says: “For this hint I  am in­
debted to the intelligence of a patient.
I lmd, as usual, forbidden, fish, ami ex­
plained my reasons. I was told that 
fish stcamod, as w as done in that bouse, 
was tender, and never disagreed with 
the patient. Imt was partaken of with 
relish und benefit. I  got a steamer for 
myself, have since recommended this 
plan of cookery to my patients, uud 
have had satisfactory mwult*. Dieting 
fa tbe liulf, and sometimes the Ixist half 
of medical treatment; and {H-rhups, a 
little to my chagrin, I  find that this 
system of preparing fish has been 
specially recommended Uv variiwus 
schools of cookery.”

1'olson from Drains.
In the present state of knowledge it 

niay bo assumed as proved that typhoid 
fever and poisoning from drains or 
vault* are inseparably connected, and 
a man who lives in a town supplied 
with good sewers is, on an average, less 
than half as likely to l>e utllicied with 
this dreadful disease as one who is 
obliged to dwell among ciwspools. 
J vcu after the soil of a city has Iteeome 
iireclaimahly foul, as it is in nearly all 
large towns, a change in the system of 
disposal of refuse, by which the addi­
tion of new pollutions to those already 
existing is avoided, is always, as it 
seems, followed by an abrupt diminu­
tion of tho death rate from typhoid 
fever and kiudr<Hl discuses. The com­
pilation of health statistic's, with their 
relation to circumstances of draiimgo 
and ground water, is as yet hardly be­
gun, but the lietue Scientific? gives a 
few data iu relation to the larger Eu­
ropean towns which arc interesting. 
According to these, the ulwlitiou of the 
aystem of depositing house wastes iu 
large fosses or cesspools, to remain 
there until removed by public author- 
it.v, which was until withiu about twenty 
years almost universal iu continental 
cities, has Imumi already followed by 
surprising results in diminishing the 
mortality from all causes, hut more 
particularly from typhoid diseosea. In 
llerliu. where the first attempts to irn-

n e upon tho old eystem were made 
K7.\ the total annual mortality has 

been reduced by nearly ono-warth. 
while that from typhoid (over is uow 
elmut oue half the average of tlu< veers 
preceding tho change. In lirussels, 
where cesspools were replaced by sow­
er* iu IH70, the mortality from typMd 
fever fell at oueo to about oueribird of 
its former profiortioti, and the improve­
ment continued, iswhapi by some grad­
ual amelioration of the condition of tlie 
•oil, so that the rate uow is little more 
than one-fourth of the old average. ,.t 
Frankfort nearly similar results were 
obtained, and iu Loudon, which us u 
sewered city is usually compared with 
Haris, where most of tlie house wastes 
are still received into cesspools, (lie 
annual number of deaths from typhoid 
fever, out ef each 100,000 of the popu­
lation, is twenty-six, and from diph­
theria eighteen; while out of the same 
number of |>ersons in Paris, seventy 
die every year from typhoid fevers and 
eeveuty-five from diphtheria.—Amer­
ican Architect.

A nkw warmer for street-cars and 
other vehicles is proposed which would 
seem to 1m simple, economical and un­
objectionable.

rit>,000 there were 1,800 arrests for 
drunkenness and in no year since has 
?,lie number fell helow 1,500 and this 
under a vigorous enforcement of the 
mnst iron dad prohibition taw.

The C. 8. census gives the population 
d the state of Maine as follows: In 
1850, 038,270; 1870. 030.015; 1880, 
048,000. Kvery one can draw his own
* onclusious as regards the great ptogress 
and enterprise of that atate under 
prohibitory law. There has been no 
progrcM made in either agricultural or 
social improvement.

Compare this with our great state of 
Michigan with a population of 470,118 
tu 1880; the U. 8. census for 1880 gives 
her a population of 1,030,087 and the 
tttate census of 1884 given 1,833,858, 
while every Industry haa thriven in 
proportion.

provisions. Muskegon county alone re* 
ecivcaever $30,080 annually from the 
Iriule. The taxpayers of the county 
nhmild carefully cotisid'T lu-lore voting 
to have this amount added to their id* 
ready large taxes.

Prior to IH70 undrr a prohibitory law 
m tills state, there was more druukeu 
ness than at |rreseut, and the |»olleo 
roeordaof the different citlea through­
out the state will (tear witness to thut 
fact, notwithstanding the large lucrease 
in |H»|rtilatlon. -Muvkegoo News.

They range in rise from 
one to six feet, but none have been se­
cured without breaking off their rattles, 
as they always "show fight,” so it Is im­
possible to say how many they have.

Rob­
ertson, of Kentucky, often sticks his 
head into the billiard rooms, but ho 
never cared as much for dallying with 
the cue and bulls as Senator Beck, who, 
biit for the work lie has to do and the 
lack of dignity al>out it, would be about 
the billiard room* much of his time. 
Tew of tho Houthcrn Senators or R( ]*• 
rcKcntatives are ever seen in billiard 
rooms. They come hero from the Bust 
and Central States mostly. And,Ntrange 
as it may scorn, the public men who 
play billiards most drink the least. 
There are thoso who would turn tip 
their noses at tho suggestion of playing 
billiards, but would drink to excess 
and never think it wrong. There is the 
greatest abandon among the sixty or 
seventy-five legislators who frequently 
pluy billiards. HomctUues, on a hot 
night, they take off their coats and 
work like wood sawyers. Senator Vest, 
it is said, can make more work around 
a billiard table than a section band on 
a railroud car at his work. Hcuutor 
Hansom moves around and rests while 
ho plays. Heuutor Voorhuim never 
plays, because, they say, lie bus tint 
the imtlciice. If lie had the time. Hen-
liter Palmer likes billiards, but be 
likes them ut tho quiet home, away 
from the noise and confusion of the 
crowd. _

Wash beards.
"Millions of w ashl/oards ore mode and 

■old in the United Htatee every year, 
and at least 7,200,000 aro sold yearly 
between the Allegheny mountains and 
Missouri Ilivor. There aro two facto­
ries in Cleveland which turns out 200 
dozen washboards a day, one in To­
ledo which turns out 800 dozen 
daily, and two in 8t. Louis w hich turn 
ont over a million a year. Tlieru aro at 
l«*ast twenty different varieties of wash- 
iM/ards, and the best washboards are 
made ia the weal The eastern facto­
ries make their washboards of pine. 
Tboy put them up cheaply and make 
them ont of poor material”

"What eonstitntesa good washboard ?” 
I  asked.

It must be strong and durable, and 
it moat have a good washing service. 
The washing surfooe is usually made of 
zinc, but sometimes of wood or rubber. 
The l>e«t wood for washboards is the 
cotton-wood or sycamore. Pino is too 
soft and white pino is too expensive. 
The best washboards are mauo with 
dove-tailed beads, with wire nails 
driven across the groin of the wood. 
They must be nicely finished, as the 
looks of a waslilmard will sell i t  There 
is a groat deal of difference in tho char­
acter of the zinc used, and washboards 
are of all grades and prices. You can 
buy the poorer class as low as 80 cents 
a dozen, at wholesale, and the lwttcr 
boards cost os high as $2.15 a dozen. A 
man iu New York lias invented a wash­
ing board which ho has offered to tho 
trade for $9 a dozen, but it costs too 
much uml will not sell. Double wash- 
boards are those that liavo zinc ridges 
on 1/otli sides. The prices of these run 
from $1.00 to $3 |>cr dozen. At retail 
washboards cost 25,30, 35, 40, and 50 
cents apiece.”

"Does it pay to buy good wash­
boards?"

"Of courso it docs. Thero Is the 
same difference between a good and 
poor washboard as between a good and 
poor horse or machine. A washboard 
costing 40 cents will outwash and out­
last threo boards costing only 25 cents 
apiece.”

"Who made tho first washboard?”
"I don't know'. But tho first wero 

made of wood eutirclv, and our washer­
women used to |M)una the dirt out of 
the clothes w'ith a stick, by laying them 
on a board. Tlio first washl/oards, made 
of zinc, w'ere-put upon tbo market 
about twenty-fivo years ago, and tho 
style first invented is found the best to­
day. I t is that of the plain ridgo 
known as the eagle crimp. Fancy 
crimps of zinc have been made of late 
years, but they are no 1 tetter. Wash- 
boards made of glass are liable to break, 
and I think the best WAKbltoard is tho 
old zinc and w'ood article. Thero is 
now oue made of a solid piece of ziuc as 
a rubbing surface w hich is vory good. 
The demand for washboards increases 
right along, and I  suppose our trade 
will continue as long as people put on 
clean clothes and take off dirty ones.”— 
Carp, in  the Cleveland Leader,

The British Holdlcr’s Lire,
A British soldier's life docs not seem 

to be "all beer and skittles,” judging 
from the army returns. Those who 
have the British army under their con­
trol should really try and find out why 
it is that during tho last twelve months 
upward of flvo thousand men should 
have rim away. English soldiers do 
not usually cut and rim in tlm face of 
an enemy; but during tho piping times 
of )M/aco a vast number appear to l/e 
desirous of getting out of their bargain 
to serve tho < jiieen. It is true that the 
army i» largely—principally, I may say 
—recruited from tho lower strata of 
society, and that tho pay which a pri­
vate soldier receives is not very high, 
but the British is the liest paid army in 
Euro]H*, and, after making every allow- 
unoe, the numlier of deserters is ap­
pallingly large, and induces one to 
think thero must be something wrong 
in tlio system. Were the army con- 
seiiptcd the mystery would bo a mys­
tery no longer; but this is uot the ease, 
and I can only account for it by the un­
due worry and hurry which attend life 
in many of the regiments. Martinet 
ofllcors, overlwnring subalterns, and 
froqueut stoppages of pay for trifliug 
breeches of red tajsi rule— these are 
some of the reasons; and another prob­
ably w the practice of taking recruits 
at tmi early an age, Imfore they know 
their own inli/ds.

1’mh-r the 
old regime the nogi no* Were slaves to the 
South, tho South was a slave to the sys­
tem. Tho old plantation, with it* simplo 
police legulntion ami its feudal habit, was 
the only ty|a) possihlo imd-r slavery. Tlm* 
wm gathered in thu bauds of a aplembd 
and chivalrii' oligarchy tho ’•uhsiuncu that 
should haw l«eu dill'ined uiuoiig the peo. 
pie, as tho ri.’h blood, under certain utli- 
ttciul condition*, is gathered at the heart, 
Ailing that with affluent raplnre, but leav­
ing the body cbill aud colorless. j

The old South rested everything on 
slavery nud agriculture, uucimsciou* tlmt 
tiieae c<,nld neither give nor tu>*intairi 
healthy growth. The new South piesents 
a l^rfect democracy, the oligarchs leading 
in Die popular movement—a social system 
couitmct ami closely knitted, less splendid 
ou Ine surfaeu hut stronger at the core a 
hundred farms for every plantation, tifty 
homes for every palace- aud a diversitWl 
iuilpstry that meets the romplux needs uf 
Util complex age.

The new Smith Is enamored of her now 
work, Jii-r soul is slirre I with tho breath 
of a new life. The light of a grander era 
ii falling fair on her fa e. She is thiilling 
with thu consciousness of growing power 
and prosperity, As she stands upright, 
fuli-statured and equal among the people 
of the earth, breathing the keen .dr, nnd 
looking out upon the expanding horizon, 
she understands that her cimiticij atiou 
came because in tho inscrutable wisdom of 
God her honest purpose was crossed uud 
her brave armies were beaten.

This is said in no spirit of time-serving 
or apology. The South has nothing for 
which to apologize. She believes that thu 
late struggle between thu Htntcs was war 
and uot rebellion, revolution nnd not con­
spiracy, and that her convictions were ns 
honest as yours. I should be unjust to the 
daontliMi spirit of the South and my nwu 
convictions if I did not make this plain in 
this presence, Tho South has nothing to 
take buck. In tuy native town of Ath­
ene is a monument that crowns its 
central hills—a plain whito shaft. Heep cut 
into its shining side is a nuwu dear to mo 
above the names of men, that of a bravo 
and simple man who died iu brave aud 
simple faith. Not for all the glories of 
New Knglaud. from Flyiuouth Jtock all the 
way, would 1 exchange the heritage he loft 
me in his soldier’s death. To the foot of 
that shaft I shall send my children’s chil­
dren to reverence him who ennobled their 
name with bis heroic blood. Hut, sir, 
■peaking from the shadow of that memory 
which I honor as I do nothing else on 
earth, I say that the cause in which he suf­
fered and’ for which he gave his life was 
adjudged by higher and fuller wisdom (bail 
his or iniuc, aud J am glad that thu om- 
niscient («od held lbo balance of battle in 
His Almighty hand, aud that human slavery 
wa« swept forever from American soil, (he 
America!) Union saved from the wreck ef 
war.

Tliis message, Mr. President, comes to 
you from consecrated ground. Kvery foot 
of the soil ubout the city in which I live is 
as sacred as a battle-ground of the republic. 
Every hill that invests it is imflowed to you 
by the blood of your brothers who died for 
your victory, and doubly hallowed to us by 
the blood of thoso w ho died hopeless, hut 
uudauuted. iu defeat—sacred soil to all of 
us-rich with memories that make us purer 
and stronger mid totter -silent hut stanch 
witnesses in its red desolation of thu match­
less valor of American hearts aud the death­
less glory of Aim-rican arms- speaking an 
eloquent witness in its white pca<e and 
prosperity to thu indissoluble union of 
A iucr(cau States and the imperishable 
brotherhood of the American people.

While wo 
w«*r«» laughing ov- r thi* im ident w** were 
ioined by one of the ono hundred day men.

Thu present theory among scientist* 

is that “cold waves" tire due to tin* high 
barometric pressure at the polar region. 
This pressure sets in motion the accu­
mulated muss of Arctic air southward, 
which sweeps down upon the United 
States as naturally and more swiftly 
than tlie swollen Mississippi rushes 
from Minnesota to tin1 Gulf. Conclu­
sive proof of this is found in the fact 
that most of the severest cold spells 
ever recorded have occurred, not in 
midwinter, hut in December, the month 
in wliich tho barometric inaxiiuiim 
within the /. retie Girclo culminates. In 
the fall of 17H2 the initial cold of win­
ter was so intense that by Nov. 2M tho 
Delaware Kivor nt Philadelphia was 
closed hy ice. On Dec. 21, 1*711, the 
Jowest temperature ever recur b d ill 
the United States i.V.» degrees below 
zero) w’as observed at Pembina, D. 'J’. ; 
bnt despite this terrible demonstration 
of the winter’s inten*ify, it proved to 
he ono of the mildest « v« r known in tlm 
States east of the Mississippi. Tlm 
next time tliis abnormal extreme oc­
curred was in Dec, Imho. The great 
frigid wave in Dec. iXMii, from tho 
polar side of the continent, cannot, 
therefore, ho viewed us a sure portent 
of an exceptionally bitter winter over 
the country generally. Tin- event may 
he, as it was in |M7o, when, <*n Dec. 2b, 
u like wave brought the thermometer in 
Now York City down to 2 degrees; but 
tho sequel was a rather warmer winter 
than usual in almost all section* of tlm 
I'nib'd Stales, except in the Northwest 
aud the truriH-Mbsissippi districts.
