Galley-Ntam ef the Last Century,
The life of tho French galley-slaves

inconvenience. The horrid  smells aro 
so poworful thnt you cannot withstand 
them, despite the fact th a t you use to ­
bacco in some shape from  morning till 
night.

"Condemned in  1701 to  servo in the 
galleys of France on account of being a 
Protestant, Jean  Mnrtello do Dugerac 
died in 1777 at Oalenburg, on the 
Otieldre, a t  tho  age of t)5. He seems 
to lmve had (to use a common expres­
sion, though quite in place here) 'his 
soul riveted to  his 1s>dv.’ ‘All the con­
victs,' lio says, *aro chained six to a 
bench; these benches are four feet 
apart, and covered w ith a  bag stuffed 
with wool, on w hich is thrown a sheep­
skin. The overseer, who is the master 
of the slaves, remains aft, nonr tho cap­
tain, to  receive his orders. There ore 
two Hub-overseers- one amidships, the 
other on the bow. E ach of them is 
arm ed with a whip, which he exercises 
on the nuked bodies of the  crew\ When 
tho captain orders the boat off, the 
overseer gives n signal from  a  silver 
whistle which lning* from his neck. 
This is repeated by the two others, and 
at once the slaves strike the  water. One 
would say the  fifty oars are bu t one. 
Imagine six men chained to  a  Ixuicli, 
naked as they  were born, one foot on 
the foot*rcst. the  other braced against 
the seat iu front, holding in their hands 
an oar of enormous weight, stretching 
their bodies out, and extending their 
arms forward into the bucks of those 
before them, who lmvo tho same atti­
tude. The nar thus advanced, they 
raise the  end they hold in their bauds, 
so that the o ther ends shall plunge into 
the sea. T ha t done, they  throw* them ­
selves back and fall on their seats, 
which lieudou receiving them. Home- 
times the slave rows ten , twelve, even 
twenty hours a t a tim e, without the 
slightest relaxation. The overseer, or 
some one else, on such occasions puts 
into the mouth of the unfortunate rower 
a  morsel of bread steeped with wino to  
prevent his fainting. If, by chance, 
one falls over (which often happens),ho 
is beaten until he is given up for dead, 
and then he is thrown overbord without 
cerumonv.”

Telling the >Vcalhcr with u Needle.
The magnetic needle is quite as sure 

an  indicator of tho condition of the sun 
as storms o r telescopic observations. 
There should dm observers throughout 
the couutry. Tle-y w ill appear iu time. 
They will find it the most interesting 
studv they over mitered upon. \Yc 
would udvise all to  provide tin "isolves 
with a  lu g e  magnetic needle, i f  o!>* 
servers do not caro to obtain any­
thing elaborate, an old file tlmt is not 
too heavy, say fourteen inches long, 
may lie employed. The cutting por­
tion may Im* ground off if it can he 
done couvcuiciitlv. The pointed end 
for attaching to  the bundle inuiiv be 
broken off up to the point where the 
cutting portion begins. This file should 
bo thoroughly magnetized and sus­
p end 'd  iu  a  Imx turned mi its side, the 
open side being covered with u 
glass, although this is not necessary, A 
tula* id brass o r a  long wooden box,, 
any twelve or fourteen indies long, eun 
lm fastened on top of the box over tlu> 
center of motion of the needle and 
through this tin* thread for suspending 
or balancing the needle should run. 
Loosely twisted silk is best, us there in 
little  torsion. T hestring  is made quite 
long to  avoid torsion. The point of 
imsoeiision should nearly correspond 
w ith tile middle of tin* tile. The hox 
with the needle enclosed should Is* 
iduced w here it is not subject to jarring. 
If an iron rod is placed in a perpen­
dicular position, to the right or left of 
one of the poles ef the needle, the 
needle may respond more readily to  
(lie earth  currents, The rod of soft 
iron lias polarity, acted upon hv the  
earth  currents, and becomes an electro 
magnet. When the earth  currents ure 
strong it attraids Ihe pole of the needle 
idrciiglv, aud, when tlm current falls, 
releases it. The rod is not necessary, 
hut it^ ordiimy attraction is a constant 
force, so only the  changes in the earth  
currents cau change its  attraction. Iron  
in the vicinity of the needle should not 
la* disturbed, and iron articles should 
not li«» curried near it. A small glass 
mirror, say a Imlf inch in diameter, 
may be cemented upon the Waiter of 
(In* llut ueedle so motion may Is* d e ­
tect) d by the shifting of the imago* of a 
distant object reflected from tlm mirror 
to tin* eve, I t will be interesting to 
watch tin* behavior of a heavy needle 
as above described before and during 
an utlvuiieing storm. G reat d istu rb ­
ance may 1st seen in tin* needle for 
several days before a storm approaches 
tin* place of observation. 'I here will 
he regulariindion of the needle at h u m - 

rise, a t the tium the sun crosses the 
magnetic meridian Hint at sunset. Ole 
icrvation will shew what ar* us'.ud wu t

E a r th -f r ie r * .

Baron von HiimlHildt says that in a ll 
tropical countries the natives show an 
almost irresintnhle desire to swallow 
tlm earth ; and not alkaline earths, 
which they might In* sup|m sed to cravo 
in order to neutralixu acid, hut unctu­
ous and strong-smelling clays. Women 
on tho Mftgdelctin liiver, while shaping 
earthen vessels on tlm |x»lt» r’s wheel, 
put large lumps of clay in their mouths, 
and it is often necessary to  confine chil­
dren top reve iit them  running out to 
cat earth  immediately after a  fall of 
rain. Hnm lsddt, in deoending tho 
Orinoco, passed n day with tlm earth* 
eating tril>e of Indians called tlx* I Ho* 
macs, and thus describes tie* peculiar 
diet and habits of the people; "The 
earth  which tlieGtom acs eat is a  soft 
unctuous clay, a  true  (Hitter's chiy, of u 
yellowish-gray color, due to a little 
oxide of iron. They seek for it on the 
luniks of tho Orinoco and Meta, and se­
lect it with cart*, a *  they do not coti* 
niiler all clnvs equally agreeable lo eat. 
They kiicail the earth  into hull* of 
about five or six inches in diameter, 
which they huru nr roast by a weak 
lire until the outside assumes u reddish 
tint. Tint bulls aro rcnioistcned when 
about to be eaten. A very intelligent 
monk, who hud lived twelve years 
among tin* Indians, assured us that one 
of them would eat from a nound to u 
pound mid a  quarter iu a day. if  you 
inquire of an Otomae about his winter 
provisions he will point to  the licup of 
(day halls stored in his hut." After 
mentioning other instances, Humboldt 
concludes i\n  follows* “ \Yc find the 
practice of eating earth diffused 
throughout the torrid zone, but ac­
counts have also come from the north 
according to which hundreds of cart­
loads of earth  containing infusoria aro 
said to lx* annually consumed hv the 
country people jn the most remote parts 
of Sweden, uml thnt iu Finlaml a  kind 
of earth  is occasionally mixed with 
bread.” The iVruviaiis, according to 
Nodlinu, eat a  sweet-smelling clay, the 
inhabitants of Guinea mingle clay with 
their bread, and the negroes of J a ­
maica a rc  said to cat earth when other 
food is deficient. According to Labi!* 
Inrdiere, the inhabitants of Now Cale­
donia appease their hunger with a 
white friable earth, said to be com­
posed of magnesia, silica, oxide of iron 
and chalk. \Ye must add to this list" 
Siam, Siberia, and Kaiutscimtka as 
countries of dav-eaters.

Johnson (lta tte laa) and Ooldwin 
among tho earlier ones, and Godwin, 
M aturin, Anne Itadeliffe, Jane  l ’orftor, 
ltegne M aria ltocho, M itt Kdgeworth, 
Mias Burney, Jane  Austen, Charles 
Brockdcn Brown (the Aniorican iui>or* 
naturalist), Bulwer, Disraoli, Captain 
M arryatt, Beekford, Hope, Cooper, 
Lever, Dickens, Goorgo E lio t and 
Hawthorne. The above names would 
not, could not, bo omitted. Of course, 
others might bo included in  the list. 
F o r instance, Scott's son-in-law, Lock­
hart, was a novelist of distinction in 
bis day, b u t ho never was a favorito 
novelist of th e  entire English-a|>oaking 
world as most of the  above writers 
wore and arc. He was never a  uni­
versal household novelist, us they woro 
and still are.

"Itobiuson Crusoe," "G ulliver's Trav­
el*," Mrs. Nhelley's "Frankenstein ," 
and Mrs. BtulcliOe's "M ysteries of 
Edolpho,” and Johnson's "Uasselas" 
aro housepold l>ooks, world-books.

Meantime tho army of th e  English- 
writing novelists, living and dead, de­
fies enumeration, like the  autumnal 
leaves or tho  sands on the  seashore. 
And the  cry is, in all critical, journal­
istic, aud review quarters th a t still they 
conic. Meantime, the  alwive writers of 
tlctlon remain tho m asters in tha t de­
partm ent of literature. Their suprem­
acy is not disputed.

Taine calls Scott tho  Homer of mod­
ern  citizen life. Bulwer and Disraeli 
( I  use tho names by which they weic 
originally und long known as writers) 
delineated, for the most part, the patri­
cian life of England, ami this they did 
with m asterly pens, although they were 
m ost versatile writers, especially Bul­
wer was such, ns tho long list of his 
novels indicates. Dickens and Thack­
eray for a time, with their gush and 
satire of rank and caste, threw  them 
into  the shade, bu t they, o r tlicir 
novels, have rc-emerged and are almost 
as much read as ever they were. Tiiuo 
docs not dis|>el the charm of “ (!<>»- 
tarin i H om ing" and “Cotiingsby,” aud 
is not likely to.

8 0  with a  num ber of Buiwer*s novels. 
Such as “ Paul Clifford," “ Itien /j,"  “Tlie 
L ost of the Eurons," etc., they must he 
read ah long ns Scott's are. Wlmt a 
splendid picture of the  stirring  age of 
the “East of the Unman Tribunes" is 
Buhver's novel of tha t name. Years 
ago some of our hypereritics wore fond 
of declaiming from tho lecture rostrum 
agaiust Itulwor aud Disraeli and in 
praise of Tlmckeruy and Diekeus. Put 
th e  two form er wero as great in their 
way as were the two latter.

As for I 'ielding's “Tom Jones," to re ­
vert, abruptly , to  th e  earlier English 
novelists, its pages are  not readable a t 
the  present time. Fielding was a great 
delineator of character and profoundly 
versed in the  English human nature of 
his time, which was ap t to lie coarse, 
b ru ta l and sensual In  fact, his "Squire 
W esterns" und “Tom Joneses" are too 
gross to he to lerated  a t  this era. The 
reader of “ 'l oin Jones” now would need 
to  bntho himself thrice in running wa­
te r  by way of purification.

Fielding's “Furson Adams" is worthy 
to  take its place alongside of “Doii 
Quixote." Kieliurdson's onco famous 
novels of "Pam ela" and “ClarisHa Mar­
lowe” would now be found too tedious 
in the perusal for the most determined 
novel reader. Sm ollett's “ lloderick 
Uutidom" gives us vivid delineations of 
the  rough old naval otlicers of tho 
Commodore Trunnion sort, who made 
British meii-of-wur in the lirst halt of 
the  eighteenth century literally Heat­
ing inter nos hv their brutalities.

“ Don Quixote," “G il Bias,” “Gulli­
ver's T ra \o ls ," "The Tale of tho Tub," 
" I ’obinsoii Crusoe," “Tristram  .Shan­
dy." “Tim Vicar of W akefield," “ llas- 
aclus," “ W ilhelm M outer," and “The 
Sorrow sof W erther," "Yathok," Schil­
ler's “G host Seer,"  “TheXouvolle llel- 
oiso," “CouhucIo,"  “Ja n eE y re ,"  Hope’s 
“AnaHtasius," ami "I ncleTom ’s Cabin" 
are  tho unique books in the Held of fic­
tion, veritable world-books.

I t  is an  easy m utter to  grow o b i but 

Dot so easy to grow old gracefully, to 
accept the situation cuhuly, aud submit 
resignedly to  the inov ituhlo. But few 
persons on the sunny Hide of three 
score and tcu will admit tha t they are 
growing old. Most jxq'Hons attribute 
any signs of decay, or any increasing 
physical disability incident to the rav­
ages of time, to some cause which they 
can get away from —too close applica­
tion to  busincsii, too long continuance 
in  the name business, too much hard 
work a t manual labor, or too (dose con­
finement u t the desk or counter, cli­
m ate, tem porary derangem ent of tho 
digestive organs, etc. They don't seeiu 
to  dream tliut they cannot d o  as much 
work us ever they did, uimI Isdiovu that 
they  could do it if surroundings and 
circumstunceN connected with their bus­
iness wen* changed. Nor does it seem 
to  occur to tliem that the <*dd of tho 
winters is not more intense than  when 
they were younger, and thu t it is the 
thinness of tho blood ami the  slower 
•m l more feeble pulsations of the heart, 
incident to  advancing years, which 
make tho winters seem harder und 
longer. Nor can they be oonvimed 
th a t their Ionn of uppotito or impaired 
digestion are the  natural result* of old 
age, o r  th a t if food wo re cooked di/tcr- 
ently  or the  proper remedies upplied 
they could not ea t just tho same kind 
of food and as much of it  ns when 
young mid in active life. They grow 
irrita lde and sometimes despondent, 
and finally determ ine to  break iooso 
from tlicir moorings, change their busi­
ness and their location, engage in new 
work and surround themselves by new 
scenes aud now inlluetiecH, only to find 
in a short tim e th a t they art* no le t te r  
oil', can do no move work, and eat 110 
more, nor relish their food better thuu 
before the changes were mude. Nor it 
th is all, nor the  worst feuturo of it. 
They soon find themselves not adapted 
to  their new business and  unubh* 
to  adapt themselves to their new sur­
roundings, amt the halam*e of their 
days ure spent ill regretting  th a t  they 
left too old homcKhmd and severed tho 
ties, business and social, which had so 
jong bound them to ftjie place where 
tlie comforts and conveniences they 
bml cum ") and  cshihJufhcd could never

again lie enjoyed. And as years ad- : 
vanco jiersouH seem to forgot th a t thero 
is a  certain point in their lives when 
th e  wheals of progress within them ­
selves run very slowly or stop still, ' 
while those of tho husfnoss and social I 
world still movo forwaid. They c a v il : 
a t, comploiu and find fault with e v e ry - ' 
th in g  they cannot enjoy. They seom 
to  forget th a t tho things they now cou- ; 
dem n in others much younger than • 
thcm sclve , they once indulged in  nud , 
enjoyed, ih ev  Hud fault with and 
complain at tho m anner of conducting i 
public and private affairs by younger : 
aud more ambitious hands, forgetting 
th a t they too ouce did the samo and i g - ; 
noring the fact tha t if they now know 
be tte r ways of doing tho samo th ing  i t  \ 
is tho result of scores of years of expo-1 
rienco, an ox|»ericn<o these younger 
heads are having ju st as they have hod. 
There is uothiug dono as they  would 
do  it, and nothing rightly  done if  not 
done their way. — C e l la r  /b i/d d s  Times.

Khartoum.
K hartoum  is a  city num bering lie* 

tweeu Hfty and sixty thousand people. 
Several huM)>eati consuls reside thero. 
The American consul Azar Alxl-ol- 
Melek is a  Christian Copt from Honcli,' 
and one of the principal merchants. 
T he Knropcau colony is small and con­
tinually  changing; for Klmrtoum is a 
jx>rfect grave yurd for Europeans, and 
m  the  rainy season for natives also, tho 
m ortality averaging then from th irty  to 
forty per day, which implies throo 
thousand to  four thousand for tho sea­
son. Khartoum is the commercial ren­
te r  of Soudan trade, amounting 
altogether to  sixty-Hvo million dollars 
a  year, nud carried on by ofle thousand 
European aud three thousand Egyptian 
commercial houses. D rafts and bills 
of exchange upou Khartoum aro as 
gold in Cairo and Alexandria, and vice 
versti. I  rom ofticial sources 1 learned 
th a t the city coutained three thousand 
aud  sixty houses, many of them  two- 
storied, each having from ten to 
one hundred and fifty occup.tnts. 
Stone and lime are found in 
almndunco. and tho buildings are, 
after a  fashion, substantial, tho houses 
lielonging to rich merchants lieing very 
spacious and comfortable. There are 
large bazars, in which is found a much 
g reater variety of Kuroi>eun and Asiatic 
goods than would be oxpected in such 
d istan t regions. In  the spacious mar­
ket-place a brisk trade iH carried on in 
cuttle, horses, camels, asses, and .sheep, 
as well us grain, fruits, and o ther agri­
cultural produce. Many years ago an 
Austrian Unman Catholic mission was 
established and liberally supported by 
tho Enq eror of Austria, aud by con­
tributions from the entire Catholic 
world. I t  occupies a large parallelo­
gram, surrounded by u solid wall. 
'Within this inclosure, in beautiful gar­
dens of palm, fig, pomegranate, orange, 
and banana, stand a massive cathedral, 
a  hospital, and other substantial build­
ings. Before the  people of Egypt and 
the  Soudan had Imjoii irritated  by for­
eign interference, sin h was their toler­
ation aud good tem per tha t the  priests 
ami nuns, in their distinctive costumes, 
were always safe from molestation, not 
only in Khartoum, but even a t E l 
Obeid aud the noigliliorhood, where tho 
m ajority are Mussulmans and tho rest 
heathous.

The Kcdstunrc of the Atmosphere.
Everybody has noticed tha t if we movo 

a fan gently the air part- beforo it with 
little  effort, while, when wo try  to fan 
violently, the same air is felt to  react; 
vet if we go on to say tha t if the  motion 
is still more violent the atm osphere 
will resist like a  solid, against which 
the fan, if imidu of iron, would break 
in pieces. This may hcciu to  some uu 
unexpected property of tho “nimble” 
air through which we move daily. Yet 
th is is tho ease, and if the motion is 
oulv so quick tha t the air cannot get 
out of the  way a body hurled against it 
will rise in tem perature like a  shot 
strik ing an nrmor-plute. I t  is all 
u  question of speed, and thu t 
of the meteorite is known to  bo im­
mense. One 1ms been seeu to  Hy over 
th is  country from the Mississippi to 
the  Atlantic in un inappreciably short 
time, prolmbly in less than two min­
u tes; and though a t u presumable 
height of over Hfty miles, the velocity 
w ith which it shot bv gave every one 
th e  impression tha t t  went ju st above 
his head, und seme witnesses of tho un­
expected apparition looked tho next 
day  to see if it hud struck the  r chim­
neys, Tito heat developed by arrosted 
motion in the cuso of u mass of iron 
moving twenty miles a second can bo 
calculated, and is found to  be much 
more than enough, not only to mult 
it. hu t to turn  it into vapor, though 
what probably docs happen is, accord­
ing to  1‘rofcshHor Newton, th a t tho 
molted surface-portions ure wiped away 
hy tin* jiressuro of the air and volatized 
to  form the luminous train , the in­
terio r remaining cold, until the  differ­
ence of tem perature causes a fracture, 
when (lie stone breaks und pieces full 
—some of them at red-hot heat, some 
of them, possibly, a t the tem peruture 
of outer space, or far below (lmt of 
freezing m ercury.— T h e  C e n t u r y .

H er 
worn face, with its countless wrinkles, 
docs however, look pretcrnatiirully old.

Nkwaiik physicians ore watching with 
g reat interest the  recovery of Alfred 
J . Hhipley. Ho subm itted to  the appli­
cation of galvnno-cuutcry late in No- 
vcmlier for the  removal of a  cancer 
which involved nearly one-half o f the 
righ t side of h is tongue, nud is now 
convalescent, and is prevented from 
exercising his vocal powers to  th e ir  full 
extent only hy restrictions pu t upon 
him  by his medical advisers. H e can 
nrticnlate plainly, b u t he is warned not 
to  speak except when sjieocli is abso­
lu tely  neecssary. O n Ju ly  1 Mr. Hhip­
ley first noticed n pain  on tho left side 
of the root of his tongue, h u t he did 
not worry alsm t it til l  the pain became 
excruciating and he encountered diffi­
culty in swallowing. Then ho called 
in  hia family physician, l>r. Milton 
baldwin, who rem ark ed : “I  guess you 
a re  a  ( lran t man," and to ld  him that 
the  trouble was caused by a  cancer 
kuow’n ns epithelioma. Hr. Luldwin 
took the patient to  the  Herman Hos­
pital, where a  consultation was held, 
and cutting out tho cam-cr was pro­
nounced to  be a dangerous operation. 
Mr. Shipley was sent home. H r. bald- 
win then laid the enso before tho New­
ark  Medical Association, and it  was 
suggested that th e  cancer m ight be re ­
moved successfully by galvano-eautery. 
I t  w a s  resolved to  try  this plan, and ou 
Novemlwr 251 Mr. Hhipley wus placed 
under the influence of chloroform a t 
his house, and iu the  presence of niuo 
phyHjciuuH the ope rat ion was per­
formed. A noodle threaded with silk 
was passed through th e  tongue, and 
tlmt member was drawn out of the 
mouth «k far ns possible. Then the 
base of the emu-er was encircled with a 
loop of line platinum wijjo, which was 
held iu place hy pins thrust through 
the cuneerouH growth. When every­
th ing  was reiulya eurren tfrom  a power­
ful battery was sent through tho p lat­
inum wire, houting it to  incandescence. 
F o r nn instant the interior of the pu- 
Dent's mouth glowed with white light. 
Then the loop was drawn forward, and 
the  glowing wire <>nt rapidly through 
the base of the  euueerous growth, 
leaving a  bloodless wound iu its  trick . 
The cancer when removed was as thick 
and us long us a  man’s thumb. Two 
days afterward Mr. Hhipley was able 
to sit in a chair uml take liquid food 
with comfort.

Heinrich Auspitz, of Yienuu, makes the 
following observations upon this sul>- 
ject:

A healthy integum ent is not neecs- 
warily beautiful. Even if alt require­
ments concerning diet, residence, at- 
iiiospbcric, and climatiecomlitioiis, etc., 
arc carried out, the  ♦‘oinplcxum is often 
extremely hath T he general condition 
of health has no influence upon the 
lieuuty of the  complexion, though it 
has upon the health  of the skin.

Cleanliness is a W/tc n u n  n u n  o f  the 
Inanity of tho complexion, though it 
does not play a  greu‘ part in the health 
of the skin.

W ater is serviceable to  the Hkin in 
only modcrato amounts and a t moder­
ate  tem perature. Very cold or warm 
baths, when used to  excess, diminish 
the elasticity of the  skin and its  power 
of resistance to  external irritants.

.Distilled mid so-called soft water are 
more suitable for washing, aud less 
irritating than hard  water.

The hard soda soaps are usually pre­
ferable to tlm soft )H*tas)i soaps for 
toilet piirjMtMes. Tiie quality of soups 
de)K>mls upon the  quality of their con­
stituents and the  thoroughness of their 
saiHiniricatioii. (rood soaps must not 
contain free alkali or any foreign irri­
tating  auhstanee. Tho addition of 
moderate quantities of perfum es dims 
not materially change the quality.

Simple, finely ground powdera, such 
as starch, magnesia, etc., arc entirely 
innocuous, ami often act as useful pro­
tection against external irritants.

Frequent application of ulcohol 
abstracts the w ater of the skin, makes 
it dry ami brittle, and impairs its nutri­
tion. This is also true of glycerine. 
All toilet washes containing alcohol to 
any considerable extent should be 
avoided.

This is true to a  still greater extent 
of other additions to washes, such as 
corrosive sublimate, miuerul acid*, cer­
tain metallic salts, etc.

Camphor nets m erely as a bleaching 
jmwdor. This is also trim of benzoic 
resin, sulphur flowers nud suliHtunces 
containing tannic acid.

Tho use of swoet-Hinollitig oil* and 
fats should l»o employed to a  greater 
extent than is now done for toilet pur- 
poses,

This is particularly truo with regard 
to tho growth of tlm hair. The nutri­
tion of the scalp should Ini increased by 
tlm rational application of fat (for ex­
ample in the form of oihhuths by means 
of the application a t night of a* sponge 
soaked in oil upon tho scalp; and the 
g rea ter use of simple poniadea. These 
should he applied to the roots of the hair 
rather than the shafts.

HubstancoH should ho avoided, or 
sparingly used, which abstract water 
from tlm skill and tho roots of tlm hair.

While the master* find tb (,(r repose in 
a special graveyard, side by side, the 
slaves lie like henped-tip refuse ticur 
the m st, despised equally iu death as 
in life.

Tlm ant cemeteries are often Ihiekly 
populated, for tledr life is short, The 
male lives only through one summ er; 
the females live somewhat longer, and 
the workers die of old ngn ill the 
eighth or tenth month.

A single fly, flic naturalist tells 
us, will Komotimcs produce 2UJMH) 
lunte, each of wlik'li, in a few days, 
inav Im> the parent of another 2<>,ihh), 
uml thus tlm descendants of tin*' ' fii, s 
would soon devour uu unimul much 
larger than a horse.

TilK aroma of red cedar is fatal to 
bouse m oths; the arom a of black wal­
nu t leaves ia fatal to flea*. Jt is a 
m atter of common observation tha t 
persons engaged in the business of mak­
ing slungles from odoriferous cypres* 
tim ber in malarial districts arc rarely, 
if ever, affected *by malarial diseases, 
and that persons engaged iu d id d lin g  
turpentine do not suffer from either 
malarial diseases or consumption, f t  
is said that when cholera was epidemic 
in Mt'iupius, Tefiii., persons working in 
lively stable* Were entirely exempt 
fmm it. It is affirmed that since tho 
destruction of the dove trees on the 
island of Tcrnate the colony lm* suf­
fered from epidemics unknown before; 
and in times when cholera bus prevailed 
in Loml-.n and Laris, those employed 
in the perfume factories have escaped 
its ravages,

Hnrnimrlhe HtiiniiMid.

Kxamiuing the figures of constrnction 
by State* it np|>carH th a t Kansu* lead* 
the country with the surprising amount 
of l.ftglt m iles of frock laid down in 
twelve month*; in fact the greater part 1 
of this ha* been actually laid within six 
mouths, very little  track-laving having 
been done iu tlio early part of the year. ' 

Nebraska comes second, withTdT mile*; I 
Dakota next with 07H miles; Minnesota 
with fiH7 mile*, and Texa* with old 
miles, and these live S tates of the great 
W est show in the aggregate I,<Mm miles, 
or considerable more than one-half tho 
to tal Hew mileage of the I ’nitcd States 
•luring tho year. Iowa, Wisconsin, 
Illinois, und Florida report from :i*H to 
•Ltd miles each, and the  nine States 
nnnit'd show a total of r>,r»2M miles, or 
almost To per cent, ot the entire new 
inib-age. T he Southern States, with 
the exception of Florida, lmve not 
shown very great activity compared 
with those of the West, although tin; 
four States of Georgia, Mississippi, 
North ('urolinu, and South Carolina 
give a total of r»70 mites of new road. 
The l’u‘-jtie coast is showing new life in 
railway building, aud California, < Ire- 
goii, and Washington Territory alone 
have added -P'zi miles, In  the custom 
part of the country very little building 
bus been done, the Now F.ugland States 
showing only thirtv-ono miles and the 
great Middle States having added hut 
comparatively little to  the mileage. 
The only State* and Territories iu the 
Cnited S tates in which no new truck 
was added during IHHH arc New Hamp­
shire, Vermont, Hhodo Island, Cou- 
ueetieiit, Delaware, Nevada, and Vtaji.

Kince the 
invention of the telescope a faint star 
has been detected *o Dear the Spot 
marked by the famous Danish astron­
omer flmt it i* thought to be the 0)10 
whose blazing up ho witnessed. Thi* 
is supposed to have been tlje bright 
star of I'Jhf and of Ufo, and Kuropenu 
astronomer* are reported to be now 
watehing for another oittm ird of it* 
hrilliiiuev, which seem* to be due ff 
thi* theory i*eorreet,

cock canto to take rominuml iu (In' slu-nau- 
dealt. A few Ihou-aiid uew troop* wore 
sent to him. which, witli Dwight * division 
of infantry aud a caialrv divisinu that 
Sl.cridun had left ut Winchester when ho 
went down to tho Jamc* with hi* ten thou­
sand, iiiinlc quitu a serviceiihio little army.

Hancock is dead now. und nnyihing re­
lating personally to him ha* a double iu- 
tciest. Much used to Iks said about hi* 
imlciieHs, roughuesH, and profanity, and I 
have read some pretty hard storm* about 
the had treatment that he guvo the soldier* 
imdi r him on some occasion*. It is a plea­
sure for mo to *uy that. meeting him sev­
eral tiine*. both on and otf duty. 1 can say 
mulling fiom my own ox|ieriencc with him 
except iu Ii k praise. I found h in, when 
otf duty, kind, polite, agreeable; when on 
duty, sharp, decided, rather p. reniptory, 
but hv n«> means supercilious or overbear­
ing. lie certainly had none of that ten- 
cent Match and pomposity that we too 
olti-n saw exhibited by *oiuo r* oular offi­
cers, who seemed to think that because 
they had tho Mamp of West J’oint they 
must look down on the volunteer*. I came 
in contact with West-Point"!* of alt 
ranks, aud I  made up my mind that the 
discipline und education of that institution 
neither made imr marred a man. They 
wcjy pretty •-‘"ifain to umko a soldier of 
him; but if bo lmd the *uub or the brute 
in him, West Poiut did not take it out; if 
lie wa* it r u m  when he went in. West Poiut 
din not s] oil him. The temptation to 
digress in writing "f such subject* a* this 
is great, but I will confine myself to just 
•me case in point. Thousands of the vet­
eran readers of these sketch'.** will remem­
ber wall pleasure i ieicml (iodl'rey Wi itzel, 
Haller's right-hand man at New Orleans, 
long a brigade commander iu l.ouismua, 
and iu command of the Twenty-Fifth Corp* 
iu front of Ktchumnd at the time of it* 
evacuation. A more accomplished engineer, 
a better tactician never graduated from the 
Mililmy Academy; hut he never seemed to 
f. el the h*n»t pride iu the fad, His man­
lier toward tlm private sold.er was just a* 
kind and courteous a* t ovuid (he officer; 
Ids idea was tlmt the volunteer* were wil­
ing  and humous to learu. and that it wu* 
hi* duty to iuMruct them,

1 believe the man made a friend qf every 
one of the thousands In* commanded.

Tho truth about Hancock probably is 
that in tlio heat of I attic lie hud not great 
patience witli those who did not fhiuk and 
net n* quickly u* Ic did- < in such occasion* 
lie may have *aid ami done some harsh 
thing* which he would not have said aud 
done nt other tine *. That he used to rip 
out big oaths, under the Mres* of battle. 1 
do not think at all to hi* discredit. To the 
officer in command, high or low, who i* 
earnest and bmve, some profanily when the 
powder burn* and the bullets tl.v is almost 
a* natural as it is for him to htvutho. I 
don't say tlmt it i* either pretty or com* 
mcmjable, 1 do say tlmt it i* In u in in  mi- 
hire. We have heard a groat deal said 
ulsmt the eoireetues* of the language used 
by Oencru) (irant aud Stonewall Jackson, 
and that neither of them wa* ever heard to 
swear. I can only say that if thi* was 
really (ruo, tlmt simple fact show* them 
both to lmve been great men, becninm it 
show* that they had that powerful Nelf-eon- 
trol that kept them from a Imbit which 
upon tho battle Held was really a second 
nature.

Olio order I remember, however, tlnn 
Hancock issued at Winchester, that caused 
gieat grumbling and disappointment in tin* 
rank*. It was hi* fumou* order that 
brigade-drill should lie performed with full 
knapsack* on. For the new recruit, who 
Heeded to be toughened to the labor* of 
the survice, thi* was well enough; Imt in 
the ease of the veteran* of Dwight * Di­
vision, who had N e r v e d  almost three year-, 
marched thousand* of mile*, and fought 
half a dozen Imitle*, it appealed harsh aud 
mmeeesHiiry. The private soldier ean do 
nothing but grumble under such eir<u/^- 
stiiiiees; and 1 cciiuiul.v on that occasion 
secretly sympathized with him iu his 
growls,

Hut to the veterans who ever saw (ieneral 
Hancock in uniform, either mounted or on 
fool, l i* memory will idwiivs lie that of u 
man who thoroughly t n u lm l  (he general 
and the tighter. Over SIX feel tiijl, liliely 
pioportioiied, W ithout tlm siiperlliioits lh'»|| 
in tho-e days that came in him in tho re- 
piee nf Ooverinu's Island utter the war, a 
well-‘.Imped bead, large feature*, an eye 
tlmt kiuiMod mid i • xeilenient, long
miistuehe and imperial ......... I, Im would
remind you of .low himself, hurling the 
IhundeMsdlN of war, Next to Mcneiid 
Keotl, I silppo-o be was the h imUo|iie*t 
aud most C4»miiiiiiiilmg ligure that our army 
ever had.

When (lie Joyful tews of the fall of 
I'ltcl-blilg mill Kielinmiid, the tlighl of 
Davis and his <‘ali|ii«-i, and ibe reticat of 
J.ee toward Lyiichhing was flush' d up to 
ii* at Winchester, Hancock had everything 
at o"cc under ai ms.

This incident, which has been iu print 
before, wa* only tlm latter half of tlm his­
tory of thi* remarkable table.

At tin* commencement of the war 
McLouu wa* living on a place n<-arthe 
iocality now known a* the Hull Uuu ImtJe- 
ground. Hi* home wa* located con- 
vehionly for Confederate headquarters tic; 
day bi*lorc the buttle, and t-icueru) Ih-uuru- 
guid.,u*ed it tor that purpose, “Ami Jm 
wrote hi* dispatches and orders on that 
very table," said McLean. Tlm glimpse of 
war that the latter had at this time fully 
Huttslicd h im - in fa t, it tilled him with un­
easiness and terror,

“I determined to quit tld* part of Vir­
ginia," he said, “and go where there would 
be uo danger of tlm Yankees coming, f 
thought the ncL'Mmrhood of Lynchburg 
would be about the spot, ho f bought thi* 
tdticu at Appomattox aud inovr>d here.
