The leant cxjmnHivc, and the  ono seldom 
adopted, except in cases of elopement, 
is th a t afforded by the Justice 's  office. 
There a  couple can be flrmly united in 
the space of a  minute for a  sm all sum. 
I t  is custom ary for a  groom to  dress ae 
he may please when the m arriage is tc 
be perforiuod by a Justice, and a  dress* 
suit would be sadly out of place in tbe 
musty law office. The one great ad* 
vantago of th e  Justice-shop m arriage ie 
its cheapness. As some inxmlo object 
to  being m arried by a Ju stice  of the 
Peace, preferring tbo sanction of tbe 
Church in addition to  th a t o f the law, 
the young ]>oople may visit a  imrsouagc 
instead of a  Justice's office with the 
same preparation. The ceremony may 
be fully as informal whon perform ed at 
the  minister's homo, the only difference 
lxdng th a t not leas than $tt,*and, better 
still, $5 or $10 should bn paid  for the 
service, although thore is no fixed sum 
charged. The most i>optilar ceremony 
among people who do not class them* 
selves aa in "society, ” and also among 
many who do, is a quiet home wedding! 
whore the bride is a ttired  in a  suit oi 
plain white or traveling dress, and the 
groom in a  plain black o r  brown busi­
ness suit, whero only a few friends aud 
relatives oro present. Tlio affair is in* 
formal, perhaps a  modest supper oi 
lunch being served after tbe  ceremony 
is performed, and the entire expense tc 
tbe groom being covered by $20, ot 
even less. T his is the m ost populai 
wedding ceremony, and th is is tiie way 
in which fully 25 |K*r cent, of young 
l»eoj>lo are married. Next in  point oi 
fuvor and inexiiensivcness is the in* 
formal church wodding, being  similar 
in a ll things except tha t th e  service it 
perform ed within the porta l*  of the 
church. I f  the  affair is stric tly  private 
tlio bride and groom m ay nnsup* 
ported, or liuve bridesmaids and, 
groomsmen, as they pleoso. In  the 
la tte r caso full-dress suits should be 
worn, increasing the expenso, The 
"full-dress wedding," as it  may In- 
called when the  coremony is performed 
at home, is next in favor. Elaborate 
trousseau, full-dress suits, bridesmaids 
and groomsmen, flowers in abundance, 
and a  host of invited guests are the re* 
quisite, followed by a roception, feast 
o r lunch, as th e  contracting parties may 
desire. The seventh and  lost, the 
most popular, is the full-dress affair 
perform ed in  church. Among people 
who desire to  create a  s tir  in society 
this is tlio favorite. I t  is expensive, 
and iu many cases unsatisfactory.— 
Brooklyn Matjaiine.

Hats iu Old Times.
The h a tte rs  have a  tradition that the 

a rt of felting originated with Bt, Clem* 
ent, th e  fourth  bishop of Home, Un­
der th is impression, in  Catholic coun­
tries, they adopt him as th e ir  patron 
saint, and hold  an annual festival in his 
honor. Tho principle of felting is said 
to  have boon suggested to  him, by the 
following circumstance*: while fleeing 
from his persecutors, his feet liecume 
blistered, and to  obtain relief, he placed 
wool In-twoen them  and his sandals. 
Ou continuing his journey, the wool, 
by the  pers | oration motion and press­
ure of the feet, assumed a  compact 
form. Notwithstanding th is tradition, 
it ajqmar* th a t felt hats were invent)k] 
at Paris, by a  Hwiss, aU m t the com­
mencement of the fifteenth century; 
but thoy were not generally known, 
until (diaries the Hoventh mode his 
trium phal en try  Into liouen, in the year 
UU2; when ho astonished the |Nu>ple, 
by wearing a hut, lined with red silk, 
und surm ounted with a plume of feath­
er*.

W hen some of tlio elergy first adopted 
this urtU*\e of dress, it was considered 
an unwarrantable indulgence; councils 
were belt), und regulations published, 
forbidding any priest, or monk, to u| h 
jM*ur abroad, wearing a ha t; and en­
joining them  to  keep to  the use of 
cliupetons, o r hoods, mode of block 
cloth, with decent coronet*; if they 
went poor, they were a t least to  have 
com ets fastened to  their hats, upon 
penalty of sitspeiiaion and exeominuni- 
cation. At letigth, however, the Pope

Iiermittod the cardinals to  wear huts; 
»ut enjoined them to wcur those of a 

red color, at public ceremonials, in to ­
ken tha t they were ready to spill their 
bloo<l for their religion.

Iu  England, considerable opposition 
was made to tin1 use of the hat. Hy u 
htalue, ctmeted in tin* th irteenth  yeui 
of the reign of Kli/uheth, every i»oV»on 
between certain uges was obliged, on 
Sundays nud holidays, to wcur a uooleo 
cup, under penalty of th ree shilling* 
and fonr-|s‘Uoe for every day's neglect. 
The m anufacture of hats*w as com­
menced, in England, in the tim e of 
Ileurv the E ighth, by Dutclimcu aud 
Bpaniurds.

Ellen Swan, tho boautiful daughter 
of ono of tbe m ost aristocratic families 
of Baltimore, m arried FbiUp Barton 
Key, son of tbo an tbor of the  "S tar 
Strangled Banner."

Mr. W iutbrop, during his b rie f term  
of service iu th e  Senate as the successor 
of Daniel W ebster, presented an in ter­
esting petition from the widow of Capt. 
Robert Gray, tbe discoverer of the 
Columbia luver, asking relief. Capt. 
Dray was in tb e  naval service of nis 
country during the war of tlio revolu­
tion, and afterwards, iu the sloop Wash­
ington, was the  first to  carry tbe  Hag of 
our Union around the world. In  a  sub­
sequent voyage, in the year 17P2, be 
discovered and entered the Columbia 
River,to which lie gave the name of the 
ship which lie commanded, and thus 
founded the corner-stone of th e  Ameri­
can title. Mrs. G ray's jwtitioii was ac­
companied by tho original sea passimrt, 
signed by George W ashington and at­
tested, under which the Columbia 
sailed from Boston in 171H). A similar 
document bore the signature of Jolm 
Hancock as Governor of Massachusetts, 
and a  clenruuce certificate from the 
Boston custom house was signed by 
Benjamin Liucoln, collector of the  port, 
whose name was honorably identified 
with several of the great battlefield* of 
the Revolution. Capt. Gray had died 
in 1800, leaving a widow aud four chil­
dren, witli very little  property, aud she 
now asked Congress to  cheer her old 
age by making such a grant to  h e r and 
her daughters as would testify its ap­
preciation of a  citizen whose nautical 
skill and hold enterprise had rendered 
eo distinguished a  benefit to  liis coun­
try.

Senator B utler was a prom inent fig­
ure iu the Senate ju st before the war. 
He was a  trifle larger around a t the 
waistband than  anywhere else, his 
white hair stood out as if he was 
charged with electric fluid, and South 
Carolina was legibly written on his 
rubicund countenunce. The genial old 
gentlemau would occasionally take a 
glass of wine too much in "the Hole in 
the  W all," and then  bully H ale or 
Chase a little , bu t he was a  general 
favorite nevertheless, and when Mr. 
Sum ner showed 3Irs. Sew ard the 
manuscript of his speech on the  "Bar­
barism  of Slavery," she advised him to 
strike out his allusion to  Senator But­
ler, which provoked the cowardly at­
tack of i ’reston S. Brooks.

The sudden formation of the  "Know- 
nothing," or Americau party, was a 
|iolitical phenomenon. Men ot oil 
political creeds fraternized, under the 
stars and stripes, und adopted as their 
c reed : "O ur country, our whole coun­
try , and nothing but our country." 
Mysterious movements all over tho 
country attracted the curiosity of the 
people, An eager desiro to  loarn what 
these movements m eant ojmrated ou 
the public mind. Tho i*raphcrualia 
of grips, and signs, and passwords, and 
degrees, aud lodges, tickled tho popu­
la r  fancy. Above nil, tho necessity felt 
for some central point around which, 
aa a  nucleus, a ll tho scattered elem ents 
of thu opiHudtion to  the administration 
could crystalizo into ahapo o r form, 
lout a  sudden growth to the new organ­
ization, I t  liecumo formidable, Imt it 
fell a  prey to  two classes. One was thu 
anti-Roman Catholics, who sought to 
convert the movoiuont into religious 
crusade against what they called 
"BojN’ry," although several prominent 
founders of thu organization were 
Homan Catholics, But the Americau 
party  was shipwrecked by Henry 
NVilsoti and other Alxditionista, who 
joined for the avowed purpose of break­
ing up the old Whig party, and pru- 
venting tbe unw organization from Ite- 
coming national by taking strong  anti* 
slavery ground. Home of tlm  very 
limn who denounced (ho American 
movement arc now prominent in their 
opposition to  the immigration of hordes 
of ignorant Chinese and Europeuiis.

iu  IHNJ, a itfptvs*'/itittivofrom u X«w 
England district received u request 
from one of tlnme iinimmce constituents 
who nre always writing for books, that 
he would send a copy of tbe collection 
of patents on electricity, gotten up at 
tlm patent office. As the representa­
tive felt tb i t  he should want every veto 
the  next fall that he could get, he 
stepped into the patent office ami asked 
if lm could get a copy of tbe collection.

In  Euro|>o lying is conaidertd on the 

whole objectionable, and not to t a  prac­
ticed by any except |tolitiolaua,travelers, 
and the  nowapaper pooplc. Mkillcd 
witnesses, o f course, do not tak ing  to 
any continent o r climate. In  tlio United 
States, on the  contrary, lying is con­
sidered a  g reat set-off to  conversation; 
without it no ono can aspire to  t a  con­
sidered ta t te r  than a mere fossil; it is 
the  hunting-ground of tlm humorist, 
and tho journalist occasionally makes a 
g reat hit by telling a plain, ntivuriiished 
tale. In  Asia none but a  rude, um-dti* 
cuted Imor would over think of telling 
the tru th . Lying Is a  sign of culture 
and p d ito  brooding. In  -Africa the 
natives are not yet sufficiently civilized 
to  have any definite notions on the sule 
ject. They are on tlm lowest possible 
lovel. Tlmy lie or not, accordingly ua 
they think it  is to  their sdvautuge 
o r "the reverse. Rum and religion. 
Bibles ami tayonets, have yet to  do a 
great work ta fo re  tlm pn»r African can 
rise to  the dignity of forming a d ’-ffnite

IH»|iey on the luaiter. The Austriiliuns 
can to  (lie American side. In Europ* 

Ananias is branded as a  ta d  limn; ill 
America lm is a  funny m an; in Asia, 
where he is known, t a  would be can­
onized as tlm pdiidicd matt; while in 
Africa lm is no ta t te r  nor worse than 
ativ man—lm is tin- mere average nmr- 
ta f; he drifts with tlm tide of events, 
and is not worth mukiug an occasional 
fetish of. On the whole, the cari-i r  <>f 
Ammiiui must t a  considered u failure. 
W here lie is kliowil lie in not respected, 
ami where ho might t a  ri-sp-eted lie is 
not known. In  Hunduy-Hcliools aud iu 
t t a  p&gc* of tracts lie p rin ts a moral, 
but the pHtitioti js inadequate to the de­
sire* of a true ambition, or the require­
m ents of a  discriminating philosophy. 
To sporting journals and to tlm entire 
American press be is jtjvuluablc, but 
th is is unfeeling, (hankies* ground. He 
merely represents a  record which no 
one is desirous to  break. Not a man of 
those who cite him regards him with 
gratitude, not to  sp>nk of liom-st 
esteem. If  Aunnias bad his rights he 
would occupy an important place among 
the Hindoo*' l,issi,<SS) gods. In China 
he would figure prominently among 
Coviflieiuu worthies, l ie  ought, eer- 
tainly, to he considered the puiljetilar 
ihreused ancestor of th e  Chinese and 
Indo-Chinese races. In cold c< .intries 
lying is charitably supposed to be tlm 
resu lt of sup-rabundunee of imagina­
tion, of a  misdirected energy of exag­
geration, or of a careful and judicious 
spirit of economy, as in the cast- of tho 
gciith-muii who bad far ton much re­
gard for the  tru th  to be using it on 
every paltry ocruxinii.

Ill the East, however, whatever other 
exutanm ec there may be it i* m>t that 
of imagination, and economy is far from 
ta in g  a  leading characteristic, 'ibo  
profusion is, nevertbeles*, certainly not 
the  tru th . T hat commodity is econo­
mized down to  the vanishing point. The 
Eastern statesman or diplomatist con­
sider* jt tan ea th  him, w hether from a 
professional or an n-sthetie point of 
view'. Any man cun tell the truth. Aa 
an assertion of his supirioritv  to tbo 
supposed average man it in therefore 
imperative tha t he should tell lie*. I t  
i* only when an oriental leader has 
reached thu level of absolute genius that 
he ventures to state things a*' they really 
are. I t  is then extremely good policy, 
for no one believes him, und lie attains 
his object much more easily ami rapidly 
than lie possibly could by an elabora­
tion of misstatements. This measure 
is, however, only open to (lie most 
eminent, aud therefore to  the most 
pructiced in th e  other thing, for a poli­
tician would very rapidly lone bis repu ­
tation for good timimers if he were emu- 
moniy, or even on an appreciable per­
centage of occasions, to  tell the tru th . 
If it cannot be done without, jt must 
ho deled out in the most cliury fashion, 
for tho sukeof good name and breeding. 
They all do it, down to  tlm very lowest, 
with the utm ost equanimity and zest, 
and they do it simply tacuitso thov aro 
im-unabloof doing an vtbing else, W hen 
tlm liimloo ilnrti, the household tailor, 
eomus to thu nieweahih with a request 
for leave on account of tho sudden und 
unexpected death of hi* Mother, thu 
tenth time th a t that relutivo has expired 
within thu year, it is not so much tlm 
lack of inventive faculty that is present 
in him as the consciousness (hat it would 
be indelicute, not to say im p-rtiiient, to  
b lurt out the n-al tru th . Moreover, lm 
knows tha t a  refusal will give him an 
opening for loud demonstrations ,,f W)>* 
which aro likely to 1m otfei-tual, aud a t 
any rate would not t a  justitlml by any 
other plea for leave of absence, 'But it 
is far moro often tho desire to ph-aso 
tha t lead* to  lying among the lower 
classes in (he East, more especially in 
India. The anxiety of the native to  
avoid inany way annoyinganv one often 
leads him to tlm most reckless state­
ments. You are fagged uftcr a long 
day's shooting. You ask him how far 
it is to  the nearest railway station o r  to  
tin- village where vour tents lire. Ho 
will answer w ith the utmost aluerity and 
sympathy th a t it is babul nuzdik, quite 
close, and Indicates the shortest way. 
When you have walked four or five 
miles, and have not arrived, you tag in  
to realize the Is-initv of exactitude. 
You rail at the mild Hindoo, and think 
th a t missionary lubor is imt so success­
ful as it ought to  ta .  The Action* of 
the  dak bungalow butler tire toe famil­
iar to need more than an illusion, Tlm 
"everything havo got" which fillips 
your uppetito after a long stage fade* 
away through visions of beef and unit- 
tou to the inevitable murglii. Still, tlm 
butler rejoice* j» tlm fact tha t lm Inis 
..leased you with anticipation* and kept 
tip your 1io| m*» to tin* last moment. He 
is as invariable with his “everything 
have got" as tbe household servant is 
with the death of his mother.

age duration of Unman life may l>o
M aud permanently increased’, and 

i to  which it is subject corre­
spondingly abated, us the progress of 
aauitury science reveals tho sources of 
disuascs ami provides the  means for 
«iuci essfully attacking them . An ex­
am ple of what Iiuh already been accom­
plished in this direction is given by tho 
»Sa»< a ry  I'lunther. T hat paper says: 
T h e  population of liirimughum, Kng- 
land, was, in l>7J, dff,P>*0, o r forty-one 
persons to  the aero. In 18n!» it was 
427,7<*ff, or fifty-one to an acre. I t  is 
an  axiom hi tho history of centers of 
population thut deaths increase witli 
the density of population, hut in that 
city the num ber of deaths in 1 1 was
h,.v.M; in 1hh5 tha t num ber was s# 
num erically less, despite the iucrcasu 
of ten persons to the acre of space. 
Had the deaths for |s*spi been the  aver­
age of three years, |H7d 7*», it would 
have hccu 11,121. The saving of life, 
ns shown by the diminished deaths 
since |K7.rt, as compared with the three 
yours ending l*Kfj, was fully 17,715. the 
money value of whi It, on h r. l-arr's 
estim ate of the average value o f human 
life, was to which, of even
more value, add improved average of 
public health. This result is d ea rly  
traceable to the sanitary work of the 
lust ten veurs.— lijrvhantjn,

That, lirm lias been negotiating 
its sale for the past month, and the de­
tails were completed on Thursday of the 
present week, when A. A. lloskin, 
accompanied by II. A. Tuttle, o f Cleve­
land, and Win. Maxwell, of Rockville. 
Conn., together with a numlxT of Cap­
italists from the interior of the state, 
paid a visit to the mine. The Eastern 
parties represented by Jlcssrs. Tuttle 
and Maxwell purchased 510,000 of the 
40,000 shares, or a three-fourths interest, 
the remaining one-fourth interest being 
held by Hoskin & Wambold and their 
associates.

T here are two old-school medical 
colleges in C incinnati These are the 
Ohio and Miami. W hile belonging to  
tho samo school of mcdiciuo, they are 
rival institutions, and the  doctors never 
succeed in agreeing about anything. 
The lines between tho rospeetivo insti­
tutions are p re tty  strictly  defined, and 
these run through practice and society 
also. From  tlie  taginning, o r since 
there  were two institutions, there lias 
been a  lively contest for tho privileges 
of tho Cincinnati hospital. I t  lies with 
tho trustees to  decide which faculty 
shall enjoy the  privilege, which is re­
garded as valuable. Homo tim e ago tho 
trustees seemed to tire  of tho contest 
between tlie tw o colleges for tho con­
tro l of the hospital, and decided to  
place the Ohio and Miami upon an 
equal footing. Subsequently the tru s ­
tees changed thoir minds again, and 
the resolution opening tho hospital to 
both faculties was repealed, and there­
upon the exclusive privilege was 
awardod to th e  Miami. This was a  very 
sour doso for th e  Ohio, and it was made 
nnendurablo by  an announcement in 
the  circular of tho Miami college for 
students tlmt it  had the exclusive right 
to  tho privileges of tho hospital. The 
Ohio decided no t to stand this, so it  has 
appoaled to tho Legislature. Tho 
la tter has been asked to pass a bill 
giving to each collcgo tho privileges of 
the hospital in  proportion to tho num ­
ber of students in attendance. The 
Ohio, having iu students a ta u t  throo to 
ono of tho Miami, it  can be soon wliero 
the  shoo is liable to pinch.

Si’EAKiNu of Henry Goorgo's literary 
stylo, a  Now York correspondent w rites: 
Tlio stylo of H enry Goorgo's writing is 
of his most potent ulluromonts. Every­
body is reading his books nnd lus 
Standard, and thoso who rojoct his 
theories profess tlmt they like to read 
him for his stylo alone. Homebody 
onco said tlmt Mncaulay's style was moro 
attractive to tlinso who did not think 
nnd had no convictions. I t  is gonorally 
adm itted th a t George's stylo in this 
particular is tho  greatest since Macau­
lay’s. Hi’s diction is romnrknbly clrnsto, 
nnd his Btylo 1ms that singular lucidity 
which enn only bo the rosult of labori­
ous care. George himself said tho othor 
day tha t he never published the sim­
plest screed without re-writing tho 
•original draft a t least thrico, nnd he 
•docs not porinit his son, Henry George, 
J r ., to write a  le tte r without the most 
•careful revision. Tho fact tlmt this 
man has produced a stylo of such won­
derful <*lmrm and classic polish has sot 
a ll t t a  literators agog to  discover what 
au tho r lm took ns a  model. I t  is of 
courso known that ho has boon an ex­
haustive render of tho great histoi'iins 
and political economists, nnd tlmt ho 
has not hesitated to uso their ideas on 
all invasions, bu t wind particular genius 
eomiuanded his imitation is still a sub­
ject o f debate. I  was talking to a  lit­
erary crowd tho other night, and thoy 
had come to the  conclusion th a t George 
hud formed his stylo by fusing the pe­
riods o t Macaulay and the dear-cu t 
sentences of Tnine, whoso “French Rev­
olution" Genrgo ,1ms a t his tongue's 
end, and tlio bloody scenes of which ho 
threatens, if his land theory is not 
adopted. I t remains to be seen, how­
ever, how this revolution will meet tho 
approval of tlio Boston circle.

A great deal of good 
blood was spilled without the slightest 
reason for it, and money was squandered, 
and thousands of soldiers put to unneces­
sary toil and danger and discomfort, with­
out the least apparent prospect of any good 
ooming from i t

These truths ore stated, not in n fault­
finding way, but iu oqler th.vt the famous 
Red River expedition of the spring ot IN64 
may be set down at the head of the list, ns 
ill-conceived, useless, blundering, nnd dis­
creditable.

All this may be said without casting the 
blame on auy particular ono of tho Gen­
erals who accompanied the expedition. 
Their battles hnvo been fought over aud 
over again on paper, and we will not judge 
where tho fault lay, that some tweuty-fivo 
or thirty thousand good soldiers hud to re­
treat before au enemy inferior iu numbers, 
with the unmerited stigma of defeat to fol­
low them into history. Blunders were 
made by tho Geuerals—dreadful blundors— 
but wo will not try to fix tho responsibility. 
There was stout fighting dono by nil tue 
troops, both Eastern aud Western, nnd Sa- 
biue Cross Roads and lMoasant Hill wero 
by no means Coufedernto victories, al­
though our army was compelled to fall 
back to Alexandria.

The great weakness of tho whole cam­
paign was that it was ever commenced at 
all. As soou as Grant, iu command of all 
the armies, learned of this silly expedition, 
he sent orders countermanding it; but the 
thing had goue so far that his orders never 
reached us until we wero almost back to 
the Mississippi.

Twenty-live thousand good soldiers, the 
heroes of Vicksburg nnd Fort Hudson, sent 
off almost beyond civilization, itway up in­
to the pine woods of Northwest Lotiisinun, 
wharo there was nothing to bo galued, noth- 
iug to bo hold, to huut around after au utu- 
bushed enemy!

They could hnvo dono about ns mueh 
good to the Union cause if (hey lmd taken 
a  tour into Ibe pino woods of Mtehigau.

I bad an opportunity, the year after tbo 
close of tho war, to ask Geut-ral Banks if 
he designed this movement. He replied 
that he did not; but that suggestions aud 
hiuts came to him in such a way from 
Washington that he dearly uuucrstood 
what was wanted, Ho the expedition was 
made; and when it proved a fniluro the 
Washington people stepped out and left 
somo'of the General* to be scapegoats; aud 
then, as stated, severe blame belongs to 
•omc of tho Generals for their almost critu- 
tunl carelessuess—ami, in brief, we will 
leave tho wholo wretched business where 
history leaves it, Iu an inextricable stnto.

Our soldiers, East and West, fought and 
suffered nobly, and illustrated the great cu- 
imcities of tho volunteers. They should 
have no quarrel over it.

Rut tberu was one episode iu Hint wrotch- 
ed expedition in whieti every soldier in tYat 
army may take the highest pride. It was 
the rcHi'Uo of Admiral Porter's whole fieet 
from capture at Alexandria. Nothing like 
this achievement occurred anywhere else 
during the war. It was au exploit standing by 
itself, so novel, so apparently impossible, 
that the people have never uudersiood it, 
sud never half appreciated the great serv- 
icy. Perhaps wu m iy make it a little 
dearer.

Ou Ibe 2Hh of April the nrmy entered 
Alexaudtia iu good order, ou the r< treat. 
It was not pursued by the Confederates; 
but when we marebed out on the BKb of 
May (o continue ilio retreat, wo fouud them 
botween us ami (lie Mississippi, mid bad to 
fight our way out. Ketwoeu these dates 
bjtteries bad been planted ou (ho Rod 
River below Alexandria,and steamboats bad 
keen sunk and burned. With our commu­
nication* thus eut off from all points be­
low, the qutfttion will be asked, \\ h,v did 
the army remain eighteen days at Alexan­
dria, instead of instantly moving and scat­
tering the hostile forces iu the way?

The answer gives title to this sketch.
It was that wu might save the uavy.
Exact figures are uot just now aeeossiblc; 

but it may be stated that Admiral Barter 
brought up the Red River from the Missis, 
■ippi a dozen good gunboat*, which wcut 
fur up above Alexandria. They guarded 
the numerous ilectof steamers that brought 
supplies along for the army; they shelled 
the woods aloug the way when anything 
suspicious appeared; and some of them lmd 
Mtine lively fighting on their own aeeoimt 
above Alexandria, with detachment* of 
Taylor's an*v that tried to > aptUA> them. 

They got back to (hat place- or lo Ibe shal- 
ly** in the ri'W  above i t -  about the More

time as the army. Hard marks of service 
were til over tk<m; bullet and shot scare 
were plenty. Wrecker! and dismantled 
ste-im-transports lay careened over in mid­
stream; .the water was shadow; everything 
ou keel was aground!

The Confedemles, to nnd ont of Taylor’s 
nrmy. no doubt thought that their oppor­
tunity bail come to make an overwhelming 
triumph. Borne of tho more piou* of ttain 
said that (he God of tattles was ou their 
side. They euid this, not on account of the 
late battles, oat of which netitar sidu had 
amtbiug in particular to brag of, but be- 
cause the Red River, wbieh was invariably 
imvigttble at this season lu this part of it, 
had fallen, so that the whole fieet was im­
prisoned above the town. The euemy re­
garded it ae their certain prey.

Supposing that Adtuital Barter end his 
bine-jackets bad been compelled to aban­
don tueir gunboats, and march down to the 
Mi-siksippl with the army?

In that event, the blowing-up and utter 
destruction of the fieet would bhve been 
necessary, to prevent its falling into Ibe 
enemy's hands. It was the loot part of the 
Uiaeiasippi s innd on. Its loss at that time 
would have been a most disastrous blow 
to the United States. Not only would 
it have been the total destruction of 
mi lions of dollars’ worth of property, bat 
fibs blockade of the Mississippi would 
have tfeen crippled. The great river eonld 
not have been kept open without them or 
the r  equivalent, aud the Navy Department 
had not their equivalent to spare.

lint what was to be done? What could bo 
done?

Mark the sitnation. The Red River jost 
above Alexandria runs with a current of 
nine miles an hour. There is a descent of 
a mile, called the “Falls," or “Rapids," in 
which, at thnt season of low water, great 
black rocks showed their ugly heads abovo 
the surface. Above the rapids the gunboat 
fieet was, to all appearance, hopelessly 
stranded. The sailors kuew of uo way (o 
help themselves.

In this crisis, an astonishing plan was 
proposed by the army. I t was to dam up 
the river from each side, so us to raise the 
water above, by which meaus the gunboats 
would be floated, and bo enabled to pn«s 
through an opening of fiftv-flve feet in tlio 
luiddlo of the dam to the deep water below. 

“The nroiHMitiou looked like murine**,

Admiral Porter Yet in eleven days (he
army accomplished Ibis herculean work, 
released the imprisoned gunboats, and sent 
them ou their way rejoicing lo the Missis-

e whole annals of militarr engineer­
ing, aucient or modern, may well be chal­
lenged to match this exploit; the Intar* of 
any and all armies may be nought for in 
vain to furnish anything so stupendous of 
this kind.

The achievement filled the Confederates 
with amazement. They realized its im­
portance, if the people of the North did 
uot. And the residents of the vicinity, 
seetug our army thus bring the forces of 
nature into subjection, mildly wouderud if 
there was anything that those cursed Yan­
kees couldn't do.

The credit of planning this wonderful 
work is given to Lieutenaut Colonel Rniley, 
of the Fourth Wiscousiu, then engineer of 
the Nineteenth Corps. He is since dead, 
and uo one would wish to rob his memory 
of this rare honor. But it will not detract 
from his just fame to state that there were 
men carrying musket* iu that army who 
were perfectly familiar with the priuciplo 
of the scheme, and who hnd actually helped 
to put it in practice ou the Huaquobiiima 
River, iu releasing a steamboat stranded 
at low water.

In his testimony before the Committee on 
the Conduct of the War, Geuerul Emory 
stated that be also beard the idea advauced 
by a soldier of t ta  One Huudred and 
Fourteenth Now York, who canto to him 
with it. He had helped try it, with suc­
cess, on the Husmtohuuua,which lie Uumulit 
a much more difficult stream for the ex­
periment than the Red.

The name of that mau ought to go into 
history, for t ta  incident shows tho utmost 
boundless capabilities* of t ta  men who 
compos 'd t ta  Union armies. T tay could 
do auything; they were never at fault. Over 
at Algiers, opposite New Orleans, when a 
New England regiment were starting out to 
repair the dismantled railroad, tbo engineer 
of t ta  train declared that be sympathized 
with tta  South, aud would not servo tie  
Yankees. Geuerul Butler ordered him iu 
irous, and asked if there was anybody iu 
t ta  regiment who would undortako to rim 
t ta  train.

A full dozen practical engineers imriun'.ly 
stopped out.

The man who conceived t ta  idea of tho 
dam simultaneously with Ctdouul Hui'cy, 
wus Hergeant Theodore Evan*, of Rain- 
bridge, Chenango County, New York. He 
is also deccaHod.

But to conceive this idoa wan one thing, 
nnd to put it into practical ojreratmi was 
auolber. Without tue full and he.utv co­
operation of t ta  men nothing could be m> 
complished, Would they give it?

They aURwercd tlmt question fully, uohly. 
They laid aside their imiskeis, and man­
fully undertook a work which was simply 
appalling iu its magnitude.

For eleven days, three thousand soldiers 
worked iu reliefs, night and day, to duiu 
the Red River aud ffont the gunboat* off 
the shallows. Rations nnd forage were al­
most exbau*tod; wlmt was done must ta  
done instantly, for the nrmy could uot slay 
boro nnd starve. The men worked like 
beavers. T tay chopped down acres of 
timber. They tore down all the neighbor- 
jug mills, to got brick and stoue. Wagons 
on tlio roads Aud tint-boats on tho river 
were plying iucessuntly, bringing iu the 
material.

From tho Alexandria side of the river a 
dam was built out three hundred feet. It 
was made of tbo trunks of large (rocs, 
brushwood, stoue, aud briex, crossed with 
other timber, and strengthened in i vory 
toHuible way. At the end of this, four 
urge couMmrgea wero suuk, tilled with 

stone and brick. F nm the opposite
tank, cribs tilled with stone were 
built out to tho barges, The plan 
had been to make the dam c!car 
across, and then, a* the water rais 'd, blow 
«i gap iu tho middle with a torpedo, but the 
pressure of the water was so great ilml two 
of tlio barges were carried away, making 
au interval through which four of the gun­
boat* successfully passed, Tho width of 
the river at this (mint was six hundred lent; 
and after this experience Colouel Jhiiloy 
deemed it impracticable to put tbo dam 
clear across. The gap was left, aud three 
days wero occupied iu constructing wiug- 
dum* above. The device was entirely suc­
cessful, aud nine more gunboats aud two 
tugs passed down iuto deep water.

The bare mention of thoso details con­
veys no adequate idea of the laboisof tue 
soldiers. Tuey worked uudor the burning 
sun, and in the t old dews of night by tbo 
light of lauterns. T tay were in water idt 
the time; sometimes it was abovo their 
waists. They toiled against a swift cur­
rent. Mauy of them must have judged the 
effort lo ta  hopeless; but they toiled ou 
wjth tta  utmost patiiuee and fidelity. 
Good-humor, ofieu jest* and laughter, pre­
vailed ns Ibe work went on.

There wa* no difficulty in filling the de­
tails. All were willing, all toady. And 
while this work wont on, other detail* of 
tlio army were building fortifications on 
shore and making lecotmoUsanccs, to in­
sure the position.

Not only did the soldiers execute those 
groat Inbuns, but ttay  unloaded the guu-

boats lightening them of their iron armor 
and guns, that they might pass down easily. 
For once we had generous and attainted 
praise from the navy—from (Aim navy.

The sceue aloug the banks of the Red 
River, wheu these labors were cm •'red  
with success by the pa*sage down (ho 

nboats. was a  glad aud exciting one,
be bauks were lined, crowded with sol­

diers. As the vessels swung out into the 
swift current, with hutches battened down, 
*i etica toll upon the multitude. As they 
were swept along by the foaming Mood, rock- 
lug aud carecnlug under a full head of 
steam, the suppressed exoitemontwas pain­
ful; bat when, one after uuottar, ttay 
da*hed gallantly through the gap and rodo 
safely in the deep water uelow—auoh a roar 
of cheers weut up from the lusty throats 
of the soldiers as that reglou never had 
known. Well might they shout—they had 
done a work there which was snro lo go 
Into tbe bistort of (heir country, and which 
future generations would read with amaze­
ment.

"Fields of glory are not always fields of 
blood." Much as I  honor my comrades 
who served iu Louisiana for ihelr bravery 
in battle, for their putieut endurance on 
the march iu tbo (tlistering heats of that 
climate, I tbluk thoy aro to be as highly 
honored for the tremendous toll and ex­
posure of thoae days when they prevailed 
over Nature borselr, put t ta  lied River un­
der subjection, aud manfully saved the 
uavT.—Jamei* / ’YuafcHu FYR*, la Chicago 
Udatger.

W h o  G ot_M y M o at?

As tta  First Iowa Cavalry was marching 
through Arkansas, <mo day we came to a 
wood which we had to puss through. As 
we were riding a'ong wo emerged into an 
owning or clearing, in which stood u com­
modious log bouse; and what most struck 
my eye was a good-sized log smuta-boHNo, 
and tta  prospect of full ration* st uck me 
still moro fuicihly. We dismounted, aud. 
tyiug my horse to a fence-post, 1 advanced 
on that smoke-house, when, behold, it was 
locked; but, uot wishing to be balked of 
my contemplated feast, 1 ran Luck aud then 
forward, nnd planted both feet against il, 
when the door gavo wav with a crash.

Sim said: "For heaven’s sake, men, don't 
take it all. My children will starve."

That hurt me, but I braced up und said: 
“I am hungry, too; and wu don't get such 
faro often."

Iu iust twenty minutes tliore was not 
enough meat in tlmt smoko.Iiouse to feed a 
eat. Well, I got to my liorse, and tied a Iihii 
on one side ami a shoulder ou the other, 
and wo Mere just fairly mounted, wheu an 
order enmo along the lino to charge forward, 
iu hopos of c ipturing some guerilla* which 
some of t ta  men in scouting nrouud had 
discovered.

Away we weut, pell nidi, hurry scurry, 
in disregard of all military discipline, at 
full gallop. Away went my ham mid 
tdumlder, swinging up and down wish a 
force tlmt took my little horse from one 
side of tlie road to the other, but 1 bung on 
to (tain for a half mil", when I thought, 
“This will never do," so I cast my eyes 
around for a good place to leave them; and 
in a ravine a little way ahead I thought 1 
could throw them under a *iiiull bridge 
which came In my way, so loosening the 
string I threw them down without stopping, 
and thought I would come back and get 
them wheu we weut into rump. Then we 
Were ordered to sesrelt all the houses in 
our way, but wo did not find miyoue. und 
soon cumo to a village, which the lays 
ransacked completely, taking all t h » oat- 
uhlcs tho two small stores contained. I did 
not take any uivself, for I thought I would 
have all I would want to curry when I got 
my meat.

This is done by 
daily blow ing a stream  of cool air, by 
means of an clastic bag, upon tlie neck, 
and by immersing the feet in enol 
water. Thu air is at first only slightly 
cool, but is oacji day made colder, until 
the neck cun stand an arctic Must w ith 
impunity. The foot are immersed in 
water which is a t first at a tempernttiro 
of about iM) degrees F ., and this is 
gradually reduced to 38 degrees F.

I t is often observed th a t iron of re­
cent make rusts and wears away much 
more rapidly than samples muiio forty 
or fifty years ago. The more rapid 
deterioration of much of the  iron of a 
lute make arises from the  fact that it 
coutuins more impurities than formerly. 
The common iron of to-day is tilled with 
slag, and looks coarse and fibrous uh< n 
rusted or worn. Fifty years ago the 
iron mado in tbo U nitcd .S tates was 
largely charcoal iron, und was much 
purer und better than the same grades 
made at the present day.

At 
Inst tho people begun to rush for tho 
waiters as soon us they entered tlie 
room.

Tubs of punch w-ero 
finally taken iuto the garden, and in 
this way the throng was drawn off, and 
it was possible to serve cake and m juo 
to the ladies. At Jueksoii's farewell 
reception a monster cheese, as big as a 
hogshead in circumference and nearly a 
yard thick, was eut with saw blades 
mode into knives, ami served out to tho 
guests. Faeli guest received three 
pounds of cheese. Thu event was tho 
talk of the nation, and when Van Puivn 
became President Ids New York friends, 
emulative of Jackson, sent him a big 
cheese. I t  was cut up in the east room. 
Tlie greasy crumbs falling upon the 
curj ot were tram pled into it, and the 
ruination of the furniture during these 
two adminiH'ratfotiN led infer Presidents 
tu discontinue the practice of serving 
eatables at general receptions.

Tho man, it ap­
pears, m et his death  with groat lim i­
tless, b u t bis wifo made wild supplica­
tions for mercy on lielialf of her little  
daughter, to whom she asked tho exe­
cutioners to send locks of her hair, 
which they cut off’, preparatory to  her 
being placed on the block. Hho had to 
lie carried iu a half-inanimate condition 
to tho guillotine, bu t when her head 
was placed on the p lank sho tried  to 
jerk it back, and struggled violently. 
D eibler's men bad to  bold her down by 
the shoulders until the  knife fell. 
While the  blood was being sponged the 
husband was led to death. Ho embraced 
tho chaplain th ree times, aud then 
placed bis bond calmly on tho block. 
Tho guillotining of tho woman has been 
described by some of tho eye-witnesses 
who were accustomed to capital execu­
tions as the most horrible scene which 
they hud ever behold.

A fjuk which took place lately in a 
remote village iu China, destroyed a 
collection which was one of the most 
remarkuhlo in the world, says a foreign 
lotter-w’riter. Tho descendants of Con­
fucius are the only persons outside tho 
imperial family whoso titles desceud 
unimpaired from father to son, Iu 
other cases the sou's title  or rank ik 
tho nobility is one degree lowep than 
his father's, so tha t every noble family 
in the course of a  few generations 
merges in the commonalty. The male 
heirs of the  family of Confucius are 
dukes, and have resided for nearly 
tw*enty-rive hundred years in their an­
cestral homo in the proviuco of Hlmn- 
timg. The residence was receutly de­
stroyed by tire, and all tho historical 
articles presented by successive dynas­
ties atid admirers of the philosopher 
during all tlieso centuries were con­
sumed. As the presont duke is a  lineal 
descendant of Confucius, there can l>e 
no doubt of the authenticity of tho col­
lection, which can now never ba re­
placed. _____________

IDnciHrt Arnold*
Benedict Arnold was a native of Con­

necticut, where lie.was boru ia Norwich, 
•lammry 5, 1M10. l ie  joined tin* pa tri­
ots soon after tho Revolution broke 
out ami was commissioned u Colonel in 
the service of MasNurliitNctU. Iu 1775 
lie led a force of about l,(Min men 
through the northern  forest with the 
intention of capturing Quebec. Gen. 
Montgomery's forces were joined by 
Arnold ut the Ht. Lawrence, and tho 
attack made hut it failed. Montgomery 
met his death tliero and Arnold was 
seriously wounded. Arnold became a 
BrigmlioM bmorul. He commanded in 
Fhiludulphis iu 1K7*, ami, living ex­
travagantly there, contracted debts. 
In 1779 lie m arried the  daughter of 
Khippen, afterward Chief Justice of the 
State. ( 'barges were made against him 
and lie was sentenced by court m artial 
to be reprimanded by the Commander- 
in-Chier. Washington was very mild 
in his reproof. Arnold was verv much 
chagrined. Iu  August, 17*0, he re* 
quested and was given mnimund at 
West Point, and this important fortress 
he offered to surrender to  Hir Henry 
Clinton. The capture of Amlre dis­
closed the plot of (he traitor, and pros­
trated  it. Arnold escaped to a  war 
vessel of the British. He at onco en­
tered tlic British service, and com- 
manded an expedition against Virginia. 
Near the conclusion of Hie war he went 
to England, where lie met with no 
special marks of favor. He died in 
London iu 1801, poor ami depressed.

Tho play of "Ham lot" is n6t catchy 
and thuro is a  noticeable lack of local 
gags in it, A gentleman w ho stood up 
behind me ami loaned against his 
breath all the evening said lie thought 
Ophelia's winging was too disconnected. 
He is a keen observer am) bos seen a 
groat many plays. He went out fre­
quently liotweeu th e  acts, and always 
cunio back in b e tte r  spirits. Hu 
noticed that I  wept a little in one or 
two places, and said th a t if I  thought 
that was affecting I ought to  see "Only 
a Farm er's D aughter." Ho drives a 
'bus for the Hollemlen Hotel here, and 
has scon a  great deal of life. Still, he 
talked freely with r-e  through the even­
ing, and to ld  mo whut was coming 
next. H e is a great adm irer of the 
drama, and night after night he may lie 
sceti in tho foyer, accompanied only by 
bis breath.

There is considerable discussion

Some Superstitions,
At HmitliiH's Hall, near Bolton-lo- 

Moors, there is still to be seen—an ob- 
jeet of interest and curiosity to a largo 
num ber of visitors—the p rin t of a man's 
foot in tho flagstone, i t  is said to have 
been produced by George Marsh, who 
sallered martydom during the persoeu- 
tioiis of Queen Mary in 1555. When mi 
one occasion the tru th  of his words was 
called iu question by his cucmies he 
stumiied his foot upon the stone mi 
which he stood, which ever after Imre 
the ineffaceable impression as a m ira­
culous testimony to his veracity. This 
story must have been an afterthought 
to account for what we may suppose to 
liavo lieon a prehistoric Tanist stone. 
Iu  connection with this modern legend 
another of a somewhat different eliarac- 
tcr may be related. A good many years 
ago, ut the buck of the British Museum, 
there was a pieeq of waste ground 
called Southam pton Fields, noted us a 
resort for low ehurueter*. There was 
a '.rndition connected with it that two 
brothers in the Monmouth rebellion 
took ooposite sides uud engaged each 
sthur iu tiglit. Both were killed, and

forty impressions of their feet were 
traceable in the held for years after­
ward. The Held has long la-tui built 
over, and tin* precise locality cannot 
now be pointed out. But Southey 
went to  see tho curious sight, and has 
given u graphic description of it in the 
second scries of his "Commonplace 
Rook." The impressions were about 
th ree inches deep j>| the hard soil; no 
grass ever grew in the terrible hollows, 
and no cultivation of tho soil could 
obliterate them, for when the ground 
was plowed thov persisted iu reap- 
]icuring. Southey mentions that lie 
saw no reason to doubt the tru th  of the 
story, since it lias lu»eti continued by 
these tokens for more than a hundred 
years successively. I t  is propahly a 
fact with a circumstance the circum­
stance, to sav tho least, extremely 
doubtful, ( poll the legend, which was 
known far and wide, .fane and Anna 
M aria l 'o rte r  based one of their popular 
romances, called "Tin* Field of the 
Fortv  Foot Steps," and tin* Messrs. 
Mnylicw took tlic satin* subject for a 
meiodrainu.—///fie/,-irood’s .\l(Oj<i2 iw ,

What to Head.
Handy volumes abound that are sup­

posed to give the reader tho quintes­
sential oil of all tho studious lamps of 
tho past. I t  is idle to imagine that gen­
uine information is to he gotten from 
books in this light and uirv fashion. 
Polite extracts and compendious ac­
counts of famous writers and their 
works are sure to find patrons, but they 
are for tho most part u delusion and a 
snare. I f  any one wants to know all 
about Gibbon, for iustunce, the very 
least lie can do is to read the great his­
torian's life and autobiography, and the 
whole of “The Decline and I {all of the 
Roman Em pire.” If  you refuse to  do 
th a t you may lie acquainted with some­
body elsc’s opinion ulmut Uiblxm. and 
you may have a sm attering of knowl­
edge, say, concerning tho tiftcouth and 
sixteenth chapters. Some persons ad­
mire Gibbon’s stylo some do not. Bv- 
ron did, and other good judges might 
bo cited wlm agree with him concerning 
tho author, whom ho duscrilies as "sap­
ping a solemn ereod with a solemn 
sneer." Others regard his well-bal­
anced stylo as one "vile unthesis. ” L e t 
every one judge for himself. Hut how* 
is he to do so, unless he reads Gibbon ? 
We should say that the evenings of nn 
entire winter should not be ill spend iu 
reading him from cover to cover. 
There is a thoroughness about such a 
proceeding w hich wo fear is perpe t­
ually getting more and more rare. Wo 
have eited but one exam ple; bu t it is 
typical of scores of others. Tliero are 
men, though we should say there are 
few, who read all Shakespeare's plays 
once every year. Al'tov all, tho most 
diverting bonks are tho old ouch. They 
are not so exciting, in a  sense, though 
hardly a flattering sense, as some mod­
ern novels, But they stay with one 
longer, and one returns to them  again. 
Ju s t as they wroro not begotten in lmste, 
they huvo ii lasting flavor about them  
for all who have in them  tho least 
touch of a literary palate. I f  a m at 
finds Addison tiresome it cuu only be 
because ho himself is stupid or blase, 
and if he cannot read Goldsmith with 
delight it must be Iteeauso lie has lost 
bis taste for simple pleasures through 
the highly-apieed literary  food 1m has 
bolted. Hut tliero is no necessity for 
a reader to be exclusive, o r to turn  his 
eyes away from the new* attraction, be­
cause he still fastens them  with affec­
tion upon tlu* old. A couple of ciiutos 
of tiie "Divinia C’orninedm" may lie re­
garded us an excellent entrem et be­
tween the evening paper and some vol­
umes of flashy, superficial essays. For, 
there can be no manner of doubt, it  is 
very rarely  that a  new* volume lias 
e ither the body or tho flavor of a good 
old one. Indeed, the greater p a rt of 
the curront literature bears nlxmfc the 
same relation to what is called classical 
lite ra tu re  us the pictures at tho royal 
academy boar to those at tho national 
gallery, as one of <ir William Har- 
eonrt'a speeches 1>oars to one of Cicero's 
philippics, Wo cannot, perhaps, al­
ways bo rending the best, any more 
than we can always be thinking at mu 
best, o r living at our liest. Xei/tte sew 
per tn'enni tendit Apollo. The bow 
cannot always be at full stretch. On 
tlie o ther hand, we are unwise, eyed 
from tho i>ojnt of view of personal de­
lectation, if wo allow* our minds to gi t 
no dys|M*ptic from continual devouring 
of exciting writings that we are nimble 
to  digest or enjov the more solid food 
of noble and simple literature.—L o n ­
d on  S t a n d a r d .

There is scarce a sign now of tlm 

bouse iu which Washington was born, 
on tlm lower Ihippuliummck. t e r  any 
more of tiio other house where he 
passed his boyhood, over against Fred- 
er.cksburg, ami in lamlseupe which 
must have been known to our soldiers 
who fought at ChuucoUonillo. Both 
these houses were of tlie old Virginia 
stam p—-big, roomy piles of lumber, 
with long, sloping pent roof in the rear, 
and two huge chimneys slapped against 
the exterior walls at either end. It was 
at the home in Stafford County must 
have oeeurred -if it ever occurred that 
episode of tlie cherry treo ; and it was 
there, too, hupp) lied (after his father's 
death ) that o ther better autlmntieuted 
incident of tlm boy’s subjugation of a 
young thoroughbred colt which md odv 
could m aster; and vet this intrepid lad. 
known as Georgo W ashitigton. and | 
known for many athletic feats even as a 
hoy, did m aster the brute, uud so en­
rage him bv tlm mastership that tho 
poor animal, in a frenzy of protesting 
plunges, di<*d under the  very seat of tlm 
i«»v master. 'This m artyr to voting 
W ashington's iron resolve was a great 
pet of his mother's, under whom* special 
guidance tlm fatherless lad hud tmw 
come; and there niAV have been a bone 
to pick between them  regarding tlu* 
colt; but never, then or thereafter, any 
real breach iu their m utual regard or 
love.

From  his mother, who was a model 
country-woman and house-wife for tiiat 
day—and for all days—Washington de­
rived, doubtless in a largo degree, Iiis 
strong rural tastes, bis system, bis apti­
tude for order, and that inexorable 
method, wilich, if he had been a lessor 
man, would have made a terrible mar­
tinet of him. Tlm m other was full of 
i t ;  uud I  cannot but tiiitik that Sharpies, 
in his charm ing picture <tlm only au­
thentic painting we have of lien , lias 
refined away somewhat of her august 
severities and serenities of character. 
She was always queen there, iu that 
Staffordshire homo—with son, with 
bailiff, with dependents all. If things 
went wrong, she came to quick knowl­
edge of tlm why.

W hen W ashington, in a spirit of ad­
venture, would have gum* seafaring in 
tho British navy wiled thereto bv tho 
preference of an eldr half brother— 
the m other pu t her quick veto upon it; 
but slm never vetoed his huntings, his 
dare-devil rales, b is wrestling, his 
fencing, his lcapiti bouts; so be grow up 
sinewy, firm, ami daring, and with ele­
m ents of manly leadership marked all 
over him .—Domild <1. Mitchell, hi 
American Aijricullurint.

Burmese Fries!**
Burmali is a dreadfully priest-ridden 

country. The term  ascetic would apply 
better than  priest, if we understand the 
la tte r in a  European sense. I t  is the 
custom amongst m ale Burmese of all 
ranks to spend at least one year in a 
monastery. This is generally done in 
early manliooil. Tlm head is kept 
shaven, ami nothing isn o rn  beyond Dm 
single robe of yellow*, and sandals. 
The robe is far from unbecoming, by 
tho way. I  believe the priests are sup­
posed to spend their time iu medita­
tion, which, being interpreted by 't hat 
I saw, moans extrem ely la/.v. There 
certainly* are schools in enimeetiou 
witli the priests, and it is a rem arkable 
fact that every Burundi cun re a d ; but 
the great bulk of tlm priesthood live iu 
idleness. Every morning the younger 
members go round to the houses of tlm 
villugo or town with baskets, and into 
them the natives put small quantities 
of rieo, the  priest averting his gaze if it 
U a female who brings the dole. As 
several bodies of priests exist in every 
place of any sizo, each visitor receives 
every dav a corresponding munlier of 
visits. This tax, m ultiplied by 
represents a very serious inroad upon a 
poor man's resources in tin* course of a 
year. But no complaint is made; it is 
a  custom of tlm country and a feature 
of its religion, After this year's 
sojourn in tlm monastery tlm young 
piiest will retu rn  to bis borne and pur­
sue bis worldly avocation as before, 
Bat this retu rn  to the world will de­
pend very much upon whut pros].....
fortune holds out to  him. If he lias 
but a pom* outlook lie will in all proba­
bility remain a priest; and it is md an 
uncommon tiling at all for some to use 
the monastery very much as the poor 
do our workhouse, assuming the yellow 
robe in tim e of poverty, and doffing it 
when things look hrighter. This ocher- 
ous garment is a veritable "eloul; of re­
ligion," ami on all unbiased sides it is 
admitted that it is .shamefully abused.

The suddetl rise of China t<* a place 
Huong the "world power*" i- by fa r t lo  
rr«*at(*'*t change wliiidi this geie-n ti >u 
.as witnessed in Asiatic politic*. It is 

scarcely yet six years, says the London 
Sp'-rtiltnr, sim e tie* great empire stood 
as much outside tlie politics of the 
world, and especially tlm politics of 
Europe, as if sho had belonged to a 
separate and distinct planet. A few*
observers, it is true, who had ........... I
recent eveiil.s the extirpation of tlm 
Panthays, the erasure of the kingdom 
of Kashgar, and tlie determim-d a tti­
tude assumed bv Pekin when demand­
ing the retrocession of Kuldja by Dm 
Russians lud  begun to doidd whether 
the vitality of China had n..t been un­
derated, but the statesmen of I’lirojK? 
paid her very little attention. T ie-dis­
patch of an Ambassador to Europe was 
considered rutln r an ah.-surdity; it was 
necessary to protect his suite fr<<m in­
sult in London bv some rather -harp 
sentences; aud the French go\ernnient, 
when it began its ex]» riiie ii's in ludo- 
Chinu, openly pronounce 1 th>- Chinese 
empire to be nn•, •/Htt^ltit•, W 'jli'j' <dde. 
Wo ourselves delayed carrying out the 
treaty  id Tien-tsiti with a certain in­
different indolence, and in Cetitral 
E.itropc China was considered an inter­
esting geographical expression. W ithin 
six years this indifference lias com­
pletely disappeared, and China is now re* 
cognized bv all diplomatists as a s ta te  of 
the lirst importance, which can exer­
cise a direct and serious ittllucuco on 
almost every great power.

She stands, in fact, in direct contact 
with the majority of them. It is not 
too much to say tha t the statesmen of 
Fokin could overthrow the French m in­
istry by merely increasing their p res­
sure on Tonquin and encouraging tho 
Atmmeso to attem pt an insurrection. 
T hat is to sav, they could compel tho 
F rench government to ask for men and 
money with which to  defend their Indo- 
Chinese possession ou a scale which 
tlie peasantry would assuredly not bear, 
and which, even if voted, would alien­
ate the chamber. The Chinese aro 
quite aware of this fact ami are even 
nmv striking blows at France which ex­
asperate the foreign office at Paris to 
the last degree. Pekin lias decreed 
tha t the  old arrangem ent, continued by 
a treaty  in 1M59, by which France is tho 
recognized protector of Catholic 
Chinese converts, shall be abrogated; 
and though M. Do Freyeinet rages and 
threatens both China and the papacy, 
the change under which the Pope will 
p lant a  nuncio in Pekin has been a l­
ready arranged, and France will 
have no remedy except in impracticable 
war. The Chinese could, iu Burmali, 
m ake evcrvthingdiffieult for Die British 
governm ent, which again has every 
reason to  desire their friendship, not 
only because tho opium revenue de­
pends upon it, but because in nnv g rand  
struggle witli Russia the alliance with 
China might enable us to  affect a  seri­
ous diversion, perhaps to em barrass tho 
government of St. Petersburg  more 
than by any direct attack iu the Black 
Sea. Tlm Indian government, acting 
in unison with that of China, would 
control m arly half tho human race, and 
could exert a  force in Asia with which 
even the masses of soldiery at. tin* dis­
posal of the Czar would he unable to 
contend. To Russia, indeed, China is 
one of tlm most formidable of states, 
because by an invasionof M uuchooriaor 
of the territory west of Kublja tho 
Chinese Em peror can, at discretion, 
compel St. Petersburg  either to subm it 
to a defeat which would be followed by 
insurrections throughout Asiatic Russia, 
o r to  forward an army over three thou­
sand mile of nn inhospitable country at 
an expense which would bo ruinous to 
any country in tho world. One can 
hardly imagine a worst* position titan 
thut of a Russian F.mpcror with a 
Russian war on hand, yet compelled to  
defend Ins useendettoy in Tartary 
against a  General like T ho.

Some F*cs of (dove*.
The reign of Elizabeth may fairly bo 

considered tho turning point in tin* his­
tory of gloves. Through long years, 
ami keeping liue with the growth of re ­
finement and courtesy, tho glove had 
been invested tirst with one association 
and then auothcr, given part and h>t iu 
this custom and that, until it hud como 
to hold a very promiuent place in tlie 
economy of life.

Particularly as a P>l,cii 
of love, us though it gave in pledge the 
hand and regard of a fair lady, or us a 
cartel of wur, threatening so much of 
the vengeful punishment as the hand it 
had covered could inllict, did till- gluVe 
play its part in times wle n both these 
sentiments wen- especially cherished 
and avowed. It was mini*- the a gis of 
trade, insuring to clmpmeti and chaffer­
ing purchasers of the wan*-, they offered 
peace uud protection ; and iu a'/reemeiits 
• »f greater moment tin* glove was made 
witness of u promise gj\<*n umi tie* 
pledge of its fuDIUnient. The d'*n ition 
of land to a church, and sometimes ew ti 
the offer of bodily sen  ice, w as made good 
by the placing of u glove upon the a lta r; 
and iu the transfer of land or, in <>,•.
