is  lh«i5. The dully routine of nn officer in 
lb* army la not unknown. Drills In tlm 
morning, dinner at tho moa* or in aomo 
•eting-hoUH*, mid card* mid punch in Iko 
ftvoniug. cotiwiitnte tho day's work. Tbore 
v u  no society at Kan Antonio, nor wore 
tbero nuy marriageable girl*; wo used to 
meet in each other's rooms where only 
men iu uniform were to be Mien.

In  no class of people doe* heredity do 
a more disastrous work than in the do- 
Kcemlunts of drinker*, whether excess­
ive or moderate. A morbid appetite 
for liquor iu such eases, with tho disad­
vantage of an inherited nerve degener­
ation, may manifest itself in many te r ­
rible forms. Among these many forms 
are the ordinary aymptoniH of intoxica­
tion in a person perfectly temperate.

Dr. Crother*, of Hurtford, Conn., 
presents many aueh case* in a paper 
read before the  American Association 
for the cure of inebriates, and published 
in the Atienint Xeln'oluyiat,

The jirs t  eases that attracted his a t ­
tention were two hoys, sous of drunk­
ards, iu the H artford Deaf and Dumb 
Asylum, who had .shown clear signs of 
intoxication from tlmir hirth. He wits 
afterwards surprised to  find such eases 
not uncommon, in  some person* tho 
HymptoniH tire present all tho time, 
either appearing at birth, or idowly de­
veloping with tlm growth of the child. 
Most of such ease* show other marked 
indications of physical degeneration— 
ns idiocy, imbecility, or bodily deform­
ity.

In a  second-class of (•uses, almost uny 
excitement is sufficient to  bring on an 
uttuck. This class may include per­
sons of an average intellect, and even 
of geuiiiH. In them  the neurotic (nerve) 
degeneration may, at a  later date, end 
in imlnieility or insanity. A farmer, fit 
years old, u man of wealth and eliuroe- 
ter, whose father was u drunkard, but 
who himself never used any kind of 
siiirits, allowed symptom* of intoxica­
tion a lte r meeting with an accident 
from u runaway horse. At the funeral 
of a child. Mime months later, hi* fami­
ly were greatly morliJle | a t his silly 
language, staggering gait, and other 
marked symptoms of intoxication. A 
veur later a similar attack followed tlm 
burning of some building* on hia farm.

There are sim ilar eases in which the 
nerve degeneration is due, not to hered­
ity, Imt early habits of intoxication, A 
noted temperance lecturer, u total ab ­
stainer for ten years or more, received, 
while lecturing, a dispatch announcing 
tlm fatal illness of his daughter. Ho 
drunk u glass of water, bocumc con­
fused, staggered, and wa* led from the 
stage laughing and slumting in a m aud­
lin wu,v. lie  lmd drunk no spirits, hut 
the audience supposed him intoxicated. 
— FoufA's Cwu/mnion.

Heart Disease am! High Altitude*,
l>r. Loomis detail* four eases iu 

which heart disease waa brought on by 
a change from a lower to a higher a lti­
tude. Two of these were persons going 
to Nt. Hegis Luke, in tlm Adirondack*, 
at an elevation of only '2,000 feet. One 
was that of u visitor to (Im ('atskill 
Mountain*, ami the fourth lmd gone to 
Colorado. Though relief was afforded 
them by a return  to lower levels, they 
all died within four or live weeks. As 
tin- result "f his experience in twenty- 
six eases, Dr. Loomis conclude* (Imt 
“Hn* risks which one with even slight 
cardiac insufficiency run* by passing 
I'miii a tower to a higher altitude is 
certainly very great, tunl if the iiisttf-

crnoluaion, strongly supported as it ia 
hy Dr, Loomis’ data, ia espmuully im­
portant when it ia remembered that 
cardiac insufficiency may exist iu those 
who give n » evidence of it while resid­
ing at or moderately near sea level. It 
ia well known that sojourn at the high 
roaorta of tho Swiss Alps ia contra-indi­
cated for iteraons sullering from dis­
eases of tho brain, heart, or tlm largo 
vessel*. The chftiigo in tlm blood duo 
to  deficiency of oxvgon (calculation will 
show that ordinarily at an altitmlo of 
nr4y feet 170. IM grains less of ox­
ygen uro inimical tlmn a t hou level) 
would alone explain the peril which 
which many jmople incur by exchang­
ing tido-wuter for high mountain uir,—

Disinfection hy llcut.
Tho disinfection of articles of clothing 

and of dwelling*, after infectious ail­
ments, ia admittedly one of the most im­
portant duties which attends tlm work 
of preventing disease. A recent report 
of the medical officer of the loeal gov­
ernm ent hoard, London, presents the 
entire question of the destruction of 
germ-life in a new aspect, including, us 
it does, a memoir of disinfection by 
heat, from tlm pen of Or. I'arsons. Tho 
degree of dry  heat necessary to kill tlm 
germs of diseuse well known to be in­
fectious was first investigated. Tho 
hucilli of splenic fever, for example, 
were killed by exposure for five min­
utes in it d ry  heat varying from to 
218 degrees ! \ ,  but tln irspon  s did not 
yield to two hours at 220 degrees. 
One hour ut 24fi degrees and four hours 
ut 220 degrees achieved tlm result. 
Nome very remarkable practical in­
stances are given of the difficulty with 
which dry lmat penetrate* such articles 
as bedding, blankets, ami pillows. For 
exam ple: A thermometer enveloped 
in a  roll of finuiml, placed in a  lmt-uir 
hath at 212 degress only registered 1 .'JO 
degrees a t tho end of one hour! Dr. 
I ’uraoiiM demonstrated by umucroua ex­
perim ents tliut steam at or above 212 
degrees jMWHcsBCH a very much greater 
power of penetration and disinfection 
than dry heat, and that, where actual 
ateain cannot he employed, moistening 
tlm uir of the  heated chamber mate­
rially reduces the time required for ef­
ficient disinfection, Apparatus for thus 
treating the  clothes, etc., of the sick 
ought to he a feature of tin* municipal 
arrangem ent of every eitv.—Svientijb 
Amerhan.

Vslted KtatM Naval Officer*.
I t  has been tho fashion in certain 

quarters to  abuso the porsonnel of tho 
navy, and to  ropresont It as a  horde of 
idlors serving no useful purjmso aud 
foodiug a t tho public crib, the older 
monibors holdiug comfortable billets, 
whero their only duty is to draw  thoir 
monthly pay, aud the yonugor engaged 
in pleasuro trips iu foreign countries, 
o r hanging about W ashington, whero 
thoir timo i t  takon up  w ith various 
forms of social frivolity. F o r ono who 
knows them  as they roally ore, it is 
hard  to  tiud words to  characterize w ith 
sufficient torco and indignation tho 
grossnoss and malignity of thoso car­
icatures. As a m atter of fact, tho of­
ficers of the  navy, to-day, form a body 
of patient, hard-working, earnest men, 
of siugulur resource aud adaptability, 
eager and efficient iu tho perform ­
ance of duty. Their life is a  
try ing  one, and tho difficulties 
with which they m ust contend 
a re  unknown in ordinary civil occupa­
tions. A largo port of tho officer's ca­
ree r is passed under the  closest re ­
stra in ts of m ilitary discipline. Tho o r ­
dinary wear and tear of professional 
servieo te lls  upon the m ind and body 
to  an extent far greater than  in o ther 
walks of life. The in tercourse of homo, 
th e  vie d 'interieur, which forms tho 
balunce-whcol of ho many overworked 
human machines, is, a t best, broken, 
fitful, in terrupted. On Ism rd tho sh ip  
a t  sen, where tho physical horizon is 
unobstructed, the m ental horizon is 
narrowed down to  companionship for 
th reo  years with n dozen o r a seoro of 
men in th e  same profession, penetrated 
with tho sumo ideas, absorbed in the  
sumo occupations, surrounded and 
crum ped by the samo routine. Tho 
officer may have his books, bu t 
tbo  conditions of shij>-lifo aro un ­
favorable to  study. Ho visits o ther 
countries, hu t lie cannot reap tho 
benefits th a t enmo from foreigu tra v e l; 
h e  is tied  to  the ship, he skim s tho coast 
and pu ts in a t tho seaports, ho is a l ­
ways confined by tho lim itations of tho 
cruiso. I f  lie goes on leave, aftor th e  
binding restrain ts of ship life, what ho 
needs and must havo is relaxation, 
pu re  and simple. I t  is a  raro man who 
would get much else from such short 
and infrequent holidays. In  his ser­
vice afloat, which fills tho larger p a rt  
o f his career, especially tho first half 
o f it, ho is cut otl’ from th a t genorut 
and broadening intercourse with men 
in  other occupations, th a t stim ulating, 
m etropolitan atmosphere, th a t eternal 
movement of thought and of affairs 
which rubs away the sharp  edges of 
projudico aud tradition, and which 
makes tho  great centers of act'vity, iu 
whatever direction—intellectual, a r ­
tistic, commercial—the only places in 
which a  man can acquiro breadth of 
view and mental vigor—in which he 
can ineubbr {'esprit, as tho F rench 
say—in th is nineteenth century.—

a te  G eneral McCulloch, in IWM, a t ­
tacked tho  Feder&ls a t M illikensB ond.

AlrlRg Rooms.
I t  is a  g rea t m istake th a t  the  whole 

house, particu larly  sleoping-rooma and 
dining-rooms, receive so little attention 
in ventilating aud purifying the air, 
when it  can bo dono with so little  trou­
ble and no expense. A pitchor of cold 
water placed on a  table or bureau will 
Absorb all th e  gtxcs with which the 
room is filled from th e  respiration of 
those eating o r sleeping in tho apart­
ment, Very few realize how impor­
ta n t such purification is for tho  health 
of tbo family, or, iudoed, understand 
or realize th a t  there  can lie anv im­
purity  iu th e  rooms, y e t in a  few hours 
s  pitcher o r p ad  of cold water—the 
colder tho m ore effective—will make 
th e  air of a  room pure, hu t tho water 
will be entirely  unfit for use.

In  bedrooms a  pail o r p it  her of 
w ater should )»e always kept, and 
changed often if any ono stays in tho 
room during the  day, certainly bo p u t 
ill fresh when tho inmates retiro. Bueh 
water should never bo drank, bu t either 
a  covered p it-h e r  or glass bo ttle  with e 
stopper should  be used for driukiog 
water, and always bo kep t closely cov­
ered. Im pure  water causes more sick­
ness than even impure air, aud for tha t 
reason, beforo using w ater from a pump 
o r reservoir for drinking or cooking, 
one should pum p or draw  out enough 
to  d e a r  th e  pipes before using it, par­
ticularly  in  tho morning, after the

LINCOLN AS A LAW YER.

atratglilfurwsnl I noth gene* of •  tirvnt 
Mm —Ills lsitgt.Ni IV*.

Ilis weak as well as his strong  quail- 

ties have boen indicated. H o never 
learned the technicalities—what some 
would call the tricks—of the profession. 
Thu sleight of pica nnd dem urrer, the 
legordemnin by wliioh justice is 1 silked 
and a weak case is mndo to  gain an un­
fair advantage, watt too subtle and shifty 
for his strong and straightforw ard in­
telligence. H e niot tlie«o maneuvers 
stilllcoutly well when practiced by 
others, hut lie nevor could get in tbc 
way of handling them for himself. On 
the wrong side he was always weak, 
l ie  knew this himself, and avoided melt 
t'UHA* when ho could consistently with 
the rules of his profession. Ho would 
often jversuade a fair-minded litigant of 
tho injustice of his case and induce him 
to give it up. Uis partner, Mr. Hern­
don, ro u te s  a  speech in {mint which 
Lincoln once mode to a  man who offered 
him an objectionable case: "Yes, 
there is no reasonable) doubt b u t that I 
can gain your ease for you ; I  cau set a  
whole notglilmrlioisl a t loggerheads; 1 
can distress u widowed m other and her 
six fatherless children, nnd thereby get 
for you $000, which rightfully belongs, 
it up)»cars to  me, us much to  them  as it 
d o o sto y o u . I  shall n o t take your 
ease, bu t I  will give you a little  ail vice 
for nothing. Yon seem a sprightly, 
energetic man. I  would advise you to 
try  your hand a t making £000 in some 
other way.” Sometimes, after lie had 
entored ujmn a criminal caso th e  con­
viction that hiu client was guilty would 
affect him with a sort of ponic. O u one 
oc<*ision he turned suddenlv to  his 
associate nnd said: "Sweet, tho man is 
gnilty; you dofoml him, I  can 't,"  and so 
gave up his share of a  large fee. Tho 
same th ing  happened a t  another time 
when lie was ongaged w ith Judge S. C. 
Parks in defending a m an accused of 
larceny. Ho sa id : " If  you eon sa: 
anything for tho roan do it, I  can 't; if 
attem pt it  the ju ry  will see that I  think 
ho is guilty, aud will convict him ." 
Onco ho was prosecuting a  civil suit, in 
tlio course of which evidence was intro­
duced showing th a t his client w as a t­
tem pting a fraud. Lincoln rose and 
weut to  his hotel in deep disgust. Tlie 
Judgo sent for h im ; ho refused to  come. 
"Tell the Judgo," ho said, "my hands 
are d irty ; I  came over to  wash them ." 
We are aware tha t theso stories detract 
something from the character of tho 
lawyer, bu t this inflexible, inconvenient 
and fastidious morality was to bo o f vast 
service afterw ard to h iscouutry and  tho 
world.

The Nemesis which waits upon men 
of extraordinary wit or hum or had not 
neglected Mr. Lincoln, and  the young 
lawyers of Illinois, who never knew 
him, have an endless store of jokes nnd 
pleasantries in his name, some of them  
as old as Howleglass or Rabelais, l in t 
tlm fact is th a t with all h is stories and 
jests, his frank companionable humor, 
his gift of easy accessibility and wel­
come, he was, even while he traveled 
the E ight Circuit, a  man of grave and 
serious tem per and of an unusual innato 
dignity and reserve. H e had few o r no 
spocial intimates, and there  was a  line 
Iwyond which no one ever thought of 
passing. Resides, lie was too strong a  
man in the court-room to  bo regarded 
with anything bu t respect in a com­
munity in which legal ability  was the 
only especial distinction. Few of his 
forensic speeches have been preserved, 
hut his contemporaries a ll agree as to 
their singular ability and power. He 
seemed absolutely at home in a  court­
room ; his great stature d id  not encum­
ber him there ; i t  seemed like  a natural 
svmliol of superiority. H is bearing and 
gesticulation hod no awkwardness about 
th em ; tlioy were simply striking ami 
original. He assumed a t the s ta r t a  
frank and friendly relation with the

i'ury, which was extrem ely effective. 
Ie usually began, os th e  phraso ran, 

by "giving away his case," by  allowing 
to  tho opposite side overy possible ad­
vantage tiiat they could honestly and 
justly claim* Then ho wo^hl present 
uis own side of the  caso with a  clear­
ness, a candor, an odroitnoss of state­
m ent which a t once flattered and con­
vinced tho jury, and made even the  by­
standers his partisans, Sometimes he 
disturlied the Court with laughter by 
bis humorous or apt illustrations;somo- 
times ho excited tlio audience by that 
florid nnd exuberant rhetoric which lie 
knew well enough how and when to in­
dulge in ; bu t his more usual and more 
HUccesHfnl manner was to  rely upon a 
clear, strong, lucid statement, keeping 
details in a  prnpor subordination, and 
bringing forward, in a way which fast­
ened the attention of court und jury 
alike, the essential point on which lie 
claimed a decision, "Indeed," says one 
of his colleagues, "his statem ent’often 
rendered argum ent unnecessary, und 
often the Court would stop him aud 
say: Tf tha t is tlm case, we will hear 
the other s id e ,'”

A prom inent feature in an Apache 

village are tho children, who are un­
kem pt little savages, but are much 
hanusomor in childhood than in mature 
life. Tho care of the  male children de­
volves njxm the  man, who carefully ed­
ucates them  to  emulation and practice 
in deeds of blood, including the  urt of 
scientific torturing. So well are these 
lessons taught th a t  the  Apache l>oy, at 
an early  age, is ambitious and fitted to 
go on the wur-path. Home of the most 
during deeds in  Apache warfare have 
lieen performed by taiys who wore emu­
lous to  earn their title  to manhood.

Tlm girl Is taugh t the rude domestic 
a rts  and lessons of labor, but her edu­
cation iu barbarity is not a  whit less 
thorough thun tha t of the boy. Tlm 
fate of the captive among tlui Apaches 
lias always been most lamentable, but 
the greatest cruelty  Iwth to men ami 
women have lieen jierpetm bul by the 
Apache females. A captive woman, 
mudo compulsorily the  wife or slave of 
an Apache warrior, is usually, after the 
first cruelties of the  attending capture, 
treated  by him ns well us other women 
in the triiss  but, iu his nhseuee, tlie 
captive will he often grievously hcateu 
by the  otlu-r wives.

Tlie education of the Apache girl be­
gins with Imr care of tlie younger chil­
dren. She learns to eurry wafer ami to 
hunt roots, wild fruits, and berries, 
worms ami reptiles, nnd whatever else 
goes to  make up  tlm Apache consiim. 
She is taught to  prepare for eating the 
game or domestic unimuN used for 
food brought in by the warriors from 
their excursion*. Much of this animal 
food being common property she learns 
to make a vigorous tight to secure for 
her own household the entrails, which 
are the greatest luxury to the Apache. 
She subsists largely upon such odd* 
ami ends ns she cun get by stealth  or 
afte r others have beeli satisfied, us tile 
speeial household care is the providing 
for tlie wants of the w arriors and boys. 
Under such an education she grows up 
strong, tough, amt fleet-footed, accus­
tomed to every effort of emlmuiice. pri­
vation, and hurdHliip of Indian life,— 
Nunthim'.

Thu Ih*v watched tlm wagon drive 
away, w ith tears in his eyes, and tin  u 
lie went a t his corn rows with a de ter­
mination to make a short crop, if it 
could be worked without detection. 
Hut lie grew hungry after awilu and 
went in to  the house ami investigated 
the pantry. There were seven p ies—it 
w as an Anierieaii household - seven 
blucklmrry pies, baked for Huiidav.

The Origin of fat tie.
Professor Boyd Dawkins, as the re ­

sult of his investigations as to tlm 
origin of B ritish breeds of cattle, be ­
lieves tlio two principal stocks from 
which all tlm broods are descended aro 
undoubtedly ( l j  tlm Urus, an animal 
wild in the  forests of Europe later than 
tho days of Churles the Great, and 
which is believed to  have been extinct 
in tho B ritish Isles; (2) tlm Bos loni- 
frons, or "sm all Celtic shorthorn,” an 
animal which never was aboriginally 
wild in Europe. Both were probably 
dom esticated in Asia, aud both made 
their appearance together in the Neo­
lithic age, in the possession of those 
who lived on tlm wooden platform s uud 
artificial islands in tlm Swiss takes. 
The rem ains of the latter are, )m says, 
to  be found ull over Europe in refuse 

•heaps belonging to  various periods 
from tlio Ncolititic age down to w*cil 
within thu historical period. I t  is the 
only domestic ox which he has mot 
with in the large num ber of refuso 
houps iu the  British Isles, ranging from 
the Neolithic age down to  the  time of 
tlm English invasion, and is represented 
bv tlm present Highland cattle, smull 
Welsh and small Irish cattle.

Thu first, or tlm Unm stock, p re ­
served in G reat Britain almost iu its 
alwriginul purity  in the so-culled wild 
cattle of Chilliiigham, ho has lieen un­
able to trace further back than the in ­
vasion of Britain by the English, and 
of Ireland  by the Scandinavians. As 
the ©vidcuce stands, it was unknowu in 
theso islands us a  domesticated animal 
beforo this time.

The jircsent broods urc, in tlie opinion 
of Prof. Dawkiux, descended from Urn 
two stocks, aud nro tho resu lt of cross­
ing and selection. Tho polled cuttlo 
are considered to Ini the result of selec­
tion, in which advantage has been of a 
tendency to revert to  an uucohtrul horn­
less tv|*e, probably as far back as the 
Mioeune age, He would expeet to 
meet with them  from time to  time iu 
everv breed, just as from tim e to time 
ah o rse  is born with three toes, which 
have I Mien derived from liis remote 
Miocene ancestor, tlm Auchiteriuui. Ou 
this point it is interesting to note tlm 
polled skull of the How ctniHCUH in tlm 
Florence museum, Imlongihg to  a fossil 
species, usually horned, living along 
with extinet elephants and rhinoceroses 
aud o ther animuls in the plains of 
Lombardy, iu tlm Nal d’Arno. Lord 
Selkirk’s letter to F ro f . Dawkins shows 
liow tlm horn* were bred out of the 
Galloways, and Ids version j* confirmed 
by the independent evidence collected 
by Yoiiutt. The Gallowuv, however, 
lie suys, were not the only polled cattle 
in Britain, although they were the an ­
cestors of tlm Norfolk and Kuilolk 
breeds, Tlm Gishuruo cattle, now ex­
tinct, hut of which there is a Hpeeitneli 
ill tlie museum *ut Owens College, 
where polled, being in other respect* 
identical with tlie ('Ihlliughuni. il In. 
however, smaller. T IicG Llm m e polled 
cuttle became extinct in iH.V.t, mid the 
skull of tile lust bull is ill the iiiuscum, 
as stated.

A nmro 
generally accepted exjdanutien, how­
ever, is tlm t Ju p ite r  is covered with a 
highly rellective material, which ab­
sorbs much loss solar light than Mars 
ami the moon.

Ovku BID stars aro known to vary iu 
brightness, a  very few strikingly* in 
period* ranging from a few h"itr< to 
several centuries. In  one class tho 
changes seem to follow a  regular law, 
aud in another they aro irregular and 
HjiuMimdic. To tho latter class proha- 
Wy belong tho so-called "new" st-urs 
from time to tim e recorded, which, in­
stead of being new creations, arc doubt­
less faint stars suddenly Hashing into 
prominence. A most rem arkable new 
star was seen in 1.172, by T'yeho Brahe, 
who reported that it became suddenly 
so brilliant as to 1st seen at noon, then 
gradually holed away and became lost 
to view in about sixteen months after it 
was first observed.

T hk system of communication by sun 
Hashes from m irrors has Itcen lately 
used with marked success by Lieut. X. 
M. Fuller, the United States signal of­
ficer on special service in Arizona. Sig­
nals were flashed by mirrors for dis­
tances ranging from five to forty miles. 
A trial messugo of twenty-five words 
was sent over a lino 2H0 miles in length, 
and an answer of tho same length re­
ceived a t the starting point in twenty 
minutes. Another test which resulted 
very satisfactorily, was signalling 300 
words twenty-five miles in u short 
space o | time. A message of twenty-fivo 
words was recently signalled from Gen. 
Miles, nt Tnhuc, A, T„ to  Luke Valley, 
400 miles distant, and an answer of 
twenty-seven words returned in four 
hours amt ton minutes.

Music and H i Power,
I t  lias been stated that idiots appear 

to most mlvantugo when under tlie in­
fluence of music, and thu t there uro 
very few cases which are unaffected 
thereby. Thus we are told how u new 
life is infused into these unfortunate 
persons by the harmony of sweet sound*.

Dangerous Ride in a  Canoe*
About the first of August, 18do, my regi­

ment, tim Fortieth Iowa Volunteers, was 
stationed at Fort Gibson, Cherokee Na­
tion. The writer w,is on detached service 
at Fort Hmiili, Ark., mid, the war lieilig 
over, was, in eompauv with Color Sergeaut 
M. W. Nelsou, who was ul*o on speciul 
detail, ordered to report without delay to 
our company for discharge. We secured 
transportation on a little steuiucr plying 
on the upper waters of the “Arkuminw, 
and started for our destination. The lint 
day out the bout pursued the even tenor of 
its way very slowly, and at night lied op 
where tho hanks for miles on each aide of 
the river were eovered with a dense growth 
of timber. At dawn the next morning, 
with steam up, the boat got in motionf hut 
lmd proceeded oulv about a mile, when 
three shots were tired into her how from the 
left bunk. The engines were reversed, and 
all bunds prepured for a fight, hut after 
an hour or two spent in akir- 
misbitig through the woods, we aguiu 
ascended the river. During the day we fre­
quently saw straggling s jinulH of f unfed- 
emt n who, not Is'ing advised of tho sus­
pension of ho-tilities, occasionally gave our 
li tic boat a salute, in due l̂ tie we en­
tered the mouth of Grand Kivcr and were 
soon slinking hands w.lh our comrades. A 
few diys intervene*! when Lieutenant 
Sch warm arrived and we wore discharged* 
Hoats bail hurled from Little ltock to 
take us down th** river but from somecaima 
were delayed. We wore anxious to be off, 
and after waiting several days the writer 
proposed to Seurgeiit Nelson that we pur­
chase a canoe and run down to Fort Smith, 
scitlo up unliui-hcd business, and await tbo 
coining of the regiment.

"All r ght," ho replied, "you get Colom l 
Garrett's permission to go and 1 will get 
the canoe." Hut permission was not ho 
easily obtained for tho reason tlmt oar Col­
onel hud no authority to give it. Hut Nel­
son procured the boat, aud we took our 
genial Captain aside and told him to skip 
our names at roll-call for we would be 
absent. Having two days' rations, 
coifflo cans, frying pan, IJauketH 
and guns stowed away in our 
trail craft, we juiiiped aboard just as the 
trimdes of night fell upon the water.

Sergeant Nelson took the first “relief” 
with the puddle, while the writer sat in the 
l>ow, “lace, front,” a heavy paddle in hand, 
with orders to look out for snags, sand- 
bars, au«l drifts. It took some time to be­
come accustomed to the situation. The 
cimoo was very narrow, twenty-one feet 
long, aud "light weight,”and the Kergcunt 
being a stout man, when he put his pad'll*; 
down and dresv buck on one side tho bow 
of the craft would dart for the opposite 
shore, ami several times came near upset­
ting. But wo soon got om hands in. and 
with less labor continued iu tho middle of 
tho stream until we reached the mouth and 
eutor d upon the yellow waters of tl.o 
Arkansas, Hy this time the darkuesfl was 
of inky biucknosH. and wo could not see 
our course. Tho river rail very swift at 
this point; h* shies there were a great many 
Kimus nnd drill*, and it was not safe for us 
to proceed.

While lying upon our ours or, rather, 
paddles our boat suddenly veered to 
tho left un*l nunc to a dead halt. 
1 probed with my paddle and 
discovered that we Mvic bugging the hank 
■ that we could procure something to 
make u light. We struck a match ami the 
writer laud’d, and securing some dry twigs, 
made a torch, hy Die light of which w<> 
could see for some distance ahead. We 
gathered a pile of dry limbs and with torch 
in hiiml, tin* Kergcunt acting us pilot. w*» 
shoved off and renewed our journey with' 
out incident for several hours. At last we 
heeaiue drowsy th*1 torch went out. uml 
without any uurniug. the Imw of the boat 
shot upward and seemed to stand in tee 
air,whin* the stem went down in tin* nimbly 
waters, Only for an instant then we slid 
to one side and inude a lunge forward and 
were apparently wedged solid. We coil *1 
hear the swiit'riiiming waters on one side, 
while upon the other there seemed to h** a 
small mountain, nnd occasionally we could 
hear a dull splash us a hug * tui'tle or an 
alligator dropped into the water. Lighting 
a torch, w<> discovered that wo were in a 
drift. Wo had ran a narrow risk, for if 
the canoe hud w*>nt under instead of over, 
this sk< teli, in all reasonable probability, 
would never have been wri leu. ami we 
woii'd liuvo been food for the fishes ami 
rcpiilcN.

After a council of war ml a considerable 
generalship ami l*d* of lend work, we rot 
iiltuut, and ns sonii us un could do so made 
a landing. We drew otic boat up ami 
camp'd. Wo toll'd un in our hliinlot*. 
ami it Hcciicd tlmt W" had scarcely g"t to 
sleep before duv dawiio I. We made a 
lire, ate breakfast, and again started down 
tho liver. Just as Hi ' sun uro-*** we ran 
mound a bend, and diseovet* d an island a 
few hundred yards in float of it*, .o d at 
the Hume tine* saw *oiu<* wild talk* \ a. We 
run tie* eanoe to the shore, iind th* ser­
geant, being II • oi»«| shot, slipped Itl'ollll'l
through i|,i'   I*, and ,ukI it-, he goi n< ar
enough ami was about to lire, n hog' d* 'T 
stepl ed <»lll of ill' blM-h o||l\ a l*w 1 "ds 
from him, a .d, ,uie .. i ihm it mi • me to 
writ*- it, th ’ i t;-' an' *ltew up an l m d .
