Where German Pipes Arc Made.
Buhla, a mountain village of Thurin­

gia, is the center of the pipo manufac­
ture of Germany. Liko our own Shef­
field, it was famous in tho middle ages 
for its arms nnd armour, aud at a mil>- 
soqnent period for its knives. YVhon 
tho use of tobacco became common in 
Europe it turned its attention to the 
fabrication of iron smoking-pipes. 
Gradually, however, beginning i:i tho 
seventeenth century, meerschaum ami 
wood wero adoplod as more suitable 
materials to work upon. Tho first 
meprschaum pipo was carvod in the 
early part of tho thiitv years’ war, and

ip sntd ''T-i':1'*/''1 V. ..... . i.’Ti-v.„6ag..r i.. ]
Tho true clay is only to bo procured at 
Kski-Scher, in Asia Minor, whero there 
are largo deposits, and whence it isseijt 
direct to tho manufactories in Buhla, of 
which thcro aro at presont forty, em­
ploying almost tho wholo population of 
tho''district. Tho number of pipes and 
other articles dear to smokers turned 
ont is enormous, tho yearly average be­
ing friU.OOO real meerschaums, varying 
in price from 8 ponce to Till apiece; 
50(M)00 imitation meerschaums at from 
1 shilling to £1 tho dozen; it/iOO.OuO 
porcelain pipe howls, either plain wliite 
or gavly painted, rising in prico from 1 
ponce to 10 shillings the dozen; 
5,000,000 wooden pipes, of infinite va­
riety in size, form, ornamentation, and 
price, the common kinds being ex­
tremely cheap, and those artistically 
carved* fetching a comparatively high 
price; 3,000,000 bowls of clay or lava, 
plain, at about 3 pence, of better kinds 
at 3 shillings the dozen; 15,000,000 
pipes composed of separate parts (howl, 
stick, cover, etc.), from 5 pence to X'2’> 
the dozen. There aro five qualities of 
meerschaum used in the making of 
pipes; tho host is known by its facile 
absorption of tho nieotino juice of to­
bacco, which gradually develops into a 
rich brown blush upon the surface, and 
when this process is well advanced (lie 
pipo becomes almost invulnerablo with­
out being hard. A specimen of this 
kind sold at Vienna for £50, although 
it was not very highly carved.-—London 
T im v it.________________

POSTAGE-STAMP SWINDLE.

One of the greatest swindles that 
have ever l>een perpetrated upon man­
kind is tho work of a Gorinau dealer in 
old postage-stamps. There aro in the 
world about 450,000 i>or*onn making 
collections of postago • stamps—one 
specimen of each Issue of each country 
—who may be dossed as retail buyers. 
There are several thousand dealorn, big 
aud little, who buy to s«U again, and 
about 1,000 publications devoted ex­
clusively to iHMtage-»tani|w and their 
history. Somo stamps aro very rare 
and very high prices aro paid for them. 
The purchase of stamps in bulk front 
tke non-philatelist is a lottery. No 
man knows when lie is going to get a 
prise in anv loose boxful that may l>o 
■eat to tytu by some |>eraon uot a ‘col­
lector.

About ten years ago a dealer in a 
small German town, whoso capital wot 
his brains, conceived tho brilliant idea 
of making all the world collect stamps 
for him without charge, aud send him, 
also without charge, vast collections to 
sort out and soli again. Other dealers 
kavo to }»y for this work aud have to 
clmrgn lngu prices for thoir A-amps. 
Ho w'ouldliave all but tbo porting done 
foa nothing. To-day this dealer has a 
capital represented by seven figures 
and a million enthusiastic agents col­
lecting in every section of tho civilized 
glol>e. His daily mail contains hun­
dreds of thousands of postago-stamps 
sent to him without cost. He haa tho 
largest stock of any dealer and his 
prices cut under all others in tho trado.

How has ho done it? This was his 
brilliant idea: “People who are not 
willing to give money will give work to 
help tho poor. I  will represent the 
poor, and they nhail work for me. I 
have a brother in Palestine. Ho shall 
start a 'Syrian Orphans' Home’ on tho 
Monnt of'Olives or iu his imagination— 
but wo will advertise it as the Mount of 
Olives. We will send a description of 
this great charity to all tho churches 
throughout the world, telling them 
thnt for 1,000,001) stamps we will Ixiard, 
clothe, and educate nu orphan until old 
enough to support itself. The stumps 
will come to me. My brother will sup­
ply tho orphan—in his mind."

9is happy thought found a response 
wherever a Christian congregation 
gathered. There is not in any little 
hamlet in the United States, or En­
gland, or India, or Australia, or any 
civilized country a Christian congrega­
tion that has not from one to ten mem­
ber* saving up postage-stamps—beg­
ging, borrowing, and oven stenling 
them in order to help niAkonpthu 
million that will go to clothe and edu­
cate a Syrian orphan in this mythical 
“Syrian Orphans' Homo.”

But there nr«* ninny people, not 
church member*, who do not take much 
interest in Syrian orphans. Thev re­
quire a little stronger mo^t 1 q-|J0 
Syrian orphan dodge 'vprli/uso well tlmt 
our little blno-ey^i German stump- 
dealer live J'ojfrs ago started an imagi­
nary mis^in jn t])0 eity of Chang Kiang, 
China> ‘jUo holy sisters of which agreed, 
for cAkry million stamps sent to him, 
to save*from the jaws of tho crocodiles 
of the Yellow lliver at least ono Chinese 
baby. Furthermore, they agreed that 
after saviug it from the jaws of tho 
rocudilcs that they would support, 

educate, and Christianize it. All tho 
stamps, however, wore to be remitted 
to Munich or Stettiu. They wero not 
to be sent to tho asylum at Chang 
Xiang nor tho Orphans’ Homo nt 
Jerusalem. If any conservative soul 
did send them there they would not he 
lost. The brother or an agent secured 
them, sorted them, and sent tho prizes 
to Stettin.

New circulars have gone out lately

1>romising that for 1,000,000 stamps a 
tome will be found for an old lady or an 

old gentleman for tho remainder of life 
in ono of three homes—ono located iu 
Loudon, another in New' York, and a 
third iu Cincinnati. For half a million 
stamps a bed will be eudow'ed iu a hos­
pital. For 100,000 stamps a home will 
be found for some fatherless or mother­
less child for one year.

This is a bolder game than any of tho 
others. No address is given for either 
of tho liomos, but the names of reputa­
ble peoplo aro given—clergymen, 
physicians, well-known philanthropists, 
society ladies—to whom the stumps are 
to be* sent, to bo forwarded. Inquiry 
shows that iu ovory case those whoso 
natnoH aro given have agreed to forward 
the stamps to Borne one else, and that 
they know nothing about tho location 
oftho homo or hospital, except thut it 
is in New York or Cincinnati.

Twouty scattered inquiries revealed 
agencies in Boston, New York, and 
Philadelphia to receive these stumps, the 
ultimate destination for all that are 
valuable lieiug Mtottin.

It is ostiuifttod that this swindler has 
collected over 100,000,000 postage- 
stamps in tho United Ktutus alone, uiul 
that no has obtainod among them rare 
stamps worth from $500,000 to f 1,500,- 
000. ______________ _

Teniysbn** Early Love.
Tiioae who are familiar with tho story 

of Alfred Tennyson's life will smile on 
reading his latest work, “Locksley Hall 
Sixty Years After," over tho spirit of 
self-deception which runs throughout 
the verses. To the world, “Maud" and 
“LockBlt7  Hall” aro beautiful poems 
only. A fow know that'thov are some­
thing more than poems of the imagina­
tion—they aro heart records. In the 
sequel to “Locksley Hall,” jn*t pub­
lished, the poet tells his grandson that 
he could nover have lovod a worldling 
like .Tuditli, who has played such sad 
havoc with tho susceptible youth's feel­
ings, but this is precisely whst ho did. 
When Tomiysou was a promising young 
poet, ernwued with Oxford's academic 
laurels, ho wooed his first cousin, tho 
story of which wooing he wove into 
beautiful verso and gavo to tho world. 
Another author, tho wealthy heir to the 
Earldom of Boyne, however, appeared 
on the scone, and tho fair Amy, after­
ward so liberally adjectived os “falao or 
servile,” Wamo a peeress.

It was then restored to its liberty 
weighing fifteen grammes less than at 
tho time of its first capture, and, al­
though entirely hollow and o)>en in its 
posterior aspect, it roamed about ns be­
fore, snapping up flics that, after being 
swallowed, readily escaped from be­
hind. After two weeks the animal was 
taken nnd again weighed, when it was 
found to be five grammes heavier thun 
at the period immediately after its evis­
ceration. The creature was a rroijant 
—that is, it believed it was taking into 
its system au abundance of aliment; it 
was growing fat. What was this mys­
terious energy tlmt worked an apparent 
impossibility if not auto-suggettionV'

On the othor hand, this sensation of 
hunger is, at least, in a certain meas­
ure, independent of tho state of inani­
tion. In other words, in eases of nerv­
ous diseases hunger may*b0felt-acuLdy, 
with all its disti'cs^fifg eil'ects, in a body 1 
sufl:ciei>'ly prsurished. In support of j 
this distinction, M. do Parville says: ;

u ure acquainted with a lean lawyer , 
and a fat engineer, both of them neu­
rasthenic. If the lawyer does not take 
a glass of Madeira and'a sandwich at 5 
o’clock he becomes livid and 1ms an at­
tack of vertigo. The engineer is 
tougher. For about a year lie guarded 
himself against his indiosyncracy by 
smoking, but toward half pa»t 7, when 
ho came home and smelled tho odor of 
the dishos, if ho was not served on tho 
instant he could not control himself, 
and went into a veritable fury, lie be­
came positively and in spite of himself 
furiously ravenous. And yet ho was 
fat, and bad no need to repair tho 
losses of tho organism that wu^ilready 
too well nourished. ”

>So also numerous stories are found in 
all ancient medical dictionaries rclntivo 
to those great eaters whose insatiable 
stomachs cngulphod enormous masses 
of solids and liquids. Such was the 
case of Tararus, who went so far ns to 
drink tho blood of his patients and eat 
the flesh of lits cadavers, and who was 
suspected of having devoured a 1-year- 
old child; yet lie lmd a most sweet dis­
position w hen ho wasn't hungry.

The lYliilclieud Torpedo.
Tho torpedo that has been adopted 

by nearly every naval power of Europe 
is known as tho Whitehead, and lm- 
longs to what may bo designated us tho 
“projeefilo class, ” that is, having been 
started on its course toward the enemy, 
no control of it is retained by the oper­
ator. Mof»t of tho various types of this 
class are Mindly submerged when 
operated against au enemy, aud are 
generally arranged to run at a given 
depth below the surface, varying from 
5 to 15 feet.

Naturally, one of the main objects of 
inventors of torpedoes, as well as of 
those engaged in other fields of inven­
tion, is financial profit. Tho White- 
head is the only torpedo that has yet 
proved a success in this respect. I t is 
Imilt of tliiu sheets of stool, is cigar- 
shaped, like those already dcscril>od, 
but without tho attached float, aud is 
mode in throo sizes, tho largest being 
ID feet long by lfi inches diameter, 
and tho smallest !) feet long by 11 
inelios diameter. Thn motive power is 
compressed uir, carried ut a pressure 
of about 70 atmospheres, iu a cylin­
drical reservoir within the torpedo, 
Tho speed attaintsl is about 25 
miles ]>or hour for a distance 
of 450 yards. The torj»edo is 
divided into threo sections — 
“forward,” “middle,” aud “rear”—con­
taining, respectively, tho charge of 70 
to 03 pounds of gun-cotton; the adjust­
ing mechanism, wherein lies the secret 
of the inventor, and by which the hy­
drostatic pressuro of surrouuding water 
is made to regulate the depth of im­
mersion; and tho air-engiuos and steer­
ing machinery. I t is designed to bo 
carried on Inmrd a very swift torpodo- 
boat, capable of overtaking the fast 
iron-clod, aud, when within effective 
rango, to bo discharged from tho 1>out 
with the steoring rudder of the torpedo 
set in such a position as to direct its 
courso toward the enemy. The first 
motion, or “discharge," is effected 
through a guido-tube iu tho bow of tho 
boat, either abovo or below tho Rurfaco 
of the water, usually by means of a vory 
small charge of powder, ufter whieh, 
upon reaching the water, tho torpedo 
is propelled by its own eugiues. Tho 
explosion may bo nmdo to take place 
either upon impact with tho enemy or 
after tho torpedo has run a given dis­
tance. — t.iruL W, »S. llughcti, in

Impurities Found In Ire,
(Questions as to the dangers to health 

Connected with the use of ice taken 
from certain localities are of great in­
terest, tho more so since diseoso pro­
duced by tho uso of contaminated ice 
could rarely ho traced to its true cause, 
which in most casus woulil probably 
not bo even suspected. Attention was, 
ju fact, not called to this matter until 
lt»75, when an epidemic of diarrhea at 
Bye Ueijcli, X. If., was clearly traced 
to ice cut from a contaminated pond, 
Since that time tho sumo eatiso ims 
been suspooled or proved in about half 
A dozen cases of occurrence of typhoid 
fever or of diarrhea. Certainly this if 
A very small proportion of bad results 
a s  compared with the almost universal 
use of ice, especially wheu wo remem­
ber that people will cut ice from 
streams or ponds that they would con- 
aider too impure to furnish drinking 
water, hecuiiso they think freezing 
purifies water. While tho purification 
of water by freezing does occur to a 
considerable extent, it is by no means 
complete or to bo relied on. Freezing 
docs not destroy the vitality of some 
bacteria, nor does it specially tend to 
free the water from dead organic mat­
ter. That freezing will not destroy the 
life of the bacillus of typhoid fever is 
shown by l)r. Hillings.

It will be seen from wlmt has been 
said that when a health authority is 
called onto decide whether the water 
of a particular stream or poiul is or is 
not ho impure that ice cut ftoin it will 
probably be dangerous to health, it can 
only proceed ou probabilities, since it 
will very rarely bo pimdblo to prove 
that ice taken from that particular lo­
cality, or even tho water from the same

iduco, has caused disease. Nevertho- 
ess, these probabilities may Ik* quite 

sullicient to warrant the forbidding the 
sale of ice taken from a particular 
spot.

This scorns to Iiavo boon the case as 
regards i*e cut from Onondaga laike, 
which tho city Board of Health of Syra­
cuse, in New York, forbado to lie sold 
for any use which would bring it into 
direct contact witii articles of food or 
drink. The firm engaged in packing 
and selling this joe objected to this in­
terference with tlwir business, where­
upon Mr. James T. Gardner investi­
gate*! the matter for tho State Heard 
of Health, which has published hk re­
port. Mr. (iardnor found that Onon­
daga Lako is contaminated with sew­
age ; that the contamination is increas­
ing from the sewers of byraense, and 
that ice taken from it contains living 
•bacteria of various kinds, and about 
V.n per cent of the sewage matters iu 
the water from which it is (formed. He, 
tlierefore, approves the order of the 
city board of Healtli, and tho propriety 
and wisdom of this decision can hurdiy 
be questioned.—Sanitary L'uginv' r.

A o'atknikd invention, called tho 
braciikniigraph, is claimed to render 
tho am of writing |K»«sible k  the ab­
sence uselessucss of the hand. Jt is 
therefore serviceable iu eases of writ­
er*’ eviuvp and of jiartlysis ef tho 
finger*. The instrument is of simple 
fnhtftrurtiou, and ceusists of a long, 
light strip of iron, curved bo as to bo 
cuKil.v juI.aj.t >I to the ulnar border of 
the forearm. This splint is sewed into 
a easing of supple leather material, 
shaped so as to form a kind of gauuttet 
or sleeve for the forearm. The gaunt­
let is fastened t i tho forearm by sn in­
genious un’iuigomeut of screw-hooks

nod stud*, allowing of an adjustable 
dogreo of pressure. The bar or splint 
carries at its lower end a mechanism 
witii a universal joint by meaus of - 
which a )icn may lie held in any desired 1 
position. With this instrument the I 
uet of writing is performed by th o 1 
muscles of the urm aud shoulder, while 
thuso of the digits and thumb are 
thrown completely out of uso. It is 
easy to acquire the necessary dexterity 
in the usl of the Invention for legible 
"bandwriting.”

Leek Out for Your Wells,
I t bocomcs more and more ovidont 

each year, says the Anurican Agri* 
inlturist, that muoh of the sickness 
prevalent in the country is directly at­
tributable to the quality of tho water. 
By carefully studying the matter it is 
found that iu nine eases out of ten 
typhoid fevers originate in fsmiliue 
whose water supply is from a well into 
which impure water oomes. This may 
bo ftom tue farm-yard, and quite gen­
erally such is the case. For some yours 
the water in awoll near tho house may 
bo pure end wholesome, but bv-and-by 
tho soil between it and tho barnyard 
will bccomo so impregnated with pol­
lution that an unhealthy quality will 
be imp arted to it, sad dweaso will re­
sult from its use. This is olmost sure 
to bo tho esse when tho distance be­
tween tho two is not great, because, os 
a general tiling, tho bottom of tbs well 
is lower than tho yard, and the drain­
age from tho latter will extend in all 
directions through the most porous 
strata of soil, ana when it reaches the 
woll it will naturally How into it os a 
reservoir. No matter how pure the 
water may have been when the well 
was first dug, sooner or later it will be 
contaminated by water flowing through 
tho soil from barnyards and cesspools 
located anywhere near it. Wo have in 
mind a case in which four children died 
from diphtheria. An examination by 
tlie physician proved that tho slops 
from the kitchen had so filled the soil 
for A  distance of tweuty feet between 
tho back door, out of which they were 
thrown, and the well, that the water 
in the latter was polluted by foul gases, 
und from tho uso of it diphtheria had 
certainly resulted. Wheu making a 
well havo it, if possible, above the 
barn-vard, and let the drainage bo from 
it rutiicr than into it. Arrange a place 
for slops, with cement bottom and 
sides, from which glazed pipes, ce­
mented together, allow tho unhealthy 
nmttor to flow back and away from tho 
well, _______ __________

Curious Timepieces,
A visit to tho Patent Oilico in Wash­

ington, uot loug ago. guva us, more 
thuu over before, a realizing sonso of 
the number and variety of mochanicAl 
contnvaueos which have lroon produced 
for tho purpose of marking the passago 
of timo. Clocks of all sizes and slupo 
may bo seen with all kiuds of motivo 
pnwor, from tho Himplest to tho most 
complex and costly. Of theso uono 
are of more general* interest, perhaps, 
than the clocks which consist of A 
plain glass dial suspended by a tluo 
thread or wire, having tho motivo pow­
er—an ordinary watch movement— 
concoalod in tuo central bars of the 
hands, or in the enlarged counterbal­
ance of one o! them. Anotbor con­
trivance in this line consistaof two cir­
cular plates of glass mounted in a met­
al frame or bonlor, and connected by a 
slender column or foot to a pedcetsK 
In those the figures nro marked on tho 
front plate, which is cemented to a 
brass riin, toothed ns a crowned wheel, 
aud driven by a pinion, tho Btem of 
which rises from tho works in the ped­
estal. Where three glass plate* are 
used, the short aud long hands are 
fixed to the second aud third plates, 
and two piuions drive the two head 
rims o! these two plates. An ancient 
relic of tho clock order is now in pos­
session of a citizen of Marietta. Wii. 
It is 235 years old, and keeps good 
time. The weight which runs tho mu­
sical part weighs fifty pounds, and the 
movement is of wood, lead, and iron. 
I t plays a piece every hour, but is 
rather lioarso at present from old age. 
The dial is large, and has tho paintings 
of William Peun describing his histo­
ry. At the top are five wooden musi­
cians dressed in uniforms, who raise 
their instruments to their lips as they 
begin to play. The case is of maple 
and mahogany. I t was made in the 
year 1010.

T ub recent voyago of tho electric 
launch Volta across tho British Chan­
nel, from Dover to Calais and bock, is 
regarded as a scientific success far in 
advance of what was expected.

The nowest feature of social life in 
tho extremo West Is “tamale" parties. 
The “tamale" is a Mexican invention. 
The eatable portiou is conifiosod of 
coarsely-hashed chicken, and a sort of 
dressing mndo of corn-meal, ruisius, 
]K>pjH>r, and olives. A small quantity 
of this mixture—enough to make a loll 
about the size of an ordinary ear <>( 
Indian com—Is then covered with corn- 
meal hatter and rolled up in rlcuu corn- 
shucks. The shucks are firmly tied at 
each end, and the tutnalu then look* 
liko a big enr of com in the husk. A 
uuantity of tamales so constructed are 
then put into a kettle and boiled. 
When done it will ho found that on 
owning out the i'oru-hu*ks the tamale 
1h envelojHMl in a corn-meal crust and 
looks like a small pudding boiled in a 
bag. Most Americans liko the dish 
from tlio start. When properly made 
it is very appetizing.

Ai'itoi'os of tho elsin that newspaper 
men would suitor by withdrawal of 
passes, Plioicion Hurvard, iu the Chi­
cago Acu's, gives a brief bit of history: 
I  was an approntico on the Louisville 
Journal—George I). Prentice was the 
editor, and Paul Shipman w as the man 
of all work. Thero were no city editors 
nor managing editors iu those days 
(*47*7)0), James Guthrie, of Kentucky, 
had l>oen Secretary of the federal treas­
ury, and probably learned a lesson or 
two in economy.

Mr. Prentice told Shipman to 
go nnd report it, and wrote a letter to 
Mr. Guthrio for a trip juft* out and 
back. The request was refused. The 
next morning the loading editorial para­
graph iu the Journal read as follows: 
“Wnnted—Any man or woman who has 
a complaint against the Louisville and 
Nashville Hallway Company to write it 
out in full for theso columns,” Hy night 
that day tho Journal olllee had a bushel 
of communication*. Tho next morning 
Mr. Prentioo had mo bundle them all 
tip and sent mo to Mr.'Guthrie with the 
following note: “Hon. James Guthrie, 
President L. & N. Hy.: Herewith 
find divers nnd sundry letters touching 
tho management of your road. Send 
me throe annual passe* in blank, or PU 
print every d—d one of them. Tin*. 
Journal does not ask passes for whnt it 
prints, hut for wlmt it suppresses, 
Yours, (i. D. P." I carried tho bundle 
and passe* hack!

• I'astronomical studies, ft i* probably 
safe to assert that hardly one person in 
a hundred knows tin* chief stars bv 
name, or cun even recognize the princi­
pal coindelhitioUN, much less distiii- 
gijdi the planets from the fixed stars. 
Ami, of course, they know nothing of 
the intellectual pleasure tlmt uceompa- 
nb's a knowledge of Dm stars, Modern 
astronomy js so rapidly ami wonder­
fully linking tin* earth ami sun to- 
getlier, with all tlm orbs of space, in 
tin* bonds of close physical relation­
ship, tlmt a person of educalbm and 
genera! intelligence can offer m> valid 
excuse n>r not knowing where to look 
for Sirius or Aldehuruti, or the Orion 
nelmla. <t the planet .Jupiter, As Aus­
tralia and New /calami and tlio Mauds 
of the sea are made a part of the civil­
ized world through tin* expanding iu- 
Ibieiice of eomincivu and cultiva­
tion, ho the huu and plaint* 
around us are in a certain sense 
falling under tlm dominion of the 
restless amt resistless mind of nnm. 
We have come to possess vested intel­
lectual interests in Mars and Saturn, 
and in the sun ami all his multitude of 
fellows, which nobody can afford to ig- 
More. J'erliaps one reason why them- 
crag" educated man or woman knows 
so little of the starry heavens is because 
it is popularly supposed that only the 
most powerful telescope* and eosily in­
struments of the Observatory are capa­
ble of dealing with them. No greuter 
mistakes could be made, it  does not 
require an optical instrumont of any

kind, nor much labor, as compared 
with that expended in the acquirement 
ot some polished accomplishments re­
garded as imlispcn-uble. to give one uu 
acquaintance with tlio stavs iiul planets 
which will be not only pleasurable, but 
useful. And with the aid of uu opera- 
glass most interesting, gratifying, ami 
iu some iiMuuces scientifically valuable 
observations may be made iu the 
heavens, I have more tltnii once heard 
person* who know nothing about the 
stars, aud prohuhly eared less, utter 
exclamation* of surprise and delight 
when per-meled to look at certain par:* 
of the sky with a good glass, ami there­
after manifest au interest in astronomy 
of which they would formerly liavo be­
lieved themselves incapable.—I'opubtr

Tho detection of orimo la a acocndary 
function of tho polico force, but is ono 
of midi romantic and morbidly fascinat­
ing character tlmt it po*so**o* absorb­
ing interest for the great majority of 
reader*. Tho Detective Bureau with 
apartment* nnd records at police head­
quarters, include* forty detective ser­
geant*, under tho ardor* of Inspector 
Tnonm* Byrne*. Thi* ollicor, whom 
celebrity vie* with that of Fouchu and 
Vidocq, ha* been in command since 
IHK0,

On May 25, 1882, tho Dotoctivo 
Bureau a* now constituted wn* created, 
at tho urgent solicitation of Inspector 
Byrne*, hy the State Legislature, nnd 
the salary of each detective sergeant 
raised to $1,000. Word detectives serv­
ing under tho captain* of their re- 
Kjicctivo precinct* are not included in 
thi* particular branch of the force. 
Inspector Byrnos is u native of Irdaud, 
but i* of AiuoricAn training. Entering 
the force in lHfifi, ha ro*o through it* 
several grade* to hi* tirem-ut olllee. 
Weeding out all tho worthless and in* 
ctllcieut, uml supplying their place* 
with young, active, and intelligent men, 
he instructed and organized the lutter 
on his own plans. Tlio Detective 
Bureau *is»n attained to national im­
portance. Special attention wu* paid 
to Wall Street, Skilled thieve*, the 
“bent men" of their tiefari ius occupa­
tion, prized it ns tho richest of their 
hunting-ground*. Fat purses won* ul>- 
stractcd, tin boxes containing moimy, 
bonds, and valuable paper* (ell into 
their hands, ami l.imvory \\i\ , jubilant.

Nothing is more significant of tho 

Kocial condition of \\ people than tlio 
truiniugofitsgii'Isiu domestic life. In 
Germany tlm daughter of the nobleman, 
of the prince, and of tlm small shop- 
keeper learn* alike to cook, to sweep, 
and to keep house. After tlm training 
in Books i* over, JTutjIcin Lcim and her 
ltoyul Highness l'vinees* Sophie both 
begin this Imnm education. Tlmru are 
establishments wliero they are taken by 
the year, a* inn Imavdiug :clm<'k lit 
one month they wush dishes uml polish 
glusH and silver; iu another they cook 
meals; in another bake; in tin* next “lay 
down” meat for winter use, or preserve 
fruit, make jellies and pickles, sweep 
aud dust. 1 'lain sewing, darning, and 
tlm euro of linen is also taught, uml 
tuught thoroughly. Tlm German “be­
trothed” is thus almost always a 
thorough housekeeper, and spends tlm 
time before nmrriugo in laving in enor­
mous store* of provision* and uapery 
for her future home.

J ii Franco a girl begin* ut 12 
years of ago to take part iu tlm imuso- 
iedd interests* thing her mother's 
constant companion, she learns tlm sys­
tem of ebmo, rigid economy which pro- 
vuils in ull Flench faniilie*. If them 
bo but two stick* of wood burning on 
tlm hearth, they are pulled apart wlmti 
(lie family leave the room, even for half 
uu hour, aud tlm brand* are saved. Tho 
nourishing wnip, the exquisite entrees, 
and dainty deserts uru made out of frag- 
muds, which iu many an American 
kitchen would lie thrown away.

After a delightful drive thro'mh a 

finely-wootloil and well-cultivated coun­
try I arrived at Pohiek Chur h, in 
Virginia, regarded with ho much rever­
ence by Americans, as it washer, for 
many years that Gen. Washington 
worshiped. Tlio sexton unlocked the 
large gate of tlio inclnsiire. The site 
of the church was selected by Wash­
ington on account of its central posi­
tion and it* proximity to Mount 
Vernon. The contractor was Mr. 
Daniel Froncli. It wa* begun in 17Gt» 
aud finished in 1772. The brick* wvvo 
made in tho county, and tho sbum wa* 
brought from tho Isle of Wight. The 
building was sixty-nix and one-lmlf feet 
In length by forty-five in width, ami 
the wall* ore twenty feet in height. 
Tho entire oost wo* .4*887 sterling. 
Tlio money for the pavmeut was raised 
hy luxation. The wall* appear to have 
been broken, ft* tho repairs huve b<-en 
made of new bricks. The church Jiuh 
an ancient uppearunce, and i- very 
much larger than i* usually seen in tlio 
couutry.

Them aro two large doers oq tlm 
western side uml one on the sm,ti; tide, 
and twenty-six window*. The steps 
are eight in number, built of the same 
stone as tho trimming* and ea^umnits 
of the door*. Thu church has been 
thoroughly renovated. Tlmru ur-• two 
tirdea aud, four row* of Huh'dnntiul 
pew* and a Imautiful dmucel iu msed 
with a semi-circular railing. During 
tho civil war the regiment* sbi’mucd 
at Alexandria quartered tlmir pickets 
iu this church, uud tho I'enno tv-ania 
and Iowa Union soldier* staid* d their 
horses iu it. Tin* Htmm flagging «*f tlm 
ni*lc wa* torn tip and thrown out, tho 
pulpit ami pew* broken up, in.d the 
pieces sent ns menientoe* or relic* to 
different States, to relative* nnd 
fri'-mls. Washington'* puvv met with 
tlm same treatment. The spot on 
which it stood, on tho north hide, is 
pointed out to visitor*. The roof of 
the church wa* pierced with bullet*; 
all tie* plastering fell down; hole* were 
chiseled out in the corners of Hm 
clmrch, which had stone facing*, to 
find the nmney supposed to !>•• in tlm 
covnev-atouo, and some members nf an 
Iowa regiment carved tlmir mine** iu 
the west corner on the stum* facing* 
m ar Hie door.

The list of tlm name* of the nivimil 
vestrymen of I'ohick Clmrch was kindly 
furnished mo by n Virginia gentleman 
of Accutink, who is quite an nnti (inrun 
ninl had copfi d ilieiu from the ve^trv 
look of 1«72, which ha* been found 
during the lu*t three months in tho 
State of New Yoikt.\vhero it had been 
treasured and l̂ d awav hy a Virginia 
family. The n».T vestryman's mime on 
the list was that, of George Washing­
ton, and tlmn followed tlm names of 
George Mason, of Gunston, wlm wrote 
tlm bill of rights of tin* Ktut«* of \ ir- 
ginia; George \V. Fairfax, baronet, 
collector of tlm king's eiist**m-» f*<r the 
I'otomae; Alexander Henderson, Mar­
tin Coburn, C"l. Dnniel McCarty, Gem 
William 1’aync, Thomas Wilber Coffer, 
and Mr. Klizer.

Near the church is a small grove. 
There are also many graves. 1 read 
the following inscription on a tomb­
stone over a hundred year* old:

“To tin* memory of Mi\<, Summim Mil!.*, •vlfe of 
.lo’ ili M ill* mierelmilti, who iligni'leU th i' life  
ilmic l i ,  UTl, utS'il ;m year*.

Lewis Wallace was Imru In lirookville,

His edu­
cation was almost wholly self-obtained, as 
ho would not go to school, amt at college 
ho only remained a short time, Whilu 
studying law at Indianapolis, at the ago of 
nineteen, the Mexican war broke ont, and 
W alla...... idisted, being made First ! lieu­
tenant; liis regiment was never in action. 
A fter the end of the war ho practiced law 
nt Crawford'-villo, aud at this tinm wrote 
“The Fair God."

On tho outbreak o f Urn civil war Wallace 
was given command of tlio Klevcnth In ­
diana Infantry, and was made brigadier 
General mi the day of tlm capture of Fort 
Henry; to- rommauded a division at tho 
battle of Foil DoneKon, and his conduct 
nt Shiloh 1ms been much commented upon. 
Afterward ho headed tho m ilitary commis­
sion upon Goimrul Huell, and commanded 
Uie Middle Department, ejubrueiug D ela ­
ware and Part of .Murvlamb Wliilu in this 
position In* fought Marly at (lie .Monoeney, 
•Idly N i l ,  chucking the nd'um v of that 
chiuflain until troops could reach Wash- 
ington, though defeated iu the battle. 
A fter tho war im* held many oillci .l posi­
tions, Hie last being that of M ini-tor to 
Turkey. liis  latest book, " lien  ||i:r, has 
enjoyed an almost mcxampled popularity, 
and to him would si em to bo given tho 
power to do ova rvtl.ing he undertakes well.
