This lonely isle of 
the Pacific is of the volcanic origin, and, 
from its solitary situation, is soldom 
visited. The natives, but few in num­
ber aro of the Polynesian race, und were 
originally exceedingly hostile to tho few 
whites who visited them. But within 
tin* last twenty years they havo om* 
braced Christianity under tho militnuco 
of French missionaries, Tho island ia 
owned by a Tahiti firm, who utilize its 
furtilo valleys for cattle raising. Tho 
remarkable features which distinguish 
it from other solitary islund uro tho 
huge stone statues to tho number of 
Kowrul hundreds, which lie scattered 
about. They wore chiseled with rude 
skill from tlm lava iu the craters of ex* 
tiuet volcanoes ami transported to all 
parti of tho islund, where they wero set 
up, but most of them have since been 
overthrown by earthquake shocks. 
Some of theso statues are forty foot in 
height, und souk*still ivmain unfinished 
in th«*ir qimrios. Nothing is known <>t 
their origin. The pres* ut inhiihituiiLi 
possess neither th e 'k ill nor the t<><d:i 
for the work, und have uoapplibmvs for 
ti'uuxporling such immense iiiushch of 
stone. Their traditions funiidi no in­
formation, as they merely ascribe a 
Hii|M*rimtural origin. 'Me* statues are 
all grotesque i lllgies of human heingn, 
and while they are Imv in the scale of 
art they ure evidently tin* work of u 
race centuries in u-ivuinv of the prc.«< nt 
inhabitant*. A tho- ry has Immui ad­
vanced that Kuutcr Island is the rem­
nant of a submerged continent 
uml tlmt tin* statues were imnlo by 
people who worshiped them as idols. 
But thin is only theory, without a par­
ticle of evidence to sustain jt. The 
statue for tho Nmithsoniau institution 
is now on hoard the ITiited States 
steamer Mohican, which \vu* at lust ac­
counts at Valparaiso. It weighs be­
tween 12 and lo tons und it was with 
greut ditlleultv that it wus placed on 
hoard the vessel, us tin* island has no 
good harbors, and although the image 
h id to be transported overland about 
right miles, there was not a tree to fur­
nish tlie material. The Mohican finally 
obtained a few logs at Samoa, with 
which the work was accomplished. 
This is the second monster curio which 
lias b en taken away from I'.ader Is­
land a tier man Vessel having secured 
one about two years ago. Winn it 
finds a permanent pluee here our puz­
zled ethnologists may posdblv be aide 
to dear away the mystery of its origin 
by a careful sludy of ib; d< sign aud 
workmanship.

”1 obtained loevo of abseneo to visit 
•one frionds in Monterey,” said Gen. 
Doubledsy to a Now York M ail and 
Exprt** reporter, tolling of •dventaros 
in Moxioo after tho Mexican war. 
“When tho visit ended I started back to 
Saltillo with a Mr. Miller, of New Or* 
loans. It was dangerous traveling, and 
we wero liablo to be attacked by prowl­
ing bands of guerillas at any time, but 
my leavo bad expired and 1 could not 
wait any longer. I was riding a iwift 
horse, was well armed, and so woe mv 
companion. Nothing occurred until 
one morning when we were eoveral 
miles to tho right of a email town, 
Hanta Maria, forty miles from HaltUla 
We were pushing forward at a moder­
ate gait and continually on tho lookout 
for robbers. I had a largo pair of field 
glasses, and freqnontly surveyed the 
surface of the surrounding country. I 
taw a Iwdy of Moxicati lancers a milo 
or ao distant They wero coming to­
ward us, and our only alternatives wero 
to give fight or retreat Wo chose the 
latter, as the lancers were considerable 
in numbors. I concluded to make a 
dash for Hanta Maria. I ha|meni*d to 
know tho alcalde, and he haa invited 
me several times to pertoko of hit hos­
pitality. He waa a aandified kind of a 
man, and pnt on a great deal of style. 
My hope was to reach his house end 
claim his protection, and, if |io refused 
to give it, to demand it with a pistol at 
his head. The laneers soon saw us and 
dashed forward at full speed. Thoy 
were not near as far to the right of 
Hanta Maria as Miller and I, so all tlioy 
had to do was to cut us off, it possible.

Well, I departed that 
afternoon at 4 o'clock, and l>y a differ­
ent route than tho one I had given tho 
alcalde. The strange part of the ad- 
venturo was explained some months 
afterward. Tho alcaldo, although Gov­
ernor of the town, was tho chief of a 
band of robl«>rst and that verv band 
which chased Miller aud myself. The 
robliers wero delighted to see us ride 
into .Santa Maria, for they thought they 
had us then, sure. But when they saw 
us lvoldly ride to tho houso of their 
chief anu 1m> admitted they were struck 
with astonishment. They did not un­
derstand it, and imagined that wo were in 
collusion or connected some way with 
the alcalde. The alcalde was arrested 
by United States troops soon afterward 
and his connection with robbers thor­
oughly exposed.”

Happily, mans of tho shirt hands are 
not wholly dependent upon the earning 
of thoir needles. Numbers of the mar­
ried women of tho poorer classes work 
at the shirt trade with a view to supple­
menting the scanty wages of their hus­
bands, and the additional income thus 
gained, though it may be but three or 
four shillings a week, sensibly increases 
tho comfort of the household. Con­
sidering tho wretched prices paid for 
the work, the surprising thing is 
that the women should earn even so 
much at it as some of them do, Take 
tho buttonholing—tho leading branch 
of the work is Tenement street. 
Tho holes are rough punched in tho 
factories, tho work of tho outdoor hands 
being to stitch them round. This but­
tonholing is admittedly “niggling" work, 
and yet tho ruto at which it is paid for 
by tho sweaters is a penny per dozen 
collars. As each collar has throe holes, 
tho hand, who finds ln rown nicdlo ami 
cotton, lias to stitch thirty-six holes for 
a penny. Kv«*n so, some of the experts, 
by working longlemrs, by rising early 
oil summer morning ami sitting lain on 
winter night**, by living on foo 1 that is 
"rcidv to ho put tu tie* mouth," chiefly 
bread und butter, and eating us they 
work; by acting on those linos some of 
tho huttouliolor* will earn ns much us 
eight or nine shillings per week. Tho 
prices paid by tin* manufacturers who 
give it out in the first instnuco are 
probably such us would enable u skilled 
uud industrious hand to muko a living 
wage, hut as matters stand such men 
are almost compelled to employ middle­
men, and tlfi1 tender iDcivjo*_of t)ip.

AN EXODlfi FROM TIIE FAItM.
TlM Yo«af M»r nt th* HMtk Will Net Till 

the Sell Any More.
(HsTannsli Nowr.

There ia a phase of life ut the South 
which not only gives occasion for earn­
est thought, but for serious alarm. 
When the war closed, and for a timelier 
of years after, the changed condition of 
affairs led many young mon to Udieve 
that the citlos and towns afforded the 
Ismt fields for making a living. Farms 
and farm-houses were in ruins, lalior 
was disorganized, and there seemed to 
1m no profit in tilling tho ground. To 
a very great extent, therefore, young 
men sought the centers of jxmulation, 
while thoir fathers rented the farms to 
negroes. Many found employment as 
elerks iu stores, others eutcred some 
one of tho learned professions. As a rule 
the elerks received small salaries, and 
when tho busy season was over their 
occupation was gone until tho return of 
fslL In the summer months some went 
lisck to tho tortus and engaged in 
irregular work; but the majority ro- 
msiued upon the scenes of their spas­
modic caroer* os clerks, and kicked 
thoir shins in idleness. Those who en­
tered a professional life fared no letter 
than tho clerks. A few made fame and 
fortuno, but by far tho greater numlver 
barely succeeded in keeping up the 
union between the body and soul.

The oxamidq set by those young men 
was cantugiotM, Immsuro tho oxodus 
from tho farms oontiuues, and every 
year there is a largo increaso in the 
numlier of poorly-paid clerks aud half- 
starved lawyers and physicians. In re­
cent years tho activity in mining, manu­
facturing, and railroad building lias 
been on additional inducement to young 
men to seek tho centers of population. 
This was never ro apparent as at pres­
ent Tho dazzling stories of rapidly* 
acquired fortunes in pursuits just men­
tioned havo cutised a rush of young 
moil to tho cities and towns that is as­
tonishing, uud to which there scums uo 
end.

Tho oxodus from tho farm* has two 
nnfortnnato results, < >no i* that the 
farms suffer, ami tin* other i* that tin* 
pursuits open to young men in the cities 
and towns yearly become more crowded, 
thus lessoning the opportunities for ac­
quiring a competency. The exodus 
ought to stop. Jt is based upon fallacy. 
Young ineu wlio remain on the farm* 
and cultivate them intelligently mid in­
dustriously aro much more likely to 
make fortune* than those who sock a 
livelihood iu tho cities mid towns. Be­
sides, the prosperity of tlm country do*

in-nd* upon tiie prosperity of the farm- 
tig interest, nnd unless farmers uml the 

hods of farmers do their duty tho coun­
try ounnot prosper.

Jackson's Burl with Dickinson.
Iu a pajx*r in tho Southern /L'nnoo 

the following conversation bet ivi*<*ii 
Gen. Harding and Gen. Andrew .lack- 
son, relative to Jackson’s duel with 
Dickiuson, ix given:

“In conversation with Gem Jackson . 
ono day I  said: 'General, is a brave 
man ever frightened?’

“ T don’t know that T am rompeb-ut 
to answer that question,’suid lie. I re­
plied: 'The world accords you us much 
bravery as is possessed by any man.'

“ ‘If tlmt be so, sir, said the General,
'I would say I have boot badly fright­
ened us a gentleman ought ever to be.'

“Said 1, T prcsiimo that was in soma 
of your Indiuu tight*?’

“ ‘No,* said he, ‘it was when I  went 
on tho Ib'ld with f liekiusou. i know 
him to be a cool, brave, determined 
man, and the best shot 1 ever saw, and 
I  never expected to leave tlm field 
ulive. I  owo my life to the fashion of 
the day—tho ftijl-hrcustcd coat. This 
and tho peculiar conformation of my 
niueh-sunkim chest were all that saved 
me. Dickinson's bullet struck wlmt 
appeared to bo tho center of my body 
under tho right arm, uml the ball 
grazed my breastbone. 1 had gono 
upon tho field determined not to tiro at 
Dickinson, but to discharge my pistol 
iu the air, having no ground of quarrol 
with him, and not wishing to hurt si 
hair of his head. My quarrel was with 
liis father-in-law, Frvin; Imt when I 
felt myself shot, under the impression 
tiiat 1 had received a mortal wound, and 
smarting under this belief nnd the 
physical pain, I  fired tho fatal shot, 
and no act of my life have I  over re­
gretted so much.

“ ‘Under the conditions of the meet­
ing wo had a right to reservo the fire, 
liecuiise 1 knew Dickinson could shoot 
so much more quickly than I could. It 
has been asserted in tho public prints,' 
said Old Hickory, 'that I advanced on 
Dickinson to deliver my shot and tlmt 
ho gave back, both of which statement* 
are false, sir. I  stood in my placo 
wlii'ji I  tired and Dickinson remained in 
ins, receiving my hIioI like u cool, bravo 
man as In' was.'"

General Harding said that at this 
same interview, which was the last )m 
ever had with Gen, Jackson, the fatter 
said to him:

“ 'The world is greatly mistaken 
about my having an ungovernable 
temper. 1 never gave an exhibition of 
temper without my judgment approved 
it. I sometimes found it necessary 
oven to prevent t lie shedding of blood/ ”

Handy 
was inoro than wealthy; he had monoy 
to throw to the dogs, and, while ho did 
not literally throw it that way, ho 
throw lots of it to the boys who needed 
it. To know Handy Bowers was to 
liavo a miro thing on a stake. When 
money was coming in most plentifully, 
Handy and the pretty girl to whom ho 
lia«l given tho ton foot on tho Bowers, 
joined their fortunes and got married, 
and went to Knropo on a wedding trip. 
Handy was no fool. Ho conld well set 
tho part of a cultured gentleman, and 
Mrs. Bowers could act tho part of a 
lady. They obtained an introduction 
to uristoerntic and royal circles in 
nearly every country they visited, and 
they mado their tour last three years. 
Mrs. Bowers was presented to ^ueen 
Victoria, and slio cut quite a dash in 
Burisian circles.

While wo were breakfast­
ing the maids wore emptying our baths, 
for they were too heavy for us chil­
dren. As soon ns breakfast was over 
we trotted oil' to our rooms, mado tho 
beds, folded ill) and put away all our 
rlotliifs, dusted—amt in fact put tilings 
straight all around. Then wo ran 
down to the dining room ami laid the 
table for dinner; uud capital butlers 
we nil became, I assure you. By these 
means the maids were ull ready, ju 
their nice Sunday dresses, to go to 
church with us ut 11.

Dinner Sunday—no matter who was 
w ith us —was ut I o'clock instead of 7. 
This wait the only hot meal in the day. 
No cooking was douo after I o'clock, 
as our supper was cold. At IhjIIi dill- 
tier and supper tlio servants were scut 
away, and we waited at table, I laugh 
now when I think of the faces of hor­
ror of learned men or gallant soldiers 
who had come down to spend Kunduy 
in the dear old rectory, or ridden over 
from Sandhurst or Aldershot to the 
morning service. Tho agonies they 
went through at being waited on by 
tho daughters of tho house! The 
struggles they mado to lie allowed to 
change their own plates! And their 
resigned submission when quietly told 
by their host: “i t  is the way of tho 
house." That was how wo were made 
to help the faithful and dovoted serv­
ants who spent tlioir lives in helping 
us. I t was not much; but it gave them 
an almost freo Sunday.—Hose Kinyu-

The Nob In the Tullerletu
A most curious event occurred at the 

Palace of the Tuilerics on Hunday af­
ternoon, May lit, 1*71. There woe a 
grand concert given thero at that time 
under tho direction of tho Communard 
authorities. Thu proposed "C'oncours” 
wui widely advertised in tho city, and 
every effort was made to have it a grand 
success. As its avowed purposo was a 
beneficent one, the spjMml mudo to tho 
Communard population of Paris was a 
very strong one. The attendance was 
large, and a great amount of money 
wus taken in. fi he concert was adver­
tised for Sunday evening, but thero 
was an immense affair in tho gardeu of 
tho Tnileries in the afternoon. Thero 
wore not less than ten thousand per­
sons present. There wus “music with 
its voluptuous s w e l l t h o  hnmls of a 
great many regiments, and no less than 
ono thousand musicians, playing and 
singing tffu Houl-stirriug Marseillaise. 
But it was in the evening that thero 
was the greatest interest. The Puluce 
of tho luilerieswns thrown open to 
the puhlie, and tlio great horde of men, 
women, und children went through 
the gardens, and defiled through tho 
gorgeous and magnificont apartments 
of tho palut o.

'I hough J knew all about the concert, 
T did not deem it a fitting occasion to 
l>o presout myself on u Sabbath day, 
but I  soiit one of tny secretaries to seo 
what wus to 1m seen and to reuort to 
me. Bo stated that what he there be­
held was a most remarkable and inter­
est in g sight. Ten thousand people 
Ailed all the apartments, wandering 
everywhere at their ease, and examin­
ing into every nook and corner of tho 
vast palace. Tho comments of tlio 
rabblo wore most amusing. My secre­
tary kept along with tho crowd every­
where, seeing all that was to be scon, 
and listening to all that mos said, 
(treat interest centered in the private 
apartments of the Kniprcss. Tho 
gorgeous belongings were everywhere 
commented upon by tho mob. 'llio 
bath-room of the Fmpress attracted 
great attention. I t  wus represented as 
very handsome, and as a marvel of lux­
ury, beauty, und tasto. It was sur­
rounded by heavy pinto mirrors. The 
hath was cut out of solid marble. The 
ceilings wero covered with rich bluo 
silk-velvet. The faucets in the bath 
wore of solid silver. All that was seen 
was described by the Communards as 
evidence of tlio proHi^cy and the lux­
ury of the Court, in the vast iucrease 
of the taxes levied upon them. Not 
ono man in tho crowd, it is safe to say, 
had over paid a cent of tuxes in his 
life.—A1, if.

Buddlmliond. Nothing now roniains of 
this ancient city hut a muss of ruins, 
crumbling tombs, mid tlio treo men­
tioned ubovc. This relic of centuries 
has been nourishing for nearly 
years, and is consequently tho oldest 
living treo in the world of which we 
have any genuine record. I t  is ono of 
tho most sacred objects throughout tho 
entire Buddhist world, and it is es­
teemed a virtuous act on the part of 
tho pious to make a pilgrimage to it. 
Its fallen leaves uro considered a greut 
trousure, and are frequently carried to 
Siam, Burmali, China, and Japan by 
pilgrims from those countries.—C'ey Ion 
Cor.

J eff D avis is said l»y a Ciuppowo 
pilot named llecd to havo been tho 
pioneer logger on that stream. Heed 
was ono of the early pilots. Ho says 
that Jeff Davis sent a crew of soldiers 
to cut timber, and thoy got out a lot of 
logs on tho Monomonin (now Cedar) 
ltivor and ran them down to Chippewa.

W alt W hitman is living, at tho ago 
of 70, in Camden, oti the Delaware.

His white hair is long and unkempt, his 
mild gray eye is dim, amt his tall figure 
is heut witli age. lie  spend* his time 
in a disordered library, clad in ilMitting 
clothes, with a faded shawl about hi* 
shoulders and a pair of well-worn slip­
pers on Id* feet, lli* voice is clear and 
firm, lie  say* that his favorite poet i* 
Tennyson. Ho is not iu actual want, 
and receives assistance from friend* in 
England. Jlis books furnish him tt 
small income.

Whittm ii, in an interview, once said 
that Hawthorne. J-'.merson, Lon-fellow, 
and himself hud always bei ti friends, 
There were no jealousies, and eaeh 
bmk a pride in the work and hu'cchsc* 
of the others. They would exchange 
notes upon their pi'oduetions, ami if 
one saw u kindly notiee of the other it 
WusuIwuNH cut out and sent to him. 
Hunt home tuts by the others regarded 
as the greatest master of tin* Knglish 
language. Whittier d< scribes himself 
a* unlike any of the rest, for he never 
had any method. When he felt like it 
be wrote, and neither hud the health 
nor the patience to revise his work 
afterward. It usually wa nt its it was 
originally complied. Ftm-rson wrote 
with great (‘are. and w ould not only re­
vise Ids manuseripts carefully, hut fre­
quently reword the whole on the proof- 
sheets, Longfellow, too, wus a very 
cureful writer, lie would lay his work 
by and then revise it. He would often 
consult with his friends ubout his pro­
ductions before they were given to the 
world.

An advantageous improvement in tin* 
manufacture of tin cans for preserving 
food i* being introduced in Kurope. 
The plun consists simply in so forming 
the lid that it is merely pressed on uA l 
the eun is hermetically sealed, so that 
no internal pressure can remove the lid. 
Water boiled in a till thus closed has 
failed to force it oil', although the steam 
pressure lias hurst tho can itself, A 
pcimv piece, howvver. used as u lever

being placed under a rim formed

around tho top of the cover, with tho 
•boulder of tho can aa a fulcrum, raises 
the lid with a remarkablifismall ex|ran- 
diture of power. The principlo in­
volved in the dovico is that of the wedge 
and lever. Tbo neck of tho tin on 
which tho lid fits is formed at a very 
•light angle from tho vertical, and the 
rim of the lid is made at a oorres|>ond- 
ing angle, bo solder being used to form 
tho joint By means of this arrange­
m ent therefore, tho oponing of euim is 
rendered a remarkably oloan, quick, and 
siniplo operation, contrasting greatly 
in those respect* with tho inconvenient 
method of o)>oning now in vogue.

Not a few people have wonderod how 
Dr. Junker, who hn* just returned to 
civilisation from Central Africa, suc­
ceeded in imssing safely through tho 
hostilo trilwa iu the lako region. Tho 
mystery is explained at lost, and Dr. 
Junker deserves credit for inventing an 
ingenious method of reducing danger to 
a minimum in traversing unfriendly 
l«rt* of Africa.

Now aud 
then an Arab tradiug caravan was 
started for tho coast, but the Arabs 
were afraid to appear to Irafriund, as 
thoy conld not afford to incur the ill- 
will of tho native kings. In this emer­
gency tho novel idea occurred to Dr. 
Junker to soil himself as a slave to ono 
of tbo Arab trader*. A bargain was 
struck and ho ostensibly became the 
property of tho trader. Tho contract 
stipulated that tho Arab, for tho sum, 
of 1,500 Austrian dollars, was to deliver 
tho traveler alive at Zanzibar, w hore, 
npon tho presentation of tho contract, 
the money wonld bo paid to bim by a 
firm doing business there. It happened 
that Dr. Junker had with him ou order 
writteu in Arabic by this firm, author­
izing him to mako auy desirable ar­
rangement with the Arab traders of 
Central Africa. Ho Dr. Junker set out 
with hi* Arab caravan, which took him 
straight into tho chief town of M'wanga, 
tho cruel despot of Uganda. Tho chief 
trader reproNontod that Junker was not 
his friend or traveling companion, but 
his slave whom ho hod bought of a ne­
gro tribe further north. In his capacity 
a* a slavo Dr. Junker passod muster in 
tho court of King M'wanga, and ho was 
permitted to go in peace with his owner.

The memory of the loss of £200,000 

of silver and gold will survive tho 
drowning of I.oih) souls iu a coup. 
There was tho Latino, for instance. Hho 
was of thirty-two gmm, commanded by 
Captain Kkytmer, uml she went ashore 
on the bunk of the Fly island passage 
on the night of October 0, I71M1. At 
first slm was reported to have had £fi(MI,- 
000 sterling in specie ou hoard. This 
was afterward contradicted bv a state­
ment that "tho return from tlm bullion 
oflieo makes the whole amount about 
£140,000 sterling." "If," I  find iu a eo- 
temporary account, "the wreck of tho 
unfortunate Lutino should lie dis­
covered, there mny lie reason to hope 
for thw recovery of tho bullion."

Iu tho reign of dames JI. some Kng- 
lish adventurers fitted out a vessel to 
search for and weigh out tho cargo of a 
rieh Kpunish ship, which had been lost 
on tho count of Smith America. They 
succeeded and brought home .C.'KHI.lMMi, 
which had been forty years at the bot­
tom of tho sen. Captain Phipps, who 
commanded, imd £2H,(hhi for hi* share, 
aud the Dukoof Albemarle £{10,000. A 
medal wus struck iu hou r of this event 
in ti'A7.

TLctc was a very costly wreck in

1767, She was a Dutch Cast Indiamani 
and foundered in a storm within three 
leagues of tbo Texel, taking down all 
hands but six and £500,000. The prieo 
of four sueb armadas as that of 1588 
went down in the lost contnry alone in 
the shape of gold, silver and plate. 
She was the annual register ship, a t tbo 
term thon was, and had in her 500,000 
piastres and 10,000 ounces of gold on 
aocount of the king, and twico that snm 
on tho merchants' account, making her 
a very rieh ship. She foundered, and 
no man esca|>ed to tell how and when.

In tho samo year tho Dutch lost the 
Antomotta, an indiaman, aud with her 
sank £700,000 sterling, besides jewels 
of great valuo. The lloyal Charter is 
the most notable instanco of tho wreck 
of a "treasure" ship that wo can just 
now call to mind. Hho left Anatralia 
with £050,000 in her. Of this sum, 
•ays Charles Dickens in his chapter on 
this dreadful shipwreck, in tho "Un­
commercial Travel or," £000,000 worth 
wore recovered at the time of the 
novelist's visit to the spot where *lio 
had been driven ashore.— London 
T e legraph,

Ho is tho author of "Kobatana," uml 
"Rubainab," and it i* whispered by hi* 
friends that howroto "Democracy."

This young man, ho is about thirty- 
two, is a living proof of tbo fact that 
romance may go hand in hand with 
realism. Tho story of his lifo l>catH 
anything from a seiiHatiouul poiut of 
view that ho has ever written.

An American by birth, Vandorpoolo 
comes from a notable French family. 
He is relatod to tho late Madam George 
Baud, and also to tho owner of tho 
great Parisian journal, The Figaros Ha 
writes as easily in French as in Knglish. 
He is familiar with many languages, 
and is said to bo well acquainted with 
soveral oriental tongues aud dialects 
that have no written Byrabols.

This remarkable young man acquired 
the greater part of his education while 
traveling over tho world. His career 
as a wanderer was caused by a singular 
tragedy. Tho partnor of Vauderiraole’a 
father misappropriated funds belonging 
to tho firm. Tho older Vandorpoolo de­
cided not to prosecute, and his son, 
then a  boy of 15, hastened to tell tho 
good nows to tbo little daughter of the 
fraudulent partner. Whilo tho two 
wero talking tho girl's father came up 
and dealt the boy a terrible blow with 
an ax. The wea)>on missed it* aim and 
went crashing through tho girl's skull, 
sprinkling her horrified playmate with 
blood. The murderer fled tho country, 
and young Yamlorpoolo started off to 
hunt down the man who had killed his 
little girl friend and ruined his father,

Tho boy avongor wont first to France, 
and thon followed tho fugative across 
Asia Minor. Sometimes ho lost the 
trail, but ho kept on until ho picked it 
up again. Once in Tartary ho was only 
three hour* behind the criminal, but 
his horse broko down and bo failod to 
capture him. Tho resolute youth went 
through Africa, the Orient, Alaska, and 
British America. Finally ho lost tho 
trail, and subsequently learned tlmt tho 
man he sought had boon frozen to death 
in a house iu Chicago which Yonder- 
poole had at ono timo lodged in.

Vandorpoolo did not pass through 
tlicso wandering* without somo strange 
oxjierioncoH. Iu Central India ho 
visited a shrine which foreigner* were 
prohibited from seeing under pain of 
death. Disguised as a Musulinan lie 
made tho trip in safety. Again ho 
acted q* tho field correspondent of the 
Figaro in tho Turco-Kussian war, and 
hod many hair-breadth escapes. Ho is 
now under contract with that paper to 
go to the front in tho event of a war be­
tween Franco and Germany.

Such i* a brief outline of tho history 
of a war correspondent, traveler, ex­
plorer, linguist, and novelist, who is 
just entering hi* thirties. I t beats 
fiction.—Atlanta Constitution,

Tbs war was tho occasion of many ex­
citing incidents, of which only a com­
paratively small nutubui have been put in 
print*

Splendid acta of individual heroism on 
the part of tho men who carried the mus­
kets remain untold, except as they are 
related ut thu fireside or iu the circle of 
comrades.

And some of the few great dramatic in­
cidents of the war. which have touched the 
hearts and kindled the imagination of the 
people, need very badly to bo correc tly told.

It is quite amusing to Hud how little 
basis of fact there is in most of the start­
ling dramatic scenes that crowd the pages 
of history-

Thus, history, painting, poetry, nnd oven 
music, have portrayed Nu|>oleou crossing 
thu Alps ou a tlery chargor, his great cloak 
Hying ukroad iu the wiud, and his bund 
pointing to tho fair plains of Italy. The 
sober truth scums to Lu that ho rode over 
on a mule, and was careful to get off aud 
foot it at tbe bad places.

Much has boon written about the Duke 
of Wolliugton drawing his sword and 
shouting, “Ip , guards, and at them!" on 
tho repulse of the Old Guard, at Waterloo. 
His own account of the matter w a s  that he 
never gave such an order, and never drew 
his sword; but that ko did sav, "Let the 
whole lino advance.”

And thou that charming story of William 
Tell shooting tho apple off his son's head, 
nnd (hen killing the tyrant Hester. We ore 
told by tho later historians that thu whole 
thing was thu playwright's creation, uml that 
there never was such a character iu history 
as William Tell!

Probably tho one incident in the whole 
war that was the most dramatic, and that 
aroused tho treutest popular enthusiasm, 
was that which has come to be known as 
Sheridan's ride. History, poetry, aud 
pniuting have dealt with it; aud still the 
real truth about it is not widely under­
stood. Not only is it not well understood, 
but some cynical doubters have delighted 
to have their little Ming at tho hero of that 
episode. We huvo keen seriously told that 
the “Hide" was nothing more than one of 
Thomas Huchauan Head's poetical nights; 
that the presence of Sheridan ou the lieid 
in the afternoon did not very much affect 
tho splendid result of tho day; that vie. 
tory would have been snatched from defont 
Without him-—and other surprising things 
of tho same kind.

Tho writer of this sketch is one o f those 
who shared the fortunes of the bcuteu 

, Union army in the iorenoou of October IP, 
1K<U, at Cedar Creek; who was present ami 
witnessed the arrival of Sheridan about 
noon; and humbly participated, at tbe head 
of what was left of his company, iu tho 
glorious work of the uftcruoou. And ho is 
happy to testify that, while the jioetica! ac. 
count of the "Hide" is uatumlly over­
drawn, and tho popular idea of it is an ex­
aggerated nnd erroneous one, still it was a 
great achievement, a wonderful event; and 
that nothing but the genius of Philip 
Henry Sheridan, and his faith that his army 
had not been fairly whipped, and had any 
amount of tight yet iu it, carried us ou to 
victory iu the afternoon.

1 believe that uot only the people, not 
only tbe groat mass of surviving veterans, 
but actually nuiuy who w ere upon that 
Held, are not correctly informed as to bow 
Bberidun Im p lie d  to be absent iu the 
morning, und how he came to bo present 
iu the afternoon.

Nobody cau begiu to uuderslaud how 
thrilling, how providential, the enisodo wus 
without understanding these things. So 
let mo try to make them bettor understood.

The ( 'onfedernte army iu thu Shenandoah 
Valley had been badly beaten at Winches­
ter, September 1M; again ut Fisher's Hill, 
September 22; nnd had boeu pursued away 
up into the upper valley, to Harrisonburg. 
Hero, limlmg hi* eommunicatiotiK uneer- 
(am, and that his army could not bo sup­
plied from liuiper's Kerry, u hundred miles 
lo the rear, with the forays of Slushy's gin r- 
rillus to contend against, lie decided to fall 
baeii nearer his base. Op Oetober 10 his 
army was m tie1 position at Cellar Creek, 
mntii of sini-hiirg, which it occupied on 
tint morning of (he great battle; the Kightli 
Corps ou the left;'the Nineteenth iu its 
rear, to tho light: the Sixth still further to 
the right und rear; and the cavalry far on 
the right.

Ceiteral Early had boon rc-eiiforccd by 
both Kershaw ami Longstroet,und his num­
bers almost equaled those of our army. He 
began to take tho offensive, ami some small 
encounters occurred. Tho Sixth Corps had 
been started on tneir wm.v back to tho Army 
of the Fotomuc; but Sheridan became un­
easy at the situation, and ordered their re­
call. His messenger overtook them ncur 
Ashby's Gap of the Hlue Kidge, and on the 
11th they were hack with the army.

In the meuutituc a gruvo discussion and 
difference had arisen botwecu General 
Grunt, Secretary Stanton, uml General 
Sheridan, by letter and telegraph. Grant 
thought that Sheridan might make un ad­
vance through the upper gaps of the lliuc 
nidge, toward Gordonsville or Charlottes, 
ville; the Secretary of War thought that 
the railroad from Alexandria to Mauassas 
Gap might bu repaired and kept open, and 
Uml Sheridan, supplied ill that way, might 
hold his position in the Cpper Valiev. 
Sheridan simply knew better. Ho had 
carefully surveyed the ground. The disas- 
Irons experience of Geineal Hunter, who 
advanced with an army far tip the valley, 
the previous spring, and through the gaps 
in the mountains to l.vuclihurg- and llieu 
was comf'cll'd, with all his coiutintui'a. 
tioiis rut off, and a Confederal" army iu his 
leai. to ivttea' through tho hauuwha \ al­
ley, by the < diio iliver, tmd the Hultimore

and Ohio ltaitroud, in the moantime allow- ' 
ing Washington to l>o almo-t captured— 
this oxporn nco showed plainly that a large 
infantry force c uld not advance so far . 
from it* base without disaster. And as to 
the opening of the railroad, Sheridan woll 
knew, no man was better entitled to know, 
from the exitcrienco of the last summer, 
and the fall campaign so far, that Mo*l>y 
would like no la tter fun than tbe cutting 
of the railroad from Alexandria to Manns. 
m s , snd the capturing of all tho trains that 
could be sent over it.

Secretary Stauten and Geueral llallcck, 
comfortably oHlced at Washington, thought 
the railroad could he kept open.

It was neither the tlrsl nor tlm last time 
that Washington dictation put the I'uiou 
cause in peril.

General Sheridan was so positive in his 
opinion* on tho subject that Socretury 
Stanton at last ordered him to como to 
Washington for a personal consultation.

Sheridan obeyed, very rductuuti.v. He 
•eems to have felt that ho had no business 
away from the army at such a time. To 
net a common phrase, somothiug w as "iu 
the air," tho activity umt the saucy demon­
strations in bis front hy the enemy ho had 
lately rotttod assured him that this enemy 
had beeu heavily re-enforced, and was 
meditating an attack. In all hi* extended 
military history this man probably never 
felt aouueasy a* during the four day* that 
be was away from Ids army.

Bat the wishes, not to say the orders, of 
the Seerctarv of War must needs be re- 
speeted; nnd on the l.'dii of October, with 
a strong cavalry escort, Sheridan started 
for Washington hy way of Front Kov al and 
Modos-bh Gup.

At the former place ho was overtaken by 
a courier from General Wright, who was 
left in command of the army, with the fol­
lowing startling message, w hich our Signal 
Corps men had read from the Hugs ou the 
Confederate stitiou uu the summit of 
Three Top Mountain, which overlooked all 
our earn))*;
“To Lieutenant General Kurlv:

**Ue ready to move as soon as my forces 
join you. aud we will crush Sheridan.

ILonom ui.f.I'. Lieutenant General."
If ttiis dispatch was genuiuo, it was 

worth heeding; it' it was a ruse, it still 
showed that the enemy meditated mischief. 
What its roul character was ha* uot beou 
determined to this day.

That it added to Sheridan's uneasiness 
is very certain. Ho thought of returning 
to camp, and postponing his visit to Wash­
ington to a safer time. Hut ho finally sent 
word to General Wright to he watchful and 
ready. "It the enemy should make an ad­
vance," the dispatch said, “I know you will 
defeat him. 1 will bring tip all I can, and 
will be u]i on Thursday, if not sooner.”

This di>patch was sent hack on Satur­
day, thu lath. On Tuesday, the lstii, 
Sheridan slept at Winchester, fifteen miles 
in rear of hi* army, without suspicion of 
the storm that w a* aliout to hurst upon it.

Hut ou the l'.th ho went ou with bis 
cavalry escort to Hcctortown, where he 
could take tho ruilroad to Washington. 
He thus disappear* from tho scene of 
operations iu the Valley, until about noon 
of the Path, when he* burst like a meteor 
npon his defoated army north of Middle- 
town nnd west of the pike.

It is no part of my imrposo to give a de­
tailed description ot thu buttlo of Cedar 
Creek. I can «>uly speak generally of it. 
There is no battlo in all history like it. It 
was fought over eight square mile* of ter­
ritory. It was commenced by a surprise, us 
masterly and brilliant on tiie part of the 
enemy as it wu* positively disgraceful on 
our part. An army is never surprised with­
out Homebody bang at fault; and if ('edar 
Creek had turned out a defeat to thu Union 
cause, aud our army hud gone lm«-k to the 
Potonnc, there would have been courts- 
martial. aud some mimes that are now cov­
ered with houor among thu two-starred 
would have l»ocn put in deep disgrace. 
This is no idle assertion; the writer merely 
states what he Ihioii-h, Thu final result of 
The dnv was so glorious lo our arms that 
Siiuridun was unwilling to have the glory 
obscured by nny charges or punishments. 
Ho therefore refused to hear any cum- 
plaints which would have properly eon- 
signed some ottlcers to deep dixgrucc; and 
he iaeu released from arrest' nil olllcers 
who bud Ih‘CU under enurges berore tho 
battle. In this way tho people have been— 
unjustly, as 1 think—deprived of the 
knowledge of who was responsible lor our 
surprise uml disastrous repulse iu the 
mqpiing at Cedar Creek.

It is just, in this connection, to give the 
Confederates credit for the masterly move­
ment of that momiug, which so nearly re­
sulted iu the utter overwhelming of out- 
army. Whoever conceived it, whether 
General Early or another, was a master of 
strutegv. An army was silently marched in 
thu night across a river, along tho side of a 
mouutuin by ditllcult path*, across the river 
again, and around iu rear of our think, 
passing at some points so near tin-picket* 
as to be challenged. Nothing like it for risk 
uml during has been known since Wolfe 
dropped down tho St. Lawrence aud settled 
the heights of Abrabum at (Juebo.-.

The attack came in the log of curly 
morning. Tho Eighth Corps was rolled 
up, run over, captured, dispersed. The 
Nineteenth fought a desperate battle for mi 
hour, leaving two thousand on the field iu 
killed, wounded, and prisoners, nnd tln-n 
slowly retreated, flanked, and drivvi) back. 
The Kixth Corps took up the brunt of the 
fight, uml fought spleudidly while it could; 
and then it, too, w*as lianked by that irre­
sistible torrent on the left ami compelled 
to retire.

Wc all went hack slowly, We punish- d 
tiie enemy well; we were uot piv-K"d, 
wln-ii. a little before noon, we w-re form­
ing a line about four mile* in rear of our 
camps,

Ft on) what I saw and beard about m \ \ 
mu o ’ltuin that the ivtnamsof this anuv 
thciciu line, comprising MniMiong more
than on". half of it* foi... in the morn ng.

with an cseoit to Wincle-ti-r. lb-re he ar­
rived on the evening of the Dili; and, 
tln-re being no nnl'uvoiublo reports Irom 
the front, only fiitccii miles oil, he oui* 
elud' d to remain ilu-re all night.

Thousand* of 
demoralized stragglers filled the road and 
the Holds; he shouted to them, encouraged 
thorn, nnd brought uiuuy back to their 
duty.

them, being greeted v/Uh cheers and shout* 
wherever lie appeured. lie  put new heart 
into that (teuton army, with his own confi­
dence nnd assurance.

"Wo haven't been Itoat! We can't be [ 
beat!" ho insisted. "We'll lick them yet! ■ 
We'll have all those cninjw and eaunou 
back before night, now, I tell you!”

So it wus Our lines advanced, nnd, 
after a brief and bloody encounter, drove 
tho enemy at all points, captured all the 
gun* anil train* on tho field, and reeceu- 
pied our old position*.

C o lo n el Mott*

Tho honor of being the youngest snldie* 
iu the anuv who fought iu the great war 
has been claimed at different time* for a

good many men nil over the country. We 
present herewith the portrait of ChnrleJ 
Mott, of Milwaukee, Wis., whom wo be­
lieve to have been the youngest regularly 
inusterod soldier that took part in the war. 
His title of Colom-1 was not obtained in 
the army, but since the war. a* a membet 
of Governor Husk’s staff.

Colonel Mott's people came from Eng-* 
land, where he still has relatives, oil" of 
whom is Colonel Hogcrs, of the English 
army, who is now in tho lYnsioii Depart­
ment at Muncho'ter. Ho was the youngest 
mail sworn into the United Stale* service 
as a soldier. During (he war, when ho w as 
between ten aud eleven years of age, he 
went with a frieud to the army, th- u at 
Fort Hudson, where lie remained a few 
months and returned home. He made an 
effort to go out when the war first com­
menced, when he was a little past nine 
years of age. hut his father refused to give 
his permission. In Dill, when not yet 
twelve years of ago, lie returned to the 
army at Tort Hudson aud reported himself 
ready to be mustered in, but that ceremony 
was postponed until the middle of, June, 
at which time he was made a full-fiedged 
soldier. He was then not twelve years of age, 
weighed sixty-throo pound*, and wjjm tonr 
feet, eight inches high. He paiticiputed lit 
tho buttles of Spanish Fort. Knit* Huger and 
Traev. and wa* at the hoinhardun*'*4 ° f  M“* 
Pile' '(’jin mustering olticui- was Lieutenant 
G.W. Hiebnrdson, of tbe Twenty-fourth In­
diana. From June 2. IWil, until August, 
lHtif). this mere child did duty a* a soldier 
nnd wus a special favorite of every man in 
the company and of a large majority of the 
men iu the Sixth Michigan. The Li'-utcn- 
nut Colonel of the Sixth Michigan was 
Ciiurles Clark, a brother of "Graee Greeu- 
wood.” Th - Captain of Mott’s compuuy 
was A. F. Craig, who served as Sergeant in 
the late General Cunby's company when 
Canhy was Captuiu iu the Mexican war. 
After the war ho acquired an education. 
From D't'J until D72 he wu* emploved as ii 
civil engineer on the Michigan Central 
Itaiiway. A panic resnib-d iu putting u 
slop, to a great extent, to railroad building, 
when Colon-1 Mott adopted a new profes­
sion. that of i-oimuurciul traveler. He i* 
no longer a'sixty-three pound boy, Imt 
pulls the steelyards down to two hundred 
aud fifteen pounds.
