A pe t it io n  in behalf of tbo amuse­
ment profession addressed to the Inter- 
State Commerce Commission recites 
that about 000 amusement companies 
are on the road, and that the increase 
in their rates nearly doubles their trav­
eling expenses; and the Commission is 
asked to make snob an interpretation 
of the law as will ]>ermit railroad com­
panies to grant, at heretofore, reduced 
rates to traveling amusement compa­
nies. There does not appear to be any 
occasion for interference on the part of 
the Commission. The Interstate Com­
merce act distinctly declares that noth­
ing in it shall be construed so as to for­
bid the issue of mileage, commutation, 
or excursion tickets. Special rates 
might be granted to amusement com­
panies under one of these heads without 
violation of the law. But if a railroad 
company should give an excursion rate 
to one traveling amusement organiza­
tion and refuse it to others, that would 
l)e such “unjust discrimination” as tho 
law forbids. The railroad companies 
understand this matter, and do not re­
quire any instructions from the Inter- 
State Commerce Commission in regard 
to i t  Bnt they are making a strained 
and unreasonable application of the law 
in this and in other respects in order to 
bring it into reproach, and thus secure 
ts repeal. By this plan tlioy hope to 

obtain a restoration of the unjust power 
o oppress the public which Congress 

has taken from them. The game is a 
desperate one, and the railroad compa­
nies are playing it for all that it is 
worth.

T iie following carious statistics in re­
gard to the manufacture of the “Per­
sonal Memoirs of Gen. Grant” have 
Iwen made public: In binding the 
cloth hooks, there was 64,359 square 
yards of cloth used, or if put in one 
pioco it wonld make a strip one yard 
wide and twenty-five and one-fifth miles 
long. The gold used in stamping, 
lettering, etc., on all styles of binding, 
if coined, would make $15,446.47. The 
price paid the gold-beaters for this gold 
wns $21,630.50. There were 276 barrels 
of binder paste used, weighing about 
69,000 pounds. There were 27,882 
sheepskins used, 7,221 goatskins, and 
138 calfskins. As none of these skins 
was split, it represents, of course, the 
killing of an equal number of animals. 
There was about 302,310 reams of paper 
used in tho printing, which weighed 
about 1,813,860 pounds or 606i  tons.

The women dross like thoir Tar­
tar sinters." They take particular pride 
in thoir shoos, wiiioh uro embroidered,

If Make'* cun only lie 
safely placed inside of a striped convict 
suit, what a happy effect it will have 
upon the multitudinous vagalionds who 
arc prepaied to sink earth and heaven 
in eternal perdition if only they can 
become ricli!

—It is strange that socialists who 
demand the equal division of property 
and land coniine their operations to the 
rich and densely-populated districts. At 
least it would lie strange were it not that 
they are as a rule the idlest of vaga­
bonds. If they really wanted land, not 
plunder, and were industrious, they 
would turn their steps to the unculti­
vated, undeveloped |Kirtions of America, 
of Africa und Australia. There is plenty 
of surplus land ill the world, but the 
objection in their eyes is that labor is 
required to developc it, and labor is the 
last dread alternative they want to face. 
Tiiey don't want to have to work to 
develop lands und accumulate means 
for themselves; tlielr plan Is the easier 
one, If |>eople would only let them carry 
it out, of seizing lands and property 
which the industry of others has made 
valuable, and rich, productive. You 
never hear of any of these vagalionds 
clamoring for free lands to lie given 
them in the Northwest ; they would 
stick up their noses at such an offer. 
Nothing but the parcelling out among 
them of the wealth of rich cities like 
New York or Chicago, would satisfy
that gentry.

The meat remarkable incident in my 

buffalo experience was a fight between 
two buffalo bulla over on the Cannon­
ball River In Dakota, and of which I  
was tho sole and lucky witness. Iwae 
riding slowly up a knoll thinking of 
anything but buffaloes, when I  heard 
the moat awful bellowing and crashing 
just ahead, aa if all pandemonium bail 
turned loose to aeere me out of my five 
senses. My horse reared and plunged, 
but quickly dismounting I  lariated my 
steed, and between creeping and crawl­
ing managed to seenre a safe observa­
tory from wiiieh I  could view the circus 
then in progress. Two powerful bnf- 
falo bulb were going it hammer-and- 
tonga in furious efforts to butt etch 
other’s brains out They had a little 
arena all to themselves, the rest of the 
herd forming a circle around, watching 
but not interfering, but waiting to drive 
the vanquished from the field in dis­
grace. Talk [about your bullfights to 
opsin, your 1,000-pound ta ils  battling 
with little matadors. No arena of 
ancient B|*in, or Borne, or modern 
Mexico ever hod two such fierce com­
batants toco to face, nor has the tug of 
war and the fight for mastery ever been 
ao determined and fierce as between 
those two monarehs of the plains on the 
Cannonball River. There had only 
lioeu one crash before I  took my re­
served seat, bnt the concussion and 
crack of the blow might have been 
heard a mile. Thefnn had only jnat 
begun. After the first wbaek the two 
champions sort of backed and eyed each 
other for a second crash. Then they 
lowered their heads, pawed the ground 
viciously for a few second* ami came 
back at each other like a pair of freight- 
trains coming from opposit direction on 
the same track. When the heads came 
together this time it was with a dull 
thump which led me to believe one or 
Iwtli craniums had been cracked on the 
first round. There they stuck—the 
two heads—and then both bulls began 
to push with all their might The 
dogged, ntublmrn pnshiug Luted some 
minutes, until the white froth began to 
drop in long, tenacious strings from 
their lips, and the rod eyes to glare 
through what appeared to be dots of 
blood. Homebody was hurt, for the 
crimson was dyeing the white iroth as 
it fell to the ground, This dead sot of 
strength could not lu t  long. The ten­
dons were standing oat like ropes across 
the thighs and along the thick necks, 
and every moment was tolling upon tbo 
short wind and straining of both antag­
onists. Although much of a size, I  
could see that ono of the bulls w u  an 
old crusader, while tho other w u a 
youngster, and evidently trying to drive 
the old man out of the herd.

The old fellow’s foot slipped, and the 
intelligence of the slight disaster 
necmed to burst upon his antagonist 
quicker than a flash of lightning. No 
gladiator ever urgod his advantage more 
quickly. There was a sudden relaxa­
tion on the part of tho young one, then 
a rush and a slipping of horns upon 
each other, followed by a raking, up­
ward stroke, and the horn of the 
yonnger bull had torn the flank of the 
older fellow from the leg along the neck 
to the chin. I t  was not a fatal stroke 
but an exceedingly damaging one. 
Every time ho w u attacked th^. patri­
arch of the herd presented his m ot and 
weather-beaten head, but tho youthful 
bison caught him again and again be­
hind tiio shoulder until the blood wu 
pouring in a perfect stream from tho 
wound. With the agony of defeat in 
his eye, and growing weaker from the 
loss of blood, still the old fellow refused 
to be couquered. At Ust, with tongue 
hanging ont and panting for breath, lie 
stood at bay, defeated and conquered, 
but still disdaining to retreat. The 
voting bull pushed and gored him. bnt 
he made no attempt to protect his 
flanks. The rest of the herd drew in 
closer, snorted and shook their heads, 
while tho cow*, who hod always re­
garded him u  the head of the family, 
spitefully butted him in the ribs and 
walked away. Home of the young bull* 
gave him a contemptuous dig, until X 
thought the poor fellow must have re­
ceived a thousand wounds.

Ho stood dogged and defiant, 
whipped, but still obstinate, and gradu­
ally tho herd wandered farther away 
and left him to hira*elf. I t w u a sen­
tence of banishment and the sentence 
read: "To go and live u  long as he 
could alone, aud fight bis lu t  fight with 
coyotes aud wolves and die." He 
wutohod tho herd grow fainter u  it 
wandered father away and thou turned 
his gaze in the opposit''direction. Feel­
ing hi* defeat koonly, without a friend 
in tho world, covered with blood and 
disgrace, the poor old brute limped 
slowly and *iwly from tho spot. Ho 
dared not roturn to tho herd—for tho 
cow* will gore a defeated bull to death 
—so he wandered sorron-fully across 
the plain* alone and disgraced, a Ijeaton 
chuinpion, sorely wounded, and atomt 
to die, until bo was lost to view in tbo 
distance und dust of the prairie.

Interest to Study.
In all pedagogy the great thing is to 

strike the iron while hot, and to seize 
the wave of tho irapil'a interest In each 
successive subject before its ebb has 
come, so that knowledge may bo got 
and a habit of skill acquired—a head­
way of totorost, to short, secured, on 
which afterward the individual may 
float. There is a happy moment for 
fixing skill in drawing, for making boys 
collectors to natural history, and pres­
ently dissectors mid Itotanists; then for 
toitiattog them into the harmouio* of 
Mechanics and the wonders of physical 
and chemical law. Later, intro*|>oct- 
Ive psychology and the metaphysical 
and religions mysteries take their turn; 
and last of all, the drama of liumun 
aflbirs and worldly wisdom in tho 
widest senso of the term. In ooch of 
us a satnrstion-|>otot is soon reached in 
all these things; the impetus of our

Earoly intellectual zeal expires, and un­
is* the topic boijono associated with 

some urgeut personal need that keeps 
our wits constantly whetted about it, 
we settle into an equilibrium, and live 
on wbat wo learned when our interest 
was fresh and instinctive, without add­
ing to the store*-. Outside of their own 
business tho ideas gaiued by men lie- 
fore they are twenty-fivo are practically 
the only ideas they shall have in their 
lives. They cannot got anything new. 
Disinterested curiosity- is past, the 
mental grooves and channels sot, the 
power of nssimilntion gone. If by 
chance we ever do learn anything about 
some entirely new topic we are afflicted 
with the strange senso of insecurity, 
and wo fear to advnnce a resolute 
opinion. But, with tliiugs learned in 
the plastic duy* of instructive curios­
ity, we never lose entirely our sense of 
being at home. There remains a kin­
ship, a sentiment of intimate acquaint­
ance, which, even when we knou' xve 
have failed to keep abreast of the null- 
ject, flatter* us with a sense of power 
over it, aud makes us feel not al­
together out of tho pale.

Whatever individual exceptions might 
be cited to this are of the sort that 
"provo the rule.*

To detect the moment of the instinct­
ive readiness for the subject is, then, 
tho first duty of every educator. A* 
for the pupils, it would probably lead 
to a more earnest temper on tlio part 
of college students if they bad less be­
lief iu their unlimited future intellect­
ual potentialities, and conld bo brought 
to realize that whatever physic* and 
political economy and philosophy they 
are now acquiring are, for better or 
worse, the physics and political economy 
and philosophy that will havp to *orvo 
them to the end.—iVo/.

President Garfield to Congress,

After llosccran*' re­
moval, Thomas, who was a dear friend 
of mine, was exceedingly anxious to 
have mo come bock, aud tendered me 
in a private letter the command of an 
army corps if I  would go. He had be­
come the bead of tho whole army, you 
know. I  very much wanted to go bock, 
bnt Mr. Lincoln made a )>er*onal point

iof my taking my seat in tho Hoiiho of 
topresontative*. j In tbo first place, lie 

said that tho Republican majority in 
Congress was very small, and there was 
great doubt whether wo could certainly 
carry the necessary measure*; and iu 
the next place, ho was greatly lacking 
in men of military experience in thu 
House to regulate the logi*latiou about 
tho army. Ho X went in, and was im­
mediately put uj>on the military com­
mittee.

In time of peace ways and means and 
appropriations arc tho most important 
of the committee*, and tho military is 
rather a decoration than un influential 
committee. But in tho war tho military 
committee was way up aljovo any others 
in importance, and mv imrition on it, as 
practically acquainted with tho wants 
of the army, called mo into immediate 
requisition, giving mo a prominence iu 
tho House in tho beginning that I could 
not possibly have had in any other wav. 
Tho first speech I made was on the Hi 
of January, 18(14, on a hill for the con- 
fiiicntiou of relxd property. There are 
portion* of that which you will probably 
think it lm*t to print, enough at least, 
to show the swing of my miud and the 
character of mv speaking. I  was tho 
youugest member in either brauch of 
Congress ut that tlino, a* I had Imen 
tho youngest member of the Ohio 
Legislature, and the youngest Brigadier 
Genera! in the army.—Xorth Autvri*

I  have utilized stenographer* for ton 
rears and 1 havo utilized telegraphers 
for over twenty years, and thu concln-

and largo, many of them are no use, 
and the why and wherefore is very 
simple and plain. It is, liecnnsc, first, 
they expect to get umrriod, and regard 
their work as a mere roeaus to tliat cud; 
and second, they jurist iq>on being re­
garded aa women rather than a* em­
ployes. I  concetto there mental *u- 
penority a* a rule. I insist that they 
havo certain ajiecisl physical advantage* 
in the way of manipulative facility, but 
1 am eotui»clled to recognize wlmt is 
forced before me. their utter inability 
to recognize the supreme authority of 
duty and work over the charms of imr- 
tonality. I  suppose there are three 
thousand stenographers in New York 
city, women, ami there nro twico as 
many telegrapher*. Their ranks nro 
depicted every year by matrimony, ami 
the one-third who get married of cour*e 
instantly forgot all the troubles of life 
and swim out in the paradisiacal sea of 
enjoyment, and alleged blu*. The 
other two-third* sulk and grow older 
and think it is confounded moan that 
they too have not tho chance that ha* 
been granted their more favored sister*, 
and the pnblic ha* to suffer for it.

Tho public is not to blame, the pnblic 
can’t marry everybody, and if tliero are 
more women than them are men, so 
long a* tho laws against bigamy are en­
forced wJmt can tho poor fellow* do? 
If women would only regard themselves 
as entities, put into this world for a 
purpose, and that purpose not matri­
mony alone, matrimony being but a 
simple incident to thorn a* well as to 
tlieir masculine companion*, aud having 
chosen a life of work to adhere to it, 
being quietly moldod, directed, 
su'ervod, a* the case may bo, by mntri- 
mouv, as by misfortune, or by good 
fortune, or by ono of the 10,(NX) incidents 
liablo to happen, they would then have 
ust as good a chance in working 
ife as any man bos; but until they learn 
hat when they sit a* receivers in a 
elegraph office they are not there as 

girls, not a* women to.bo flirted with, 
to lie talkod to, to lie joked with, or if 
in the operating room they aro to )>e 
held a* rigidly to account as the man 
who sits next them, or if in the practice 
of that marvelous art of stenography 
they sit quietly at their do*k and do as 
they are told without the quick glance 
of tho bright eye, without the pretty 
ways, without any of theso infernal in­
attention* which chaTueterizo so mnny 
women, but simply conduct themselves 
os tho machiue a true stenographer is, 
turning out from tho hand what they 
take in at tho ear, thuro i* no reason 
why they should not succeed n* well as 
tho inan who operates by tlieir ride.— 
Boston Globe.

A Puzzling lulerview.
Motley, the historian, wliilo at the 

University of Gottingen, made the ac­
quaintance of a student who is now 
known as "tho man of blood and iron.” 
Bismarck and he became friends, and 
the friendship lasted until Motley's 
death. Tho two student* were once 
arrested and lodged iu the guurd-houso 
for singing too loudly in the street# of 
lierlin one night, as they were return­
ing from a students' festival. In Mr. 
Whipple's essay on Motloy tho follow­
ing anecdote is told: Whou Motloy was 
American Minister at tho Austrian 
court Bismarck visited Vienna to settle 
terms of {hioco w ith the Emperor, who 
had Imicu X’ruKsia’* ally in the war 
against Denmark. Arriving too late to 
go to the ofitco of the Minister of 
Foreign Affuir*, he drove to Motley'* 
house aud found thu American Minister 
ju*t rising from a fumlly dinner. Tho 
old friend# joined hands; fresh viand* 
Mire brought in Iroui the kitchen, ami 
the old collegians chatted merrily over 
tlieir student life. It wa* long after 
midnight when Bismarck departed, 
unconscious of or indifferent to the fact 
that the brain of every foreign iimlmv 
sodor at Vienna had been wondering ut 
this incident for hour*. What meant 
this mysterious visit to the Amcrioun 
Minister? Wu* there to be an alliuuee 
lietweeu Prussia aud the United tinta*? 
Telegram* flew to London, Burin, 
Turin, und Kt. Pot«r*burg. Diplo­
matist* taxed thoiringenuity todiscover 
what thu long visit meant. C'lmrlc# 
Humner, a* Ulmirmun of the Senate 
Committee on Foreign Rotations, 
received private letter* from 
eniiucnt person* abroad, nervously 
asking wliut the interview signified. 
Hus the United Htatcs, thev asked,deter­
mined to depart from non-intorfeivnee 
in European ullair*. a* recommended by 
the immortal Washington? Mr. Hum- 
ner, knowing the intimacy hotwoou 
Motley aud Bismarck, smiled, and years 
after, the two gentlemen laughed 
heartily at the ono inmiorouH incident 
in American diplomacy whieh distarh«>d 
the peueo of Europe for two du\*.

I t i# difficult to distinguish between 
iron and *tecl tool*. Thev have the 
same |>oli.s)i and workmanship; use will 
commonly show tlus difference. To 
make the distinction quiekly. place tin 
tool upon a stone and drop upon it 
some diluted nitric acid (four part* 
water and one part acid), if the tool 
remains clean, it j* iron; if of steel it 
will *how u black spot whom tom lied 
with tho acid. These sputa can be 
easily rublied off.

Tin: wooden part* of toola, such a? 
tho riock of plane* and handle* ot 
chisels, aro often made to have a nice 
nppearunce by French polishing; but 
tin* add* nothing to their durability. A 
much better plan i* to lot them soak in 
linseed oil for a week, and rub with n 
now cloth for a few minute* every day 
for a week or two. Tin* produce* a 
beautiful surface, and at tho samo time 
exert* a solidifying and preservative 
action ou the wood.

A nfavly-contkivi:i>, turbine water 
wheel lias ft water-supply chamber and 
ft bearing or. step, tho bitter having a 
convex bearing surface. The water­
wheel shaft ha* a concave lower end, 
and i* provided with a water channel 
leading from a point in tho water-siiji- 
ply chamljor through tho concavu lower 
end of the shaft, aud is supplied with a 
second outlet opening a short distance 
above the lower end. A strainer covers 
tiio inlet o|M>uing( and a brush j* udopto J 
to free it* meshes,

A hiuhiKktivh instanco of the bod ef­
fect* of cement ou iron occurred in Chi­
cago. A largo water-pipe ou tho fourth 
floor of the Government building in 
that city burst, flooding the floor and 
badly damaging the ceiling immediately 
below. It i* Hiipposcd that this was 
catiHod by thu cement burdening, 
together with the jars caused by tho 
workmen while mpairing other parts ot 
tho Ktructure. in relaying the tiles on 
the floor, it was found necessary to re­
place much of tho irou gas pipe with 
galvanized iron pipe, a* the irou pipe 
had almost runted away, while tho gal­
vanized pipo that was put iu some nine 
year* ago iw almost a* good as jt was 
then, showing to decided udvantage the 
lastiug qualities of galvanized iron as 
compared with iron pipe when imbed­
ded in commit. As the latter, there­
fore, is ko injurious, it is recommended 
that the pipe lie either incused in Imxosj 
or laid in gravel.

noer the close of hie life. In August, 1805, 
Uoneral Lee was prevailed upon to accept 
the Presidency of Washington Collcgo at 
Lexington, Va., now known as the Wafdi- 
ingtou and Lee University, end was in­
stalled on the 2d of October.

The college woe in a dilapidated con­
dition, its buildings in a state of ruin, its 
library destroyed, its faculty dispirited and 
disorganized, and its endowment so email 
that it left but littlo room for hope that tho 
inatituto could bo pot in condition to re­
ceive students. Thuso difficulties ouly en­
hanced General Lee's interest aud activity 
iu it, MJle found tbo college bankrupt; ho 
left it rich and crowded with stuifuuts." 
Hu labored incessantly aud earnestly to 
make it complete iu all particulars, and 
found pleasure in the work. To on old 
comrade in arms bo wrote: HI am charmed 
with the duties of civil life."

After taking charge of the college bo had 
oilers of largo salaries to identify himself, 
if in natuo ouly, with prosperous insurance 
companies aud great manufacturing asso­
ciations. Ouo ottered 1dm $10,000 a year 
and unotlu r $50,000, both of which he re­
fused, ItccaiiHfl he would uot receive pay 
wuore he did not render service, aud his 
college duties eugrossed bis entire time and 
strength; yet bis salary as the President 
wus only u modest $3,000, it is said.

General Lou was sunimonod before tho 
Uongressionai committee on reconstruction 
iu March, lNOti, aud later as a witness in 
tho pro)K>Ked trial of .lutt'orson Levis, and 
these Moro the ouly occasions on wbioli be 
appeared before the public after tbo sur­
render.

His health began to fall two or throe 
years before his death. Ue died at niuo 
o'clock on the morning of the 12th of Octo- 
her, 1h?o. l'or some days previous he had 
been delirious, and be talked of thu battles 
won nud lost, of action! ou tbo fluid and 
the iimvutncuU of tbo ouemy. Ainoug hie 
last words were: “Htrike my (out! Keud 
for Hill!”

How Ben Woodr.ng Captured One 
Hundred and Two Men.

Tho youug men of tho country about 
Piedmont, liko those near the lx»rdcr gen­
erally, contributed to till tho ranks of 
both Federal and Confederate armies, 
aud the Piedmontuso who cast their for­
tune* with the South fouud much fascina­
tion iu guerrilla wurfure. Knowing every 
naturul mountain f.istuess perfectly, and 
iil*o knowing where tlio best horse!! iu Vir­
ginia could he procured, a few dozen mutt 
could often wake themselves a* effective us 
a whole uruiv. A few of the mountaineer* 
ouo day swooped down frmu thoir eyrie on 
a hotel aud captured ail the main officers 
commanding eighteen thousand men, uud 
got away with them befor thu troops were 
apprised.

The most dcsperutoimd determined mini,

1)urhniiH, iu the entire country thoro was 
leu Woodritig. )!• was a holy terror in a 

tight of any kind one who had rather tight 
than eat, at any tittle, if agreeable to the 
rest of tho company. Though lieu baa set­
tled dowu and is uow u peoceublo cili/un, 
and us staid as the average, his eye still 
twiukles when he taffm of the time he, sin- 
gle-huudod, captured one iumdred and 
two men, with their Captain, Woodring 
unit nix other nu*n had been detailed to 
throw u train off the track aud then burn 
it, in the viduilv of New Creek.

Thu hearts of the six died within thoni 
when they saw almard the train about loti 
I niou soldiers, with their guiiN, and they 
mounted their horses and precipitately 
withdrew behind a high bank. Not to 
Woodriug. Hurling a volley of curses 
after the fleeing lueu, be spraug aboard 
thu truiii. rushed into the oar containing 
the soldiers, uud brandishing u navy re­
volver demanded thoir surrender. The 
Huddoimess of the attack unnerved the <‘ap- 
tuiu in command, but he had strength left 
to auk Woodring how many muu lie had. 
uud tho latter answered •'i,o<Nh .lust then 
the frightened guerrillas, having recovered 
from their fright, suddenly galloiwd to the 
top of tho bunk ami reining in tlndr horses 
gave a yell that curdled the blood  of dm 
Uulon soldiers, who were a conipauy of 
couvuluHcciitN aud not iu good trim for 
lighting. The patiic-strickeu Captain sur­
rendered mid Woodring paroled the men, 
after which lie and his followcia burned 
the tioln am i with it nil th" aims be could 
not curry aw ay. The iin ident oocurred at 
Bloomington.

The Captain who so Precipitately de­
spaired of tho Republic uud much trouble

I profited by tho e\j>orience and was 
satisfied to wade until 1 found it re­
quired uo effort at all to float, w hich is 
the only swlnmming attetnped in Great 
Balt Lako. The water is too heavy to 
make any progress in swimming. 
AVlion l'aul Roynt< >n wus hero two weeks 
ago ho found that with his rubber suit 
on he could swim with great difficulty, 
since the buoyancy of tho water pre­
vented his body from sinking into it 
enough to make a successful stroke. 
Ho met witli an experience somewhat 
similar to tho young lady mentioned, 
and in a little gale accidently got some 
of tho salt water into his mouth ami 
nostrils. He strangled ami wa* rescued 
by two young men in a boat. Leaving 
tho lake you find in your dressing-room 
a large pail of fresh water for another 
bath, without w hich you will present 
mi appcarence not unlike that of Lot's 
wife after she disnlnjyed the command 
not to look buck. These baths are 
really intoxicating, and inauy invalids 
are here for medical aid, ami Halt Lake 
physicians say there are not more in 
vigorating baths anywhere in tlio 
country. The waters of tlio Dead Sea 
hold moro minerals in solution than 
do those of tho Grout Halt Lake, but 
there is nothing to equul this anywhere 
else. I t  is six time* more salt than tin 
ocean, nnd, as I said, tastes like brim* 
Imt it looks as clear as do tho waters o; 
Lake Michigan, only a darker green 
whou viewed ns a great body.

In tlio night thev began tlndr march; 
sullonly tlndr brethren saw* them depart 
never to return. They wont their way 
hv tlie shores of the Lesser Slave Lake, 
towards tho groat plains which were 
said to bo far southward by the bank* 
of the swift-rolling Su*kutchowan.

Tim tribe Boavers never saw again 
this exiled bund, but a hundred year* 
later a Reaver Indian, who followed tbo 
fortune* of a white fur-hunter, found 
himself in one of tlio forts of the Sask­
atchewan. Strange Indians were 
camped alxuit tlio j»alli*ude.*: they were 
portions of tho great Bluckfcet tribe 
whoso hunting-grounds lav south of tho 
Saskatchewan. Among them were a 
few braves who, when they conver*ed 
together, spoko a language different 
from that of the other lUackfeet; iu this 
language tlie Beaver Indian recognized 
its own toligue.

I p a Tall Tree In Borneo.
Tho Hill Dvuks of Borneo are expert 

limbers. Mr. llornuby, while collect­
ing s|N’cimcn* of natural history, saw* a 
‘>yak ascend a large tupuug tree, live 
feet in diameter at the base, straight as 
a sliijni mast, and without the smallest 
imhor knot for 120 feet up.

The mau went up tlio tree to secure 
a Ik*uh’ nest hanging from tho under 
side of the lowest limb. The iicst was 
simply a large, naked, triangular piece 
d white comb.

A Dvak "ladder" bad been put up 
tho previous year, uud reached from 
tho ground to tin1 brunches. It con­
sisted of seven 2n*teot bamboo pole,* 
held almost einl to end alongside the 
trunk hy sharp pegs driven into the 
soft wood ubout two feet apart.
