When the late Sylvanus Cobb, Jr., 
was a boy be went to sea. The eom* 
mender of tho ship hod a literary turn 
of mind, and put in tho spare hours of 
<>no cruise in writing a sea story. One 
day ho came upon deck and, looking 
down upon a group of seaman, sung 
out: "Has any one got a pen-knife?" 
"I have sir," replied youug Cobb, step­
ping forward. "Can you make quill 
pens?" "Yes, sir." "What did you do 
beforo you shipped in the navy?" "I 
was in a printing oflloo, sir." "You ore 
just tho one I  am looking for. Come 
with me." Young Cobb was taken into 
tbo cabin and made a private secretary, 
but long before ho had finished copy­
ing and arranging tho captain's manu­
script ho concluded that he could write 
a better story himself, and tried it.

At tho time of tho censnsof 1880, 
there were ten cities in the United 
States with more than 200,000 inhabi­
tants each. They were New York. Phil­
adelphia, Brooklyn, Boston, Chicago, 
S t  Louis, Baltimore, Cincinnati, San 
Francisco, and New Orleans. Their 
population aggregated 4.914,897. In

I t  Is estimated that there 
are in addition to the citios above enum­
erated thirteen with populations ex­
ceeding 100,000 each, us follows: Al­
bany, Allegheny, Dotroit, Indianapolis, 
Jersey City, Kansas City, Louisville, 
Milwaukee, Minneapolis, Newark, 
Providence, Bochester, and St. Paul. 
These thirteen have an estimated pop­
ulation of 1,750,000. There are also 
thirteon cities with over 60,000 each, 
whose combined population is 902,000, 
Altogether these forty cities have 
9,450,000 inhabitants, or nearly on6* 
sixth of the population <jf the United 
States. _____________

The late Sylvanus Cobb, Jr., was 
probably tho best known of the story 
writers of this country, and one of the 
most voluminous of composers, He 
had written exclusively for the Ledger 
for thirty-ono years.

Soon 
after, in the editorial columns of tho 
Pictorial an article appeared suggest­
ing that the 8100 a column story was 
good onough to toll the marines, and 
thus ousting a doubt on my veracity as 
a publisher, I  complained to tho agont 
of tho papor that this was scarcely fair 
aftor having solicited an advertisement 
of tho very story attacked, and the re­
sult was that I  rocoivod a letter from 
the editor stating that tho article was a 
mistake and had l>eon written by a sub­
ordinate. I  nusworod this that I  did 
not cousidor a private apology amplo 
redress fur a public wrong, and thou I 
sot to work to huvo my innings. I  
knew that Hylvanus Cobb, Jr., was tho 
most popular writer tlmt Ballou had, 
mid 1 fomnl <mt what salary lie was 
getting. I  at once offered him doublo 
lids amount to writo exclusively for the 
Ledger, an offer which he accepted, and 
since lK5ttnot u Hue from hi* pun ha| 
been contributed to auy othor paper,"

"I'm sure you*re aware of tho brig­
andage for which that route is notea.

EVILS o r  PRESENTING GIFTS.

A  DMMtlfel Custom That Is Grvutly 
Ab«wi

[Oood Uou.ekeopingJ
Sham and show, perplexity, anuoy* 

a&ee, and extravagauco have crept into 
tbe custom of gift-giving. Though one 
may mako a gift out of the depth of 
the heart, and do it becomingly aud an* 
•MUiningly, yet it aeema m  if a dozen 
influent** were 1 tearing on hitu to force 
him into a greater expense than he can 
afford, or to giva where he is reluctant 
to do so, or where he must make a show 
of tha article given. Quiet, unostenta­
tious, spontaneous giving shines 
brightly, when we find it amid tha 
dreoTT heartless nasi, tho gaudy show, 
and tba heartburnings that often ac­
company the formal giving that is a 
part of social life.

The reader may call to mind some 
wedding or birthday anniversary that 
she Is invited to help celebrate. Tho 
problem of all problems, even outrank­
ing tho common, "What shall 1 wear?" 
then is, "What present shall I  »ond?" 
It is not enough to go and participate 
ta the social duties and to t e cordial in 
well wishing and congratulation, for 
none of this will pardon the nogleet of 
oversight of the gift. There will !k> 
tho question, "Where is Mrs. Jackson's 
present?" and then the unpleasant 
comment If she Iim mado imuo. So 
Mrs. Jackaon sets out to find some com­
promise between prido aud purse, (>er* 
haps poverty, something that costs no 
more than absolutely compulsory, and 
yet looks as if it were worth a great 
deal, more, something that the other 
gnofto will not look at slightingly, if 
not apeak of contempt uouslr, or at 
leMt tiiink of in tho samo spirit

And then tho guests compare thoso 
proxies of themselves and put them- 
solves on exhibition, aftor a fashion, 
about in tho samo way that they wonld 
do if they were to stand up before a 
committee of critics and have the style 
and eleganco of thoir clothing passed 
upon. Tho show is at lost over, but 
tue jealousies and heartburnings re­
main, the fear that respectability has 
been endangered by tbo jnsignificanco 
of tha gift, or tho overtop; >ing con­
sciousness of a few that they each 
mado tho bost, or ono of tho best, pres­
ents of tho lot.

Afterward, m  is more or less the cus­
tom in somo parts of tho country, tho 
names of the donors aud a brief de­
scription of their gifts appear in somo 
newspaper, there to undergo furthor 
comparison and criticism and all tho 
train of accompaniments. Finally, if 
tho present was valuable enough, it 
may find its way to a shop where dupli­
cate presents are bought aud a dd, so 
littto did tho receiver cato about tte> 
personality of tho giver, or of such 
littto uso is it to the recipient amoug 
several other presents of the same 
kind.

Gift extortion and compulsory gift­
making are littio less than sinful, if 
they fall short of that Gifts are by 
no moans always tho tokcu of friend­
ship, and, whou oomltinod with the 
abuses that are ofteu made t  > accom­
pany thorn, they are demoralizing; 
they aro unpleasant features of what 
tako tho form of duties, and they are 
dark spots in sooial life.

Something is wrong when a present 
is mado a tost of social standing, or 
when it is mado tho prerequisite for 
performing a social act. Tliero is an 
opportunity for reform when wlmt is 
apparently afriondly doed is confessedly 
empty of honost ’intent, when it is 
burdensomo, annoying, compulsory, 
false-hearted, or made for show, or evi­
dence of wealth, or merely for social 
conformity.

Tlio only oxcuso that one eau make 
for those abusos of gift-making is tlmt 
their compulsory features have the ef­
fect of putting people into the habit of 
making presents nt a timo when their 
friendly foolings havo not l ocomo 
strong enough to prompt the act un­
aided. With tho growth of thoso feel­
ings the custom gradually gets a better 
and surer foundation and stands more 
plainly in harmony with civilization.
A gilt should bo tho ombodimenc of 
sentiment, from whi-h cost should be 
totally divorced iw an element of 
vvight, ami with which no social com­
pulsion should be linked except the 
compulsion of aspuutanoous rxinv-.-do i 
of fooling. The world is uot go. d 
onough for that yet, but some attempt, 
if only a feeble one, if gouerai enough, 
would bo a green oasis in tho dosert.

Growth In tdiildnii.
Tho rate of growth of children varios 

according to sox. Tims, at tlio ago of 
U and 12 years, boys are larger au l 
heavier than girls; but from that ugu 
ou the ovolutiou of tho girls is more 
rapid, and they soon overtake the boys 
aud pass them, till tho age of 15 years 
is readied, when the boys regaiu tho 
aseemlanoy, while the girls remain 
marly stationary. A curious relation 
lias Ih'en discovered between the growth 
of ddldreii iu stuture and inJweighU M, 
Mailing lianien, director of the deaf 
aud dumb institution at Copenhagen, 
has for three yours weighed and 
measured his pupils daily; and he has 
observed that their growth does not 
take place regularly and progressively, 
but by stugoH separated by interval* of 
rest. Weight also increases by periods 
ufter iuturvals of equilibrium. White 
tho weight is increasing, the statue re* 
Hildas nearly stationary, and vice versa. 
Tbo maximum of increase of stature 
corresponds with a minimum p Tied of 
augmentation of weight The vital 
forces appear not to work on both sides 
at ouoo. Those variations aro subject 
to tho inlluoneu of tlio seasons. Dur­
ing autumn and oarly winter, accord­
ing to M. Malliug-Hausen, the child ac­
cumulates weight, while Ids stature in­
creases slowly; but during spring, 
stature receives a veritsblo pu»h, while 
weight Increases but Uttle, Homo l  cal 
babits have an influence on the Mature, 
Htondliul remarked that many 11'titan 
girls had deformed vertobrafcohtintH, 
or were a littio humpbacked, and fen mi 
that it was tlte result of a popular be­
lief prevailing in Homo ilmt parents

carcass, acting as a coloring matter to 
the m eat To unaccustomed atomachs 
eeal meat is unimlstable, its taste re* 
eetubling fish more tlian flesh, while 
Um  oily odor is ol conrso prevalent. 
But if. when newly caught, a  eeal is 
bled and the flesh allowed to soak lor 
a few hours the moat, cither fried or 
baked, bocotnos palatable. When 
frozen there is scarcely any flavor per- 

tilde iu tko moat.
nms Americiums, or the whito 

polar bear, is also a food supplior for 
the Mutes. The extent of bruin's 
travels in tho Arctic region is far aud 
wide. Observations by Captain lloaly, 
ol tho United States Revenue Marino, 
provo the feet that tho polar bear’s 
southern limit ol range la B t Matthew 
Island in tho liehring Sea. I  believe 
tha t a low ol these bears wero seen a 
•omo years ago near the Bool Islands. 
Probably the season was a late one, 
and they were seen upon a largo ice 
floe drifting. At St. Matthew the 
polar boars have la in  and deni among 
tho rocky glens that divorsily that isl­
and. There, it is presumed, the young 
bean  are born, or at least a proportion 
ol the cubs. The Point lieloner na­
tives told mo that in Deoombor, when 
the sun goes away entirely, tho she- 
bean  moke a snow house out upon tho 
the sea ice and there give birth to their 
young. There ia some evidence of the 
truth ol this statement, as it is a rare 
thing to obtain the skin ol a female 
bear shot during tho winter. The U nas 
Amoriesuus foods upon soal and wal­
rus and dead drift whales; although 
disdaining to devour the blubber, the 
flesh in greedily consumed. A carcass 
upon which a bear has passod his gas­
tronomic judgment reveals tho skin 
and its fatty lining torn asunder, while 
tho flesh is out up into strips and 
•hrods by the powerful claws and teeth. 
One single blow of a boar's daws 
alighting upon a seal's head suflicos to 
kill him, and, dragged upon the ico, a 
moal is soon dis|>atchod.

Tho largost whito boar I  evor saw 
was abut in Xovemlior, I8H5. His 
measurements wore 12 foot 2 indies 
from tip of tail to nose, C feet 3 inches 
girth, 15 inches across from oar to oar, 
and 7-inch skull, wbilo tho track of liis 

aws measured l i t  inches. Generally 
io  avorago moaaurcmout is 8  foot in 

length. Iu summer tho hairy coat of 
tho polar boar turns to a dingy yollow, 
and its pelt tlion becomes useless. 
These bears aro arrant cowards, and 
will not attack any one unless there 
are two or throe in eomjmuy. Aa soon 
as they accnt a man approaohing they 
run away as fast ss they can. There 
are but few records of a boar killing 
any native along tho northwestern 
const Tho Mutes are very partial to 
wliito-boar mtfst, but tho blubber they 
reject, and even the dogs, unless they 
aro very hungry, turn up their nosce 
at tho oily mass. I t  is almost an im­
possibility to obtain an entiro skin of 
any kind of boar. The Mutos through­
out tho territory out off the head aud 
claws, and either throw them into tho 
•oa or running water or else bury them 
in the ground. This ia douo to enable 
tho lmutors to kill moro bean, and tho 
idea in that if tho other bears see the 
heads or claws of their dead friends 
thoy will leavo tho district

lirown boars frequent tho mountain­
ous regions of tho arctio coast Thoy 
follow tho herds of door in thoir sum­
mer migrations, but aro soldom soon in 
tho winter, that aoason being the 
hibernating period.

The importance ol Forests,
With tho relatively modern dovolop- 

mont of civilization wo aro coming to 
tho third state of tho relation of man 
to forests; a stage whon ho finds that 
this tree-covering of the lands is neces­
sary for tho maintenance of those con­
ditions of climate aud timber-supply on 
which tho utility of the oorth to him 
In good part deponds, Tho frontiers­
man. that esseuce of tho practical man, 
is still a slsyor of woods, and believes 
that ho serves tho god of progress by 
the sacrifice of ine forest, lint, as 
knowledge advances, the thoughtful 
classes become more and moro cou- 
earned as to the conditions of this 
earth during tho centuries to come, 
when this swift-advaneiug ruin of our 
woods shall have been completed. 
Most iwrscns will heartily agree 
that it is our boundeu duty to 
transmit the inheritauco widen wo 
oujoy iu tho earth unimpaired to tho 

iterations yet to bo. I t  is, uuhappi- 
impossible fur us so to luauago the 

•tore of utilities whioh the oartli af­
fords that there shall bo uo diminution 
of the supply for the ages to come, I t 
Is probable that the supply of ooal will 
in good part have disappeared by tho 
year 3000; and in the fourth uiUonniiU 
iwriod of our era. a tiwo loss remoto in 
tho futuro than tho birth of Christ iu 
tho past tho motals now in use will 
have to bo won with groat difficulty— 
if obtained at all. Still wo may trust 
tho advanco of knowledgo and skill to 
compensate for theso losses; solar en­
ergy may bo trusted to afford beat and 
aluminum to take the placo of iron; 
and tho world may bo tho bottor for 
tho change wldoh forcod a rustless 
metal and a dustless tool into use—at 
auy rate, we boo that tho supply of 
mineral resources of tho onrth necessa­
ry for onr successors may be prolonged 
for a time in tho future which ia long 
bevoud our power to conooivo.

I t  is othorwiao with the soil-oovering 
of tho oarth’s surface. Ho far as wo 
cau sec, that is tho loast enduring and 
the loast replaceable of auy of thoso 
feature* on which the life of the earth

depends. I t  is the harvest of the ages; 
ana once lost, it cannot be supplied 
•ave by eons of time. The must seri­
ous misfortune eonuocted with the 
reckless destruction of our forests 
arises from the loss of the * il from 
large areas of land, by which regions 
naturally fertile have been converted 
into deserts < f irremediable sterility. 
Already a large part of many fertile w- 

‘ ns have been sterilized in this fash­
ions *nd each year a larger portion of 
this infinitely precious heritage ol file 
slips into the rivers and finds ita way 
to the sea, because we have deprived 
it ol the protecting eoeting ol vegeta­
tion. Therefore, it ia not alone on ac­
count of the surpassing intellectual 
interests that forests present to us, but 
also from the gravest reasons ol econo­
my that they deserve to be attentively 
studied.—iVo/esxor N, & Shahr, iu

I t  was placed on a Urge bier- 
liko vehicle and cr.rried on tho shoul­
ders ot twelve men to tho booth where 
it was to be cut up, tho band playing 
in front A beautiful wreath and flags 
were placed over the ox, and the gen* 
tlennn who gave the bullocks, the 
butcher, and an assistant, were home 
along with it over the hoods of the 
crowd. Tho moat was pronounced ex­
cellent, and was cert duly woll cooked. 
The huge knife urn! fork used nn this 
occasion were ©specially manufactured 
for the purpose in the village.

Mma. C— , m o  Koutouxoff, was 
found guilty of optutog a school for 
peasants' children independently of the 
ministry of public instructions, says 
Prince Kropotkina in hte “Russian and 
French Prison** As her crime was 
not penal, and as, moreover, she was 
married to a foreigner, Gen. Gourko 
merely ordered her to be eent over the 
frontier. This Is how aha describes her 
journey from St, Petersburg to Prnatte 
I  shall give extraote from her narrative 
without comment, even to the minutest 
detail, is absolutely unimpeachable:

“I  was eent to Wilnowfth fifty prison­
ers—men and woman. Prom the rail­
way station we were taken to the town 
prison and kept there for two hour* 
late at night. In an open yard under a 
drenching rain. At last we Wert pushed 
into a dark oorridor and counted. 
After many oaths and much foul lan­
guage the fire waa lighted, and I  found 
myself in a  spaeioua room to which it  waa 
impossible to take a  step In any direc­
tion without treading oo the woman 
who were sleeping on the floor. Two 
women who occupied e bed took 
on me and invited me to above It wii 
them.

“When I  awoke M xt morning I  
still suffering from tho scenes of the 
day before, but the female prisoners 
—assassins and thieves—were so kind 
to me tirnt by and by I  grew oahn. 
Next night we were turned out* from 
the prison and paraded in the yard for 
a start, under a heavy rain. I  do not 
know how I  happened toesespethe 
fists of the jailers, as the prisoners did 
not understand the evolution end per­
formed them under a  storm of blows 
and curses; those who protested—say­
ing that they ought not to be beaten— 
were put in irons and sent co to the 
train, in the teeth of the law, whioh 
says that in the cellular wagons no 
prisoner shall be chained. Arrived at 
Kovno, we spent the whole day In go­
ing from one police station to another. 
In  the evening wo were teken to the 
prison for women. Hero I  spent a 
week among murderesses, thieves, and 
women arrested by mistake. Mis­
fortune unites the unfortunate and 
everybody tried to make life more 
tolerablo for the rest; all were very 
kind to me and did their best to eon- 
sole me. On the previous day I  hod 
eaten nothing, for the day the prisoners 
are brought to the prison they receive 
no food; so I  fainted from hung r, and 
the prisoners gave me of their bread 
and were as kind as they could be. 
The female inspector, however, was on 
duty; she was shouting out such shame­
less oaths as few drunken men would 
use.

“After a week's stay in Kovno I  was 
sent on foot to the next town. After 
three day's march we come to Mariam- 
pol. My feet wore wounded and my 
stockings full of b lo a t The soldiers 
advised mo to ask fora ear, but I  pre­
ferred physical suffering to the continu­
ous cursing and foal language of tee 
chiefs. All the same they took me be­
fore their commander, and he remarked 
that I  had walked three days and so 
could walk a fourth. We came next 
day to Wolkowsk, from whence we were 
to be  sent on to Prussia. I  and five 
others were put provisionally in the 
depot The women’s department was 
ia rains, so we were taken to tho men's.

“I  did not know what to do, a t there 
was no place to ait down, except on the 
dreadfully filthy floor. There was even 
no straw, and the stench on the floor 
set me vomiting instantly. Here I  
•pent two days and two nights passing 
the whole time at the window. On the 
third day a soldier of the depot, a  Jew, 
took me into bis room, a tiny cell, where 
I  stayed with his wife.

MTue prisoners told me that many of 
them were detained 'by mistake' for 
seven or eight months awaiting their

B  before being sent across tee 
r. I t  is easy to imagine their 

condition after a seven mouths’ stay in 
this sewer without a change of lmen. 
They advised me to give the jailer 
money, as he would then send me on to 
Prussia immediately. But I  hod been 
six weeks on the war already and my 
letter had not reached my people. At 
luBt the soldier allowed mo to go to the 
poatoftlce with his wife, and I  sent a 
registered letter to St. Petersburg." 
Madam C—  has influential kinsfolk 
in the capital, and in a few days the 
Governor General telegraphed for her 
to be sent on instantly to Prussia. “My 
papers (she says) wore discovered 
immediately, and I  was sent to 
Eydtkuuen and set at liberty,"

The Economic Mtatfstfrs of Paris.
Tho annual return published by the 

prefecture of tho Heine with regard to 
the population of Paris* the consump­
tion of food, the circulation of vehicles 
and iwsst'Ugcrs by train, and other 
economic fact* bearing upon life in tho 
metro|>oli* is always full of interest, 
aud from that relating to 1K80, it will 
b.t gathered that the food supply of 
Paris comprised, in addition to 2(11,377 
live oxen, 231,34W culv.'S, l,8Ul,87l 
sheep, 247,105 pigs, 13,377 horses and 
304 donkeys, 152,005 tons of butchers’ 
meat, 21,152 tout of j>ork, 3,375 ton* of 
horseflesh, 24, UH tons of poultry, 
17,553 tons of butter, 5,412 tons of 
cheese, uud 4,544 tons of turbot* 
salmon aud red mullet. Thequsotlty of 
other kinds of fish consumed is much 
larger, but as they aro not subjected to 
octroi dues there arena statistics forth­
coming, Iu addition to tho above, 
Paris consumed last year over 400,000,. 
000 eggs, while iu the way of liquids the 
consumption was 87,500,000 gallons of 
wine, 3,217,000 gallons of spirits and 
liquors, 0,705.000 gallons of cider, and 
0,120,000 gallons of beer. The gas 
compauv distributed during the year 
about 251,000,000 cubic meters of gas, 
of which about 25,000,<K)3 meters were 
for tho streets and public buildings, 
while the quantity of water sup-

(lied from various sources was about 
50,000,000 cubic meters, there being 

00,000 subscribers to the water-rate out 
of about 82,000 householders living in 
street* aud squares, aveuues, etc., with 
a total length of just nb mt 000 miles. 
Turning to the vital statistics, it will bo 
found that the number of births during 
the year was (HMWfi, of whom over 17° 
oou were illegitimate, while the number 
«»f deaths was 57,0;>2. of which over 10,. 
(HHi were due to pulmonary complaints 
The total number of patients in the

{hospitals during tbe year was 100,763, 
of whom 13,020 died. There were 20, 
004 marriages Mid 488 divorce* Cir* 
oulatfon inside Paris was upon a larger 
scale than ever before, the omnibus 
company having carried over 101,000,- 
000 passenger* while nearly 50,000,000 
traveled by the two independent tram­
way lines. The boats on the Boine 
earned about 20,000,000 passengers, 
while between 17,000,000 end 18,000,000 
used tee drooler railway. The analysts 
of the municipality ordered the de- 
itraetien of 1,147 articles of food, and 
instituted over 4,000 prosecutions for 
adulteration; while the polioe arrested 
36,804 men and 6,238 women, of whom 
2,709 were foreigners, mostly for 
trifling offenses such as disorderly eon- 
duet or begging.—London Times.

Rendering Fabrics Incombustible.
La Nature gives several preparations 

to render fobrics incombustible. That 
suitable for ball dresses and other light 
textures consists of pure sulphate of 
ammonia, 8 kilogrammes; pure car­
bonate of ammonia, 2,5 kilogrammes; 
boric arid, 3 kilogrammes; pure borax, 
2 kilogrammes; starch, 2 kilogrammes, 
or dextrine, or gelatine; water, 100 
kilogrammes. Cloths should be dipped 
in the solution at a temperature of 
about 84 degroes, till they have soaked 
it  well u p ; then partly dried in tbe air, 
and afterward dried enough to bo 
ironed like sturchocl elotus. The 
quantity of starch, dextrine, or gela­
tine may bo varied according to tho 
degree of stiffness it is desired to give 
tho goods. A quart of it will serve for 
sixteen yards of goods. A mixture ap­
plicable to oauva* that j* nlynndy 
pointed, anuto mounted scenery, to 
woodwork, furniture, curtains, bed 
clothes, cradles, doors, aud windows, 
and which can bo mixed with dyes, 
consists of sal-ammoniac, 15 kilo- 
grammos; boric acid, 5 kilogrammos:

glue, 50 kilogrammes; gelatino, 1-5 
llogrammes; water, 100 kilogrammes; 

with lime enough to give "be pro)>er 
consistency. It should bo employed 
at a tomfierature of from 122 degrees to 
140 degrees. Tho pieces may be 
dip|>sd Into or painted with it. Iu 
cases of decoratious alroody painted it 
is enough to whitewash the backs of 
tbo canvas aud tbe frames on which 
they are hung with the preparation. 
A mixture apjdicnblo to heavier can­
vases, cordago, wood, end carpontery; 
consists of sal-ammoniac, 15 kilo-

Kammet; boric acid, fl kilogrammos, 
rax, 5 kilogrammes; water, 100 kil»  

grammes. I t is used ut a temperature 
of 212 degrees. The immersion should 
continue fifteen or twenty minutes, 
after which the piece should be aired 
and then dried.____________

WorklRgwomen In London.
Tho number of women earning thoir 

own living, and often assisting to keep 
tbe family, in London is increasing 
every day. Hundreds are employed in 
the postofHce, in some of tho insuranco 
companies as cashiers and book-keop- 
ers, in tracing engineers' plans, iu type­
writing, in telephone work aud cigar- 
otto-making—all employment of com­
paratively recent dato, for it is not so 
many years ago since the trial of female 
clerks in the clearing-house of tho post- 
office was thought a wonderful innova­
tion, and one which many wise hoods 
predicted much evil of. There aro be­
sides, of course, the|very largo num tar 
of workingwomen iu the more ordinary 
sense—tbe dressmakers, milliners, ana 
shop assistants. Among tho latter, says 
the Brooklyn Mtiyazine, perhaps it is 
truest that we know little of how they 
live. One thing is not half known 
about them, and that is, tho largo num­
ber of tho girls and women employed 
iu London at a rate of payment which 
is quite inadequate for them to livo 
upon, however careful they may l>e* 
Tliey are generally dressmakers or 
milliners' assistants, sometimes attend­
ants in second-rate shops. I t  is a com­
mon thing for these women to lie paid 
eight shillings ($2) a week or less—they 
think themselves well off when they 
earn nine shillings ($2,25)—and tho 
work is not constaut, becauso when tho 
times ore band or the slack season sots 
in they ore turned off. They will go 
day after duy to some of tho shops 
where thoir work is known and sit in 
the waiting-room on tho chance of an 
odd hand being wanted. If these earn­
ings is only p ir t of tho household's 
means it is well enough; the girl’s work 
pays the rent if it does not always keep 
uer, and sbe is not without food or 
shelter during tho time work fails. 
But it is wholly dlUcreut with the young 
woman who bos no homo but what she 
pays for. If she is quiet and respect­
able sbe generally lodges with some 
fellow-worker older than horself who 
bus furniture. Hhe pays two shillings 
-sixpence aweek for a bed iu Ilia"same 
room and for her share of tho firing and 
light, Hho buvs her own food and oooka 
it herself. Hix shillings for soven days 
is not very muoh, every one will allow; 
imt when we show that tho recipient is 
expected to dro«s well—that is,ros|>ect- 
ably—aud find herself iu boots; that in 
going out in all woalher her clothes 
wear out more quickly, no one need be 
surprised that her wages aloao can not 
keep Uer and dress bur,

Official returns show that about 
2. $hio, 009 soldiers eulisted during tho 
war in response to the successive calls 
of President Lincoln, and of this num­
ber iMljr.iT wero colored troops.

Reports show that the Northern and 
Southern armies met in ovor2,0U0 skir­
mishes and battles. In I4H of these 
conflicts the loss on the Federal sido 
was over r,00 men, and in at least ten 
battles over 10,090 men were reported 
lost on each side. Tho appended table 
shows that tho combined losses of tho 
Federal and Confederate forces in 
lulled, wonudod, and missing in tho 
following engagements were:

Shiloh, 24,000; Antictam, 28,000; 
Stono River, 37,01)0; Chaucellorsville, 
28,000; Gettysburg, 54,000; Chicka- 
nuiuga, 00,000; McClellan’s Peninsula 
campaign, '>0,000; Grant’s Peninsula 
camjiuign, IHO.000; and Sherman's 
campaign, 125,000.

Official statistics show that of 3,000,- 
OOo men enlisted there were killed in 
battle, 11,208; died of wounds, 40,205; 
died of discaso, 180,210; died of un­
known causes, 24,18t; total, 300,840. 
This includes only those whoso death 
while in the army had boon actually 
proven. To this number should bo 
added—first, 20,800 men who arc known 
to have died while in the lmuds of the 
enemy us prisoners of war, aud many 
others in tho same mannor whoso 
deuths are unrecorded; second, a fair 
percentage of the 205,704 who aro put 
down on the official reports as desert­
ers aud missiug in action, for those 
who participated in the war know that 
tncu frequently disappeared who, it was 
certain, had not deserted, yet could not 
otherwise bo officially accounted for; 
third, thousands who aro buried in 
private cemeteries ull over the North, 
who died whde at home on furlough, 

Tho nation’s dead are buried in sov- 
enty-threo cemeteries, of which only 
twelve uro in the Northern States. 
Among tho principal ones in the North 
aro Cypress Hill, with its 3,78b dead; 
Finn’s Point, N. J., which contains die 
remains of 2,044 unknown dead; Get­
tysburg, Pa., with its 1,937 known 
and J /u s  unknown dead; Mound i  ity, 
HI., with 2,5of> knowu and 2,721 un­
known graves; Philadelphia, with 1,900 
dead; and Woodlawn, Elmira, N. Y*, 
with its 3,‘JOO dead.

Two ceme­
teries are maiuly devoted to tho brave 
men who perished iu the loathsome 
prisons of tho same name—Anderson- 
ville, Go., whichooutaius 19,714 graves, 
and Salisbury, with its 12,12b dead, of 
w hom 12,032 are unknowu.

Of (lie vast number who arc interred 
to our national cometories 275,000 sleep

beneath the soil of the Southern States, 
and 145,009 rest in graves marked 
Tnkuown."

The total number of men fnruislied 
to tho Federal army by tho United 
States during the war, under all calls, 
was 2,0 8 ,523. The total number of 
colored troops iu the Northern army 
was 123,151% Tho heaviest loss by dis­
ease waa suffered by the colored troojis. 
While but 2,907 died iu action and of 
wounds, the enormously large number 
of2b,301 died of disease. Among the 
wStte troops the proportion of deaths 
in action and from wounds to the 
deaths from disease was about one to 
two; among the colored troops as one 
to eight Of the colored troops enlist­
ed ono oat of every seven died of dis­
ease. The proportion among the white 
troopi was one to fifteen.

Now that we are brushing up these 
figures, it will be well enough to re­
member how many men were fnrnishod 
by each State, aud the following list

In tho number of her sous sacrificed
in the cause of the Union Vermont led
all the other States by a heavy per cent,
with tho exception of Kansas.

Vermont's proportion per thousand 
contributed to tue total of deaths in 
action was 58.22; that of Ohio 3(5,55; 
that of New York 35.68. Massachusetts 
was 47.76; Iowa, 45.44.

In the proportion per thousand of 
deaths from disease Iowa led with a 
percentage of 114*02, and Vermont fol­
lowed with 91.81, Ohio’s percentage 
was 49.83. Tho proportion of deaths 
from all cauHes in the troops of each 
State was as follows: Maine, 1 in 7; 
New Hampshire, 1 in 7; Vermont, 1 iu 
(5; Massachusetts, 1 in 9; Ithodo Island,
1 in 1 i ; Couueeticut, 1 in 10; New 
York, 1 in 12; New Jersey, 1 in 12; 
Pennsylvania, 1 in 12; Delaware, 1 in 
29; Maryland, 1 in 20; Ohio, 1 in 20; 
Indiana, 1 in H; Illinois, 1 in 7; Michi­
gan, 1 inO; Wisconsin, 1 in 7; Minne­
sota, 1 iu 8; Iowa, 1 in, 5 (nearly 0); 
Kansas, 1 in 5; California, 1 in 20;

Again, the young man must not for­
got as ho reads of tho great battles of 
history that few of them cau compare 
in magnitude with tho great battles of 
tho civil war, and that tho battles of 
tliut war were the bloodiest in all the 
history of wars in the proportion of 
killed to thoso engaged. Waterloo was 
ono of tho most desperate and bloody 
fields chronicled in European history, 
and yet Yfollington’s casualties were 
less than 12 per cent., his losses being 
2,432 killed and 95s wounded out of 
over 190,000, while at Shiloh one side 
lost in killed aud wounded 9,740 out of 
34,009, while their opponents reported 
their killed and wounded at 9,bib, 
making the casualties about 30 per 
cent At tho great battle of Wagram, 
Napoleon lost bu t about 5 per cont. 
At Wurzburg the French lost but 3} 
per cent., and yot tho army gave up the 
field aud retreated to the Rhino.

At liacour, Marshal Saxe lost but 7)4 
per cent. At Zurich, Masscna lost but 
m prr cent. At Lagriz, Frederick lost 
but bi percent. At Malplaiuct, Marl­
borough lost but 10 per cout., and at 
liamillics the same intrepid commander 
lost but b per cont.

At Contras, Henry of Navatro was 
reportod os cut to piecos, yet his loss 
was less tkau 10 per cent At Lodi, 
Naindcon lost but l i  per cent. At 
Valmy, Frederick Wiliiam lost but 3 
per cent., and at the great battles of 
Marengo and Austerlitz, sanguinary as 
thoy were, Napoleon lost an avorage of 
loss than 14} percent. At Magenta 
aud Sollerino, in 1859, the average loss 
of both armies was less than 0 per cent. 
At Kontgratz, in 18b8, it was b per 
cont At Worth, Kpochoram, Mars le 
Tour, Oravolotte, and Sedan, In 1870, 
tbo avorage loss was 12 perccut., while 
at Liudeu Gen. Moreau lost but 4 per 
cen t, aud the Archduke Johu lost out 
7 per cent in killed and wounded.

Of tho gentlemen who were at West 
Point during tho period of cadetship 
fifty-six were killed in battle, and, esti­
mating the rate of killed and wounded 
at ono to five, two hundred and eighty 
wore wounded.

In addition to the vast list of dead 
from tho war must be added thoso who 
have died from wouuds received during 
tho war. The killing is still going on 
about as rapidly as ever, aud tbo iucu 
are dropping daily from ”wounds re­
ceived In actum," who ought to live for 
long years yet. Tlie figures that I 
have gtvou really give but a glimpse 
into tho sad truth of tho awful mortal­
ity of the war that saved tiio Union. 1 
hope the young men who read this will 
fuel no moro impatience because the 
sacrifices of the m a t  war are talked 
about, aud they will cut out the figures 
I  have collected for tliern nnd save 
them for refcrouco whenever tliey feel 
that way. ______  F. D. M.

fall of 1*92. The Fourteenth Massachu­
setts Regiment, afterward the First Musso- 
chusett* Regiment of heavy artillery, was 
stationed at this place, and when the “Great 
American Traveler” pul in au appearance, 
the boys—many of whom knew him, and 
all, of course, bad hoard of him—gave him 
a roualug time. They made a banquet for 
him, among other things, one of the dishes 
in the tnonu being a genuine Virginia mud 
pie. The pie carried on its face so sus­
picious a nature that the “General” de­
clined to eat it. In other respects the ban* 
quet was a success. The toasts and 
speeches were of the most extravagant 
character, and Daniel spread his eloquence 
over the crowd like gentle rain upon 
a thisty soil. He sojourned several 
days with the regiment—loug enough

to enable the concoction and carrying oat 
of a plot which was a serious matter to aim, 
at least while it was in action. One of the 
boys thought that a little tragedy might be 
worked in with the comedy of the occasion. 
With Confederates he had written dls- 
atebes from >leff Davis, Lee, Stonewall 
ackson, and other rebel leaders, addressed 

to Daniel, in which tho receipt of impor­
tant information from him was acknowl­
edged. These were placed in bis coat 
pocket without bis knowledge, and tho first 
act of the drama was accomplished. The 
next was bis arrest. Daniel was taken into 
custody by a corporal aud file of soldiers, 
token to Dead'iuartors and searched, and 
the evidences of bis guilt found upon him. 
His denials of knowing anythiug about 
the documents were scouted at as being 
vain. A drnm-head court-martial was con­
vened, and upon tho evidenoe found 
in bis possession Daniel was sen­
tenced to death. He received 
the announcement of his doom 
.with a good deal of perturbation, and was 
loud in his protests of iuuocenco. But his 
doom was sealed, aud he was led out, as he 
thought, to be shot. Ono of the boys had 
been sent oat with a horse. He was mount­
ed, and, just as tho squad of soldiers were 
drawn up to fire upon the "Great American 
Traveler,” be roue into the lines in hot 
haste, flourishing n (taper in bis hands. It 
was—that is, it purported to be—a pardon 
signed by Fresiuout Lincoln, nnd stayed 
the execution. One of the conditions of 
this pardon was that Daniel ahould imme­
diately go North, aud not be found south 
of the Potomac during the war. Ho ac­
cepted the hnppy respite aud Useouditions, 
aud it is said that tlie way be left the 
camp of the Fourteenth and crossed tho 
long bridge to Washington illustrated that 
his title of the "Great American Traveler” 
was not an uumerited one..

T tuj wore so pro­
ficient that many times the Con­
federate officers would ntUud, and 
every night the streets of Richmond wore 
crowded with people who came to listen to 
our baud. Wo ulso cave larue and Mdoet 
hojHi, made so because there wore uo ladles 
present. Our minstrel show took im­
mensely, and one was forced to go at 
three or four y. tn. in order to get in. 
Wimt Uttlu we Loti to cook was done in 
one large mom, ou stoves erected throe iu 
eoch cud of tho room. One end was used 
l>v Cliickiiiuauga aud tho ottaor by officers 
of the Potomac army. Wo used little tin 
enus to boil our rice iu. nnd would raise 
up the lids of tho stove a little, so that tbo 
flames would shoot up; thou you could s»u 
some fifty or sixty little cans all over (bo 
stove, their owners standing around, 
eagerly watching their staff o f  life as it 
boired. We easily detected a now cum 
Komotimes officers from the Potomac end 
of the room, their stoves being full, would 
sneak a can on ours. We would kuock it 
clear across the room, Y<>u may thiukthis 
unkind. I nt had we infringed on Ibefr stove 
ihe.v would have done the swine thing.

When Cherry Trees IKIoom.
Springtime is ono of the ideal sea­

sons in Japan, and of all of the w eeks of 
spriug tho time when the cherry trees 
are iu bloom is tho high holiday. Tho 
trco.i iu the temple grounds and parks, 
and in the long avenue by tho river in 
Tokia, aro as tall uud stately ns tho 
oaks of au English park, and iu tho 
merrr springtime thoso ancient trees 
are shrouded in clouds of pink blos­
soms. Each double blossom is as largo 
nnd full ns a rose, aud tbo air is soft 
with their fragrance. Among tho deep 
tints of tho evergreen trees aud tlio 
fresh colors of tho young foliage of 
other trees, these batiks, and billows, 
and clouds of white and delicately pink 
blossoms aro in exquisito rcliof. Even 
on still days tho petals arc constantly 
siftiug down through tho branches unu 
drifting in tho air, and tho ground is 
strewn with these snowflakes that tho 
wind whirls and banks iu long ridges* 
Ono’s pathway is literally strewn with 
flowers, and it is high holiday for all 
the Japanese, who go forth in their 
gala attiro and rido and wander 
under tho avenues of cherry trees, 
sip tea, writo poems to tho 
cherry blossoms and fasten thorn to 
tho branches, or sit in rapt, poetic con­
templation of the lovoliest scenes of 
spring. Along tho Mukojima, lined 
for two milos with blootniug trees, and 
through the drives of Uycno Park, tho 
jinricki go whirling to atul fro with 
men in thoir dark gowns and woincu 
w'hose gowus aro brightened by folds 
of gray crapo at tho neck aud in the 
linings of their sleeves aud obis. Tho 
blue-black hair, spread aud gluod in 
clalx>rate pulls and tniegs, tied with 
cratm or pold thread, and adorned 
with hairpins that are often sprays of 
artificial cherry blossoms, make them 
metureequo figures, nnd give the finish­
ing touch to the ideal scene. At night 
lanterns swing from the rows of tea 
houses along tho Muckojima aud fuintly 
illuminate the pale branches overhead; 
music aud cheerful voices resound, and 
interminable Japanese dinners go on 
with beauliful'geisbns posing and danc­
ing to tho twanging of the samisen, 
their lovelv gowns covered with woven 
or embroidered cherry blossoms, aud 
light corouals of the Hewers sot iu tlie 
butterfly loops and bows of black hair. 
This is real Japan iu the time of tlio 
cherry-blossotniug, and this is the way 
in which theso poetic pcoplo liavo cele­
brated tho festival of spring for 
centuries.—Tokio latter,

Just below the lauding stage abnve the 
bridge ut Eton, it is compub 1 that 
there must atoue time or another huvo 
been lost hoyond recovery (for although 
tho water is of no very great depth 
there, tho strong undercurrent render* 
diving ojK-ratiuns out of tho question) 
sufficient jew elry to set up a moderately 
sized jeweler’s shop! And it is probable 
tiiat ut other equally frequented stages 
the loss must have boon quite as great, 
if not greater. Wo ourselves have 
known a  valuable watch lost in this 
way, uud, the owner being anxious to 
recover his property, hud a special 
diver down from London to attempt 
its recovery, nnd in tlie end his fees 
(although sad to relate his best efforts 
were unavailing) amounted to im>ro 
than tho value of tlie watch itself!

Although dredging <q»rutions are

"I 
will give them a cltaue*’ to get right,” 
The decision was uuain reviewed, this 
timo with.Midge Wmlo's written opinion, 
and the court divided that he was right.

Mr. Blaine's friends claimed that, all 
thlngf considered, he was the greatest 
loader of mou in the Senate wheu he 
toft it, possessing force, bravery, aud 
audacity. Edmunds stated a pro)K>- 
sition with moro clear-cnt distinctness 
than Blaino. I t  was a purely iutollec- 
taal act, and no othor clement entered 
into i t  His words wero the coinage of 
the brain, and were void of personality 
save in the mental qualities they at­
tested. Conkling snake an imperious 
and imperial intellect His s^ed ics 
took wider range and were pitched upon 
higher keys of ideas and ornamentation 
than Blaine’s. His speeches showed 
tho fullest equipped brain in the Son­
ata. But he spoko to illustrate himself, 
not to persuade others. Lamar was the 
man in the Senate most persuaded that 
it was possible to adjust Government 
to general principles. If administra­
tion were an affair of the schools ho 
wonld have been a statesman. In tho 
difficulty of devising a philosophy of 
legislation he was confused between his 
impulses and his incapacity to formu­
late them to his own apprehension or 
apply them to the conduct of public af­
faire. He was a partisian without con­
fidence iu partisanship. Bo great was 
his intellect his inubility to think out 
his political philosophy to where it 
touched the springs of action pat in­
certitude into ills ideas and paralysis 
nnon his will that put him at a great 
disadvantage in a contest with a man of 
clesr-cut and practical partisan ideas 
and great force, like Mr. Ulniuo. Mr. 
Thurman was, like Mr. Blaine, a great 
practical political loader, aud about the 
only difference between them intellec­
tually and in traits in a contest was 
that, man for man, Blaino had the most 
force.

Gen. Jackson’s deathbed at the Her­
mitage, one bright Sabbath morning in 
June, 1845, is described as a scene never 
to bo forgotten. Ho bade them all 
udiou in the tenderest terms, and en- 
joinod them, old and youug, white and 
black, to meet him iu Heaven. All 
were in tears, and when he had 
breathed his last tho outburst of grief 
was irrepressible. Tho c ngregation 
at the little Presbyterian church on the 
plantation, which the General had built 
to gratify his deceased wife, the morn­
ing service over, came Hocking to the 
mansion os his eyes wore closing, and 
added their bowailmont to the general 
sorrow. Shortly after this mournful 
event a lady friend of the family en­
countered an old servant in the kitchen, 
who was sobbing as though her heart 
would break. “Ole missus is gone,” 
she brokenly said to tho lady, “aud now 
olo massa is gone; day's all gone, and 
dev was our bes’ freus. And ole massa, 
not satisfied with teachin' us how to 
livo, has now teached us how to die.” 
Tho ])Oor, unlettered creature did not 
know that she was paraphrasing one of 
tho most beautiful passages in Tilekcll's 
elegy upon tho “Death of Addison” :
n<> Uugbt us bow to live, and (oh, too high 
Tho prion for knowledge t) taught u* how to the.

1 by others,
I roadiiy concede, nuvertlmh ss, to all 
others a right to disclaim my spoiling 
and adopt au orthography more suitable 
to their own opinions, leaving ull to 
that general public judgment to which 
wc must in tho end ull submit.”

Gen. Hamilton of South Carolina
