To intensify tho horrors of tlio suffer­
ings the torturo w'as inflicted in a lurid 
subterranean vault In the presence t,f 
persons completely masked iu black. 
If the victim would not yield to the 
rope the water torture was tried. A 
large pieco of tiiulmr, hollowed out like 
a trough, had a sharp iron bur across 
It. Tho prisoner wus placed in the 
trough, with this bar under his buck, 
and his hood aud foot were fastened 
down by cords to the ends of the trough. 
The prexouco of the Imr and the tight­
ness of the cords caused the pcrsmi to 
experience inexpressible agony. But 
this wu« not a ll  They stop|H*d up Ids 
nos1 rill, and, placing a pieco of linen 
cloth over Ii n mouth, which ho wus 
obliged to keep 0|>en, they poured u 
stream of water upon It from a con­
siderable height.

This forced the cloth deep into tlio 
throat of tlio sufferer und cut off his 
breath. When he was nearly dead his 
torturers rested from thoir inhuman 
work for some time to give him a 
chance to revive, and then went ut 
him aguiu, renewing tho doso every 
time the doctor snid be could s and i i  
Tin* torture by fire was tho most hor­
rible. A fierce fire was built, and the 
piisoner's feet, anointed with lard aud 

Mubstames, wore 
tlio fiatnrs. The pain 
I t often drove prisoners 
that were simply lies, 

au 1 after the confession came the auto- 
da-fe. dozens of victims IKdng led to 
tho funeral pyres and burned in tho 
presence of a lioliditjr throng. The in- 
quinition ceased to t xist in France in 
1?M), iu Gm mauy in 1751, in Austria 
in 177i‘, and in Hwelon iu 178(1. In 
1782 forty-eight gypsies wore put to 
the rack in Humury on au unfounded 
charge of euuuibaUfin. — Naif Vork

It has hitherto been supposed that 
tho highest mountain in the world w as 
Mount Everest, one of the Himalayan 
range, 2U,000 foot high, but this honor 
is now claimed for Mount Hercules in 
New Guinon, which soars to tho tre­
mendous altitude of 32,78(1 feet, or five 
times thut of Mount Washington in 
New Hampshire.

T h e  ago of the earth has been vari­
ously estimated by geologists, astrono­
mers, ami other scientific men, the di­
vergence of views on thin matter being, 
iu fact, very great. Sir William Thom­
son, investigating tho theory of tho 
earth's having cooled from a fluid to a 
solid mass, arrived ut tho conclusion that 
the period of such cooling should bo 
placed at not less than tw*o hundred 
nor more than four hundred millions of 
years, with tho probability that a bun­
dled million years is the limit of geo­
logical history, and that pior to that 
time the earth's surface was in a condi­
tion unfit for the maintenance of animal 
or vegetable life. According to Buck- 
land and others, it is certainly millions 
of years since the world was created, 
the only question being ns to liow many 
millions. The six thousand years of 
human history form, according to Hugh 
Miller, but a portion of the geological 
day which is passing over us; they do 
not extend into the yesterday of our 
fjobe, fur less totteh the myriads of 
Iges spread out Iwyond.

Long almoml-shaiK'd eyes, with thick- 

skinned eyelids that cover half tho 
pupil, are indicative of genius when 
they are found iu conjunction with a 
browr which is full over tlio eyebrows, 
aud which lias ono perpendicular lino 
bctw'ceu the eyebrows.

Although consumption la m  common 
ami fatal a complaint in South Amer­
ica na in aor other portion of the globes 
there i> a clase of persons resident in 
that country among whom the dread 
scourge ia sold never to have appeared. 
These are tho inhabitants of the tala* 
deros—n place where cattle are slaught­
ered ami dressed, and where sometimes 
the manufacture of beef extraot is car­
ried on. A gentleman recently re­
turned from Argentine Republic, in 
talking of the subject with a reporter, 
said: “In former years cattle in my 
country, that is South Amoriea, wore 
slaughtered simply for their hides, 
bones and tallow, which were articles 
of ei)>orL The meat, except such as 
tho butchers iu the different cities chose 
to curry away, was stacked out on 
the plains and was eaten up by quick­
lime. The places where the work of 
killing the cattle was and is carried on 
were and aro still known as saladcros. 
Thoy aro largo inclosed spaces in the 
open country, generally somo distanco 
remote frum other habitations. The 
people employed in tho busino** live 
wituiu tho ini'lnsuro and form a little 
colony by themselves.

“From 5,(MX) to 10,000 head of cattto 
are slaughtered in theso saladcros every 
day. Necessarily there is a constant 
odor of fresh blood, which to those un­
accustomed to it is decidedly unploaa- 
ant. Consumption, however, has never 
been known among )>eoplo who live in 
theso saladcros, and, straugo as it tnaj 
appear, persons who were so affect 
and through some circumstance or an­
other, wont into ouo of theso plat es to 
live, liavo speedily recovered. At tlrst 
the medical men of the country rea­
soned that their diagnoses wero in 
error, but us the result was tho sniuo 
time after time, thoyeuno to look ujkmi 
the matter in a different light, and now 
declare that a residence in a suladero 
will heal an ulcerated lung and entire­
ly destroy tho germs of consumption, 
th e  process is slow, however, and a 
consumptive must bo patient and con* 
tent to live in ouo of those places a 
considerable time.

Ferrous who go there and remain 
only a'little while shown groat im­
provement, but if tiiey come away be­
fore they are entirely well they are 
liable to relapse into their former state.
I understand that a residence of from 
eighteen months to two years in a sala- 
deros will cure almost any co*o. of 
phthisis. < )ne of the most notod (‘tires 
and one that was primarily the enuao 
of inquiries being made on the subject, 
was that of Donna Florentimi de ( 'iboln, 
wifo of duimo Cibols, of tho firm of 
Cibola Hernmnos, of Ihienou Ayr.is. 
Shortly after her murriuge she devel­
oped unmistakable signs of pulmonary 
trouble. 1 lie disease progressed until 
she becamo vory feeble, and the doc­
tors advised her that she had but a 
short time to live, dust about this time 
her huahnnd was sent out to take 
|)crsoual charge of ono of his father's 
saladcros, and Mrs. Cibeis, though al­
most dead, went with him. MiG had 
not lived there many months before site 
began to show unmistakable signs of 
improvement. Slio remained there 
with her iiiisbuud for four years, and 
when, at tho end of that period, sho 
left tho placo, all symptoms of con­
sumption hud disappeared and Mrs. 
Cibeis is to-day as healthy a woman as 
lives in tho republic."—Aen? York Moil

The Old Collins Line,
The establishment of tho Collins 

line was one of the groat events of 
steamship history. We had Ik'oii ho 

ul U(»on our coasts, rivers, and 
that it was but natural wo should 
some effort to do our part with 

steam upon tho greater Held of inter­
national trade. It was impossible thut 
tho mono|K)ly which Imu existed for 
ton years in tho bands of the Canard 
Company should not bo combated by 
some one, nml with the advent of the 
Collins ' lino came a strife for su­
premacy, tho momorios of which aro 
still vivid in tho minds of thousands on 
both sidos of the Atlantic.

The Cuunrd <'ompany at this time 
had increased their licet by tho addi­
tion of tho America, Niagara, Furopa, 
and Columbia, all built in W 4. Their 
machinery did not differ materially 
from that of the preceding ships, in 
gcnoral design, but thoro had, in tho 
coursoof pra. tico, come better work­
manship aud design of parts, and tho 
boilor pressure had been increased to 
Ft pounds, bringing the expenditure i 
per horse-power down to !).« pounds 
per hour. In these ships tho freight 
capacity had l>ecn nearly doubled, f*0 
per cent, had boon added to their 
passenger accommodation, and tho com­
pany was altogether pursuing tho suc­
cessful career which was duo a line 
which could command $*T» a ton for 
freight from Liverpool to New York—
0 reminiscence which must make it ap- 
poar tho Golden Ago to tbounfortunato 
steamship-owner of to-day, who is now 
most happy with a seventh of such 
earnings.

The Collins steamers were a now de­
parture in modo’ and arrangement; 
they were designed by Steers, famous, 
also, as the designer of tho America 
and Niagara; exceeded in size and 
speed anything tlieu atloat, and reduced 
tho journey in l “.»t and 18.V2 to about 
eleven days—though some voyages wero 
mudo in less than ten days. The Cumird 
lino put atloat tho Asia and Africa, us 
competitors, but thoy neither e jua'cd 
the! \mericau steamers in sizo not speed. 
The former were- of :t,<»20 tons dis­
placement, with 1,000 indicated hurse- 
power.

Tho three other vcsse’sof tho Collins 
line were tho Daltic, At antic, and l‘a- 
citlc. They formed a notable Hoot, und 
fixed for many years to como tho typo 
of the American .steamship in model ami 
arrangement. They wero tho work of 
it man of genius, who had tho courage 
to cast aside tradition whero it inter-

1 fered with practical purposes. Tho 
bowsprit was dispensed with; tho vert­
ical stem, now* so general, was adopted, 
and everything subordinated to tho use 
of the ships as steamships.

Hut general disaster was in store for 
theso lino ships. The Arctic, on Sep­
tember 21, l, while on her voyage 
out, was Btruck Ity tho French steamer, 
Vesta, in s  fog off Cape Race, and but 
4<; out of the 208 persons on board 
wero saved. The PaciHc left Liverpool 
on dune 2d, Ih.jB, and was never hoard 
of after. Tho Adriati *, a much finer 
ship than any of her predecessors, was 
put afloat; but the line was doomed. 
Lxtruvagaiii'C in construction and man- 
ngomont, combined with the losses of 
two of tlicir siiips and a refusal of 
further aid from the Government, were 
too much for the lino to bear, and iu 
lnf»s the end came. Kvcr since, the 
l .uropeun companies, with the excep­
tion of the time during which tho line 
from Philadelphia has been running 
ami the time during which somo desul­
tory efforts have been put forth, have 
had to compete among tliemselvob— 
S riUtur'n Magazine.

Tho*o 
who know Martin will recognize the 
justice of his claim and take pleasure 
iu doing anything that may wtin to 
hasten its adjustment, for certain it is 
that pension money was nowr more 
righteously bestowed than it will be in 
tiiis instance.

000 invested in natural-gas plants in 
Pennsylvania. These aro majestic 
figures and serve to show tho magnitude) 
of the oil aud gas business." Indiana 
has a natural*gat area of ab.nit 3,000 
s(pnre miles. To drill 12,903 wells at 
a cjst say of $2,000 each would repre­
sent nn investment of $24,000,000. If 
tjiOHO wells should How an average ol 
3,003,000 cubic feet a day, tho annual

cubic fcot of ga*. If  this could be sold 
at 10 cent* per 1,000 cubit feet it would 
net receip t amounting to $1,314,000,-

T im: Russian Administration of Pris­
ons has just issued its report for 1885. 
January 1, 1885, there were 94,488 per­
sons incarcerated throughout the Em­
pire. In the course of a year 703,254 
entered and 097,709 individuals were 
liberated, leaving a residue of 99,973 
still in prison. Women formed about 
8 per cont. of tho convicted. Notwith­
standing a certain amelioration of sani­
tary appliances in the jails, tho rate of 
mortality remained stationary. Of the 
88,002 prisoners who wero treated in 
hospital, there wore 2,189 mon, 240 
women, and 540 children. In  this re­
spect the Island of Haghalien stood in 
the worst position, its sick list showing 
a total of 00 per cent, on the year, but 
the number of deaths thero is not 
given. Diseases arising from humidity, 
insufficient ventilation, and defective 
sanitary arrangements are tho chief 
scourges of tho state prisons. Among 
tho 4,029 persons who passed through 
the prisons of Ht. Petersburg, 2,075 
wore accused of theft, 139 of political 
offenses, ono of bigamy, and ono of 
apostasy. The largest number of 
offenders belonged to the artisan class; 
not ono is specified as a peasant. Tho 
expenses of the penitentiary sorvice in 
tho wholo empire amounted to 11,7*8,- 
014 rubles, being u diminution of 521,- 
239 rubles u|K>u tho expenditure of tho 
preceding year. This economy was 
partially effected by rcduciug tho cost 
of tho equipment of tho prisoner*. 
Thorn was a falling off in the receipts 
derived from tho products of the 
primmer*' industry from 133,759 rubles 
iu 1884 to 1(13,530 rubles iu 1885, More­
over, tho ooul-iuiuing company of 
Haghalien, which is supplied with con­
vict labor, paid to tho Htate 31,450 
rubles for the right* conceded to it.

PRESIDENT PIERCE IN ENGLAND.

Like n Schoolboy on i  llolMijr-CwMit 
Campbell's Odd Hlunder.

(New York letter.]
J. 8. Onkford, a  momber of ono of 

tbo oldest families of Philadelphia, 
whoso ancestor camo over with William 
IVnu, was paralyzed May 13 at his 
lodging* ou Wost Thirty-tuird street, 
this city, and recently he was taken 
to tho Roosevelt Hospital, and now bo 
is in a dying condition in a charity ward 
of that institution. Mr. Oakfurd has 
mingled nil hi* life with the best so­
ciety of Europe and America, and now 
lie Is dying like a pauper in a charity 
hospital,

"Tow men, certainly few Americans, 
have scon lifo under so many varied 
and striking aspect* as I  have. My 
reminiscences would fill a  volume. I 
have dims! with princes, supped with 
prize-fighter*, traded w*ith Indians, at­
tended tho reception* of king* aud em- 
]M*rors, entertained presidents, and 
acted as a squire of damsels in dis­
tress," said Mr. Oukford to mo tho 
other day.

“When ox-President Pfereo visited 
England after his retirement I  hap­
pened to be living at Sydenham, a few 
miles out of London, I  had then a 
charming villa near the Crystal Palace 
for n year; in fact, tho ground* ad­
joined those of tho palace.”

“How did the President enjoy hi* 
visit to England?”

“Ho was liko a schoollmy off on 
a holiday. Uo was dellghtod with 
everything. Inover shall forget the 
day I  gavo him adinuor at Greenwich. 
We rodo down in an open carriage amt 
tho ox-Prosident was so effusive on 
the occasion that tho very boys on the 
streets of London noticed i t  Ho threw 
his arms around my neck and in this 
strimgo fashion we drovo down Picca­
dilly, and I  was really ashamed of the 
uudlgniticd couduct of our distinguished 
countryman, Geu. Campbell, of 
Texas, whom Pierce had appointed 
American Consul to London, was liv­
ing near town,and wo went to the Derby 
together. The General was an old 
campaigner, had fought in tho Texan 
war of independence, and, although 
nearly 80 years old at the time he w*as 
in England, was as straight os an In­
dian aud as game as a Mohawk. When 
he arrived in England Beverly Tucker, 
who was at tho timo our Consul at Liv­
erpool, bad vory kindly accompanied 
him up to London after securing rooms 
for him at Morlcy** Hotel, They ar­
rived in town about 7 o’clock ono even­
ing, and, after stopping in their rooms 
only long enough to mako a hasty toilet, 
they descended to the dining-room. 
After dinner Campbell went at once to 
his rooms, whilo Tucker remained be­
low to give some instructions about the 
baggage. Going un stairs in a couple 
of minutes ho found Gen. CampboU in 
a strange room parleying with a Jadv. 
I t appears that he hod missed lit* room, 
and seeing tho Indy entor ono he had 
followed iier, and Tuckor heard him 
say as ho came u p : 'My good woman, 
can you tell me whero room 95 is?’ 
Tucker drew him out of tho room and 
whispered to him : 'Do you know who 
that lady Is?1 ‘No, I  thought sho was 
ono of the chambermaids of tbe hotel.’

ou tho tread-mill principle by ataudhig 
upon one side of it. tho wutor being 
raised by one wheel into a large basin, 
and Ilien lifted another stage by a 
second one, nud then in the same way 
by the otliers. Not the least interest­
ing matter iu conuoctiou with the dis­
covery i* tho state in which the wond 
was found. When wood i* placed In 
water, or nour to it, the decay is rather 
rapid, but thero ar i means by which it 
enu be kojd for ages iu a good state of 
preservation, as shown in the disc of 
the Ht. Domingo mbic*. Homo metallic 
refuse is found even now efiicieut for 
tho purpose. Kviuddng ha* b ng been 
in use for preventing fermentation und 
decay, which is done by st^cpiug the 
timh r iu a lormdvu sublimate, tho 
perchloride of mercury. Creosote liu* 
also Weil found an excellent preserva­
tive of timber subjected t i  tlie action 
of water. It may also b* said that 
while tho Romans knew* how to pre­
serve timber underground, the Greeks 
also knew how to Keep it in a go >d 
state iu their buildings. This they (?) 
did by charring the timber before plac­
ing it iu positiou, so that we aro told 
"tho U am* of tho theater at Hercu­
laneum were converted into charcoal 

I by the burning hi\ a whirli ovorl!m\eJ 
t tbo city, uml after a lupsj of more than

1,009 year* were found os ontire as if 
they had been formed but yeaterdav.” 
Tho same property was known oven bo- 
foro tide, ae tho Templo of Ephesus 
was built ou pilot charred to prevent 
them from decay. Tho history of tho 
past—even in mining it appear* after a 
lapse of 1,009 years—may bo of advan­
tage to the miners of tbo present ago.— 
London Mining Journal.

Java la regarded ns tbe moat fertilo 

and prosperous tropical island on tho 
glebe. I t is south of Rornoo, and tho 
fourth island of tho MaUvon arehipol- 
ago in size, having an area of 50,290 
square mites. I t is a colonial posses­
sion of Holland. Tho surface of tho 
island is mountainous, a range of lofty 
peaks running from one end of the is­
land to the other, and another range 
skirting the south coast. AH of these 
mountain* ore of volcanic formation, 
and thero aro on the island thirty-eight 
volcanoes, tho most of them constantly 
active. Homo of the most terrible 
eruptions on record havo occurred on 
this island, among which may bo men­
tioned tho outbreak* of tlie volcano 
Fapaudayang in tho year 1772, of Ga- 
luuggong in 1822, and Krakatoa in 
183;t. Between tho peaks of the moun­
tain* in the oontral part of the island 
are several plateaus which aro vory 
fertile, nnd have a delightful climate, 
owing to thoir elevation above the hot 
dintrict of the shore* Along the north 
side of tho inland i* a long, low, and 
very very fertilo plain. All of the 
island is woll watered. The scsHons 
aro two, tho wet aud the dry, an! the 
temperature of the island is very 
equable. All tropical fruit*, bird*, and 
animal* abound iu the lowlands, and on 
tho high plateaus all grain* and fruits 
of temperate climate* can bo success­
fully raised. Java is ono of the prin­
cipal coflec-growing countries in tho 
world; sugar is next in importance; 
then comes rice, of which two crops are 
annually raised; indigo, popper, tea, 
nnd tobacco aro also exjwrfced. Tho 
population of Java is OMtimatcd at over 
17,500,000. About 30,000 Kiirojicnns 
reside on tho island; thoro aro also 
about 190,000 Chinese, nud somo 20,000 
Arabs and othor foreign orientals; tho 
rest aro natives. The .Tavaneso are 
almost entirely occupied in agriculture, 
though they havo some knowledge of 
the mechanic arts, and make bricks 
and tilos, build bouses and bents, and 
work in metals with some skill, Tho 
women of tho country also wenvo a 
stout cotton cloth, aud mako cnarso 
ailk cloth from raw silk inqvortod from 
China. Tbo ancestors of tho present 
race of Javanese must have had con­
siderable knowledge of architecture, 
judging from tho remarkable specimens 
of ancient temples, most of tliciu in 
ruins to ho seen throughout tho island, 
but this knowledge has been entirely 
lost. Tho Javauoso lmve made Homo

Bird 4 ami Riqdii©**
Tho rutita1, or birds without keel to 

the sternum, form a very distinct 
group,distinguished by th*» rndimcn’ary 
or imperfect condition of tlm remises 
or quills, which never haw coherent 
barb-, uud arc therefore unfitted to tho 
purpose of fiigtd. Iu tlm ostrich and 
rhea the bones, though comparatively 
small, are distinct and complete, ami 
thu feathers large and definitely ar­
ranged. The emu, eussowury, and 
apteryx show various degrees of do- 
gcuorution, which apparently eulnii- 
mite.l iu tlm dininn.a, no traeu of a 
wing-bouu of which bird hus ever been 
found. The <iucrimn which naturally 
present* itself with regard to these 
birds i* whether they represent a stago 
through which all lmvo passed Imfore 
acquiring perfect wings, or whether 
they are descendant* of bird* which 
hud once such wings, but which lmvo 
become degraded by want of use. In 
the absence of puloantologicnl evi­
dence it is difficult to decide this
(mint. The complcto structure of tho 
bony framework of thu ostrich’s wing, 
with its two distiuct daws, ruther 
point* to its direct, descent from tho 
reptilian hand, without ever having 
passed through tlm stage of a flying 
organ. The function of locomotion be­
ing entirely performed by powerfully- 
developed hind legs, und the beak 
mounted on the long flexible n«ck be­
ing sufficient for the office* commonly 
performed by hands, tho foroliinhs ap­
pear to have degenerated or disa]i- 
pearod, jiiHt n* tlie hind limbs of the 
whales disappeared when their loeo- 
motorv function* were transferred to 
the tail. Thi* view is strengthened by 
the greut light that ha* been thrown 
ou tlie origin of tho wings of thu flying 
birds by the fortnuute discovers* of‘ tlm 
Afehtroidergs of the Moh nhofen lari* 
of •)uruN*ic age, a* in this mo»t remark­
able animal, half lizard nnd half bird, 
the process of modification from hauj 
to fierfcct flying bird is dearly demon- 
stiAted.—Prof. F /o inr, in  Saturc»

again at Halltowu, on tho reverse of the 
hei.hts (hut shut in llur|>e'« Ferry on the 
Yirgiuiu side. Here we fortiM , got artil­
lery in poaitiou, and waited for General 
Kurly'* aruiv to come and attaek us. lint 
the Confederates did not want any lighting 
on that ground, for our jnsition wus 
stronger, if anything, than the famous one 
on Cemetery Hill nt Gettysburg. It was, 
in fact, a wliolo mouth later, and after 
much more maneuvering for position, that 
fhe*e armies fell together iu the deadly 
grapple of battle.

Wo undorliugs and musket-curriers won- 
deivd a great dent at the time what this 
movement to the rear mount. We learned 
afterward that Sheridan’s scouts Informed 
him that famgstreet wa^ ut baud with a 
heavv rc-cnforcemcnt for Hurly, and that 
our t teuerul did not think it priideut to risk 
a battle against unknown number*.

Thut night march of lifted! miles, from 
our (*amp near Htruslmrg beyond Winches­
ter. was a hard one. The men were wearied 
and were aroused from a sound sUep (o 
begin the marcli. <>ur movomeuts lately 
hud been so raphl that we were beyond the 
commissary, uud rations wore about ex­
hausted. iMiritig ti e stay near Ktruusburg 
many of tlio hungry soldiers had gathered 
the green corn from Die Helds, aud naturally 
become sjek by eating it. The night of this 
marcli was dark as Kgvpt; the weather was 
close and sultry: uml to lluish and round 
tip the chccrlessncKN of the situation, a 
dri/.zling ruin fell most of the night.

Many individual adveutuios occurred 
thut night. Gnc of the most iutcrestiug 
wax that of William Shaw, a private iu oue 
of the infantry regiments.

Shaw was a good soldier, and hud uever 
before fallen out on the march, however 
painful or exhausting. Hut not more than 
six miles had been passed when be found 
that he was likely it  full in his truck* fiom 
tdckueiH and exhaustion. He thought that 
n short rest would relieve him. so thut be 
could overtake th* rcglmrd again; so, with­
out speaking to hi* captain, he steuiied 
out to tho s do of the road uud threw him­
self down on tb" ground.

)u two minute* U  was sound asleep, lie 
slept so long that It was almost daylight 
when he awoke. The army was uuwhero 
to be soeu; every vestige of it bud passed 
by. lie took up hi* musket uud started 
again. Hut he was still weak uml weary, 
uud by the time the sun wa* up he found 
that he could go no farther, lie Mopped at 
a small lumsu a little way buck from the 
wood uml knocked. Ills canteen was 
euiigy, uud he thought that he could at 
leoat get a drink of the cold spriug water 
of the Valley.

Fenders, Iwaring tho horses, osten­
sibly for Colonel Htroight's expedition, 
preceded and followed the transports, 
some of which landed at I 'umborland 
Iron Works and nt Dover, sevon miles 
below, to unload supplies for the troop* 
destined, as was learned at n Inter dny. 
to destroy the Confedernte works nnd 
stores ut Home, Go.

When Colonel Ktmight's (•ommnnd 
had gathered a large ttumlwr of mules, 
etc., Indulging to Messrs, Woods, 
Yeatmsn A Co., who owned Cmnlwr* 
land Iron Works, it took the route for 
Fort Henry, on the Tennessee Hiver, 
whore transports were awaiting tolmar 
it up that stroum to a point nearer to 
Home, its final destination, os after­
ward upimured.

On learning thut the transports were 
heeded up stream from Fort Henry sn 
express was immediately sent to Gen­
eral Forrest, and the same information 
was forwarded, at s moro leisurely gait, 
to Hpring Hill.

On receiving this information, Gen­
eral Forrest, who had been skirmish­
ing will) a Foderal force In tho vicinity 
of Florence, sent a party to oheerve 
Colonel Streigbt's movements until his 
objective was developed.

In s few days he was advised that 
Colonel Htreight hod disembarked hi* 
forces, which, mounted on the best 
horses, was hurryiug across the coun­
try.

Believing that Colonel Straight's ob­
ject was to penetrato and lay waste the 
country, comparatively unprotected to 
the south and west, General Forrest 
took steps to intercept 1dm, or to press 
Idin so closely as to prevent tho thor­
ough accomplishment of his work of 
destruction.

Mo, appearing to he beaten in the 
contest before him, General Forrest 
gathered up all his forces, including 
all details for scout and other duty 
which woro within call, and set out “to 
capture that felle:, or to run him down 
to tho Dry Tnrtugas."

Io a short time tho pursuit was be­
gun iu real earnest, the men entering as 
heartily into the chase as did their un­
tiring commander.

But “a stern chase" is proverbially 
ua long chase," and boro the hoys had 
the fullest verification of the old saw, 
for two days and nights elapsed before 
they were near enough to the enemy 
to discover, from various unmistakable 
signs, that he was not far in advance.

The chose now Imearno furious, and 
wo scarcely spent tho time required for 
makiug coffee and cooking other food, 
around tho (stnp-ffro; for, nuw that 
Colonel Ht: eight's motives dawned up- 
ou us, every nervo was bent to thwart 
his project*.

Nor was it long tx>fore the paco be­
gun to tell upon the horses in both 
commsuds. Especially was this the 
case with the horses ridden by tho en­
emy, ns they were not inured to forcod 
marches, tirade on empty stomachs, as 
woro to some degree our horses.

Ou reaching Blue liiver we were 
much clragriucil to discover that the 
enemy lrad crossed before us and had 
tired the bridge, the timbers of which 
woro falling into tho stream when tho 
main body of onr already deploted force 
arrived.

At this juncture a Miss W*— ,whose 
parents resided in the vicinity, came to 
our rescuo and offered to pilot the 
General to a ford but a short ilistancee 
above.

This offer was gladly accepted, and 
wo crossed the stream in tho faco of a 
battery placed by tlio enemy to inter­
rupt our march.

Forcing the passage, wo compelled 
tho tirtillery to vacato thoir position, 
and wore soon in full chase, sweeping 
aside small detachments left by the 
enemy to retard our pursuit of the 
main force.

I t now became of tho most vital im­
portance that we should close with the 
enemy at the earliest moment, for our 
command had dwindled down to a mere 
handful.

Tho enemy felt the necessity of press­
ing on, and if possible to gain a few 
hours in which tuo work of destruction 
might bo completed. So ho burr ed on, 
every short distance being markod by 
a spent horso or some other evidence 
of uis mad ride; while the route passed 
over by Forrost was marked by dead 
horses and—sleeping troopers!

Our force was now' reduced to about 
seven hundred men, and, if the chase 
continued, we could not hope to reach 
Homo with more than one-half of that 
uumlmr—a force much too small to 
copo with Colonel ,Straight's sixteen 
hundred under ordinary circumstances.

But we reflected that tho enemy had 
no means of learning accurately how 
rapidly our force was being disinte­
grated; and we pressed on, trusting 
that a demonstration woifld be made h r 
the militia, home guards, etc. (which 
we knew would repair to tho defenses 
in front of Homo), whereby the enemy 
would bo delayed until we came up 
with him.

AU this time scouts from Home 
warned Colonel Mtreight that he might 
expect iu his front a hostile force of 
some strength, uo matter how inade­
quate it might be to do more than an­
noy him; aud he felt that it behooved 
him to move with the utmost circum­
spection, for but a small mistako now 
would be the undoiug of him,

In the meantime many of Colonel 
Htroight's command, singly and In twos 
and throes, had boon picked up at the 
farm house*.

All of them claimed inability to 
"keep up,” as there were no extra 
horses with the command; and that 
tlio couutry people had at last learned 
of their approach, and had "run off 
everything nut a few cows—and you 
know, ('aptaiu, wo can't ride cows.” 

These prisoners were left in charge 
of such membors of our own commaud 
as eould "not keep up nor ride cows,” 
we feeliug assured that if our boya did 
go to sleep, their prisoners were too 
much jaded to attempt to retraco the 
paths over which they hud reached this 
section of country, aud eould be picked 
up on our return toward the Tennessee 
liiver.

Colonel Htreight was at last brought 
to a stand by tue appearance of a for­
midable array of men-at-all-arma In bis 
front, as well a* a heavy pressure by 
our decimated troop in his rear.

Here i ieuersl Forrest plsyod one of 
h:« boldest games; for, keeping his 
force well in band, he sent forward a 
flag and demanded Colonel Htreight’* 
surrender; and upon receiving de­
murrer from the gallant Colonel, the 
General gave orders for such disposi­
tion of his Imaginary regiments as 
would coniplotely surround tile enemy 
and eut oflr all lmim of escape.

Believing that fie was surrounded by 
a largely superior force, Colonel 
Htreight surrendered, and was escorted 
into Lome by tho remnant of Geuora! 
Forrest's command, not more titan four 
hundred troops, all told.

Tims wiw a daring scheme, brilliant 
iu (oucopton, thwarted on tho very 
threshold of success, by a combination 
of circumstances, I t  is a difficult mat* 
ter for a force to be moved hurriedly 
through ail enemy's country, more 
particularly if a Forrest pursues.

( olonel Htreight wus much morti­
fied ut bring compelled to stirnuider 
to a force so small compared to his 
own; but be hud tho satisfaction <>f 
kuowing thut he lrad dono his host, 
and tlio munlincks to acknowledge 
that ho had boon outridden and out- 
gencralcd.—CkUmgo Ltd'jtr.

Should he, how­
ever, outlive hi* brother, he will be* 
c9tto Lord Suckville. Winn Lord 
Boaconstleld created Mortimer Sack- 
viilo, fhon a inrumiuent conxcrativc 
member of tlu* House of f'omm >n», u 
t»or under the title of Lord Kackvillc, 
U  Imd a special act of remainder 
passed bv which his brother Lionel was 
uisdo heir to the title.

After the dethronement of Louis 
Philippe in '-IN, the French lhpuldie 
sent here os its minister Mujor Pous­
sin, who had sorved in our engineer 
corps, lie  thought that Mr. Webster, 
titan Secretary of State, was backward 
in acknowledging the new Government, 
and culling ou him ono day, u*ked 
whether the I'mted States intended to 
rocognixo the new* republic.

"Sir,” said Mr. Webster, gazing nt

United State* Iravo iu turn recognized 
the llourbons, tho Republic, the Con­
stitutional Monarchy, and now-----”

Enough! enough!” exclaimed Pous­
sin, as if convinced thut if'half of these 
precedents were followed tlio desired 
recognition would take place.

"And now,” Mr, Webster went on to 
say, "I think wo cun consider the pro­
priety of acknowledging tlio Govern­
ment you so ably represont."

Gen. Edward F. Jlenlo, known among 
his friends ns "Nod” Beale, Iras led a 
most romantic life since bis birth in 
1822. Flu is a grandson of that ohl na­
val hero, Commodore Truxton, of tho 
Constcllniion, through tho Commo­
dore's beautiful daughter, Emily Trux­
ton. lie  is a son of Paymaster Beale, 
United States Navy, and himself en­
tered the navy iu 1842 from the Naval 
Academy. In tlio military operations 
in California he distinguished himself, 
and in 1847 Commodore Stockton de­
tailed him as bearer of official dis­
patches to Washington announcing the 
conquest of California. This honor w as 
oonferred "in consequence of heroic 
conduct in volunteering to leave Gen. 
Kearney's camps, surrounded by tho 
enemy, to go to tho garrison at Han 
Diego for assistance and relief for tlm 
suffering soldiers.” His brother officers 
for this service voted him a sword of 
honor and epaulettes, and petitioned 
the Governnmnt for his promotion.

Having resigned at tue end of the 
war, he served as Huperintemhut of 
Indian Affairs in New* Mexico and Cali­
fornia, and upon retiring wuh presented 
with a service of plate by thoso under 
him for bis efforts iu tho cause of "In ­
dian civilization consistent with the 
spirit of philanthropy and crowned witli 
success,” He was made Brigadier Gen­
eral to bring the wav in California to a 
close, which he did. He ran the thirtv- 
Hfth parallel from tho Mississippi 
River to tho Pacific Ocean for a na­
tional highway, and reported, nt the re­
quest of the President uml Secretary 
of War, upon the feasibility of using 
camols for transcontinental transporta­
tion. President Grant appointed him 
Minister to Austria during the last year 
of his administration.

In appearunco Gen. Beale is of short, 
sinewy stature, vory dark complexion, 
w ith a closely-cut mustache ami hair al­
most white and also kept short. He 
1ms a nervous energy in hi* actions and 
movements which indicate the high 
spirit and gallantry which he ha* shown 
iu all the W’alks of life, whether iu the 
front of the assaulting column moving 
on the works of the enemy, in the 
peaceful pursuits of Imiian administra­
tion, as pathtlnder across the continent, 
a* diplomate at the court of the House 
of Hapsburg-Horraiue or iu toe man- 
agemeut of his vast lande 1 pulses dons.

Gen. Beale is <>ue of the largest 
landed proprietors in tin* United State*, 
His cattle ranch, Tojoii, embruee* 'io",. 
o**o acres, eighty mile* north of Lox 
Angeles, Cal., upon which there an* 
4","00 hood of cattle and tiuo lo rds of 
horso*. Ho has u farm of several hun­
dred acres eight mile* from Washing­
ton, where ho Iras a stud of blooded 
stock. Among these i* the eelrbrab d 
royal Arabian horso Leopard, one nf 
tlm two superb unJuiuls selected by 
Gen. Grant from the imperial *tuM, w 
at Constantinople, at tlm request of the 
Multan of Turkey, and presented to him 
Dy hits sublime majesty. Gun. Beale 
also | h>*kcim* a large estate in Chester, 
lie is very foudof horses, uml is <>ue of 
tlm Imst judges of the points of that no­
ble animal in the United Htutes.

The oquostriuu stutue of Gen. Burn­
side, purchased by the Htate of Kliodn 
Miami and by the contribution* of her 
citizens, is said by those who have seen 
it to Ira one of the nicest works of art 
in this couutry. It i* almost colossal 
In size, and represents "(tld Burniu” 
as Commander-in chief of the Army of 
the Potomac, seated on u strong and 
graceful hor»e,aboitt sixteen hand* high, 
with all its feet planted on the grotnid. 
Tho rider is slightly turned iu the Mid­
dle, earnestly looking, with rein* in the 
left hand aiul tldd-gU** in the right, 
ns if watching the movements of troops 
in motion. Tlm faco is remarkably 
xtriking and life-like, preserving tlm 
identity of tho soldier to a wonderful 
degree. It was designed ami executed 
by Launt Thompson, and cast by the 
Henry Bernard Bronze Company of 
New York. The statue will weigh 
about ff,(MM) pounds, and its cost, with 
that of the pedestal, will he not much 
short of iP40,0"", The work reflects 
great credit ujn*n those who huve had 
the management of it, and it will runk 
as an evidence of advancing American 
art. I t  is now to be Imped that the 
people of Hhodc island will honor the 
civil associate of Gen. Bnrn*ide, Sena­
tor Henry B. Anthony, with a *tatne. 

Onu of tbo rarest collection* of unto-

graphs iu this country i* in the Depart-1 
ment of State, where the treaties and ' 
other communication* from the crowned ! 
heads of Europe, since tho Declaration , 
of Indt'pelidencc, are preserved. When 
the British burned Wa>hiugton, these 
treasures were packed in bag* and car­
ried out into the country, They now ; 
lmve u plan* in tin* magniilcent library 
of the new Department of State. In 
addition to the handwriting of the Em­
peror Napoleon, the ill-fated Marie 
Antoinette, crazy George 111., Alexan­
der of UusHta, and several Oriental sov­
ereigns,, arc many American state pa­
per*. Prominent among these are the 
private papers of George Washington, 
mi l a volume which relates entirely to 
the capture, trial, and execution of Ma­
jor Andre. There i* the letter which 
that brave young man wrote to Gen. 
Washington the night Irafore, as he 
says, “1 am to swing upon a gibbet," 
aud there is also a letter from the trai­
tor, Benedict Arnold, win* inform* 
Gen, Washington that, having the in- 
tcrcxt of hi* beloved country at In art, 
he can no longer serve the American 
army. With these autographs arc 
many souvenir* ot distinguished indi­
viduals, including the war sword of 
Gen. Jackson, which lie hroko iu a tit 
of j •assion, ami which wu* rudely 
mended by tli«- camp blacksmith.

•loltu 1'. Ilale was a most iueorriglde 
w ag, and lie delighted in making Sena­
tor Foote of Mississippi, who iu ail un­
guarded moment had threatened to 
lmng him as au abolitionist, a butt for 
hi* jokes, " iii1 day, after a visit b> 
New York, Senator Foote came smil­
ingly in and took hi* seat at his desk, 
rather astonishing the other Senators, 
us his previously bald pate was covend 
by a line, curly, black wig. Up rose 
Mr. Hale, uud demanded a special 
committcu to examine the credentials 
"of the youthful upstart who Imd as­
sumed Senator Foote's likeness ami 
chair.”

There was a 
round of applause.

Wren* and Bluebird* Fighting.
The bluebird* early took posse-sion, 

and in dune tlioir first brood bad flow n. 
Tho wrens had la-cu hanging around, 
evidently with an eye ou th • place— 
such little comedies may be witnessed 
anywhere- nnd now’ vory naturally 
thought it wus their turn. A day or 
two alter the young bluebirds had 
flown 1 noticed some line, dry grass 
clinging to tlm entrance of the cavity, 
a circumstance which I understood a 
few* moments later, when tlio wren 
rush' d by mo into tho c >\vrnf a small 
Norway spruce, h*»tly pursued by tlio 
mate bluebird. It was a brown streak 
and a blue streak pretty eh hj together.

his bed and bedding being pitched out 
of doors, nnd had thercu]ion given the 
wren to understand in the most em­
phatic manner thut he hi d no intentions 
of vacating the premises so early in the 
xcusou. Day after ila.v, for more ihun 
two weeks, the m rio bluebird hud to 
clear hi* premh-o* of tlu^o intruders. 
It occupied much of his time and not a 
little ot miuc, as I sat with a hook in a 
sumtm r house near by, laughing at hi* 
pretty fury and spiteful onset. On two 
occasion* tho wr< u rushed under the 
chair in which I sat, and a streak of 
blue lightning almost flashed iu my 
face. One day, just us I had passed 
the tree in which tlu  < uvity was pldeel, 
I heard tho wren soreum dcHnenitelv; 
turning, I saw the little vagul) <nd fall 
into the grass with the wrathful blue­
bird fairly upon him. Th ‘ latter hud 
returned just iu lime to catch him, and 
was evidently hunt on punishing him 
well. But in tin1 s piuhblc in the grass 
the wren escaped and took refuge iu 
the friendly evergreen. The bluebird 
paused for a moment with outstretched 
wing* looking for tlm fugitho, then 
flew uw uy. A score of time* during Hie 
month of dune did 1 see the wren tax­
ing every energy to got away from tlio 
Iduebird. He would dart into the stone­
wall, under tho th or of tlm sunimer- 
hoti*p, inti the weeds—anywhere to 
hide his diminished head. The blue- 
bird with hi* bright emit looked like a 
policeman in uniform in pur-uit of some 
wicked, ru»ty little street gamin. Gen­
erally the favorite house of refuge of 
the wren wa* a little spruce, into wiiieh 
their p usiior made no attempt to fol­
low them.
