Tho whale ia, without question, tho 

very largest animal in tho world. 
There are several varieties, and some 
of them attain immnneo sizo. The 
common, or right whale, so-called, is 
the moat numerous. The sperm whale, 
while not so large, is more valued, 
because of its oil and hone; tbo quality 
excels all others in its fineness. The 
finback whale is tho most dangerous 
and loss valuable than tho others; 
there are, eo far a t I  havo learned, only 
throe varieties of these monstrous sea 
inhabitants. The sizo of the whalo is 
generally siioken of, and is not always 
oorreet Kotno represent them of 
enormous length. Some leas inclined 
to tho marvelous say they never exceed 
a hundred foot, but my experience is 
from both seeing and inquiring of old 
whalemen, that a right whale never ex­
ceeds one hundred fret in length; tho 
s|iernt whale alsiut ninety foet, and the 
finback nover over seventy-five feet. I 
never witnessed a whale measured, yet, 
I  have Heou many of each kind. I am 
certain that sixty fret is a good average. 
The whalo, whoti dis|M>rlitig u|w»n tho 
sea surfsco, gives tho impression that 
tho fish is of immense projiortiotis, but 
ilium getting near ami measuring with 
the eye carefully it is plain to lie seen 
tliut, seldom, indeed, are they over fifty 
feel. It is tho floundering manner iu 
which they swim that makes the inex­
perienced think the proportions so 
great.

Tho whalo is, of all other animals, 
singularly conatrui'tod. The mouth is 
of |H‘culiar structure, and when oinmed 
it is fully six to nine fret wide. In tho 
right whale there ure no teeth, hut hugo 
m  the animal is the gullet, vg throat, 
is not two inches wide. From this nar­
row formation of the throat it may bo 
implied that its food is of a very dimin­
utive kind. Such is reully the fact, for 
it derives its food, or subsistence, from 
tho millions of the small inhabitant* of 
the deep ocean.

Tho method by which whalemen dis­
tinguish the variety of tho whalo is by 
the apout. The common, or right, 
has two Hpout holes, while the sperm 
has but one. Thu finback ha* only one. 
but its spout is iu tho front of tho‘head, 
while the otliors are considerably uearer 
the body. Thu difl'erciieo is also ex- 
plained hy the manner iu which they 
spout the water. Only the sperm whalo 
has teeth, und these are iu the lower 
jaw ami in two rows.

Tho whale ia sridom met with in mid 
ocean, or, rather, in tropical latitudes; 
but in tho extreme north us well as the 
extreme south ocean, they are found in 
great iimnherH. I do not propose to 
nay anything about the capturing and 
cutting up aud taking in ou board of 
the whale, us I  never was engaged in 
this kiml of duty, but will add that the 
lifo of a whaleman is, or was, one of tho 
most dangerous, aud, at tho same time, 
most exciting professions imaginable. 
Only in skillful hands can be averted 
the destruction of man and bout, ami 
sometimes, indeed, of tho ship it sol f.

I  once when near the Falklaml Is­
lands witnessed a square fight between 
five friats' crews of tho whale ship 
Monsoon, of Xcwbury|)ort,and a school 
of sperm whales. Only that things 
became so dangerous prevobted us from 
seeing it o u t The whalos however, 
had smashed to atoms two of the boats, 
when we deemed it prudent to Bail off 
some distunce; hut the whalemen, us 
ufturwurd we met, conquered and 
secured no less than seven of good 
sized HjH>rmac6ti whales and fortunately 
lost none of the crow.

The Captain of the whaler Gardiner 
signaled to us to leave the whaling 
grouml, foariug the wliules might give 
us a blow with their flukes, as he said 
the old "hulls" wore desperately mad. 
Wu loft not because of the signal—as 
we did not understand i t—hut fo'causo 
the place was “too hut" as Captain 
Buker rcmarke<L When a whalo be­
comes furious from an attack or in 
defending itself from the murdor* 
oils harpoon of the w halemen -and thoy 
always mean business—the whalo sink* 
to the bottom or dowu a groat depth, 
coming on and up in a perpendicular 
manner in the water. Its bulky hood 
will rise up high in the air, with its 
huge jaw, wide ami shaft-like, open, its 
IHHidurous fiiikos Happing anti slashing 
the water into a white foam* .lust thou 
it is liest to lie as far off oa it is cou 
vuniont to got, unless you are enlisted 
for the war. The scone, us viewed from 
the duck of the Montezuma, was grand, 
if not appalling. I t  was, indeed, a real 
nautical tournament, a tilt bet ween mun 
sod God'a greatest of animal formation*

Then transfer it to a 
glass fruit jar, in the bottom of which 
you bare placed two ounces of allspice, 
coarsely ground, and as much stick 
cinnamon, broken coarsely. This may 
stand now for six weeks, closely cov­
ered, when it is ready for the perma­
nent jar, which may be as pretty 
as your ingonuity can devise or 
your means purchase. Thoso with 
double covers aro the bosk and very 
pretty ones in the blue and white 
.Japanese ware—I  believe tho dealers 
call it kaaga—holding over a quart, 
can 1>e bought for seventy-five cents.

Have ready ono ounco each of cloves, 
allspice, cinnamon and mace, all
ground (not lino), one ounco of orris 
root bruised and shredded, two ounces 
of lavender flowers, and a small quan­
tity of any other sweet-scented dried 
llowors or herbs; mix together and 
put into tho jar in alternate layors with 
tho rono stork, and a tow drops of oil 
of roso gorauiuiu or violet, and pour 
over the whole one-quarter pint of good 
cologne.

This will last for years, though from 
timo to timo you muy add a little laven­
der or orange (lower water, or any nico 
perfume, ami some kcubohs a few fresh 
roso potato. You will derive a satis­
faction from the luhor ouly to bo esti­
mated by tho happy owners of similar 
jars.

Ladies in tho country might find it 
profitable to prepare tho rose stock for 
city customers.—Milwaukee Sentinel.

Killing lleef for Hebrews.
As is woll known, the Israelites aro 

very particular as to the use ol butch- 
or's meat, which, in order to bo “kosher" 
—/. e., to comply with the ritual re­
quirements—ought only to be taken 
from ammuls that are killed not only 
in tho jtrosonco of, but by, a person ot 
tho fiuth, specially appointed for the 
imrpoitc. Complaints in this rospect 
huve been of fie.jtiout occurrence, many 
butchers or dealers of game ami fowl 
ottering their Jewish clients "unclean” 
most. At n recent trial of this kiud 
in Ferlin the rabbi of tho principal 
synagogue was called upon tho stand 
aud testified as follows: “The Mosaic 
law requires that the Jew butcher be a 
person of good reputstiou and morals, 
and, after undergoing an examination 
by the rubbi, should ouly exercise his 
particular function on tho strength of 
a certificate. One ol tho tests of his 
fitness for the place consists in promptly 
resharpening a knife which tho rabbi 
lias purposoly planted. During tho act 
of butchering he hus to say certain 
prayers; he must see that tlio blood 
falls upon ashes or pout, und, abovo 
all tilings, he must avoid being touched 
by ony one while in tho act, this in it­
self rendering the slaughtered animal 
unclean. Ho is required to put his seal 
upon tho carcass, giving the duto on 
which the animal is killed. No Israid- 
ite is permitted to eat fowl which has 
boon killed moro than three days be­
fore,’’— furl* American JieylHkr.

Having hit upon a plan he first watched 
the animals and fonnd that when they 
mode a raid and retired they retreated 
to the woods almost invariably along 
ono particular line of fence. Having 
learned this foot, Coroner covered the 
top n i l  of that line of fence with tar, 
putting on a heavy coat. This ho did 
in tho evening, and in the morning 
when ho vent .to the field he taw a 
long line of squirrels rnnning along 
tho fence toward the woods. They 
succeeded in clearing the fence, but 
when they struck tho woods the leaves 
and sticks stuck to their feet so badly 
that they could not climb the trees nor 
ran very far oven on the leaves.

The re-eutranco of Senator Sherman 
into tho field of presidential candidates 
recalls a story which possesses the 
merit of being true.

would be too late to repair the error. 
The operator wrote out the bogus tele­
gram, copied and enveloped it, and 
handed it to a boy to be delivered to 
Sherman's manager — and then his 
nerve failed. He called the boy back 
and tore tho dispatch up.

An amusing feature of tho present 
Amoricun craze iu London is tho 
development of British throe-card 
monto sharps. They ply their trade on 
all the great lines running out of Lon­
don, usually selecting Americans os 
their victims.

For thousands of yours ami until the 

Invention of guni>owdor the sword waa 
the chief weapon used in battle. A 
collection of tho iwonls of all ages 
and all nations would bo of extreme in­
terest, I t  would embrace the stone 
swords of the American aborigines, 
pointed aud double edged, twenty-two 
inches long in the blade, which was 
with marvelona skill wrought from a 
flint stone, and of which ono of the 
most inagnifleont specimen* extant is in 
the fine private inuscnm of Dr. Joseph 
Jones, of this city. Thera would bo 
ale? tho bronze sword of the oarly 
Greeks and of tho Teutonic raoes; the 
abort, stout sword of the Somalia, with 
ita double-edged blade nineteen inches 
long of steel tempered by CeltiberisD 
smiths,carried to Italy from the Spanish 
poniusula; prominent would be tho 
long two-handed swords of England in 
the time of Bicbard the Lion, with 
blades nearly five feet long, Ike wca|mo 
being slung to the back and drawn 
over tho left shoulder. The sword of 
Bichard naturally suggests the scimitar 
of Saladin with iteH am aacai blade 
curved Uko the crescent it so ably 
fought for. Such a collection would 
not be complete without tbe sword of 
the South Sea Islander, made of wood, 
ita edgo set with sliark’s  teeth or 
splinters of obsidian in serrated rows, 
terribly formidable when used Ufon 
the naked body of a foe.

The sword represents so much war, 
history, and romance that it brings up 
an endless array of interesting ami im­
posing events. All the early ]>eople 
used a shield to repel attacks with the 
■word, but after the Middle Ages the 
a rt of fencing, probably derived from 
India, was developed to such a degree 
that the * shield could be dispensed 
with, and tho sword became both sword 
and shield. All the readers of the in­
comparable romances of Alexander 
Dumas will remember tho phenomenal 
fencing of the celebrated guardsmen.

The Orientals are the only i>eop!e 
who specially sharpen their swords. 
Their curved blades, made as keen as 
razors, are torribly formidable to men 
not protected by steel armor. Iu  the 
celebrated trial of skill between the 
English King and the Saracen Snltau, 
as related by the immortal Waltor 
Scott, tho English champion by main 
force cleft helmets and ehopjted 
through at ono blow an iron mace, while 
the Saracen, with hi* koen blade, cut 
through shreds of silk gauze as they 
floated through the air. In regard to 
tho nse of sharp blades for weapons, 
it is possible that tho partiality of tho 
American negro for a razor is due to 
the presonce of the Oriental passion 
for kcen-blsded swords. I t  has also 
been suggested in this connection that 
the razor, except where special statutes 
on the subject exist, not being con­
sidered a weapon, could be carried 
without suspicion or hindrance, hence 
its uso by the negro. A correspondent 
from India, writiug to tho kngUnh 
Mechanic on the wonderful sword 
practice with sharp blades, sayB:

“Tho quiet dweller in Europe will 
scarcely believe the prodigies per­
formed in Bword-cuttfug' by these 
coarse, ill-looking bits of curved metal, 
costing frequently no more than Is  (Id 
to 2s. I  had shot numerous wild 
beasts when I  wax told by an expert 
that my hunting education was very 
defleieut, os I  could not handle a 
scimitar to stop my game. I  was told 
to exercise continually on a pillar of 
soft clay, and thus acquire the drawing 
cut at the proper part of the blade; 
then on a pillar loosely stuffed with 
cotton; then on a newly-killed wildcat 
or jackal, kneaded previous to the 
practice by tbe feet of a heavy man 
till the carcass became a loose, soft 
mass; then on a great pond carp, a fish 
clad with heavy, horny scales, like 
clastic mail—considered as A1 feat to 
test man and sword. My first trial at 
thin experiment resulted in a triplo 
fracture of the good blade, sundry 
scales flying in the air, uncut, only dis­
lodged; then the artistic tour de force 
at pai>er coues placed on a table, and 
muslin thrown up to a height-all 
maimer of strange and difficult tasks, 
which being only ornamental, I 
eventually forsook for the useful and 
more easy decapitation of fierce quad­
rupeds, beginning with a wounded wild 
liog of full growth, aud on essaying 
the sloping stroke bohind the ears, 
sweeping off tho head neatly, that im­
portant part dropping between the 
forefeet. Not long before I  hud seen 
a bold young Ghooraka dismount from 
liis elephant, leaving it standing to 
await his return, and follow on foot 
alone an immense boar ho hod wounded 
with his rifle. On nearing the power­
ful brute, it champed its foamy tusk to 
cliurgo. He drow his kokre (or Nepau- 
lose sword), aud as it sprang at him 
the blade was buried across piggy’s 
back, all but severing him in two 
parts."

Tho sword in modern warfare ia get­
ting to lie a mere budge of office, and a 
proposition is said some timo ago to 
nave been mode to strip the infantry 
officer in the French army of his sword 
uud give 1dm something to shoot with. 
Thu manufacture of swords nil over 
the world is represents] to liavo de­
clined visibly, and it is stated that 
there is not iu tho United States to-day 
a single establishment where sworll 
blades are made, unlcra it may be tlmt 
sabres for the cavalry are manufac­
tured iu tbe United States armory at 
Springfield, Mass.

Along a Dutch Canal.
To follow out tho Uao of a  canal la 

to see a continuous picture—now it is a 
blue ribbon through the groon of tho 
fields, again a small village ia passed, 
the brows hulls aud queer sails of the 
caaal-boate aro continually composing, 
and at Its close you glide into a sleepy 
old town, every inch of which le an 
artutio treasure, deepens! and har­
monized, ae are all its colon, by tbe 
humidity of tho atmosphere. With 
the exception that they ore broader, 
the rivers present similar pieturesquo 
qualities to the canals—the same low- 
lying batiks, fringed with willowa. tho 
same boats; indeed, one month of tbe 
iihine is but a  canal in Holland. Near 
tho sea, on some of tbe moro important 
rivors, a singularly beautiful effect ia 
produced by tho large cities U{xm 
them, with shipping lying at their 
quays, and the broad, mirror-like sur­
face of the water reflecting and 
doubling all the beauties of color 
present. How blue ia this water, re­
peating tho cloud-forma iu the skies, 
thrown into prominence by the vivid 
green on the hanks and the reds ami 
browns of tho cities in the back­
ground!

Zooland, surrounded by large rivers 
which seek the sea through it in 
myriadB of canals and ditches, gives a 
peculiarly Dutch landscape—the roads, 
hanked up, crossing tho streams by 
bridges whose arch, high enough to 
permit tho passage of a canal-boat, 
often frames the most charming bits; a 
windmill; a few old houses irregular in 
liuc, tho brown-yollow of their roof- 
tiles and bricks enhanced by tho glad 
blue of tho sky and sunligut-grecu of 
the fields.

How to Start Bulky Horsts.
Good authorities on tho horse agree 

that a balky horse should never be 
whipped or abused in any manner. 
One writer says: “If he won't go, let 
him stand still and think it over. He 
will very ofteu think better of it, ami 
after a few momenta reflection and a 
few tosses of his head go ou of his owu 
accord; or, if this does not answer, get 
oat of the wagon aud pat him und talk 
to him kindly. Sometimes it is well to 
loosen a strap or start a buckle. I 
have known the mere act of uncheck­
ing and rechecking the animal to au- 
swer the purpose and stop a determin­
ation to resist. For this same reason 
an apple or a bunch of grass from the 
roadside, or a handful of oats, or a few 
kernels of corn will often accomplish 
what an hour’s beating could never ef­
fect. If the above duos not start him

1>ut the horse on the neck, examine 
dm carefully, first one side then tho 

other; if you can get a handful of gruss 
give it to him and speak encouragingly 
to him. Then jump into tho wagon 
and give tho word go, und he will gen­
erally go.

2. Taking the horse out of the shafts 
and turning him around in a circle 
nntil ho is giddy will generally start 
him.

3. Take a couple of turnB of stout 
twine around the fore legs just below 
the knees, tight onough for the horse 
to feel it; tie in a bow knot; at tho 
first click he will probably go dancing 
off! After going a short distance you 
can get ont and remove the string to 
prevent injury to the tendons.

4. Tako tho tail of the horse between 
the hind logs and tie it by a cord to the 
saddle-girth.

5. Tie a string around the horso's 
car close to the head; this will divert 
his attention and start him.

Sugar is sliamefully adulterated.
(Iccusionully sugar goes up so high as to 
produce a slight increase iu the price 
of sand.

Doubtless nomn of our renders have 
heard or read of milk being adulterated. 
Not long since a milkman drank houio 
of liis own milk, and according to the 
uutopHv his death was caused by water 
on the bruin.

There are several modes of deceiving 
the public with coffee. Ono is to sub­
stitute peas. There aro a great many 
p’s in pejiper, but not half us many as 
(here are in coffee.

Eure Italian olive oil consumed in 
tho United States is manufactured in 
Chicugo, the essential ingredients be­
ing lard, which, it is fair to presume, 
has been previously adulterated.

Now, aay that breakfast lime is 7 ' 

o'clock. I t  takes n (nil hour atterwurd 
before H is safe to interfere w ith the 
nervous energy cssoutial to digestion. 
By 10 o'clock a healthy person ought to 
he iu good condition for work. At 
about 11 o'clock the air out of doors - 
roaches the highest point of purity, or, 
in other words, due oxygon in the 
atmosphere is approaching tho maxi­
mum. I t continues in this state until 1 
o'clock p, m.

1 
am convinced tlmt there ought te bo on. 
interval of at least seven hour* l>et ween 
tho two meals of the day. If there 
must be a brief rest from lulK>r at uoon 
it w ill be found healthier to do any­
thing elae than eat and drink.

Nature is quicker to forgive tho mis­
take of sleeping, bathing, or walking 
too much than tho fault of oppressing 
tiio whole man w ith annouecessary load 
of food. The theory that the stoumch 
demands something to sustain it after a 
few hours from thu last time it took 
food i* a* wild os that a horse should 
bo put to worfi iu a very little while 
after it haa hud hard service.

Tho stomach is not dojmndent upon 
work for its health, except as, of course,, 
it and thu whole body must have the 
blood made from its 'digested food; but 
this blood does not need replenishing 
so often as is supposed, considering 
that it remains in the system uud con­
tinues au endless circuit *

Disease is occasioned by tho over- 
fatigtte of the digestive system, just as 
overwork kills the horse. Many per­
sons of mature judgment obtain relief 
from bodily troubles by fasts of three 
days. I  have often tried this experi­
ment, find kavo always found tlmt the 
stomach gains in tone. 1 have even 
done the seven-day fast, studying und 
working tho whole time, and believe it 
did mo good.

Fasting for long |>eriod* has to bo 
done intelligently or it may do more 
harm tltuii good. I  can fully appreciate 
the danger of advising any particular 
course of action outside the lino beyond 
which everyday people should go; but • 
there is good ground for advising them 
to become accustomed to two meals.

To break ofl* the habit of outing the 
; noon meal it only requires about four 

days' persistent fasting. After that the 
craving for food will W omo more ami 
more moderate, and ultimately disap­

To one who was in active service 
Almost four years, there was something 
in the diming scenes of the war, in and 
about Washington, that powerfully 
stirred tho dramatic side of the soldier’s 
nature, Many thousands of the vet* 
crans who were there will read this 
•ketch; and while it tells them nothing 
new, they may feol that their comrade 
has conferred a favor by reminding 
them of incidents, dimmed by distance 
of time, and perhaps forgotten, which 
attended tho "wind-up at Washington."

On the morning of April 15th, 1*65, 
oar division was at Summit Point, Vir* 
ginia, midway between Harper's Ferry 
and Winchester. The war seemed 
about over, and here wore, iwrbaps, 
eix thousand soldiers who felt that 
they had done their share, and were 
impatient to bo released.

The spot was a magnificent one. The 
meadows and woodland slojied gently 
away fiom a high ridge, giving a pros* 
pect for miles. ( )n the high ground was 
tho mansion of Mr. Willis, au obstinate 
secessionist, whore the General had 
taken up his quarters. Our staff-tents 
were in the yard, and the camps of the 
infantry dotted the slopes pleasantly 
with white tents. Near by was the 
railroad from Harper’s Ferry to Ste­
venson, near Winchester.

Old Willis—for 1 must affirm that 
even after the lapse of twenty-two 
years J can’t  speak with auy respect of 
a man who had not learned through 
four years of war that the United 
States was just what Ood always meant 
it  to be—one eouutry—Old Willis, I  
•ay, was in a high state of mind during 
tho two wooks that we occupied his 
property, aud must have been thankful 
when we left him. The truth is, his 
farm was well* fenced, and a large flock 
of sheep was grazing in the 
meadows. Itaila and muttouf Ho 
knew little about soldiers, if he 
thought thev could he kept away 
from such things. Half a dozen times 
a day ho came to the General, his fat 
face quivering with rage, to report that 
some Yaukee soldier had earned off a 
fence-rail or a fat lamb; and then the 
General would issue stern orders 
•gainst all auch depredatious, and not 
trouble himself vory much about en­
forcing them.

On the morning of April 15 I  walked 
over to tuy regiment and went into the 
Colonel's tent. A group of officers 
stood aud sat about, silent, sorrowful, 
some of them actually tearful.

"What is it?* 1 asked.
"Don't you know? President Lin­

coln was assassinated last night at 
Washington."

There may be pons that could de­
scribe the woeful scenes in those camps 
during the next few days; mine cannot. 
The blow fell nowhere with more stun­
ning force than in the army. The sol­
diers loved him; many of them hod 
seen him and heard his kind, quaint 
•jiocoh. They mourned for him as for 
a  father. They thronged the out-door 
religious services that were held to ex* 
press the universal sorrow at the ho 
rcavement, and joiued fervently in the 
prayers aud hymns.

Soon after came tho order for the 
division to proceed to Washington with 
all lmste. We did not know what the 
occasion was, nor was it our place to 
know. As usuul, we obeyed without 
asking.

Such dispatch did we make in get­
ting to Washington that at the ltelay 
House, Ih'Iow Baltimore, wo met the 
funerul train of tho illustrious martyr, 
and our train was run oif ou a  siding 
wbile the other went by.

The great unfinished dome of (he 
Capitol came in sight; the train halted, 
the soldiers |>oured out of the ears, the 
staff were busy, and soon our long col­
umn was treading the streets of Wash­
ington, arms at "right shoulder shift," 
the banners proudly displayed, rent 
and torn by the havoc of real war, and 
the fifes and drums briakly filling the 
air with "When Johnny Comes March­
ing Home Again."

We marched out on the north aide of 
the city in front of Fort Saratoga, and 
here we learned why we had been 
brought here. The division was to 
picket a  long stretch between that fort 
and Fort Stevens. The orders wore to 
let any citizen in, bnt to allow no one 
to pass o u t For threo or four days 
this dnty was kept up, and a severe 
strain it was in the warm weather. 
Hundreds of people were turned beck 
with the sole explanation; "Yon can't 
go ont; it it  onr orders.” There 
seemed to be at least a suspicion on the 
part of the military authorities at 
Washington that the assaasiu was still 
in the city. When it wns positively 
known that lie wee not, the pickets 
were drawn in, and we had rost again 
iu a pleasant camp.

A few days later came tho day when, 
by order of the War Department, n 
hundred guns woro fired in memory of 
the illustrious dead. I t  was a deeply 
solemn ceremony. Washington was 
Completely girdled by fortifications, 
and around tho whole vust circle, in 
regular time and succession, the heavy 
guos boomed ont a nation’s sorrow lor 
tho dead.

And now Washington was a gigantic 
camp. The armies of 1)10 Fast and 
West were concentrated there, prelim­
inary to tbo final break-up, by rail, by 
steamer, Koine marching. Corjis after 
corps, division after division, poured 
in, aud were encamped everywhere in 
the suburbs, till the military popula­
tion exceeded tho civil at least thrice.

In those days the streets of the cap­
ital were thronged. I t  seemed as if 
the population of th e to  intry was be­
ing turned that way. With tho others 
came the blacklegs, the sharpers, the 
disreputable classes, the whole making 
sack a daily panorama as Pennsylvania 
avenue may not witness again. And it 
is unnecessary to say that tue shop­
keepers of Washington throve and fat­
tened, and swindled the soldiers in the 
most barefaced manner.

Tho 2:hl and 24th days of May, 
18115—tho grand review that fitly ended 
the great tragedy of four years’ war! 
I t quickens the pulse to think 0/  it.

Two hundred thousand veteran 
soldiers, tho saviors of this country, 
marching from the Capitol past the 
President's houae, with burnished arms, 
proud banners, with one incessant and 
prolmged bnrst of military music! 
The firm tread of legions of infantry, 
tho clatter of hoofs, the ramble of ar­
tillery! March, march, march!—mile 
after mile of those grand columns, hour 
after hour, for two entire days, passing 
in review before President, Cabinet, 
great General, and the Diplomatic 
Corps!

They passed in review before tho peo­
ple, too. They were there—the people 
—other hundreds of thousands of them. 
Along the avenue, from housetops to 
gutter, there was literally a mass of 
spectators, a glowing sea of faces. 
Flowers were thrown and scattered 
upon us by the ton. One rolling cheer, 
ono roar of acclamations, which was 
not allowed to pause o r fail, shook the 
air. I t  was the notion gathered to sa­
lute its soldiers. I t was the last march 
of the armiea; they proudly marched 
thence into Irstory!

Ho it all ended; and we who had been 
mercifully snared saw home again.

One of the minor incidents of the 
grand roview, which was told at the 
time, will bear repeating. A tall, 
broad-shouldered veteran, who for some 
reason was not on duty, had established 
himself in a good place to see tho 
sight, and kept his footing whilo the 
crowd wedged about him.

“Sir," said somebody behind him, 
"dou't you kuow you are directly in 
front of us?"

It was a dapper little clerk, who was 
striving to get a sight for himself and 
his girl.

The veteran turned his head, and 
contemplated him with cool disdain.

"Yes, I'm in front of you—just as I  
haw been for four years!"

There was nothiug more to be said.

A fter the Battle.

The aspect of troops of all arms of 
the service, writes Colonel J. B. Gan- 
dolfo, in 8 t. Louis Globe-Democrat, is 
very different in battle from the trim 
and neat parude appearance, but no­
where is this difference, so marked us 
in the artillery. I t was always most 
interesting to me to watch a battery 
going into action. The artillerymen 
were very careful at all times to bo 
dressed strictly in accordance with 
regulations, ami when a buttery took 
position every cannoneer looked as if 
he had just prepared himself for in­
spection. Nothing could lie neater 
and moro uniform than their aptwar- 
auce. Hat this did uot last long. 
As the fire began to get hot a jacket 
here and there would be thrown of?’; 
uext the collars would go, and often 
the shirts. The men were soon bathed 
iu perspiration, which they would 
hastily brash oil with their powder- 
blackened hands, leaving great marks 
wherever they touched themselves. 
W hen the meu began to fall and were 
carried to the rear by their comrades, 
blood stains wore added to the powder 
murks, and at the close of the fight the 
irtillerymen, so remarkable for their 
fine appearance at tya opening, pre­
sented the most horrible speetoelo that 
cau he imagined. Hut they soon re ­
moved all trace of the fray, and by the 
next day were us dean  aud neat os 
over.

An Ohio Soldier In tho Cattle

Hergeaut Mouser, of Company H, 
Fourth Ohio Volunteers, enlisted from 
Marion, Ohio, and became os brave a 
soldier as the Buckeye State turned 
out. He was the hero of several daring 
exploits during the war, one of which 
is thus related. He was once on picket 
duty under command of a lieutenant 
when information wus received of the 
presence of a body of Confederate 
cavalry in the neighborhood, their evi­
dent intout being to drivo off som< fat 
cattle that were grazing on a farm a 
few miles away.

Mouser obtained permission to go, 
asking only for a single soldier and 
the guide who had brought the in­
formation, and engaged to drive tho 
cattle in that night. Beaching the 
house of the farmer who had charge 
of the cattle just after dark, he saw a 
party of Confederate soldiers eating 
supper within. Instantly dismounting, 
he rushed in alone, and drawing his 
pistol commanded every man to keep 
his scat and finish his repast "You 
are my prisoners, ” he said, sternly* 
and called from the door, command- 
ingly, "Hergeant, station your guards 
about the house, throw out twenty 
horsemen as pickots; send in an or­
derly to report to me in person as soon 
as your orders are executed."

ment white he coolly secured their 
csrhinos, which stood in the corner. 
The single soldier outside had instruc­
tions to give his orders in a loud, im­
posing voice aud gallop about the house 
to convey tho impression that a squad 
of horsemen were on tho premises.

and worthy of such a teacher, lie

the persitdent, dull, plodding Th* 
commingling of 8nx<>n and Norman 
made the modern Englishman, with hi* 
'vecttJur might” aud hn morning <lr»m 
boat encircling tho entire gbdte. We, 
us a nation, ure one of tho results 
of that commiugUng. G ibe  
and Hastings, the conquerors of India, 
aud Wolfo, tho con jwror of North 
America, or resistor of it from tho 
sway of tho Frenchman, were exempli­
fications of the Norman spirit of domi­
nation.

Frederick the Great was a greater, 
Ikxhiuko a more permanently snoces-ful, 
militarist ami couquerortlmu Nupotoou 
Bonaparte. Ho created l ’niasia, and 
in effect the present German Empire, 
and thus put an end to the supremacy 
of tho Latin nations and of the Homan 
Church of the Continent of Europe. 
Frederick tho Great was a rutionali-d 
and an administrator of national affairs 
such os the world never saw Is'foro 
him and has never seen since. |b> wus 
a genuine king, and capable of ruling a 
nation.

nmphant over Asiatic barbarism, inya- 
tloiaro, fanaticism, and despotism. He 
established the supremacy of Europe 
or of the rational western mind ovor 
that of tho servile, mystical East on a 
firm foundation, lie  wan accompanied 
in hla brilliant transit across the vast 
continent of Asia by Greek scientists, 
who were enabled to enlarge the 
bounds of knowledge. No nation ex­
cept the primitive Hellenic nation over 
producod two such contemporaries as 
Alexander the Grout aud Aristotle, who 
is still the world’s mastor intellect in 
the realm of rellective thought. Alex­
ander iMrishcd young, but he left a 
noma which resounded throughout the 
world of his day.

80 much for tho great Greek con­
queror. His conquests, beyond a doubt, 
promoted civilization and enlighten­
m ent When ho lay dead at Babylon 
the wags of Athens said that the putre­
faction of the body of such a t>ersou- 
ality must fill the world with the odor 
of i t  Hannibal, the Carthegenian, was 
perhaps tho greatest military leader, 
the fullest of resource and strategy 
that ever lived. But he did not con­
quer Rome, because the higher powers 
play with loaded dice and would not 
suffer the seat of empire to bo trans­
ferred from rational F.uro|M) to bar­
baric Africa, whither it would have 
gone in the event of the fiual success of 
Hannibal Such a  success, as I  have 
said, was not permissible by the higher 
powers, or by that "Divinity which 
shapes our ends, rough hew them as 
we may," Europo was foreordained 
to be the seat of civilization and en­
lightenment, and such it has been 
hitherto and such it remains to the cur­
rent date. Wo are an out]>ost of 
Europe toward the sunset Possibly tho 
continent of North America may yet 
succeed to the leadership of tho human 
race, which Europe has hitherto held— 
Q uien sabct as the Spaniards say.

When we come to the namo of 
Jnlius Ciusar we are told that it is that 
of the greatest human being who ever 
Uved. However that may be, there is 
no doubt hut that he was a cardinal 
historic character. He, too, like Alex­
ander, was a man of splendid intellect, 
as the schoolboy of the present day 
knows. I t  was the genius and inde­
fatigable activity aud unparalleled 
military successes of Cicsor which 
transformed the aristocratic Republic 
of Home) with its haughty Senatorial 
oligarchy plundering and swaying the 
then world at their own will and pleas­
ure, into an imperial militarism.

The word "republic," in the sense of 
a  government of the people, by the 
people, for the people, did not belong 
to primitive Rome at a ll I t was in 
effect after the time of Sella and Marius 
governed by an oligarchy of the most 
despotic^ arrogant, and all-absorbing 
kind. Bratus, the assassin of Cicsar, 
sle w him in the interest of the oligarchy, 
and not at all in the interest of popular 
liberty. The Roman Senators wanted 
to keep on enriching themselves at the 
expense of their world. Ctcsar put an 
end to their sway, and for this men of 
their order stabbed him to death.

But Cteaar cared not to live any 
longer. He was world-weary and life- 
weary at tho ago of fifty, although his 
genius made him the foremost man of 
all tho world, an intellectual Colossus, 
indeed, who dwarfed all his contempo­
raries in brains, as well as with sword. 
Cicero, great as ho was intellectually, 
was cowed in the presence of Cu.sar. 
Henco ha hated him, and rejoiced at 
his assassination. But the namo of 
Casar ruled the world for centuries. 
Nanoloon the Little, as Victor Hugo 
called him, dreamed that he was a 
Julius Ciusar, aud could revive in 
modern Europe tho antique Roman 
Cicsarism. I t was au absurd attempt, 
and ended in a most disastrous dis­
comfiture.

Julius Ciusar was not only a great 
militarist and civilian, orator, and 
writor, but he was also Foutifox Maxi­
mus, or high priest of tho Bomau re­
ligion, of his timo, which was a mure 
ritualism. In his speech in the Kenato 
on occasion of deciding tho fate of 
Catiline, Cesar voted for the exile of 
that conspirator ou tho ground that tho 
infliction of deuth was not a punish- 
meut, because, ho said, that doath wus 
tho end of our conscious, individual be­
ing. Ho thus agreed with the Hebrew 
Ecclosiastos, who says that there is no 
knowledge, not device in the gruvo, 
whither wa are going.

Mohammed, the Arabian prophet, 
was the only conqueror of the Semitic 
race. Ho and his successors quickly 
overran with their fierce, fanatical 
legions all Northern Africa and West­
ern Asia, in fact almost the entire seat 
of primitivo civilization, and finullv 
established themselves at Constanti­
nople, from which they have not even 
yet been dislodged. Ill fact, all West- 
ern Christendom was for a time in im­
minent peril of l>oing Mohammedan- 
ized. But this wave of Aruhiun con­
quest was tho only wuve of the kiml 
Williarjof Normandy, named emphatic­
ally the Conqueror, is one of the most 
imns.'aani military personages known 
Idhfcbiyy. He wus not a Frenchman, 
out a N*:thr))uu.

Hrs. Surratt's Grave.
"Strange as it sounds," says a Wash­

ington correspondent, "one may ash a 
dozen people in Washington, anyhow, 
whero Mrs. Surratt was buried and bo 
told they ‘have really forgotten.’ or 
‘never knew.’ Vague rojjorts have 
fiitted through tho press at times that 
her remains were lying in the Potter's 
field, or that they wero given to a med­
ical collogu. Not halt tho ponplo in 
Washington kuow what disposition was 
made of them when the old arsunal 
grounds were remodeled and the bodies 
taken away. Findiug that tho bodies 
of Wirz aud Mrs. Surratt were iuterred 
at Mount Olivet, your correspondent 
went out to this beautiful home of the 
dead aud visited tho noted graves, 
about which there lias been ho much 
wild speculation Tho sexton mot tho 
inquiry for tho gruvo of Mrs. Surratt 
with a very significant smile, that he 
explained as follows:

" ‘The curiosity to see her grave would 
have kept a guide busy all the time for 
the first few yours after she was buried 
here,'said he. 'We could uot sj>eud 
time to show |»eople the grave, so wo 
used to direct them us well as wo cotdd 
and let thmu fiud it for themselves. 
There is one curious thing, though. 
No one who hus suid anything uhout it 
in print has ever been able to toll tho 
truth.’ Taking tho main roud the lot 
containing tho namo of Mrs. Surratt 
was reached, lying near and facing tho 
extreme eastern boundary of the ceme­
tery. It is the very last row of lots on 
that side of tho grounds. The lot was 
donated hy a friend, and is a large, well 
laid-out lot, and an old discarded stone 
that was taken down ho wondered what 
ho should do with. Finally an idea oc­
curred to ‘donate it t*> Mrs. Surratt/ 
It was accordingly set up at Iter grave 
us a hetidstono, the original name was 
cut off, and 'Mrs. Surratt’ inscribed 
plainly across it. it  i* un old, plain 
murblu slab, about four feet high, uud 
stands in u loaning pod!ion. The grave 
of tho keeper.of Ander.*/»nvilJo i* a 
single grave in a lot nearer to tho main 
entrance. The man who buried him is 
still employed at tho cemetery, uud us 
ho identified the grave lie kicked ot:e 
foot against a small Idoek of stone.”

From the earliest years of Queen 
Elizabeth to the latest of Queen Victoria 
England has had scarco an able states­
man who did not leave tho university 
by the time he was 20, and many of 
them left at an earlier age.

The late Lord Beacon field left the 
cloister and entered tho great world 
early, as did John Bright, mid com­
menced his political career by writing 
a book at 17, in which he predicted that 
ho would be Prime Minister.

Hamilton was in King’s College at 10; 
when 17 he made a notable address ou 
public affairs to tho citizens of New 
York; at 2d ho was entrusted with a 
most important mission to Gen. (lutes; 
was in Congress at 25, and Secretary of 
the Treasury at 22.

John Quincy Adams, at the ago of 14, 
wus secretary to Mr. Dana, then Min­
ister at the Hussiun Court; at 20 ho was 
himself Minister to Prussia; at 25 ho

A Chinese Emp<>rer oneosent an ex­

pedition to regain control of Liu-Kin, 
imt the affair wus a fttiliiro. Then 
came a period of civil war, which split 
the Island into three kingdoms, after 
which China stepped iu once more and 
exacted a tribute, which wa* regularly 
paid for five centuries. The threo 
kings of Liu-Kiu formally declared 
themselves the vassals of tho Chincso 
Emperor Hong-ou, who advised them 
to give up fighting and cultivate trade. 
A colony of tliirty-.dx Chinese families 
was sent over front I'okein, and Chinos# 
books, Chinese writing, and Confuciau* 
ism were introduced.

In the fifteen century the three king­
doms were once more reunited under 
one king, to whom the Emperor of 
China gave the mime of Cluim/, a tutmi 
retained by the roval family of Liu-Kiu 
oven unto this day. B.v tin* time there 
wus u tolerably high state of civiliza­
tion in the island*, with uumcrmtH tem­
ples of considerable \walth. A lurga 
irtulo was being conducted regularly 
from Napha with Sut*umu and other 
provinces of Jupun us well as with 
China and Corea.

Jn time tho islanJ; bei-urno a sort of 
e n l f fy n t t  iu tho commerce between 
China aud Japan, and the King of Liu- 
Kiu wus a sort of permanent mediator 
in the quarrels between tho two great 
nations. By and by. howover, when 
Japan began to chcri-di the ambitious 
designs of “annexing” I* »tli China aud 
Corea, she so ight, fir*t "fall, to induce 
the King of l.iu-Km to acknowledge 
her supremacy. This the King refused 
to do, whereupon the Japanese ill' ilded 
his kingdom, plumb-r- d an I burned hU 
cities and took him away captive.

lu the seventh century the Chines® 
again gained the u.ecudency, and s->, 
tossed as a hhuttleeoek betW'-en th® 
Imttb-dores of th*- two rival empire*,
poor Liu-Kiu lar-d ba-llv until 1850,
ulicu payment of tribute to China 
finally ceased, lu W'.* the Japanese 
deposed the King and foivilJy annexed 
the islund*, and iu l-*5, during tho 
Franco-Chinene war, tin formal recog­
nition of their sovereignty was grautod 
by Chiuo. AU the Year Bound,
