Where the Marbles tome From.
Nearly all the common marbles 

which drag down tho pockotB of the 
boys of our land are made in Ober- 
stein, Wermauy. The/ are made /row 
the refuso of tho agate and Btone quar­
ries in that neighborhood. The stone 
is brokeu into small cubes by blows of 
a light hammer. Theso small blocks 
of stono are thrown by the shovelful 
into the hopper of a  small mill, formod 
of a bed Mtooot having its surface 
grooved with concontrated furrowa; 
abovo thoao ia tho "ruuuftr,* whicli is 
mode of hard wood, having a level faco 
on it.« lower surface. The upper block 
is made to revolve rapidly, water being 
dolivcred upon tho grooves of the bod 
stono where the marbles sre being 
rounded. I t takes about fifteen min­
utes to finish a bushel of good marblar 
ready for “snapping." Ouo mill \

Tkk statistician at Washington has 
his llgaros on tho presont population of 
tho United States disputed. He con­
cludes that our population on June 30 
last was &i>,81)3,0l)0i By the census of 
1880 tho population was thon 50,152,- 
880. Now', during tho decode begin­
ning with 1870, the natural increase of 
population by reproduction is known to 
havo been 22.78 per cent, or at the av­
erage rate of 2.28 per cent a year. 
Even on tho principle that the ratio of 
natural increaso is decreasing, as, in 
point of foot, it probably is, it would 
still Boom safe to place the ratio during 
the prosont docade as high os 21 por 
cont, or 2.1 per cent eeoh year. At 
this rate tho inoreaao for the past aovon 
years would ho 7,371,-171. Moonwhilo, 
without counting tho immigrants from 
Canada during tho past two years, the 
gain from immigration has boon 3,793,- 
002. Thoso ilgures, added to tho pop­
ulation of 1880, give a prosont total of 
01,318,389. Even if tho annual increase 
is considered as only 2 por cent, tho 
population would bo a million moro 
than tho actuary’s ostimato. I t is safe 
to say, thorofore, that our population 
is at prosont moro than 00,000,000. It 
is in any ovent growing so rapidly that 
thoro is no nood of a low class of for­
eign accessions.

Thk Conservatives of England havo 
latoly been groatly shocked by Glad- 
stono’s approval of tho tuunol project 
to connoot that country with France, 
Kvor sinco Napoleon’s timo England 
has boon sonsitivo about tho dangors of 
a French invasion, and this projudioe 
against a tunnel is only one ovidenoo of 
a morbid fooling that cannot bo rea­
soned out, as it has never beau reasoned 
into tho public. A forco of fifty mou 
on either tho English or Fronoh side 
could guard oither country against in­
vasion from the othor; but frightonod 
pooplo do uot rogard foots as obvious 
as this. Tho oommoroial advant agoa 
of a tunnol would bo important to both 
countries, and Mr. Oladstonodoos well 
to mako his nppoal to tho sober senso 
of tho pooplo. Tho Conservatives can­
not woll bo maddor at him than thoy 
aro now, and in attacking thoir preju­
dices on a uow sido ho obliges thorn to 
tako up a now lino of thought that may 
compel somo to ooino in harmony with 
himsolt, Tho fear of tho tunnol is uot 
moro baseless than tho fear of homo 
rulo; but somo may huvo ouo without 
tho othor, aud ns tho habit of reasoning 
rightly grows by use, it will in tiiuo bo 
extended far hoyond its original be­
ginnings. It is in this way that truth 
finally overcomes tho most obstinate 
prejudices, Tim man is appealed to on 
mrnie side where ho is not guarded, and 
whou his oonlhhmoo is gained ho may 
bo easily diverted in au entirely oppo­
site dirootiou from that ho first intoudod

If hie report waa true 
it would aeem that the toad must have 
crawled in or fallen into the fissure in 
tho drat year of hia life, and have 
found in there a sufficient supply of in­
flects, either crawling in or falling in, 
to auatain Ida life for four or fivoyears.

1 presume yon ure all aware of the 
peculiar wanner in which the toad 
solace ilia prey. The root of hia tongue 
ia fastened in the very front of hia up*
per jaw, while the tip lies far down hia 
threat.

It thus lies' directly over hia 
wiudpiito, end ho would not be able to

in tho middle, exactly iu the right 
place, so that it can set ouoning or 
contracting, somewhat in tue mauner 
of the glottis. When lio sect any mov­
ing thing which lio judges to be an in­
sect ho throws tho tip of hia tongue out 
with great accuracy of aim, picks the 
Insect up, nud tliruata it down hia 
throat with tho rapidity of lightning. 
Lay down an applo coro or a little 
pieco of Hhiuglo mueurod with uuftaascs 
near a toad, and you must watch very 
ahurpiy to nee how it ia tlmt ho so rap­
idly transfers ovory Hy that aettlea on 
your bait to lua own stomach.

Tim acouracy of aim in the young 
toad is similar to tho accuracy with 
which tho young quail or chicken picks 
up a grain. A young chicken, having 
ouly iln hood out of tho ahull, picked 
up a fly that lighted uear it. And, said 
Kr. Calthrop, when you couaidur tho 
nice co*o|»erution of nervous and mus­
cular movements nccoisary to this feat, 
vou will porccivo that tho chicken must 
bavo hoeu practicing fly catching in 
tho porson of its ancestry for thou­
sands or millions of years, hut 1 once 
had curious proof that the toad is 
capable of improvement by practice. 
Uudor a beohivo ju a garden at Cam­
bridge I observed for several success­
ive summers a toad watchiug for over­
loaded bees who failed to reach tho 
threshold -of tho hives. No soouor did 
thoy full ou the ground tlurn ho snapped 
thorn up. But ono day 1 saw ho hud 
lost by somo oeddeut bis right eye, 
and when ho struck at a boo ho lost 
his aim, and picked up dirt from ono 
aide of the bee. Jle wiped his mouth 
with his fore paw and tried again and 
again. The bee generally mauaged to 
cumb to the top of some little promi­
nence on the ground and fly away be­
fore tho toad succocdod. Tho‘ poor 
follow was half starvod and grew thin, 
but I observed that before tho summer 
was ondod he hud learned to aim ua 
correctly with ono eyo os he usod to 
with two, and had again recovered hia 
plu mf moss.

Tho toad's tonguo usually puts things 
dowu hia throat ho nicely that he docs 
so t need much power of swallowing; 
but lio occasionally needs it and is 
forced to make up by mother wit what 
is lacking in tho powers of his throat. 
You will obsorve this most frequently 
in his attempt to tako a grasshopper or 
locust. A toad will frequently uttsck 
an objeet that is really too large for 
him to get into his mouth at all. Thus 
I  bavo seen ono attempt a huge eater- 
pillar of a sphinx, auu I  liu\o known 
of ono undertaking a wounded hum­
ming bird. In this case it was a per­
fect failuro. But when a toad 1ms 
transforriul tho bond of a largo locust 
to his stomach and fiml« tho hind legs 
and toil still protruding from bis 
mouth, ho usually turns to the nearest 
stone or fenco and pushos the grawi- 
hoppor'H logs against tho obstacleuutil 
bo has rammed it into his mouth. It 
would seem from this that his stomach 
is capublo of coiiNidornblo mechanical 
extouaion without giving palm And 
were hia stomach not somewhat iu- 
sensible ho would bo noitbor caimhlo 
of cduring tho long fasts to which ho 
must somotlmoH submit nor of indulg­
ing with impunity in tho feasting and 
overeating whieh wo sometimes ob­
serve in him.—Jhmton Ulohe*

The Newspaper as a HeaseheM Cam* 
yanks,

Busineaa houses fail and customers 
go elsewhere and buy, without delay 
or discomfort; trade gooa on, after the 
little ripple of excitement dice out, 
pretty much the some at before; huge 
atrueturee burn down, and in u short 
time others rise in their pieces, end 
the neighborhood soon fergete the loss; 
but wheu the presses of au old journal 
atop, and the faos of tho accustomed 
counselor, guide, aud friend fails to be 
seen at tbs morning meal, fresh, clean, 
attractive, uud full of matter fbr study 
and entertainmeut, an exclamation of 
surprise ia heard in thousands of 
household*. “Whore is the paper?" 
would he the question from the child, 
to the gray-hood. If it were announced 
that the preaaee would revolve no 
more, many a father would feol like 
putting erapeatthe door-knob for an 
old, familiar, and well-beloved friend, 
whose hoe would never bo aeon again. 
Happily, this rarely happens. When 
a journal wins its way by merit and 
faithfulneae in the performance of duty 
into the heart of ilia family, thoy are 
loath to turn it from the door as time 
goes on. One generation loves it aa 
tho preceding did. I t ia the old friend 
who has aeen the faces of all the ances­
tors, and its presence is always wel­
come. It knows their history. Men 
who make newspapers wear out aud 
dio like other people. A black lino or 
two along the page aud a few words in 
a column tell that the writer has laid 
down hia pen, and that the weary 
baud and once whirling braiu have 
stopped work forover.

Where the Marbles Come From*
Xoarly all ths common marbles 

which drag down tho pockots of the 
boys of our land are modo in Ober- 
stoin, (termauy. Thoy aro mode from 
the refuso of tho agato and stone quar- 
rios in that neighborhood. The stone 
is broken into small oubes by blows of 
a light hummer. These small blocks 
of stono aro thrown by the shovelful 
into tho hopper of a small mill, formed 
of a bod stone, having its surface 
grooved with concentrated furrows; 
abovo thoso ia tho "runner," whieh is 
made of hard wood, having a lovel face 
on its lower surface, Tho upper block 
is made to revolve rapidly, water being 
dolivored upon tho grooves of the bod 
stono wkero the marbles aro being 
rounded. I t takes about fifteen miu- 
utes to finish a hu»hol of good marbles, 
roody for "snapping." Ono mill will 
turn out 170,000 marbles per wock. 
Tho very hardost "orackors," os tho 
boys call thorn, aro made by a slower 
process, somewhat analogous, howovor, 
to tho othor.—N{/r<i<.*u*e Standard.

would thus seem that, in genoral, the 
gait of a criminal betrays a marked 
preponderance of power of tho left foot 
over tho right—a true sinistrality. 
This also agrees with the discovery of 
Marro that criminal* are oltcn left- 
handed* .

Sebastian Muller Is the name oft a 
man who hoe just arrived at New 
Havon, Conn., coming from Ids home 
in Switzerland. Ho and his perform­
ance aro described by a local print: 
"Muller is 25 years old, stands five foot 
eight inches in height, end tipe the 
beam at 198ft pounds. He is well built, 
with large and massive shoulders, and 
Aplendidly-devolojwd muscles on tho 
arms ami cheat. Taking a stone about 
six inches long, and of the usual cobble­
stone sbapo, ho hold it firmly with his 
left band against an iron ball fastened 
to tho top of tho barroL Then swing­
ing his right arm aronnd his head he 
brought the hand down sideways with 
fearful force upon tho stono about two 
inches from tho end. With a crack the 
stono broke into seroral pieces, which 
flow off in different directions. Tho 
operution was exactly similar to that 
of a blacksmith woihling a sledge­
hammer. The last stone broken was a 
noarly-ronnd, tongh-toxturod piece of 
white quartz, such as is often found 
along country roads. This was shivered 
into pieces. After the performance 
Muller’s hand showed no sign of the 
fearful blows except a slight redness."

Railway enterprise in Tarkey, which 
has long been dormant, is at lost about 
to take a gigantic stride. An imperial 
“iradeb,” jnst issued, grants to a syndi­
cate of British financiers the right to 
construct a grand-trunk line, to traverse 
the great central plateau of Asia Minor, 
and connect Constantinople, the empire 
city, with Bagdad, the queen of Meso­
potamia. For years past this under­
taking hos been the goal of rival specu­
lators. English, French, and German 
company promoters, and even Ameri­
cans, have all sought to carry off what 
is justly regarded as the grand prix of 
Turkish concession stakes, and neither 
the whip of embassy assistance nor the 
spur of promised rewards has been 
wanting in the efforts made to bring 
the respective schemes up to the win­
ning-post of acceptance. The French 
ambassador is very irate at the de­
cision that has been mode, and speaks 
of it os a second Egyptian convention. 
Ho is tho moro disgusted in that a 
French group, working under his 
patronage, had seemed, up to the very 
issue of this iradeb, to be making all 
tho running. Montebello and his 
Russian ally both endeavored to lodge 
a protest with the grand vizier, but his 
highness shunted off their interference 
with the remark that the construction 
of a railway in Turkey which touched 
nowhere upon the frontier of either 
Russia or Turkey was a matter that 
could not concern them. Tho projected 
lino is to run from Scutari, ou the 
Bosphorus, to Bagdad. The lino will 
traverse districts alternately rich in 
minerals and agricultural wealth, and 
in a few years will effect a greater 
clmngo in the social condition of the 
inhabitants of Asia Minor than could 
bo brought about by any amount of ro- 
form edicts.

P hof. Mauiano Semmola, the famous 
Italian physician and scientist , who was 
present at the recent Medical Congress 
in Washington, croated considerable 
sensation by his attack upon the Koch , 
theory of microbes as a eauao of dis­
ease. Tho position which ho took was 
that in most cares microbes were tho 
effects, not the causos, of disease, and 
that the only way iu which it could bo 
established that thoy were tho causes 
Mould bo to reproduce tho disease 
artificially by thorn. Upon this point 
ho said: “Tho experiments made have 
not given any satisfactory results ex­
cept iu carbuncle and tuberculosis. 
Thon to conclude hastily that this or 
that microbe in such and such a dis­
ease is the cause is to but ignore or set 
nsido tho experimental method. Tho 
demonstration which the experi­
mental method demand* iu this 
case would bs complicated, bo- 
cause wo would not only have to know 
that the microbe existed, bat wo would 
have to know what was tho condition 
of tho bl»ol necessary to tho culture 
of that particular microbe, and scioneo 
tells us that, for tho present, this is a 
problem m o  cannot solve." If this be 
so, tlicii away goes tho theory of bac­
teriology. Jf moro theories could go 
with it, aud tuudieal science could lie 
contcut M'ith rusting squarely upon 
demonstration, tbero Mould be less 
jumping at conclusions and moro work­
ing upon the linos of actual experiment. 
Meanwhile poor humanity can go on oat- 
ing, drinking, and breathiug microbe* 
by miliums without fear as to tho result, 
until science can demonstrate the bane­
ful effects of these microscopic bacteria. 
When they euu bo demonstrated as 
causes of disease aud bacteriology can 
counteract them, it will be timo to giro 
them the attention that is due.

CHAM* Of JAPANESE WOKEN.

Tbo general attractiveness of (he 

Japanese fair sex, as to which there are 
hardly two opinions, is due in a more 
than ordinary degree to the Incoming 
character of thoir raiment ami the grace 
with which it la worn. Few Japanese 
women possess physical beauty of those 
lofty typos which are tho Western 
ideals. They aro for the most part 
comely and ougaging, rather than hand­
some. Dark eyca and hair, poneiled 
eyebrows, well net necks, and remark­
ably good teeth, together with bright, 
artless manners and a winning smile, 
servo to draw attention from irregu­
larities of feature which will hardly 
bear critical scrutiny. I t  is the com­
bination of physique, grace, dress, and 
manner that mokes up the agreeable 
sum total ol the average young girl or 
matron. As well in the brisk, bronze- 
checked serving-maid, with her homely 
but tasteful garments, her eyes of ktau- 
ness, aud her pretty ways, os in the re­
fined little lady of high degree, polo- 
skinned and gentle-matmorod, in her 
rich, oxqnisitely neat drees of ccromony, 
tho visitor and the resident aUko recog- 
nizo most pleasing specimone of wo- 
mankiud. But they also recognizo 
how much of the goncrat outward effect 
is really due to the picture&quoness of 
the national garb. If confirmation of 
this lie needed, it is sulHeient to behold 
the same women clad iu foreign doilies, 
or to mix in any gathering whore the 
two styles can be seen together. 
Making full allowances for tho disad­
vantages that, in the nature of things, 
must tell against a costume to which 
the wearer is f  holly unaccustomod, no 
one who has eyas to seo can then licsi- 
tate as to the artistic superiority of tho 
Japanese apparel. And, beside its 
esthetic merits, the latter has other 
points of oxccllcnce. I t  is healthy, in 
that it involves no distortion or com­
pression of tho kinds imposed by West­
ern fashions. If tbo skirts of a well- 
dressed lady's robes aro gathered some­
what too tightly for very active loco­
motion—norhaps the only fault that 
can be found in her whole attire—no 
other part of her frame is subjected to 
unnatural constraint; wliile tho massive 
girdle gives warmth and protection to 
the chiof bodily organs. Secondly, it 
is very much less expensive than the 
costly and irrational habiliments of the 
West Jewelry, moreover, forms no 

art of it in any station ol life. Again, 
fashions are abiding. While a 

Japanese belle, liko all of ber sex, de­
lights in having good clothes aud plenty 
of them, she has, or at least has hitherto 
had, the comfortable assuronco that 
her ever-increasing wardrobe is in no 
danger of being at any moment thrown 
out of date by the eaprieos of court 
milliners and fashion mongers. Lastly, 
it is admirably suited to the beautiful 
fabrics of the country. I t is no wonder, 
then, that the grievous change now in 
progress is loudly deprecated by nearly 
all onlookers. With most of us tho 
first feeling is one of tho wrathful indig­
nation. That the Japanese, who are 
nothing if not artistic, should set them- 
solves in this cold-blooded way to blot 
out one of tho most delightful and 
picturesque features in tne whole 
national life is regarded as incredible, 
unnatural, and exasperating. I t  is 
vandalism; it is sacrilege; it is mimicry; 
it is everything that is bad. That is 
the general lament, and there Rooms to 
bo n good deal in its favor. Dnt, on 
the other band, it is possible that a 
sacrifice so deplorable and so palpably 
to Japan’s loss rests on no stronger or 
higher ground than a giddy aspiration 
to ape, even to the bitter end, tho 
pomps and fashions of tho West? I t  is 
a habit in certain quarters to speak of 
the Japanese as a nation of children, 
always tliirsting after somo new toy. 
Vet that character will hardly be as­
signed to Count Ito, even by the most 
reckless of censors. Aud Count Ito it 
undoubtedly was who advised the Em­
press to inaugurate the now move­
ment. ______________

Nice Old Uncles.
While human nature is ready enough 

to follow the apostolic example aud 
•put away childish things" whon tho 
ago for tJiem is past, it is as ready from 
time to time, if it bo sound and healthy 
human nature, to share in tho many in­
terest of childhood, or to forget family 
cares aud business worries in a game of 
romps with tho littlo ones. The oc­
casional return to youthful fun and 
frolic is such an inborn necessity in 
some natures, that one is sometimes in­
clined to call the generosity of toy-giv­
ing aunts and take-you-all-to-the-pau- 
tomime uncles uot altogether disinter­
ested* A gray-hairod grandfather will 
go on his hands and knees to superin­
tend tho growling* and prowliugs of a 
mochanical buAr, with a face of ex­
treme absorption, while the children 
for whoso anmsomont ho labors have 
growu tired of tho toy, and are taken 
up with something else.

Like all human sympathies, this sym­
pathy M'ith the concerns of children has 
increased of into years.

ftt8bot to Death with Musketry/*

War is full of horrors; but thoro is 
uothiDH nadiiur nor more droadful about 
it than tho cold, storti onforoouiout 0 / 
military luw in the execution of au 
ofVonding soldier.

Kuril scones wore not raro iu our 
groat armiu.i; but the men never be­
came familiar with them. < Mi such oc- 
comon* all the troops at hand wore 
paraded at tho place of execution, in 
order thut thojr might !>o impressed 
with tho solemn example. Nobody 
cravod such exhibitions, uud the in mo­
tion of the droadful nenalty was always 
regarded as u painful necessity.

Aluny a bad soldier who richly de­
served such a fate was saved from it by 
the clemency of Abraham idnoolu, His 
great sympathetic heart could uever 
resist tile tearful and initlmtie up|M>als 
made to him for eonueiuned soldiers 
by tboir wives, mothers, and ehildreu. 
There are mou living to-day who owe 
their lives to the pity of tho great muu 
who l>oeumo himself the victim of bliud 
hatred to the triumpbaut Union.

Hut whilo the trade of war taught 
soldiers to bo kiud and charitable to 
wacb other, the marti'1 spirit and the 
soldiers' rogard for huior and duty led 
them to despise a shirk and to hate a 
deserter.

During the last year of iuy service I 
was soveral times a member of a gen­
eral court-martial; and I do not hesi­
tate to say that in more than one well- 
proved caso of desertion I  voted to in* 
nict tho death penalty. I t usually hap­
pened that the necessary two-thirus 
vote for this purpose could not bo ob­
tained; bat that a majority of a dozen 
otllcors could be brought to favor it, 
shows bow quickly the spirit and tra­
ditions of tho old army were imbibed 
by tho volunteers.

Those oi tny comrades who knew of 
such things during their service, as 
well U  thoso who did not, will bo in­
terested to rood how military justico 
overtook one bad soldier in Louisiana. 
The facts wero perfectly familiur to mo 
at tho time, and tho oillcial rooord is 
before me as I write, together with 0  

description of tho fltml awful closing 
scene, taken from tno New Orleans 
Eva of December 'J:>, lH<>.’f, The nume 
of the man who thus sulVorcd will be

slightly disguised as Trivato Charles 
Turmu,

The man was a lmlly and a lawless 
fellow from tho start. Tlio idea that 
such chara tors make good soldiers 
was very quickly dissipated in the early 
battles of tho war. Tlio bruiser and 
rough, whose prowess with his lists 
is tlio pride of his owu class, will grow 
white at tho smell of burned powder, 
and will run from tho battlefield, 
wh lo the slim, weak boy with a soul 
of courage in him eon be trusted every 
tiiuo to staud up aud face tho storm of 
destruction,

Turpin showed tho whito feather in 
the very i:r*t engagement at Jlisland, 
Wostern 1 ouisianu, in April, DM. 
Tiie pounding of tho artillory sent him 
iieeing to the roar. He was found hid­
ing in a ditch.

Xu tho midst of a stirring and ilcrco 
campaign, cowardly soldiers often es­
cape punishment, bocauso in the midst 
of the marching and fighting, there is 
not time nor opportunity for a court- 
mart al. Should such a soldier redoom 
himself by good conduct lieforo tlio 
cumpaign is over, lie is pretty safe from 
imniNhiuont. Turpin s Captain proba­
bly thought that it would lie well to 
give the delinquent another charn e.

The chance was not long coming. 
On tho ;ilst of the next mouth the 
regiment roachod the lino« outside 
1’ort Hudson, whore ono bloody uml 
ineffectual assault had already 1m>ou 
delivered. We all knew what uwuited 
us there, ilrave men marehod into the 
riflo-pits, knowing that the chances 
were large in uuv case that the soldier 
would uever see homo uguin. Tho pros­
pect was too much for Turpin, lie  do- 
sorted on the wav. 1 have seen men 
who were iu the crowded hospitals at 
l uton Uongo at this time, who tell me 
tlmt Turpin was skulking about the 
town. More than one who knew him 
warned him of wlmt was in store for 
hint, and advised Inn to return to tlio 
regiment. Hut ho did not.

Tort Huron fell July b. A few days 
after Turpin was arrested uml sent to 
his regiment under guurd. During the 
balance of the summer, and iu the fall 
to near the eml of SepteinlKir, ho was a 
prisoner under charges. Thou ho was 
brought before a court-martial and 
tried. It is a peculiarity of tlio admin­
istration of military justice thut, after 
his trial, the accused is not permitted 
to learn his fate until a long interval 
has elapsed, when the order of tho 
commanding General is published, re­
viewing the cose. This painful inter­
val lasted, in Turpin's case, till Decern- 
Imr 7th. Then tho order of Genera! 
banks was promulgated, confirming 
the proceedings. Tho accused lmd 
been tried for misbehavior before the 
enemy, disobedience of orders, conduct 
to tho prejudice of good order aud 
military discipline, aud desertiou. He 
was found guilty of oaeli charge, uml 
was sentenced "to be shot to death 
with munketnj*

Only a few wooks since I  was con­
versing with tho Colonel of Turpiu’s 
regiment about tho caso.

“Ho was a worthless fellow." said tho 
Colonel, “yet I hated to iiavo him shot. 
I knew what his offense was, and after 
lie had been court-martialed I  antici­
pated what was coming. For more 
than two months ho was nominally in 
conitnenient with tho rogiment; but 
you know that a man in tlmt situation, 
with his regiment in tho field moving 
about, has numy chances to escape. I 
must say now that I  hoped Turpin 
would realize the situation and put 
himself somewhere far out of roach.’’

Hut it was not to be. When tho sen­
tence was published ho was ordered 
to be sent to Now < )rlouns under guard. 
There he was confined iu tho parish 
prison.

The man seemed to realizo very 
slowly the dreadful futo tlmt was im­
pending over him. Hut on tlio 27th of 
Decomhor whatever hope ho may lmvo 
hud was extinguished. The order was 
then issued for tho oxocutiou to take 
place ou tlio next day at the Vicksburg 
Cotton Press, iu tho presence of all the 
troops in the city not otherwise on 
duty.

Tho kind and faithful chaplain, Hev. 
C. H. Thomas, who attonded the 
wretched mau during his last hours, 
said thut I10 appeared penitent und 
reasonably resigned to Jiis fate. Ho 
expressed a wish tlmt the roproach 
of his offenses and punishment might 
not follow his unhappy wife and child, 
in their far Northern homo. Ho wished 
his name placod on his collln and a 
prayer said over his grave. His last 
request was tlmt tlio chaplain would 
writo to his wife "that ho beliovod God 
hud forgiven him, and that he died in 
a reasonable ho|>e of morcy."

Tlio oxocutiou was conducted witli 
all tho solemn details that make such 
ecremonios impressive. Tlio escort and 
filing party marching with reversed 
arms, to tlio wuiling of tho dirge by tlio 
bands; rank after ruuk of infantry und 
urtillory filling the groat indosuro of 
tho cotton-press; the reading of the 
record and orders; tlio blindfolded 
culprit, placed mam ids collln iu front 
of tho firing platoon, inst one musket 
M ug left uncharged, tlmt each muu of 
tho detail might know that, perhaps, ho 
wua not to aid iu tho execution; the 
“Heady! Aim! Fire!'' and the clearing 
away of the smoko showing tlio body 
of Charles Turpin on the grouud, shat­
tered to death by tho bullots of his 
comrades.

Evacuation of Charleston*

1 seo thoro is littlo in this de­
partment of your papor about the 
idstoric city of Charlestou, K. C., aud, 
as it is known now, tho "Kartbquako 
City," lligbt here wero ena -ted some 
of tho most direful episodes ever hoard 
of in the ouimls of American or Euro- 
|H>au war. Thoro, in tlmt Hud littlo 
city, was whoro 1 tried to do my duty 
as a “.Southern soldier," and God aud 
mail can tostify as to how well or 
imorlydono. l" saw as bravo men as 
ever livod tromblo and others meet 
death with tho stoicism of au Indian 
warrior. There, too, I  saw bravo and 
noble women driven wild in the agoniz­
ing terrors of war. I t is not my wish 
to dwell on those terrible scenes, for 
there is a sorrow in some soldier's heart 
that can never l>o understood. There, 
iu that “City by tho Sea," my dear 
brothor mot bis futo; there,* whilo 
standing by my side with all his proud 
strength, the whistling loadou hail 
enmo and claimed him as its own. I 
often wish it had boon mo in his stead! 
Did J stop lighting? No! As mail or 
beast never fought before did I  tight 
that day. Many a brave Northern sol­
dier felt tlio samo leaden sting that 
sent my brother 'neath the waves of tho 
rippling Atlantic.

i t  was on or about tlio Kith of Feb­
ruary, that tho destructive work 
which usually precedes an evacuation 
began iu Charleston. All tho cotton 
stored at tho Northeastern Railroad 
depot was gathered in ono huge pile iu 
the c enter of tho yard aud sot afire;

The visitor who uses his fuoultios of 

observation is not long in making tho
iuquirod Ij that would do. i t  is a | diseovery that tlio Neapolitan is of u
pleasure to bo able to stoto that bo was 
promptly adjudgod a loyal and trust­
worthy citizeu. At this )>eriod it was 
a common practice of tho invading 
forces to capture citizens, administer 
tho oath of allegiance and let them go, 
to discover afterward, au a matter of 
course, that thoir real sentiments re­
mained tho same.

dificrcut race to the dwolhrs in tho 
surroundiug country, ami lio is prob­
ably amused to hour with what scorn 
ho is spoken of by his neighbors. No 
greater insult can ho offered to a muu 
hailiag from Proeida or Cupri, or 0110 
of tho insignillcuut neighboring islands, 
than to nssumo him to be a Neapolitan.

Jlaliuu. In tiie fir-4 place, the Court 
of Naples in the bourbon time* always 
spoke French or Neapolitan, und ut­
terly discountenanced Italian. Noth­
ing that could b" done to keep NuwIch 
Neapolitan was omitted, und everything 
that could be Uouo to diatiug'ui-di it

from Italian was done. Hence tho dif« 
ferenco in race was widolv accentuated. 
The Italian learned to look upon tint 
Neapolitan with something more tlmn 
disfavor. Hut thero is a much nunc 
intelligible reason, and one which the 
strangor is not slow to discover for 
himself. For lying and cheating the 
true Neapolitan has no equal; his wavs 
are as ehildliko and bland as those of 
our friend tlio heathen Chinee, ami it 
is a marvel if, iu any transaction, he 
dot's not succeed with oquul cunning iu 
transferring somo of vour cash to his 
own pocket without an adequate 
pro quo. Even the Jew is found to be 
beaten at his own game here, and 1ms 
never gained a foothold iu Naples. 
Self-respect ami shamcfaetulness are 
unknown to tbe Neapolitan; he pre­
serves tlio most annulled demennn? in 
the face of being caught in downright 
robbery. It is scarcely to bo won­
dered at, then, tlmt bis more upright 
neighbor protests ugaihftt being con­
founded with a ram) he de.-qu.sts.--

“It was a week wo took onco for a 
holiday; wo went away up to the moun­
tains. 1 fished, and she carried tho 
basket. Everybody thought wo were 
foolish, but afi, how sweet it was! I 
learned to know hor better tlmn ever 
before."

In Amorican cities there is a largo 
class of persons who live to amuse 
themselves, but in the country thoro is 
a still larger number who never amuse 
themselves at all. There are men and 
xroincu in our villages and farms who 
livo solely to provido tho means to 
keep alive; incessant drudgery nnd the 
perpetual friction of their minds upon 
each other make their tempers irrita­
ble, their judgment narrow, nnd oven 
thoir religion bard and bigoted.

"Nothing widens and lightens our 
lot so much ns travel," says Hrunnt. 
"It is liko putting windows iuto a 
prison. We look out of our owu nar­
row life into all tho chances and 
changes of human destiny."

Travel does not, however, always 
widen the life and mind of the tourist.
