a rt said to have annoyed the people a 
great deal by cheating the children, 
and to have caused much disturbance 
by higgling about price* and a 
Chinees paper naively adds: "Staoe 
thaabova mentioned eases have been 
so severely dealt with, not on# of them 
has been seen on tho street. The peo­
ple highly appreciate the enforcement 
of stringent laws and prompt action."

P hiladelphia, Uke New York, is 
complaining tb s tth e re isa  wofnl defi­
ciency in its public school accommoda­
tions. No school oensua is taken to 
Phlladelpbi* bnt according to the 
United States census of 1880 there 
wero in tho city over 310,000 children 
between tho ages of 5 and 17, which 
nnmbor has been since increased to 
fully 250,0001 The school authorities 
estimate that there are tolly 190,000 
children to the city dependent upon 
tho pnbUo schools for educational 
advantages. The total enrollment is 
108,000, so that over 20,000 are de­
prived of school facilities. Tha eati- 
mate of 190,000 is excluslva of those 
attending private and parochial schools. 
Evidently Philadelphia needs to spend 
moro money than it does on sohool 
buildings._______________

Thebe has been some discussion re­
cently among English literary men as 
to the sonroe from which Dickens do- 
rivod his story-telling faculty. Mr. T. 
Wemyss Bold, the editor of Cassell's 
publication* thinks ho inherited the 
gift from bis grandmother, of whom ho 
says: "Old Mrs. Dickens was house­
keeper at Crewe in tho time of the first 
Lord Crew* the grandfather of tho 
present holder of tho title, and of his 
sister, tho first Lady Houghton. J well 
remember Lady Houghton speaking to 
me with enthusiasm of Mrs. Dickons 
wonderful powers as a story-teller. I t  
waa her delight as a child to listen to 
the tales which tho old lady waa able to 
relate with so much dramatic force and 
feeling; and it was with tho greatest 
nterest that, later on in life, Lady 
Houghton reoognised in tho illustrious 
author of ‘David Coppsrfleld,’ tha 
prandson of the favorite of hor child- 
iood. Old Mrs. Dickens had one griev­

ance which Lady Houghton still re ­
called when ahe told me about her. I t  
was the conduct of her son John— 
Charles’ father—against whose Idleness 
and general incapacity she was never 
tired of inveighing." Tha latter part 
of this statement oonflrms the baliof 
tluit Dickens* father was tho original of 
Wilkins Mieawber.

A curious story eomos from Ger* 
many, apropos of Prince Bismarck. 
During his recent stay at Marienbad, 
the Chancellor was in the habit of 
taking long walks unattended, and ono 
day, finding himself somewhat far from 
tho town, took tho shortest cut bock.. 
His way led him across some field* 
and tho Prince marched vigorously for­
ward, forgetful of the fact that be woe 
trespassing. Suddenly be was bailed 
iu loud stentorian tone* and on looking 
lack saw a stout country-woman pur­
suing him. The indignant proprietress 
of the fields ocoused him to his faco of 
his offense, and declared that she 
would follow him and give him to 
charge. She proved aa good to her 
word, and tramped after tho Chancel­
lor until the high-road was reached and 
u police officer came In view. The 
worthy woman formally mado her com­
plaint, and tho police officer was about 
to arrest tho offender. Struok by the 
rcsombUnoe of tho trespasser to a cer­
tain high functionary, the police offieor 
cautiously demanded bis name* On 
hearing tho irnmo the policeman was 
simply paralysed with fear, and the 
overbold country woman, gathering 
up hur skirts, Hod precipitately. Nat­
urally, tho police officer was reluetaut 
to take tho charge, but Prince Bis­
marck insisted u|K>n going to tho sta­
tion. When thoro he charged himself 
witli tho fine customary In such mat- 
tori*. In addition to this tho Prince 
scut a prosent by way of consolation to 
tho woman whoso land be had invaded.

1 WAR EXPERIENCE,
A. B tovr o f  tho  T o ts  W a r .

"How old did job agyt* asked tho 
Oommaafisr-ia-chisf.

"Nineteen."
•And tho man?"
•A little older."
The Commander-in-chief puffed his 

cigar a! thoughtful intervals. Tha war 
was by twsnty-two years a thing of tho 
past, bfit u  head of a  groat oommerds 
enterprise a military title stiU clung to 
him from out of his war expericno* 
and be did not dislike it, for somo o 
his war memories appeared to be his 
Boat cherished mental treasures. So 
ho debated with hit cigar over the two 
young people whoso sentimental rash 
boss nad brought them into public 
notie* and as ba debated ha waa look­
ing backward over tha divers# pano­
rama of two decades of lif*  through 
the rifted smoko clouds of a  great re­
bellion at a little drama that seemed 
almost a dream, but which to him wa* 
perhap* the best-remembered tod 
dent of all the five year's fight And 
when he told i t  half musingly, the 
listeners did not wonder.

To salute with the left 
hand is a deadly insult to Mohammed­
ans in the East, end for this the native 
commissioned officers of tho Indian 
army in giving tho military salute con­
fined it to tho sword held in tho right 
hand without at the same time raising 
the left hand to tho forehead, as in tho 
ordinary English salute. Unliko our 
women who, wliou they go out, adorn 
themselves most carofully, Thibetan 
women, whon leaving their houses, 
smear thoir faces over with a dark, 
sticky substance. I t  is said that they 
do so in compliance with a certaiu 
Lama, King Nomelikbau, in order to 
protect their morals by making them 
look ugly whon in public. Tbo Thibet 
aus also put out the tongue os a sign 
of rospectful salutation, and in similar 
contradictions to our own customs tho 
Malays, the Fijians, Tongas and many 
other Polynesians always sit down 
whon speaking to a superior. At Nat 
avulu it is respectful to turn one's back 
toward a superior, ospocially when ad 
dressinghim; and among tho Wahuraa, 
in Congo and in Central Africa the 
samo custom prevails. Tho Todus ot 
the Neilgiierry hills show respeot by 
raising tho open right hand to tho face 
and resting the thumb on tho bridge of 
the nose.

of Europe is 0,233,000 square miles, of 
which 3,4*23,!Hf> square miles belong to 
llussia, 331,000 to Austria-Hungary, 
33H,000 to Germany, 333,435 to France, 
312,810 to Spain, 281,015 to Sweden, 
203,375 to Norway, 106,015 to Great 
Britain and Ireland, 1K0,310 to Italy, 
103,350 to Turkey in F.uropo and Bos­
nia, 88,810 to Denmark, 8*2,125 to 
Ronmania, 55,000 to Portugal, 40,435 
to Greece, 30,375 to Servia, 25,875 to 
Switzerland, 20,G25 to Holland, and 
18,430 to Belgium. The Russian Em 
pire in Europo alono covers more than 
naif of tho wuolo continent, embracing 
the Kingdom of l'olund, tho Grand 
Duchy of Finland, and part of the 
Caucaaus.

Russia also stands far in advance of 
all the other nations in respect to her 
population, which is given by General 
Stre’bitski at 04,000,000, the couulvies 
which come next being tho Gorman 
Empire (47,*200,000), Austria-Hungary 
(33,000,000), France(38,300,000), Great 
Britain and Ireland (37,200,030), Italy 
(30,000,030», Spain (10,300,000) Swit 
zerland (7,300,000), Belgium (5,850,- 
000), Reumania (5,400,000), Turkey in 
Europe (4,000.000), Sweden (1,700,003), 
Holland and Portugal (4,-IU ',000each), 
Denmark (*2,130,000), Servia (2,<H)0,- 
000), and Norway (1,300,000). Total 
for all Europe, 350,000,000. The den­
sity of the population is verv different, 
lor while Belgium has 201 inhabitants 
to tho square kilometre (llvo-oigbths of 
a milo), Holland 13), Great Britain aud 
Ireland 113, Italy 105, tho German 
Empire NO, Switzerland 71, and Aus­
tria-Hungary 53, 8'puin has oulv 35, 
Turkoy 27, Russia 17, Deumarg 15, 
and Norw ay 0.

Iron steamer* 8,108, of an aggregate 
burden of 8,011, 406 tona; ateel steam­
ers, 770, of an aggregate burdonof 
390,890 tona; and wooden steamer* 
899, of an aggregate burden of 880,655 
tona. Of tho steamers afloat In 188\ 
5,703 were owned by the United King­
dom and its colonies, their aggregate 
bnnlan being 0,505,871 tons. The 
oilier oountrios of tho world owned 
steamers in the following order: Ger­
many, 570;Frano* 509; Spain, 401; the 
United State* 400; Norway, 987; Bus- 
si* 212; Denmark, 900; Itiay, 178; 
Holland, 159; Brazil, H I ;  Japan, 105; 
Greeoeand Turkey, 89 each; Belgium, 
08; Chili, and the Argentine Republic, 
43 eaoh; China and Portugal, 97 each; 
Hawaii, 21; Mexico, 15; and miscella­
neous, 50. From the above flgurea it 
appears that, notwithstanding the 
great depression prevailing in the

Two hvxbbed  years ago in China 
there was just such a craze about nat­
ural gas os wo have in this country to­
day. Gas wolls were sunk with as 
much vim and vigor as the Celestials 
were capsble of, bat, owing toe gas ex­
plosion that killed several millions of 
pooplo and tore up and destroyed a 
district of country, leaving a large in­
land sea, known on the maps as Lake 
Foo. Chang, the boring of any more gas 
wolls was then and there prohibited by 
law. I t  seems, according to Chinese 
history, that many large and heavy 
pressure gas wolls were struck, and, in 
some district* wells were sank quite 
near each other. Gas was lighted as 
soon as struck, as iu this country. It 
is stated that one well, with its unusual 
pressure, by induction or back draught, 
pulled down into the earth the burning 
gas of a smaller well, resulting in a 
dreadful exploaion of a large district, 
destroying the inhabitants thereof. 
Lake Fog Chang rests on this district 
Tho same catastrophe is imminent in 
this country unless the laws restrict 
further developments in boring so 
many wells. Should a similar explo­
sion occur there will to  such an up­
heaval as will dwarf the most terrible 
oarthquako ever known. The country 
along the gas belt, from Toledo, 
through Ohio, Indisna, and Kentucky, 
will be ripped up to the depth of 1,900 
to 1,500 feet and flopped over like s 
pancake, leaving a chasm through 
which the waters of Lak Erie will come 
howling down, filliug the Ohio and 
Mississippi Valleys and blotting the.u 
out forever.

Loreto,
When the French sacked Northern 

Italy,as they afterward sacked the whole 
of Spain, tue vast treasure of Loreto 
did not escape them. They stripped 
the Cathedral of all its valuable, and, 
among other thing* the Virgin of Lo­
reto, with her diamonds and emeralds, 
was traus|K>rted to Paris. From 1797 
to 1801 the little figure of cedar wood 
stayed in captivity like Pins 
tbo Seventh himaolt But in 
1801 the captive Pope obtained 
|K>ssoMsiou of it, ana eventually 
returned it to Loroto, with a magnifi­
cent apparel of pearls, brilliants, emer­
alds and topaz** and it was welcomed 
with tears of joy by the priests and 
itetqde. Binco then tho treasury hai 
iMmn so well cared for • by tho opulent 
faithful that, in spite of assertions to 
the enntray, its wealth can to  little lesi 
tlinu it was previous to the depreda­
tions of the French.

The followiug are tlio roeordod di» 
luousioiis of tho mere husk of the 
Kuuta Casa. I t  is about nineteen 
palms high, forty-throe palms in length, 
oighteou in breadth, and two and o 
lmlf in thickness. The material is s 
rough kind of tufa, out In the form of 
enormous bricks, roughly hewn. On 
the walls are the traces of some undent 
frescoes in tho Greek Church style oi 
art.

I t  is related, and, I  am inclined to 
think, truthfully, that John P. Hale 
once said to Mr. Stephens: "Whv, 
Stephen* if you don't look out I  will 
swallow you." "If you do," replied the 
Georgian, "you will have more brains 
in your tody than you ever had in your 
head."

When the Woman Suffrage conven­
tion met in Washington in the winter 
of 1879, they called on President Hayes 
and presented resolutions adopted at 
the eonveution, following up with ar­
guments in their favor. The President 
listened attentively until thoy had 
finished, and then asked them if they 
would not like to see Mrs. Have* 
Thoy assented, aud the President asked 
Mr* Hayes to show them the White 
House, which she did. taking tho ladles 
to the nursery, kitchen, and through

Hojie the 
children are all well." His greeting 
was almost equal to ltip's toast: 
"Here’s to you and your family. May 
you Uve long and prosper!" He 
hardly ever opened Ids mouth without 
making a mistake, aud po >plo laughed 
boartily. Still they loved him, trusted 
his judgment, ami know his heart and 
hand wore true as steel; and when he 
died the whole natiou was a mourner 
nt his grave. When Major Donelson 
returned from Huropo lie introduced 
him at a dinner party as, “My friend 
Domdsou, just from Jlurlin, Austria." 
During his candidacy CoL W„ a Htate 
elector, after discussing several public 
topics, ask him what were his views on 
tho tariff. "The what, Jack." said 
Gen. Taylor, who stuttered dreadfully. 
"The tariff, General," said CoL \V, 
"Why! what's that?" "It's a tine qua

non," said CoL W., who was one of 
tbo greatest waga that aver lived,

cited about new," "A sine cun non," 
said Gen. Taylor, slowly; “1 believe, 
Jack, I  aaw out in Melton lmt I  forget 
what Jt looks liko; and I'll to  Maimed 
if I  hare any visws on the tariff"

Merles e f Lincoln.
During a confarenee, in roponss 

to certain remarks by tho Con­
federate Commissioners requiring ax- 
pUcit contradiction, Mr. Lincoln ani­
madverted with some severity upon ike 
conduct of the rebel loader* and dosed 
with the statement that they had 
plainly forfeited all right to immunity 
from punishment for the highest crime 
known to tbo law. Being positive and 
unequivocal In stating his views con­
cerning individual trooson his words 
seemed to fell upon the Commissioners 
with ominous import There was a 
pens* dating which Mr. Hunter re­
garded the speaker with a steady, 
•carcbtog look. At length, carefully 
measuring bis own word* Mr. Banter 
••id: "A on , Mr. President, if wo uo* 
dorstend you correctly, you think that 
wo of the Confederacy have committed 
treason; that wo aro traitors to your 
Government; that we have forfeited 
our right* and are proper subjects for 
tbo hangman. Is not that about what 
your words imply?"

"Ye*" said Mr. Lincoln, "yon hevo 
stated the proposition better than I  
did. That ie about the site of it!*

There wm anothor pans* and a 
painful on* after which Mr. Hunter, 
with a pleasant smile, replied: "Well, 
Mr. Linooln, we have about cooeluded 
that we will not to  banged a# long m  
you aro President—If we tohaveonr- 
selves,"

ity and goodness of heart

Atone time when vary lively soenes 
were being enacted in West Virginia, a 
Union General allowed himself pnd his 
command to to  into a  dangerous posi­
tion, from which it wm feared he would 
be unable to extricate himself without 
the loss of his whole command.

He worked dll • 
igently for a time driving down tho 
hoops, hut when the job seemed com­
pleted the head would fall in and he 
would have to do the work all over 
again. Suddenly, afte r  a deal of annoy­
ance, a bright idea struck him. He 
put liis boy, a chunk of a lad, into the 
barrel to hold up the heal while he 
pounded down the hoop* This worked 
like a charm. Tho job was completed 
before he once thought about how he 
was to get tho littlo fellow out again. 
The boy wm securely fastened up in 
the barrel.

"Note," said Mr. Lincoln, "that is a 
fair sample of the way some people dc 
bnsines* They can succoed to tter in 
getting themselves and others corked 
up than in getting thorn uncorked.—

The next day Bouoher, on presenting 
himself at tho palace, was ushered into 
the Czar's private cabinet. The Czar 
immediately led him into an adjoining 
apartment where he saw on a 
sofa a small three-cornered hat, o 
sword, the uniform of tho French im­
perial guard, and a cross of an officer 
of the legion of Honor.

"I will explain the favor I  have to 
request. All those objects you see 
there belonged to the Emperor Na* 
poleou; they were taken during the 
campaign of Moscow.

Ik e  B rphiat as •  Larger.
In Ceylon no railroads stretch from 

tbo wooded districts of the interior to 
the eea ©oast, and the timber out on the 
mountains has to to  dragged wearily 
ovor the miles of rough country inter­
vening between the pUoe of its growth 
andtheesa. From tha time tha tree is 
felled and divested of its limb# until it 
is formed into rafta along the shore all 
the mechanical labor Is performed l>y 
the elephent,aays a  writer u  the Boston 
Courier, A drove of these animal* 
varying In number from five to ten, are 
ooudorted Into the woode by two or 
three netiVM and set to work. They 
know what la required of thorn, and at 
once pair off (generally working in 
eooplto) to begin their day's labor. 
Seising a huge log with their trunk* 
they roll it upon their tusk* end, hold* 
lag it firmly in pleoe by ooiling their 
trunk about it, they lift i t  bodily from 
tho ground and plaoo It upon tho roll­
o n  which are to aid in to  transportation 
to the beach. In casoe where tho clear- 
lag will not admit of their walking 
abreeet with their burden they will 
slide along, carefully avoiding all trees 
end stump* until they place the log on 
tie bod m  oqoavely as oould the most 
skillfol engineer; then returning nt a 
leisurely gait they pick up another log 
and transport that in tho same method­
ical manner, until the land-raft has « •  
wined tho reqnlrod proportion.

When tho ground tier hM been com­
pleted and thoy commence to build up, 
the ingennity of the animal is most 
wonderfully displayed in lifting and de­
positing the heavy timbers in thoir 
plaoe. Ono willUyhieond*do«n, and, 
patting over to his companion, thoy 
will together carry that end as far 
acroee tlio foundation as they can reach, 
and drop i t  Then both wiUrotnrnto 
the first end, handling that in like man­
ner, until by suercssivoly treating each 
end they work tbo log into place. 
The several squads past and repass 
one another without jostling or in any 
way interfering with the work; and all 
this is dona without a word from tbo 
driver* who spend most of their timo 
sleeping peacefully beneath the grate­
ful shade of soma neighboring palm. 
Wlion tho pile is completed tho over­
seers lash it together with heavy chains 
and place rough banes*  consisting of 
broMt-bond and tracts, upon tho 
larger animals of tho drove, and at- 
tocn them to the strncture, prepara­
tory to dragging it to the shore. This 
part of the bnsiuess the olepliaute mem 
strongly to rcsout, for tho moment 
tbo harneses aro produced tho 
bulls sot up a dreadful trumj)oting, 
flourish their truuks in tbo air, and as­
sume a  most ferocious mion, but a few 
prods from the goad soon roduco them 
to subjection and they start for the 
touch without further delay. Tho 
smaller animals pick up the roller* that 
•re left behind, carry them ahead and 
lay them in place, the work being con­
ducted on tho same principle uj>on 
which buildings are movod in our own 
country.

luster, may to  louud with the aid of au 
opera*glo8M. Neptune is morning star,, 
and is nearly at his greatest distance 
from tbo sun.

Mercery*
Thore are only fonr localities where 

mercury or quicksilver is found in 
abundance. These aro California, Aus­
tria, Almaden in Spain, and Pern. Tlio 
mines in this latter place were discov­
ered in a very enrions manner. Cinna­
bar, the soft and reddish rock of which 
mercury forms a part, when ground 
very lino serves as a beautiful red 
paiut. Tim ludians used this to adorn 
their bodies. This caused the couutry 
where they were living to bo examined 
for cinnabar. Tho Homans had used 
it for huudreds of years iu tho decora­
tion of their* image* It is of great 
value now, in our timos, and we call it 
vermilion. Tho other part of the rock 
is composed partly of sulphur. The 
dnuabar is crushed and exposed to 
heat. In the meantime, mercury in 
form of vapor, passes into a vessel 
framed for this purpose, wiiero it cool* 
After being roduoed to this liquid state 
it is pure, and is in condition to use. 
Iu this form it is usod largely to s e r ­
rate tiie metal from the rbeks to which 
they adhere. Tho rock having been 
well crushed, the material is passed 
through a screen, and is washed to ob­
tain all the gold and silver possible. 
(Quicksilver is thou placed iu it, which 
upixmrs to be absorbed at ouco, and as 
it takes up or moves with the metal in 
tile ore, this metal is separated from 
the sand or crushed rock. 1 i goldi s the 
motal to be amalgamated, a yellowish- 
white amalgam will b j found-* This is 
heated in retorts, and the mercury or 
quicksilver disappears, leaving tlm 
gold* Although mercury is so useful 
in many ways, it is also poisouou* its 
vapor being dangerous to inhale. I t is 
uot many years since the mines in 
Austria took fire, poisoning 1300 
laborers, many of wham eventually 
died. Even tho water used to extin­
guish the flume* and which passed into 
a rivnr a short distauco from the mines, 
killed the llsli. Tho mercury is trans­
ported iu homo countries it) sacks made 
of sheoyskins, hut is tnaiuly carried in 
easi-iron Husk*—A/cckantfUt li’or/U,

Whet Key West Leeks Like.
Tho key has about as much shape as 

a ouiuel, aud in a general way Uch cast 
and west and contains about tix square 
miles. I t  Is as fiat us a Hhiuglo, the 
highest jMiint toing about fourteen feet 
above tho moun sea level. To tlm 
casual visitor it looks os though tho sea, 
particularly in a storm, would sub­
merge this iusiguificant rise, lmt it i* a 
matter of record that it never has done 
i t  Thu city pro|>cr covers the western 
end of the key, and it was, previous to 
tlm great fire of March fio, 1880, very 
densely settled, and about as uu-Amori- 
cun looking a i could well to  imagined, 
touring a strong rosombhuce to a 
West India town. Tim house* are of 
wood and quite plaiuly built. Thoro 
aro, I  think, ouly four or five brick 
buildings, aud certainly not more than 
six. The si roots aro of very good 
width, tolerably straight, and pasMbly 
clean. The roadway is coral rock. 
Thero is no soil to »j>e*k of; what 
pasHos for soil is triturated coral, very 
rich iu phosphates and muking an ex- 
ojllont fertilizer, but by itaclf deficient 
in fat. To garden ono must u*e a pick 
rather than a hoe. Very tew vegetables 
aro grown here, and vegetation is con­
fined tnaiuly to cocoanut trees. Here 
and there can to  seen a pine or an 
Alexander or a Htar of India or a 
royal jnincan* a tew mulberry and 
prickly ash treos and impunuck bushes. 
Flowers and flowering shrub* grow in 
abundance.—Itorheeter Ttwt-lUprm*,

did not think them eejiable of. In tbe 
latter part of May, 18H2, after tbe cap* 
ture of New Orleans became stale, a 
few Confederate officers, commissioned 
in tbe Confederate States Navy, and 
idling their time away in Mobile wait* 
ing for a vessel with which they could 
escape to sea, conceived a wild plan of 
capturing a steamboat from near tbe 
mouth of tbo Mississippi liiver. Tbe 
officers mentioned were Captain Jeffer­
son and Lieutenant Howell, tbo Utter 
a brother-in-law to President Jefferson 
Davis.

After visiting tbe different garrisons 
around Mobile they aeloeted fourteen 
men who had somo oximricnce at se:i. 
A boat was soon found, uot exactly the 
right thing, but which could be made 
to answer the purpose, and which 
could be worked with seven pairs of 
oars. Muscle instead of steam must 
lie used out of necessity, and it was 
probably the surest menus of success, 
as Farragut's Federal fleet not only 
blockaded the port of Mobile, but wore 
continually moving around the Gulf. 
Preparations wero made as well as 
means at band would (mrmit, and the 
timo set for starting.

It was tbe last of May that tbo Con­
federate States Cutter Lurk left hor 
moorings at Mobilo on tbe perilous ex­
pedition. After reaching Fort Mor­
gan a halt was made, and all 
that human ingenuity could sug­
gest was douo to muko the insignifl- 
-caut appearauco a success, < >n leaving 
Fort Morgan at night, the oars were 
implied and over/ precaution taken to 
avoid noise, os the blockading fleet 
must be passed through I t  was de­
cided to keep close to the coast in shal­
low water. We passed several hours 
of anxiety, hat with a shady, long pull 
at the oars, we soon turnod iuto Mis­
sissippi Sound without attracting the 
not eo of any of tho Federal vessels. 
We continued on, as much uuder cover 
of the islands as possible, until day, 
and then laid up until night again. It 
wa< hard to conceal ourselves on somo 
of the islands, for they wero nothing 
but sund beds which wore overllowed 
during storms or very high water.

Fortune fsvorod us, as uot a boat 
was visible during the day. As tho sun 
sank Inflow tho waters of the Gulf we 
pushed off shore, this timo across in 
the rear of Cut Island down among tho 
Clmudclcui'K. With all of our watch­
fulness we did not sno a sign of the 
enemy, and wo continued on in as 
straight a line us we could to Grand 
Jlny, just to the eastward of the head 
of tlio pusses of tho Mississippi Jtivor. 
Here a stop was inado and a detail of 
two m en,J. C. Cordray and I'uul Tru- 
doau, was inado to go to Pilot Town, 
at (he mouth of the southwest pass, and 
find out how matters stood. Paul bod 
been an old pilot until the war, when 
bo enlisted in one of tho lin t  regiments 
going to the front. Ho had l>eon 
through the buttle of Shiloh, where 
bis regiment had been badly disorguu* 
i/ed, and bo took ttiis opiHHiunify to 
visit his family whom ho loft ut Pilot 
Town. This j>ortion of Louisiana is so 
cut up by havens that a parson ac­
quainted with them can go in any di­
rection he chooses, although it takes 
years of o\pcrimico to becomo so famil­
iar with these channels. The two 
men detailed took tho light small boat, 
which hud been towed ut the stem for 
justsut'b purposes, at night, and started 
for Pilot Town to see in what maimer 
u steamboat was to lie captured. Tho 
Fodcrul gmilMJUts and war vessels were 
lying around the mouth of the 
river and up ns far as tho forts, 
ami unless some information could 
Ik) had tho expedition was usoles s 
Tho only hope was iu Paul's llndlng 
some of ids old acquaintances at the 
pilot Ktutiou, Paul and Cordray
pushed forward faithfully, and before 
day reuehed Pilot Towu. Tlioy up-

{iroaolied us cautiously as possible and 
mided at the wharf of piling. Jt was 

a town built on piles, no land of u sub­
stantia! nature being near. Hut ono 
old pilot could Paul fltul with whom he 
wus acquainted, aud from him bo found 
that his family had been taken to New 
Orleuns by General Putter's orders, 
because he was in tho Confederate 
urmy. i t  was a great disappointment 
to Paul not to meet his ram ly, but 
from hi* old friend, tho pilot, he fonnd 
out tim lantern sf^uala to bo displayed 
by a vessel coming out of tbe river, 
'they also fouud that tho steamboat 
Fox eumo down evory other day with 
fresh meat and vegetables as well as 
mail tor tho fleet, and tied up nt tho 
head of the passes for tho night. This 
was the sought-for oj>|>ortunity, and 
they rot ijrued with their report.

After due consideration, it was deter­
mined that they should approach tho 
wharf of tbo Fox as warily as possible. 
Captain Jefferson aud Lieutenant How­
ell, with a few men, were to take im­
mediate charge of the cabin, Paul und 
Cordray lo take tbo pilot-house, an­
other detail to tako charge of tho 
engines and fires, while still another 
was to fake the guard by misprise. 
The approach was managed ho a« to 
reach the vici ity of the Fox ubo.it

nine o’clock at night, and so near did 
wo got that tho voiooa wero quit# audi­
ble on tbo night air. Jiy ten or cloven 
o'clock everything was quiet aud most 
of the lights out Hy twelve the guard 
walked off the boat upon tbe wharf, 
which was noon the opposite side of 
tbo river, auu eat down. This soemod 
to be onr opportunity, and Captain 
Jefferson gave the word to move on tbo 
boat, and each detail do tbeir duty 
without noise or firing a shot So 
quietly did we advance thettbe natural 
ripple of the mighty river drowned all 
nowo. We reached tho guard of the boat 
and clambered over it on deck, where 
each detail sej>arated to do their share 
of tho capture. The watebman waa 
surprised and oaptured without tho 
least noise—in fact, everything seemed 
to work In our favor.

Paul and Cordray entered tbe pilot 
house and rang forward on tbe engines. 
The call was soon answered by tbe new 
engineer. The moat convenient com­
bustible subetanoee were got into >  
shat* to put into tbe furnace, without 
regard to value, and tlie Are waa aoon 
roaring. Our lantern signals were be­
ing boutod as wo swung into mid-chan­
nel, and ilia wheels rovolved faster and 
faster as the boilers Iwarno bested. 
Strange to say, not an attempt was 
made to stop us, or oven aak any quo*- 
ions, and we were soon out in the Gulf 
beading for tbe Cbandoleur Islands. 
Under cover of tbe islands steam was 
abut off, and a consultation bold as to 
wbat should bo done with tho prison- 
era. After tho decision waa made, the 
prisoners, consisting of tbe officers and 
crew of the Fox, and a few paasongera, 
were called forward, when Captain Jof- 
ferson addressed them in something 
like the following language: 

"Gentlemen, the fortunes of war havo 
made you prisoners to the Confederate 
States Cutter Lark, and as tbo cutter 
is limited for accommodations, we will 
give you tho choice of parole, with two 
boats to return to the fleet, or you will 
risk tlio guns of the blockading squad- 
ron as we run into Mobile, and proba­
ble confinement for an indefinite period. 
We give you your choice, with twenty 
minutes' time to dacido the matter."

During tho timo all hands wore busy 
making, ( reparations for a continuous 
mu into Mobilo or have tho boat sunk 
under us. At tho end of tho twenty 
minutes, tho prisoners, without excep­
tion. decided to give their parole and 
take the boats and return to tho Missis­
sippi Liver. After their departure we 
continued on among tho islands until 
we roachcd Mississippi Sound, and then 
rounded for Mobile Dav. Hying tbo 
United States flag. Tlio boilers of the 
Fox wore kept in a continued strain by 
accumulated steam, so that we wero 
ready as soon us wo reached the Fed­
eral fleet to run our best. We put on 
a bold face, entering the bay in mid 
channel under all the steam wo eould 
raise, with the black Binoko rolling out 
of <>ur pipes, forming a cloml in tbo 
roar, and heading for Fort '  organ. An 
attempt was made bv a guuboat to havo 
us stop, but wc paid no attontion to 
tlicir signals. Tho water fairly Hew 
away from our sides from the terrible

fu'ossure, while tho gunhuats on either 
taml appeared to be waking up to some 

discoverv. Hut they wero too late; we 
riiHhcd hv them before they reftli/ed 
tho situation, and wero out of range, 
rounding tho lighthouse, and under the 
guns of r ort Morgan.

A few weeks later 
Captain Jefferson sold our capture to 
tho Department Guartermaster for 
ftlOO.OJo, Confederate paper. Tho 
money was divided as is usual with 
prize-monoy, and for a few months we 
lived like American princes.

1 hoc the point now, but I  don't know 
anything about the law of nations, aud 
i thought it wa« ull right."

"As u luuy«»r, Mr. Lm-oln," Htevens 
rcmakiul. “i should have sup|>osed you 
would havo Hecit tho difficulty at once."

"Oh, well," replied Mr, Lincoln, 
"I'm a good enough lawyer in a West­
ern law court, I  suppose, but we don't 
practice tho law of nations up there, 
and I supposed Howard knew all about 
it, und I left it to him. Hut it's douo 
now, und can't bo 1m‘1|h»1, so wo must 
get along ns well as wo can."

In this .'dr, Lincoln wus right. Tho 
blunder had been committed and tlio 
rebel Mutes were thenceforward an in­
dependent belligerent. Not an inde­
pendent nutimi, of course, but an inde­
pendent belligerent, lo bo dealt with 
in ucco.duuco with the law of uut-on*.

FLOGGING YOUNG PRTSONEIW,

FwiMiWMWt WmIoywI on lloys ('niter Hen-

A writer in the Vail Matt Gawtte 
thus describes a flogging sccuo in En­
gland: A police birch is much like a 
school birch. I t is mado np, as every­
body knows, of a bunch of long thin 
twigs, which servo as lotdios, tied 
tightly to the end of a stick about a 
couple of feet long. Tho polico birch, 
however, is of considerably better 
manufacture than tho school birch, and 
more care is taken in its general muko 
and get up. The ono brought into uso 
on tbia occasion was composed of twigs 
which must havo been very carofully 
•elected, for they wero unusually long 
and thin, and had tho resemblance of 
wires more thsu woo l. Howover, wo 
had not many minutes to wait before 
the big,burly magistrate who was to of­
ficially witness tho o|>oration (and there- 
loro on behalf of tho ljueen give her 
most gracious majesty's sanction to it) 
arrived. Everybody" amt everything 
wac ready, and a move was made to tho 
eonrtoard at tho back of the jail—a 
doll, bare, and uninteresting picco of 
ground surrounded by high walls, and 
usod chiefly for tho purposo of drilling 
the police force. Horo a form like an 
old-fashioned school seat was placed. 
Tho persons present Were a magistrate, 
the chief siqierintendent of police, a 
detective, who admiiusterod tho pun­
ishment, a couplo of constables, myself, 
and of course tho two little follows 
who wero to Iks ao cruelly tortured, 
both of whom, it is hardly nocossarv to 
aftato, wero crying bitterly, "Now, 
then, down with your trousers, quick!" 
said one of tho constables; and, al­
though tho two delinquents obeyotl tho 
command, their movomonts wero not 
vory rapid. Ono of tho constables 
quioklv uubuttoned one of the poor lit­
tle fellow's braces, and his trousers 
were pulled down so a to loave his but­
tocks bare. Almost with lightning 
rapidity ho was placed on his stomach 
on the form; one constable at ono end 
held his hands with an iron grasp, and 
the other at the otbor end took tho 
poor little wretch's legs. The oilidal 
who hold the birch steppod forward, 
the culprit yelling and screaming in 
unearthly tones, and with all his might 
aud main, both hands grasping tho 
rod, commenced to administer tho pun­
ishment, tho distress of the othor boy 
being by no means lightened at the sight 
of his comrade's treatment; at the first 
stroke the squealing, howling, and 
polling of the culprit woro heartrend­
ing, and tho magistrate, who, being an 
admiral, could not have been altogether 
uuused to that kind of thing, turnod 
hia back on tho sickening night. Im­
mediately the birch had touched tho 
poor little fellow's skin the weaU or 
marks of the lashes were plainly visi­
ble, and after two or threo strokes had 
been laid on the culprit's right buttock 
resombled nothing so much as a piece 
of raw boef, and when the whole com­
plement of six strokes had boon in­
flicted, I  say it to tho disgraco of tbo 
nation, blood was drawn, and, as his 
comrade's viewed the matter, tho of­
ficial who had held the birch had proved 
himself a clever fellow; for it is the 
acme of ambitiou on the part of tho of­
ficers who are appointed to administer 
the puniahmout to draw blood. The de­
tective with tho birch then moved his 
precious body to the other side of tho 
form and inflicted tho romaining six 
strokes in a similar mannor on tho tiny 
culprit's left buttock, tho other littlo 
boy being put through tho same cruel 
ordeal with exactly similar results.

An Execution In Komi.
Writing of Koroa a correspondent of 

tho Han Francisco Chronicle says: 
The manner of killing criminals is pe­
culiar and is especially obnoxious to 
the Catholio Christians, who arc 
abundant in this country. An ordinary 
lloman cross is sot up on o huge cart 
drawn by oxen. The mau is tied to 
this with arms extended, and ho is thus 
drawn through the streots. A crier 
precedes tbe nroeossion, announcing 
the crime for which the man is Ix-iug 
punished. HU friends are allowod to 
follow and protest his innocence atul 
bewail his sad fate, but h» tlio punish­
ment is usually vUitod upon tlio family 
if the treason has boon glaring the fol­
lowing of friends is apt to bo rather 
email.

Thero aro two placos of oxocutlm at 
the capital. One, seldom used, is in 
tho city, while the chief places is just 
outside tho west gate on a hillside, 
where the immense crowds upon the 
city wall aud other high places cun got 
a good view of the interesting sight. 
Whether the prisoner in his exhausted 
stuto, has succambod to tho torture on 
tlio cross or not, on arriving ut tho 
place of oxooiition lie is placed face 
downward, with his nock upon a block, 
when, by oue stroke, if it is a good one, 
the heavy sword severs tho bead from 
the body, Thu hands and foot aro then 
cut off, and the mutilated liody is car­
ried back Into tho city and laid, chest 
downward, iu one of the struct*, whore 
it must lay for tlirno days.

Jt is refreshing to note that the 
people, and oven tho dogs, avoid that 
Htroct for tho timo Indug, and the ad­
joining shops are elosod. Thov count 
from (ho evening when tho body is laid 
out till daylight of the third day, so 
that tiio body ouly lies thoro one day 
in reality. Tlio foreigners resident iu 
tho capital during tbe time following 
tho emeuto of 1881, when so many 
political criminals woro executed, 
often stumbled upon these horrible 
nights in tbeir journeying* about the 
streets. On ono occasion when the 
bodies wero near the legations the rep­
resentatives combiuod and asked for 
their removal.

i t  should bo montionod that the hu­
mane king is opposed to this practice, 
which custom seems still to demand. 
In case tbo accuser should ho proved 
an impostor aud to liuvu accused (he 
man falselv, the prisoner or his frion Is ' 
have the right to demand an eye from 
him. Their method of ohtaiuing the 
organ is quite novel, and if well per­
formed it is more expeditious than is 
tlio modern surgical method of cncu- 
ideation. The culprit is made to stoop 
over uml is then hit with the loaded end 
of a flexible Htick upon a spot on the 
hack of tho hc-id, when the eye pro- 1 
trudes sulliciently mj that it may be cut 
off. if, however, the pcopU who wi-!»

I the eve ure not prompt in doing the 
cutting operation the prisoner may

quickly roplaee tho ovu and posse,,* it 
thereafter in peace, all of which is Raid 
to havo bcon done many times, but un­
fortunately has not been witnessed, as 
yot, by foreigners.
