Linen tliroad may 
bo spun, because tho flax filters have 
certain roughness on tboir surfaces, 
which enable them to ding together, 
llcuco it is impossible to make m  fine 
linen as cotton doth, but it is much 
stronger.

M. Alphonse »k Caxdoi.lk believes 
ho has established as certain, hv bis re- 
Kouri'ho* into the heredity of the color 
of the eyes, the facts that women have 

’a larger proportion of brown eyes than 
men; that wneroboth parents have eyes 
of the same color tbo chances are 
oiglity-oigbt to twelve that the children 
will havo, at ten years of ago, eyos of 
the»amo color; and that whoro the 
parents have eyes of different colors 
the chances are fifty-five to fortv-iivo 
in favor of brown as against hfuo or 
gray for the children. Hu uUo thinks 
it probable that persons of the brown 
tyi* aro moro likely to bo healthy than 
the Monde.

1'rok. Diclmso, who as early as the 
year 1H73 announced the idea thut most 
extra-floral nectar-glands in plants are 
useful to the plants that lwar thorn, by 
attracting a indy-guard of ants, lias 
now published the first part of an elabo­
rate memoir on tho topic, Tbo num- 
lx*r of species recorded as having extra- 
nuptial glands is much larger than 
would havo been oX|KJctod. This term 
"cxtru-uoptial" ia coined to distinguish 
tbe glands under consideration from 
extru-floral glands, which, no less than 
those in the flower, aro subservient to 
pdlinutiou. Tho service performed by 
the ants so attracted and fed is the 
keeping-off of caterpillars and other in­
sects which prey upon the foliage, 
young fruits, etc.

-•ere arc a few humble sad peculiar 

industries connected with the cotton 
operatives of Laucashlre. Perhaps the 
most peculiar ia the little-known call­
ing of the “knocker-up,” whose busi­
ness it is to wake up the factory people 
io time for their work. Thiaiodoetry 
requires no capital, aud imposes no re­
striction as to oex.

All tho atook-in-trade required is a 
long stick, in joints—something like a 
linking rod—with a number of wires 
tlod to tho end. This stick is raised 
so that the wiros ean be rattled against 
the bedroom window, and a more harm­
less, yet effective, plan could scarcely 
be invented, for one or two shakes of 
the stick will cause the wires to rattlo 
against the glass loudly enough to 
awako tho soundest sleeper.

A friend of oun can Boar testimony 
to this fact. When ho iltst visited 
Manchester, some years ago, a certain 
wag gavo a knocker-up a  few pence to 
operate on our friend's bedroom window 
at au oarly hour one morning. When 
lie first woke lie thought that there 
was a  tremendons hailstorm, but this 
idea was soon dispellod. He sprang 
out of bed, rushed to tho window and 
threw it oj»en. He had novor heard of 
a knocker-up, lot alone seen one, and 
his astonishment was great on sooing a 
man in the street below taking off 
savors! joints of apparently a  Ashing 
rod.

“Hallo,* he shouted.
“Just half-post 5,” the man repliod. 
"What's up?" our friend cried.
Tho knookcr-up must have been 

rather deaf, for he again repliod: "Just 
half-past 51* and made off.

Thinking that he was playing some 
joko on him, oar friond made a con­
vulsive dash for a hairbrush or any­
thing portable to throw at the innocent 
knocker-up; but by tho timo be had 
secured something tho man had van­
ished round a comer near at hand. 
At tho breakfast table the joko was ex­
plained.

For “knoeking-up” 2d. or 3d. a  week 
ia charged. Scores of “knookers-up* 
—somo of thorn too old for anything 
else—may be soen between the hours 
of 5 and 8 on any morning of the week 
except Sunday in any Lancashire 
manufacturing town.

At Whitsuntide, which in Lancashire 
is tho greatest holiday of the yoar, 
somo of them are busy nearly all night 
at certain porioda of the week. As 
somo of them hove over a hundred 
houses on their lists, it may be readily 
understood that to get round in time a 
good deal of sharp walking is to be got 
through.

That this occupation is sometimes 
vory profitable was shown by a cue 
hourd at tho lost Manchester Assizes. 
The plaintiffs in this case—two "knock- 
ors-up," or “wakem-up,* as tha judge 
preferred to call them,living iu Hulmo, 
Manchester—had had a largo nurnbor 
of dionts for many years, and had 
been able to aavo monoy at the rato of 
41100 a year ever sinoe 1878. This, it 
must bo admitted, was a decidedly 
good connection.

Until within the lost few years little 
or uo oonvenienoo was provided in the 
cotton factories for making tea, coffee, 
and tho like, and even now thousands 
are obliged to send outside for what 
thoy require for this purpose. Conse­
quently persons living near mills— 
who ore locally known as “tea women” 
—provide hot water every morning, 
and the jugs of the operatives are 
brought from tho mill to the houses. 
These persona also undortako to pro­
vide a little milk for caoh jug. For 
this hot wator and milk three pence por 
wook is charged, and in some districts 
those tea women corn a good sum 
weekly.

Anothor industry—generally reserved 
for thoso who arc too old to work— 
consists (u “mindiug” the babies of the 
fomulo operatives. For this service 
about half a crown a wook is charged; 
and as somo of thoso women look after 
several children, It may bo readily 
understood that the poor little things 
do not reooive too much attention.

Tho system, indeed, has many disad­
vantages. One of tho groatest is that 
when the mother gots up in tho early 
morning she is obliged to tako hor 
child out into tho cold air and carry it 
to the house of tho porson who under­
takes to “mind” it. Lancashire ooroners 
have frequently strongly condemned 
this, and pointed out stliit it is one of 
the most prolific causes of iufantilo 
mortality.

Another lmmblo industry in connec­
tion with tho toilors of Lancashire is 
worthy of mention. Every town and 
village in Lancashire has its botanical 
club, and iu almost evory struot of 
somo towns may bo socn the small 
shops of manufacturers of horb beer. 
Homo of these poopfe mako great 
quantities, and, notwithstanding that it 
is sold very cheaply, umuogu to make
g o o d  illOOMOH.

Himke Against Nplder.
“Htand back, boys, aud glvo him a 

chance,* said a tall, brotizo-huod 
ranchoro iu Pasndtmu, Cal, waving his 
sombrero to keep back a few friends 
who were crowding atout a small in- 
closure. "Mako your bote, gontlomcn,” 
ho continued, in imitation of the 
votaries of tho ring. Tho oauso of all 
this suys a correspondent of tho New 
York /W , was a snake about a foot 
long, beautifully murkod with straws 
of black and white, gliding slowly 
around au iuolosure about IIvo feet in 
diameter, while in tho center stood or 
crouched a gigantic spidor—a Imirv, 
many-logged monster, with mandihlos 
liko nabers; so large and formidable, 
in fact, (but few would care to face it 
without a weapon of Homo kind. If 
placed in tho center of a saucer its 
logs would bang over tho side. Alto­
gether it was as ugly a creature as tho 
imagination coubl well picture. Tho 
attempt was being made to settle a dis­
pute uh to whether the gigimtio spider 
'•“ni l whip a snake, ami tho spectators 
were not tong in finding out.

Tho man iu tho sombrero backed Ids 
snakcshiiMmd a slmrt, thick-set gentle­
man, with enormous spurs of .>f»xio*n 
make, performed a like office for tho 
spider uml helped thing* along by en­
couraging the combatants with various 
punches with stick*. The snako was 
evidently aware of the ustoro of tha

mass of hair, and showed its fear In 
every movement, keeping as near as 
possible to the aide of tho Incloaure. 
Finally the spider was pushed upon 
the reptile and tho latter made a vicious 
•trike at U, A seeond later a bunch of 
hair and a eoufused mass of stripes 
were all there was to bo seen, the two 
rolling over and over in what was ap­
parently a death struggle. A moment 
of thie aud the coiling of tho make 
suddenly oeasod; its head was raised 
several inehes in the air, and, with 
mouth partly open, it seemed either 
Completely terrified or injured. Tho 
latter was the case, as now it was aeon 
tliat the terrible spider bed buried Us 
fengs in the reptile end aes clinging to 
It with the tenacity of e bulldog. In 
the popular perlauco of tho prise ring, 
the snake bad thrown up the sponge, 
aud, completely |Mraly*ed, was quiver­
ing like an m o o r  leaf, and in a few 
seconds dropped limp aud lifeless n|>ou 
the ground. Even tlion tho monster 
that had accomplished this result would 
not release its hold, and the two, the 
oouqnoror and viotirn, wero dropped 
into a bottle of alcohol, tho spider 
dying gamo and maintaining its grip.

Among the Cubans,
The island lias more fine harbors 

then any other country of its size, aud it 
is no wonder that the buccaneers of 
the HpanisU main selected it so tho 
center of tyieir piratical enterprises. I t 
has 2(10 rivers aud plenty of fresh water 
springs. It novor snows in Cuba, 
though the ice sometimos forms uj>ou 
tho mountains. The babies can go 
naked here tho year arouud, and as for 
tho stocking trado of Havana its cus­
tomers are confined to tho higher 
classes. Noither stockings nor sus­
penders are used by tho leborors, and I 
doubt whether there are 1,000 pairs of 
suspenders worn by the 1,500,0U0 poo- 
plo who make up that island's popula­
tion. They use instead a belt-strap, 
and tho majority of tho workingmen of 
tho island coufine their apparol to an un­
derskirt and trousers. The bettor 
claw of men dress in white duck, with 
Panama bat*.

Tho lower class of women wear few 
underclothes, and a calico wrappor 
and a pair of hoolless slippers are a 
wardrobe. There are no carpets on 
the floors or plaster on ceilings. Iron 
hers take tho place of glas« windows, 
and there is not a chimney nor a cook­
ing stove in Havana There are no 
boras, and tho horsos aro wa*hml in tho 
harbors instead of boiugourried. There 
are uo bricks used in tho sidewalks, and 
the averago sidowalk is three foot wide 
and of stone. Tho building stono usod 
is a porous ono, and this is oovormlwith 
stucco, Havana has parks, but therein 
no grass in thorn, uml os for shade, it 
can be got only by going to the mouu- 
talas.

The policemen carry swords and guns, 
and tho offleos of all kinds aro fillod 
by Spaniards. Thero aro no mattresses 
on the Cuban beds, and as for leather 
pillows, there are not enough feathers 
used here to make a wad for tho ear­
ache, There aro few cliiua pitchers 
used in Havana, and tho drinking-mug 
is of porous clay, with n hulo ut the top, 
out of which tho water is poured into 
tho mouth in a trickling stream. Ilcd 
brick tiles take tho place of shingles, 
and tho tops of the housos are used iu 
the evenings for sitting-rooms. The 
gardens of Havana are inside^tho houses, 
instead of bohind them.

The Cuban takes oranges, bread And 
butter aud eoffoe for breakfast. Ho 
pares his oranges as we do apples, and 
you find plates of pared orangos before 
you on the tablo when you. sit down to 
tho morning meal. Tho way to oat 
those oranges is to drive a fork into 
them, plant your tee'h firmly into tho 
liisoious fruit and suck tho juice. Tho 
Cuban breakfast is taken on risiug, and 
there is anothor broakfast about 8 or 10 
o'clock. This is moro like tho Amori- 
oau meal, and the whole city knocks off 
for it. Passing along the strout at this 
tiiuo you may boo families at thoir meals 
through tho open windows and doors, 
and au hour or two later tho wholo 
town soomi to bo taking a siesta. Din­
ner is eaten between 5 and 8 o'clock, 
and the storoa keep opon until about 
8 o'clook in the eveuing. — Home 
Journal.

Marrying by tke Glove*
To marry by proxy, or, ns it ia oallod, 

“marriage by the glove,* is common in 
Holland, and is ouusud by the fact that 
many of the eligible young men, after 
having finished their education in tho 
schools of tho fatherland, depart for 
Dutch India to ougage in souio lucra­
tive commercial enterprise, or to ac- 
copt a position in tho aolouial sorvlco. 
The scarcity of luarriagoahlo white wo- 
mon in that olimu indneo* tlm would-be 
husband to write to a friend In Holland, 
inclosing his wish for a wife. The 
friond seloots a witling young lady, 
generally with a substantial dot, and 
otherwise conforming closely to the 
specifications of the letter. A photo-
Srapli of tho favored one is onclesed in 

io return epistle. After tlm lapse of 
a few months a soiled left-hand glove, 
with a power of attorney, is received 
from tho far-away bachelor. Tha 
friend in Holland marries tho selected 
bride iu precisely tlm same manner as 
if ho wore tho actual groom, and tho 
young wife doparte in the next Indian 
mail steamer to bring happluo** and
Iirospority to the lonely one iu the far 
Coat. A marriage of this description 

Is as bindings* if tho bridegroom woro 
prom t, and novor repudiated, if 
either party to the glove marringo 
should die boforo mooting in India, tlio 
survivor would legally share tho 
property of ducoascd.

The City of Melbourne
Tho population of Mulbourno is 800,- 

000, who are as well off ah any equal 
number of people in tho wholo world. 
But tlm city has grown hastily and car­
ries tho signs of it ou Its surface. Tho 
streets aro hrcml. There arc splendid 
single buildings—town hall, university,
Karliiunent houses, public houses, pub- 

c officem. besides banks, exchanges, 
and, aguin, churches, etc, There arc 
superb shops, too, gorgeous as any in 
Londou or l'aris. But side by sido 
with tlmm you see bonnes little better 
than *heda. Beople havo built as they 
could ami a* their means allowed thorn, 
and they have been too bony to study 
appearances. But they have Imundles* 
wealth aud ns bouudlcss uiuhitiou aud 
seb-coufidcnco.

Thomas IHfersM'a Iagoaitty.
I  think it la not generally known 

with what pleasure aud seal Jefferson 
brought his mind to boar, not only 
upon tho dovelopmont of his some­
what grand ideas in regard to a homo, 
bnt anon the most minute and pocnliar 
contrivances for convenience oru adorn­
ment, He drew plana and mode esti­
mates for nearly everything that w m  
built or constructed on his place. He 
calculated tho number of bricks to be 
need to every part of his buildings; and 
his family now possess elaborately- 
drawn plans of anch bits cf household 
furnishing as “curtain ox” and 
tho like. Many of liis ideas in regard 
to building auu furnishing ho brought 
with him from Franee; but more of 
them had their origin to Ids brain. 
There were no bedsteads to his house, 
bnt to evory chamber there wo* an al- 
oovt la tho wall in which a wooden 
framework w m  built which aup|M>rted 
the bed. Hi* own slocpiug arrange­
ments during the lifetime of his wife 
woro of a very |>oculiar nature; in tho 
partition between two chambers was au 
arehway, and iu this archway was the 
double bed; ono ebumbor was Mr. 
Jefferson's room, and tlm other was Ids 
wife's dressing-room; when lie arose in 
tho morning ho got out of bod into his 
own room, and Mra Jefferson got out 
into her room. After Ids wife's death 
her room bocamo hit study, and tlm 
twrtition wall between it and the 
library being taken down, tho wholo 
was thrown into the prenont largo 
apartment Over tho archway in which 
the bed is placed is a long closet 
retched by a step-ladder placed in an­
other closet at tho foot of the bed. In 
this woro stored iu summer the wiuter 
clothes of tho family, and iu winter 
their summer habiluinonU At tho 
other side of tho arch there is a small 
duor, so that persons going from ono 
room to tho other hod no need to 
elamber over tho bed.

In tho smaller chamber, wliou it be- 
catno Ids study, stood Mr. .Jefferson's 
writing-chair, which was made to suit 
his peculiar noeda; tho chair itself was 
ldgh-backod, well-rounded, and 
cushioned, and in front of it extended 
a cushioned platform, ou which Mr. 
Jefferson found it very pleasant to 
stretch his legs, buiug s<jiuetimos 
troublod with swellings of the smaller 
veins of theso limhs. The writing-table 
was so made that it could bo drawn' up 
over this platform, leg* aud all, and 
pushed down when it was not iu use. 
The top of the taldo turnod on n pivot; 
ou ono side of it were his writing ma­
terials, and on tho other was tlm littlo 
apparatus by which ho made copin* of 
his letters. By his side was an her 
revolving table, on which his books of 
referonco lay, or wero hold opon at 
proper angles. Near him ulso stood a 
pair of largo globes; aud, if lie wished 
to study uuything outsido of this world, 
he had iu tiio room two long tolescopes 
mounted ou bra-s-i tripods, Couveuient 
also were his violius, one a Cremona, 
and the other the bass-voil saved from 
tho Shudwoll fire. Besides the book­
shelves and the somewhat simplo fur­
niture of the library, thero were a 
nuuibor of oddly contrived little closets, 
in which woro stored Ms multitudinous 
manuscripts. There is a writing-tablo 
now iu tho possession of the family, 
which was frequently used by Mr. Jef­
ferson, and which is very ingoniously 
contrivod. Two uf its four logs aro 
hollow, nml iu those run rods resting 
upon spriugs by which the table can 
be easily olevutod, the other two logs 
being ulso extensible, but iu a different 
way. When Mr. Jefferson was tired of 
writing in a sitting position, ho could 
stand up and raiso this tablo to tho de­
sired height. When ho wished to uso 
it mb a reading-stand, tho top could be 
inoliued at uny angle, and a strip of 
brass was brought into uso to konp tho 
books and papers from sliding off.

Opouing from tho library was a largo 
room iuclosod with glass, which was in­
tended for a conservatory, but was used 
by Mr. Jeffersou as his work-room, 
lltoro ho had a work-bench, with all 
sorts of carpenter's tools, with which ho 
constructed a great many of tho small 
couvouieucos he invonted. —Frank if, 
Hlovkton, in thte Century.

Money Iu Mlues.
Quoon Elizabeth leased all hor royal 

rights to a company of mining adven­
turers, and uudor license from this 
company tho well known Hugh Myddlo- 
ton realized a largo fortune by success­
fully mining for silver in Cardiganshire. 
Tiiis fortune, it is said, was iu a groat 
moosuro expended by Nir Hugh in 
bringing tho New itiver to London;but 
tho enterprisiug Welshman wont pn 
mining to the end of his life, and no 
doubt with tolerable suocoss. At any 
rate bis successor, Thomas Biishol, 
drew a largo furtuno from tho samo 
mines und obtained tho royal permis­
sion to establish a mint in tue Castle of 
Aberystwith, where from Bl;i8 to 1812 
silver pieces wero coined, which aro 
still tolerably plentiful in tli» cabinola 
ef collectors. Ho great, indeed, was the 
valuo of tlm bullion raised that Bushel 
obtained a grant of tho Isle of Lundy 
ivb a storehouse for the treasure; and 
wliou tho Civil War broke out Bushel 
was ablo to show his gratitudo to tho 
King by clothing the whole of tho royal 
army to tho West, as well os by fending 
tho King tho aunt of forty thousand 
pounds in spode. Eventually Bushel 
sank uoarly the whole of his fortune in 
supporting tho royal oauso; and tho 
most productive veins of oro being now 
exhausted, Bushel altandonod his Car­
diganshire mine* uud went prospecting 
ou tho Mcudip Hills, fed to this courso, 
It is said, by some old prophecy of tho 
enchanter, Merliu.

Homo years Liter valuable votns of 
ore wero discovered ntOogerddao, near 
Aberystwith, on tho ostnto of Hir Car- 
berry Brice, and iu tlm year 1880 an 
act of Burlinmoiit was obtained ia tho 
iutorvst of lumfed proprietors, by which 
the ancient claims of tho Crown worn 
abrogated, and only a loyalty retained 
upon the product of gold mine*. On 
the act receiving the Boyal iiNsent Hir 
Curberry Brico rode straight from 
Whitehall to his home iu Cardiganshire, 
ftwomplLhing his journey in forty-eight 
hours, and bonfires were lightod on all 
tho hilln aud general rejoicing insti­
tuted, in celebration of the event.—.IB 
the Year Hound.

Daniel Webster took groat pains to 
be on friendly terms with liis rural 
neighbors at Franklin, N. H.. and a t 
Marshfield, Moss, Ono of hi* Marsh­
field neighbors thus related his au- 
quatotauee with the groat expounder: 
“I  w m  out In my dooryurd one morning 
before breakfast last summer, und saw 
a gentleman in my eowyard. Hu upoli- 
gised for his intrindon, ns ho termed 
it, but saying, T got out of my car­
riage, sir, to look at your burn collar. 
I  aiu taken with its plan ami structure,, 
and thought I might gain an idea that 
I  may not in practice at hmue. My 
name U Webster of MorsUtlold. i  am 
taking a look round among my neigh­
bors to «co if I can learn something 
stout farming.' 'Oh. Mr. Wohetorl 
My uamo is Collsmoro. 1 am happy to 
see you, Mr. Webster; won't you walk 
in, sir?' 'Not to-day, air, if you will 
excuse me. But, Mr. ColUumre, we are 
neighbors, not very for apart, and I 
should to  happv to see you at my house.
I  am a farmer, in my way, which is uot 
•ogeod as that of my moro cxtierienced 
neighbors, but we may flud some things 
with which to while away a little time 
on luy placet Como down, Mr. Colla- 
more, and see me, and bring Mrs. Culla- 
moro aud yonr neighbors,—please to 
invite them,—tackle up, and all of you 
'•omo down somo pleasant morning and 
spend tho day.'” Mo Mr. CoUamore, 
his wife, and neighbors wont down. 
Mr. Wobster led them nil over liiafurm 
till they got an appotito for dinner. It 
w as iu that year when Hour w m  so high. 
Mr. Wobstor attendod to the want* of 
liis guests at tablo, and then called upon 
the servant tor a piece of bread. Ho 
took the bread, remarked ia an old- 
fashion style: “I tell you my woman 
that ilour is so high wo must not buy 
only a pillow bier of flour ut a timo, 
now a days.” Tlm idea of this allusiou 
to old-fashioned times was to hia guests 
very ludicrous, aud was ouo of the inci­
dents they alluded to when thoy *]>oke 
with each other of their visit to Marsh­
field.

Frank Pierco wan a fine horseman, 
and whon tha World's Fair was open 
at New York, iu July, 1858, he •{>• 
l>earod at tho morning review of the 
troops on tlio Imttory nmnnto l op the 
full-blooded charger, Black Warrior, 
owned by Major Merrill, of tho United 
States Dragoons, then past 21 years 
old, and cherished for the long nml 
faithful services ho had performed. 
After the review tho procession was 
formed, aud proceeded up Broad wav. 
Everywhere wero crowds of people 
eager to groot tho President. Tltod lo- 
walks were densely thronged, the win­
dows wore fillod to overflowing, und 
thoro wero multitudes on the Iiouho- 
tops. After the troops and the Presi­
dent and liis suite, came, in carriages, 
tho Major and Common Council of (he 
city.

shortly after tlio procession reached 
tho park, a shower of ruin, which had 
sometime threatened to fall, camodown 
with great emphasis, and caused a gen­
eral scattering of tho spectators. Even 
the woll-ordorod ranks of tlio military 
woro not proof against it, uud many ot 
tho soldiers took refuge in doorways 
and under awnings. Tlio majority, 
howover, did not Hindi, but brnvolj 
held on their march, defying the pott­
ing of tho ruin. Though repeatedly 
urged to dismount aud tnko refuge, 
the President refused to break up the 
lino of march. For stout two blocks 
ho carried an umbrella, which wo* 
thrust upon him, but this Uo soon dis­
pensed with. In company with uoarly 
all in tho procession, ho got fuirly wot 
through, and had to change his clothus 
when ho rcoohod tho Crystal Palace,

Chang and Eng, the Miumcso twins, 
who woro brought to this country by 
Capt Colfin, ot Nowburyport when 
they wero boys, afterwards exhibited 
themselves and wbcutlicy lmd accumu­
lated some property determined tc 
Hottlo down and purchase a plantation 
in tho up-country of North Carolina 
There thoy induced tho two daughters 
of a clergyman to toeomo thoir wives. 
Tho double nuptial knot was tiod, and 
as they could not huve separate and dis­
tinct establishments, they tocume heads 
of a double household. In 1853 thoy 
came to Washington, having tocomo 
ratlior tired of cuuutry life, and started 
out on a tour of exhibition, accompanies 
by two of thoir children. At that time 
they hod olovon children, six of them 
belonging to Mrs. Chang, and tho other 
five to Mrs. Eng. They had also about 
thirty slaves, with a good deal of stock. 
When at homo they attended indus­
triously to the business of their planta­
tion, kept the negroes ut work, aud 
were always rcadv uud willing to plow, 
chon wood, und do id) sorts of farm 
work. Tlion when business was not 
urgent they would devote their time to 
field s)M>rts, uml were among the keen­
est hunter*, fowlers, und fishers of tholi 
district. Tlm Mesdamus Chung und 
Eng Nocnudud their lords right well in 
the management of tlm concern and re- 
nmined toliind to tako euro of tho house­
hold during the alwouco of thoir dis* 
tiuguUhod oonsort*. Madam Cluing 
was null] to dovoto her time to tho geu- 
oral supervision of the slaves and the 
direction of tho work to to  performed 
on tlio plantation; white Madam Eng 
charged herself with tho care of all the 
young masters and misses, instructing 
thorn and tho little negro children. A 
few years afterwards 1 saw it stated in 
tho papers that the two wives had 
qnamfod, and another plantation lmd 
lH*en bought, ao that onou hud hor indi­
vidual homo. The dnpllcuto liusbandn, 
not tolug ablo to divido themselves, 
spout a fortnight alternately ut each es­
tablishment.

things that had to ho 
protected against our own troops, an 
well on against attacks of tho guerrilla*, 
an orderlies sent hither uml yoml with 
dispatches—all these can toll of what 
a caravan of wuffous, railroad trains, 
sutler's shotts, citizens hanging about 
tho akirta of tho army on every possi- 
hlo protonso, “dead lieuts” and strug- 
fliers who disgraced tlioir uniform, and 
what not, made up tho "roar of tho 
Army."

If tho army numliorcd no moro than 
thirty thousand mon, its groat crowd of 
nou-combutunts and tlioir transporta­
tion, following it on all possible roads, 
was spread over milo* of territory. 1 
liavo often thought that a General iu 
tho roar might liavo lieon an excellent 
thing to our armios In tho Hold during 
the late war. Tho commanding don* 
oral usually had all lie could hoc to in 
tho way of dirooting tho march, 
getting reliable Information of tho move­
ments of the enemy, and getting 
and hooping ready for tho lighting of 
battles. I t did not ofteu happen that 
he knew much about what was going 
on in Ids rear, or was able to govern 
that part of the army very much. 
Colonel John B. Mosby's true story of 
what be did in the rear of HUorufan's 
forces in tho Shonandoah Valloy. in 
the summer und fall of 1MM, would i s- 
tonish even some of tho Uniou soldiers 
of that campaign. Tho trains that he 
captured, tho prisoners that he took, 
tho terror that he caused, are only 
faintly shuwu by anything that lias 
bucu published. Aud although Uon-

cral Hheridau says in his report that 
Moshy was his laont rear guard, and 
was worth as much to him iu the rear 
as a brigade of our cavalry tu keep the 
rear closed up, I think that many of 
Ills soldiois will sav that it was a very 
costly rear guard. * Things might have 
been much butter had there been some 
arbitrary authority in thu roar to keep 
the trains closed up, to see that the 
guards woro properly disposed and in 
(icrfeet order for au uttuck, and to send 
the stragglors summarily to the front. 
An officer with the snap nnd judgment 
to do this might liavo saved many valu­
able lives and prisoner* and iiresorved 
hundreds of thousands of dollars to tho 
Government in all kinds of war mate­
rial. I doubt not that, with his large 
experiouoo iu the Held, no man would 
moro fully admit this than Sheridan 
himsolf.

1 never saw much of tho rear of tho

Itallifintf to the rcni\

army, either in march or battle. I 
take no credit for tho foot. The plain, 
simple duty of tho soldior under arms 
is ut the front, whero the lighting is 
likely to occur; and the soldier who 
was not at the front at such a time has 
got an explanation to make as to why 
he was not there.

Yet, disorderly and ill-managed and 
weak agaiust any attack of tho onomy 
us was the roar of most of our armies 
in the field, 1 suppose it could bear no 
comparison to tho uspcct of things in 
the icar during the progress of a heavy 
battle.

Practically, f  know' little of this, 
either. Hut I liavo hoard much from 
comrades who had a right to be in tho 
rear at such times as to tho dishearten­
ing am>oaraiice of affairs, and what I 
saw* at the front will account for some­
thing of tho disgraceful state of tilings 
that was visible in the rear while a 
battle was going on. There is nothing 
about my experience that was out oi 
tiie common order. Thousands of vet­
erans shared it, and will cheerfully 
verify iny words.

Tho busiuess of tho soldier is to kill 
the onemy. Ho is clothed, fed, nnd 
paid by tho Government; he is drilled 
and instructed; ho marches nnd coun­
termarches for hundreds of miles, and 
finally gets into a buttle. There, his 
simple, stern duty is to kill the enemy, 
lie is to obey his oTcers, and do all 
thu killing that ho possibly can.

If evory soldier acted on this princi­
ple and conviction of duty, wars would 
bo much longer amt much bloodior 
than they are. Kven tho wonderful 
modern improvements in firearms und 
ordnance would not avail against au 
army, every unit of which was deter­
mined to light till victory was gained, 
or until ho was put horn tlu t ombat.

In ovory army that wus evor brought 
iuto tho field since firearms were in­
vented (back of that it is not neces­
sary to go) thoro was a largo percent­
age of soldiers who would not fight if 
they got a chatico to run. It was so on 
both sides during our war; tho records 
of all Kuropouu wars show tho same 
fact. 1 have read every account of the 
battle of Waterloo that I cun find, 
uml prosumo that’ I have something 
moro than the average knowledge of 
this generation as to the momentous 
conflict. I t is tho battlo above all 
others upon which Pngiishinen pride 
thomselvcK; yet 1 will maintain that in 
no Imttlo of tho relwlliou woro there 
as many stragglers and skulks from tho 
Union army, as there were on that day 
iu tho rear of tho allied armies, which 
by a more accident snotchod the vic­
tory from Nuiioloou. No, not even at 
Hhdoh or Uedar Crook, which are gen­
erally cited as conspicuous Malices of 
Union demoralization.

It does not reiiuiro a panic to take 
men from tho field of battle, if thoy 
are able to get away. Home men have 
no tight in them, and will always taka 
advantage of tho first opportunity to 
go to tho roar, 'i huso are tho inou who 
by tlioir numbers have often caused a 
report to lie sent from the rear that tho 
Imttlo was lost.

Au ilhiHtratiou oecurs to me. At 
Hhcriiluu's battle of Winchester, Sep­
tember Hi, ln tl, though for an hour 
nftortho opening of tho tight tilings 
looked serious for us in tho renter, 
and wo knew that (here wus a host of 
our fugitives at the rear, yet 1 know 
that there wus never an hour or a mo­
ment whon tho fighters at tho front 
despaired of the day, or did not fool 
able uml willing to stand up against 
all thu force thut tho (Jonfederates could 
bring against us. Tho result, as all 
know, was a splendid Union victory. 
Throe mouths afterward, Captain 
George 1). Wells, of tho Ono Hundred 
and Seventy-third New York, told mo 
what lie saw in tho rear at one o'clock. 
Ho wus Assistant Vuartermaster, iu 
charge of the train of tho First Divi­
sion, Nineteentli Army Corps, and 
therefore was in his propor place. He 
said that tho rush of fugitives through 
tlie woods, with arms und without 
arms, was so great that ho dcsjiaired of 
the battle, it looked to him as if 
Hlioridau’s whole army was breaking to 
pieces.

Major B. W. Crowniushiold, of tho 
Massachusetts Cavalry, on Sheridan's 
staff', writes mo of the scones in the 
roar ut Winchester: "I know that 
General Sheridan aud I had moro tban 
wo could do to rally an immense mob 
of soldiers running to tho rear. It 
looked vory mu ll Ifko a disaster from 
wlioro wo saw them swarming out of 
tho woods to tho rear.''

So it looked to officers who had a 
right to bo at tho rear on that great 
day, aud 1 presume that Mieridau

doubted his fortune* in that hour. ITo 
wat gratefully relieved, if not surpris­
ed soon after, on getting up to tho 
front, to And that his army was still 
thoro, and that the onomy was boing 
stubbornly hold hack till tho cavalry 
ami tho West Virginia ami Ohio meu 
mon could uttaok their right and dou­
ble thorn up.

I wn* not at Shiloh, nnd have no 
right to sjwak of that tteld, except by 
hearsay. Yot 1 will say that 1 have 
talked with many of our soldiers who 
woro there, and liavo heard nono of 
thorn concur in tho claim of Grant aud 
Sherman, that we wore not badly 
whipiiod at tho dose of the first day, 
und that, but for tho reinfnrcemouts of 
Htudl aud Nelson, the Uuion army 
would liavo been drivou into tho 
Tennessee Hivor tho noxt morning. 
However this mny bo, tho army of 
fugitives in tho rear probably equaled 
tho number of fighting men in front. 
Ono of Buell's officers tolls me that 
they crowded tho rive; bank that night 
as uis division crossed, begging to lio 
put on tho other side. Sbermun him­
self i-aysof l ioneral Buell: "Approach­
ing our Held of battle from tho rear, 
he ouconntero I that Nickeuiiig crowd 
of laggards and fugitives that excited 
his coutompt, and thut of Uis uniiv."

The battle of Shiloh was fouglit at 
tho beginning of tho second year of 
tho war; but soldiers did not change 
much for thrirn years aftor that. There 
coutiuuod to bo real soldiers, and Ihoso 
who merely wore tho uuiforfn aud bore 
tho name. By so/dTrs, I  inoau to in- 
cludo officers, too. The mon of true 
blood nnd grit did the fighting, and 
won tho victories, whon thoy were won. 
Thoy were animated by a sentiment 
well expressed by the old poet, Mother- 
well, which the runaways could not un­
derstand :

"Uur imnineftfl la like mon tu fight,
AuJ, huro-liku, to tile,"

_>
“ I Kin Drum* Bose."

In the Fifteenth and Hevoutoonth 
Corps, which belonged to the Army of 
the Tennessee, mon woro given permis­
sion to recruit for colored regiments, 
with tho understanding that they were 
to have commissions in them, and many 
who had this permission ran great risks 
in gotting men outsido tho Federal 
linos, whero capture meant certain and 
ignominious death. Those officers

Jiossed no examinations, aud, so far os 
was able to judge, did not, as a class, 

compare at all favorably with those 
who did.

Iuform&t'on of the arming ol the 
negroes penetrated fur within theroliel 
lines, and men made their appearance 
at Gallatin for enlistment, who hud es­
caped from points iu tho interior for 
that purpose. Homo had boon with 
their musters ou the battlefield, and 
ono was enlisted who showed a crippled 
hand, which had bcon injured on tho 
Hold of tho lirst Bull Hun, while at­
tending to his wounded owner. His 
knowledge of the “mumMl" corrob­
orated his assertion that ho had been

" /  kin tli'uni, bon*,"

drilled with a view to tuakiug him a 
soldier.

Adiminutivo specimen of animated 
ebony, about four foot high, presented 
himself one day, and was asked what 
ho wautod.

"Please, salt, I wants to jino."

He could not 
have boon moro than 12 yoars of age, 
and lived to be discharged with his 
rogimont.

A young 
Lieutenant and some half a dozen men 
gaiiod tho advance, Imt ut the end of 
what they deemed u perilous (dime 
they wero thrown iuto couvulsiuns of 
laughter ut discovering thut wliut tho 
signal men took for Gonfoderate troops 
was only a tolerably largo think of 
sheep. As the leaders in this forloru 
hope rolled on the < runs in a paroxysm 
of merriment, they laughed all tho 
louder at seeing the pale but deter- 
tinned faces of tln ir enmrudo*, who, of 
course, came up fully expecting a des­
perate hand-to-hand struggle.

A ct 
over thoio shadeloss streets there 
poured a steady streaiuof fierce glaring 
sunlight that liierced into every uook 
and threw shadows upou pavements 
almost as black us those hcucuth electric 
lights. When 1 wondered at tho cool­
ness, so dill’ereut from tlm inferno (Imt 
had boon pictured, one of mv friend* 
said that it was exceptional -thut 
usually tho weather was much warmer, 
and that iu tho summer thu bout was 
steadily above GO degree*. Going 
ashore early, before sunrise, our first 
visit wo* mode to the umrket-pluco, in 
see what Murueaibans live upon. A 
better and ehuiuier market would h« 
hard to find. Kxcellunl lumf, goat, 
pork, and fowls averaged 10 emit* a 
pound, and all varieties of tropDal 
fruits abounded at corresponding prices. 
Tied together in bunches were great 
greon lizards, two or three feet long, 
will) brown warts ull over them, and 
vidiius blnuk beads of eyes. Thev 
snapped at us Uku dogs ns'wo pissed, 
aud whon tensgd with u stick, clung to 
It liko bull terriers. Those were 
iguanas, whose delicious white llosh is 
eagerly eaten by all elusses It tastes 
like chicken, but it is m«ro delieut >. 
Of course, considerable hunger would 
bu needed to make them app* ti/ing to 
a stranger who should recognize them 
in a stow. Farther on, an animal with 
head aud tail liko a rat, feet like an 
alligutor, and a eoat-of-iimil liko au iron* 
utad man-of-war, was tied to n poA 
Upon receiving a puko it rolled itself 
promptly into a bull, head and ull being 
'piito covered by its plates, and thus 
defied further attuek. This was an 
armadillo, also a tidbit wheu properly 
stewed or rousted.

/.bout TliilddcuiM Stevens.

Good Living in llollantl.
People generally ask as to another 

country: "What sort of fond did you 
have?” W ell, to choose out the most 
genuinely Dutch dishes, say* a writer 
in thu English Jllnutniti'U M ii/nunc, 
we had, perhaps, potato puree, or 
bouillon, tlavored with chervil, and 
containing balls of veal force meat. 
Tlie lish might In) soles or pluiee, Imt, 
to give mo kindly a more uutimml deli­
cacy, wu had water lass from tho 
eannls sometimes. These are about tho 
size of our trout, uml are served up, 
half a dozen or so, iu a deep didi, 
swiiiiiiiiug in the wnter tie y ur>> boiled 
iu, tlavored with "lint-leaved parsley.” 
(Tho English mime for this plant 1 
cannot suy, it being strange to me, Imt 
my cousin Hugo declared it unknown 
to us.) Water bass are eat* n with thin 
sandwiches of rye broad; but without 
the latter, and the bread and butter 
ouly, 1 thought them excellent. 
Another uight we had a jack, done 
Dutch fashion. When boiled, ull tho 
small bom s were removed und the lish 
chopped up and mixed with butter,
I topper, onions, and savory herbs. 
Then, rolled back into Ush-liko .shape, 
the jack is browned, bread-crumbed, 
and eaten always with sihul. I t  was 
really very go si. Noxt cam*1, generally, 
roast or stewed vo.d, or beef, muttmi 
being so poor it is rarely eaten. Tor 
vegetables, invariably potatoes, excel­
lently cooked, witii butter, and, be­
sides these, we likewise use boiled 
omlives and bveod-erumbod cabbage. 
Partridges followed, sometimes au 
ehoux, or other game. W ild ducks 
wero plontiful, and boiuo  neighbors 
hud just had an early dawn’s sport out 
iu the dunes, gutting ninety-four hirdB 
to four guns. “Not so bad, Imt still 
not very good,” suid tlie irrepressible. 
O f sweats and savories I  need give no 
hints, beeauso they were mostly of 
Trench origin. Dessert over, both 
ladies and gentlemen returned together 
to tho drawing-room for coffee, which 
is drank in tho smallest nnd most 
precious handlcless, old blue china. 
Such a set with us would be behind a 
glass case. Then coiue liquors—cog­
nac and unissued, tho latter being a 
favoriti'. The gentlemen wont out this 
warm evening to smoko their cigarettes 
on the torracc for a little  while. Then 
thoy dropped in again to the cheery, 
antique room for chat uml tea. The 
mahogany peat bucket nnd its kcttlo 
had boot) placed by tho footman, us 
usual, beside the table, and very old 
Chiueso little  tea-cups, almost as valu­
able as the blue porcelain, wero ranged 
on a wooden tray truly Dutch.

And nowadays, 
when the ChrisGaus go with their guns 
into thu (dive woods and shoot small 
birds for hours at u timo it is not tlm 
mere pleasure of such paltry sport that 
sutmtie-s Umm. Hea.soning from analogy 
shows them that if they can hit a spar­
row at twenty paces it is probable that 
a Turk at titty paces w ill 1m in jeopardy 
of his life when the timo comes. And that 
the timo will come ere long, no patriot 
who inscribes "Cretois” on his visiting 
card, und can aff ord an occasional trip to 
Athens, "for political purposes,” doubts 
for one moment. I f  England or some 
other great power would but help them, 
thoy say. Sineo, however, they aro 
gradually grasping tho maxim that self- 
help is the herald to true uml laudable 
success one may hope after ull the 
Cretans will postpone their next insur­
rection indefinitely—or, at least, until 
u long course of unbroken industry has 
enabled them to put by a good store of 
drams. Turkish rulo in Crete is not 
now a tyranny, but tho Cretans look 
hack and ask of tho past: "Was imt 
that a tyranny?” And only too many 
of them have the most natural reasons 
for being unforgiving, " lie  w ill see 
some trouble, that young man!” said 
the Arnaut, alluding once more to the 
Turk in his farm citadel, and tho Arnaut 
uo doubt spoke tho truth.

The Fierce Soldier or Chili.
As a soldier tho Cliilluno is hruvo to 

rccklosHiicHH, and a sense of fear is un­
known to him. lie  w ill not endure a 
sjogu, says W. Tk Curtis, in Harper’s 
Magazine, nor can bo made to light at 
long range; Imt as soon as he sees the 
enemy he liros one volley, drop* his 
gun, and rushes in witii his "ourvo.” 
His endurance is as great as his courage 
nnd no North American Indian can 
travel ho far without rest or go so long 
without food or water as tlm Chillano 
peon, or "Boto,” a* tho mixed race is 
called. As the “Cludo” iu Hern is the 
decondaut of tho Spaniards und tlm 
Incas, ko is tlm "Uoti>” m Chili thu child 
of tlie Spaniard und thu Araueauiim In ­
dians, the race of giants with which tlm 
curly explorers reported that Tutugoniu 
was peopled—"nmnuo o f  that big- 
giiiess,” as Sir Francis Drake reported, 
"that it scorned tho trees of the fon^t 
were uprooted and were moving away.” 
They have tlm Spanish tenacity o f  pur­
pose, tho Indian endurance, and tlm 
cruelty of both- Each soldier, in tlm 
mountains or t lm domrt, carries on his 
breast two buckskin bugs. In  one are 
the leaves of the coeu plant, in Iho 
other powdered lime made of tho ashes 
of potalo-Hkins.
