Every man who aver dabbled in 
Illinois State politics knows him or bos 
beard of him* To these and to those 
who know him in his aetive badness 
Ufa bo Is known as wSlieky Bill” 
Orsons, He is osllsd "SUcky BUI” be- 
eause no sharper, shrewder business 
mas or politician svar lived in Illinois. 
Ho is called ”Unole BUly” because he 
is an old man. Boma call him the 
”Prophat of Menard” booause in him is 
nearly all the history of Moaard 
County; because he is a prominent 
figure in old Salem's history, sad ba- 
earn# In Abraham Lincoln's early man­
hood Greene was closer to him than 
any other man and bad more influenoe 
with him.

I t waa to Greene that Lincoln con­
fided bis secret sorrows and bis hopes 

is Greene who, e t night In the 
grooery store a t Salem, held the little 
grammar while Lincoln recited his 
lessons.

When President Lincoln, a t a ban- 
qnet a t tba White House, presented 
William G. Greene to Wuliam H. 
Seward, Mr. Seward bowed grandly 
from across the banquet table ana seia: 
“I  am pleasod to meet you, Mr. 
Greene.”

"Oh, come aronnd here, Seward, and 
shake bands with Greene,” said Presi­
dent Linooln; “he is the man who 
taught me grammar.”

Mr. Greene says he is not entitled to 
this distinction. "Lincoln eommittod 
the whole grammar to memory,” he 
aayi, "and I  simply looked on the book 
to see that bo didn't miss a word while 
be recited i t  When Linooln tackled 
a proposition he knew It all before he 
unit it; and when be got through with 
that grammar be knew more about 
grammar than the man who wrote the 
book.”

Mr, Greene Is 75 ream old. Linooln 
was three years older. His faoe shows 
his ago, end his hair is sllvor-wbitl. I  
imagine he wee e handsome men in hie 
youth. His etyle of conversation Is 
peculiar to himself. No one who has 
aver heard him tell on# of his stories 
will aver forget him. Mr, Greens is a 
model fanner end has grown rich. In 
Owen's "Sucoeas in Life” the three 
ideals of the statesman, the merchant, 
and the farmer are Henry Clay, A. T, 
Stewart, and W. G. Greene,

As be led ns in bis parlor lie pointed 
to a picture Jianging on the wall, repre­
senting a men, horaebaok, looking Into 
the window of a little house. "That's 
•opposed to be me,” he said, "lookin' 
into the old Salem grocery the mornin* 
after the Oleary Grove boys had gone 
through f t  That was tho mornm’ I  
bought tho grocery. That was mv first 
trade—my starter in business—an' I'm 
prouder of it than anything I  ever did.

" I t was Reuben Radford's grocery. 
He brought the stock of goods up from 
8t, Louti, Bedford hod e brother-in- 
law named George Spears, who lived 
out by Oleary Grove. Radford and 
Spears had married sisters. Of course 
Mrs. Radford was very anxious to seo 
her sister, and wanted to go as soon as 
possible. Bpears bad come to town to 

Radford, and had advised him not 
to leave bis grocery to visit his house 
until he had got acquainted with the 
Cleary Grove toys. Hpears. you sec, 
knew what kind of fellows the Cleary 
Grove boys was—great, big, strong 
men, they wore, full of the devil, an5 
every Hetarday they'd oome to Koiem 
and drink whisky an* fight all day. 
Now Bedford was a hot-hexdecl man, 
and Kpoars was afraid he'd have trouble 
with this crowd the first tlmo (hoy got 
drunk# Him and Hpears talked it over, 
an' they decided that when the gang 
come lo town Radford would sell 'em 
but two drinks of whisky splooe, Of 
eouroo (hat was a mistake, for the 
Cleary Grove boys wouldn't slant any- 1 
thing like that.

"Well, Mrs. Radford fretted to see 
bar sister, so finatly Radford look hsr 
a ir loft the grocery with the clerk—a 
young feller. Sure enough, white Rad­
ford was visitin' Bpears, tho Cloary 
Grove boys come to town, They wont 
to tho tiew grocery, of oonrse, an* got 
a drink. Alt groceries sold Iteker in 
them days After uwhile they askod 
for auother drink around an' got it. 
But when they wanted the third drink 
the youug follow wouldn't give it to 
*em. He bad beard Radford talkin' 
about soilin' 'em only two drink**. The 
boys just laughed at him on* went 
•round behind tho counter totheburrol 
end filled their bottles without payin' 
for it. They stiid in thar an' raised 
Ned an' drank whisky till they wae alt 
drunk.

"As was tho stylo in groceries then, 
thar wes rows of gla«* jars up on 
•helve* on the wall sample java of 

*|*« r, glue, allspice, indigo, an' surh 
iluga Welt, those drunk fellers, 

along 'bout goin' home time, got to 
tbrowin* at these jars, scein' who c»uld 
knock the iu»*t of 'em down at one 
throw with a whisky bottle.

"When they got through that grooery 
looked like a buzzard had gone through 
i t  Tba door was gone in* the winders 
was smashed in an' the floor was 
eovered with glees an' a mixture of 
most everything. The Cloery Grove 
boys rode home a t dork, yellin' end 
shootfn* oS their gtiBs no* rannin' their 
horses,

"It hepped that the next morefo* my 
fotber sent me to the Salem mill with a 
sack of corn to bo ground. The mill 
couldn't grind but a few bushels a day, 
on' the first oome wse first served thar. 
So I  started early, long before light, 
duet about daylight I  oome to the town 
on' es I  nearea the grocery, a  man oome 
by me with hie horse on the ran  an' the 
foem a-flyin'off him, on* he was sweerin 
like mod. I t  wm  Bedford. Late in 
the night somebody had stepped at 
8pearsr bouse and told Radford what 
the boys had been doin' to his grooery, 
He jumped on his horse end started for 
town,

" I  got to the grooery about os soon as 
ba did; an' my! how that man did awar 
on'rare round, an' I  hoard him say; 
'111 sail this to tho first man who 
■o k as  an offer for It.”

"I saw my chance boro to make some 
money. 1 rode np to tho winder on' 
looked in. I  saw the floor aU eovered 
with glass on' stuff, but there woe the 
coffee on* the sugar on' ell that not 
touched at a ll  So Isold to Bedford: 
•i'll give you $100 for It.’

"T il toko It,* yelled Bedford. «How 
will you pay for it  V 

”1 nod heard my father talkin' bnri< 
nces, so I  said: *xou*U have to give me 
siz months' time.'

" 'I l l  do it,' he seid, W  you can give 
me yonr note for I t ’

"He wrote out n note an' I  signed i t  
I  wont Into the grocery end took pos­
session. I  was jnst a boy on' in my 
bare feet, trat I  thought 1 ought to go 
inside end got behind the counter to 
get poeeeseion, eo I  went through tlte 
broken glasff scrapin' my feet on the 
floor,

" It wasn't long till everybody bad 
heard of the sale, on' among the first 
to oome aronnd wm Linkera. 'Rill,' 
said he, *you*ve mode a good trade. 
Come ana eat breakfast with me, an* 
then wo'll invoioe the stock.'

"'Not much/ said I ;  'it's been In­
voiced enough now/

"I thought, yon know, that 'invoice' 
meant to smash it  up like the Cleary 
Grove boys bed. But Linkera told mo 
what it meant, an* so, during the day, 
we invoiced it, an' I  found I  bad about 
$800 worth of groceries,

*Whcn night oome, an* my grist was
Sound, I  had sold the grocery to Bill 

>rry, tlte gambler. Berry took up 
m r note on* gave me a fine pacin' horse, 
with a fancy saddlo an* bridle, a  fine 
revolver, an' over $200 in silvor dollars 
sn' balf-dollarx.

"I got homo late that n ight My 
athor an' mother lied gono to bed au' 

covered up the fire in the firo-ploce. 1 
was cold and hungry. Somelnxly who 
lad passed our cabin had told my 
atber about my buyin’tbo grocery, an* 
to waa mod. He thonght it was a 
oolisb thing for me to do. So when I 

come iu the cabin be said: 'You git 
; ourself off to bed, you young rascal.'
‘ didn't answer him, bat stirred up the 
fire an' put on some kindlin'.

"*I reckon you think you're a mar- 
chant now/ said my father, Tory sar­
castic,

"'Bout this time I  dropped a  dollar 
on the floor an’ my father heard i t  He 
stopped talkin' and I  kept tlirowin* 
money around on the floor an' it rolled 
under the bed an' all round. My father 
riz np in bod an' looked st me* I  kept 
browin' the silver round an* pretty 

soon my father says: 'I  b'lieve I 'll take 
a chaw of terbooker/

"He reached np on the wall an' got 
lie hunk of terbecker an* took a chew, 

an* I  kept on throwin' the money out of 
all myl pockets. 'Bout tho time I  got 
all the monev throwed out on the floor 
my father said to my mother: 'Ms, git

"That wss my first trade, an' I  still

I  reckon you don't know any­
thing about sparkin' girls like wo used 
to whim 1 wm a Imy. Now you have a 
parlor to sit in all alono with tlte girl 
ad* talk to her an' play on the plana 
But in them days log cabins with one 
room was the rule, on* you hud to 
spark your girl right in the same room 
with Iter father and mother, an* her big 
brothers, loo, tnahby. An' you don't 
spark a girl now like you did then— 
not by a mighty sight You wasn't 
sparkin' Item unless you got her right 
in your lap an* kissed her. Well, I 
couldn't do that. I  w m  so timid, us I 
tell you,

"I bad gone over to spark Miss 
Lucinda four tlmos, an' had just made 
o failure of it every time. Lloyd au' 
his wife done everything they could to 
help me along, but 1 couldn't make it. 
Tlioy'd go to bed oarly, an' cover up 
the lire, an' wbon they'd got settled 
Miss Lucinda would just roach down 
aud imlaco her pigskin shoos that her 
father bod made for liar. Slic'd throw 
’em ovor her shoulder into tho corner 
•u’ then turn her bend on* look at mo 

i  with her big, bright, biaek eyes, ss 
much us to say, 'Now, B ill: now's your 
lli'iel’ nu' then I'd know that I  ought 
to begin sparkin' liar, but I just couhlu't. 
I'd git so but an' kind of Htunthur up 
like, nn' I couldn't breathe, it seetnol 
like, any further down in my neck thun 
thar. Ami I'd just havo to get up an* 
run out of the cabin, or think 1 would 
have fainted.

"Miae Lucinda wm  a  fine, haadeorae 
girl—straight and strong end healthy, 
an' m  bold m  n lion. She pnded her­
self on bein' able to band over a wash- 
tub longer than any other girl in tho 
settlement. An* she room stand on 
the ground snd jump into the saddle on 
a sixteen-hand horse without puttin' her 
bonda up. Thom wm the daya, you 
know# whsn young women prided 
themeolvee moro on their physical 
strength than on thair mantel eooom- 
pliahmonta.

"Well, I  had been goln'to i n  Mist 
Lucinda on' wm never ab lo to iperk  
her, an* I  wm gettin' ashamed of myaoi£ 
on* wonderiw how I  wm evevgoin* to 
got courage enough, wbon one day 
wm down to the Salem mill w itbagrist 
an* one of these fellers come along who 
precedes a circus—eo advertising man, 
yon know. Ho put up oome gaudy 
bills, oil yellow, eo' rod, on' blue, 
tollin' of the circus that wm oomin'. 
There waeo't any telegraph In them 
daya, but when I  tec them bills I 
hod a  telegram right la my boeom byar. 
I t  said: 'Bill, here's your ohenee to 
•perk Mies Lucinda if you eon just git 
one of them Idlin'

"So, when the feller left the mill I  
got oue of liia bills—a great, big thing 
it was, ultowin' men sod women ridltv 
on four horsea an' lumpin' through 
hoop* I  folds I it ell up an* put i t  in­
side my huntin' sh irt I t looked like I 
bed a  pillar in thar. L took it home 
an* turned my mother's big iron kettle 
ovor it  to hide it, with as much care, 
I  tell yon, m  I'd bide a pile of money 
now. I  made un my mind I'd jnst go 
ovor an* spark Mies Lucinda that n ight 

"Ho, after sapiier, over I  w est with 
this big banoh under the l*o#om of my 
■li ir t  to spark Miss Lucinda. Tho old 
folks went to lied early m  usual, an' 
Vise Lucinda unlaced her pigskin shoes 
su ' looked at me with her big, bright 
eyes, an' I  begun to smother np agin. 
But I  made a big effort, an* jumped up 
off mv chair, on* walked over to tier, 
an* sahl: 'Miss Lucinda, I've got some­
thin' under tho bosom of my shirt for 
you.' An* I  got a chair op beside her, 
on* got out this big bill, an* we looked 
at it, an* I  Mked her to go to tho circus 
with me, an* slio said sue would, an* I 
got over foolin' ec »rad. and got her on 
my knees, an* kiss »d her, un* s|>arked 
her thar jist m  well oh anybody could 
till 1 o'clock In the mornin*.

"Well, the day of the circus come, 
an' Miss Lucinda an' I  went to Salem. 
We walked. 4 I t  wm fivo miles, but we 
didn't care anything about that. Miss 
Lncimte wm drosNod in a nice calico 
dross that must havo cost $2, an* she 
hod tho sleeves pinned up a t the 
shoulders with big brass ulus. I  wm 
ell dressed up in clothes I  got a t Hi 
Louis, on' we looked fine, I  want to tell 
you. That circus wsm the biggest fraud 
that over struck Illinois. Tho tent 
wouldn't hold more than e hundred 
Hsople. They'd advertised a menage­

rie, but all tho animals they bod was 
an old she elephant, with •  calf ele- 
)iiaiit, I reckon almut four months old— 

a little feller, with a snout alKiut so 
ong—an* a coon, dyed in pokolierry 

juico, which they said wm an 'icknuman/ 
or 'man-outer/ We all knowed it wm 
a coon, but the down said it wm an 
icknuman/

"The clown hod a hard time glttin' 
the crowd to bny tickets, He led tho 
elephant an* her oalf an* the coon 
around outside, lecturin'about 'em, an* 
finally took 'em Inside. Miss Lucinda 
on* I  wm insido, an' thar wm another 
feller an* hit girl thar. But tba crowd 
was outside, The Cleary Grove gong 
wm thar. bat they wasn't goin' to buy

fact they at best acquired but a suafc 
teriugof some of the simplest detaila 
of their trade, The tendency of aucli 
a  course is to put theeo iucotupetaui 
workmen on a level, iu ono tense, with 
tbo older and far more skillful |>ortiou 
of a shop's working force, or, rather, 
the tendency Is to drug the skilled 
workmen down to the level of the 
other class. The object of the incom­
petent class is not to do ss much work 
as imeiible and do it as well as |HJisililo, 
but to get through the workiug hours 
and do as littlo as possible, and when 
they find lu an establishment a true- 
blue, thorough workman who does a 
fair day’s work and doeaitwsll, the 
incoiujwtent shirks are roaily to ooui- 
U m  to reduce the faithful, intelligent 
workman to their owu lucomjmteot 
level, The great fault with many 
labor organisations Is the foot that 
they a r t  In too many cases filled up 
with this Incompetent class, who 
adopt that method of braking 
themselves up, in their leek ol 
skill and faithfulness. Tlwj are sim­
ply pretenders, who know but littlo ol 
iholr trade, manifest littlo dhqtoeition 
to  loam more of it, and whan at work 
ara constantly in danger of spoiling 
work, thereby entailing needless ex* 
pense upon their employers, and often 
oeusiag annoyance and expensive de­
lays.

Use and Abase ef the T»eth*plefc*
The tooth-pick, when used with dis­

cretion and at proper times and in 
proper places, is an unobjetdlonabla 
little instrument Its occasional em­
ployment is, as a rule, necessary to 
clean]inera and the preservation of the 
teeth. Ho also is the use of the tooth­
brush.

Natnral Historical Booiety a  paper was 
reed by J. H. Bleed on the subject of 
"Wild Hones," from which the follow* 
ing le  token:

“Ie there sash a  thing as a  wild hone, 
an aboriginal or truly wild hone, In the 
world now? The answer is m on than 
doubtful. Tha mustang of Moxico, 
the wild horse of the 8ontk American 
pampas, the brumU of Australia, arc 
all doMeadaata of tlie domesticated
animals introduced from Europe. 
The first horse was landed In America 
a t Bnenoe Ayna In 1687. In 1680- 
that K  In leaa than fifty y ean —horns 
had spread to regions aa nm ole ea 
Pallgonla. In Australia tha difftariou of 
hone* that have escaped from civilisa­
tion has been quite m  rapid, and la 
1876II was found necessary to shoot as 
many as 7,000 wild horsas la the ool­
ogy of Now Booth Wales alone. In 
some parte of Australia the horse past 
has received legislative notkm The 
wild hones tempt domesticated hones 
to tola them, and wild stallions also in­
vade the Australian bone mas and 
vitiate choice herds la n most an* 
noying manner. Thqy reonr to the 
ancestral manners ia  a  way that Is 
always the same. Bash stallion, Mr. 
Bleed tells ns, has hi* following of 
mares, ranging from a few up to forty 
or even fifty, sad thsas parties may bs 
■•p a n to  or banded together Into herds 
of considerable siaa, even, it  is sold, 400 
strong. Ths yonng and ths weak males 
remain with n scanty or even no follow­
ing, Tbs stallion has to his
supremacy by frequent oombate, which 
especially occur a t certain seasons of 
the year. The animals are anspicioua 
In the extreme, swift In flight, bnt bold 
in defense with tooth and hart in 
emergency. They range extensively 
In search  of pasture and water, and 
when bard pressed by danger and 
famine the birds break up. I t  is said 
that each troop has a leader and Im­
plicitly obeys him. He Is the first to 
race danger and give tbs hint to fly. 
When pressed the horses form a ring 
with the meres aod foals in ths oentor, 
and defend themselves vigorously with 
their heels, or they dose in on their 
opponent In dense masses nod trample 
him to death. I t  Is distinctly proved, 
then, that there can be no aboriginal 
or wild horse in either America or 
Australia, although there ars tens of 
thousands of unowned.horses. Tra­
dition points to Central Asia as ths 
aboriginal abode of ths horse, and 
there the original stock of wild horses 
may still possibly exist Darwin’s 
statement that no aboriginal or truly 
wild horse is known to exist must still 
bo held as explaining the exact posi­
tion of this question; bnt, says Mr. 
Stood, we most supplement it by stat­
ing that Tt Is not certain that truly 
wild horse# do not exist;'and. on the 
whole, Mr. Steed concludes that the 
evidcaee Is In favor of the existence of 
tbow ild horse in Central Asia, bnt 
that ws have no evidence as to his ped­
igree la  relation to domestication. Tbs 
wild bo n e  of the British Islands is 
now pnotically the Shetland pony, bnt 
ha is not thepowerful animal described 
by Caesar. The domesticated animal 
everywhere, however, reverts very 
easily to the savage stats, and of the 
wild horse, so considered, Mr. Steed 
has much to tell ns, His paces ars a 
walk and gallop, Tbs doable and tbs 
cantor a n  artificial, and it  is still a 
mooted question as to whether th# 
wild horse ever trots."

Arkansas or AriusuwJ
I t  is really exasperating to be obliged 

to explain and apologize every time one 
pronounces this word correctly in in­
telligent Now England circles, where 
the later and improper pronunciation 
was invented and has been established 
parasitic upon onr nomenclature. Had 
not the lesnsUture of the State officially 
declared the final syllable to properl r 
have the sound of saw, not sass, or had 
not the inhabitants from earliest settle­
ments, to say nothing of the people of 
Louisiana, of which Arkansas was once 
a  part, always prononneed it saw, 
there would, nevertheless, lie no 
authority for ths curt and abbreviated 

which is generally given. The
word is an attempt upon the part of tbs 
first French mJ«sionaries of Marquette’* 
time to phonetically spell in Froneh 
the name of a tribe of Indians, and no 
Frenchman would ever pronounce the 
eowlfination of letters in tbe manner 
taught by tlie New Englanders. The 
final •  wm and is silent, and tlie a  baa 
tbe nasal aw, so common in many 
Frenobmen'a speech. As for the old 
comparativists, who, regardless of the 
inconsistency of English spelling, 
always inquire ‘if tko Arkansas la Ar- 
kansaw why is not Kausas Kansaw,' 
they tuas be glad to learn that Kansas 
was Kansaw, and early Anglo-Ameri­
can travelers so pronounced it, and 
even attempted to spell it phonetically 
in English, as can be seen in the report 
of L ieut Long's exi>cditioa to tbe 
Itoeky Mountains, 1818-1821, where the 
word is spoiled Konxa—tlie nearest 
combination of English letters that can 
approach tlie French sound. But Ar* 
kansoa is not tbe only French geo­
graphic term that has been sacrificed 
to the attempt of New Knglaad lexi­
cographer* to create in that region a 
standard pronunciation of the English. 
The word cbien, for Instance, which 
was originally applied to tbe Indians 
from their system of police, I  believe, 
and meant, literally the “Dog Indians," 
now graces the rivers, counties, cities, 
and mountain* of onr maps as 
Cheyenne—the most plausible Ulna* 
tration of a  Yankee phonetic pronunci­
ation of a  French spelled word. “Ar- 
kansew" may lie difficult to say, and 
may fall heavily upon onr ears, but it 
is proper all tbe same, and the sooner 
“Arkansas" is abolished the bettor for 
our consistency.— gWewe.

ths Csfifurp an aeconnt of his last 
•ampabra Pram It we quote as fol­
lows: *nThs contrast between tbe two 
sommandets wm very striking, end 
eoold not toll to attraet taarkedalten- 
tioo, m  they eat ten feet apart facing 
each other.

“Gen. Grant, then nearly forty- 
three years of age, was five feet eight 
inches la height, with shoulders slightly 
stooped. Hw hair aod fall board wore 
n nnl-brown, without a  trass of gray ia 
them. He had on a  singla breasted 
bloosst maf o of dark bine flannel, un­
buttoned ia front, and showing a  waist­
coat underneath.

Anv one who will Inks the trouble to 

examine with a  lens the bsad of abet 
will see on either side the l a m  
rounded compound eye, and on tbe 
forehead or vortex three bright Uttb 
simple eyes. The latter nr* m  thsli 
name implies, comparatively simple in 
straotuvo, each with a  single lens, Bnt 
the compound eyes have a  oomple\ 
structure. Externally the snrfaoe is 
seen to be divided np Into a  great num­
ber of hexagonal areas, each of which 
is oallsd a faoet, and forms a little lens. 
Of these the qneen bee has on each aide 
nearly five thousand, the worker some 
six thousand, and the drone upwards 
of twelve thousand. Beneath each 
faoet is •  crystalline cone, a  so-called 
nerve rod, and other straeturas too 
complex to be here described, which 
pom inward toward the brain. I t  will 
be seen, then, that the so-called oom- 
ponnd eye, with Its thousands of crys­
talline eones, its thousands of “nerve 
rods" and other elements, is a  structure 
of no little complexity. The question 
now arises, Is  It one ■tractors or 
many? Is it an eye or an aggregate of 
eyes? To this question ths older nat­
uralists answered confidently—an ag­
gregate. And n simpla experiment 
■Mas to warrant this conclusion. Pu­
get, quoted in Goldsmith's “Animated 
Nature," adapted the faoete of the eye 
of a fi—pardon me, fair reader, of a 
minute aphanipteroM insect of the ge­
nus Pnlox—so m  to see objects 
through it  under tho microscope. "A 
soldier who wm thus seen appeared 
like an army of pigmies, for while it mul­
tiplied It diminished ths object; the 
arch of a bridge exhibited a spectacle 
more magnificent than human skill 
oeald perform, end the flame of a can­
dle seemed the illumination of thou­
sands of lamps." Although Cheshire, 
in bis books on the bet, adopts tbis 
view sad supports it by reference to a 
similar experiment, it numbers to-day 
but a few supporters. One ia templed 
to marvel at the ability of the drone to 
co-ordinate 24,000 separate images into 
a single distinct object Picture the 
confusion of images of one who bed 
sipped toe freely of the sweet bnt de­
lusive dregs of the punch-bowl! Under 
similar circumstances human folk are 
reported to see double. Think of the 
appalling condition of an inebriate 
drone! Those who believe the facetted 
eye to be one organ with many parts 
contend that each faoet and its under­
lying structure# giv* not a complete 
imago of the external object m  a whole 
bnt the image of a single point of that 
object. Thus, there »  formed, by a 
juxtaposition of contiguous points, a 
stippled image or an image in mosaic. 
Hence this view ia known as Miller's 
mosaic hypothesis. Lowne has experi­
mented with flno glass threads arranged 
like the cones and nerve-rods of the 
bee's eye, and finds that (even when 
they are not surrounded by pigment, as 
are the elements in an insect's eye,) all 
oblique rays sro got rid of by numerous 
reflections and the interference dno to 
the different lengths of tho rays. Homo 
modification of tho mosaic hypothesis 
is now generally adopted, nod Dr. 
Hickson has recently worked out with 
groat care the structure of the optic 
tract which lies between the crystalline 
cones and tho brain.—Murray’/* Mag­
azine.

One Cause ef Diphtheria.
“Bee hero 1 when you apeak of the 

causes of diphtheri* why do you ut­
terly neglect the principal ono?"

The speaker is one of tiio best-known 
residents of Davenport, and has had bis 
home hero moro than thirty years, and 
been “a man of the world" pretty ex­
tensively.

The scribe wanted to know what 
new information he had received os to 
the origiu of the dreadful disease so 
unexpectedly and in unwonted places. 
Thought that about every cause had 
been mentioned.

“There is no new information about 
it—that is, nothing but wliat 1mm been 
kuown in the East for years, though 
the Intelligence may be new hero. The 
causal refer to is nothing less than 
kerosene fames," wm the reply. “Why, 
it is a wonder that this noxious and 
universal agent has been overlooked 
here so long. The New York Board of 
Health a few years ago docidcd that to 
this, moro than to any other cause, the 
prevalence of this diseaso wm to bo at­
tributed. The other cause*—impure 
water, milk, etc.—arc all doubtless m  
you state them, bnt why it is that the 
spread of diphtheria invariably begins 
with tho short days and long nights? 
Himply becaUM that U also the season 
for the turned-down kerosene lamps. 
Children dislike to go to lied In the 
dark* and tho kind mothor, lets the 
lamp remain in tho bedroom, usually 
turning down the flame so that tbe 
light shall not keep tbe child awake, 
Many Iwdroom* are thus somi-lightod 
all night, and the windows being 
dosed, or raised but slightly, tho at­
mospheric condition is simply deathly. 
A turned down kerosene lamp is a 
magazine of deadly gas that the health- 
test lungs cannot safely be exposed to,"

A case of poisoning by nntmsg is re­
corded in the British MedicalJoumal,
in which one nutmeg had bran oaten 
by a patient m  a cars for diarriuca.

Two iRTKBESTfRd pbysicsl experi­
ments are amusing Frenoh scientific 
men. In tbe first s  lighted candle Is
Elaced behind n bottle and the latter is 

lown upon with the breath from a dis­
tance of about a foot. Tbe mooting of 
the air currents set in motion aronnd 
the bottle quickly extinguishes the 
flame, though extinction would bo im­
possible if a  fiat board or sheet of card­
board should be substituted for tho
bottle. For ths second experiment 
two bottles are placed on a table, with 
a space of half an inch between them. 
The candle is set behind this space, 
and from the same distance as before, 
on tbe opposite side, tho breath is 
blown amsrtly against the flame. Not 
only will the latter continue burning, 
bnt it will incline slightly toward tho- 
operator as if through tho offort of 
suction. This phenomenon, analogous, 
to the first, is due to the fact that a 
portion of tbe air cannot pOH* betwoon 
tho bottles, and is forced arouud them 
and back toward the experimenter.

When, in July, lHiff, obaysh, 
tho first hlppojmtamus ever brought 
to England, was taken in the Nile as a 
youngster, its slippery skin enabled it to* 
wiggle out of the arms of its captor, 
and it was only secured by driving a. 
boathook into its bide, the scar remain­
ing through the rast of ite long life. 
When, in May of the following year, it 
arrived in London, 1 wont to see it and 
inadvertently patted it, not knowing of 
ths oily secretion. Consequently a pair* 
of new kid gloves which I  was wearing 
woro utterly spoiled. A fomalo was 
afterward obtained, and in 1H71 was 
born the first hippopotamus ever pro­
duced in Euro;)#. As its motliur did 
not know how to manage it the yonng 
calf was taken away and fed artificially. 
Taking it from its mother was a peril­
ous task, aud, after a most oxcitins 
series of adventures, wm achieved by 
Hcott, the man who was afterward so 
well known m  “Jumbo's" keejwr, Tho 
little creature weighed almut one hun­
dred pounds, but it kicked and screamod 
like an adult, while its rouud, smooth 
body was so oily that Hcott could 
scarcely hold it. Now we turn to the 
bead. Ths eyes, ears, and nodrlls are 
set nearly on the same plane, sotliatthe 
animal can sink itself entirely below 
the surface ami be able to percoive tlie 
approach of foe* by hearing, sight, and 
scent. When it lies motioula** and 
dozing in tho water it la naturally a lit­
tle lighter than a corresponding bulk of 
water, and ao floats with only a little 
of tho Itaek and the oars, eyes, and nos­
trils above the surfaea. But it often 
has to sink to swim for some distunes 
under water. This necessity Invotvos 
asveral other peculiarities of structure.

THE autograph Is that 
o f » man whoso name 
was on everybody's 

(lips in (be last week 
•of Mav, 1H01, bat 
who, liko many an* 
other soldier who 
made his mark oarly 
in tho war* has been 
wull-uigh forgottnu. 
No loyal American 

who wus within reoeh of tho tolegraph 
on the afternoon of the 21th  of that 
month will, during life and memory, 
forget what a thrill shocked and eleo- 
trilled the people as the newseamo 
that GoIojioI Elmer Ellsworth had, in 
the early hours of that morning, been 
aNMiusinated by Jackson, the doH)K>r*to 
proprietor of the Marshall House, at 
Alexandria, Virginia, after Ellsworth 
hml removed tho stars and bars from 
tho roof; and that tho assassin bad 
been instantly killed by Francis K. 
Brownell, a private of tho zouaves, 
who was accompanying his Colonel,

I rank E. Brownell, as he signed 
W. name when I  requ ited  Ilia onto* 
graph* was afterward uommissioned a 
Lieutenant in the regulars, and 1 pro* 
-sumo is still in the l  tilted Htfites army. 
1 met him at a IK A. H. eainp*ilre 
• ta u t five years ago, and heard him 
give a deeply interesting account of 
tills young hero, ouo of the oarli* 
o»t martyrs of the war. Much of what 
lie stated will be new to many readers; 
and, in order to introduce it, some ref­
erence to Colonel Ellsworth, as history 
tells of him, will bo necessary.

Lieutenant Brownell, when I  met 
him, was a serious, intelligent man, 
grave in manner and address. He spoke 
very earnestly of bis dead friend and 
commander as he knew him in tho days 
just m-ooeding the war.

i lie death of Ellsworth, and the in­
stant killing of his assassin, were so 
unexpected and surrounded by such 
dramatic! details, that the episode took 
a powerful hold on tho popular imagin­
ation. Ellsworth was the porsonal 
friend and protege of the President, 
and his body lay w  state a t the White 
Howto, where ft was tearfully looked 
upon In- thousands, who also saw 
Brownell among the guard of honor. 
A public funeral followed in Washing­
ton. ami then the remains wera sorrow- 
fully borne to the home of his parent* 
in t la! State of New York.

Tho youth, tho manly beauty, tho 
active patriotism nnd astonishing (actio- 
ul knowledge of Colonel Ellsworth, 
luid jti (‘haps more than all the tragic 
manner of his taking olf, wilt always 
g*iv" him anicho as one of the popular

beroea of (he waf. Infanta were named 
in honor of him; everywhere today  
yon will find young men of lees than 
thirty bearing fthe given name of “Ells­
worth,” or "MinorEllsworth."

A brief reference to the meaner in 
which be came to his end will he enl- 
fleient to introduce the account that 
Lieutenant Brownell gave of him. Ho 
had raised in New York City bis splen­
did Fire Zouave Regiment, drawn en­
tirely from tho ranks of the firemen, 
and had been in Washington 
with it fttverol weeks. As has 
bean stated, ho was a friand and 
former acquaintance of the President; 
indeed, he hod studied law 2n bis office*

•ad  ho traveled In his suite from 
Springfield to Washington in tho ore- 
nuns February. After his arrival from 
New York with hie reghsent he was 
more than ones a t the white House, 
and looking down tho Potomoo to 
AlexoadriafromHe windows, bo hod 
aeon what the President daily saw— 
the Confederate flag flying from tho 
roof of the Marshall House. That a 
glow had to be used to make it out did 
not much diminish the aggravation. 
Tnc President was more than Moneyed 
by the exhibition; he was quietly nut 
thoroughly angry* Colonel Ellsworth 
was one of those who had beard him 
■ay  that it woe a most Insolent beard­
ing of the power of the United States 
to display (hs flag of rebellion within 
sight of the residence of the executive 
and the seat of government

I t  was determined to occupy Alexan­
dria with a military force. As soon as 
Colonel Ellsworth heard of it, he went 
to Ooneral Mansfield and begged that 
his regiment might be of toe detach­
m ent The request was granted. Half 
the expedition crossed the Long Bridge 
and marched down; the othorx wont 
by steamer. At daylight Ellsworth 
and his zouaves wore at the 
Alexandria wharf. White the reg­
iment was disembarking and 
forming line, tho Colonel disiwtehed a 
party to take possession of ttie tele- 
graph-oftice, and another to tear up the 
railroad track toward Riohmond. Ells­
worth himself accompsaied the first- 
named party* On the way, the flag on 
the Marshall House caught Ids eye. 
He rushed into the house, and met the 
proprietor, half-dressed. “Who raised 
that flag?'* the Colonol demanded. “I 
don't know," said Jackson, "I'm only a 
boarder here." Followed by two or 
three of bis men, Ellsworth ran up­
stairs to the roof, and in a very few 
moments was coming down again, bear­
ing tho obnoxious flag. Ho was within 
two or three steps of the landing, closo- 
ly followed by his mon, when Jackson 
stepped out from a room, and standing 
not more than ten feet from bis un­
suspecting victim, fired a bullet 
through his breast. Ellsworth fell, 
and died almost instantly. Jackson 
fired another barrel at Brownoll, but 
the charge went over his head. Tho 
latter discharged his riilo right iuto 
Jackson's face, making a most iiorriblo 
wound, which would have been fatal, 
but the soldier quickly followed up the 
shot with a thrust of his saber-bayonet 
through the body, whioh tumbled 
Jackson half-way down the second 
stairway. All tills, of course, oc­
curred so quickly that tho kill­
ing was all done before anybody 
outside knew wbat had happened. In 
fact, the dreadful news was kept from 
tbo soldiers for some time, for rear that 
they might in their rago wroak sum­
mary vengeunce upon tiie town.

Colonel Ellsworth was at the Cmo of 
his death but twenty-four years old. A 
most touching letter was received from 
him by his parents after the telegraph 
had brought them the sod uows of his 
doath. I t  was writton in his tent the 
night beforo the expedition loft Wash­
ington, and spoke in a strange spirit of 
foreboding of some injury that was 
likely to happon to him tho next day in 
Alexandria.

I  romombor well, as thousands will 
remembor, tho visit of the Chicago 
Zouaves to tho principal cities of tuo 
East in the summer of 1H5A, An ex­
traordinary furor was everywhere cre­
ated by their appearance, their march­
ing, their evolutions. The press was 
loud in their praise. I t was simply a 
matter of astonishment that thero could 
bo in the United Htates bo thoroughly 
drilled a body of citizen soldiers as this. 
They bad an ovation all through tho 
East. I  saw them at Niagara Fulls,

with two or throe thousand others; snd 
I  wondered, as all did, at their military 
excellence.

We can got tho keynote of tho aston- 
iahing exhibition mode by this company 
during that season by considering the 
words of Lieutenant Browueli about 
Colonel Ellsworth, as I  heard thorn 
from hie litis at the eamp-fire.

Elmer Ellsworth was a poor boy, like 
tens of thousands of other young Amer­
icans. With his own way to make in the 
world. He thoaght that he had a bent 
for the law, and he studied In several 
offices, among them that of Aliraham 
Lincoln, who was attracted to him from 
the first by the manly qualities that he 
saw in him.

I heard Lieutenant Brownell read 
tho original diary of Ellaworlh in his 
posHCHHion, describing tho hard strug­
gles of the two or ilirco yours beforo 
the war. If I eonli furnish that diary 
to tho rooders of the < Lkdukk
who have read ubout tho man, they

would marvel a t i t  Often, by his own 
aocount he bad nothing after a whole 
day's study to refresh himself with but 
crackers aad water. Bus he held 
steadily to his studies, ever hopefu 
that tnerewae a high destiny before 
hilt.

In the years from 1858 to 1860 a 
revelation seemed te 00910 to  Um from 
the fields of the Crimsi n war and the 
Austro-Prueeiaa war. Ae fell hi love 
with the souavt drill and uniform. Ho 
perfected himself in that drill, even 
oending to Frsnoe for the neceesary 
books of Instruction. Ho literally 
filled himself with the iub;oet. and hie 
made the Chicago Zouaves what they 
were.

Bat any one who thinks that Ells­
worth performed all this labor merely 
out of the vanity of commanding 
the beat drilled infantry company in 
America, does not uaderetaad tho man. 
Lieutenant Brownell wee » member of 
that company, and thoroughly knew 
him in tnoee daye. He cage that 
Ellsworth, only twenty-two yean  old 
then, was deeply impreaeed with the 
conviction the! dvil war woe imminent 
He knew that the South were a people 
fond of arms and military exordia, and 
tbiUtke North had olmoot forgotten 
the nee of anno. He knew tb it  the 
worolood woe about to buret over the 
land, and he believed that the North 
ought to be aroused to enthusiasm on 
tbo eubjeet of military drill. For that 
reason he organised hie world-re­
nowned Ch'cego Zouaves; for that 
reaeon did be visit with them the 
Northern cities in lt&9.

Hie example and that of hie company 
boro good fruit two years later. All 
honor to the memory of Elmer Ells­
worth! Why should he not have a 
status?

I  wish to make mention of how Major 
R. H. Dunn, of the Third. Tennessee,

served "Hovey's Babies." I t  was when 
we wore following Hood into Alabama, 
from Home, (la., in the full of 18(11. 
We lmd marched bard and were short 
of hardtack. We struek our first per­
simmons, which were just beginning to 
ripen. The officers were ]K>werless to 
keep us in ranks when there were per­
simmons in sight I  recollect of tack­
ling a persimmon bush, and Major 
Dunn said:

"Sonny, tboso that mash on the 
ground are rotten; oat the hard onos."

Then I went up in front and begged 
for a bit of hardtack to eat, for l was 
choking and puckering. Always after 
that 1 felt like doing something to 
Major Dunn.

At midnight the Fed­
eral forces wore encamped in a 
inoadow, four miles from the Confeder­
ate camp. At dawn the Federala were 
iu motion, and at daybreak the smoke 
of the Confederate camp could bo 
plainly seen. No pickets were en­
countered, and the Johnnies were una­
ware of the nearness of the Union 
foreoa. Indeed, the Confederate forces 
were not aware of the condition of 
affairs until their pickets, about one 
thousand yards from their camp, wore 
driven in. Many of them we?e loath to 
lieliuve that the Federala were so nour, 
and attributed the firing upon the 
pickets to the work of a scouting party. 
One of tbo < Confederate officers was in 
his tent at the time. Ho paid no at­
tention to the firing, but presently re­
ceived a mossago from bis commander 
to order his forces o n l He turned 
over in bed and lazily asked the 
courier if the order was official. Even 
before the bearer of tho dispatch hod 
time to answer a shell went crashing 
through his tent. The officer awaited 
no longer for a confirmation of thu or­
der, but tumbled out of bed rather 
hurriedly, exclaiming, "Well, that's 
official anyway," and soon hud bis men 
in line, i t  we* at this battle that Gen­
eral Lyon was killed.

Net Bad Eating When Hungry* 
When you are as hungry as I  have 

frequently been, rat is an excellent 
dish. During the war I was for fifteen 
months mi (umatoof the Federal prison 
at Hook Jslund, III. There woro 12,000 
of us Confederates thero, of whom 
t.rsN) are thoro yet, buried boneatli the 
Illinois soil. Wo didn't have any Del- 
luoiiioo diuners iu the prison, ami bills 
of fare wero entirely useless. Wo were 
given only ono meal a day, and wo were 
always hungry. Ono of our favorite 
amusements was to sit arouud and dis­
cus* wliut aud how mueli we would eat 
when we got out of prison* In ordor 
to help out our table we used to cutcb 
rats, wbich woro numerous inside the 
prison stockade* llats, when properly 
cooked* make quite 0 toothsome dish, 
and an ordinary cpiouro eould not toll 
them from a squirrel. As a rat-cutchor 
I  was not very successful. Them whs 
one shrewd, gray old fellow, with whom 
1 worried for weeks in a vain endeavor 
to cutcli him.

Model l,lar*.
To this day Hnmoan mon and women, 

with few exceptions, wear the garments 
of their savage days- a cloth,generally 
of tho native make, known ah the kapa, 
wound round the body abnv8 tho hips 
and faliiug about fifteen inches. They 
tattoo their legs and sometimes other 
parts of the body with some substance 
giving a sky-blue color* Their modern 
houses are built on the immemorial 
model of which every one who 1ms 
read a book a tau t the South Seas has 
seen a picture, l^uitc a large numtar 
of them odd to their primitive style of 
dress an umbrella. Run is very fre­
quent in Samoa, but the chief use of 
the umbrolla is an a shade from the 
sun. Lviug ho near tho equator and 
surrounded by sea water which always 
keeps a teuiwratnre nn the surface of 
a> out 80 degrees (Fahrenheit), the 
averugo heat is very high, though by 
no meuns equal to that ex|»erioucod in 
tropical Africa or other continental re­
gions in Himilar latitudes. It must ta  
confes'0,1 that the costume and habita­
tions arc very suitablo to the elimate, 
and that it would be an act of cruelty 
to impose ou tho Samoans any other 
btvto of lifo.

The civilization they chiefly need is 
the enforcement upon them of respect 
for the procept* of the decalogue, For 
lying and for petty thieving they have 
few equals in Christendom or lieatheu- 
.lom. When family prayers are over 
at night their one idea is, if the moon 
ta  not too bright, to secure the house­
hold provisions for the next day from 
tho bread fruit and banana trees of 
some ono olse’s land. Thewhito man 
is thoir favorite victim. From him 
thoy will, with the utmost good humor, 
uteal anything they can lay thoir hands 
on oven if it ta  not of tho slightest use 
to them. Iu every store, ovon iu tho 
smallest shop, will bo found a most 
careful system of barricades inter|H>sod 
between the native customer and thu 
goods, while the watchful eye of the 
Htoro-koopor is evor upon them so long 
os they haunt bis promises. They 
scarcoly over come singly to buy any­
thing. Iiaviug no settled occupation 
at any time, half a dozon of a family or 
a village will accompany to the store 
tho fortunate ono who has a dollar to 
buy something with. Ilenco the neces­
sity for barricades and vigilance. As 
for tho habit of lying, it may be said 
that a Samoan so seldom speaks the 
truth (when ho thinks any object is to 
ta  gained by not doing so) that ho is 
never believed on his own word. These 
two accomplishments of lying and steal­
ing nro taught to children by thoir 
mothers, who always find it uecessary 
to have testimony at hand to docoive 
their husbands. — San Francinco 
Chronicle.

Writing u Poem*
Tho poet Hallook, tho author of 

"Marco Bozzaris,” usod to keep liis 
poems by him a long time, that lu  
might give them tho lost and happiest 
touches. Possessing a tenacious ver­
bal memory, bo composed Ida poems 
without committing thorn to writing. 
Ho rovisod them in tho same manuer, 
murmuring thorn to himself as ho 
walked the streets of Now York or 
rambled in tho country. Mr. Wra. C. 
Bryant, in his address on lialleck’s life 
and writings, told this story illustrat­
ing the poet's habits of composition:

"I romombor that ouco in crossing 
Washington Park I  saw Hallook beforo 
mo aud quickened my pace to overtako 
him. As I drew near I  heard hiiu 
eroning to himself what scorned to bo 
linos of verso, and as ho throw back 
Ids hands in walking I  porccived that 
thoy quivorod with tho foeliug of tho 
passago ho was rociting.

"I instantly checked my pneo and 
full bock out of rovenmee for the 
mood of inspiration Which seemed to 
1)0 upon lum, aud foavful lest I  should 
intercept tho birth of a poom destinod 
to ta  tho delight of thousands of 
readers.”

Thoro are thoso who still road Hal- 
lock's pooms. "Marco Bozzaris” re ­
mains a favorito of declaiming school­
boys, booauHo they admire the graceful- 
noHS of the diction, und tho melody of 
tho words, and tho transparent clear­
ness of expression which allows tho 
thought to outer tho mind uiulimmed 
or undistorted.

Tho.46 qualities, not so marked in 
modern poetry os they should bo, were 
not gainod by hasty composition, but 
by putent revision, such as Horace 
commends.

"It is much linrdor work,” said a 
learned judge, "to rewrite nn old opin­
ion than it is to w rites new ono; but 
the old opinion is more likely to ho a 
better one, und tlm work of revision Is 
a mental beuefit to myself.”

Only ships built of In- 
diuu teak could lmvo kept the soa from 
10(H) to lOftl) liko those uni d by Pho ni- 
ciaiiH at TyloH, whi«h Thuonhrustu* 
foils us hud oontinuod sailing for moro 
than 200 yours,—V'/oj Athmn'um.

The amount of force oxeried by hraft 
ami ci.M in expansion and contractiofi 
of tuetul is equal to that which w 
be re piirod to stretch or compress it t i  
the siiinu extent by mcclianie.il mean*.

I n addition to Mipplving crops with 
the mv'essarv ux'irture, rain lias a dis­
tinct mauuriul value. At Botbamated^ 
the well-known farm of Sir John B. 
Lawc.H, it ha* taon shown that, with an 
annual rainfall of little less than thirty- 
two inchcM, each acre of laud receives 
every year in the rain water over four­
teen pounds pure chlorine, seventeen 
pounds of sulphuric acid, and between 
two and throe po iuds of ammonia.

In one of his lecture* before the 
Royal Institute, London, Prof. Lodge 
illustrated tile lately discovered fact 
that smoko und dust* are remove 1 by 
electricity by exhibiting a couple of 
glass jars tilled with smoke aud dust, 
oud which were instantly rendered 
dear by discharging through them w 
current of electricity. He make-t tho 
interesting mtggoMtimi whether a simi­
lar discharge of electricity, on a largo 
scale, ovor Londou would be us effec­
tive.

Amu:n Ctni'Kvmt, «f tho Marino 
Survey Office, Bombay, Inis observed 
Mocucus monkeys on the Island of 
Houth Burma!) opening ovNtcrs with a 
•tone. They bringthe st >no from itigh 
water mark down to low water, select­
ing such Btonoa as they cun easily 
grusp. They effect the opening by 
striking tho baso of the upper valve 
uutil it dislocate* and breaks up. They 
then extract the oyster with tho finger 
and thumb, occasionally putting tho 
mouth Htruight to the broken shell. 
Thu way thoy have ch'i»eu is the ea^i^st 
way -to ojmmi the didl.

The interesting Htatemcnt is made in 
the last municipal reports of the cor­
poration of Chelsea, near Loudon, that, 
contrary to what has gem rully been 
assumed in tho relation* of occupation 
and health, the sewernum of that placo 
show marvelous health and vitality, 
notwithstanding they spend seven hours 
daily in the sewers, often iu < ramped 
up )M)sitions, dealing with offensive and 
dangerous mutter. One of the sower- 
mcn, who is now pensioned olV, is Ht5 
years old, nnd was a sew^rman for 
more than twenty-eight years; unothor 
who is vot at work is 71, and has fid- 
lowed his occuputiou moro than thirty 
years.

I t is asserted bv Mr. Ashburner, tho 
geologist, that not only is natural gas 
not a modern or recent discovery, but 
that cvcu its utilization for tho purpose 
of tbo mechanic arts was loug ago suc­
cessfully attempted in China, where, 
by pipes of bamboo, it was couvoyod 
from natural wells to suitable furnaces, 
aud by means of terra-cotta burners of 
suitable size aud construction was con­
sumed. Of its origin, concerning 
which ho many diverse theories have 
been advanced, Mr. Ashburner is 
strongly of tho opinion that the gas 
arises from tho decomposition of forms 
of animal or vegetable life imbedded in 
thu rocks in ccrtaiu siumtions.

The English Volunteers
Evory corps, of whatever arm, is in- 

Rpootod onco a year by an nfficor of tho 
regular urmy duly appointed. Ar­
rangements are mado for the ii)8(>eo- 
tion by the general of tho dixtrict, and 
time and pluco aro made to suit the 
general convenience of the corps. 
Two-thirds of its numbor must be pres­
ent, or tho inspection is postimnod. 
AVlien a corps is in its rogiinentul cump 
of oxerciso it is to be inspected iu the 
camp, But when it joins a camp of ox­
erciso of tho regular militia forcos, it is 
not to bo inspected thorn (the number 
boing too small for tbo purpose;, but at 
its own headquarters. Thu volunteers 
aro not left altogether without assist­
ance from the public to defray thoir 
necessary oxponses. An annual allow­
ance of XI 10m is grantod for ovory effi­
cient volunteer officer (who has at­
tended a prescribed number of drills) 
and man, with a spoeial additional al­
lowance of £ 2  10m ou account of each 
volunteer officer or sergeant who holds 
a certificate of proficiency, and a spe­
cial allowance of 10n for o v ry  officer 
who huH passed iu the year the exami­
nation in tactics is granted for that year 
only. Those sums go to the general 
filial. Traveling expenses on a fixed 
Mcsle are granted when companies at­
tending drill at stations more than five 
miles from the headquarters of the 
corps, ami artillery corps receive extra 
allowance for conveyance of guns or 
other expenses incidental to gnu prac­
tice.

Officers receive traveling allowances 
when on military duty. Every com- 
puny or battery receives ill a year for 
podugo and stationery. Army forms 
aud books aro supplied at the pul-lie 
oxncnsc, and also regulation* ami mau- 
mils of iustruetiuii uml exercise. Tho 
artillery corps, from their own fumU,

Iirovido tho situs of batteries, obtain 
eases of them, throw up Hi" earth­

works, provido seeoiiimodutious for tlm 
resident gunner to take charge of each 
and pay for keeping them iu repair. 
The Governor provides si-le-arm nlc-da 
and expense niuguziue*. Every corps 
is expected to provide a Semite pluco 
for tiie custody of tbo small-arm am­
munition, unloHH it cun h 1 placed iu 
churgo of ordnuuce store officer* in gov­
ernment buildings Every v-Juntoer 
receives a rifle, belt, nnd pouch. These 
they for the most part take with them 
to their homes. The Haider, hitherto 
thoir weapon, is being exchanged for 
tho Martini Honry.
