DEATH PENALTIES.
Painful and Brntal Modes of 

Capital Punishment.

ANCIENT AND MODERN METH­

ODS.

E xecution by th e  Pope, G uillo­

tin e , Stoke, W heels mid ' 
Gallows.

Capitol punishment for somo ono or 
more of the offences against society or 
the individual lias been in vogue irora 
the earlier days of the human race down 
to the present time. I t is callod capital 
punishment, or the punishment by death 
because the head, which is the most 
vital part of the hnman frame, is gen­
erally tho part acted upon. The Latin 
word cajtui meant the bead, the source 
or seat o f . life, Capitali*, in that 
language, means anythiug affecting life.
CAPITAL OKPKXHE8 IN THE XJOftAIC COOK.

The principal offenses for which 
death was decreed by the Mosaic code 
wero three: Murder, kidnapping, oot- 
ing leavened bread during the Pass- 
over, suffering an nurnlv ox to lie at 
liberty if be kill, witchcraft, beastiality, 
idolatry, oppression of tlio widow and 
fatherless, compounding holy oiutment, 
or putting it on any stranger, violation 
of tho Sabbath, striking a parent, eat­
ing tho flesh of tho sacrifice of peace 
offering* with uncleanooss, eating the 
fat of offered boosts, eating bicod, 
offering of oliildron to Moloch, screon- 
iug an idolator, going after familiur 
spirits or wizards, adultery, enrsiug of 
parents, blasphemy, stranger coming 
nigh the tabernacle or tbe priost’s 
office, usurping the sacerdotal function, 
forbearing to keep the Paxsover if not 
journeying, despising the Word of the' 
Lord, false pretensions to tho character 
of a divine messenger^ opposition to tho 
deoroe of tho highest juuioiul authority, 
and unchsstity before marriage whon 
charged by a husband

The instruments by which capital 
punishment was originally indicted 
among the Jews were the sword and 
the stone. From other races, how­
ever, they borrowed the method of 
sawing the offender asunder, oliokiug 
him to death by a rojie into which a 
stick was twisted, dooapitating him by 
sword or ax, and crucifying him. There 
was a sort of posthumous punishment 
visited on guilt of the more heinous 
sort, the body in somo instances, ovon 
beforo life was completely extinct, be- 
iug stoned, banged or burned, or the 
place of its interment covered with a 
groat heap of stones.

PRIMITIVE CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.
The death penalty was inflicted in 

many forms by the people of ancient 
times. Drowning, Imiling, burning, 
eruoifying, and stoning wero somo of 
the priuoipal mothods resorted to in 
the punishment of capital offenses.

Death by stoning was long among 
tho prevailing modes of inti luting the 
death penalty. It was resorted to in 
barbarous as well as in savage times. 
History records many casea in which 
capital punishmont took this form

Still more common among the an­
cients than atoning was crucifixion. 
Noarly all the old nations except (ho 
Jews practiced it for centuries. Tlio 
Hebrew race appears to have borrowed 
tbe custom from tbe Bomans and to 
have adopted it not long before the lie- 
ginning of the Christian Era. This 
form of pnnishmont soema to have 
boen rsro among the Jews before tho 
crucifixion of Christ, Somiramis is 
eroditod, by tradition, with the inven­
tion of this penalty The ordinary 
method of inflicting it was by nailing 
tbe viotim to a cross, where be wm loft 
until dead Occasionally, h >wovur, uu 
innovation was introduced by sotting 
tlia cross on fire beforo the victim’s 
death, or by letting wild beasts devour 
him. Constantiue tbo Great abolished 
crucifixion about the year A D. 1115.

KXKmtTKl) UY THK CLCR,
A common form of administering tho 

death lieualty among tho Hotteutots 
and other South African races was by 
tbo dull, and this custom Is still, to 
some exteut. in voguo among the for­
mer race. These imople hod and have 
no writtou lawn. \Vheu an offouso was 
committed for which linage presorilwd 
death, tho oulprit was seized by order 
of the chief of the tribe, tbo kraal or 
village was called together aud the 
prisoner placed in tho oeuGr of a cir­
cle composed of the loading men of the 
place, armed with clubs, Tlio chief 
advancos und strikes tho prisouar on 
the bead with hia elub and the other 
executioners thou rush up and finish 
him.

Death by crucifixion was inflicted 
on womon as woli as mon by nouio of 
tba ancients. Mitliridstes, s Persiau 
soldier, boasted that ho killed Cyrins 
the Yonngor in tho Imttla of Cunaxo. 
For Mils be suffored death by starvation 
and oxponure to the sun, by the order 
of Artsxerxes Mncmon. Under this 
torture he lived eigtiteon davs. Dur­
ing sevorsl centuries before tlio 
Chris!ian Era drowning in a quagmire 
or in rivers was a form which tlio death 
penalty often took. The Hindoo* 
throw persons in the Grattpes for tbe 
crime of living bevond a certain ago; 
tho Spartan* destroyed deformed eliit- 
dreu; tiudcr the Ptolemies offenders 
wete vivisvotod for the benefit of sci­

ence, and the Venetians tlw w  convfota 
off tlia bridge of Sighs.

DEATH VROM THK TARPK1AN ROi.'K, 
Ono of tlia most picturesque forms 

wbioh tba death ponalty assumed 
among the Bomans was that which con­
sisted of throwing tho onlprit from the 
Tsrpelsr. rook. This rock, which was 
lofty and prociidtons, wa< a prumotory 
on one side of the Capitoline Hill in tho 
Etornal City. Death by this moans 
was usually visited on political offend­
er! merely. I t  wax a punishment for 
those proven to be traitors or who 
usur)iea functions and attempted to 
exorcise powers doomed to imfioril the 
rights aud privileges of Homan citi­
zens.

A unique punishment was tliat in- 
dieted on tho Homan Ooncrnl I legal ns 
by the ( Isrthagenians, After capturing 
him in war thoy dispatch him to ltomo 
to bring about a treaty of |N«aee. Homo 
doclitied, on tbe udvioe of llcgutus, to 
outer in to aucli a compact, amt he re­
turned to tho i'Artlvup'nian camp, al­
though he know tbo failure to secure 
the treaty would moan death to him if 
he came within tho powor of that peo­
ple. He wax oxeotited, so the legend 
says, by being thrown in a barrel utmd- 
detl with spoar heads ami rolled down 
liilL

In Japnn officials guilty of misde­
meanors wero and still are, often com­
manded to junfform hari-kari* Tho vic­
tim stabs lnmsclf with a sword or dag­
ger and makes one out to tho right and 
suother to the left. '  *

The motliod* of inflicting death, 
ing all the ages of history togotnex, 
have boon almost ns numerous and di­
verse as tho offences for which the 
death |>oimlty was decreed. For this 
purpose the stone, the dub, flic sword, 
the ax, tho wheel, the tqNjar, tho fork, 
tho gibbot, poison, tho dagger, tbe 
boiling caldron, fire and water, have 
been employed. Offenders have, in 
obedienco to judicial decree, suffered 
death on tho crons by drawing and 
quartering, by the garroto und the 
guillotiue aud on the gallows. Death 
has como from slow strangulation by a 
rope, a* was in vogue in China, from 
the nso of boiling oil,which was ponred 
on tbo joints after they were dislocated 
by mediauical moans, as In Franc > and 
Germany, by flaying or stripping tho 
skin of tho body, ss was formerly doue 
in England, and from pr.'ssuro bdwoon 
planks, on tho upper of which groat 
weights wera placed, os w as also in 
vogne in England ut one time. Every 
method which human cruelty could im­
part and human ingenuity devise has 
item resorted to at ono timoor otlior 
in aucient or raediuTul days,and among 
nations professing to l>o civilized, to 
administer torture and doath.

CUt'EL AND UNUSUAL PUNISHMENTS. 

One of the most cruel and unusual of 
punishment* was that which the* Ho­
mans in the bitter days of the Repub­
lic meted out to those who murdered 
either of their parents. Lukn Owen 
Piko, A., author of tlio “History of 
Crime in England,” in referring to this 
punishmont says:

“Not in the amphitheater, not st the 
stake, not on the cross was tlio parri­
cide to poiixh. A sack wus bis wind­
ing sheet; iu that ho was to bo sown up 
alive ami venomous serpents with him. 
He was to bo thrown iuto tho sen, if 
tlio sea was near st hand, and if not, 
into a rivor, bo that the heavens might 
be hidden from him while still alive 
and tho earth deny him a grave wiien 
dost).”

Often, however, in addition to the 
vqiers there were a dog, o monkey, and 
aroostor sewed up in a t>a> k with tho 
victim, who was naked. Tlio sack was 
usually of leather.

IN  THE BOILING u a n i i o N .

Among the most lmrlmroua forms 
which the death penalty ever asHumed 
was that of the boiling caldron To 
iuflict death by this moans sulphur,, oil, 
aud lead, separately, were Nomctirsos 
used. Water, howovor, was the agent 
generally employed. Boiling to death 
was first inflicted by statue in England 
in liifil, during tlia reign of King 
Henry VIII. The first person to suffer 
this ponultv.in that country wus .Jolm 
Boose, cook to tho Bishop of Roches­
ter, who poisoned Heventcou portions, 
two of whom died. The poison wan ad­
ministered in porridge. The statute 
declared that poisoners should lm 
boiled to dea1 h without having uny “ad­
vantage of Ida eiorgy,” Future offenses 
of this kind, tho law stated, should lie 
deomod equal to high treason in enor­
mity. The statute was repealed not 
long afterward, but not until several 
other person* met death in the eoJdron.

Death by tho sorpuuts* bite wus a 
common form of administering capital 
piiuislimeut in the Oriental eountrioi 
in aueieut days, and, it is said, the sys­
tem has by no means become obmlcte 
yet. Instaneos are on rooovd in whioli 
off undo re were Imutid naked in jungles 
in which vijwre were immuroiix, und 
left to suffer a lingering aud terrible 
death from the reptiles' fangs. Men 
aud women, and sometime* children, 
wero thrown into cavern* infested by 
vouomous snakes to meet death iu its 
most frightful form in the darkness 
among tlia bonus of hundreds of per­
sons w Iioho lives had gone out in tiie 
saiuo place and by the *ame means. 
Mnuy British prisoners, it was told, 
were subjected to like treatment hv tlio 
Bupoy* (luring tlio mutiny about thirty 
yours ago, Even at the prrscut time,. 
It i« eaki, malefactor* in houio parts of 
ludia aro thrown into large csgos filled 
with serpents, Travelors in Persia t'dl 
stories olmiit similnr cruelties be tug 
inflicted on crimiintl* in thu wilder und 
more barbarous i*>rtiou« of that coun­
try.

ATROCIOUS LEGAL PUNISHMENTŜ
Tbo mnunoroftho execution of Ha* 

vsillse, who assassinated Honry IV. of 
Frauen, in IfilO, ii one of the moat erne I 
ou roenrd. Ho was tied to a rack 
sha)Hul like a HI. Androws crons. Ills 
rigid hand, within which was fastoued 
the dagger by which ho killed the 
King, was thrust into a slow fire. 
Pincers then tore tho tlesh from various 
parts or hi* body, und int> tbe wounds 
tlioy made tailing oil, lead, pitch und 
rosin were poured. A horse was tlmn 
nttuchod to each liiub, and bis joints 
wore dniwii u*uml<>r. Aftcrwurds tbo 
sp H'istoi's drag 'od the body through 
tiio streots. Bogivut was iiispow.r of 
will tlia lie Ht'airidy utloi'o.l a groan 
while theno to'tnrlw wore M ug in- 
dieted, nut d;c<l without impliciUug 
any of hi* W'Couu Uoe*.

Similar In Its essontisl features to 
tbo death ponalty visited upon llavail- 
lac was that termed drawing aud quar­
tering, which wus in vogne in England 
during sevoral centuries, Tbo head 
was placed on a pike and exposed on 
Tomple Bar, while the limbs hang up 
in oonspieaous plaeos in the four quar­
ters of the kingdom or on tlio four 
gstos of tho city where the oxooution 
took placo. Tho first time tlio death 
ponalty took this form in England was 
in tho roign of Henry HI, in 1241, and 
it was inflicted for piracy. In later 
times it was usually administered for 
trousou only. The Earl of Carlislo, 
who wo* accused of treason, was ono of 
the most conspicuous |»rson* who mot 
death b y  this process, w IUcIl was duriug 
tbo reign of Edward 1L 

Aiming the most conspicuous individ­
uals who wore executed by decapita­
tion wero diaries 1., of England, and 
Mary, t^noon of HooUs. CliariOH* 
death took pluco in KUO, an t Marv's 
in 15S7. Of course the offenses for 
\ffiicb they stillored wore purely polit­
ical. Decapitation has oeaned in En­
gland, the last cose of doath by judicial 
decree which to ’\  this form occurring 
in 174ft, In Eugland d  capitatiou was 
usually performed by tho broodux. 
In Franco it I* done, by tbe guillotine, 
snd*in somo of the Herman State* by 
the sword. This modo of oxecutiou, as 
■before mentioned, was and is niill in 
vogue in i'liinu, Japan, and other 
f frieutul nations. In that part of the 
world it was m use from tbo earliest 
ages.

ChinoHo custom ordains that tba of­
fender who is to meet death by decap­
itation shall kneol blindfolded before a 
block, with tho brand of infamy dis­
played on a board, cloth, or other ma­
terial on hi* hack. Tlio executioner 
then yteul* up behind him, and with a 
quick, skillful stroke of his keon sword 
severs tho head from the body.

In France, about four conturios ago, 
Iwheading by tbo ax was common. 
Afterward tbe two-hundod sword came 
iuto use. Tide wu* employed until tbo 
guillotiue wo* introduced.

ON THE UIIIRKT.
The gibbot was tbe ancient and mo- 

diicval form which the gallows as­
sumed* In tho early days of the gili- 
bet it wisenstomary, for a time, to huug 
prisoners accused of heinous offences in 
chains or irons. The gildiet usually 
consisted of a projecting beam attached 
to a single upright post. Bometimc*, 
however, a liiub of a treo servod the
Iiurposo of tho heatiL.as in tho cose of 
ninging decreed by the high and au­

gust court of Judge Lynch, iu the 
breezy and unconventional secioty of 
the Southern and Western portions of 
tbo United States, as well a* m tho Aus­
tralian gold diggings.

.Sometime* iu England the prisoner 
intended for deatii on the gildiet was 
carried, with his bunds and feet bound, 
to the place of execution on a curt, and 
while iu tliat conveyance tho rope was 
placed tightly tuound hi* neck, und so 
adjusted that when tho prisoner's en­
tire weight would bo ui>ou it, with his 
legs extended to their full length, his 
feet would reach to within about a foot 
of the ground. When ail tbe-noedful 
little preliminaries wero urruugod the 
horse would ho given a sharp stroke of 
tho whip, at which ho Mould start sud­
denly forward, the curt would be 
snatched from under the foot of tlio 
primmer, aud he would bo lofthangiug 
iu midair.

“ m toK E N  ON THE W HEEL.”

Tho “wheel” wur for oouturios a com­
mon instrument of t->rturo- and death 
in Neveral countries of Europe. It ap­
pear* to havo ooniti first info use in 
Germany, whore it was employed a* 
oarly as the tenth century. Francis I., 
uliout 1525, introduced it into Franco, 
It wu* employed for a time also iu 
England.

Tbo prisoner denignod for doath by 
this method was bound to an instru­
ment rudely rosombliug a  wheel, Id* 
leg* and arm* being separated a* far a* 
poasildn ami attached to*crow-bar* cor­
responding to Hpoke*. As tho wheel 
rovolvod the limbs of the victim wore 
fractured by btow* from tv heavy iron 
rod delivered below the knee* and el­
bow*. Sometime* the rod was held iu 
position mechanically, tho limb* of the 
prisoner, a* ha wus whirled ou tbe 
wheel, oouiiitg in contact with it. 
Usually, however,, tho rod was hold in 
the hands of an executioner, who ad* 
ininhiterml tlio blow* a* rapidly ax be 
could wield it, iu France tue torture 
of this mode of pnnishmont wu* les- 
aunod in- many ubmu* by heavy blows 
lieing doait on tb» head und choHt of 
tbe viatiui, so oh to shorfcm life. TIiono 
blows wero exiled coup* tie grave, or 
strokes of mercy..

DEATH UY THE LAKH,
Flogging a* a  death iwnalty was in 

voguv among soms of the aiieiont |ioo- 
plus from the curlier ages of tlio race. 
Durian tho Rournii Kvpuldiu Nuourghig 
was- administered a* a r«oi>mpon** for 
koimd of tho lighter offences, and at 
that time it was not usually iullEtod as 
a capital punishment. Death ofton re­
sulted front it nevertheless, It wax 
riurely, in the latter day* of thoi Repub­
lic, givuu to a Itouisu eitizutt, Uiug re­
served o*i>ociaUy for Ntrangsr*. In 
tho*. days it was doomed tlio aiost ig­
nominious form of pimishmoat whicii 
could be inilietad on a free numi.

In ho mo of the Oriental oouutrios. 
scourging ia still common. Thore it 
takes the form of a iHMtinndo. I t is 
e*|Hioially frequent in Turkey, China, 
aud Ferris. Blows are given by a 
heavy owlgsl, usually on tu« bottoms 
of the feet Dealli 1* no| generally in- 
teudod sn<l doe* not often happen ax 
tho result of this punishment in 
urn uoantries.

Neoorging in its seromsf form Ja ad­
ministered in Russia It Is goiimlly, 
though not always, given for oil'eiices 
uguiu«t tho Czar or soiuo of the higher 
official* of the Empire, and it i* some­
times iulmidud a* a death inmulty. Tho 
instrument u*od in that country to in­
flict this punishmont i« culled a knout, 
aud consists of a leather thong attached 
to a handle, tho thong turmiimtiug with 
an iron ring, to wldoli is joiued a thick, 
hard piece of c'»w‘k or hog* hide. This 
form of punishment ix indicted on tie* 
baro back of the ofitmder. It i« not so 
common new, even in tlm Siberian por­
tion ol the Czar's domain, as it was for­
merly.

Flogi'ing, though not as s death 
penalty, is still cmplovud iu Delaware, 
It wu* abolished in the Uuitod Btute*

army and navy long ago, and is much 
less common in the military or naval 
nervioo of European nations than it wsa 
half a century ago.

In executions by the garroto the 
prisoner is seated and leans his head 
book against a support prepared for 
this purpose. The throat is encirdod 
by an icon collar, through whioh a 
scrow is turned until it enter* tho 
spinal tnnrrow where it unites with tho 
brain. Death come* qniokor by ibid 
method than by bangiug. About a 
century ago tho garroto waa simply a 
rope put around the neck and tightened 
by the twisting of a stick inserted l»o- 
twoen the rope and the back of the 
neck. Tho garroto had its origin 
among tbo Moors and Arabs, and was 
introdue *d into Spain in the early days 
of tho Moslem invasion.

THE GALLOWS.
Hanging eaiue into tiso in England 

in 1241. Tlio punishmont for which it 
wan iullietod waa piracy. In the early 
days of thi* modo of oxocution in that 
country it wo* customary for the court' 
to decree that a mard *ror should lm 
liangod in chains on a gibbot near tho
Idnce whore tho crime was committed, 
execution* nauslly took place at that 

time two days after sentence waa 
passed, the lady of tlio criminal to be 
dissected. Aftor a time, however, 
these severities wero aliolished. In 
England hanging* took place in public 
until ulsmt a quarter of a century Ago. 
Outside of England and tho United 
State* oxeentions in nearly ovory groat 
oonntry are still public.

Tlio gallows, iu its essential features, 
is tho same in all thu countries wlioro 
It is employed.

A Phase of Politics! ladepnmlenct^
The fact that party manager* and 

public officials show themselves so re­
sponsive to theviluHtulemout* ofuocioty 
indicates great activity on tlio part of 
these vilest elements. Their nnmbor 
i*not large, but their zeal is hot and 
their purjiose is strong; wlmt thov lock, # 
in waight they make up in velocity, # * 
Their domunds aro incessaut and insist-), 
ent; their pressure upon the politicar 
leaders is never lightened. The hotter , 
classes mako no hucIi demonstration of 
their purpose. There is littlo jxditical 
activity among them; the ir.numbers 
and thoir weight give thorn little force, 
boruuso there is little movement. The 
vilest prevail over tho best bocause ^  
they are so muoh more positivo in thoir 
demand*.

They gain advantage, also, in another « 
way. Thoy are much loss inlonso^in 
their partizunsbip. Ono who wattdieg 
tho municipal contests in a city whore! . '  
the two groat parties are pretty evenly! 
balanced will see that the disorderly 
and vicious classes are by no raouM 
wo Mod to either party. Their vot* 
goes, almost solidly, first to ono party 
aud then to the other—always to fh« ' 
candidates that are the most satiate-, 
tory to them* TfyoiN political j>rinci-‘ 
pies aro prooisoly those whioh' one of 
oar prominent capitaflata has. so hfh 
morously avowed, and for tlio somo reap 
H(Af They aro go bigoted partisan  
not t|iey. Consequently thoy manage, 
in a good many or our citios, to kava 
things Isrgoly their owu way.

If tho snpromsoyof tho viloit in aar*' 
municipal governments i» explained by' , ■  
tho fu< is jnst inontionait,‘ the' wty of ’ 
overthrowing that supremacy iirclbarlw 
indicated. A groat increaan of political 
activity and a corresponding abstonumt 
of partizanshlp on the part of the \m t  
citizens is urgently called for, Tho 
latter is tlio simpler, add perhaps tbo 
more effective, romedy. If the upper 
half of each of tho groat partios wero 
a* fearlessly independent a* the loweel 
quarter of tho party is, tho rnlo of the 
vilost Mould spoodily eeaso and deter­
mine. It is tho (‘onfidoneo of tlio 
bos-oos that tho better citizens will ba 
Ktoudfastly loyal to thoir party obliga­
tions, that encoursgo* thorn to truck 
and dicker with tho rabble. The 
knowledgo that they worn in danger of 
losing tbo support of tbo rormtalde 
pooplo would lead them> to withdraw 
from that alliance.

The effeotivenoKS of (hi* romody has 
already lnieUi demonstrated in soveral 
of our largo cities. In thone eitio3 thoro 
1* a great gaiu in the immonnd of tho 
govormmmt, and in the vigor and pu­
rity of tho adminintrotion, Thu ssrao 
remedy {* within roach ef tbo voters oi 
all our oilieB.— Gontury,

Modern Pregres*,
Our rulvauoe appoar* to bo very slow, 

and itiaonly  by a survey of ih a  p u t  
that wo oan ut all rcali/o tho progresa 
wo luivo mude or how largely wo are 
indebted to new knowledge far our 
present degree of comfort and happi- 
nessi Five huudrod year* ago wo worn 
without what wo now consider to lm 
tuaay of the noooiMurics of life. Wo 
eousumued neither ooffoiv cocoa, 
potatu»M nor tobacco; without those 
even tho jtoorest |H<rsone wouM now 
eousider thomsidves unable to jive. 
But few lumlioinoH bad luma diseov- 
clod; pharmacy was very imperfect. 
Tba ait* of imsliein i and surgery were 
ftoltnuch develop^!. Chloroform aud 
qniniue had uob beeu found.. Huuitnry 
appliance* wero not invented, CUlo- 
nne, dUinfootanta, dendorizers, and an- 
tiweptios wore anknown, ami wo wero 
subject to epidomie* aud plagues, In 
ei»n-xoquuuoo also of there Iwinguo telo- 
graub, or quick mesus of conveyance, 
multitudes of portion* wore starved 
daring famine before food could be ob­
tained. Ha lougor ago than tho yoav 
1H7I, through all of tho*o eansoa, 
thousand* of persun* were Ntsrving in 
Persia, while in somo of the Western 
Htates ef Ameriea corn was being 
burned ki stove* in |daoo of ooal. Be* 
jng without books, or ttew<q>a|iers our 
intellectual enjoyments were few, and 
ignorance, with all lie evil conauqttonoe* 
of immorality, etc,, was prevalent In 
thorn “good old time*” the weak wara 
robbed and oppffotsed by the strong, 
crluio mss rarely puui*hed and men 
livid moro like tlio boasts in the field. 
Ever since that period knowledge lion 
continually increased; It *ti!l continues 
•o grow, und every year it mid* t> our 
rnfferial cnmmrU, our moutal enjoy­
ment* and our ability to act right — 
0[>cn VonrU

Amoug tlio causes of death which 
with tbo grestoat frequency in 

tue mortuary record, “nmrasraus" holds 
its own with romarkable uniformity. 
Not that it counts its victims in each 
week of tho fifty-two alike, but it is
always there. In Bumtuor the children 
fall before it hv scores and hundreds; 
in winter tho old people |>crish from its

l

blighting breath; at all Masons tho 
puny victims of ancestral vioo and tho 
starved iutuates of overcrowded tene­
ments aro found dying of thia torriblo 
a ! ii tion. It never iHmomes epidemic, 
fortlio cames atlcct individuals, not 
whole communities as a rule. Hunger 
nmv kill if nothing is to bo had to sat­
isfy its cravings, but when this happen* 
aud millions perish, a famine is said to 
aMliet tho land* When cancer olosos 
tho iulet to tho stomach, so that star­
vation ehwos tho ocone, “inanition* is 
tho term to indicate this termination of 
the dread disease. Tho moclianism of 
death by fuminc, by inanition, and by 
nmr.isuius, is onn and tho same. For 
some reason or other, in any of these 
instances, new materials do not reach 
the different organs and tisanes to re­
pair tlio wear and tour that is ever go­
ing on; without which life itsolf could 
not continue. Destruction must go on, 
and reconstruction must keep pace with 
it, otherwiao tho vital processes must 
cease.

That growth and development should 
proceed satisfactorily m tho earlier 
rears of life, that nil tho organa of tho 
Kxly should bu preserved aud capable 

of performing tbeir various duties at 
4Yew age, atiu Mu*t t!‘.o vr^.ubpi should 
wear out gradually tti.u without io<» 
lunch discomfort in old age, are ex­
tremely desirable. Vet these cannot 
bo unless nutrition is kept up at every 
stage of life. Of course by this term 
is uioaut tbo proper provision of mate­
rials to build up in tbo Hist place, and 
aftorward keep in full repair all tbo 
atruotures of tlio hotly.

In ordor that nutrition may 1m kept 
tip food must be provided, which should 
bo pro|>orly proparod for tho action of 
of tno digestive system, and ho adapted 
to tho special needs of tho individual 
to be nourished. If any of these requi- 
oites are wanting it is folly to expect 
ftutrition to bo maintained. Of equal 
imjKjrtanco, if not of still greater eon- 
Sequence, is tho qproscnco of digestive 

' ferguni in a condition to cnubln them 
to take np and dispose of nourishment 
When offered in proper quantity and 
quality. The ingenuity of man has 
enabled him to moot these requirement.* 
of tho wostiug body under many appar­
ently desperate conditions, but, unfor­
tunately, the conditions whieh arisoaro 

9 too often beyond tho reach of art, and 
*• marasmus claims its victims in spite of 

science.
From what has just been said it will 

V be understood that “marasmus" means 
•  persistent wasting of the body, duo 

. to  defective nutrition. I t will .bo not­
iced that the term is very indefinite, 
and it is also apparent that it cannot 
well be otherwise, beoauso tho condi­
tions are oftoa numerous and corupli- 
canted, which combine to prodneo tho 
f i e  effect. It may bo impossible to 
say whether improper food, hereditary 
diseaso of tho liver or imperfect digits- 
tiou, due to simple weakness, has had 
the most to do iu earning the death of 
n child, Hero "marasmus1’ comes to 
tho aid of the physician who had dono 
his host to combat tho evils which Iso 
could not remedy. It is nousunso to 
•ay that such a certificate denotes igno- 
runco in the practitioner. It does 
nothing of the sort ; it merely denotes a 
complex of conditions only too often 
mot with iu practice. This is trno not
ulono of the tenemont-hnuso population, 
but also of the inmates of tuo lluest 
mansions.

The worst cases, apparently, of ma­
rasmus, aro met with among babies 
that are “brought up on tho bottle,” 
or who have boon recently weaued. 
Those aro frightful because of rapid 
loss of flesh and seemingly the failure 
of every reusonablo mothod dovised for 
their relief. When properly managed, 
however, asueoessful rescue from al­
most certain death will ofton reward 
the “mixing o! brains" along with the 
medicine—of which, by tho way, very 
little need l>o givou.—St. Louis Globe*

Nome Fouls of ZituIi Colburn,
Zerah Colburn was askod to say 

what uumber multiplied into itself 
would give the number 2<lMHil,125, 
writes i'rof. Proctor. The idea was to 
ace how far ho would gut ahead of a 
pructiood computer, who wus sot to 
work timling tho cube root of the num­
ber (for that was what Colburn was 
asked tor) by tho usual process. Hut 
before the practiced computer had 
written down the number Colburn gavo 
tbo answer, 045, Colburn was at this 
time only H years old, and ho hud not 
even so rnuuh instruction iu arithmetic 
as most Imys of that age have rocoivod, 
llo knew nothing of tho rules for ex­
tracting roots. Hut even if he had 
known now to extract tlio cube root of 
a number, bis feat would not be less 
marvelous. Let anyoao who would 
learn to approoiato Colburn’s calculat­
ing power try the following export- 
meat: Hot down the numlmr just 
named and obtain the cub# root by tho 
ordinary method, makiug no hurry over 
tho work; next copy tuo ilguros thus 
obtained, settiug them down (in their, 
order as obtoiuod) as fast as a pou or 
pencil will travel, noting tho tirno taken 
in tills easy part of the work. Then 
consider that a child H yours old ob­
tained the r>ght roault, without pen or 
l>oneil, In loss time thau had been taken 
to copy down tho number itself, to 
which all tho calculation thus written 
out had boon appliod.

Asked what numbers will divide 3(1,• 
ON:i exactly, Colburn at ouco answered: 
“None." Let tho reader try how long 
it takes with pan aud paper to provo 
that this is really so; he will havo to 
try tho divisors 11, 7, 11, 13, 17,10, 23, 
go, Ul, 37, 41, 43, 47, 03 and many 
more, up to 187, before the proof will 
be complete.

Once, and once only, did Colburn 
have to make any considerable effort in 
doulibg with a number as he dealt with 
,'hip0WL Thu numlmr wee somewhat 
famous in mathematicsl annals—vis: 
2,2114,3(17,21*7, of which the great arith­
metician, Fermat, had declared that it

had no divisor. Format ovon gave 
what appeared to him a proof of this; 
but the celebrated raathomatioiao, Eu­
ler, showed that tho proof was incom­
plete. Killer also, after long labor, 
found a number, (ill, which wul divide 
Fermat's assorted “indivisible.* Col­
burn was sot the same taak which had 
toiled Fermat and ocenpied Kulor for 
mouths. The little child oould not 
nnawor that day, nor the next, nor for 
a week or fortnight: bnt in the third 
week he gave tho solution. During 
that time he bad kept no records of his 
work savoin that wonderfully retentive 
littlo brain of bis. It may interest the 
roador to know that the numlmr over 
which Fermat and Kulerhsd contended 
is obtained by multiplying two into it­
self thirty-one times and adding units. 
Colburn did tho work of thus obtain­
ing the number iu a few minutes.—A>- 
rhanye.

The 
artists selected for tbo excellence of 
their designs to enter the competit'on 
are obliged to remain shut up in separate 
rooms aud carefully watched tor ninety 
days, so that eaoh shall paint his pict­
ure without any outside assistance. 
Then a jury of distinguished artists 
examines the work, and awards the 
prizo.

'The subject given out in 1874 was 
tbo “Annunciation to tho Shepherds," 
who watched their flocks by night, 
wlion tho angel appeared to them and 
annouucod tue birth of Christ,

I'pon thh picture Baatien-Lepago 
worked most earnestly. When it was 
finished ho felt confident of success; 
but when the day came tor making 
known the award, and Bostien-Lepage, 
with his eager friends, gathered at the 
Beaux Arts, au ominous whisper was 
hoard that tho jury hail given the 
prizo to Comoro. The rumor was con­
firmed. Cabauol, BaHien-Lepage’s 
master, had voted against his pupil, it 
is said.

Afterward it was said that the jury 
decided against him chiofly upon tech­
nical grounds; ono reason being that 
tho Annunciation occurrod at night, 
whilo Baatieu-Lopsgo pointed it as if 
lato in the afternoon.

That eveuiug all tho artists mot at 
dinner in tho restaurant o f  Mademoi­
selle Anna. On tho Bm oky walls hung 
pictures by artists who had frequented 
tho place, und ull tho pictures by men 
who had gaiued the PrixdeRoma were 
decorated with wroatlis of laurel 
Comcrro, tho winner, and Bastien-Le- 
page, tho loser, sat at adjoining tables, 
each surrounded by his friends. As the 
dinnor drew to a close a young Ameri­
can painter rose beside Bostion-Lepoge 
and said, “Let us crown the picturo of 
the man to whom the artists have 
awarded the Prior de Rome.n

Ho held up a laurel-wreath as he 
spoke. Instantly all tho artists in the 
room woro on their foot. The friends 
of Comorre augriiy struggled to pre­
vent what they counted an insult. But 
the others lifted tho young Amoriean 
on their shouldors, boro him through
the opposing crowd, and he hung tho 
laurol-wroath upon Basticn-Lepago’a 
picture, “Golden Youth." Amid uproar 
aud conflict tho artists testified their 
admiration for thoir peasant brother.

There was tho same fooling at tho 
Beaux Arts. Every day henpB of flow 
ers and laurel-wreaths were laid before 
the “Annunciation to tbo Shephords. 
They were removed by the guardians 
of tho galleries, only to be renowed the 
uoxt day. So, although Comorre was 
given tue great prize, and Bastiou-Le- 
pago obtained ouly the sorond, his fail­
ure was really a success.—Ripley 
Jlitchcock, in  SI. Nicholas.

Accident.—One of the 
most'distressing mining accidents we 
hare been called upon to record for many 
months occurred in the No. 5 (Best's) 
pit of the Jackson mine between 7 and 6 
o'clock Saturday morning. The cir­
cumstances are substantially as fbllowa: 
JsmciKnuckey and George Jane were 
engaged In blasting down rock near the 
surface to fall below and, thaught to 
clean aut and re-charge a hole which 
hul been fired some two weeks ago, but 
which for same reason failed of the ex­
pected execution. Accordingly they 
inserted a scraper and a te rnS  explo­
sion followed, throwing the men from 
the scaffold down the nearly vertical wal 
sninc 00 feet and killlug both instantly 
The top of Jane's head waa blown off,tak- 
mg the left eye and the ballaucc left hang­
ing by a small portion of the front side 
of the neck. Besides tills horrid mutil­
ation he was otherwise Imdly mangled. 
His companion had one leg blown com­
pletely off and was otherwise badly 
nuilUated, though hi* head and face 
miraculously escaped injury. As soon as 
11 Aiibie the bodies were recovered from 
tlie mine and taken to their rooms on 
the second floor of the Hayden Bank 
building. Knuckey was a man about 50 
years of age and leaves a wife and daugh* 
tcr.ttc litter the wife of George June, who 
has twochihlren l»y a funner Imsbaud. 
IVith the unfortunate men were good 
miners and good citi/.ens, whose un­
timely death will b<* sincerely mourned 
by all rUiŝ 'M of the community. Both 
were' iitciuhei'ft of the HI.

The country along the gas 
bait from Toledo through Ohio, Indiana 
and Kentaoky will be rippad np to a 
depth of from 1,'iOO to 1,500 feet and 
flopped over Ilka a pancake, leaving a 
chasm through wkleh the waken of 
Lake Erie will oome howling down, 
filling tbo Ohio and Mississippi valleys 
and blotting them out forever."

This is vary startling, and to many 
may appear very plausible, seeing that 
jtha quantity of gas that sometimes 
rashes forth when these wells an  
opened is ao enormous. Thore, how­
ever, who have made practical experi­
ment! on exploding sneh gases will not 
be prevented from settling in tbe Ohio 
or Mississippi Valley by fear of tbe an­
ticipated catastrophe.

Lecturers who, like myself, savin 
writer in the Gentlemen** iraaeniie, 
have often shown the old popular ex­
periment of the electrical pistol will 
especially appreciate my meaning. 
This is a tuba through which an elec- 
trie spark may bo passed into a mixture 
of coal gas and atmoapberio air. Ths 
usual mods of showing the experiment 
is] to bold tba tab# over a gas jet for 
a few seconds, then cork it and pass 
itlis spark. I t should explode and 
jshoot out the cork, but very frequently 
fails, and why? Simply because it 
contains too tnaeh gas. Tbe lecturer, 
jin sneh case, removes the cork, blows 
down the tube or othurwise removes 
tome of the gss, and introduces air in 
its place, then trim again, and bang it

The foot is that a tube, a borehole, a 
i, a gasholder, n cavern or a ooal 

ieflllod or nearly filled with hydro- 
.carbon gas is perfeotiy inexplosive. If 
half filled with such gas it will not ex­
plode. Even at the present day the 
majority of those who pass tbe great 
gasholders ("gasometers," as they are 
miscalled) of our gas works imagine 
that a terrible explosion would occur it 
flig h t reaebed jtheir contents. The 
fact is that if a flaming torch were 
(plunged into one of them when filled 
iwitk gas the torch would be instantly 
extinguished, and the got issuing from 
the hole through which the torch was 
thrown would simply burn in the air, 
bat not in the'holder. I t  would be a 
big gas jet bat nothing further.—(Zen* 
pieman'* Magazine.

that aro brought for safe the best aro 
small Iron boxos, padlocks, and small 
weapons inlaid with silver Jn somo 
really Hue designs, many of them so 
nearly Persian as to astonish connois­
seurs, and others in a fine diaper aud 
key pattern quite as foreign to this eud 
of the world. As inlaid metal work, it 
is crude and coarse compared to what 
other aud very sear nations can do.

Farts About Eels.
E m  oinoa the lima of tba eraol 

Roman Emperor who fattod the eels in 
bis tonka npou the bodies of ltis slaves, 
some people have bad a projndioe 
again*! those fish, calling them snakes 
in disguise. But oris aro true fish aud 
breathe by gills; but tbo openings 
loading to tue gills aro very different 
In different species, and would take too 
much space to describe here. They 
have scales, too; but these era very 
minute, and only discoverable when tho 
•kin is dried.

Excrilout and nntritions when they 
have clean food, it must be confessed 
that eels aro unclean feeders, if thoy 
have the chance, and tlioso caught 
about city wharves are the worst.

Pliny gives most curious detail* in 
regard to the artificial ponds in which 
tho ancient Romans kept the lamprcv 
cols of which they wero so fond. 
Lnculliis bad a pond containing so 
many that at bis death tbo fish they 
contained sold for what would bo 
oi|uivaloiit to $|(JO,000 of our money. 
Favorite lampreys wore kept os pets, 
coming at call to be fed, and adorned 
with juwokd rings.

In tbe Middle Ages and Afterward 
those eels were kept in ponds and 
tanks by the monks and noblos, and 
used at great feasts, curiously stowed 
with all aorta of condiments. Henry I., 
of England, died of A surfeit of eels, 
the meat boing vary rich and difficult 
of digestion for many people.

Of all tbo eels, the sea conger is tho 
largest and most formidable, except, 
perhaps, tho groat aaa eel of tho East 
Indies. Our conge* ie often fivo or six 
foot long aud as thick as a man’* log. 
Much ’au cel as that creates a great 
commotion when hauled into a fishing 
skill* where thoro is uot much room.

Kels command a high prico in most 
markets, and, consequently, aro caught 
by a varioty of methods,* Bobbing is 
done at night, when cols arc most 
active, and is effected by stringing 
worms, by menus of a needle trad 
throud, so as to make groat loops or 
bunches, at the end of a polo or lints 
Tho eels attack tho worms, and their 
teeth becoming entangled in tho thread, 
thoy aro jerked into a boat boforo they 
they can get away.

Kol pots are usod extensively. 
Usually a barrel is taken, baited w ith 
fish heads or other offal, and sunk by a 
weight of stones. In tbe head is a 
hole and a cono of osiers, or oven a 
yarn stocking with tho foot cut olf and 
nailed to tho outranco by tho upper 
part. The groedy eol goes in nnd then 
caunat get out. ‘ Hundreds are often 
caught in ono pot iu a single night.

Eels aro spoarod, especially on tho 
mud fiats of the Now Jersoy and Long 
Island coasts, by day aud by night. 
In the autumn, when the eels go into 
tho nrad, tbe fisherman wados along at 
low tide aud when ho secs a littlo 
breathing hole in tbo mud thrusts down 
his iiiany-tincd spoor and gonorally 
draws forth ltis wriggling prey.

Iu summer they go over the same 
fiats at night, with a torch over the 
how of a skiff, and spear the eels on 
the bottom. Thoso soom to bo at­
tracted and confused by the light 
—Golden Dag*.

Home of Ualeli Cheese*.
The streets leading to tho market 

places ar.» crowdod with a collection of 
very curious vehicles. These aro tho 
earts which have brought in from tho 
farms for miles around tho produce of 
their refractive dairies. They vary 
widely in color and shape, and present 
ample matoriris for study to auy who 
aro interested in knowing how many 
forms an ordinary four-wheeled vehicle 
can be nmda to assume. The cheeses 
aro carried from tho wagons to that 
part of tho place assigned to the owuor, 
and aro thoro piled un and aro covorod 
ovor with cloths, when a sale has 
been offoctod, the servicos of tho por­
ters are called iu. They work iu 
couples, and by moans of a strong pair 
of braces arranged upon tho shoulder*, 
and with long loops, thev carry a kind 
of bund barrow or stretcher shmg be­
tween; and, with u curious, shuilliug, 
gait, they cause this to glide along six 
iuclios alx»ve tbo ground, Tlio bnrgaiu 
having boon ontered at tbo weigh 
house, two of those mon go to tho 
chooses sold, proroud to pile them up 
upon their barrow, and curry them oil 
to Ira weighed Tills woighiug is a 
fascinating part of tba work to (ho 
strnnger, tho mere so if ho is at all fa­
miliar with the modern methods of 
weighing goods. As far os appears to 
tho eyo tho process now resemble* in 
all particulars that which obtained 
whon weighing first began in tbo now 
house at the closo of tho sixteenth con- 
tury. Thoro may bo such things ns 
stool-yards and modern appliance* fqr 
ascertaining rapidly tbo weight of 
goods, but the Alkmsar public has not 
yet looked favorably* upon them. Iu 
tlio weigh liouso the ground floor is 
opon ou three sides, admitting froely 
all who wUU to outer, TU * atrsugor 
sons thoro four vary large pairs of old- 
fusliimmd scales, and ho soon notices 
that tho porters, who aro all dressed iu 
whito, wear different colored lint*—r«ul, 
yellow, etc,— corresponding to tlio 
color of the scales. Each company of 
porters keep to their own pair of 
scale*. Tho barrow with tho load of 
choi’so is placed upon tho scato, And 
then with a resounding noise, a burly 
attendant piles up half hundred weights 
un l smaller | iuoos of iron nntii the 
requisite halauce is made. Ho then 
writedown tho weight, moves all the 
weights off the scale to a stand built 
near, and tlio porters shuffle off with 
their load to tho canal boat or vehicle* 
provided by the haver, and that loud of 
rimes© bids a long iiruwoll to Alkniaar, 
Kamil fees have to be paid to Loth por­
ters and weigbor.

Th« Soldler>s  Life,

CTbsbursting nholl: the cutawayrent asunder; 
2 The rattling musketnr, the clashing blade; 
And ever and anon. Intones of thunder,

Tho brief story of tho military ex- 
porienco of Private Goorgo W. Lyon, 
Company C, One Hundred and Four* 
teorith New York Volunteers, Is that of 
thousands of other good soldiers. He 
was never sbsent from his oompsny for 
a single day during almost throe years’ 
servico; he was never wounded, but his 
knapsack and clothing wore frequently 
shot through.

That man marched thousands of 
miles through Louisiana, Maryland, 
and Virginia, with his musket on his 
shoulder, and participat'd in a do/on 
severe uugugomonts, saying nothing of 
skirmishes.

I t is written of Marshal Ney that, 
after the repulse of (be Old Guard at 
Waterloo, which be hod vainly tried to 
lead to victory in tho lust hour of the 
battle, although ho had not a wound, 
his dross was actually ragged with the 
bolls that lmd piorend it.

People read of such strange things, 
snd wondor that they can bo. Tho 
votornns were very familiar with them.

Not a severe and protected battle 
occurred gluing the war but that, tho 
next daw aoldiors exhibited to their 
comradM their caps shot through, 
great -boles in the sleovosor skirts of 
their blouke#, dents of flying hullots on 
their gun-stocks, often a canteen per­
forated through and the water hrnkod 
ou t I  (i»ve known soldiors to shake 
Irallqtr out of their clothes, to hud 
tbia^fetbolr pockets, buried in thoir 
klMueeks, or stopped by half a do/on 
foldfof wool and rnbtior blanket. It 
w ti true that “every bullet has its bib 
IH,” but, fortunately, tho message of 
every ono was not doatteor wouuds.

The name of Private James K. Wood- 
mansoo, of tho same company, sug- 
gosts the relation of thrilling Incidents 
conuoetcd with the regimental colors.

At 2 o'clock on the afternoon of Hep- 
tember P.t, lKfil, tho Ono Hundred aud 
Fourteenth, One Hundred and Hix- 
teonth and (Hie Hundred and Fifty* 
third New York roginionta lay behind 
a rail-foncc at Winchester, stoutly 
holding that part of the Uue* and re­
turning bullet for bullet in the face of 
a ttro that killed and wounded scoros of 
mon who loaded and fired lying fiat. 
Four color-luarors had failon in our 
regiment, and Lieut. Edward E. llreed, 
of Company If, had taken the flag. Ho 
near him that I  oould have reaohed 
out my baud and touched him, I heard 
a bullet strike him iu (lie breast, mak­
ing u sound like the blow of a (1st, 
Tho wound was mortal; ho went to the 
rear aud died in four hours. Private 
Woodnmnsco seized the flog as it 
•dropped from his hand, and carried it 
tho remainder of tho day.

At Cedar Creek, a month later, while 
our division was striving to stem the 
rout with which Forty was crushing 
our loft, Woodmans'* again had the 
flag, ami Iwro it gallantly. Ho was in­
stantly kilted during that memorable 
hour, and nnuthor huud brought off 
tho colors wbon tho retreat was or­
dered.

It whs in the same hour, when Peatli 
was holding high carnival on tlmtlidd, 
that I witnessed the dentil of oun of 
•the bravest men that ovor wore the

blue: Captain Daniel C. Knowlton, 
Company 1).

He was young, gifted, and winning, 
with a face of almost womanly beauty, 
and a soul that no danger could appall. 
“ F oot? "  Lord Nelsou is reported to 
have said, when a boy: “What is It? I 
don't know uuything about it.” If thoro 
are such men, Han Knowlton must have 
l>een ono of them. Ho would go into 
battle with a smile on his handsome 
face. There must be something iu 
blood that will “toll;" tho Major of the 
Twenty-ninth Maine, also a Knowlton, 
was struck dead from his horso 
at Winchester as he was deploying his 
regiment, MMCOol1y,*Bnyst1ie historian 
of that regimont, “as though ho wero on 
parade;* there was a Colonel Knowl­
ton, of whoso conspicuous bravery wo 
read in Revolutionary annals; and it 
was a mother whoso maiden name was 
Kuowltou who gavo to his country 
General Nathaniel Lyon, who saved 
Missouri to tho Union, and whose bril­
liant career was untimely out short At 
the battlo of Wilson's Crook. Such 
stocks m  this aro heroic of necessity; it 
is In them.

When the fury of the enemy's attack 
was launched upon our left in the fog 
and almost darkness of early morniug, 
Knowlton was in his place in rear of the 
center of his company os tho regiment 
took !(• place on tno high ground whore 
it was about to bo sacrificud. About 
two hundred and fifty of us wore with 
tho colors in that hour, so hardly had 
two years of war dealt with ns. In less 
than an hoar more than a hundred wore 
down, dead and wounded; the company 
organizations were nearly broken up; 
tho remainder drew closer together. I 
saw Captain Knowlton seize the rifle 
and cartridgo-box of one of his men, 
who had failon, and begin to lead and 
tire. Thus engaged, he suddenly 
pitched heavily forward, dead. He

never spoke; ho hardly stirred. A 
bullet had struck him in the forehead.

The following may bo montioned os 
an oxamplo of that plnck and endur­
ance that was common among tho vol­
unteers.

In tho battle of Winchester, Private 
Owen *L Edwards, of tho same com*
1>any, had his arm shattered. He went 
mok through tho woods to tho hold- 

hospital, and awaiting his tnrn among 
the throng of wounded mon, his arm 
was amputated. No doubt ho sutlcred, 
as all mon must who lmvo to ouduro 
such an operation. But Edwards was 
of tho kind who do not allow thoir at­
tention to be engrossed by their own 
sufferings. Ho lay quiet for two hours, 
and tbeu got up and doclared that ho 
ratiB t do something to help the snfl'er- 
ers around him. And this man with 
his arm only two hours amputated, 
actually busied himsolf carrying water 
to tho wounded men who were begging 
for it,

Tho ludicrous is often minglod with 
tho tragic on tho buttlofleld; it was al­
ways r-o wliore that auaint character 
with an odd name, Uriah ilorapaugh, 
was about. Bravo as a lion, lie hau a 
dry wit that no unfavorable circum­
stances or surroundings could sup­
press. He was a veritablo Mark Tap- 
ley, always jolly, and was certain to 
furnish mirth to any crowd that he 
mingled with. At tho assault of Port 
Hudson he was a Sergeant of Company 
E. When the first assault hod foilod, 
and the living who still held the
f[round in front of the works wero tak- 
ng advantage of all the shelter they 

could get, Uorapaugh, severely wound­
ed. was leaving the field. He was not 
only severely wounded, hot numerous­
ly. I t  wss discovered st the field hos- 
pitsl that he had been hit five times, 
in t|io face, band, shouldor, breast, and 
thigh.

“Lie down (here, Kory," called out 
Lieutenant Colonel Morse; “lie down, 
or you'll be hit,”

“O, I guess not, Colonel,” was the 
reply, “i've dodged all tho balls but 
fits, snd 1 guess I  can dodge the rest.” 

This intrepid joker wss soon after 
tnadu Lieutenant, cams out of tlm war 
as Captain, and Iim  since served a 
term as Hherlff of his native couuty.

__  our regiment
was stationed at Bear 
Creek. I was feoling 
finite hungry that

My comrade came up at about thla 
time, out of breath, briar scrutcliod, 
and almost frightened to death. He

regiment. We hurried bunk to the 
skiff and there mot a couple of ofllcers 
uud sevoral privates. We told them to

look ont or they would run on to ths 
Johnnies; hut thoy just laughed aud 
went on. The ofllcers went straight 
through the Acids to the house and 
wero captured. Wo hurried back to 
camp, for we thought tho rooster not 
qnito fat enough and he would taste 
better soiuo other timo.

Thero is evidence that 
they resembled the people of Northern 
Asia in fucu ami form. The short- 
headed people hud the characteristic* 
of the people of Southern Asia, und re- 
humbled tho Muluy race. The first 
traces of them wo find in Peru amt 
Gontral America, From there they 
worked toward tho north into Mexico, 
New Moxicu, Arizona, and following 
the rivers which empty into tlm Gulf 
of Mexico, notably the Mississippi, they
