Mr. Chal­
mers, who goes in and out among these 
samolnatives with perfect fearlessness, 
Ho nover carries a weapon of any sort, 
but be has inspired tho natives along 
hundreds of miles of the southern coast 
with so much confidence and osteorn 
that his coming is always weleomod*

While MA Bouvalot, the French 
traveler, and his companions wore 
crossing tho Pamir table-land in Central 
Asia last soring he treated tho natives 
in a very liigh-hnnded manner. The 
party wore in sufficiently strong force 
to be able to do as they pleased in tho 
thinly settled highlands As they ad­
vanced they appropriated all the port­
ers and camels they wanted at tho point 
of the revolver. According to their 
own story thoy must have stolen about 
all tlio useful toasts they came across. 
Bouvalot says that for a month they 
could obtain portors and pack auimals 
only by using their sticks and revolvers, 
aud he socks to justify his cruel usase 
of the natives on the ground that his 
necessity compelled him to act with 
severity.

Explorers who havo tbo gentleness 
and tact of Livingistono and Junker 
rarely have any serious trouble with 
the savage tribes they meet. Dr. 
Junker said a low weeks upo that lie 
never outered a native village without 
sending messengers in advance to an- 
nounco his coming and without obtain­
ing permission to visit tho place. He 
was always very careful to explain tho 
purposo of his visit, and lie found an 
accordion, which was the constant com­
panion of bis travels, a very valuable 
aid in calming aud delighting natives 
who were disposed to look upon him 
with suspicion.

The only blemish upon the brilliant 
record of Prejovulsky, tho ltussian ex­
plorer, is the fact that on his lost 
journey lie killed thirty or forty natives 
of a tribo thut opposed liis advance to 
the head-waters of tho groat Hoang- 
llo Diver of China, lie asserts that 
tho accomplishment of his mission and 
the safety of hU command compelled 
him to iullict severe punishment upon 
the natives.

Oil Qiiellluv un Augrr Ken.
A frcqneut caiiKo of disaster to ships 

is the breaking of seas over thorn, and 
on this point the hydroginpher of the 
United States has published within tho 
last two years, in pamphlet form, di­
gested from the “Monthly J'ilot Chart,” 
n list of a humlrod and twouty authen­
ticated cases in which furious seas wero 
allayed by tho u.so of oil; the last proof 
of which is furnished by Cupt. Wales, 
of tho British steuuiur, “New Guinea," 
as follows:

“In January of tho present year, 
making passage from Baltimore to 
Antwerp, encountered a very heavy 
westoni gulo, accompanied by a tro- 
numdoua sea. C'ondderuhlo damage 
hud been done to tho toots und uhout 
tho dcoks by the sea* coming over the 
side, and the captain, wishing to avoid 
h'uvvmg tho ves-ed to, if possible, de­
cided t<> try the effect* of oil, his atten­
tion having lm *n called to it by the 
perusal of printed account*. Two meu 
were stationed forwurd -one 'at each 
clnmit- wiih ordinary soup and bully 
cuim filled with raw linseed oil, tint 
bottoms of the cans having been 
punched with two or three small bolos. 
The oil was allowed to trickle into the 
howl und thence into the nos, with wlmt 
Heemod to the captain a weudertitl effect. 
The oil-slick extended wcil out on 
cither quart u', und so far astern that 
not a single sea broke eu board after 
the use of the oil was begun,"

Inupntxriug niin-fitorm the writer 
dropped down the river from SnJI'olk 
tti an old canoe, keefiirig close on tho 
western shore, listening to every 
Hound, keeping eyes upon as well as 
ears. It was pitch dark, tho river 
fairly boih'd in the seething ruin, nnd 
the dip of my puddle could not have 
boon hoard a Itout's length uvw*y.

Nearly three miles had been « ivered, 
when the sound of men’s voices talk­
ing, jn a low tone, and seeming to bo 
very near, reached mo.
