KEEPING

While thus arguing that in our day 
ono of the chief failings connected with 
relics of tho great dead is the hunger 
for a sense of reality in connection with 
tho msn of the past, which can only ta  
satisfied by some material link—of 
which a portion of tlie actnal body is 
tho the most perfect—we must not, of 
course* leavo out of sight the fact that 
in all probability the feeling that the 
immsn body is in itself sacred bos a 
good deal to do with tho seuso of re­
ligion which atUotas to relies of the 
dead. If we have An instructive feel­
ing toward tho preservation of the hu­
man body generally, this feeling is no 
doubt intensified iu tho cose of those 
whom we revereneo from any cause; 
and tbns the dosire to keep relics of tho 
great dead, which still at this day sur­
vives much cynicism, is probably 
dimly oounoetod, thongb iu a way not 
recognized, with other religions feel­
ings. The manner in which this in­
stinct for preserving tlio body seems to 
hnvo growu up ia the human mind is 
curious. Iu its most intense form we 
find it among Egyptians, I t  is not too 
much to say that in the valley of the 
Nile half the enorgy of the living waa 
devoted to the preservation of the 
dead. Tho Egyptians were i>ossessed 
of au active belief iu the exiatoneeof the 
soul after death. The ultimate pros- 
pects of immortality depended, how­
ever, on whothor or uot tho IhmIv eould 
be preserved. After death the soul 
passed a vast ]»eriod of time in ex­
piatory jonrnoys in the nether world.

To tho Greuka 
ami llotuaus, to whom the nether world 
was hut a laud of shadows, the preser­
vation of the body was not a necessity; 
and accordingly, like tho Hindoos, 
thoy burnt their dead. With Chris­
tianity eatno the idea of tho resurrec­
tion of tho body, and so of its sacred* 
ness and the necessity of its preserva­
tion frmu destruction. Though the 
spiritual application which tho Moa 
soon received—-that of continuous iden­
tity in a non-material state -prevented 
the notion from having the effect it had 
in Egypt, there can he no doubt that in 
the earlier centuries of Christian his­
tory it had much to do with the growth 
of tho worship and preservation of 
relics. If we turn from tho more re­
stricted theme of the relics of the dead 
to rulics of tho past in general, it is 
curious to notice how deeply thoy have 
often affeetod men's minds. The Firnt 
Nftjwloon, who never neglected any 
menus by which he might influeueo ha- 
mun nature, so as to make it more 
pliable for his purposes, recognized 
very dourly the sentimental intlueiiee 
winch could ta  exercised in this way. 
For instanco, before sotting out for 
Boulogne to arrange for tho invasion of 
England ho had the Dnvoiix tapestry 
brought to Paris and exposed to view*

Of course 
tills rule inoludus expenditure in this 
country for tavcnigos, rarely beneficial 
uml mostly injurious, Tho expendi­
ture iu this country for taveragos 1ms 
taconui an economic question of great 
importance, us it is undoubtedly a 
leading hygiouio ono, and whilst tho 
actual not cost to u nation of tlm 
spirits, wines, uml beer oousumed is 
greatly exaggerated, yet tho cost is 
very Morions, and falls mostly on per* 
sous of small means, who can ill utlbid 
to oxohaugo their earnings for Anything 
hut the actual ncoessilies of life, Thu 
rulo applies to other oximnditurcs that 
may woll be postponed, at least until 
nil indopendonco--not tho independ­
ence that makes labor unnecessary, but 
lie indopomlenee that aids labor, in 

enabling it to weather bod times, and 
to sole d location for homo aud work.

tension in the desperate effort of the 
young man to norvo himself up for a 
death of bravado, Ho was led up the 
steps by the guard and placed on the 
south side of the scaffold.

Jet, and What It Comes From.

Jo t is tho commonest substance in 
use for personal ornamonts, and yet

]K>sed of. As to its com|K)8ition, how­
ever, nothing is roally known, for sci­
entists nave endeavored in vain to ana­
lyze it and settle its origin, bnt their 
e*xi>erinienta have only resulted in 
theories. In its character and forma­
tion it is closely allied to amber, and 
the common belief is that it i> wood 
partly converted into coal, although 
there are some who believe it to bo a 
K)>ocios of petroleum. Tho English 
jot, which is the moat popular, is dug 
on the coast of Yorkshire, near Whitby 
and Scarborough. The trade from 
Whitby dates back to the latter part ol 
tho sixteenth century, and yot is known 
to have been used for ornaments by 
the early Britons and their Roman con 
querors. The prico of the raw mater­
ial is from 10 to 1h shillings a pound, 
t is worked altogether by hand.

As remedies for snakebite, whisky, 

alcohol, ammonia, spirits of turpen­
tine, lunar caustic and other Antidotes 
aro all useful. Tho virus, wbioh is ae- 
cretotl by the poison glands, is injeeted 
into tho wounu and operates by coagu­
lating the blood. I t  is either an acid 
or an alkali, aud any application that 
will chemically neutralize the virus 
must provent serious results. Whisky 
increases the velocity and force of the 
circulation and also stimulates the pa­
tient's system. Turpentine applied 
outwardly readily dilutes the poison, 
and to tlist extent decreases its activ­
ity. Alcohol acts in tho same manner, 
but perhaps in a different degree. Am­
monia neither neutralizes nor combines 
with the virus. Borne other applica­
tions act as absorbents. All operating 
together effect the most ready cure. 
The gall of tho oobra or some other 
venomous stisko, digested in alcohol, 
diluted with water aud taken sparing­
ly, is a sure cure. An Indian chief 
latoly informed mo that his cure is to 
iustantly cut s  piece oat of the wound 
and apply a slice of old bacon to draw 
out any poison that may remain.—

Sir Frederick Atol 
will lecture on tho subject during tho 
present month in England, and prob­
ably will exhibit specimens of lamps 
which the Swan & Edison Company are 
manufacturing for a largo colliory in 
E ng land . Electricity, it is said, is 
most likely Jo solve the question and 
take tho money prize ilrst and lots of 
protlt after.

T he chateau of Chantilly, generously 
presented by the Due d’ Aumate to the 
French nation, is to bo finally com­
pleted according to tho old original de­
sign at tho Dnke’s expense. The large 
stables will to  raised in height and 
decorated, while tho ornamental sculpt­
ures left unfinished at the end of tho 
last century are now to bo added The 
Duke is also arranging the galleries to 
contain tho library and art collections, 
so that when the institute takes posses­
sion the old palace will be ready for 
opening to the public.

I n a country court in England re- 
eently there was a trial to dotormino 
the ownership of a dog. The Judge 
couldn’t make out from tho evidence 
which claimant was the real owner, so 
he msde one stand on eoeh side while 
an officer held the dog in tho middle of 
the room.

The probable duration 
of female Jives is sixty years, hut after 
that i»oriod tho calculation is moro fa 
vorublo to them than to men.

A Berlin corroKjKjndent says that 
nowhere bus tho manufacture of woolou 
goods developed itself more of lato 
years thus in the Prussian capital, yet 
I t is carried on there und-r more un­
favorable circumstances than in most 
German centers of the wooleu industry. 
The sales luuount annually to nearly 
410,000 marks, and (lie Merlin goods are 
exiwrted to sill parts of the world, hut, 
owing to the crushing competition, the 
tnanufaefturer and exporter have to de­
p a rt from tlie usual rational prlueiplcs 
o f trade in order to hold their grouud.

For my part, 1 liko 
to tip tho people with whom I am 
brought into personal contact; white I  
am pleased to tiiink that the item of 
“service” at so much a head exonerates 
me of auy duty toward cook*, scullions, 
’ostlers, ciearers-up, and Imngers-oti, I  
am not above aj>| rcciuting the kind of 
attention which a generous gratuity so- 
cures. Moreover, I  know enough of 
tho Swiss working classes to to sure 
that they prefer earning thc;r money 
in this way. Au uqiiul amount paid 
quarterly lias not the same attrac­
tions for their frugal immls. Tho 
present mixed system commonly 
iu vogun, meets therefore with 
my approbation. I  know wlmt can to  
urged against it. 1 know that shy or 
indolent travelers do not like tho 
trouble of remembering and ronumor- 
utiug their personal attendants. On 
this point I  reply that they lose a great 
deal of such interest as direct dealings 
with inferiors supply In lifo. 1 know 
that people who cannot afford to tip 
liberally uro supposed to find them­
selves st a disadvantage. But this I 
positively declare to he not the case. 
They are faithfully served: for all tint 
scrvuids iu a Swiss hotel, who depend 
upon tips for their salary, regard them­
selves os responsible for duties dis­
charged, not to the visitors, but to the 
master of tho house. Moreover, tho 
poorer kind of travelers would fiud 
themselves very heavily taxed for 'serv­
ice” if the system iu uhu at Lueerno of 
making ono charge for “service” upon 
the bill and prohibiting gratuities, 
were universally adopted, 1 know, 
lastly, that tips are supposed to dotuor- 
ulizo their recipients.

warmth-prokorving power far ont of 
proportion to  their thickness nud 
weight

An Oxford meteorologist seeks to 
prove that the European aud American 
magnetic poles are coincident with tho 
oentres of greatest cold for tho two 
continents, snd that tho shifting of the 
magnetic {Kites is due to the same scrio < 
of astronomical and geological causes 
which produce the |>eculiar changes in 
climate.

A recent public test of tho consoli­
dated railway telegraph system of Ira n 
telegraphy, mado on the Lehigh Valley 
Railroad, gave very satisfactory requite. 
On a train moving sixty miles an hour, 
messages were sent auu recelvDil to and 
from othor trains on the road, and com­
munication was had with this city und 
with different stations on the line.

The seed soaked ju 
copperas water, four-ounces copper 
sulphate to one p a l 'ti anter. need 
soaked 17 \ hours before sowing, gave 
plants of which 0*1 panich s only had 
smut, the same soaked forty hours, no 
smut. In a solution of caustic potash, 
1} of caustic potash to 1' pints of water, 
soaked 17* hours, no smut.

It has been shown thut tlio odorifer­
ous molecule of musk is infinitesimally 
small. No power has y< t been con­
ceived to cnalde the human ov<> to moo 
ono of the atoms of musk, vet the or­
gans of smell have the scnsitivciM'S-i to 
detect them.

A single drop nf 
the oil of thymo ground down with a 
piece of sugar and a little alcohol will 
communicate its odor to twonty-fivo 
gallons of water. Halter kept for forty 
years patters perfumed with ono grain 
of ambergris. After this tinm the odor 
was as strong as ever. Bordetiavu has 
evaluated a molecule of camphor sensi­
ble to the smell to 2,2(12,5*4,OOOth of a 
grain. Boyle has observed that one 
dram of a^afodida exposed to the open 
air hod lost in six days the eighth part 
of u grain, which Koill eoticludcs that 
in one minute it hail lost 1,00220th of a 
grain. : _______

A Mrs, Blunk, with her two pretty 
daughters, was a froqunnt visitor. Mho 
lived about two miles from tho post.

The good lady and Iwtli girls bogged 
mo not to venture so far within the 
lines of the enemy, but I  hooded them 
uot, and started ahead through the 
mud.

I  was mouutod in a moment; down 
the long lawn 1 went, ten or twelve

{truy jackets not a hundred yards Iw- 
dnd me. Thu blaek boar was ut tho 

gate of the fence first; he lieKl it open 
for me to puss through, thou swung it 
shut right against tho pursuing party, 
bringing their horses to a halt, all in a 
heap.

This gave me more start, but eoon 
they were splashing after mo in full 
chase, occasionally sending a shot un­
commonly near.

Benedict Yon Train, an old Oermau, 
come to my company (I, One Hundred
and Eleventh Pennsylvania) in Sep­
tember, l*<;:t, says a writer in the Ha- 
lional Tribune* lie had served twenty-
four yoars as a soldier iu the Prussian 
army, "Old Ben," as wo used to call 
him, wont as a substitute for some 
brave fellow of tho type that aro now 
howling so much about imnsions. Old 
Ben showed himself a soldier and 
gained tho respect of all his comrades 
and officers.

Ob one occasion during tho Atlanta 
campaign, near Lost Mountain, Oa., 
our regiment got uncomfortably close 
to s rebel battery.

I t  would be very dangerous for him to 
go out there, as lie was fully exposed 
to the cuoiny's pickets.

I  confronted, and 
Ben armed himsolf with three muskets 
and his hatchet, .lohn Smith, another 
privato, volunteered to accompany and 
load for him. Smith took the mus­
kets and Bon picked up a chunk of a 
log and shouMored it, and ovor the 
breastworks they went on the run.

They soon ar­
rived nt their little fortrosn in safoty 
and lay down. .Old Ben at once went 
to work with bin hatchet, cut a notch 
iu a root facing the battery, 
rolled his log up to protect his 
head, and ho wus roody for business. 
Slicking his gnu through tho little 
porthole he began tho shooting while 
Mmith loaded the guns. By his un­
erring marksmanship ho actually si- 
loncod one gun after another till soon 
all was still in that direction.

tinued Hjieecllfea* lip to his death. IBs 
dentil was attributed to ovor-utmoty 
amt cure, aud the cxcileiimid of the 
Credit Mobilier business, I'utd ihG 
hist illness Mf, Afnes had md he m run* 
lined to Ida bed by sickness iu forty 
years,

Mr. Ames was born iu Kadon, Bris­
tol County, Mu**,, January B\ IWIM, 
and was ceiisoqiiuntlv iu his Tilth year, 
lie was engaged all his life in iminu- 
hn.hiring. In 1ki;o he was rlcetod a 
Jhqiju-on a'jve from MasHaelmsclts to 

’tho Tldi'tyuighth Congress, and con­
tinued to hold a scat in the House down 
to thu close of the Bortv-aecoiid <'oii- 
gress. Benjamin \V. Harris was elected 
to Htieeood him in the Eoriy-f bird Con­
gress,

Mr. A mes was a man of indomitable 
physical energy, llteady habits, und 
mothodieiil wavs. Though miU'h of ill 
was said of him in tlm last duyn of his 
busy life, growing out of his connec­
tion with the building of tlm Eldon 
i ’uci/ic Bui I rood and other railroad en­
terprises, now* that lie was gone thero 
was found a Hide to his character that 
was bright, aud around which were 
Touud to climtsr many virtues.

Tho tlr-*t Look printed by movable 
types was the Holy Seripttuvs. This 
was done under the personal supervis­
ion of Gutenhorg himself. This Jiildo 
is called the “Muzurin” Bible, from tho 
fact that tho lir*t of tlio copies known 
to he in cxistem-e was found iu Ear linal 
Mu/urin's library. There are kuowii 
to be Aw copies printed mi vellum anil 
nineteen enpioa on pui'Or. They liavo 
the capital letters illuminated in g<>M 
and colors, ami are dkMIv bound in a 
magnificent manner, with bosses and 
elaHps. They are printed in double 
columns, with vory larg,> letters, ami 
with black ami lusin.im ink. The 
wonder is how* the inventors of printing 
attained such perfection at om-e. ono
well known copy has m \er 1..... or
trimmed, and the margin diou* the 
"signatures” and c h a p te r numbers u rif­
ted by the (mud of Gutcuberg htru-clf 
for the guidance of the bimb r and ill­
uminator. It was printed m Mciitz, 
about | t.Vi, but the Arst printed books 
had nodates, and this is derived from 
other resources than the title page. 
Iu June, IhTA, at the lYrkius sale m 
England, a vellum copy «>f the first. 
Gutenberg and Eaust Bible, “the next 
important and distinguished w >rk iu 
the whole annals of typography.” sold 
for̂ lT.iMMi. Another copy of the samo 
but on paper, was sold at tlm same time 
for

The Arst book printed from movable 
types in England was by Cnxtou, and 
w u h  upon tlio game of chess, lb 1 trans­
lated many of the books Im printed, amt 
the whole number was only about lOff, 
and altogether about l'\0itb pages.

Ax a specimen of prices given for 
early hooks nowadays, Wo may nuv that 
i ’uxtouVMirrornf ilm World.” printed 
in Uhl, was sold in IM« for CT*>1. 
tSoino years afterward^ person discov­
ered it iu the possession of a poor ami 
ignorant widow ami bought it of her for 
a couple of shillings.

As regards early secular works, a 
very large number of first edition <o„ 
tho classics were sold at the great 
Blenheim sale in 1**1. This Hale occu­
pied many days, und poopto came to >t 
from all parts of the world. Among 
other treasures wore sold lifty-eight 
volumes of the very Arsteditions of tlm 
classics, printed on vellum, with illu­
minated border on* the first leaf, ami 
initials in gold and colors at tlm begin- 
ing of each chapter. A copy of tlm 
Anacreon, on vellum, brought, at this 
sale, *1,11):., ami uu Ariosto, ai .o mi 
voltum, sd.obb. Of Emtoji a b^oks, 
the “History of Troy,” a folin, print.-d 
in 1172, wus sold for three shillings iti 
IffJO, and in 1M12 brought o v r  .>'»,<•<uh 
A copy of his "Golden l.egeml,” 
printed in MSI, was hold years 
after for seven shillings, and not long 
ago the Due d’Aumulo gave fer tlm 
vory same copy or $1,B*(). In
fact, very many of tlm vory ancient 
printed hooks are worth much more 
than their weight iu gold, ami arc as 
wull known to eonnoisseutH us cele­
brated diamofliis aud pictures are.

Tho Arst printed book of the classics 
wus "Cicero,” iu IBm, and Hitmo that 
time thore have been editions up to 
about Ipiffi, and somo collectors have 
hundreds of tlmua.

A copy of "Virgil,” the Arst book 
printed in the italic type, by Aldus 
Itomanus—the Arst of the coluhruted 
Aldino editions—a small octavo, not in 
perfectly good condition, has brought 
an much atf These early Aldiims
mode such a seusation thut it was found 
proAtaldo to counterfeit them, which 
was best done ut Lyons. These coun­
terfeits are now almost us scarce ami
