Tin-: appalling catastrophe on tho 
Yellow Hivor in China, is only ono of a 
series that have mido that river 
notable. There is probably not vory 
groat engineering skill in China, al­
though tlm country is one of canals 
ami water-eoiirso improvements, but 
whether this skill is up to the level of 
that of European countrio ♦ or not it is 
certain that it has not been able to grap­
ple with tho Hoang-ho, or Yellow 
llivor. Thu difficulties, it must be ad­
mitted, are very great. For the first 
thirty miles of its course the river flows 
south. Itthon flows east 100 miles, 
then turns and flows nearly west for 
ataut 120 miles. Its course is then 
northeast for nearly 200 miles, then 
northward for 400 miles, thou eastward 
for ataut the samo distance, then south­
ward for 500 miles, then due east for 
about tho same distauco, then north­
east across the conrso of the grand ca­
nal to tbe Gulf of Pechili Home years 
ago aa attempt was made to protect tbe 
conniry from Kaifong eastward by the 
building of dykes. The land in this 
district is low and tbe refluent waters 
gradually worked their way through 
marshes and creeks into the Biver Wei 
to tho northward, finding a northeast 
channel into tho canal and tho Ta-tsing 
Biver. A part of the floods went sontli 
into the headwaters of the Biver Hwai, 
and reached, by tho way of the lakea, 
the river Yaug-tse-kiang. The country 
devastated by the reoent floods lies 
along the part of the river affected by 
the back water caused by tho building 
of the dykes. The river has again 
changed its course, and it la reported 
bos broken away from tho channel to 
the northward from Kaifong, the wa­
ters flowing southward through Honan 
and tho province to the south of that 
into the lakes along the lino of the 
grand canal, and it is believed that in 
this way a new channel will be opened 
to tho Yang-tse-kiang Hirer, and that 
for a timo at least tho waters of tho 
Hoang-ho will reach tho Y'ollow Sea, 
five or six hundrod miles to tho south­
ward of tho old mouth.

On this oc­
casion he lioally replied to the punter 
nnd said his reason for such a wish was 
that at the Anal judgment day, when 
Gabriel would blow his trumpot, tho 
gates of Heaven would bo opened and 
Hie Indians, being honest, would not 
bo judged, imt all go in together, and 
he would be among them, and then the 
gates would he closed, and after that 
the white )>noplo would come to he 
judged one by one, and as it would 
take so long to judge tho good from 
tho bad the gates would ho olosod und 
they wonkl bo told to go hack to sleep 
again, and he would be safe in Heavotu 
Ho died at the age of 05 yoara, firmly 
believing in his theory. He hml accu­
mulated throe dilferont fortunes and 
givon them all away. At ono time he 
owned all tho land that the oity of Tlm 
Dalles now stands upon, but ho gave it

many has seven* time-halls; France* 
four time-halls and two othor time sig­
nals; Sweden ami Norway, Austria- 
Hungary, Holland with Belgium, aud 
tho United States, havo tivo time-balls 
each; Denmark has two; Kpaiu and 
Portugal, ono each; Italy, none.

It is 
stated that “sou breakers," appliances 
for the distribution of oil, have been 
patented tath ut home and abroad, and 
are used by all cuttle-currying steam* 
ors uml Home other vessels, while a 
special oil is now manufactur'd fm- tho 
purpose. Tlm hvdrogr.iphor of tlm 
United States has published within tho 
lust two years, in pamphlet form, di­
gested from the Monthly Pilot Omit, 
a list of 120 authenticated ciisn-siu which 
furious seas were allayed by tho use of 
oil

“On somo parts of tho const of Sum­
atra and the neighboring island*,’’writes 
Mr. Matticu Williams, “tlm flshermeu 
test the depth of tho sou, and also tho 
nature of the sou bottom, by the noises 
they hoar ou applying the car to one 
oud of an our of which tho othor oml is 
plugged in tho water. At a depth of 
twenty feet and loss, the sound is a re- 
capitation, similar to that produced 
when Halt is thrown on burning char­
coal; at llfty foot it is liko tlm ticking 
of a watch, tha tick-tack being more or 
loss rapid according to whether the bot­
tom is entirely of coral or ultornutclv of 
coral or mud, or of sand. If the bot­
tom is entirely of sand, the sound i* 
dear, if of mud, it resembles tho hum­
ming of a swarm of bees. On dark 
nights the llshermen select their fishery 
grounds uccordiug to these indications.

Inventions of Hair a Century,
The numtar of inventions that havo 

been made during the past fifty years 
is unprecedented iu tlm history of tho 
world. Inventions of benelit to tho hu­
man ruco have boon made jn all a-..«is 
since mau was created; but looking luck 
for half a hundred years, how many 
more aro crowded into tho past tifty 
than inloany other fifty since recorded 
history! The perfection of tha locomo­
tive, and the now world-traversing 
steamships, tho telegraph, the tide- 
phono, tho oudiphoni', tlm Kowiug-mu- 
eliiue, tho photograph, chromo-litho- 
graphic printing-press, tin* olnvutorfor 
hotels aud othor many-storied build­
ings, the cotton-gin ami tlm spinning- 
juuny, tho reaper, the mower, the steam 
flro engine, the improved proees* for 
making steel, tho application of chloro­
form aud etkor to destroy sensibility in 
painful surgery oases, and so on through 
a long catalogue.

Nor are we vot done in the Held of 
invention und discovery. Tlm applica­
tion of coal-giM and pstmloum to heat­
ing and cooking operations is ouly 
trembling ou tlm vorgo of siiocesHlul 
experiment; the introduction of tho 
steam from a great central reservoir to 
general use for limiting and cooking is 
foreshadowed ns urnoiig the coming 
events; tlm srtifleial production of but­
ter has already created a consternation 
among dairymen; tlm navigation of tlm 
air by some device akin to our pruMUit 
balloon would also seem to Is* protig- 
urod. and tho propulsion of ntachitmry 
by electricity is even now ch arly in­
dicated by tho march of ox|M>riinouh

Ttaro are somo problems w<> have 
hitherto doomed impossible; but are 
tho mysteries of oven the most improlv- 
able of them more subtle tograip than 
that of tlm ocean cable or that of Iho 
photograph or the tolophono? Wo 
talk by cable with an ocean rolling ta- 
tween; wo spook In our voices to friends 
a hundred niiiss or more from where wo 
articulate before tho microphone.

"There is Hie original gemot mine, 
•ad  the miner m  well," said my com* 
panion, m  we were riding among the 
moon tains of New Mexico.

Following the direction of bis glance 
I  mw a tall, woll-formed Navajo Indian 
standing inotionloss b j  what appeared 
to be a small sand heap.

Wishing to investigate we drew 
aoarer and found that tbo aUtaeaqiio 
native wm watching ouo of the many 
ant hills that dot tuo country through 
New Mexico and Arizona as well.

As wo approached he hardly looked 
up, ap|ioaring indifferent, after the fash* 
ion of his race, and bia object was still 
an enigma, at least to mo.

Tho Navajo tribe had never pro* 
ducod a naturalist, and it was hardly 
possible that ho had been studying the 
habits of tbo aottvo iuaects. rorhaps 
he was trying to collect enough for 
diuner—Indians have boon known to 
eat rats.

But the Indian was after all a close 
observer, and was reaping his reward, 
for when 1 asked him what ho was 
doing ho held out a small bag, the con* 
touts of which 1 turned upou my hand 
—garnets, small but good, in great 
numltcrs, bits of quartz that gleamed 
liko diamonds, boro a bit of turijuois, 
largo quantities of olivino, and a single 
gom, an emerald, of bnt little value, 
but an emerald aftor all.

An ant hill was a curious placo from 
which to take such a struugo assort­
ment, but, as my friend hud suggested, 
this was tho original mine, and the real 
minors woro tho ants. In piliug up thoir 
domodiko houses they brought out thn 
miuuto gems ouo by ouo aud placed 
them among tho bits of sand, where 
they gleamed aud Hashed as if inviting 
collection.

The Indians hod discovered their 
value, and in this way did their mining, 
allowing tho ants to do all the work and 
taking tho gums as fast aa they woro 
brought up.

Tho stones found in this way range 
in si/.o from the head of a pin to a largo 
pea, and InmidoH tho ones mentioned, 
rubies have Wen taken from the heaps

TIicho stolen gems are sold in lots 
and usod in various kinds of jowelrv. 
Nearly every ant hill is exuminod v  
this way and tho mound gouo over, 
often the unts being watchod and tho 
gems taken from them as soon as 
brought up.

Wliutlior the little insects have a 
liking for glistoning objects it is diffi­
cult to determine, but, from the fact 
that so nmuy goms tiro brought to tbo 
surface, thore would soem to bo reason 
to suppose they had.

I t  would bo extromly difficult to 
name »n industry followed by man that 
did not have its prototypo in tho lowor 
auirnal kingdom. Our hutublo friends 
have their trades, thoir seeming arts 
and scioncos, just as wo liavo. lienee, 
we need not bo aurprisod if wo And 
minors whoso work compares favor­
ably with that of liumau beings.

In  an ant family that I  liavo been 
watchiug for some time, well up in tho 
Hierra Madro Mountains, Southern 
California, tho work is carried on in a 
very mothodical mantior, the workers 
apparently being protected by soldier 
ants, with huge heads and powerful 
jaws.

For some time I  watched those min­
ers at work, noticing tho regularity 
with which each ant seomed to deposit 
its loud in tho samo spot, and finally I 
allowed tho huu to pass through my 
hand-glass and form u bright spot at 
the entrance of tho mine. A worker 
soou passed under it, and, feeling the 
fierce boat, evidently rushed below 
with the nows, for almost immediately 
out camo a horde of big-jawed llghtors, 
who darted about, biting at tho huu- 
simt, and showing by their uctions that 
•finy had determined to attack thn foe, 
whatever it was, and when 1 placed my 
tnagmiying-glu'S upon the ground they 
rushed at it iu great fury, fastening 
thoir jaws upon tho silver cuso and re- 
fused to bo torn away -oven parting 
with their heads, that renmiuod for a 
long time clinging to tho glass.— 
<Jultlen Days.

American Nupplifrr*.
Of tho corundum or sapphiro gems 

moro than fifty have boon found at 
tho dencks Mine, Franklin, N. C\, 
whero corundum mining was carried on 
some years ago, and has recently been 
resumed to supply mineral for a grind* 
ing or polishing substance. Fully one- 
half of those woro really gems iu every 
sense of tho word. Knmo ruby-red 
ones woro of a fair color. The *bluo 
sapphiro and sumo fine vioiet-bluu, 
light red, pink, and yellow sapphires 
wero also found. None of those goms 
had a higher value than a hundred dol­
lars. Au emerald green sapphire 
(Oriental emerald), measuring I by ii 
by 1 j iuclios, that would furnish from 
80 to 100 curat weight of gems, the 
large t  Ixring about -0 carats of weight, 
is new iu tho cabinet of Mr. i'larcnce 
H. Uaimmt, with tho choicest crystals 
found at tills mine. The gciu is one of 
tho rarest kuown. I t will not Im cut, 
however, siuco its owner pri es it much 
more highly hi its natural state. This 
locality has also furnished soino fair 
euboeltou rubies weighiug over one 
curat. Voruou, N. .1., has furnished 
some crystals of sapphiro and ruby 
which are brilliant though opaque, thus 
possoasing little commercial value. 
The largest known crystal of sapphire 
eutne from the Jeueka Minoabout 1H7.'. 
I t  woigbod U12 pounds, and was both 
red and blue, ruby aud sapphire, in 
color. I t is now in the Mhopurd collec­
tion at Amherst College, and was con­
siderably injured in tho disastrous lire 
of 1h82, ltuhics and sapphires, always 
moro or loss opaquo, have been found 
at many localities in North Caroliun 
and (leorgia.

Tho finest sa- phiros for gems are 
collected by tho miners from tlmslnico- 
boxes of tbo placer rninos near Helena, 
Mont. Tho gems are usually light*
Sreou, blue, red, and ail the interma- 

iate shades. Often they are blue os 
viewed in onn direction, and rod when 
•eon iu another. Frequently all the 
colors would assume a rod huo by arti­
ficial light, A very interesting piece 
of jewelry was recently made from 
theso stones in the fuuu of a crescent. 
At one end, us soon by daylight, tbo 
•toues were red, shading to a bluish- 
M l hi tho center, and finally blue at

tho othor end; but by artificial Ugh! 
the color of all turned red. A few 
small goms loss than one earat ia 
weight have cornu from the same place 
that wore truly ruby rod and Mpphire 
bluo. Of tbo latter color, perfect 
gems have Iwcn found here up to nine 
carats in weight. By artificial light 
theso are intensely brilliant—Ueorge 
F. A'uur, in Harper** Magazine.

Liquid Food.
Moat extraets are made by boiling 

loan most with from oight to ten times 
Us volume of water, removing tho in­
soluble parts, fat and albumen, and 
evaporating to the consistency of a 
lyruti. About thirty |>ouuds of meat 
yield one pound of extract AU the 
really nutritive parts of tho meat nro 
insoluble in water, and aro n o t there­
fore, proseut in extract These prepa­
rations are agreeable in taste and odor, 
and are valuable stimulants, often im­
proving tho appetite, to  that more 
valuable foods are demanded and di­
gested. As stimulants, they aro of
?;reat valuo to the sick, but some other 
ootl should also lie supplied. A Uer- 

mau deprived two dogs of all solid 
food, giving one ouly water and tho 
other meat extract Tho one furnished 
with the extract lost fiesh moro rapidly 
than tho other and <Lod first 

Beef tea should be prepared as fol­
lows: Cut the beefsteak into fine 
pieces* Put th e  choppod meat, without 
any water, into a small vessel, which is 
Bet into a kettle of warm water. Heat 
gradually, keeping tho water in the ket­
tle abovo blood heat, but do not allow 
it to boil, llemovo the small vessel 
containing tho meat and the juice which 
has exuded from it, straiu its contents, 
season aud servo. As thus prepared 
beef tea is somewhat moro nutritious 
than Liebig’s extract; still its chief 
valuo is to thoso who need a stimulant 
and to those for whom a very small 
amount of food is sufficient.

Bono consists of a golatino forming 
organic substunco and of mineral salts, 
Bosidcs, tho marrow contains consider­
able fat and a little albumon. About 
one-third of the bone is organic matter, 
a largo part of which is soluble in boil­
ing water. For this reason bono is 
valuable in making soupB. Tho long 
bones nro not acted upon by water 
readily unless they first bo cut or 
ground into small pieces. Tho bonc-t. 
of tho spine aud tho ribs mako a very 
nutritions soup, which yields os much as 
twenty-four per cent, of tho weight of 
tho bono in solid matter. Bonos should 
be boiled for several hours iu order to 
get all tho food stuffs out of tliom, 
when wo remember that these soups 
aro also usod for the purpose of serving 
vegetables wo may appreciate tho real 
value of bono as a sonreo of food.— 
American Healthy Homes and Food.

From the Calumet News of Saturday 
we condose the following regarding the 
fire that Inis been raging in tiie big cop­
per mine for weeks past: Another cave 
occurred ou Saturday afternoon, just 
south of the long timbers which Imd 
been placed in front of Uccla No. 1 
shaft. This cave or settlement is the 
largest oue, that lias yet taken place. 
Wo are informed that large bodies of 
smoke ascended through tho openlugs. 
When wo visited the place in the even­
ing, notwithstanding the settlement has 
been covered with plank and earth, 
smoko was ascending from the small 
apertures or crevices and from certain 
Indications we fool positive that a fire 
waa then raging in that neighborhood, 
and not very far below the surface.

Quite a number of men were kept 
busy the fore part of the week, trying 
to stop the escape of steam and smoke 
from the cave adjoinging Calumet No. 2 
shaft but which they had much difficulty 
in Joining.

To show* the force of the idea suggest­
ed in the AYtr# of last week, viz: that if 
No. 1 shaft were opened, it would draw 
tho tire that was left in the mine to that 
spot. We may mention that just before 
Sunday's cave ut Hecla No. 1 occurred, 
a great deal of gas and smoke were 
coining from the cave at Calumet No. 2, 
but immediately after the cave ut Ucclu 
No, 1 took place, it up|>cared to draw 
all the escape from No, 2 to that sjmt.

President Agassiz arrived on the lo 
cation last Monday morning, which, no 
doubt, was a great case to the minds of 
the resident officials, at any rate more 
radical measures than they would like 
to adopt may now be taken toward* put­
ting out the fire.

Mr. Agassiz, since his arrival, hu 
made n careful inspection of the surface 
indications, which for a long time have, 
when spoken of, been dubbed favorable, 
but which, we arc afraid, he found quite 
the reverse. As we understand it, the 
idea of opening out Hecla No. 1 and so 
drawing the fire to that spot, wm brought 
to his notice, but for the present, at any 
rate, such a course will not be adopted, 
as it is understood the president is afraid 
the draught might stir up the fire, and 
so cause it to spread, and therefore the 
management will for the present content 
themselves with keeping tiie mine closed 
and sending ga* down direct from the 
lime kiln.

Ax Kxi'KNsjve Mistake.—It isstntod 
that employes of the Culuiuot & Hecla 
company, in wuslilug out the acid tanks 
allowed the rinsings to run into the res­
ervoir from which the supply of water
for the extensive plant of boilers is sup­
plied, in eon*ei|tienee of which, six of 
the seven large steel boilers composing 
the plant, are greatly duiuugcd, if not 
entirely ruined.

Ho selected a front seat immedi­
ately in front of tbo Speaker, and on 
tho opposite sido of the aisle from him 
is his colleague. Perry Belmont, who 
is everything jnst tho opposite of 
Spinola.

tie clothing is without doubt one of 
lie most important elements in tbe 
laiutenimeo of good health and a sound 
omlition of tho beqv, especially in a 
lirnato like ours, wliioh is subject to 
lumorons and sadden vicissitudes of 
cmimrature and moisture.

Tuo form of elothiug may vary with 
'oshiou, but there is ono prerequisite 
vliicli should always continue the same, 
vhich involves the oomplete and 
horongk protection of the surface of 
the body, especially the cavities of the 
•best and abdomen, from eold or sud­
den chill.

Tims discourses Health, adding that 
how tliis can be secured is no longer a 
problem, for physicians and others who 
have given attention to this subject 
hsvo admitted that tin woaring of pnro 
woolen garments next to tbe skin is tbe 
only measure to lie adopted to secure 
the roiult Indeed, it nos been estab­
lished us a principle having the (orcoof 
(i golden rule, which should guide us in 
tho preservation of health.

If all ailmU tho value of wearing pnro 
woolou garments next to the skin, why 
is it habitually ignored and violated? 
The answer is at hand. It is simply 
this, that tho theory of this principle 
has boon taught often enough, but It 
•oquirod some scientific physician to re­
duce it to ordor, and put it into prac­
tical shapo and form.

We find that Dr. Gustav Jaegar, of 
Stuttgart. Germany, has devoted many 
years of hit life to this, and given heart 
and soal to this problem with sncli real 
that tho principle is now reduced to a 
practical system so comprehensive that 
nothing more can bo desired or hoped 
for cn the subject. A monthly nurse 
of twenty years’ experience, who at 
first ridiculed tbe Idea of clothing an 
infant in fiannol, thus expresses horseU 
on the subject:

“Although I am poor, and have 
brought np six ckilureu in linen, I 
would not hesitate to bring np another 
baby in wool, for it gives only hall the 
trouble of linen. The cold which ba­
bies so frequently catch nro completely 
prevented by the equable and sustained 
warmth of the woolen clothing, which 
is of tho greatest imj>ortance, as so 
little heat is generated in the body 
itself. This particularly applies to the 
wet clothes, which, when of linen, grow 
cold on tho body, while tlib woolen ones 
remain warm. Auother advantage is 
the time and labor saved in ironing. 
The washing of the clothes is simpler 
aud quicker, and not required bo often, 
and 1 am surprised to find how long 
they keep clean and free from smell 
I intend to recommend the bringing np 
of children in wool wherever I  can. In 
conclusion, the cost was about tho same 
as of a linen outfit, having regard to 
the fact that only half the usual arti­
cles are necessary."

It is undoubtedly true that wool is 
the most wholesome article for under­
wear, and, if not at all seasons, it should 
certainly bo worn iu autumn, winter 
and spring. I  remember visiting a 
farmhonso in the winter-time, and see­
ing the three daughters of a wealthy 
farmer looking very blue and miserable 
as to complexion I inquired if they 
wore nnderfiannels, and was not sur­
prised to learn that they dressed all the 
year round in fine muslin auderwe&r, 
and needed no further reason for their 
unhealthy appearance.

Wool brings the blood to the surface 
and hence prevents the many conges­
tions that occur when tho blood is 
driven from the surface to tbe vital or­
gans. The season is now upon us when 
fiannels aro the chief desideratum. Let 
mothers look to it at once that each 
child is fitted oat with proper woolen 
underclothing.— jf'oWd.

Where the Finest Garnets and Tourma* 
* lines Come From,

The finest garnets in the world are 
those found near Gallup, New Mexico, 
Fort Defiance, Arizona, and Helena, 
Montana. They ary often associated 
with the oilv green and olive green 
peridots called “Job's tears" on the sur­
face of ant-hills, where thoy have been 
carried not only by the ants, but also 
by the scorpions. They are there 
called rubies. Although the garnets 
found in the diamond minos at tho Cape 
of Good Hope (the eo-callcd “Capo 
rubies" J are larger in s i z e  than these, 
and perhaps bv daylight equal to them, 
thero are undoubtedly no garnets found 
that appear bettor iu the ovoning and 
by artificial light than those from the 
Unitod States. The dark color of the 
Ca|>o garnets remains inartificial light, 
whereas the American garnets show 
only the clear blood-red hues. Tho 
color of these is usually a rich red, but 
very often purple or almandine, and 
sometimes approaching to the tint of 
honey. Many thousand dollars’ worth 
of these garnets have been disposed of. 
They are rarely larger than throe 
carafe each. Fine garnets are also 
found in North Carolina, Pennsylvania, 
and New England.

The tourmalines from Maine havo 
long onjoyod a word-wide renown as 
tho finest knowu. Crystals over oight 
inches in length havo been miued, but, 
unfortnuately, many havo beou injured 
either by weathering or by blasting. A 
fine white out aoUroite of twenty-three 
carats, a fine ruby-rod tourmsliue of 
ovor twonty carats, somo green of 
over twonty-five carats, and a largo 
number of almost all couoeivablo 
colors, aro iu tbe Hamlin and 
Hhophord collections. Tbo former 
contains the finest series of this 
gem in tho world, aud would furnish 
full suits for a dozen cubiuots. At this 
locality are crystals white at one cud, 
shading into green, then light green, 
aud finally rod at the other end. We 
find here also the interesting ooonr- 
mice ofagreou, outer crystal enclosing 
a white one, within which is a rod or 
blue center. Tbo gems from this lo- 
eality would amount to mauy thousands 
of dollars in value. Auburn, Maine, 
bos also furnished a number of light 
hluo aud tho principal lighter shades of 
blue and piuk gems, but nono over ten 
carets In weight. Explorations at New­
comb, New York, during the last sum­
mer brought to light mauy ttno brown 
and yellowish crystals, somo weighing 
sevorsl carats, which are tho finest yet 
discovered in this country, and closely 
resemble tbe brown goms from Gar- 
intliia, Austria.— Oeorje F. Kunt, in  
Harper'* Mayaiine.

Tbe Great Wall of t'liiun.
Of course, wo had to go to tho groat 

wall of China. Squeezing through the 
last deep gorgo and a deep rift in tho 
solid rock, cut ont by ages of rolling 
wheels and trampling feet, we reach 
tho great, frowning, donble-bastioned 
gate of stone and hard-burned brick, 
one archway tumbled iu.

more dark, tawny brick, the rampants 
high and thick aud castellated for tho 
use of arms. Bight and left, tho great 
wall sprang up the mountain side, now 
straight, now curved, to meet the 
mountain ridge, turretod each 390 foot, 
a frowning mass of masonry. No need 
to toll you of this wall; the books will 
tell you how it was built to keep tho 
wnrliko Tartars, out twenty-five foot 
high by forty thick, 1200 miles long, 
room on top for six horses to he driven 
abreast. Nor need I toll you that for 
1100 vears it kept those hordes at bay; 
nor tuat, in the main, the material used 
upon it is just as good aud firm and 
as strong a* when putiu place. Twelve 
hundred miles of this gigantic work, 
built on the rugged, craggy mountain 
tops, vaulting over gorges, spanning 
wide stroams, notting the river arch­
ways with lingo, hard burs of copper, 
with double gates, with swinging doors 
and bars set thick with iron armor, a 
wonder in the world before wliioh tho 
old-time classic seven wonders, ull gono 
now save tho Great Pyramid, were j 
toys. The Grout Pyramid has 85,009,- 
1KKI cubic feet, the great wall 9,350,900- 
000 cubic feet, An engineer iti How­
ard's party here some yours ago gave it 
as his opiuion that tho cost of this wall, 
figuring labor at tho same rate, would 
more than equal thut of all the 100,009 
milos of ruilroud in tho Fnitod States. 
Tho material it contains would Inidd a 
vail six feet high ami two feet thick 
right straight urontid the globe. Yet 
this was douu in twenty yours.—Min»

A Russian chemist is reported to havo 

invented a gunpowder which, if it is as 
successful iiyictual warfare as it lias 
boon in tho preliminary experiment*, 
promises to revolutionize the science 
of international carnage by doiug away 
with heavy artillery altogether Ordi­
nary gunpowder and guncottou explode 
by expanding with great force, cither 
simultaneously iu all directions or 
dowuwurd, und ns a result the guns 
from which tho projectiles uro to he 
forced must ho mode of metal thick 
enough mid strong enough to resist Die 
power of the expansion. Jieucc, heavy 
cannon requiring bulky carriages mid 
great power to move them me absolute 
requisites to mi army using hcavv am­
munition in its operations, and the ar­
tillery has become in many cases a most 
important branch of the army iu the 
field. Heavy artillery, however, cun 
only lm moved slowly and witli grout 
difficulty, and in ense of mountainous 
regions it is almost impossible to make 
it effective for un invading force on ac­
count of tin* natural impedimenta to ils 
progress. Tho Kussian inventor, if his 
discovery proves to be what it is claimed, 
bus solved tho problem of making 
heavy shells and balls uvuilablo with­
out the use of M'eighty and bulky guns.

The new explosive, suvs the Now 
York Ti i i ip .s , is called “slcotovcr," aud 
its composition for (In* present is a 
secret known only to the discoverer 
ami tho wur office ut Ht. Petersburg.
'J im peculiarity of Ihecomjioiiml is thut 
it explode* by cximudiug in one direc­
tion onlv, aud that tho direction iu 
which tho projectile is to be curried 
farwurd. No heavy motul gnu is re­
quired to resist its expansion, either • 
upward, doMUMiird, or on either side.
Its force is expeudod directly in front, 
where it Ims nothing but uir to en­
counter, and its explosive power can lie 
modo equal, if not superior, to thut of 
giirqMiwdar and gun cotton, so that a 
projectile can be sent by it us far us by 
tbe use of either of thosn explosives.
It is said that an experiment was made 
with a cardboard tube, nud that a 
heavy projectile was shot from it by 
moans of the “sleotovor" without doing 
material damage to the tube. This ox- 
jmrimont, of course, m us designed to 
show how light a material might bo 
used in constructing tbe “slectover" 
guns, und there is uo immediate pros- 
poet of Russia's arming her artillery 
with cardboard tubus, but aluminium 
guns, or tubes, or some other light 
metal, which can bo easily transported 
ou tho shoulders of men. are designed 
for use with tho now explosive, and tho 
Russian officers havo greut faith that 
they will unswor every purpose now 
serve I by tho heavy artillery of tho 
army.

The L ast Cruise of the Lark.

BOUT n month after 
tho capturo of tho 
steamboat Fox by 
tho C o n f e d e r a t e  
Hiatus cutter Lark, 
in tlio laat of Juno, 
1WJ2, Captain ,1 oiler* 
non attempted an­
other trip into tho 
Gulf with nearly the 
name crow as before. 

We passed out of Mobile Huy with* 
out detection, ruuning through Oral it’s 
Canal until nearly opposite Mississippi 
City, and thouco south mid eastward 
toward ('at Island, looking for noino 
craft that would do to capture. On tho 
second day, while slowly sailing be- 
twoou Cut *und Cliuiuloloiir Islands, a 
sail was discovered coming from tho 
direction of tho lakes. Tho cutter was 
immediately tucked to overhaul the 
schooner, for such tho Captain made it 
out by tho aid of hia glass. Tho 
schooner up|>oured to lm heavily load* 
cd, for wo gained on her very fast. 
When within a half a mile, tho Captain 
called for volunteers to take tho light 
bout, which hail Imen towed behind us 
usual, uud board tho vessel. As all 
woro eager to go, a detail was selected 
and soul off. They soon reached the 
aido of the aehooner, where, after u 
little purler, thoy boarded and strzod 
tho vessel iu tho nutno of tho Confed­
erate Mute*.

The sohoonor was loaded with lum 
bor, and manned by four Mag 
from Now Orleans, Umud for Hldp 
Island, for Federal use. Tho cutter 
soon canto up, hut it was im|ioMNihl» to 
come to any understanding with the 
crow, for the “dagos" oil her could not 
or would not understand anything. 
Four men were left on board until the 
cutter cruised around a few days to see 
what could bo done in the way of prir.es. 
Tho next day, as we were on tho wutHi 
near Cut Islam), a sail was mudo out 
coming from tho direction of Bhip 
Island. No move was made uut l the 
oehoouer hud pasted Cut island to tlio 
westwurd, and then all sail was sot on 
the Lark to intercept her. As the 
wind blow from the south, it was moro 
iu our favor, and tho Lark gained very 
fast. An hour or more brought us 
within hailing distance when Captain 
Jefferson called out:

“What vessel is that?*
“United Btatei Hglithouoo tender.* 
“What are you loaded with?"
“Oil and lighthouse supplies.*
“I call on you to surrender to the 

Confederate Btates cutter Lark."
As no notice appeared to be taken of 

the domand to surrender, except put­
ting up additional sail, Captain Jeffer­
son caned ou all hands to take oars 
aud assist tho sails, aud “Wo will 
board tho greasy thing and burn her.* 

With the help of the oars wo were 
soon alongside the sobooner, and al­
though some show of resistance was 
nude, we had full possession within 
teu minutes. As nothing could be done 
in the way of saving the mutehal on

board, by trying to ran the blockade 
with sails, it was decided to fire the 
boat The crew, consisting of six 
men, were ordered on bosrd the Lark, 
and the few useful things in sight 
picked up and also pat on board. Two 
men wore left with iho small boat to 
do the firing, whioh was done in a 
very few minutes. Borne of the bar­
rels of oil were broken open and scat­
tered over and between decks, so that 
but a very few momenta was required 
to wrap tho lighthouse schooner in 
sheets of flame. The fire roared so 
loudly and soared so high, giving oif 
volumes of dense block smoke, that we 
expected to see some of tho Federal 
gunboats moving around *o see what 
was the matter. To mid to our uneasi­
ness some of the barrels of oil began 
to explode with a loud roar. As there 
apjwared to l»e somo commotion in the 
direction of Bhip Island, it was decided 
to burn tho other schooner and take 
tho prisoners iuto Fort Morgan.

Accordingly, the lumlier schooner 
was fired and wo put u full force at the 
oars to assist tho sails, lleforo night 
we woro skirting the coaat of Missis­
sippi Bound well toward Mobile bay. 
Just at uigbt a gunboat appeared on 
tlio horizon making toward us from the 
bay. Mowing was stop)>ed and mils 
slackened until it was decided what 
should l>o done. A few moments an­
swered to aettlo the matter. Bails 
woro braced up and wo continued on 
directly toward tho gunboat, while tho 
oars woro hoing muffled roody to use 
as noou as we encountered danger. 
The wind blow pretty fresh from thu

south, aa it hud been doing all day, 
aud tended to drivo us on shoro.

As wo approached where we expected 
to soo tlio gunboat, wo saw her light 
just off tho entrance to tho Sound, 
either waiting for us or had not yet 
discovered us. We concluded to run 
as close to shore as possible, and when 
wo were opposite tho gunboat put all 
hands at the oars and run for life. We 
had up no light, but there was sulli- 
ciout starlight for the gunboat to make 
out something, for when wo came op­
posite they tired at us. Tho shot 
passed over, and as we were now scon 
by the enemy, tho oars woro all 
manned, double us milch as possibio, 
a id we rushed forward with increasing 
velocity. Tho shot came tearing after 
after us, splashing the water all over 
us again and again. At luNt a shot 
struck the boom of our main and only 
sail, knocking the splinters all amongst 
us, but only slightly injuring two men.

by this timotho Ynnkco guuboat was 
moving up parallel with us, sending 
her shot with good range and with 
great regularity. We soon reached a 
wide stretch of shallow water as we 
rounded the point to Fort Morgan, 
which gave us greater distance and 
comparative safety from the shots of 
the enemy, as it was impossible to sec 
uh that far off. They soon ceased 
firing, and within half an hour we were 
between the lighthouse and the fort, 
where, even in duvlight, we would he 
screened from the enemy. We took 
our time the remaining few hundred 
yards, and found the garrison out 
watching and wondering wlmt had so 
disturbed the Yankees. Wo lowered 
sail us wo rounded up to the wharf at 
Fort Morgan, whero wo reported and 
delivered up our prisoners.

Department, it is understood, intends 
in the luturo to look more euro- 
fully after tho interests of the 
militia, as it is in that direction 
tho Government will have to look 
for protection in the event of war. The 
appropriation for the maintenance of 
the militia for this vear is sufficiently 
largo to provide tho torco with bettor 
arms uud equipments, it having re­
cently been increased from 9200,000 to 
9400,000 |>or annum. The officials of 
the department are well satisfied with 
tho increase of tho militis. The re­
ports for tlx* year just onded show an 
increase of about 10,000 in the organ­
ized brunch of tho inilitia force and 
nearly u million in the unorganized. 
Thero are now 01,000 inilitiamen ina  
state of thorough organization, and, 
as noted above, more than 7,000,000 
available /or military service.

Thoyameiu runner* of China corre­
spond tothe/uptichs ofTnrkey and tho 
sowurs of IVrsin, Afglmms*tuii, ami 
other Ueiitral Asian coiintres. At­
tached to the government of every city 
or disl r:e! are a certain number of these 
yamoni runners. Tlioirdtity is toearry 
dispatches, convey prisoners, protect 
projicrty, net us escort, uud otherwise 
obey order* in the service of the man­
darins.

The vanieni runners wear the ordi­
nary Chinese garments, with tho ex­
ception of tiie eoat, which is cmhcl- 
lisl led with sundry distinguishing ap­
pendage*. 'Tlio most prominent of 
thesis and by whieh the vameiii run- 
no rs may readily be distinguished from 
other people as far as he can bo seen, 
are two big white “ImUVeyos,” one on 
his back and the oth r iu front. Those 
round white patches are alsnit eightocti 
inches in diamaterand are marked with 
big rial character* which indicate tho 
district tho wearer belongs to.

Tho real object of these largo disks 
of white is to form a fitting ground­
work for tho conspicuous display of 
tho character*. The Kuropeau resi­
dences of the treaty ports, however, 
facetiously call them “bulTs-oves," and 
account for their adoption as follows;

At tho back the 
long dangling cue severs the whito disk 
in half with a black streak.

The first time 1 was favored with an 
escort of vanieni rumiera was at the 
city of Ta-lio, a place of somo impor­
tance in tlio Province of Kiang-tsi.
The mandarin at Ta-lio sent an escort 
of two with me to guide me to the next 
city, a day's march distance. This city 
was Kin-ngan-foo, and in its narrow, 
crowded streets, by hurrying me along 
tlio nearest way to “the yamon, or otfi- 
cial quarter, the two yamcm runnors 
rescued me from au infuriated mob, 
bent ou tho diabolical purpose of burn­
ing mo alivo.

Musical Note* of Birds,
Tho ordinary song of the chaffinch is 

characterized by a flow of sweet and

frequently spoil its own exquisite notes 
by introducing imitations of the sur­
rounding songsters. It has, indeed,” 
ho adds, “the mildest und most witching 
notes of all our warblers. * * * Its
notes take one by surprise, ami tlm 
changes, and especially tlm trills, are 
finer tliuu those of any other bird,” To 
hear him iu perfection, the blackbird 
should he taken in th^; first hour of th" 
summer dawn, before the sun has lit

Goldsmith was either in 
a state of siege by croditors or decked 
out in garments of various hues. Savago 
was ci*hcr “setting them up ull around" 
or else lying abed with his head through 
a hole iu a blanket, his clothes being 
“in hock.” Kvcn Blmkespoaru was a 
borrower, and Bacon, when not bor­
rowing, w&s hoing bribed. And Mi- 
cawbor, rare Wilkins, how the world 
loves him as tho borrower par excel­
lence! Any man can earn money by 
working for it, but to borrow requires 
genius of tlio highest order. Tho bor­
rowers preserve tho nation, for they 
keep tho money in circulation.—*S7.

size, are uot entirely natural; and even
those who do know that tlm majority
of the oysters in tlm market are artifi­
cially swollen by introducing water 
into the tissue* arc not all aware that 
tho process by which this in done D 
closely analogous to that by which tho 
food in our own bodies is conveyed 
through the walls of the stomach and 
other parts of tho digestive apparatus 
Slid poured into the blood and lymph 
to do its work of m>uri*hineut.

Fliysiologiht* are, 1 believe, agreed 
thut tho passage of tlm digested food 
through tho walls of tlm alimentary 
canal in man and other u'limals is, in 
large part, dim to osmose nrdiulyds, 
and that the operation of this physical 
law is u very cumuion oncin the animal 
body.
