F arm mortgages are a wallowing up
millions of acres of land in Southern 
and Western States and Territories. 
The syndicates that loan money at from 
1 to 3 per cent per month are mainly 
made up of Scotch, English, and New 
England capitalist*, who have their 
agents throughout tbo South and West 
These mortgages are falling due, and 
soon an immense number of Southern 
and Western farms will be in the hands 
of foroigu mortgagees. I t  is said that 
$200,000,000 has been loaned on farm 
mortgages in the Southwest—in Kan­
sas $20,000,000, and noarly as much in 
Nebraska. The Territories are cov­
ered with mortgages on now farms 
not yet patented. In aomo of them tho 
law has permitted outrageous interest, 
so that the farm-mortgage business has 
grown into immense proportions. In 
many land districts half of the settlers 
borrow money at high interest to pay 
the small price required by the Gov­
ernment on proving up. This is lead­
ing to wide-spread disaster.

One of the lions of the day in Paris 
is a rival of Stanley and De Brazza, 
named Camille Douls, a young fellow 
of 23, who has just returned to the 
boulevards after many vicissitudes in 
the African deserts. M. Douls is a 
middle-sized man and not at all robust, 
his privations having told rather pain­
fully on bis healtli.

"stift-keller," but for tho most *>art the 
peasants like to haddle together in the 
Lallway, whore their humble spreads 
will not lie criticized by more lordly 
wine-drinkora.

The Ktono tunnel leads into a round, 
opan room, lighted from above by a 
kind of well-hole, and gives immedi­
ately upon tho collar itsnlf, into which 
one might look and aee literally miles 
of ta ttle  shelves nnd casks if the day­
light f*netrate<L As it is, lights are 
flashed through w tat appears to ta  
endless darkness, and now and then the 
lanterns will flash on one of the lay 
monks—not so fat or so merry os the 
twain we met outside—as they servo 
tho wine to the kellner* who bring it 
tons; for the holy men do not sorvo 
their clientele with their own hands. 
Perhaps there is just a littlo too much 
roystering somotimos in tho "stift- 
keller* to make it decorous or seemly, 
although there is no better conducted 
crowd in all the world than a lot of 
Germans enjoying themselves. One 
Mye Germans, even in Austria, w h<>ro 
they do cot resent the term, though 
there is •  subtle difference, even in the 
German language, from the- momout 
you cross the front cr-linc.

The oberkollner invited us to  climb 
the steep stairway to an uppor apart­
ment, which, he told us, and made a 
deep otaisance as he ap»ke, was re­
served for eccelenzas. But we chose 
rather to mix with tho gayaml comfort­
able throngs who were Hipping wine at 
ths orowded tables in tho round: room. 
I t  is true, it was redolent of every 
grade of tobacco under the sun, from a 
Havana, which a rich-looking Span­
iard was smoking in ono corner, 
through all tho grades of German 
pipes, and down to the long, thin Ital­
ian cigar, which looks like a lean nnd 
discouraged littlo breakfast sausage 
with a straw otnek in the end, presum­
ably to carry off the flavor, lint over? 
face gleamed through this hize of 
smoko alight with calm, lazy pleasure. 
Officers, students, priests' travelers, 
doctors of everything under tho stiu, 
and mombers of various societies for 
the protection of the memory of Mo/.art 
and the archbishops were taking tbeir 
afternoon comfort, which is part oit tho 
practical religion of a Gorman, iu the 
cool, grotto-like rotunda of the stift-

The NiittWr of Warn.
Home Hstrouomott. have devoted spe­

cial attention to oouUiug the uumbui 
of stars which may be aeon with the 
naked eye, and the result has been 
that, evaii to persons gifted with more 
than ordinary powerc of vision, there 
are not ae,many as 4,U(H) stars at any 
one time visible above the horizon. 
Jiut a very different rescit presents it* 
aelf when tho heareue are surveyed 
through a tohwcoim. Countless num- 
bars of stare come into view which 
to i'o  previously invisible, aud tho more 
powerful tbe 4clesc0|H> used the great­
e r number of afctrs revealed ito observa- 
tiou, until finally the conclusion is ur- 
rivedat that the number of stars visi­
ble in the heavens is limited only by 
the optical capacity of tbe ituHruuicut 
which tbe surveyor may employ in his 
survey. A familiar illustration of this 
is fiirnisUod by the vcll-knowu group 
of stars known as tho Fleiadcs. bur- 
vcyed with tho naked eye, this intorost- 
ing object is acen to consist only of 
sown six or aovcd stars; but when ob­
served wit h au ordinary opera glass 
the cnijro field of view is nih d with a 
Ixautifal congeries as distinct stars.

Au Alpiue Ukclct.
In  a little basin of the Alps, 7,700 

feet above aea-levol oml five miles from 
the  end of the great Aletsch glacier, is 
the unique little lake known aa the 
Marjalon Hea. This is fed by mountain 
streamlets, itc waters being held back 
by tbe ice of the great glacier itaelf. 
Aa  English geologist mentions having 
seen it in 1858 as a body of water ^00 
yards wide and threo times as long, 
with a maximum depth of 07 feet. Bat 
the next day it had vanished. The ice- 
dam had yielded sufficiently to allow 
the pent-up water to escape beneath 
the glacier and plunge into the valley 
below, devastating the fields and con­
siderably raining the level' of the 
Ithone. These discharges take place at 
irregular intervals, though repnted to 
occur every seven years. The latest 
outbreak was in September last, since 
which it has been proposed to lessen 
future damages by providing an arti­
ficial outlet to reduce the lake’s capac­
ity one-half.—.4lA'fltisato Travelor.

Natural Shade* of Silk.
During the past two seasons, Mr. 

E. B. Foulton has niudo observations 
which prove that the silk of at least 
three ejiecies of English moths is 
greatly affected in color by environ­
ment at the time of spinning* The 
cocoons were dark brown when the 
larvic had been placed in black bag 
or among green leaves, and white 
when they had. bcou freely exposed to 
light in the immediate neighborhood 
of white surfaces.

Vermouth, 
another favorite liquor, la adulterated 
with hydrochlorio or snlphurlo acid in 
order to givu it a puageQt taste. Kirsoh 
is extracted from the leaves of the 
cberry-laurol end contains as much as 
twonty-two contigrams of press lo acid 
per liter, instead of five or six centi­
grams.

The "bouquets" of brandies aro 
manufactured by the action of sul- 
pliurie acid on castor oil* Tho coloring 
matters employed aro extracted from 
logwood, the elder, sorrel, fuchsine, 
and coal* Such is tho trash which is 
daily consumed by the Parisians.

I n the homo of a Jewish citizen of 
Now York was noon recently a tiny tlaino 
burning in a handsome goblet. Ex­
amination sltowod tho goblet to be half 
filled with wator, on the top of which 
flouted about an inch of sweet oil, A 
tiny float of corks fastened on oithor 
side of a metallio ring rested upon the 
oiL On the ring was plaeod a wax 
taper hardly thicker than a thread 
passed through a small olrole of 
thin wood, so that tho lowor ond of the 
taper dipped through tho ring into tfia 
sweet oiL The upper end was lighted. 
Tho sweet oil drawn up through tho 
wax-covered wick served to keep it 
alight for several hours. "We burn 
this," said tho gentleman, "in memory 
of oue of our dead. When that taper 
burns nearly out wo substitute another, 
so that the flame, like the vestal fire, is 
nover allowed to go out We light the 
tapor whon our relative dies aud let it 
burn a year. The last taper we let go 
out of itself. I t flickers, flares up, 
sinks, flares again, and then goes out, 
just as human Ufo does in its last hours. 
We tend this light with groat care, and 
thus keep alive the memory of our loved 
one. It is an old custom whioli is now 
Incoming less olwervod. Many now 
only burn the taper for a month, and 
some but for a weok. There are still a 
groat many, though, that keep up the 
custom in its old purity."

Thk now vaults in the treasury 
quilding for the storago of silvor dol­
lars aro about completed, aud when 
finished will lm the largest nml tlio 
finest in the world, wrltea a Washing­
ton correspondent. They are situated 
in the sub-basement, and aro CO by 07 
feet ia size. According to the nearest 
calculations the weight to be supported 
is about one hundred and fifty pound* 
to the squaro foot, and thore is a total 
weight of 881,GU7 pounds. Each room 
is 20 feet by 10, and about 15 feet high. 
The silver dollars will bo stored in 
boxes and in such a way that in 
tlio end of tho room farthest from the 
door thoy will lie piled high, and will 
grade down to the entrance. I t is ex- 
pocted that eaoli room will contain $8,- 
000,000 if piled close to tko top of the 
arches, This will make the total ac­
commodations of tlio vault oquill to 
£128,000,000, Tlio doors of those rooms 
aro fitted with looks so contrived that 
the watchman cannot take the key out 
until the door has bean soouroly lookod, 
thus provonting tho door being loft 
ajur. A throe-foot passage runs around 
the vault outside tho rooms, with no 
connection with them except iu the 
front through a heavy pair of doors. 
Tho main door is of iron, six inches iu 
thicknoos, and weighs 5,000 pound*. It 
slides into tho wall on tlio right, clear­
ing half of the paxiagi way, aud rev 
quiros tho strength of five mou to movo 
without tho aid of tho mechanionl do- 
vioo which it is proposod to put in 
place. Tho look is a circular brus* 
plate nliout u foot in diameter set on 
inch or so into the toco of tho door. 
The bolts are on the left baud or cast 
ond of the door, ami fit into slots in u 
mfwfdvo iron lot in ti the wall on that 
ri lo, tho door going nearly a foot into 
the face of tho wall. Thoy are moved 
into place by h turn of a large handle 
iu tho router of u brans plate, und whon 
unco shut cannot be turned book with­
out the uio of a small key that fits into 
a very ordiimrv-lo iking koyholu on tho 
upper rim of tlm pinto. This lock is 
said to bo one of tho bust for strength 
und reliability,

SECIETN U  THE ART* 
(IIA5IC8.

AND RE*

Mysteries CwmmwI'hI with ifc* M»nuM*iure 
uN*ore«l*lii, Tlnwurw. nml l's«t Nlrwl.

Ono hundred years ago, what a man 

discovered in the arts or mechanics he 
concealed. Workmen were put u|ion 
their oath never to reveal On processes 
used by thoir employers. Doors wero 
kept closed, artisans going out were 
searched, visitors wero rigorously ex­
cluded from admission, and false ©itera­
tions blinded the workmen themselves. 
Tho mysteries of every craft were 
hedged iu by quickset fences of em­
pirical pretension and judicial affirma­
tion.

Tho royal manufactories of poroelain, 
for example, woro long carried on ill 
Kuropo with a spirit of jealous ex- 
clusivenoHs. His Majesty of Saxony 
was especially circumspect Not con­
tent with tho oath of secrocy imposed 
upon Ills workpeople, ho would not 
ahnio his kingly suspicion in favor of a 
brother monarch Neithor king nor 
king's delegate might outer within the 
lalmocd walls of Midason. What is 
comiuonlv callod the "Dresden" por­
celain that nxquiiite jmttery of wideb 
the world him never seen the like— 
was prmlueed for 21 HI years by a pro* 
ocxti that neither the bribery of princes 
nor the ganulity of o|mratlvt>s ever re­
vealed,

Thoro used to l>e closo by Tomple 
Bur in Loudon an old chemist's shop. 
Tim proprietor of U in days gone by en­
joyed the monopoly of making citric 
acid. More favorably circumstanced 
than other secret manufacturer*, his 
was a process that required no assist* 
anco. lie  employed no workmen. Ex*

I erts came to sample and assort and 
mttle his products. They never en­

tered tlio laboratory. The mysticopera- 
tiotis by which he grow rich wero con­
fined to himself. One day, having 
locked the doors amt blinded tho win­
dows. sure ns usual of tlio safety of his 
secret tho oliemist went homo to liis 
dinner. A chimney-sweep, or a l>oy 
disguised as suoh, wide awake in chem­
istry, was on tho watch. Following the 
secret-keopor so far on his way to Char­
ing Cross as to lie sure ho wnald not 
return that day, the sooty philosopher 
hied rapidly back to Temple Bar, as- 
ceiulod tuo low building, dropped down 
thafiuo, Haw all he wanted, and re­
turned, carrying with him tlio mystery 
of making citric acid. The monopoly 
of the inventor was gone. A few 
months after and the price of tho ar­
ticle was rodneed four-fi fths. The |M>or 
man was heart-broken and died shortly 
afterward ignorant of the trick of which 
he had boon victimized. Like Miss 
Tabitha Bramble, when informed that 
the thunder hud spoiled two barrels 
of boer in her cellar, he might have 
said, "How the thunder should get 
there when tho cellar was double-locked 

can't comprehend.”
Tho manufacture of tinware iu En­

gland originated in a stolen seorot 
Few readers need to lie informed that 
tinware is simply thin iron ptatod with 
tin by being dipped Into the molten 
metal. In thoory it is an easy matter 
to olean tlio surface of iron, dip it into 
a bath of boiling tin, and remove it, en­
veloped with the silvery motel, to a 
plane for cooling. In practice, how­
ever, the proouHs is one of the most 
diilicult of tho arts. It was discovorod 
in Holland, and guarded from publicity 
with tho utmost vigilance for Hourly 
hulf a century. England triod in vain 
to discover tlm socrot until James Shorn 
man, a Coruish minor, crossed tho 
Chanuol, insinuated himsolf surrepti­
tiously into a tin-plate manufactory, 
mode himself master of tho socrot, aud 
brought it home.

Tho history of cast stool prosonts a 
curious instanco of a muunfautnring so- 
cret stealthily obtained under the 
cloak of an appeal to philantlirophy. 
Tho main distinction botweuu iron ami 
stool, as most people know, is that tho 
latter contaiuB carbon. Tho ono is 
eonvortod into tho other by boing 
heated for a considerable time in con­
tact with powdorod charcoal in an iron 
box. Now, stool thus made is imoqual. 
Tho middle of a bar is more carbonized 
than tlio oiu1h, and the surfaoo moro 
than tho oontor, I t  is, thoroforo, unre­
liable, Nevertheless, before tlio in­
vention of cast steel thoro was nothing 
bottor. In 17(10 thoro lived at Atter- 
eliffb, near Sheffield, a vatclunakor 
named Huntsman. Ho Wamo dissatis­
fied with the watob-springs in uso and 
sot himsolf to tho task of making them 
homogeneous. "If," thought ho, "1 
can molt a piece of stool and cast it 
into an ingot its composition should bo 
tho same throughout ” Ho Hiioocodod. 
His steel soon bocamo famous. Hunts­
man’s ingots for fine work were in uni­
versal demand. He did not call thorn 
cast steel. That was his socrot About 
1770 a largo manufactory of this po* 
culinr stool was established at Attur- 
olilTo, Tlio procosi wns wrapped 111 
socrei'y by every moans within roach — 
true aud faithful men hired, tho work 
divided ami subdivided, largo wages

elide steel works liolelied forth their 
smoke, a traveler knocked at tlio gate, 
I t was bitterly cold, the snow felt fast, 
and tho wind howled across tho moat.

Conquering Failure.
Ordinary men use their successes, ex­

traordinary nion their failures, us stop­
ping stones to higher thing'*. M. Thiers 
began liis career in a military school 
founded by the first Napnleni. Ho 
there stimulated himself with the idoa 
that every French soldior carried a 
marshal'* baton iu hi* knapsack and 
that overy road out of Baris 1 hI to a 
Kuro|K)uu capital. When tho Empire 
c.iroo dowii with a crash U put au end 
to the milltaw aspirations of the youth­
ful Thiers, Disappointed, but not cast 
down, he entered the law school of Aix, 
where he toon disclosed his ambition 
and bis consciousness of su)ieriority.

Parties ran high iu tho law school, 
and Thiers liecamo a leader on tho 
ultra-liberal side. Onco when the prac­
ticability of liberal politics wns dis­
p u t'd  bo exclaimed:

"Well, well, wait till 1 am a minis­
ter!"*

Though his personal qualities secured 
him admission to the most aristocratic 
talon* of Aix, liis democratic opinions 
provoked many royalist* to say "Ho 
writes well, but his thoughts are evil."

Talleyrand onco said to him, "If you 
wish to rise, make enemies," Thiers, 
had acted ou tho advice years Indore it 
was given with such success that the 
royalists of Aix tried to deprive him of 
the fairly won honors of his |>oii. Ho 
eompoted for the annual prize given by 
tho Academy of Aix, aud his essay 
would have won tho prize had its au­
thorship beeu kept s M*rnt But, boing 
found out, tho majority of the Com­
mittee of Award being Royalist*, were 
unwilling to allow a Democrat to tri-‘ 
uuipli* Afraid to stultify themselves 
thoy ]>OBt pound the reward for a year, 
during which time tho competition was 
to romnin opou.

Thiers, iustead of moping ovor the 
injustice, was only the more determined 
to win the prize. One day an essay ar­
rived from Paris. Tho committee ap­
proved of it, and the Royalists loudly 
praised it, scoing thoreiu tho defeat of 
tho young Liberal. Tho sealed paper 
containing tho namo of the essayist was 
opened. The Parisian was Tlders. He 
had sent Ids essay to a friend who had 
simply copied it and forwarded it to the 
Htuto Committee

Children are impatient to pluck fruit 
bo fore it has ripened. A similar impa­
tience prompts young men, if ambitious 
and brilliant, to grasp political re­
sponsibilities which they are not ready 
to bear.

The revolution of 18U0, which Thiers, 
as a journalist, ha 1 stimulated, mndo 
him Secretary Uouural of Finance 
under Baron I jouIb, an agod man, who 
subsequently resigned and reonm- 
immdod his subordinate for tho position 
of Minister of 1’inanco. King Louis 
Philippe soiit for him and tho young 
man of ?13 came into tho royal pres­
ence,

"Aro you ambitious, M. Thiers?" 
asked tlio King.

lie  was ambitious, but ho was also 
cautious. Knowing that ho had neithor 
position nor experience enough for the 
post, ho refused tho portfolio in terms 
which impressed tho King more favor­
ably than hi* acceptance of it would 
have done.

His first speech in tho Chamber of 
Doimties was a failure.

"I hnvo boon beaten," ho said, "but 
not oast down, I  am making my first 
ossay in arms. Iu the Tribune, as un­
der fire, a defeat is as useful as a vic­
tory,"

He tried again and Buoooedod. In 
his first st>oeon ho had, following tho 
traditions of tho Tribune, attempted 
tho olnssicsl and formal stylo of oratory. 
His diminutive figuro aud weak voioo, 
a piping treblo, unfitting him for that 
stylo, ho adopted a now method of 
addroRfling the Chambers. He talkod 
instead of exclaiming; iqtoke with tho 
naturslnoss of one conversing; told 
anecdotes, used colloquialisms and ad­
dressed tho Doputius with frank fa­
miliarity.

Tho spooch made o sonsatioD, and 
from that day M. Tldora waa listenod 
to whenever he gave them ono of his 
light, lively, brilliant talks, illustrated 
by scrap* of history and hits of aunu- 
dn o. Men admirml the clearness of 
expositions and allowed themselves to 
lie limited wherovor the limpid stream 
might carry them.—LomuinKrrlmn'je.

A quantity of commou whitingisnoxt 
to bo worked into the oil and paint, 
much in tho way us when ordinury putty 
is to bo made. Tho thiokucss of thi* 
puttv, as wo may now call it, should 
not bo as dense us when used for glaz­
ing.

Whon the whiting has boon thoroughly 
mixed in and tho innss well worked 
ovor, add a quantity of good Portland 
commit sufficient to bring the putty tea  
consiatoncy which will onnhlo it to be 
handled readily,

Whoo in this state, the putty may he 
worked into cracks iu brick or stone 
work much as ordinary putty is used 
whon allowed to sit and Imrdon, und it 
will Ihjcoiuo nearly ns hard us iron, im­
pervious to moisture and any reason- 
able degree of hoot,—Anmrl'van Cul­

R. Crooker 
recalls muny a ludi­
crous idea enter­
tained by the raw 
recruits and oncour- 
aged hy the pros* 
l»ectivo oflleers. 

“The average iufantry volunteer,” he 
says, “hail a vague uotton that sharp- 
shooters, to be used for tho purpose of 
crawling up beliiud trees and killing 
the rebel Generals, were principally 
needed. Nearly every man who en­
listed at this juncturo inteudod to con­
nect himself with that branch of the 
service, and to use In that connection 
some fantastio combination of tele* 
seopji- sights ami breech-loading 
rifles.”

Its nroseut 
occupant, lladli Tahir F.lbmui, was 
until 1*77 Fresidout of the Council of 
F.ducation, aud during tho short exist 
unco of the Turkish Furliument, nine 
years ago, was created a Senator, His 
duties arc Hot of a very complex kind, 
hut tlmy have an important bearing on 
political and social movomoutM, Cor 
every action of tlm Sultan and his 
Ministers ho has to calculate the most 
propitious day, hour, uml oven minute, 
and he publishes annually an almanac, 
in which, for tlm lioiintit of the whole 
Mohumm' dan population, the days are 
specified oil which it is best to have the 
hair out or the nails trimmed, to take 
me<liciuc, or to bo Idcd. to vi-it /muds, 
to buv houses, lands, or slave*, to uu* 
dortnao a journey, and oven to do 
nothing. Next to tlio Koran no work 
i< more widely studied among tlm *ul>- 
jeets of the Fudishuli, und it is very 
doubtful whether oven the groat
Uvangel of the Proplmlis more Kerupti- 
loftdy olmurved,

of pure cement. A ring in the anor- 
t i i r c u t th o  center insures durability 
and strength  at that point. Tlio glass 
grinding surfa m has a mild grip or 
roughness Nvhicli it never entirely 
loses. A dress is employed similar to 
that ii.sml on xwoetwutcr q uart/ stonon, 
uud tlm glass stones must Im dressed 
ns carefully uml often as French stones, 
though tlio work is easier. Those who 
think tlio surface will hold ton to ilf- 
teen years without dressing are labor­
ing under u great mistake.

Recent observers also a t­
tribute the supposed oscillations iu tho 
shores of the Haiti.' and Uluck Seus 
to changes in the volume of water 
caused hy \uryitig rainfall and outflow.

Mu. T. F. W in n , in a communica­
tion to the Chemical Society, gives a  
decidedly negative answer to tlm ipms* 
tion whether llm acids of canned fruit* 
may not. form poisonous salts with tho 
tin. He reports, us tlio rem it of his 
experiments, that “tin  isentirely devoid 
of danger when taken internally iu any 
form th a t m ight arise from being in 
contact with fruits o r vegetables." Ho 
believes that the cases of accidental 
poisoning attributed to tin were duo to 
Kohler or other im purities—arsenic, 
copper, or lead. 1’rof. \V. Mattiou 
Williams says that there need he no 
lend in tho solder, that it is only put in 
for cheapness sake, and that tin makes 
a superior solder to any alloy. T here­
for©, all danger may lie obviated by 
prohibiting tlm use of any other solder 
tliau pure tin.

Flilniwc Farming.
There are reasons to beliov© that thn 

trade of this country with China will 
noon grow to majestic dimensions. Of 
tho £7,fiOO,OlH) of exports to  China iu 
tho last Aseal year nearly 
worth was of distinctively agricultural 
products und of their maiiufa •tore. Of 
the remainder, the  largest share was 
mineral oil. Tlm Chinese Commission 
in tlio United S tates this vr-ar iflchurgod 
especially with the prom otion. f fmnkfl, 
telegraph and telephone lines, behind 
wliieh loom up the extension i f canals, 
the introduction of railroads, < f agri­
cultural machinery, and of sm-h of <>ur 
products as China ncods, and she has 
need of many. H er home prodm l*, 
aside from tea, nro w heat, mith t, garden 
vegetables, rice, poor apples, pouches, 
grapes, etc. Tlm food of China is mostly 
vegetables and Asli the o.xten ive sea 
coast, rivers and canals supplvin r Hie 
latter.
