KEPI TIE SIOUX AT BAT.
The TtrriMa Hlaaffktar of White Heftier 

la BlaueaoU in I8«i*

On the morning of August IN, 186% 
M I  was carrying a pail of milk from 
the cow yard to the uonse, on the form 
of William Millor, seventeen miles from 
New Ulm, Minn., I  saw a covered 
wagon coming across tho prairie as fast 
•a two horses could poll i t  I  handed 
the pail into the house, called to Miller 
and Lis wife, and by tho time we wort 
ont doors the wagon had stopped at 
the gate. I t  was a vehicle belonging 
to a man named Saunders, living about 
nine miles away, and ho and his family 
were inside. We had not yet reached 
the ante when he shouted-:

“Fly for your lives, the Indians are 
on the war-path!”

He would have driven off with that, 
but one of his horses foil down in the 
harness from exhaustion. There was 
Blunders, his wife, and four children, 
and I  never saw people so broken up. 
I t  was fully ten minutes before wo 
could get their story in a shape to un­
derstand it. The Sioux rebellion,which 
many pioneers hod predicted, hod 
broken ont at la st For the past three 
months wo had noticed a cliangepn the 
demeanor of the Indiana some of whom 
called at the Loose almost daffy. They 
had become impudent and threatening, 
and many of the old settlers were be­
coming alarmed. Some wonld have 
given up their farms, but there were 
a few smart Alecks who rode about the 
country saying there was no danger, 
and that there were enough soldiers in 
the forts in the State to thrash all 
the Indians in the whole West, These 
men were, as we afterward found out, 
interested in the salo of real estate, and 
of course they did not want any sensa­
tional reports sent E ast But for the 
cival war then raging there would have 
been no uprising of the Indians. Undo 
8am had his hands foil iu the South, 
and hundreds of our young men had 
enlisted to fight the Confederate* 

Saunders had received warning at 
daylight from a settler on horseback, 
whose whole family had been butchered. 
He was a teamster, and his wagon then 
contained a  port of a Jood 0/  stores 
which bo was hauling out to a store­
keeper in a new settlem ent He had 
unloaded some of tbe stuff and thing in 
household goods and provisions, und 
had driven at such a pace as to exhaust 
one of his horses. Miller and his wife 
were Germans, cool and phlegmatic. 
Their all was invested right there. 
While tboy know that trouble was at 
hand, they did net want to abandon 
everything at a mere alhrm. We hud 
three horses in the stable, and Saunders 
begged hard for one to tako tho place 
of ms exhausted beast Ho was bound 
and determined to get om even if he 
had to go on foot, and Miller consouted 
to let the horse go. While he was lx>- 
ing harnessed in, Saunders asked us- to 
throw ont some of the merchandise and 
lighten the vehicle. We took out four 
kegs of powder, about one hundred 
pounds of lead, fifty pounds of shot, 
three double-barreled shotguns and 
and some groceries, and tho horse woe 
no sooner in the traces than Saunders 
drove off at a gallop,

“Well, what shall we do?” asked 
Mr* Miller, as we stood looking after 
the wagon.

“Stay and fight,” replied the hus­
band.

I  was then a boy of 16 and had been 
with tho Millers over a year. Them 
was never a day but that some of tho 
Sioux came along, and in may mutant** 
they had eaten of our food. Miller 
did not think it as serious a mutter as 
it tamed out to be, and with true Hutch 
grit he pro|>osed to stick. We went into 
breakfast, ate us bourtily as usual, and 
when « •  wore through my eiuidoyor 
said:

“Now wo will got ready for the In­
dian*”

As wo wont out doors w» saw throe 
columns of smoko in different direc­
tions, showing that the murderous red­
skins were at work. Miller hud 166 
acres of luiid. almost o\vry ucro us level 
as a iloor. Wo lmd just finished build­
ing a milk-houso over a spring, about 
600 feet from tbo bouse. Around tho 
spring was about two acres of brohmi 
ground underlaid with rock, und wo 
had blasted out sufficient of this to lay 
up tho walls of tho tuilk house. Millor 
was a stonemason by trade, and his 
work had been well done. Tim house 
was pretty largo, being lnvil inside 
the walls, and the walls were purhups a 
foot thick. The roof had been planked 
and then sodded, and the door was of 
heavy plank. The place would nmko a 
capital fort, and while I was carrying 
into it such things us Mrs. Mitlor di­
rected, the husband used a crowbar to  
make loophole* in tlm walls. Iu tho 
course of an hour lm drove live or six, 
and then ho borod two in tho door with 
a big augor.

Wo carriod in all the provision* In 
the house, followed by tho clothing and 
the bedding. Whilo wo worked we 
kept our ayes open for sight of Indians, 
but it was 11 o’clock Indore wo saw 
thorn coining. They w ore not more 
than a mile when we retired to <»ttr fort 
and barricaded tho poor. All tbo live 
stock had heoii turned loose and driven 
away,* while tho fowls wore living 
almut on tho prairie, There wus very 
Utile left in tim house, and tho worst 
*Ji«y eould do wuk to burn it. When 
wa whut oursolvos up 1 missed two of the 
kegs of powder, but to my qu^-ryas to

whet bad beoome of them, Miller made 
no reply exoept by a langh. He had 
bean working by Limsalf all the fore­
noon, digging holes and row ing 
tranches, b u l l  had been too busy to 
notice jnat what be waa up to. There 
were thirty-two mounted Indians lathe 
band which came ap, and among them 
they had five fresh scalp* Erory one 
haa plunder of some sort from tho set­
tler’s cabins, and two or threo ap­
peared much tho worso for liquor. 
They bad probably seen ns 
enter the milk-boose, for they 
rode right np to the cabin without fear. 
Wo could see them very plainly, and 
among tho gang wa pickl'd ont several 
who had often boon snppliod with food 
and ammunition. There waro yells of 
rage from those who dismounted and 
ontored the house to find it stripped, 
hot presently a council was hold in tho 
one big room. After a fow minutes an 
Indian appeared around the «*ornor of 
tho honao with a white rag tied to a 
•tick, and whan he had wavod it a few 
times he called ont that ho wanted a 
“talk. ” Miller shouted to him to eomo 
on, and ho advanced to within fifty foot 
of the fort before lie stop|H>d and callod 
out:

“All eomo on l Indians no hurt 
Dutchman. ”

“Is thero war?” shontod Miller*
“No war—no wart Young men got 

drank and ride around, but no war. In­
dians all liko Dutchman.”

“If yon like n t then go away and leavo 
us alone!” ahontod Miller*

“Will yon coma out!”
“No.”
“Then we born house and kill all 

cattle!”
Tbe Indiana were too anxious to get 

at their bloody work to waste much 
time in parleying. The messenger w m  
no sooner under skelter then the gang 
began to howl and whoop, and while 
some opened fire on ns from tho win­
dows, others made preparations for a 
bonfire. In  about ten minutos tho 
house was on fire, and the Indians 
crowded together on the far side. It 
w m  a log boose, and the roof fell in be­
fore tbe sides were hardly ablaze* The 
slight wind blew the smoke and sparks 
directly over us, so that we could not 
see five feet. The Indians continued 
to yell and dance for a time, but sud­
denly there was a terrible explosion 
and a dozes screams of terror, I  was 
looking into the smoke cloud, which 
now and then lifted for an instant, and 
I  saw tho burning logs of the boose 
scattered to  the four winds by the ox- 
ffosion. Miller knew tho reds would 

set the bnilding on fire, and he had 
placed ono of the kegs of powdor 
whero it would do tho most gooik Wo 
counted five warriors killed or dis­
abled by the oxplosiou, and Miller 
tilled two others before tho crowd got 

out of range. Tbe house was the best 
shelter from which to worry us,, and 
they had lost by dostroying-it.

The strength of our fort could bo 
seen at a glance. The Indians woro 
wiso enough not to attempt a rush, und 
ho whole party were also impatient to 
ittsh on to the other scones. Hix or 

eight more arrived soon after the ox- 
dosion, and presently wo saw them 

making ready to move oft A general 
volley was fired at ns, the war-whoop 
was sounded, and tho brief siogo wus 
raised. I t  was half on hour before we 
ventured out, and not an Indiun wus in 
sight. Wo could, however, see tall 
columns of black smoke whichever 
way we looked, and: it w a s  plain that 
lie whole section wa* in the hands of 

the Indians. We could not at tirst 
make out why they bad left us, but 
Miller soon concluded that they know 
what they were ubout Tho savagos 
were on every side, and if we attempted 
o leave the neighljorhood wo should 

: all into tho hands of some of them. It 
was quite safe to leave- us there while 
hey pushed on to butcher tho defense- 
ess ones.

An hour after dinner wo were joined 
)y three young men, who had been hid- 
ng, dodging, ami traveling since tho 
evening before, and who had come a 
distance of twenty miles. They aero 
lachelor homesteaders, and all hud 

rifles, revolvers, ami pfonty ofammuni- 
ion. I t  w m  a weluom<» addition to <mr 
>arty, for wo now folk that we would 
lave to stand a siege. Mrs. Millor 

brought out tho pots uml kettles, and 
cooked dinner on a fire iu tho open air, 
and after it was eaten she began to pre­
pare for the sioge. Pork was boiled, 
Hour stirred into cakes, coffbe made 
and put into jugs,, and beforo night sho 
lmd food enough to hv>t a dozen imm a 
week. MeanwJtilo tliie rust of 11s hud. 
not boon idlo. Homo largo posts woro 
sunk in tbo earth hoforo tho do"r, leav­
ing sjmeu enough for only ono person to 
eomo at us at a time tlmt way. Emir 
moro loopholes woro mudoin tlm walls, 
uud then the plunking of tho roof wus 
looplioled by incuti* of thu ungur in at 

twenty phwJi-'* J now mw whut 
Millor had L-un up to tho day before, 
llo had put in no 1«‘S* than tim e 
powdor iniiios iu th<» vicinity, running a 
slownmti-h t<‘ ••‘JtHi unit, Tin* only 
cov»r tlm Indians could have hi (he 
tiriglibiM'liood ww» in (ho rear of tlm- 
fort, uln-re we had mined tlm rorlt. 
We lmd left a Ug Inde, wh sdi was 4 
natural rillmoit, sud <mr lo ijdioles did 
not comniund iit. They wonld Imsuio 
to occupy this place, and the men pr«* 
pared 11 torpedo holding lif'M'en pound* 
of pou'dur. ur.d hid il under the rooks 
und dirt <>n tho 1-riuk of tho pit. A 
trench was then dug to n id  under tho 
wn.U of the milkdioimo, u'jd by ux-nn* 
of boards a train of powder was luhl 
When the earth hud lo "0 filled in. ;»guin 
»o omi could have told i; had bi *n dis­
turbed.

Wo wore as ready av, we could bo at 
6 o'clock, but tbo hu.',: wus ji\*t going 
dowh when wo saw tho Indians up- 
priarhiCig. Hv that hum inorutlian •!,- 
niv.i settlors liad Iceu buMmred or 
driven fr<*m their b rines, and the war 
which was to sweep ovor an extent of 
country 200 miles long and sixty hrmi t 

' hud opened in all its ilerceaes* Tim 
bund which now approached numlter.d 
only sixteen warrior*, und a* a iou us 
they saw our strength thoy fired a fow 
shot* at long range uud panned onto 
tho east. At dark we entered the fort, 
arranged tho goods mvl provision* to 
give ua all the room possible, ami by 
und by turned in to  bleep, white ono 

j mult wa* left to watch. This waa Mil­
let-. Ilo was to watch until midnight, 
it ad then call on cnoof the young men. 
imt at 11 o'clock >10 quietly aroused tho 
gatrpvu uud whispered the now* that

a large number of Indiana bad arrived. 
Wa were searoelv awake before being 
made aware that onr fort w m  being in- 
spooled by spie* When we bad caro- 
fully polled the plnge from the loop* 
holes we eould eae and Lear them mov­
ing about in large number* By end 
by we beard a  number of them on tho 
roo t They were probably investigat­
ing to see how to born ns ou t At a 
signal from Miller w t took np onr guns, 
carefully poked the mustier tlirough 
the loopholes in tbe planka, sod at an­
other signal all fired. We killed or 
wonndod two Indiana by the volley,end 
the others hMtffy departed* Half an 
Lour later two or throe of the reds 
erupt np to tho barricade in front of 
onr door with arms full of light wood, 
and started a fir* Tho posts were 
only half seaoonod, and all that after­
noon I  had kept them wet with water. 
They charred a littlo under tho flames, 
bill the fire would not take hold. From 
tbo number of Indiana wo could aeo, 
ami to judgo liy tlio yells of those out 
of sight, our onotuy numbered at least 
fifty. After trying ua with fire, they 
drew off to wait for daylight, and tho 
most of them probably went to sloop,

When daylight came onr onomios 
wore reinforced ly  a band of twelve.

A liont an hour after daylight tbe In­
dians sent forward a white prisoner 
with a white flag to demand our aur- 
render. He came np within thirty foot 
of onr barricade, snu then halted and 
told ua what bo had boen commaudcd 
to do. A dozen or more Indians had 
their ritiea on him, ruady to shoot in 
case he attempted to play thorn false. 
Ho wet a big* powerful fellow, and I  
novor saw such grief and anxiety in » 
human countenance. In a voice loud 
enough for the Indians to hear, ho do- 
manded our surrender, but in wbispors 
he warned us not to, as © very ono of us 
wonld be butchered. Miller replied to 
him from a loophole, tolling him to go 
back to tbe Indiana and ask their best 
term* When he returned ho was to 
come m  close as possible, and at a  sig­
nal he was to spring forward and the 
door wonld be optnod for him. He 
w m  a pretty cool fellow, in spite of all 
his suffering*.

that the Indians all loved ns; that all 
they wanted woh their land. Wo had 
our guns ready to cover him and I  saw 
him draw a long breath jnst before 
the signal came. As Miller 
uttered a whistle one cf the men 
pulled open the door qnd &6 tbe sumo 
instant the stronger mado a spring for 
shelter. It was a veritable spring for 
life. The Indians fired at liiiu, but too 
late, and ho pitched in among us with­
out a scratch. Then began a siego 
which lasted nsno days, and in which 
over forty Indiuns were killed and 
wounded* They gathered ill'the quarry 
as expected, and Miller exploded the 
torpedo and killed four and badly 
wounded a dozen. ’J boy tried every 
poeeible way to Imm ns out; and on 
obh of these occasions, when they were 
congregated together, Miller sprang 
another of bis mines and killed several 
of them* FIvo of six different times 
they displayed n Hag of truce and 
sought to coax or threaten ue to sur­
render, but Miller was wise enough to 
rofnso to trust them. From first to 
loot thoy fired eliout 4,0!M) bullets at 
our fort, over 100 were lodged in tho 
doer, but none of u* were w<mudcd. 
Tho besieging force novor numbered 
less than thirty-five, and one day the 
number was ovor one huudred. On tho 
!iiut2i day troops c-atuo and dtfzvo the 
fiends off, and it wus only then wo 
Icorcttd of tho widespread devastation. 
Not a house nor barn bad b««n hfffc 
standing for miles und miles in any di- 
rcctifto. Crops lmd been destroyed, 
stock shot down, and settlers butchered 
or driven off all over a great section of 
tho Htate. We had been tho only ones 
outside of thu towne to nmko a fight, 
aad  by onr standing a siego wo kept a 
largo- force of the savages front going 
agaixat the Hottler*

1’rlnee HismarcU at Homs*
A Gorman contemporary publish#* 

somo interesting details of the daily 
Xif of Princo Bismarck. Everybody 
knows, says our contemporary (hat 
tho Princo hardly ever gets np 
before noon, unless ho baq to attend 
an important parliamentary mooting. 
Hut it must I>o remembered that ho 
only goes to bed after working till 2 
a. m. overy night. In  tbo Chancel- 
tor’s bedroom a light is kopt burning 
all tho night, numbers of messages 
often requiring his personal attention 
being brought in during tho night. In 
consideration of tho late hours kept by 
the Prince, supper is sorvod late in 
tho eveuiug and seldom finished be­
foro midnight, Besides the Princess 
Bismarck, Count and Countess ltnnt- 
zau partake of almost every meal, 
regularly leaving tho palace at 10:45 
p. m., when a second-class cab alwavs 
tukes them home. Bismarck’s birth­
day is always a great feast and holiday 
for tho servants of tho house. 
In the kitchen a barrel of wrino 
is provided by I’rincess Bis­
marck, two bands aro in attendance, 
und the servants* families appear 
on the scene. The Princo comes down, 
talks with the guests, and distributes 
sweets among the children. The pleas 
ant relations between muster and ser­
vant are also evident, from the fact 
that the Princess always gives six Easter 
eggs to each of tho servants* The do­
mestic police of the Prince consists of 
u sergeant aud eight constables. If 
the Princo is away from home feur 
constables go with him and four remain 
at the house, and all of them are enti­
tled to arrest uny suspicious person, be 
it at Berlin, at Friedrichsruh, or a t 
Yarzin. I t wus at Yarzin where Bis­
marck’s largo dog Sultan was poisoned. 
The Princess declared at the timo that 
she would make provision for life for any 
one who would ) oinfc out tho prisoner. 
Sultan was more intelligent than Tyras, 
but Tyras is more faithf il of the two, 
ami will take food out of the hand of 
any member of Princo Bismarck’s fam­
ily, but never from a sorvaut, as ono of 
the footmen has learned to his regret. 
I t is woll known that at Berliu tho 
Chancellor is rarely seen, and only 
some of the inhabitants of tho Yor 
Hcrapo havo tho privilege of see­
ing him sometimes walking iu his 
grounds.—Faff Mall Gazette,

A emuouts incident is reported by 
Ur. William Burgess, proprietor of 
the Midland counties flsli-oulturo es­
tablishment in England. Ho states 
that a pond constructed by him last 
March, measuring 5U by 30 foot, which 
Is entirely isolated from other similar 
ponds,. was soon after its formation 
found to be populated with trout fry. 
No flsh of any kind were placod in ftio 
pond, and nono could have entered it, 
tho inlot and outlot being stocked with 
perforatod zinc of a very flno mesh. 
The soil of tho pond in quostion was 
excavated from a brook where trout 
must havo proviously spawned, and 
tho ova, although buriod in mud and 
flung hoodlossly about, survived, and 
tho fry oamo to lifo whon water had 
boon lot into tho pond.

A wkm .-known physician, whoso ox- 
poriunco euablos him to speak with 
authority on tho subjoot, gives tbo fol­
lowing advice for protection against 
cold when driving: “Provide yourself 
with a good keroseno-oil lantern, well 
flllod and trimmed, and with sufllciontoil 
if nocossary for rotllling, and you havo 
tbo most ofllcient moans for enduring 
tho cold that can bo go t This lantern 
being lighted, and kopt beuoath any 
oovcriug that is usod to protect the 
limbs, will add materially to ouo's com­
fort who must make winter trips. I 
will add, iu connection with tho lantern, 
that a rublior coat, gossamer, or rubber 
blankot is a most desirablo garment for 
A long, cold ride. If any ono will try 
tbeso suggestions bo or sho will nevor 
start out again for a cold drive without 
the lantern and oil; also a good strong 
umbrella is a good protection iigaiust a 
cold wind."

Mits, E, P, H urry, wife of tho editor 
of tbo I'tica O W rinr, has invented a 
oontrivanco for the convenience and 
comfort of thosick which is vorv highly 
spoken of in tho hospitals where it has 
boon tried. Two iron sockets arc at­
tached llrmly to the sidos of tho bed­
stead by screws, and into thoso aro tit­
led short polos, aud between tho polcB 
is suspended a horizontal bur, also tit 
ted into clamps and adjustable to any 
higbtli above the patient lying ou the 
bod. From this bar bung a pair of 
strong straps with grips, and these cau 
Imi moved from right to loft at will. By 
grasping the*'* straps the sick man can 
Utili/'* the strength of his arms to lift 
himself up, to change his position, to 
turn over, und to allow the bedding to 
bo changed. There are a variety of at­
tachments to the invention which ex­
tend its tisofillness indefinitely. One 
is a rest for the b-g, in which a broken 
limb cm bo placed while it is being 
drcsM'd. It is milv necessary to un­
screw the sockets attached to tbo bed­
stead and change their location to util- 
izu this. Another is a small table for

modicines, a book. Anything a patient 
want*, within immediate reach. An­
other is a curtain rod, likely to be es­
pecially serviceable in hospital wards 
to avoid a draught, to shut out the 
light, or to afford a degree of prlvaoy.

It appoars that siiocial attention is 
being j»aid in Franco and England te a 
moro general substitution of iron and 
stool for wood, wherever practicable, in 
niauufaoturod articles, such, for in­
stance, as bnilding materials, boxes 
and packing canes, barrels or casks, 
carriages, carts, and otbor vehicles, 
furniture, feuciiur, railway work, sheds, 
signal boxes, telegraph polos, otc. In 
Franco thoro has recontly como into 
use hollow-iron window frames and 
doors, which are said to be light and 
strong and of far greater durability 
than could over be assumed of wood. 
Thoro is uo roason, too, it is thought, 
why corrugated barrels of iron or steel 
should not bo used for liquors, since 
milk and preserved fruits and other ar­
ticles are kept in cans. Steel is finding 
much favor among carriage builders, 
but tlioro is still muoh prejudice 
against tho motal being used in  the 
manufacture of furniture.

A urgent writer says: “There aro 
threo kinds of arrests ia Russia. The 
first are intended to inspire terror and 
obtain clues to secret revolutionary 
action; tho soeond aro intended by the 
uso of torture to compel confession, or 
induco the prisoner to betray his 
friends; the third aro the political sus­
pects, who aro kept in solitary confine­
ment for months or years while tho 
police scour tho Empire in search of 
criminating evidence against thorn. 
Jnstico is proverbially slow iu llussia. 
Tho government has so much police 
work in hand, there is so muoh under­
ground service, that cases have to wait 
their turn, and again and again prison­
ers become insane from solitary con­
finement or die i,n their dungeons be­
fore it ia known whether they are guilty 
or not Tho subject in Itussia has no 
law on his side. Innocent or guilty, 
he is at the mercy of polico officers, 
who are responsible to tho Czar, and 
who kpow tho Czar will never inquire 
iutotlioir oonduct"

Care of Ike Teeth.
Strict cleanliness is tha prinfatpal 

thing to ha obsorved in tbe care of the 
teeth. After eating, remove all par­
ticles of food with a toothpick, hut 
never, on any account, use a  pin for 
this purpose, which is customary with 
some. This practio* iudutgod in fro- 
auontly will injure the teeth far moro 
than any one would suppose. Use the 
wooden toothpick, of wliioh there ere 
two kinds, tho sharp pointed and the 
flat pointed. Tbe first Wall very well 
if it does not split* leaving a small 
splinter batween tho toetltf or under the 
gums, whieli is very disagreeable, if 
not actually painful For this reason 
tho flat-pointed ono is the best Binsc 
the mouth thoroughly with lukewarm 
water after eating, if it can be conveni­
ently done.

Never use a  hard, stiff brush when 
cleaning tho teeth, although it is advo­
c a te  by many. A slight frietiou will 
help the gums around the teeth, bnt a 
severe one will only irritate and in­
flame thorn, so that for sometimo after 
tliov will bo too sensitive to receive 
their dsil.v brushing. Uso a medium 
still' brush, one th a t trying with the 
finger, the bristles w;d separate easily 
and yet not lie too soft Wash the 
teeth with this brush every morning 
and night, ndng lukewarm water and 
pure Custilo soap. Never use cold 
water or any soap but pure Castilo for 
this purpose. According to the opin­
ion of a com m ent dentist, the teeth 
ought never be brushed across, but al­
ways up and down. Brush tho inside 
as well as tho outside, and the edges 
that masticate the food; more particu­
larly the tops of the crowns of tho 
back teeth should be thoroughly 
brushed, as they are liable, on acooant 
of their peculiar construction, to re­
tain more particles of food thou the 
others.

Powdered charcoal is excellent for 
whitening the teeth and ia also a pre­
servative, but unless very finely pul­
verized, it is sure to leave between tho 
gums and teeth, no matter how «much 
they are brushed and washed, particles 
that are very annoying, This is also 
true of burnt bread, used by some is 
a dentifrice, but which, in reality, is 
almost impossible to get fine enough 
for this purpose. Both of these articles 
are excellent for the breath, but as a 
dentifrice, unless finoly pulverized, 
they are not good.

When tho teeth are discolored from 
neglect or medicine, they can bo made 
clean and white by rubbing them with 
a mixture of equal quantities of salt 
and cream of tartar finely pulverized. 
This will very often irritate the gums, 
in which cose, after using, rinse the 
mouth with luke-warm water to which 
has been oddod a few drops of the 
tincture of myrrh. This tends to 
harden the gums, and may he usod 
with good effect two or three timet a 
week, as it ia claimed to bo a good pre­
servative Very often a tooth feels 
loose and the gums around are annoy­
ingly sore, and a few drops of tincture 
of myrrh will harden the gums and re­
lieve the sorenoss. I t  is also excellent 
to use after having a tooth extracted; a 
few drops in the mouth allays the pain 
and keeps down the swelling ox the 
gums, which is sure to tske place un­
less something of this kind is used to 
prevent it.

Bolt is a preservative, and a pinch 
now and then allowed to dissolve In the 
mouth may do a great deal of good. An 
old lady who had very beautiful teeth, 
attributed it to Uer placing in her 
mouth, on retiring each night, a pinch 
of salt, and allowing it to slowly dis­
solve. On taking medicine, the nature 
of which you are not sure, it is well to 
butter the teeth, both inside and out, 
and thore will bo no fear of its hurting 
them.

Hew Offers Are Held la Russia.
To get a cigar any whoro in Rnssia 

yon most buy a whole box. I t  fre­
quently happens, however, that the 
whole box contaiua but ono Hgar. 
Boxes are never broken, and tho pur­
chaser can make examination of the 
weed through tho glass cover. You 
cannot toll till you buy and aro per­
mitted to break the teal, just what tho 
article is. Every box of cigars or cig­
arettes has a glass lid or cover, and 
you can see the article you purchase, 
bnt cannot feel or smell i t  

Generally when you ask for a cigar a 
largo box is handed to you. This has 
a cover of glass so Urge that you cau 
see well what the article is. When 
yon have selected the quality desired 
from a number of boxes laid out for in­
spection, you mako known how many 
you desire, and the dealer—the “to­
bacco fabricker"—gives you a box con­
taining tbo exact number. Tims boxes 
of one, two, three, five, six, etc., aro 
made of evory quality. Most of the 
cigars ore very bod—tho domestic man­
ufacture generally intolerable- and tho 
price is high.

This mode of guarding against ova­
tions of the high taxes on cigars has 
been followed a long time. I t grow out 
of the proposition laid down by Ivan 
the Terrible, Peter the Groat anil othor 
Czars, who held that all Russians wero 
thieves and should be watchotL I  have 
heard a Russian proverb which declares 
that “our Saviour Mould rob also if His 
hands wero not pierced.” Tho guard 
kept over tho sale of tobacco is very 
dose. While nearly everybody smokes, 
very few ebew, and chewing tobacco is 
rarely found on sale,—Cor. Louisiufie 
Courier^Journal.

One of the latest attempts to harness 
the forces of nature for the service of 
man is tho adaptation of a windmill for 
the turning of a  dynamo, tho electricity 
thus obtained being stored in suitable 
batteries, and afterward used in light­
ing beacons for the bonefit of the mari­
time interests. There is a station of 
this kind near tbo mouth of tho Seine, 
and considerable success has boeu ob­
tained.

l'ersUn Mosques.
The interior of a Persian Mosque is 

always tho samo. There is the court­
yard; it may be small, it may be paved 
with stone, brick, or tilo work, it is al­
ways surrounded by a wall, which may 
be high or low. Invariably there is a 
vessel of drinking water, and a bauz or 
tank forperformingtho necessary ablu­
tions. The drinking water recoptoclo 
may bo a crock or stone vessel re­
sembling a font, or a similar receptaclo 
in metal or brass, copper,silver, or even 
gold. The mosque itself may bo a 
mere mud hovel; but oven in thoso 
eases thero is usually some alight at­
tempt at a domed roof. I t  may be of 
plate brick or stone—which is, how­
ever, very rarely otnployed in Porsia in 
the building of mosques—or it may bo 
built of brick covered iusido and out 
with tilo work, such as cannot l>o im­
agined for elegance and beauty by tho 
uutraveled European. A good Persian 
Mosque appears tike a vast odifleo of 
blue and white porcelain. Bomotimes 
it is of a light blue, sometimes of a 
deop iudigo. The taste of theso deco­
rations is undeniable. Inscriptions and 
texts, tho letters of which aro three, 
four, and oven six feet long, and may 
be read for-milos aro not uncommon. 
But a few years ago mosquos and 
shrines were frequently despoiled of 
their choicest treasures—magnificent 
tiles covered with inscription in high 
roliof, in blue, white, ana gold, tho tet­
ters of whioh wero frequently decorated 
with a poeuliar glaze (now a lost art in 
Persia) whioh made the inscriptions 
give forth a metallic luster and caused 
them, when the sun's rays fell upon 
them, to resemble massos of burnished 
gold. If the exterior of theso mosques 
are magnificont, still moro beautiful 
are tho interiors; tho walls and arehos, 
the columns and floors, aud tho vast 
domos aro covered with exquisitely ex­
ecuted work.

A lluttlo Incident.
Battles are not always conducted with 

that extreme precision whioh is gen­
erally supposed to characterize mili­
tary maneuvers. Confusion sometimes 
reigns, especially whon tho fighting is 
carried on iu thick brush or eontiimod 
artordusk. Here, for instance, is an ex­
tract from tho history of a New York 
regimout: Major Livingston's horse 
ha) iiecn shot nnd the Major's hip in* 
jured by the tall.

I t  Is part of the delightful study of 

naturalists to trace vesemblsacea be­
tween the varioua lower animals and 
man, Maurice Thompaon, an enthusi­
astic and careful student of nature, 
tells us iu Ncrlbner’* Magazine what 
he has observed shout tho relations of 
bird-song to the song of man:

“Ever sinoo the old Hebrew lyrist 
heard tho voice of the turtle in his 
land, there haa been a human echo to 
every trill and warble flung out of bush 
and bough all round the vernal cirdo 
of the earth. I t  baa boon well said by 
one of our ablest ornithologists, Dr. 
Couea, that man and bird aro the two 
animals that sing and enjoy song. This 
lovo of sweet sounds has formed be­
tween these widely different and ex­
tremely specialized beings a golden 
cord of sym)iathy which has beoti kopt 
sweotly vibrating for ages with inter- 
chaugo of melodious mouthing*.

“In a limited way bird* have their 
lyric and thoir dramatic moods, their 
Horiotw and their comic songs, their re ­
citative and their oratorical tnothode. 
They are conscious of uny esjwcial su­
periority of voice, just as they aro 
keenly awsro of any particular bril­
liancy of colors on their plutuago.

“U ha* been suggostod that tho chiof 
difference betwecu the highest order 
of bird-muste and the lowest oyilor of 
man-music is expressed by tho word 
rhythm. Thore is no such element as 
the rhythmic boat in any bird-song 
that I  havo heard. Modulation and 
lino shado* of “color,” as the musical 
critic has it, together with molodimis 
phrasing, take tho placo of rhythm. 
The meudow-lark, iu its mellow* flut­
ing, comos very near to a measure of 
two rhythmic Iwats, and the mourning 
dovo puts a throbbing cadonce into its 
plaint; but the accont which tho human 
ear demands is wholly wanting in each 
cast'. Ou the othor hand, the mock­
ing-bird, tho cat-bird, aud the hrowu 
thrush uccoututate their song*, hut not 
rhythmically; indeed, the cat-bird's 
utterance is an impetuous stream of 
glittering accents, as it were—irregu­
lar, tricksy, flippant, and yet as sym­
metrical, in a certain senso, as tho bird 
itself—and tho mocking-bird's song 
is like a flashing streum of water flow­
ing ovor stones in tho sunlight und 
flinging ariose bubbles aud tinkling 
spray in every direction.____

Bragged Down by H isrks,
Tho doath of William Skinnor of 

Hiolimond County, said to bo tho tallest 
man in the State, recalls an interesting 
accidont in tho ('lay and Polk campaign 
of 1844. Tho Whigs hold a great mass- 
meeting at Madison, Go., the greatest 
in number ever held in the State up to 
that time, ltichmoud County sont up a 
splendid delegation, and tall “Bill 
Skinnor" boro tho boautiful Clay ban­
ner iu tho procession. Tbo Whigs wero 
jubilant over their great crowd, and 
boasted of their tall flag-bearer as a 
head higher than any man in Georgia. 
Though bat a boy, tho writer of theso 
lines was a hot Polk advocate, and saw 
the immonso crowd at Madison with 
fear and trembling.

Boon after this the Polk Democrats 
called a mass-meeting at Macon. It 
was immense, ahead of tho Madison 
meeting, aud showed how Georgia was 
was going. At this meeting there was 
present as a dologate from Meriwether 
County John Gaston. He was Bovorul 
inches over seveu foot high, and an inch 
or two taller than big Bill Skinner of 
Richmond. He was the pride of the 
Polk boys, and was chosen standard- 
bearer. Ho boro a hugo poke stalk in 
the grand street procession.

Some years afterward ho M as elected 
a member of tho Legislature from Meri­
wether, and when ho camo to Miltodge- 
villo ho put up with Mrs. Isaac Nowell 
as a boardor. Mrs. Newell had no 
bedstead long enough to accommodate 
her long guest, und had to have ono 
made for the special purpose.—AIM- 
edgeoille (Ga.) Union.

I t  was in Denton, whero Nathan ooee 
lived, that ho first discovered himself 
to 1m> fire-proof. In his youth he wes e 
se rvant in the house of Lawyer Purnoll. 
Boing in tho kitchen a groat deal. Ids 
inclination was to tosto some of all the 
choicest dishes when the housekeeper's 
eye was turned, and one day ho dipfied 
his hand iuto a boiling pot to catch a 
dumpling. Ho got tho morsel and 
relished it to much that he grabbed fot 
another, and found that bis hand 
was imt hurt in the least. This pllfor- 
Ing prirccM wout onforsomet hue, with 
no injury to the hand. The first pub­
lic exhibition that Nathan made of idu- 
■e lf took placo in tho barroom of the 
local hotol, whon bo took livo coals 
from tho stovo and hold them In the 
palm till they had expired. Then fol­
lowed, on different occasions, othoi 
more trying feats of endurance, suoli as 
whetting a hot imkor on his hands ot 
licking it with iiis tongue and holding 
it in his uioitlh, walking barfootod 
among live coals nnd on hot tires. At 
thu trial of Fred Lawrence iu Dontor 
early in the '70s, after un ndjonrui'd 
MHHjonof court, Nathan greatly amused 
the judges aud luauy spectators by bit 
exploits, aud at the hanging of Law 
reneu in Easton ho was prusont and 
gave an exhibition which nutted him 

On this occasion ho repeatedly 
took a mouthful of molten lead with uc 
injury. Hundreds of colored men were 
present. Groat was their constornulioc 
wheti they witnessed tin* performance. 
On nil occasions Nathan turned his su­
pernatural powers to profitable account, 
lie  would “oat fire" at any time, bnt 
never without hearing the jinglo ot 
money. Judgu Stump once gave Na­
than for whetting a rod-hot poker or 
his hand. Tho |>cninsttlar towns oi 
Centerville, Church Hill, Easton, Hills- 
ls>ro. ami GrocnslHiro, and others 
within walking distance were ofteu ro- 
gated with his performances. At the 
zenith of his llro-oating career Nathan 
mado an engagement with tho manage! 
of Front Street Theater, Baltimore, 
that greatly widened hi* reputation. 
He played “the devil" there for three 
weeks to crowded hou*e*, being the 
sensation of tho day. Then, followed 
an engagement of eight nights at l)ong 
las institute. At both places ho would 
go through tho role of the evil one with 
so much reality that many in the Mon­
umental City wero turned from tho ways 
of tho wicked and brought to ropont- 
anee. Nathan never used preparation; 
to protect himsolf from iujury. as some 
pQoplo might suppose. Hut lead was 
taken into his mouth and livo coals intc 
his hnnds, and ho would stand bare­
footed upon u red-hot stovo with no in­
jurious result*. His mouth was never 
known to bo wadded with usho*tos, not 
were his feet or hands incased with 
such protection. Tho human pheno­
menon was nevor, by any one hero, ex­
plained. Tho fact is recalled that 
some young men of Denton wero firm 
in thoir belief that Nathan did uso some 
such ruse, ami wero of tho opinion that 
they could do the same. Accordingly 
ono of them went forth to cat tiro and 
noorly killod himself in tho attempt.

jthe war, became lat­
er on almoat wholly 
confined to W i l ­
mington, North Car­

olina. In fact, Wilmington was the 
moat popular port of departure 
throughout the war. Aa late as iwil, 
even from that r*ort it wan a hazardous 
undertaking, but the necessity of get­
ting fixed aininunition for the F.uglish 
guns used in the Confederate army, as 
well an other commercial needs, there 
wore always vessels ready to run the 
rink. These Hiippliei were to bo had 
at Nassau, on the island of Now Provi­
dence, one of the English Bahamas, a  

town tlmt grow to great commercial 
importance during the war.

Tho pressing demands and rigid 
economies of war did not deprive the 
ladies of the South of a desire to add 
to their wardrobe tho newer manufac­
tured articles and fabrics of othor 
countries, or of a wish to keep abreast 
of tbo fashions of the day. Tor this 
reason there wore not wautiug ladies 
who were eager to run the blockade in 
order to supply thomselves and their 
friends with such things ns were not to 
l>e imd otherwiso. Tim necessity of 
having fast boats brought in new iron 
ones of Knglish make, in order to suc­
cessfully run the line of Federal gun­
boats which stx-mod omnipresent.

From two lady friends I  havo the 
following narrative of their experiences 
in the full of tefil: Through the iutlu-

f co of somo prominent gentlemen, 
mission was given by Captain Davis, 

of tho new iron steumer Eugenia, for 
them to cornu au Ixmn! on tho fid of 
October, as t lie boat would leave that 
night. Ladies were generally denied 
passage, and ouiy gained their point 
through tho intercession of some gov­
ernment ollicor—oven then every ex­
cuse possible was made use of to dis­
courage them. Promptly at >\ p. m. 
the two ladies went on board. They 
were met at the gangway by tho Cap­
tain, who plainly told thorn that they 
were running the risk of losing their 
lives or of being cripplod, as he rarely 
made a trip but what the vessel re­
ceived from one to a dozen shots. It 
was of no uso; tho project had liotn 
considered too long by the ladies to ho 
dauutod by anything short of tho actual 
shots themselves.

The Hteumor left the wharf at Wil­
mington, amid the choer* and good 
wishes of frieuds, at a time to bring 
(horn opposite Fort Fisher about dark. 
A few moments' tarry for lust instruc­
tions, and tho departing signal was 
given from tho fort, and ilm fast 
steamer headed for the broad Atlantic. 
Not a light was allowed to attract tho 
notico of the enemy, wliilo tho Can- 
tain with bis night-glass continually 
sword the dark horizon for signs of 
gunboats. Hour after hour the boat 
continued on without disturbance. 
Gradually all Imd retired but tho 
wateh. Tho expectation of attack, 
which Imd been entertained at tlrst, had 
died away, and we wore comparatively 
safe. To use the narrator's own words, 
“We slop! with onr ears open, mo­
mentarily expecting to heur the noise 
of conflict, but 110110 came." By break 
of dav wo were out on deck to see for 
ourselves. Wo were in tho region of 
Urn (iulf stream, mid the Captain, 
wiioso grutr maimers hud softened 
since we came on hoard, pointed out to 
ns, through Ids glass, u dark speck in 
our rear, which he said was a Yankee 
gunboat, and coming after us. Wo 
gradually lost Night of tho dark spot, 
and we continued on unmolested aud 
without seeing another vessel*

“Never mind/' tho Captain said, ou 
our jesting him in regard to the Yan­
kee gunboats; Hwo will be sure to 
have a brush with them taforo wo get 
back, and 1 would advise you both to 
wear life-preservers all the time ou our 
return trip .”

An we anchored in the harbor at 
Nassau, wo wera astonished at the 
apparent commercial importance of 
the place. A quantity of shipping 
filled the harbor, including a largo 
number of Knglish war vessels. Tho 
trade of the place was wholly depend­
ent ou blockado-ruuniug, and, judging 
from ap|>earancoM, it must be pretty 
successful. We found everything we 
could desire iu tho way of goods, and 
soon supplied our wants and had them 
securely on shipboard. Aa tho harbor 
was rarely without a Fodurul guulxmt 
on the watch for “hlockudo-ruuuers." it 
was neccHsarv to use every precaution 
lo  leave the harbor unobserved, and at 
night. We spent several days, after 
taking on our cargo, wuiting a good 
opportunity to leave. We hud also

increased out passenger-list by the ad­
dition of aeveral ladies returning to 
Virginia, and throe diplomatic agent* 
of the Confederate Government, who 
had boon vainly endeavoring to get 
recognition of the Confederacy aa an 
independent government.

Toe first dark night wo quietly slip­
ped anchor and ilowly moved out of the 
harbor, with ao littlo noiio that wo 
hardly heard the machinery ourselves. 
As no lights were allowed, tho passen­
gers soon retired to their rooms. 
Nothing occurred to break the monot­
ony of the night. Ai my friend and 
tnyself wero a little unoaey as to what 
might liApjwn, wo wore awake and out 
on deck by daylight We saw the Cap­
tain on the bridge intently watching in 
the direction to our left, occasionally 
lowering his glass, and then again 
sweeping the horizon in tho same di­
rection. After a little bo caught sight 
of us and oamo down to tho deck, say­
ing;

“I feel trouble coming, and I  am truly 
sorry I  hdvo Indies on board.**

“Never fear, Captain,” I  answered, 
“wo would coinn, and you must not fuel 
your responsibility so deeply. Wo will 
try aud not disgraco our causo or our 
shipmates.**

“You mistakomy meaning, ladios. I t  
is a fear of physical injury to your­
selves I  dread, and not a doubt os to 
yonr moral courage to  taco any  danger. ”

Calling tho clork to us, ho again 
mounted the liridgo and was busy with 
his glass. The other passenger* soon 
came on doek, and conversation bocamo

funeral Afe tho Captain passed us 
ater in tho day one of tho gentlemen 

asked:
"Anything in sight, Captain?**
“Yos; one of tho enemy's gunboats 

is running parallel with us, ready to 
intercept our course wheu wo shall a t­
tempt to run for Cape Fear.”

“Is tboro no way to avoid the gun­
boats?” another askod.

“Nono, except in the darkness we 
may possibly doublo hock and cross in

our enemy's rear. I  shall, 1 think, try 
it, if no change takos plnco before 
night."

The Oaptaip passed on and we 
speut tho remaindur of tho day with 
amusements of dilTeront kinds in the 
cabin, and being entertained by the 
clerk, Mr. Thompson, with tho ludi­
crous side of events in running tho 
blockatie. At night our course was 
reversed for some time, and then made 
diroct for Wilmington. Our speed 
was increased aud kept up after we 
supposed we had crossed tno track of 
the gunboat. Daylight again found us 
up and out watching. Itight beforo 
us, a few miles away, was a Federal 
gnuboat. Our course had boon chang­
ed ns soon ns daylight had discovered 
to ns the gunboat. As wo wero watch­
ing, a put! of white smoko shot out of 
the side of tho Federal boat, and di­
rectly a great swash in the water in 
front of us. Another puff, and another, 
and a crash of something near tho 
bridge, with spliuters Hying, told us 
wo were in tho midst of Yankoo shot. 
Word to incroaso the tires was sent bo- 
low. Wo began to tremblo, but did 
not know whero to go, The Captain, 
noticing us, said as quietly as possible:

"If you urn not too much afraid you 
are better off whore you arc than in 
tho oabin."

of range, We made fast time into 
Wilmington, where wo were glad to 
remain and not try “blot-kudo running* 
again.

P ap e r and  Envelope*.

Paper grow very source toward the 
close of the war, writes donnie H, Jml- 
■on, aud uowspapers ruude tlioir ap­
pearance on wull-impor, white the 
familiar songs of tho period, such us 
"Loremv," “Uiehmond on the James,” 
“All <i>uiot Along tho J'otomue To­
night,” "Hock Mo to Sleep,” and 
"When This Cruel War Is Over," 
were printed on shoots very much re­
duced from tho usuul size aud of a 
vorv coarse brown paper.

Knvelopes wore always turned, and 
thus made to do doublo duty, and 
whore letters were written in poncil 
the first writing was erased (usually 
with a pioco of au old rubber shoe), 
aud tho some paper used for tho reply.

School-books of an anciont date 
wore brought to light, aud white, iu 
some schools, but ouo text-book of a 
eortuiu kind was used for an entire 
class, the pupils of another class were, 
pei Imps, each supplied with a dill'orent 
text-book on the same subject.

Tho greuter number of tho remedial 
ngonts of the time wore prepared by 
tlm ladies, for regular drugs had boon 
made contraband, and worn exceeding­
ly hard to procure. Flaxseed, dried 
blackberries, slippery elm, and such 
other natural remedies us the country 
utl'orded, were kept on baud iu most 
families, Healing herb* were largely 
cultivated, and oftentimes the simplest 
remedies, such us pine-water or shuck-

tea, wero tnoCe to serve a timely and 
efficient tarn.

Sick aud wounded aoldiors were com­
mon inmates of private dwellings, and 
a roll of lint and bandages wero usually 
kept with tho modiciuoready for iutuo- 
diate use.

And thus, woman, in ovory capacity, 
as faithful nurse, cheerful provider for 
the house, loving workor for tho ab­
sent, aud bravo Iwaror of the great 
sorrow and privation wrought by war, 
shone forth with tho soft and steady 
brilliance of a star during the dark 
and troublous times of the Confed 
eracy. _______

|  T T  was lato in tho 
7 7  i I ovening that a small 

regiment was gath­
ered around the 
bright, e b e  •  r  f u  1 
campfires, pationtly 

#awasting the arrival 
of our supply train, 
which had been ex- 

* ported ail day, and 
uad not been heard 

irom. Now and then a murmur of dis­
satisfaction could l>o hoard from some 
of the party, for wo hud been on short 
rations for somo time, aud to-day we 
were expecting a grand Now Year*s 
dinner. It was on that memorable New 
Year's day of 1M-I. As evening ap­
proached more sc uts came in, bring­
ing tho news that several small part es 
of Indians had been teen during the 
day lurking around; but no troublo 
was apprehended, as everything had 
been quiet for soroo time.

.lust as the suu was sinking behind 
the mountaiu two men rode into camp, 
and they wero ut once recognised as tho 
two men in churgo of the supply 
wagon. Tiny wero in such a frozen 
condition that it wus somo time bo.ore 
they could tell what was wrong, Bv 
degrees they told how they had desert­
ed tho wagon about ten miles away, 
and rode into camp as fast as possible, 
to save themselves from freezing. A 
volunteer was thou called for to go 
after the wagon, and the lot fell to 
myself. I  straddled iuv leador, took a 
full team with me; then, by running 
and riding to keep from freezing, it 
was not long beforo I was hitched 
up ready to return. Just then thot 
drendod sound, a Pawnee yeH, was 
heard not half a mile away; they had 
struck my trail and were in hot pur­
suit. Now began a race for life. It 
was not of long duration; for my six- 
mule .team was fresh and soon entered 
into the excitement of the chaso, but 
every few minutes we could hear their 
blood-curdling yoli. 'i lie camp was 
reached a short distance in advanco of 
tho Indians, who gave up the chaso as 
soon us they neared the fort.

After 
the meal was over, and the boys were 
enjoying thoir pipes and telling tales, 
in walked our faithful scout with the 
information that a largo band of In ­
dians was cncampod about a mile up 
the river, and that it was their inten­
tion to supriso the camp at four o'clock 
in the morning, while the “pale faces” 
slept. Excitement ran high at this 
news, and preparations were at once 
made to give them a wurm reception* 
Instead of being surprised wo would 
make a surprise for them. Our scout 
told us they would come dowu the oppo­
site side of the river and cross the ice 
right into camp. About an hour before 
the time set for tho surprise, wo went 
into ambush and prepared to moot 
them. That cold hour dragged slowly 
by; but at last we heard their coming. 
When they were opposito to us they 
halted and waited to r  all to  come u p ; 
then came the order to “charge!” The 
murdering procession was soon not 
twenty paces away, yet not a sound 
could be beard. Then came tho order 
to “fire!" From a whole regiment of 
carbines issued a hailstorm of destruc­
tion. Fully two-thirds of them went 
down at the first volley, while the rest, 
taken at such a disadvantage, turned 
aud Hod. Wo were soon in hot pur­
suit and kept up the chaso until not au 
Indian was to be found. I t  was a long 
time after this beforo an Indian wus 
ogam seen in tho vicinity of Fort Lara- 
mie. ______

On the night of May < th both 
parties paused, uppuliod by the fearful 
slaughter; but Gouorul Grunt com­
manded ' Forward by the left flank.' 
That was, in my judgment, the supreme 
moment of his life; undismayed, with a 
full c mprclmiision of the importance 
of the work in which ho was engaged, 
feeling us kecu a sympathy for his dead 
and wounded us any one, aud without 
stopping to count his numiters, he gave 
his orders calmly, specifically, ami ab­
solutely—‘ Forward to HpotKyhania.’'’
