Ward L amoN is catching on to tho 
Lincoln boom of Messrs. Hay and Nioo- 
layand publishing a series of articles 
to show that all that la true in their life 
of Liuooln, which has been described as 
a comprehensive history of the United 
States with occasional allusions to 
Abraham Lincoln, was taken front 
Lamon’a own biography of Lincoln, 
and all that Hay and Nicolay uae that 
did not come from that source is Incor­
rect. One of hia essays in this line re­
lates to the speeoh which Mr. Lincoln 
made at Springfield on the eve of hia 
departure for Washington. Messrs. 
Hay and Nicolay give what they say 
was the speech as Mr. Lincoln revised 
it with one of his secretaries on the 
ears, Mr. Lamon produces a version 
which he says must be the only 
gentiino one, because it was reported in 
shorthand at the time and printed all 
over the country. Mr. Lamon may 
own the only quarry from which the 
fragments of Mr. Lincoln's history 
must bo dug, bat be has not got bold 
of the true history of this speech. 
There was no shorthand reporter pres­
ent on the occasion. Mr. R. R. Hitt 
had been traveling around with Mr. 
Lincoln reporting hia speeches, long 
and short, bat the morning this speech 
was made he was tired and slept late, 
and did not tnrn up at the scene of 
action till after the little episode had 
occurred. Charley Phil^rick was a 
clerk in the office of the Secretary of 
State, and did some political work and 
some newspaper writing, and when he 
met Mr. Hitt he began tolling him 
what a dreadful mistake he hod made in 
not being present at the leave-taking. 
“Oh," he said, “the old man never did 
better in his life; he only talked a 
couple of minates, but it was beautiful; 
j^u  ought to have been here to take it 
all down." Hitt responded that Phil- 
brick was a good-enough roporter to 
take auoh a little speech with sufficient 
accuracy, and it was a great pity he 
had not tried it, Philbrick admitted 
that he had taken down notes as fully 
as possible, and he and Hitt thereupon 
sat down and constructed the speech. 
Philbrick had the points and bits of 
the phraseology; Hitt had eo long been 
reporting Mr. Lincoln that he knew his 
style well, and ho experienced enough 
to know that a little impromptu of thiB 
kind would not be perfectly smoothed 
off and polished, and he would not lot 
Philbrick make it too fine.

of tbo body, Tho asbe* so to apeak, 
and the carbonic acid gaa are also at­
tracted through the same, returning to 
the cell* thrown off in the expired 
breath, thus doing more for the reno­
vation of the system, the purification 
of tbe blood, than all of tho sarsapa­
rilla and "blood purifiers" to tho 
market. While there is no useless 
space to tbe human Imdy,. "fearfully 
and wonderfally made," what a sin to 
deform it to this way I Just to the ex­
tent that the lungs are cempressed, 
bringing the walls of these minute 
cells together, often adhering, will 
they toeomo woles* to the samo ex­
tent reducing their number, with a cor­
responding failure to pnrify the blood 
effectively, Tho groater part of th# 
pressure is ovor tho lower imrtion of 
the lungs, crowding upon tho stomach 
and lire?, materially impairing diges­
tion, to that extent preventing the 
formation of fresh.new, and good* blood. 
Tills compression interferes with the  
rotating movement of the stomach, by 
which tho food is prevented, so crip­
pling the stomach that it is unable to 
perform ito functions in tho hc*fc man­
ner, preparing tho way for dyspopsi* 
These are a few of the ovils of dhfonn- 
ingthe chest by ruder of l)umo Fashion.

The conversation 
of Goldsmith did not evince the graoe 
and tenderness that characterise his 
compositions. Dante was taciturn, 
and all tho brilliance of Tasso was in 
his pen, Descartes seemed formed for 
•olitnde, and the spirited Dryden ac­
knowledged that his “conversation was 
slow and dnll, and his humor re­
served,** Hogarth and Hwift were ab­
sent-minded, and the stndions Thomas 
Baker said that he was “At for no com­
munion save the dead,** <Mir own 
Washington, Hamilton, and Franklin 
were deficient in that fluency which 
often fascinates a promiscuous circle. 
As Pythagoras imposed on those who 
would be initiated into his philosophy 
a long term of silonce, so they who 
would acquire the art of conversation 
should first learn to liston. To do this 
with a?i appearance of unwearied at­
tention, and as far as possible with an 
expression of interested feeling on the 
countenance, is a species of amiable po­
liteness to which all are susceptible. 
Another mode of imparting pleasuro 
in conversation is to lead others to 
such subjects ss are most congenial to 
their taste, or on which they possess 
the most extensive information.

photographed under tho most favorable 
circumstances; they may also be token 
alttlng on their uosts; in actual flight, 
however swift, In pursuit of their food;

Tux New York prison at fling Sing 
has 1,200 flonviota who are out of work, 
*kys the Iudlsnapolis Sentinel To 
give these wards of the State exercise, 
they are formed iu military order and 
marched Around for an hour, twice a 
day, and then looted up. By trans­
forming prisons into great industrial 
institutions orime can bo msde self- 
supporting, besides making prison- 
labor contractors Immensely rich, Tho 
Htate gets a little revenue,
but not much. The contractors 
get prison labor at reduood
prices, put their wares on the
market, and undersoil men who him
honest wen—breakup competing in­
dustries, foroe honest men Into idle­
ness, who become tramps, often crimi­
nals, and thus furnish the prison with 
workors, The only persons benefltted 
are the contractor*. The criminals 
have an easy time of ft, become fat and 
strong, and when reloased go back to 
their criminal life, prey upon society 
for a while, and then go back to prison 
to mate more prison goods Still, 
this is ealled statesmanship, philan­
thropic, eta., when, in fact, it is 
neither one nor tho other. Prison 
disolpllno ahnuld bo such tlitf, after a 
man had served onu term, no would 
rather dlo than go book again.

The advisability of testing it* foggy 
woathor siguals sudden flashes, such 
as those n! gunjwwilor, has been sug­
gested to tlio British lighthouse au­
thorities by Lord liayleigli and Prof, 
Stokes* who thiuk the flashes might at­

Home people doubt the poisonous ef­
fect of nutmeg, but several eases of 
nutmeg-poisoning have teen noted in 
the Hriilnh MtuUsal Journal during 
tlio past summer, A whole nutmeg 
was taken in four of the cases, and five 
whole onus in the remaining ease, Xu 
•MU another case, the use of half a nut­
meg Iu a hot drink was nearly as fatal.

The largo birds, like tho other largo 
animals, are steadily going, and all 
may soon disapiumr from ilm earth, 
l t is  telievud that tho Lammergoyer, 
or Alplno vulture, has just boconia 
completely cxtiiirt in Hwitzcrlsud, a 
solitary female specimen, which has 
dwelt on tho llteteulioru during the last 
twentv-flvo years, having i t  last fullou 
a victim to poison,

ItKEEiiniNo to tho British birds that 
swurmin South Africa in winter, Prof, 
Ho« bohin states that on the coast of 
Natal ho must Dkvo soon hundred* of 
thousands of barn swallows, evidently 
collcolsd to return to uortherii Europe. 
Hwifts snd other species were numer­
ous. Many of these did not brood 
within h,ihmi miles of those parts, and 
some not within 10,000,

Cvuiot'H othuds arc known to ba 
•often produced by colors on parsons 
and animals, Tho sight of an obnox­
ious color may induce an attack of hys­
terics, nausea, or a headache, or it may 
cuiiNo a violout fit of III temper. The 
offending color is sometime* blue, 
sometimes yellow, hut oft oner red or 
scarlet, flclentiflc attention is being 
directed to these phenomena.

Lake Whatcom ia certainly one of 

the most beautiful sheets of water in 
North America. It lies three and one- 
half miles east of Bellingham Bay, aad 
almest surrounded by mountains aver­
aging from 2,000 to 5,500 feet in 
height I t  winds among the hills with 
a wild, pioturesque grace truly grand. 
The streams issue from small but fer­
tile valleys. Upon its borders, ia the 
last four years, settlers have located, 
and the doily sound of tho ax* mingled 
with tbo mellow tones of the oow telle, 
promises to awaken it from its dreamy 
sleep of ages, The lake ia eleven miles 
ia length* and its general course is 
north and south, Jt is about n mite 
in width, aud rtsemblosa UaU-extended 
arm, with two long, narrow inleta at 
the aoutkorn end like a thumb aud 
forefinger, one pointing o u t and tho 
other south.

lloveille Island rises out of tho blue 
waters of (lie lake Ute a green-capped 
tower, Tlio summit of the island is 
about one hundred and fifty fast above 
tlio level of the lake, and the sha)»e of 
the island is almost that of an egg. The 
north and west sides have a gradual 
slop# to the summit and thfl east and 
southern side* are steep and precipi­
tous. It ia covered with a heavy growth 
of fir and cedar timber aud the rocks 
are of a sand formation. They con­
tain palm leaf, syoamore, aad fern leaf 
fossils, thus affording au interesting 
spot for geological investigation.

There ia a story told of a dark and 
bloody tragedy that took place upon 
its shores. It is said that in the early 
days, before the ooraing of white men, 
a band of northern Indiana invaded 
Belliugliam Bay, and, after moat of tho 
native Indiana were killed, the fow re­
maining fled to tho U te foraafoty; but, 
being closely pursued, took refuge on 
the fraud* and, finding escape impossi­
ble, they resolved to seek death in the 
cold waters rather than bo taken by 
their cruel foe, and, while chanting 
thoir death song, they proceeded to a 
reef at the north end, and springing 
into tho la te  wore drowned, thus escap­
ing by death tlio torturos of their ex­
ultant enemy.

Since then it is said that strange 
sounds nan be heard on a atill night re­
sembling the chant of an Indian war­
rior. The atorr woe first told by,au 
old trapi>or, who, on returning late 
one moonlight night from kU traps 
to Uia camp on Swan Crook, and while 
psulng the ialand, was startled by a 
strange noise. Ho ceased paddling and 
listened. As he paused there e owly 
ruse from a deop canyon on the oppo­
site side of the lake a murmur like tho 
distant whisper of the sea, made by 
tho waters breaking iu soft music upon 
a pebbly shore, teeomiug louder aud 
louder until it deepened into a weird­
like chant, and slowly coming serose 
tha lake, as If wafted by the wind to 
tho north side of the island, which on 
reaohlng i t . continued up to tho sum­
mit; pausing there a moment, as if re­
covering its course, it slowly deaoendod 
to tho reef on the south slue and was 
lost beneath the deep waters. As it 
died away a slight bveeie sprung up 
and ruffied tho smooth surface of the 
lake, and the moon shone with 
redoubled splendor, making the waters 
gUnteu and glimmer*

amounts of matallio carbides, wo have 
in prospect a storo of fuol against tho 
days when our coal will bo oxhaustod.

Ono article, with ap­
parently as many akihs os properly be­
longed to an onion* was finally rosnr- 
rcotod from its sacrod darkness, and 
with amaalng reverence laid on tho 
(toi, or staml Shades of Benjamin 
Franklin! it looked for all the world 
like his black “two-penay porringer" 
displayed bv his bolovod Deborah's 
china bowl, and immortalizod in his 
autobiography. Had it boon put up at 
auotion by mv hoot, verily I should 
not have biduenr at tho highest, be­
yond a five-cent nickel. That, how­
ever, was a historical gem* tho pride 
of his oolloction; and, 1 am not sure 
but he olalmod it to have teen moulded 
by Qiyoji, who introduced the potter's 
wheel* over a millenium ago. The date 
of Its birth in fire, from tho kiln, lay 
book in I  know not what ago; for tho 
year-periods, so familiar to my host'a 
tongue, had then to my ears about ah 
much meaning as the taps of a drum. 
Now* the “Flower of Literature," the 
“Heavenly Peace," "Civilization with 
Enlightenmont," and tho other names 
of Japanese segments of centuries serve, 
when rattled off, to awaken at least 
enough interest to send mo to tho kindly, 
reference )>onk. Often havo I  thus 
learned that “a hit of old Satsumo, at 
least five hundred years, old," was, as 
tho stamp reveulod, decorated in 
Tokio, wnich got its name in INIIU! 
while a bronxe brazior, catalogued a* 
“throe thousand years old," shows tho 
truthful Goroxa's mark out in our own 
oontury.

Before leaving my host, I had be- 
oomo acquainted with his tostos und 
resources, whioh iu native art wero am­
ple, snd learngd a lemon often re- 
peatod. Before foreign oommeroe bo- 
gan, nine-tenths of Japan's art treas­
ures wero habitually kept out of day­
light and lookod up In firoproof safes, 
in whioh the only tulng of iron was the

I t dags tho stops 
of man whorovor ho may bo found and 
claims its victims among every ago and 
class, but tho mortality of phthisis is 
relatively largo in tlio large centers of 
population, showing that impuro air 
and had hygiono are au potent factors 
as horodltary predisposition. Among 
nomad trite* it is raro, bnt where such 
trltes settle in towns, thoy offer the 
usual number of vintimi, Statistics 
show that it is very virulont in many 
warm countries, a« much so iu sunny 
Italy or foggy England. It is rarer to­
ward the |Kilos aud tho higher Alps, 
the Andos, and tho elevated plateaux 
of Mexico, approximate, though prob­
ably never quit') attain to conditions of 
absolute immunity. Tlio proteutlvo in­
fluence of high altitude often suffioos to 
counteract other influence* which favor 
tho diimoMC, hut everywhere the main 
factor in its production is over-crowd­
ing and ted liyglono, Dampness con­
joined with frouimnt oscillations of 
tumporaturu prcdlsposox to tho dlsoaso, 
and humidity of the air is hiss unfavor­
able than dampnosi of soil, Au Arnold- 
cun physician writing upon tho influ­
ence or climate In consumptive affec­
tions, remark* that every now section 
of the American continent that pos­
sessed any climatlo odvaiitego* has had 
a period of favor with the ollmato hunt- 
•rs, but as civilisation extends and tba 
new regions hocomn mors populated 
thoir reputation for tenuflt in this class 
of eases vanishes. This the writer at­
tributes to the fact that it is not climate 
aloue, but moro particularly tho mode 
of life that has hi do with tho improve­
ment in cases of lung disease than 
change of olmdo, hut as tlio comforts 
and luxuries »f civilization am Intro* 
duuud, people are more turnptod to live 
indoors, and tho advantages of climate 
are lost upon thorn, It is also tellovod 
by many writers that the sputa of con­
sumptives in time |>oi*on* the soli 
whero consumptive Individuals congre­
gate, Desirable climates in gonorul 
arc those which admit of or are con­
ductive to outdoor life snd exorcise.— 
Foote'* lltmltk Monthly*

-changing its course, U works and 
wiigglcs bore and there; tbo soil yields 
to it everywhere, Whole acres sumo 
times tuinblo olf in tho night, and the 
river at a certain 
course sometimes
a mile. Tho lied Hiver. its we discov 
erod, has tho same peculiarity.

Those facts wero presumably known 
to General llutler und General Will* 
isms. Thuro is a controversy as to 
which Is entitled to tho credit for tho 
idoa of the \ iokshurg cutoff, and this 
may be settled elsewuero. Two years 
later llutler tried (ho same tactic* on 
tho damea lUver below Hichmoml, with

there never eoald have boon such a 
promise of a grand inooeaa as there 
was below Vickalmrg. The James 
lU* er is a stream that ia confined to its 
banks; the soil does not yield to the 
pressure of the water; ft does not 
change Ite course of itself. In tho 
Vicksbnrg attempt it did really seem 
as though nature said to the Union 
forces at the start, "You can dig the 
river away from Yiokabnrg. Take your 
spades and go to work,"

Butler occupied New < irleant in May, 
IMU, with only 1,700 mou. Vicksburg 
was poorly garrisoned thon. I'ort 
Hudson woe not garrisoned at all until 
the following August, when General 
Breckinridge had been liesften off at 
Baton llouga; and Karragut with some 
of his warships and General Williams 
with about :t,ooo men were sent up the 
river to see wliat could 1» douo in the 
way of reduoing Vicksburg. General 
Williams could not spare the troops to 
occupy I'ort Hudson, and lie found 
Vicksburg, although not strongly held, 
too well nianuod for him to rink an at* 
tack* He landed his force from the 
steamer Indow the city, and hi* en­
gineer marked off the ground for the 
digging of a canal across the narrow 
peninsula which it was hoped would 
tap the west channol of the loop, make 
tin artificial cour*e for tho river, and 
leavo Vicksburg high and dry, ont of 
cannon shot of steamboat navigation.

It was a grand idea, by whomsoever 
originated. I t  deserved bucooms from

its vory boldness, and for tho bloodshed 
and suffering its success would have 
saved, llow very near the attempt 
came to success was not realised at 
tho time; was not known till the sur*

ftrislng natural event of fourtoon years 
atcr. Of that auon.
The digging of tho groat ditch was 

begun .luuo 2c, and was prosecuted 
night ami day for two weeks. It was 
interrupted by hoavy rains, and by the 
capricious conduct of thu river ittulf, 
Tho ground was low; foyers rngod; 
everybody was ini'eoted by the malaria. 
Gangs of negroes wore employed in the 
work, whoso stout and ready arms 
hastened it forward. The ditch was 
substantially completed, but a great 
disappointment followod. Subsoipicnt 
occurrences showod that had It boon 
located highor up it might havo sue* 
condod. Aa it was, tho river continued 
to flow steadily past its western ex­
tremity ; the current rati by, and ro* 
fused to be deviated. On a night of
duly, ----- , tho river overflowed the
peninsula, flooding tho canal, and 
drowning out the laborors. It put an 
end to the work. Although the low 
mid narrow peninsula you under water, 
it was caused simply by the rise of the 
river. The course and curront wero 
unchanged. Gcnornl Williams gnvo 
up the attempt, aud roturnod to Now 
Orleans with his mou, lu March, 
Grant repeated tho oxporimout with no 
bettor success.

After Grant ami his army had floun­
dered ineffectually among thu swamps 
and bayous that lay hotwcon them and 
Vicksburg on thu north; aftor they 
hod gone Mow, fought battles, ho* 
slogod, assaulted, aud llunlly taken the 
iduco, with great loss or life; after 
Hanks and Ills army hud met with us 
stern un exporionco in reaching and 
overcoming ro rt Hudson; after the war 
had been elevon years finished, and in 
tho very year tlmt this nation was cele­
brating its centennial of indopendcnco 
—on tue 27th of April, l * 7 i i — the way­
ward rivor burst through tho poninsula 
lietwceu Vicksburg and General Wil­
liams' cut-tiff; a stcuinorpassed through 
the new channel tho next day. The 
new channel is now and has since been 
tho main channel of tho river; iu front 
of sleepy Vicksburg Is a bar of mud, 
and thu river trallle passes around her,

In the South, t .word the close of the 
war, l>acon, cornmeal, sorghum, rice 
and cow-peat formed the only supplies 
for the Bmo. A problom was present­
ed to housewives os to the moons of 
providing appetizing aud attractive 
moult. Cornmeal was mado up in 
every conceivable form, but batter- 
bread seemed to be the favorite com­
pound. t ‘ow*pe*N and rice were mixed 
when cooked, and called "iom and 
Jerry." "Confederate" fruit cake woe 
made of Hour, if one could procure it— 
meat, if not—sorghum and minoed 
driod apples. "Jeff l)avis" pies, A mix­
ture of sorghum and eggs, wore qnito 
l»opular, and fig, peach, quince, pear, 
plum, aptdo and citron preserves wero 
made with sorghum. Indeed, sorghum 
ruignod supreme, and in many cases 
those who cultivated it realized from 
$ * ',0 0 0  to $H,000 |>er acre (Confed­
erate money) from its sale, I t  
was a very sweet and sticky 
condiment, and I  regret to state 
that I never hear auy mention of tho
Confederacy hut straightway springs 
up in mv mind a vory vivid recollection 
of that black, cloying, and illy refined
molassos. Torched rye and "goober" 
peas (peanuts) wore used by some for 
coffee, but sweet potatoes, ont In cubes, 
driod in the # oven and then ground, 
seemed to to  regarded with the high* 
est favor as a substitute. Dried rasp­
berry leaves woro used for toe.

W nest becamo so scarco that biscuit, 
light bread, and cako inode from flour 
were esteemed tho greatest delicacies, 
and for a time, near the close of tho 
war, floor was so raro in our section 
that tho only dish wo could devise for 
my iuvalid mother was a "punada," 
mado of hard-tack (far inferior in qual­
ity to tlmt of tiio Northern soldiery), 
softened with toiling water and sweet­
ened with a morstd of our small and 
prooious store of sugar. This small 
quantity of sugar, ami a pound of tea, 
my father fouud great dilliculty in pro­
curing, and for them lie paid the sum 
of flint).

Tmmossoo to victory and tho Gulf of 
Mexico, tliaro appeared again tlmt solid 
sutler of tho Ninety-third Illinois, 
with a splendid stock of all a soldier 
needed, excepting canned whisky, hut 
Imi had ono half-hurrtd of hour, which, 
ulus for thu hour-lovers of tho Twouty- 
sixth Missouri, was first discovered by 
tho toys of tho Fifth Iowa. Olio of 
tlmt poor hut sturdy hand of ttehtoru, 
who know all the mysteries of "chuck- 
u-luok," and explained them to his dour 
comrades of tho Ninety-third Illinois, 
actually Imd money, aud ho bought 
that half-barrel of hour, That night 
his company fared sumptuously, but 
tho next morning there was wailing in 
tho camp of the Filth Iowa, for capital 
was needed to oontiuuo tho "chuck-e- 
luck" industry, and lo, tho hoys had 
none, But again tho occasion brought 
forth tho man, aud hia nomo was 
"Lafe."

that aoortain measure cannot Ik* passed, 
because the committee having it in 
ohorgo will no* r* p«irt it. Or it may 
be that ■oino hill will to  delayed by thu 
tactics of a eommittoo having control of 
a different ciU'S A  suiijectri. Again, 
we shall road that tho Congressman 
who reports o certaiu bill from a com­
mittee refusod to allow an amundmout 
to be offered.

"Whet!" ftomo unpolitical reader will 
exclaim: "Do you moan to saw tlmt 
tho Houso of Iteprosentntivon cannot 
pass a hill bemuse ono of its commit­
tees is unwilling V Tlmt tVugro.H w ill 
tolerate tho iniontiotml obstruction of 
ita business hv u committee? Tlmt any 
memtor of t'ongtv** wiiuld bo mo pre­
sumptuous us to toll tho Houho of Hep* 
reee&tetivoN tlmt no member was to of­
fer on umcmimeut to a hill without his 
permission?”

Itdooa so*'in a little o ld  until ono 
gets used to it. but it in all true. Partly 
by rate and partly by custom, tho com­
mittees huv< iiK-reasml their power* 
until they ure, in many ca*e4, quite be­
yond tho roach of the body of which 
they form a part, and to which they 
owe their existence. Lot uh msko an 
Illustration of this remarkable state of 
affaire: When a hill is introduced in 
tho House of llepresentativos, it must, 
under tho rulo.*, to  rufvrrod to some 
committee. Having been mo referred, 
It Is wholly at the discretion of thu 
eommittco whether or not to report it. 
I f  a majority of tho committee arc op­
posed to Urn bill, tho cAHteat way to 
kill it is to let it Iio in tho committoo- 
room nnreportud. Wo Hhould say hero 
that in all cukoh wo rofor to tho com­
mittees of tie* llouso of Representa­
tives. Homo of the remarks are ap­
plicable also to tho Honato, but it in in 
tbo lower house that thu committee 
system has had its most remarkable 
development.

Thero is a way in which nomo meas­
ures may he taken away from tlioir 
committees. Tlmt is by a motion to 
discharge the comiuitteo from thu con* 
sideration of tho bill. Such a motion 
may to  made at certain ruro intervals, 
provided tho speaker consents, though 
not as to all bill*. Tim powor to take 
% bill away from a eommittco is ho lim­
ited that practically it doo* not exist.

A grout variety of oxamptea might 
bo given to show tho noouliar powor* 
o f committees, hut wo Iiavo no Hpuce 
for them, and aro rcadorn will take our 
word for it (hut in many instances the 
Houso of IteprusontativoH in literally 
unable to bring boforo itself its own 
business, or to put moasuros into tho 
form it would like to give thorn, bo- 
couse one of tho committeo opposus its 
will to that of tho iiMsombly as a wholo. 
When one is reminded that thoso com­
mittees aro not choson by tho represen­
tatives, hut aro appointed on the solo 
responsibility of thu Speaker, tho situ­
ation hecomos still moro remarkable. 
It Is not for tho C om iian ion  to urge 
objections to thu system as it is, al­
though merely state tho condition of 
things is to condumn i|§ Wo rofur to 
the subject chiefly to explain what 
might othurwiso not bo undorHtood by 
readers of tho daily newspapers who 
havo not carofnlly studied the constitu­
tion of Congress.

Acuuaintanco with tho powor uxor- 
eisod wy comiuittoos will nmko it clour 
why thero is such a scramble for com­
mittee places when a new Oougress 
meets. It is not simply the honor of 
Icing ohoson to serve on an important 
committeo, but thu actual inlluouee and 
authority that go with the position, 
which make the members so eager for 
good assignments, Moreover, tho same 
fuels will show why it is that certain 
measures to which there seems to lie 
no objootlon, and which almost ovory 
one admits to bo essential to tho pub­
lic good, are not oven considered by 
Congress. Tho committee may bo hos­
tile; or enmmitt >os having greater au­
thority may dotnund tho time of the 
llouso of HqproHonlutivos und leave 
no opportunity for (to  con*! Imalion of 
bills whioh Congress would like to pass 
if its committees would grant it tho 
privilege,— y o u th '*  Co/ti/mnioti,

the post, they scatter the stones at its 
base which help to support it, and, dis­
appointed in their search, give tho pu*t 
a parting pat with their paw, thussbow- 
ing tlioir determination at luast to kill 
any boos that might ho about it, in ­
disputable traces of boars about pro*- 
train posts aud sciitlorud .stones prove 
tlmt this really happens. With regard

In tho fall of I MUD a parly ot Mexi­
cans were traveling through what i* 
n**w Hutto County, their destination 
toing the valley where tho town **f 
Chico now stands.
