The Rensselaer find.) JUpukHean 
of a recent date, says: We are now in 
a position to annonnoo definitely that 
n largo and a t the same time unique 
educational institution to to be located 
at Rensselaer. This to nothing more nor 
less than an Indian school under tho 
control of the National Bnraan of 
Catholio Indian Missions. The bureau 
has purchased from Bishop Dwangsr 
the west half of the section of land 
just southwest of town, formerly at­
tached to the Catholio Orphan Asylum, 
and alao another eighty acres, making 
400 acres in a ll  All the stock, grain, 
ate., on the farm baa alao been pur­
chased, $10,000 In each having been 
paid for tbe land and other property 
convoyed. The institution will be un­
der the direct supervision of the Rev. 
George L. Willard, formerly of Wash­
ington. The school will have con­
stantly in its core about fifty Indian 
boya, of from 15 to 18 year* old, and 
selected from among the most promis­
ing pupils of the Catholto Indian 
schools of the whole west The boya 
will be trained with tbe special view of 
making them good formers, capabla of 
leading and instrueting the other mem­
bers of their respective tribes in ways 
of peace and civilization. Ten or twelve 
yonng white atndente will alao be edu­
cated at tho institution, and assist in 
the training of tbe Indian boys.

The low-down meanness of the post­
mortem attack upon General Grant, 
writes George W. Childs in the Phila­
delphia Ledger, to almost beyond im­
agination as coming from a man who 
was, for more than twenty years, tho 
beneficiary of bis unmerited favor.

From tho time it is put on it is not ro- 
moved till the term of soutenco has ex­
pired—a time varying from a fortnight 
to threo months, During the whole 
time the prUouer cannot lie down or 
rest with comfort, and during the day 
to placed in a conspicuous place, with 
hi* name and offense written iu largo 
character* on the great wooden collar, 
that alt pas*nr*-by may read. Tim 
compaNsiouate people occu*ionally fend 
the victim, as it is impossible for him 
to resell hto head with hi* hand; but 
tbe gamin* tieklo him with straws and 
otherwise annoy him.

They do not walk 
well, partly because they so rarely do 
any work oat of the saddle, partly b r  
cause tbeir ehaporajos, or leather over 
alls, hamper them when on the ground; 
but their appearance to striking for all 
that, and picturesque too, with their 
jingling spur*, tho big revolvers stuck 
in their belie, sod bright silk bsndker* 
chiefs knotted loosely round their 
necks ovor the open collars of tho flan­
nel shirts. When drunk on tho villain­
ous whisky of tho frontier towns, they 
cut mad antios, riding their horses into 
the saloons, firing their pistols right 
and left, from boisterous lighthearted­
ness rathor than from any vioiouHnon 
and indulging too often in doadly shoot 
ing affrays, brought on either by th< 
accidental contact of tbe moment or on 
account of some longstanding grudge, 
or perhaps because of bad blood be­
tween two ranchos or localities; but 
except while on such sprees tboy are

The 
following is an account of his personal 
habits as given in the recently puhltohed 
memoir: In camp, aud during hto early 
campaign, Napoleon feared no fatigue, 
braved the worst woather, slept under 
a wretched tent, and scorned to forget 
all care for hto porson. In his palace 
he bathed almost evory day, rubbing 
hi* wholo iKxly over with 'can de Co­
logne, and sometimes chunged hi* linen 
soveral times in the day. Ilia favorite 
ooHtutne was that of the mounted Chas­
seurs do la Garde; When traveling, 
he did not caro whut nort of lodging he 
had, jirovided that no ray of light could 
get into hia hod-room; he could not 
boar oven a night-lamp. His table wa* 
supplied with the <leotio*t dtohe*, but 
he never touched them. Hi* favorite 
fare was grilled breast of mutton, or a 
roo*t fowl with leutila or haricot houii*. 
Ho was very particular about tlm 
quality of broad, and he drank none 
but the beet wine, and w ry little of it. 
I t  be* l>oen stated that he drauk eight 
or ten cups of coffee daily, but this to a 
fable, to bo di*cardml with so many 
others. Hu took a small cup of ooffoo 
after hi* hroukfa*t, and the nemo after 
hi* dinner, lie  ate very fast, and ro*u 
tho moment ha had done, without 
tioubliug himself a* to wliothor tie** 
who were udmitted to bl* table bad hud 
time to ditto. It has also been asserted 
that ho tcok the greatest precaution 
sguiiMt iioImou; thi*, too. i* apuruiatoe- 
hood. He *poke Iu a loud voice, und 
whoa be waa in a merry mood III* peals 
of laughter could bo heard from afar. 
He wa* fond of singing, although he 
hud a bad voice, and never could slug 
an air iu tu n a—K^vhange.

At 175 pound* ere-muro the engines 
give about twelve bor*e power, am 
with fair road* use eM it half a ton nt 
fuel for tbo r»nmi trip of 140 mil#*. 
TIiono engine* have b>‘rn running ov»-.r 
six mouths without interruption. -Ar*

tials of this place. Everything Chine*# 
was demoralised; waiter* at tha hotels 
would barely serve na. Cooks and 
servants in private house* were niter]/ 
unreliable. A eirens come to town 
ooold not more thoroughly upset an 
American village than did this the pig- 
teiled 800,000 in Hiam’s capital. Tbo 
procession took ovor on hour to pans 
a given point. John Chinaman was in 
bis most elaborate toggery. Hilk gowns 
glistened in the sun; mantles and in­
numerable banners embroidered in silk 
and gold glittered and flashed. Chinese 
wind instrument*, to tone resembling 
a bagpipe; little fiddles with body of 
bambo not longer than a half-pint cup, 
yet affording from their two or three 
atringa tones to reach the musical ear 
of a rrofusHor Zoigfeld; gongs banging 
and whanging; How they would have 
delighted Johnny Hand. These, in 
luma* of a dozen, and those band* to 
•very hundred ereo  feet, and jolly9 
happy, prosperous sons of China.

Home of tha emblems borne were 
decidedly eorloua. Gne, a bug* 
dragon over three hundred feet long, 
worming and squirming, its feet U ing 
legs of men whose bodies worn lo*t in 
iteobdomon; pretty pagoda* with be­
dizened girls on their tops;

One follow sat upon the Model of

Potter's age, too, at hie death waa 
somewhat below tha average attained 
In bis profession, while the Kaiser’s 
waa far above that which is reaehed by 
the average monarch or statesman ic 
Europe. If a comparison be made be­
tween tho statesmen, literary men, and 
scientists of the Old and New World It 
will be found that tho eonspieuout 
men of this country are by no moans 
below tbo general level in the scale ol 
longevity. At death Wellington waa 
88, Palmerston 81, and Brougham 90t 
All of these, who were the oldest of 
Britain's pnblio men, led exceedingly 
active lives during most of their man­
hood years. They may fairly be 
matched among deceased Americans, 
however, both in activity and duration 
of Ufa by John Quincy Adams, Lewis 
Cass, and Iteverdy Johnson. Adams 
literally "died in harness" at 81, while 
Cass at the time of his death was 84. 
Johnson's death, which occurred when 
ho was 80, was the result of injuries 
received by a severe fall rather than 
of old age. Among other active Amer­
ican statesmen who passed the Psalm­
ist's term of years were Henry Clay, 
75; James Buchanan and John J. Crit­
tenden, each 77; Frances P. Blair, 80, 
and Josiah Quincy, 92.

The Small Buy in Turkey.
Tho small Turk's first appearance in 

school is an occasion of great oeremony. 
Ho rides on a gorgeously capurisoned 
pony, with bis one book in an em­
broidered bag slung over his shoaldor, 
and is attended by a procession formed 
of the children of his school, march­
ing in doable line and slu^ing hymns, 
Tho next day may soe him creeping 
liko a snail, unwillingly, bnt tills day 
ho rides in state aud wears tho dress of 
a colonel or of an admiral.

For tho ront. tho studios 
ace: First year, alphabet six times a 
woek, Turkish lectures five times a 
week and moral stories; second year, 
religious precepts and readings primer 
twice a week, addition once a week 
and writing; third year, Turkish gram­
mar twice a woek, four rules of arith ­
metic and proofs twico a week, and 
difl’eront kinds of writing; fourth year, 
geography, once a week, Ottomon his­
tory once, and a gunoral history twice; 
orthography once a week, and writing, 
as well as memorization of lessons,

Of the Turkish boy, Congressman 
Cox, writing of Ms stay in Constanti­
nople as American Ministor, says: 
"Whether running about, as 1 sec him 
hero, in his littlo baggy clothes, over 
which j s  a sort of dressing-gown podded 
with efltton, and made out of cheap 
prints, highly oolored, genoraliy rad, 
or timiM'hing sweetmeats in Ms satins 
end silks, tassels and gold laces, with 
his little cane, strutting by the aides of 
his veiled mother over thngreon at tho 
'Kweut Waters,' near the palace of 
Ohiouksoiiyoe; whether lie be richer 
poor, or crockery or porcolain, ho is of 
tlm samo earth, earthy, as the Ameri­
can bed or good tav. lla  is, perhaps, 
more plaatioin tl#o hands of servant or 
■lave. This personage is often put to 
tlm use of all Ills wits to make up 
stories wonderful enough to All tip tho 
imagination of theoo inohoato Blutada 
and Iiaroiiin-al-ltecbld* Generally 
such stories refer to a boy or girl of 
their owu ago as tho hero or heroine. 
Perhaps the hero is some Arab cowboy 
of the desert or plain. In these nar­
ratives, there aro battles with tlio ene­
mies of the faith, in which millions of 
Christians aro sluin hy a hnndful of 
Moslems. The hcroos had slaughtered 
most of them. Robberies, incendiarism 
murders, and piracies are committed by 
the enemies of tho heroic Mussulman, 
who cuts them dowu with his cro*cont- 
shaped cimetor. In theso stories tho 
bad unbeliever it  punished ultimately 
by the good Moslem. The talc winds 
up with the immunity of the true be­
liever; nay, with a reward in proportion 
to the num tar of enemies killed; a  re- 
wurd In a paradise of rare beauty and 
delight.

"There is one occasion in which tho 
Turkish children arc taught to \w re­
spectful and obedient; that is when 
they are brought in presence of tlicir 
father and mother. They learn to ap­

proach their parents in tha aetnc hum 
Lie attitude as tha servants; for in* 
stance, as soon as tha child is brought 
in, he mnst epproeeh them with his 
hands upon his atomich. On coming 
nearer, lie mnat taka their hands and 
kiss them. After this, he mnst with­
draw some three a? four steps, and 
stand with his bands on his stomach, 
and not seat hiuisoU until permitted. 
On this acuonnt. the little Turk likes 
ta tte r to t a  with the servants than with 
bis parents."

"Hu was always a self-poised man, 
quiet and equable in temper, seldom 
greatly elated or much depresse L Hu 
was not worried about the campaign, 
aud hod himself thoroughly in haml.

The Hagacaay Hirer.
Tbe river is probably tho deepest 

stream lu Rio world; exempting in a 
law places the gonoral depth is from 
600 to 900 feet; and the bottom of tho 
Saguenay at its mouth is 600 feet bo- 
low the S i  I<awrtm<m. Thus a low 
point of rock at tho shore or an islaud 
Is really tho top of a stoop bill spring­
ing up from tho bottom, and many of 
tbe cliffs aro not half out of water. 
Aa tbe spring tides riso about 
eighteen feet., the currents of tho 
river are violout and eocontric; in 
some places the ebb stream runs from 
fourto six miles nn hour; tliooddies 
along tho shores aro like those on a 
rapid, and tho undercurrents some­
times lay hold of a vessel and 
.turn her about or hold her 
•till in Npite of a tow-boat. 
Before tho use of tow-boats a vessel 
left helpless by a calm oometimes 
drifted against the rocks, lodged on a 
lodge, aud wliou th-j tide foil capsized 
in deep water. As anchorago is vory 
rarely fouud, largo iron rings were let 
into the rocks, and vossuls even now 
Sometimes tio up to the cliffs and 
await a fair wiud. The tide, for somo 
unexplained reason, advances with 
extraordinary rapidity lu tho Haguonsy; 
thus, notwithstanding that the ebb 
current very rarely cessos to flow out 
of the river, vet high tide arrivosat 
Chicoutimi only forty-five minutes 
later than as Tnlousac—seventy miles 
On the S t Lawronce the tide advances 
in  the same time only from Todouoae 
to Murray Day—about thirty-five 
miles. The source of the Saguenay, 
Lake S t  John, seems like a Northorn 
sea. The pale twilight lasts far into 
the night—until the aurora borealis 
hangs Its mystic veil serosa the sky. 
The beaches, a milo or moro wido in 
the summer, the sharp waves raisoi by 
a wind on this vory shallow basin, tho 
sorearaing gulls all make you look for 
S tide and for white winged ships. But 
only a bark canoo now and then comes 
along from one of tho thirteon rivers 
descending by many falls and cascades 
from tho forest covered mountains; and 
the pinchod-np farms scattered along 
the shores add to the arctic sontimont, 
felt even on a summer's day. Tho 
Saguenay comes into being as lusty 
twins, tho Little aud the Grand Dis- 
charge-deep narrow ohannols worn in 
the rock. Tlioy run on separately for 
miles through rapids and pools and 
finally come together at tho foot of 
Alms Island, at the Yaclie Caille. 
There bogin tho Gerries liapids, three 
or four milos long; at their foot the 
river enters a smooth, quiet stretch of 
fifteen miles to tho Grand ltemous— 
the most furious cascado and the most 
turbulent eddy of tlio river; and then, 
after a few more miles of falls and cas­
cades, the Saguenay ends its rapid ca­
reer where it moots the tide near CHii- 
coutimi. With tho exception of a few 
clearings tho forost still covers the ab­
rupt hills crowd ing upon the river. The 
Grand Discharge is a beautiful region; 
the stream is filled with an arcbipolago 
of small islands, some black and bare, 
others tree-crowned or decked with 
rich mosses; it has all the virgin seclu­
sion and quiet of a lake, enclosed by a 
shore of bold, picturesque bastions and 
walls of rook, surmounted by stately 
balsams that rise like sentinels above 
the birches, poplars, cedars, and nooks 
full of tender green grass. But this 
quietness is full of life; the islands di­
vide the river into a labyrinth of streams, 
tbe water rnna silently and swiftly in 
many opposite directions — down, 
ootom, even up the gonoral course of 
the river; one Is piqued, surprised, st 
its coquetry and shyness* And farthor 
down it leaps away in the  furious 
rapids of lie  Mslino. The Little Dis­
charge is so rapid that it destroys logs 
in its falls and cascades; the govern­
ment therefore built an squeduet, "the 
Slide," for running timber over these 
dangerous places. After fishing a few 
.days for the active waunonicho—said to 
'bo tbo land-looked salmon—and ex­
ploring tho wators of these twin Dis­
charges, I  joined tho men driving logs 
at tho Vaohe Caille, nml began my ac­
quaintance with tho voyagmirH. --C, II. 
Parnham, in Harper** Maytuine,

Army Spies*
Tho l>est-orgamzed intelligence do-

risrtment in the world is, if not on tho 
)anks of the Hproc, at least on tlio 
banks of the canals connected with that ' 

protty river. The staff quarters of tlio j 
German army occupy a fine block of i 
buildings betwcon tho Brandenburg 
Gate at tho end of the l*ntor don Lin­
den and the Hanover Hallway Station, 
and in this Mock, built and paid for 
out of tho French indemnity, the In­
telligence Department has a groat suito 
of unices which aro a marvel of system­
atic arrangement Hero arc to lie 
fonml uot only all the information that 
money and zoul cun obtain about the 
military forces of the world, and about 
tho terrains on which coutlicts aro 
likely to occur, but plans porfcctcd 
dowu to tho la4 detail for utilizing the 
gigantic forces of the Empire in what­
ever part of tho world tlioy can ever 
como to be handled, l'lans aro there 
not only for dealing with Franco or 
Russia, or Austria or Scandinavia, but 
for invading Belgium and Holland and 
oven insular England. What they aro 
precisely vory, vory few peoplo know. 
Tlioy have boon drafted in tlio first in­
stance as exorcises in military staff 
work; tlioy have then boon revised by 
high authority, touchod up by tho 
highest authority, and, l>oing from timo 
to time amended as information is re­
ceived, remain ready to tho hands of 
those who may at any timo bo called j 
npou to oxecuto tlio task which thoir . 
framers had in view. It is all but cer­
tain that those plans include Hchonios 
for the invasion of the United States, 
but this fact need givo no one any un­
easiness, as thore arc doubtless to 1m 
found in the aamo corridors plans 
equally exact in every particular for tho 
invasion of China, Brazil, Italy, Portu­
gal, Hindoatan, Australia, or Persia. 
Tho world is the Gorman statf ofticer's 
oyster, so far as military studies go, 
and by examining tho difficulties that 
would be incurred in warfare with 
every country he encounters all that 
could possibly bo mot with in warfare 
with any particular country. Tho Gor­
man staff officer is nothing it not thor­
ough, and yet in ono respoct he seems 
to bo distanced by the others. Tbe 
German and Russian staff maps are 
about equally good, but they both ap- 
l>ear to be inferior to tho Austrian army 
maps.

He was a 
friend of tho people, but ho indulged 
in no enthusiasm for liberty. He never 
dilated on the beauties of virtue, or 
complimented, a» Cicero did, a Provi­
dence in which he did not believe. Ho 
was too sinooro to stoop to unreality, 
lie  held to tho facts of this life and to 
his own convictions, and as ha found 
no reason for supposing that there was 
a lifo beyond tlio gfcavo ho did not pro­
tend to oxpoct it. Ho respected tha 
religion of Roman state as an institu­
tion established by tho laws. Ho en­
couraged or loft nnmotested tho ereods 
and prueticcs of the uncounted sects or 
tribos who wero gathered under the 
oaglos, But his own writings contain 
nothing to indicate that ho had any re­
ligious bolief at all. Ho haw no 
evidonco that tbo gods practically in. 
torforod in human uffairs. Ho 
nevor protended that Jupitor was 
on his side. Hu thankod 
bis soldiers after a victory, 
but lie did not ordor To Doums to Mi 
sung for it; and in tlio absence of these 
conventionalisms he perhaps showod 
more real roveronoe than he could have 
displayed by the freest use of the form­
ulas ot pietism.

Ho fought his battles to establish 
some tolerable degree of justico iu the 
government of this world; and ho sue* 
coedod though ho wus murdered for 
doiug it.
