Measuring Thought.
A delicate electrical apparatus has 

been devised which measures and re­
cords tho duration of time in 1-10,000 
of a second.

The process of thought varies 
in its dogreo of rapidity in different in­
dividuals, children and old persons 
thinking slower than people of middle 
age, ignorant poople thinking nvfe

The time of romombering can ta  
measured. It takes 1-4 second to 
translate a word from ono language to 
another when both are familiar. It has 
been demonstrated that sensation docs 
not travel through tho nerves to the 
brain so fast as has taon supposed. Its 
speed is not much greater than sixty 
miles an hour*

False Notions About Eating.
I t has been an old-wives' notion from 

way book that certain kinds of food 
must ta  avoided because they tend to 
produce certain kinds of disease. This 
notion has been fostered by alleged 
rhr fp  (MtbUoii lioaHU Journals,
ind are always laying down rules about 
living which if any one undertook to 
follow literally and scrupulously, 
would mske life a burden nrom the 
cradle to the gravo. Home years ago 
Dr. Dio Lewis, who was regarded as 
somewhat of a health exjiert, announced 
that tomatoes were unhealthy, were 
the eauso of cancer, loosened and de­
stroyed the teeth, etc. For generations 
boys and girls had been warned not to 
eat so much butter or their tacos would 
break out with "butter sores." I t is an 
old-time tradition that buckwheat cakes 
are productive of skin diseases, and the 
Scotch are said to he cursed with the 
itch because they eat so muoh oatmeal. 
Dr. James C. White, Professor of Der­
matology in Harvard University, in a 
recent article on cutaneous diseases, 
pricks some of these annoying tradi­
tional bubbles. He says that uncooked 
butter is perfectly harmless food ho fur 
as tbe skit) is concerned, and it is diffi­
cult to coucoive how anyone could have 
thought otherwise, unless, possibly, 
the use of bad butter in food otherwise 
indigestible may have disturbed the 
siomaoh and produced impure blood 
Buckwheat cakes do not produce cutan­
eous diseases, unlessimproporly cooked 
and oaten hot with too much syrup, 
thoy upset the digestion, Oatmeal is 
perfectly harmless food, and the idea 
that tomatoes cause cancer is ridioulous. 
Dr. White says that the eating of fruits, 
nuts, and fish may lead to irritation of 
the skin in certaiu individuals, but this 
arises from soma cause peculiar to the 
individual. The notion that certaiu 
kinds of food arc doirimontat to the 
complexion U a false one, A good di­
gestion and a healthy apj>etito will take 
care of tlis skin, and It matters little 
what one oats, if the stomorii is allowed 
to do its work properly and furnish 
good material for pure blood.—Spring* 
field Union.

Names of persons, and of course also 

of families whioh are aggregations of 
related persons, were derived in early 
Hsxon days mainly from two sources. 
First from jiersonal qualities, physical 
characteristics or professions; ana sec­
ond, in tbe ease of inportant person* 
ages from the names of their homes or

Whoever fe familiar with the writings 
of Hir Walter Bcott—moro particularly 
those of tales whose subjects are Hoot* 
tfeh, will remember that he fe given to 
calling many of hfe characters by the 
names of tueir estates or holdings. 
When ho has referred once to a person­
age os the "laird o' TalHetndtan, the 
"laird o* Dnmbiedykes," tho "laird o' 
Garscadden," and so on, he fe in the 
habit of dropping the earlier part of 
the expression and speaking of them 
simply as "Tallieduulem," "Darabio- 
dyket," "Garscadden," etc. This proc- 
tioo fe carried on In Scotland even at 
the present day, and was nnirorsal in 
Haxon and Scandinavian countries cen­
turies ago. It is to this proctico of 
naming itenons and families from the 
•state of holding that wo aro indebted 
for tho words "HoheuEollern," "Brand- 
enbnrg," "Haiwburg," "Bruuswiok," 
etc., as applied to reigning dynasties 

Of Conrad, tho first j tenon of the 
Hohenzollern family to whom history 
deigns to gives notice, Thomas Carlyle, 
in hfe "Frederick tho Great," has given 
an exquisite description. Ho Hays:

"It was in thoso tame years (ataut 
1100-1170) that a stout young fellow, 
Conrad by name, far far off in tbo 
southern part of Germany, set out from 
tho old castle of Hohenzollern, where 
he was but junior, and had Hmall out 
looks, upon a great errand in the world, 

* * * Hohenzollern lies far south 
in Schwatan (Huahia,) on the sunward 
slojte of the Uauhe-Alp country, no
{peat way north from Constance and its 
ake. hut well aloft, near the springs of 

the Danuta, its back loaning on tho 
Black Forest. I t  Is perhaps definable 
as the southorn summit of that same 
huge old Hcrcynian Wood which is still 
called the Hchwarzwarld < Block For- 
out,) though now comparatively baro of 
trees. Fanciful Dryasdust, doing a 
little etymology, will tell you tho name 
Zolloen is equivalent to Tollerv, or 
place of Tolls; whereby Hobcnzoilorn 
comes to moan high or upper Totlery, 
and gives one the notion of antique 
peddlers climbing painfully out of Italy 
and tho Swiss valleys, thus far; un­
strapping their pack-horses here, and 
chaffering in unknown dialect about 
toll. Poor souls! it may be so, but wo 
de not know, nor shall it coucorn us. 
This only fe known; that a human 
kindred, probably ot some talent for 
coercing anarchy and guiding mankind, 
had, centuries ago, built its burg there, 
and done that fnuction in a small but 
creditable way ever since."

The original Hohonzollerners, there­
fore, seven ceuturies ago were leviers 
of toll at some gateway or pass on a 
high roadway of the Alps; and tho stay­
ing quality of tbe race fe shown by 
their survival in an unbroken lino to 
the present Emperor of Germany, 
Frederick III, more than twenty gen­
erations in lineal descent from ancestor 
Conrad.—New Orleans Statee.

Some sweeping claims sre made for ft 

"solution of the sea ago difficulty," pro­
posed by a London engineer. Hfe phm 
is to deodorize aud precipitate sewage by 
the use of an agont which he vaguely 
descrilies as "essentially a chlorinated 
ccm|M>nnd of the higher oxides of irom 
and jKMsossiiig tho remarkable pro­
perty of parting with a jtortion of its 
uascent oxygen in the presence of 
putrid organic mattor, or of matters- 
approaching putrescence, und has little- 
chemical effect upon organic com* 
pounds in a fresh Mato." Ho claims 
that this agent is propared from easily 
obtainable materials and from the- 
woste products of certain manufacture*. 
It can, therefore, ta  cheaply produced 
on the spot where its use may ta  re­
quired. "Having accomplished its work 
upon the sewage wator or other foul 
liquid** It tiieu gathers up and reab­
sorb* oxygen, either from the air dis­
solved in the fin ids or by splitting up> 
water into its elemeuts, for its own re­
construction, in readiness again for 
further duty, and so on in iierpetuity."

MAKINO HOI'ND YtHIULK.
Herr J. Billing of Vienna bus devised 

an ingenious method of rendering* 
visible the form of a stretchod string 
set iu vibration by having one of its ex­
tremities attached to the prong of a 
tuning-fork, which was Jicpt iu m»tiou> 
electrically, and gave a* definite note,, 
the pitch of which was carefully deter­
mined. The vibrating string war.
lighted by a vnciiiun tube connected 
with n Hulimkorff coil, the rate of dis­
charge through tho tn ta  taing-
alteruhlo at will, und when this is made- 
equal to a certain number of vibrations 
mado by the Mring tlie latter was il- 
lumiued only when occupying some 
onu definite position, and owing to the 
pcrsistonce of its imugo on tho rotinu 
upi»eured as if at rest. In this way the- 
shape of the string and the positions of 
the nodes and vertical segmouts were., 
rendored dourly visible,

UoCE-l'nWBUTHANSMIHSD'V.
Largo electric-light stations have 

given a distinct impetus to tho uho of 
wire, hemp, or cotton rope running at 
high *;>eed over » grooved wheel in­
stead of leather tailing on fiat-faced! 
pullios. Among the advantages claimed 
for tho rope transmitters is economy— 
the rope costing about one-thirtieth as 
much os the leather belt; while the 
former obviates the noise at high 
speeds, m very much lightor in weight,, 
demands little attention compared with 
a belt. Tho latter requires u man in. 
the business to put one on right, and 
sometimes they don't always do it 
right; any deviation out ofliuoofthe 
shafting affects the belt, whilo it has no 
effecton a rope; tho rope requires less 
room,and will pass through around hole • 
littlo larger than its own diameter.

A o Exciting Time*

FOlt more than a woek 
before (icnoral Hut* 
lor occupied New 
Orloans tho Confed* 
crate olllcors in com* 
mand kept all their 
mon busy attending 
to tho hauling to the 
"Jackson llailroud” 
Depot of such stores 
ns could bo shipped 

away. Tho delay between Farrngut’s 
urrival and Hutlor s possession of tho 
city was thoroughly improved. Tele* 
grams wero scut up tho road for all tho 
rolling stock that conld bo gathered, 
and as fast as tho cars camc'iu thoy 
were loaded and sent out.

I t was necessary to take them be* 
youd Pass Manohac in order to be out 
of reach of the Federal gunboats, which 
took possession of tho lakes nearly us 
Boon us the river. Tho old "Jackson 
Hailrood" Depot never before or siuco 
presented anei| a busy appearance as 
during tho few days or n&irulo in New 
Orleans aud the departure of the Con* 
federate military forces and supplies. 
For a mile tho different side-tracks were 
dotted with the quick*inovi»g forms of 
men hard at work, and tho lmsty arrival 
and departure of drays and lloat^. ( 'arri- 
ages also, with the sweethearts und lady 
fr cuds of the soldiers, stood thickly 
scattered aloug the outer edge of the 
circle of busy humanity.

Tiie glitter of steel iu tho sunlight 
told plainly, even in tho distance, that 
all of this almost superhuman offurt 
was guided and controlled-I>y military 
authority. Tho first trains out had 
time to reach Camp Moore, on tho out* 
skirts of the station of Tangipahoa, 
almut eighty miles north, unload and 
return boforo the Federal commander 
saw fit to put a stop lo it. Tho last 
trains out wore uuusually heavy, and 
crowded with soldiers as well, Blow 
time was made generally, but as we 
reached Kennerrille, ten miles above 
the city, tho road ran within a half-mile 
of the river, in plain view, and it was 
necessary to make as quick timo as 
possible, to avoid tho ohunco of u shot 
from tho gunboats,

Tho commander of tho Federal fleet 
seemed to have gained some informa­
tion as to our movements, for a couple 
ofgnnboate were cruising slowly up 
ana down the river.

All hand* 
took hold und rolled them over, ao 
that wo could patch up tho track and 
go on, a* we feared lining cut oil' by 
some of tho L odorul gnnboats at the 
Fuss. NVo saw nothing a* wo rolled 
quietly out of the dense growth of the 
swamp, upon tho lower edge of Lake 
Msuropus and thundered upon tho 
bridge. Tho train was hardly its 
length on the bridge Indore we saw a 
Federal gunboat approaching from bo- 
low, and at almost thu same time tho 
Hwadi Oi' u shell in the water beside us 
impressed us fully with our dangorous 
position, Tho gunlmat was buruly 
throe-fourths of a milo uway and com­
ing us fust as imssible. Out of a seorc 
of shots but tliroo or four struck our 
train; oue of tho shell* entering a l>ox 
cur uml exploded, blowing out both 
door*. I t did not take us long to cross 
that bridge.

Fortunately for us, tho draw was 
closed, und we darted out upon tlni 
trestle-work of Johnson’* jslaud like a 
flash of lightning. It was only two or 
three miles acros* to the bridge over 
North Fuss, but our speed was too 
great fur tho dceuyiug timber of the

The bridge waa bailt on pUea, 
and only the stringers and aomo of tho 
cross-timbers were burned, but suffi­
cient to prevent any crossing of oaro 
until near the dose of the riir, when 
it was completely renewed.

We continued on beyond Pontcha* 
toula nearly to the Southern Cor 
Works, before wo met a train bound 
south. Ae soon as they wero informed 
of tho condition of things they pulled 
out for the swamp. Another largo do* 
tail, however, waa lent with the train 
to ansiat in transferring the goods from 
the wrecked cars. As wo reaohed 
Pontchatonla it was so near night tho 
train was laid up until morning.

At daylight we proceeded on down 
to tho pass. As we approached Owl 
Bayou wo saw a smoko rising to onr 
right, apparently in the Faso, and dt* 
rectly somo of our guards stepped out 
of the thick boshes and the train came 
to a stop. Our guards told ua that the 
enemy succeeded in getting through 
tho draw, and they of course retreated 
across the bridge to avoid being takes- 
prisoners, or comimlled to stay in the 
mud and water an indefinite time. 
While the guards wore giving us this 
explanation, a shell hurtled through 
the cypress limbs over our heads, evi­
dently fired at the position of our lo­
comotive, from which the smoko was 
rising, and wo hastily took our way 
backward without accomplishing any­
thing more.

Why ltuiii line* Net Fall F.quully In All 
Finer*.

We haw learned that rain is caused 
by the cooling and condensation of tho 
moisture in the air. Fearing this in 
mind, let us *tudy the surface of our 
country and seu why the rain doe* not 
fall equally on ull part* of it: instead 
of falling very abundantly iu somo 
places, us in New Fnglatid und h o iu o  

of the Gulf States, and very sparingly 
iu somo partsof the West, a* in New 
Mexico atul Arbwua.

Tho winds which blow to this coun­
try from the south and the cast, being 
wurm tropical winds, can hold much 
moisture, and m-e full of this iuviMido 
vapor of water which they have taken 
up from tho Gulf of Mexico and tho 
ocean. Coming to tho cooler laud, 
thov gradually become cooled. Tlndr 
moisture, therefore, fall* as rain while 
they pas* over the land, till, by tbe 
time they reach Western Kansas aud 
Colorado, tho moisture being gone, no 
more rain can fall. Hut the winds 
which come to thin country from tho 
north und west aro colder than the 
land, and, a* they sweep over it toward 
tbe south and oast, they ^rnduaVy 
become warmer; so that instead of giv­
ing up thoir moisture in tlio form of 
rain, they uro constantly taking up 
moisture front tho earth. It is for 
this reason that our north and
west wind* are dry wind*, and
moan fair weather; while the south 
and east winds bring rain. For this 
reason, also, the Kustoru und Southern 
States have an abumluncn of rain; 
while Hie Central and Western State* 
are often very dry.

Aud there is still another /mint to be 
considered. Wu already have noted 
the fact that ut great heights tho air is 
cooler. Hence, when a warm wind full 
of moisture comes blowing across the 
country ami strikes a mountain range, 
it bends upward and rise* high in tin* 
air to puss over, lu so doing it become* 
coo led, giviug up its moisture, and 
posse* over to the other side a dry 
wind. It is for this reason that somo 
iulnudH. like tlio Hawaiian Islands in 
the Facific Ocean, where tho wind* 
blow almost always from the same di­
rection are subject to almost continu­
ous ruin on oue side while on tho other 
ruin is exceedingly rare. This also 
show* why California, wost of tho 
Sierra Novada Mountains, receives 
flulliciont rain to muko the soil fit for 
cultivation; while Novada, on thu oast, 
is nearly rainless und barren. Tho 
moisture coming from thu south and 
oast is all condensed by tho Allegheny, 
tho Hooky, and tho Walisatch ranges; 
whilothut from tho west is cutoff by 
the Sierra*. Hence, thu great oxtont 
of country known to geologist* a* tho 
Great D u!»Iu--  »*k».>u a>on»hcR from Ore­
gon on tho north to Moxico on tho 
south, and from Colorado on tho oast 
to tlio Sierra* ou the west, comprising 
an area of not loss than 200,ftH/ square 
miles, which is nearly equal to tiie 
whole of Franco—receives over a groat 
part of its Kurfucoan annual rainfall of 
not over four inches, and is therefore a 
desorb—f/tWi/e F. Merrill, in St. 
Nicholas.

If a gins* 
of it i* swallowed hastily it untor* tho 
stomach aud then forms in ono solid, 
curdled mas*, dilllcult of digestion, if, 
ou the other hand, tho same quantity 
is sippod, and three iminutns, ut least, 
is occupied in drinking it, then, <m 
reaching tlm stomach, it is so divided 
that whon coagulated, as it must always 
hu by tho gastric juice while digestion 
is going on, instead of one hard, con­
densed muss, upon the outside of which 
only the digestive tluid can act, it is 
more iu the form of a sponge, and in 
und out of tho entire bulk tho gastric 
juice can freely play and perform it* 
function. Milk may be ronderod moro 
digestible, und, for many, of a more 
agreeable taste, if prepared by slowly 
adding a few drop* of dilute hydro­
chloric licit! to it, drop by drop, while 
stirring it at tbe mum* time. Hy this 
means tho curd is broken up, and it i* 
in a more favorable slate to be acted 
upon by the digo*tivo lluidx, You fol­
low my advico and you will have no 
more attack* of sickness such us tbe ono 
you aro troubled with to-day. Two
