Mull We Smeke,
An English journal is gathering up 

the opiuions of all sorts and conditions 
of m«n on tho question of smoking. I t  
is interesting, but not profitable. The 
opinions of other men have no weight 
with the man who wants to smoke, and 
there is no reason why he should be 
everlastingly nagged by people who 
don’t smoke.

There are some tilings that may l>o 
considered as established against the 
smoko liubit. I t  is expensive. Not as 
expensive as it used to be, for a man can 
get a cigar that is not altogether rank 
for almut one-half the former price of a 
fair cigar. If the smoker will use a 
i>i|>c, the ex]tonse is not considerable, 
Tl|o smoke habit is offensive to many 
who do not smoke, which is a strong 
point against it. I t  is injurious to the 
young and to somo who are not young. 
I t is a solfish and unsocial habit, since 
women are excluded from its pleasures.

For meu who can afford tho expense 
and who have reached an ug<* or are of 
a habit where it is not injurious to 
health and who are considerate of the 
feelings of others, smoking is a very 
good thing iudeed. In a fretful world, 
where anxious cares consume the nerv­
ous force, the smoko is a solace, a timely 
sedative, tho “pipe of peace” and rost. 
I t induces heart depression, even iu 
healthy men, but this is only temporary 
with most, the effect of excessive in­
dulgence, and disappears when the 
smoker becomes moderate. For the 
young this advice is wholesome:

We are qixto confident that this age 
wns selected for rhyming purposes. One 
should not be a smoker ltofore 35 or 40. 
And’ then only on condition that smok­
ing is in a  fact a solace and not a stimu­
lant.

One very eminent English clergyman 
finds-fault with smoking only because it 
“accentuates the separation of the sexes, 
and so fosters the coarser and more sel­
fish side of men’s habits.” Ho declares 
that the ouly other alternative is that 
the M]iu£ies should siuoko os freelv os 
men do..”’ Aud he expects that we snail 
come to this. Unfortunately the finer 
organization of woman is not calculated 
to hear smoking. It would be more apt 
to stimulate and excite than to soothe 
women.. Bnt for women’beyond middle- 
life—woEt, they would find a great deal 
of solid, comfort in smoking. A good, 
smoke is about the best substitute for 
tiie bloom of youth when that is lost.— 
Milwaukee Sentinel,

Largest Family in the World.
How many Smiths ure tlicro iu Em 

gland?
It is tnqiossihlo to answer this- ques­

tion with precision, but there are datu. 
from which an approximately oorrocl 
idea may be obtained, says Chamber* 
Journal. Tiie Register General tolls 
us that in 1850 it was ;>ossible to esti­
mate, from certain records in liis keep­
ings that there were then living in Eu- 
gland ami Walt's about 250,000 Smiths,, 
ae on* in evory seventy-throe persons 
composing tho entire population^ Sup- 
{Kisiug that this estimate was- correct, 
and that the sumo proportion has sinco 
linen nmintuin<Hl, the statement limy 
fairly be made that then1 are now ahoid 
355,814 or over one-third of a million 
Smiths in England and Wales. I t  is 
not quite easy to realize at once what on 
enormous number of poopla these fig­
ures represent.

A few simple illustrations may serve 
to make the matter clearer. For in­
stance, there arc morn Smiths in En­
gland and Wales than the re are people 
in Dublin—indeed, excluding Loudon, 
tliet'e are only four towns in tho United 
Kingdom—namely, Birmingham, Glas­
gow, Liverpool, and Manchester—con­
taining more peo|>l» than l her* are 
Smiths, while twenty-six m t of tlm 
fifty-two emmtiesuf England and Wales, 
or one-half, have fewer people than the 
immortal house of Smith has represen­
tatives.

L‘ is on record, ton, that in thv> seven­
teen years hetwcon and including 1N:W 
aud 1H51, 2Hff,KJ7 Smiths were registered 
as having been cither born or married, 
or ns having died,

Although, as every one knows, Smit hs 
form numerically the strongest tribe in 
England, them being one Smith to 
every sovonty-tliree persons comprising 
tho population, still tbo Joneses run 
them very close, tlicro being one in 
every seventy-six persons. Next in 
order on tbe list, according to olUciuliy 
compiled statistics, come the Messrs. 
Williams, Taylor, Davis, and Brown,

Mr. Robinson, who is commonly ns 
Hooiuted with Messrs, Brown and Jonos 
stands eleventh on the list in respect o> 
his relative numerical strength.

Arcadia In the I'aclflc.
Tn the Southern Pacific is littlw 

inland with a few* surrounding inloto, 
which if all accounts be true, comes* a» 
near to Moore's “Utopia” or. Bacon’s  
“New Atlantis." as any place on eArth. 
Norfolk Island comprises alxwt H,fi()0 
acres of land in all, which aro mainly 
divided into farms or fifty acres each, 
and evory newlv-marricd couple gets 
one of these furius as a wedding dowry. 
TJin g'rvemment of the island is home- 
rule, pure and simple, and is vested in 
tlm** officials—a chief magistrate and 
two councilors—who are elected, an­
nually by the people, the chief magis­
trate being roHjKmHiblo, and the medium 
of communication with the higher 
officiate.

Tbo oil ami wool go either to 
Auckland or Kydnoy, the latter i>orl 
taking besides sweet potatoes and ba- 
mums, other produce, such os Iioraos, 
onions, Irish jiotatoes, etc. The impor­
tation of liquor, excefit for medical pur- 
(hihcs, is absolutely prohibited; tho law 
is strict and \be people care little for it; 
there are no duties, ami consequently 
no oustom house or any other rocord 
kept, but theim|*»rto and cxjiorU to­
gether in a favorable year would 
nrobably amount to $;K),000. The island 
has a population of 741, none of whom 
aro poor and none rich.

A matter not unworthy of remark Is 
tho almost univonml hihl to that 
supposed to 1)o umU'NirtiMo jkihhchhI*»n, 
a quick temper. "I huve u fright lully j 
qmnk temper” is nn iiHHcrtion often ( 
made without tiny sign of regret, rather j 
with evident Helf-complueeiiov. And 
how often, when, with the intention of 
saying something plotting, we remark 
upon tho sw«H>tni'BH of a friend’s dispo­
sition to the friend in ner»t>», are wo 
mot with tho reply: “On, you’iro quite 
mistaken; I ’m ono. of tuo quickest 
tempered pooplo in tho world r  given 
in a tone that docs not imply modest 
deprecation of a compliment, but a do- 
cidod sonso of unappreciated merit.

Kow this willingness—eagerness, it 
may oven without exaggeration be 
railed—to be convicted of what is ac­
knowledged to bo a fault, strikes one 
as a curious anomaly. No ono would 
answer, if told, “Ton aro very truthful," 
“Oh, no, I ’m a constant liur;” uor, if 
complimented upon consistent atten­
tion to her own business, resjmnd, “On 
the contrary, scandal mongering is my 
favorite occupation,” At least, no one 
would givo either of these answers in 
the serious way in which the claim to 
the {K>sscMsion of a hot to»i|>cr is made. 
May there not l>o, underlying this in­
consistency und explaining it, a mis­
conception of tho real meaning and 
source of a quick temj>cr? To many 
minds this undesirable trait seems to 
be tho outcomo of innuy very admir­
able qualities. To bo hot-tempered 
means, inferentially, in such mental 
vocabularies, to be generous and large- 
minded and unsolitsh, and—after a 
little lapse of time—forgiving. But I 
maintain that it means exactly tho re­
verse of all these things.

If a man bo quick-tempered, if be 
givo way to anger quickly and utB 
righteously (for I  leave out of tin* 
question entirely that righteous wrath 
which rises for good reason only, and 
is quite a different matter from temper), 
he is not generous, for ho shows no re­
gard for tho comfort of those around 
him; he is not unselfish, for it is wife 
to sav that iu nine eases out of ten. if 
not in ten out of ten, his fnrv is kimllt d 
by Homo fancied slight to himself, and 
is allowed to blaze simply as an illu­
mination in honor of his solf-tatcem: 
he is not forgiving, because, though h< 
may recover quickly from his aberra­
tion, and soon bo perfectly urbane to 
tho whilom victim of it, the restoration 
is simply forgetfulness, and to ior-jvl 
tho injury intiicted upon another by his 
own hasty words is by no means synony­
mous with forgiveness of injuries he 
himself may have received. Last oi 
all, he is not large-minded. I  am con­
vinced that a quick temper is an un­
failing indication of a limited intelli­
gence and u lack of mental quickness. 
If th* mind were large enough to grasp 
tho true relations of tilings, to see lmw 
siimll a point in the universe this tem­
per-rousing episode occupied, and if it 
could see this quickly, in a flash of 
thought, tlio outburst would bo averted. 
—Atlantic.

A Speellle for Drunkenness*
A specific against drunkenness has 

often been sought, but us yet there has 
been found no remedy except that of 
moral determination. Although the 
reform accomplished in this manner is 
encouraging, there is a w ide field for 
the use of some physical method for the 
reclamation of besotted individuals who 
cannot he reached by moral suasion. 
I>r, 1‘ortugslow, a well-known physi­
cian and w riter, declares that the de­
sire for drink is a disease and must he 
treated bv means of therapeutics. Ho 
claims that us quinine is a specific 
against fever, so arc sulxmtnw ous in­
jections of strychnine the absolute 
means of curing the passion for intoxi­
cating liquors. I t uppeurs that so far 
buck as I*7.'I this method of treating 
was employed, hat it attracted little 
attention. In 188*1, the celebrated 
French physician, Pnjardin-Boimetz, 
was a most zealous udvoento of this 
method of treatment. The preparation 
aud application of the injection is quite 
simple. < )ne grain of strychnine is d s- 
solvcd in 2<M drops of uniter, and the 
patient receives an injection of five 
drops daily for a week or ton days. 
The ell*, cts of these injections are sur­
prising; after two or three of them the 
drunkard has an appetite and is able to 
sleep, if, after the expiration of several 
months, the desire for strong drink re­
turns, the ivsidfc of indulgence is so 
distressing, palpitation of tho heart, 
headache, ami oilier equally disturbing 
effects, that, it becomes impnssilde for 
the inebriate to touch another drop, 
I t is recommended to make the injec­
tions during the drunken sleep, when 
the patient awakens in tin* full posses­
sion of his senses aud will ask fora 
second or third application, It would 
bo an iidmirnhlo arrungemont if I lit 
police surgeons would test this “cure' 
Upon the infm-ieufc. d persons brought 
into tho various stations. If this 
lucuiis of treating th * deadly sin of in­
temperance la* us success fill us its ad­
vocates claim, the family physician will 
bo a jiowurful fnelor iu the regenera­
tion of society. I t 1ms been suggested 
by the Htissian pros* that stations hi 
established iu every department in 
Russia for tho salvation of the army of 
drunkards.—Xeteark Jd r  ‘rltser.

He say* that 
more than one consideration is swaying 
voters away from the democratic party.

Besides this, there is 
a large number of disappointed aspirants 
for office, who are holding buck and 
spreading discontent among their 
friends. Then tho Republicans ure 
more united and enthusiastic than for 
many years past. There is another 
weakness in Mr. Cleveland's hold on his 
own State, which exists at the western 
end of it. In 1884 some thousands of 
voto* were transferred from the Repub­
lican to the Democratic party by local 
pride iu tlje candidate of the latter. 
But the President has done nothing to 
foiter and much to suppress that pride. 
He has notified tlie tax-collector* ot 
Buffalo and of Erie county that he liu  
ceased to reaide there or to be subject to 
their taxation. He has not consulted 
wishe* of Buffalo in the selection of 
United States officials for tkst part ot 
New York, nor gratified local pride In 
transferring tlie Internet Revenue head­
quarters from Kochceter to Bufiklo. At 
a consequence the people of bis own 
city and county hsre lost their enthus­
iasm for him, and only eighty-four per­
sons went from there to St. Louis to see 
him renomominnted, while some two 
thousand went to Chicago In 1884. 
And so far from holding their acquisi­
tion* of four years ago, the Democrats 
of Erie county are losing their own men 
through disgust with Free Trade or oth­
er motives some of those who work­
ed the hardest for Mr. Clevoland In 18- 
84 and contributed tlie most freely 
to the expenses of the election, are 
working just a* hard for Mr. Harrison 
and Mr. Morton now.

A dispute has been in progress for 
some timo between the New York 
Board of Health and a certain manu­
facturer whose chimneys belched forth 
smoke all day long with unpleasant and 
odorous persistency. The manufacturer 
has been called to account several times, 
bnt has always maintained that the 
smoko came from his neighbors’ chira- 
neyaand not from his own. A certain 
professor of the Health Department, who 
among other thing* was an expert pho­
tographer, determined to convince the 
manufacturer of his fault. So he 
climbed up on a contiguous housetop 
and photographed the offender's factory 
chimneys in every conceivable stage of 
smokiness. On seeing the pictures the 
manufacturer said it was a horse on 
him, and agreed to remove the nuisance.

Maine historians say that over one 
hundred years ago wolves came down 
from the north and devoured most all 
tho deer in the colony. Some of the deer 
swam to the island along the coast and 
a remnant was saved. The wolves, 
having no deer to eat, turned to the do­
mestic animals of the country and gave 
the settlers great trouble. The In­
dians, too, robbed of their moat supply 
by the wolves, wore for a long time in a 
starving condition, and often thoso iu 
the interior went miles to tho seashore 
for food. Tho wolves at length went 
northward, and little by little the deei 
increased until 1840, when there was an­
other wolf raid, and for two years they 
played havoc with the deer and cattle. 
Then they disappeared and have not 
since been seen much in the State. 
Deer are again increasing, both bccauso 
of the absence of wolves and because of 
the stringent game laws of Maine.

There was a notable society event in 
the suburbs of New York the other day. 
A picnic wns held in one of tho Harlem 
l>eer parks in honor of Mr. Biker Downs, 
Mr. Piker Downs is a gentleman who 
not long ago was cut and sliced and 
hacked and slivered hy another gentle­
man with whom lie had a slight misun- 
dnnfiandhig, along toward morning, 
after an evening ofconviviiiltyamlgood- 
fellowship in a tough saloon of represen­
tative elmmetor. The precise claim of 
Mr. Piker Downs to the distinction of a 
picnic in his honor lay in tlm fact that, 
on lieing brought to the hospital, lie re­
fused to "give away" the man who hod 
dissected him on the street, though as 
suredtlmt lie couhl not live tillmomiug. 
When eourtismsly informed that he was 
about to die. however, Mr. Piker Downs 
was ineredulous, and iu his incredulity 
lost his own i»olitonoMs. He invited 
the doctors to shut up, and declared 
that he didn't expect to die; adding, 
however, that if ho really were about to 
do ha ho would like the doctors to pre­
cede him to his doHljimtinn. Ho used 
plainer language than this, but it meant 
the same thing. But Mr. Piker Downs 
proved too tough to kill with a knife, 
and so society gave him a picnic. Prob­
ably the “pal" who rdusltcd him, but 
whom lie wouldn't “give away,” was the 
muster of ceremonies; who knows?

Taxation m Anstria.
I  said this was one of the moot boar* 

(ly taxed of |woplc. There is no real- 
entato tax, a* understood by tu. A 
house is taxed cither on its rental or on 
its mimtier of haliitahlo moiu«. A rich 
iiian's house of a dozen magnificent 
rooms pays the same tax on a poorly- 
built boarding-house with a like mini- 
Imt of room*. A man pointed oat to me 
a large building with a huge restaurant 
on the ground floor and fiat* overhead, 
and told me that 52 j**r rent, of hi* 
rent* were |*ud to government—munio- 
i|«l aud national—in taxes. I have 
taken oomo |*dn» to learn what are the 
taxes paid hero. I t  wmild be tedious 
to write them down. Bnt it is enough 
to say that the average taxes |>aid in the 
large cities which levy an ootroi duty is 
45 |ier cent, of the revenues. An octroi 
duty is levied here and in some eight to 
ten (I think) other cith* on every aril- 
cic of food or drink which domes into 
the town. There is baft one edible 
which gets into Vienna without this 
|isytiictit, and that is the eggs which the 
pigixm* lay on Hk Hteplien's noble 
tower. The owner of building* pay* 
the tax, Imt* of course, the occuiwnt is 
really the ultimate tsxqsiyer. The re­
sult Is that few |eoplc here havo fiats 
lurge enough to entertain their friends. 
Their social life is consequently in the 
cafes, restaurants, and lieer-halls. They 
eat a fmgal meal at home, and spend 
their evenings in some establishment 
with friends, taking lager and nibbling 
bread and chc<«c, with, when they can, 
a dish of meat. Families who appear 
in public as well-dressed, elegant, and 
well-to-do people have not, frequently, 
sleeping-room* for the daughter and the 
son of the house. The young lady 
sleeps on a sofa in the )mrlor, and the 
brother on a sofa in the hall. And why? 
Because the taxes on the honse, the 
taxes on their business, are so high that 
they cannot afford rooms enough for a 
comfortable home life. A genuine home 
life is the highest encourager of virtue 
and economy. What with tho house 
tax, the income tax, the farm tax, and 
others useless to name, it is a struggle 
for the people to get through the year.

A man's business is taxed as a manu­
facturing one, even if he carries it on in 
his own house and employs no other 
laborers than himself and his children. 
I  was given an instance of the weight of 
this burden. A man carried on his 
business in a flat, say 80x50 feet, a part 
of it being out off for his family for liv­
ing rooms. The entire inoome from his 
business was about 8,200 gulden; of 
this he paid over 1,000 for his manufac­
turer's tax. But this was only a part of 
his burden. His landlord paid nearly 
50 per cent, of his rental as a honse tax. 
This the tenant partly i>aid. He paid 
taxes on the bread and coffee he had for 
his breakfast, on the lean l*eef and po­
tatoes h e . had for hiB dinner, on the 
beer and bread he and his family ate 
when they went to a garden or cafe for 
his evening society. T he whole system 
of taxes seems to be laid so as to touch 
as littlo as possible the rich and 
the noble. A grand park, a great 
shooting forest, pays no tax. A 
stable with its stud, or fillod with costly 
saddle and carriage horses, pays no tax, 
nor does the farmer's; bnt while tho 
former costs thousands and is an article 
de luae, the latter is of lattice or boards. 
The palace, with courts, porticoes, and 
halls, pays only a tax upon the rooms 
fitted for habitations; and then the 
rooms, which are possibly larger than 
the ordinary man's whole bouse, pays 
no more than the little sleeping-rooms 
of tho laborer. A village hotel with 
twenty rooms pays the same tax as tho 
grand chateau on the hill with twenty 
rooms ami a park of 600 acres,—Carter 
H. Harrison’s letter f  rom Vienna.

Philosophy of Homo Common Things,
Cannel coal is a corruption of candle 

coal. This coal is very hard, and eau 
ho cut into blocks or strips, and, a* it 
burns with a dear, yellow flame, was 
often used when first known, os a sub­
stitute for candles.

The philosophy of polish on any sul>- 
stimce Is simply the production by fric­
tion of such smoothness of the surfaeo 
lavcrof its particles that they readily re­
flect the rays of tho light fulling uj>on 
them. Different articles are used to aid 
in procuring this smoothness on differ­
ent substances, With leather tho best 
substance soems to bo a pustu containing 
Ixmo-black—tlmt is, the powder ob­
tained from charred lames or ivory 
—to which is added a small quan­

Among ftha interesting papers read al 

ftbs reoenft meeting of (he American As­
sociation for (he advancomenft of science 
in Philadelphia, was one on “Interviews 
with a Conan."

Boy- 
hood last* until married. All property 
belong* to tho father until he dies, no 
mutter how much tho son earns. If the 
son liv«*s in a separate house, then he 
ha* hi* earnings, imt if bis father should 
have no money he can sell hie eon's 
house.

After tho death of the father the 
money goes to the eldest son. The 
daughters are |ierfoctly froo about the 
house*. They are familiar with the 
father and their brothers and act a good 
ileal like s|siiled children. Male and 
female servants do not sit down togethor 
in the name room. HorvuntN are inher­
ited. They are Ixmglit and moM. Loyal 
servant* work and their masters
when i>oor. The higlicr chutm** employ 
private tutors for the education of tlicur 
children. In olden times there wore 
public schools in Corea. Tho schools 
of the countnr are now of a private 
character. Five rules are drilled into 
the children from the earliest ago: To 
o!h\v their father, respect their elder 
brothers, bo loyal to tlio king, ren|n‘ct- 
ful to their wife, and true to their 
friends, Coreans oat rico, soup, and 
fluid with a spoon. In this res|ieet t I n ­
different from other Asiatic tribes, like 
the Chinese, Japanese, aud Manehiirians, 
who employ, as a rule, chopsticks. At 
the table they never s|>euk, and always 
eat slowly. In passing dishes Wth 
hands must licused. To use oue is con­
sidered imiNilite.

In eating rice, which is always eaten 
with a K|HM>n, if the first spoonful is 
dropped, it is considered a sign of bud 
luck. Unlike Etmqwiu*, they lx>]jeve 
tho numlwr thirteen to lm Iueky, but 
they agree with them iu considering n 
horse-shoe over the door as bringing 
good luck witli it. They also, us the 
people do hero, get over bmhdreams by 
saying that dreams go by contrary. In 
occupying a new'house the first thing 
they do is to have a woman carry m u 
bunch of matches. This insures pros­
perity. If the ear itelic* it is a sign thut 
someone is talking ulmut von; if it is 
the chin, that cake will be received. If 
a Coronn dreams of a Buddhist priest, 
lie considers himself in danger of being 
poisoned. The hooting of tho owl is 
thought to announce the death of the 
master of tho house. Money found is 
considered had hick, as it is gained with­
out labor, mid every even-bnlanced 
Corean will spend it before lie outers u 
house. Thin, ho thinks,, will avert any 
calamity.—CVtnsfiVm Advocate.

Speed of American Railway Trains,
An examination of tho official time 

table* made by tho Jinilroad KngU 
neeriny Journal, shows that tho fastest 
trains now scheduled are two on the 
Baltimore and Ohio, which are timed to 
run tho forty miles from Baltimore to 
Washington in forty-five minutes, 
without stops, making the rate of 58.8 
miles an hour. No other train can l>o 
found wliich makes over forty milos an 
hour, and the nearest approach to it is a 
train on tlm Pennsylvania Railroad, 
which runs from Jersey City to I’hi- 
odelpliia, making one stop, ut an aver- 
ago speed of4H.8 miles an hour. On the 
opj>osition—Bound Brook—lino ono train 
makes the distance from Jersey City to 
Philadelphia at tho ruto of 45.t) miles 
an hour, without allowance for tho four 
stops. The quickest train between 
Pmladelidiia nnd Baltimore runs at tlm 
rate of 4l.fi miles an hour. Tho fastest 
long distance run is that of tho Chicago 
limited on tho New York Central and 
Hudson Bivor road, which averages 41.fi 
milos an hour from New York to Albany, 
and 40.fi miles from Albany to 
Buffalo. The corrcs|K)nding train on 
tho Pennsylvania road runs ut tho rato 
of thirty-eight miles an hour from Phila­
delphia to Pittsburgh.

Tho trains which are timed to run 
over forty miles au hour are thus found to 
bo very few iu number; aud there are not 
so many which are culled iqsm to make 
more than thirty-five or, indeed, over 
thirty miles for any considerable dis­
tance. I t must be remembered, how­
ever, tlmt a train whose average sjwcd 
is forty miles uu hour, must mako much 
faster time than that in parts of its run. 
What is the slowest passenger train is 
not easy todetormiiio.butai^oxpress” on 
a North Carolina line, which takes uino 
hours to run lOfi miles, an average of
11,1 milos an hour, is a very premising 
candidate for the honor.

What the Cow Mlrei Us,
American dairy interest* are start­

lingly enormous. They represent an in­
vestment of more than 18,000,000,000.

Of course, our readers cannot swal­
low such frightful figures in a lump, aud 
we thoreforo arrange them in soverul 
smaller, but still hereic doKON,

The number of milch cows is esti­
mated at 21,000,000. They givo au 
average of 850 gallons of milk annually. 
This would give an aggregate milk pre* 
ducthm of 7,850,000,000 gallons, a 
miniature ocean, a fair-sized Niagara. 
Four thousand millions urn used for 
cheese, nnd tho remaining 8,850,IKK),- 
000 pass through the adulterating hands 
of tho milkman and grocer and down 
the throats of 00,(HID,000 men, women, 
aud babies iu this laud of freedom.

Tho quantity of butter muuufnctured 
and used is about 1.850,000,000 pound* 
Tho vuluo of our dairy products for last 
year were nearly $500,000,lHM). This is 
$20,000,000 more than tho vuluo of our 
annual wheat yield, while it closely ap­
proximates tlmt of our corn crop, which 
is tho most valuable of <mr farm pre­
ducts.

To supply this immense dairy herd 
100,<HM),000 acres of pasture land are re­
quired, worth $250,1100,0(10. It is easy

Jamaica.
Tho climate of Jamaica surprised mo, 

for though very hot in the suit it is so 
tenqxTed hy tfio land and sea breeze 
that in the houses the thermometer 
rarely rise* a1>ovo ninety-five degrees, 
sometimes in the winter seasou sinking 
as low as sixty-five. I t  much resem­
bles the summer climate of Virginia, 
th mgh much damper, to which fact is 
duo a great deal of tho malaria and the 
terrible rheunmtio fever which prevails. 
In tho rainy season tho dampness pour* 
in through tho "jalousies,” of which tho 
skies of tho rooms are principally built, 
anil which rarely closo tightly. Tho 
liooks on tho tables mould, ouo's shoo* 
Income covered with mildew, and kid 
gloves are soon too so tte d  to wear, un­
less kept in a closely stoppered bottle. 
The houses are without means of being 
warmed in any way, as they uro built 
without chimneys or fireplace*. This 
is a general rule, though I  lieliovo in 
the Farish of 8t. Anne's on tlio north 
sido of the island, whore there is a good 
deal of rainfall, some few houses are 
built w ith a chimney, and one room has 
a fireplace. The kitchen, which is al­
ways an outside cabin, is also minus a 
chimney, an elevated sort of range or 
hob is built out into tho floor, on which 
tho cooking is done, somctimoH hy 
means of ehareoal, but, oftenor with 
brushwood and smaller sticks, tho 
smoko escaping through a holo in tho, 
roof. There is generally an old-fash*! 
ioued brick oven outside for baking 
bread, but it is seldom used, as few 
families now bake their own bread* 
They buy it if near or in a villago from 
a baker's cart which inukesits rounds in 
tho country from tlio nearest store 
where it can he procured fresh twice a 
week. Many households do without 
the article altogether, or only got 
imoiigh to serve with “early morning 
coffee," a small bit of toast being put 
witli ouch cup. They use in its place 
some of tho substitutes whirl) are 
classed under the ono generic term, 
“bread kind." These consist of boiled 
or baked yam, roasted bread fruit, |>o- 
tatoes, rice, oonkod unri|M« plantains, 
“bamtnoe," and cassava cakes,” both of 
which are breads made from the grated 
munioe root from which tapioca is also 
preiwred,_________________

The Brushes tint! .Umrlcatis I'-m.
In a well-known establishment mi an 

('fist-side street, New Y< rk, devoted to 
paints and artists' materials of every 
conceivable description, llmrc hangs on 
the wall a remarkable collection of 
pupil brushes, large and nimdl. >n taste­
fully ton\ artistically arranged within a 
gihb’d frame that one rradi'y receive* 
tlm impression, ut a little distance, that 
it U a curiously wrought piece of needle­
work. Thi* frame enclosing t his group­
ing of whut would be considered indi­
vidually as exceedinglv commonplace 
implement* of art cf trade, is about 
eight feet long bv four feet ill length. 
There are over dun brushes it: this col­
lection of different kinds, ami all aro 
manufactured by the firm irt question.

Tlie subject of paint and artist*’ 
brushes is u very interesting one, and 
the immv processes tin* bristle* or lmirs 
go through f. uniitig the brushes aro 
peculiar.

Practically none of the thmr brushes 
whether they be huge <<r small, arc 
made from domestic bristles. Nearly 
all the bri*tles come from Germany ot 
Uussiu, the Uussian being the more pre­
ferable. us the hogs from which they 
are taken run wild in Northern Bussia 
and Siberia, and are larger ami stiller 
than those of the domestic animal. 
Several attempts have been made to 
ytilize tlie bristles from native hogs, 
but without suecess. It is the universal 
law of nutiire, among the lower animals 
at least, that euivful breeding tends to 
shorten the growth of the hair or 
bristles. I  have seen bristles from tlm 
Bussiaii wild hour measure nearly a 
foot long, and of great strength. These 
bristles are used for paint, varnish, 
kalsomino, and w hitewash brushes, uml 
others of the coarsest, description.

The smallest size is used in the t'nicst 
class of art work and. together with 
brushes of a slightly coarser natmt*. i* 
made from tlie liair of the sable, camel, 
or badger.

The bristles always come in bulk and 
are tirst thoroughly cleaned. After the 
cleaning process has been tluished they 
are carefully dried and sorted, size for 
size, ami art' trimmed to tlie required 
length. They are then attached to the 
handles and are ready for immediate 
use. It takes from one to three days, 
according to tin* quality of tin* brush, to 
put it into perfect idiupc.—New Vor/r 
Mail anti A’.eyovss.
