jiioviditig themselves with air while liv­

It  is an interest­
ing sight to witness om* of them making 
liis air-cell. Clinging to the lower side 
of a few leaves, ami securing them jn

spider rises to the level of Hie xvater, 
with its belly iippermod, and, doubling 
up its liiml-legH, retains a stratum o| 
air among the hairs with xvhich its body 
is eoxei'ed, Then it plunges into the 
water uml appears as in the Amt stage 
of the making of this silvery robe. ( lo 
ing immediately to (he spot it had 
chosen, it brushes its body with it* 
paws, when the air detaches itself ami 
forms a bubble under Hie h af. The 
spider surrounds Hie bubble with the 
impermeable silky matter furnished by 
its spinneret. Betuniing to t he surface, 
it takes in another layer of air, xvhich ii 
carries down ami add* to the Arst one. 
also extending the envelope oxer it. 
The process is kept up till tin* "diving- 
bell" has reached t he proper size and is 
Auished.

ft was a handsome atone house on 11 

lane or by-road three miles west of 
Winchester. Tim region uhoumls in 
just sin'll houses, and there was noth* 
ing |N>eiilinr nlsmt it. J'Vom its ap ­
pearance i t  was the home of a Virginia 
family of means.

[ had passed it several tint 's and ob­
served if, when the inclination took 
me to call. I dismounted, and said:

"Sergeant, hold my hoiso, and keep 
a sharp lookout, J don't sup|s»Hc there 
is any danger about here, so near to 
town: but no must 1 m watchful.

The Yanng Naturalist*
John James Audubon was tarn near 

New Orleans, May 4, 1780, and died at 
the present Aiidulsm Park, New York 
City, Jan, 27,1851. His father, the son 
of a tUhermnu, of I«a Vendee, was a 
French naval o(tt<*cr, who having bo* 
como wealthy, had acquired a Planta­
tion in Louisiana and married a lady of 
tliat colony of Hiauiish descent. The 
son inbibed a love of nature at an ex* 
tromolv early age, which was probably 
strengtheniHj by Ids short resiueneo oh 
his father’s plantation in Santo Do­
mingo, and was not repressed, but mas* 
tcrod the situation when he was sout to 
France to 1m educated. It is recorded 
of him that he wus accustomed to amuse 
himself when n mere child by trying to 
draw the bird* he saw around him; and 
that hi* crude efforts not being satisfac­
tory, lie list'd to make a bonfire of them 
at ouch birthday. His father dosirod 
him to be qiiulitlcd for some occupation 
connected with the navy, or with on* 
gincering. He w as sent to France where 
the father hud taught an estate uear 
Nantes, on which his step-mother was 
living, to ta  taught mathematics, draw* 
ing, geography, fencing, and music. 
His drawing-teacher was the celebrated 
artist David, who set him to draw­
ing "horses' Feuds and the limb* of 
giants," but he preferred bird*, aud im­
proved such <qqK>rtuwtio* a* he could 
get to exorcist* himself u|xm them, and 
spent much of his time in excursion* 
into the woods, collecting *|iecinioit* 
aud muking drawing* of them. Tho 
real mq>em*iou of his ojwratfrjaN was 
his indulgeut stepmother, who gave him 
ample scom* for the exercise of his own 
tastes. Wheti Audulsm’s father re­
turned from the sea, he was astonished 
at the large collection his mm had made, 
and then asked wlmt progress he had 
made in his other studies. The reply 
uot being satisfaetorv, lie took the youth 
in band liiuiMclf, ami kept him for a year 
iu the elose study of mathematics. J)ut 
every optmrtunUy for natural history 
rumble* was still improved. Audubon 
spent another year at Nantes, when lie 
went over, after having returned to 
Amoriea und settled at Mill Orovo, hi 
ex|x>se the faithfulness of an agent 
whom his father bad entrusted with the 
elmrge of one of his enterprise*, and to 
nonsuit his parents res|M>eting marriage, 
During one of these rosidoneoH in Nan­
tes he is eredited with having uiada n 
hundred drawings of Euro|iotiii birds,—

Fiuallv, it is 
Kutd to pri'veut insects of idl kind* from 
crawling up iuto the ear, and not only 
doing damage there, but also giving rise 
to excruciating distress by the intense 
tickling wliit'b their presence would ex­
cite, The wax bus a peculiar odor, 
often very faint, but still obnoxious to 
insects in genera); sometimes, however, 
the wax seems to liuve lost this odorifer­
ous principle, or the insect does not 
seem to object to it from some reason or 
other, for it Ims occurred that Hies have 
enter'd the ear and laid tlieir eggs there, 
mid imiggots are not infrequently found 
iu the ear. ,

In ease of excessive wax dejmsit*, 
there is, i|| most eases, more or less deef- 
ness, due simply to the mechanical block­
ing-up of the Nound-isMidiicting canal; 
in some eases this conies on suddenly, 
and then this is explained by the fact 
that sonic sudden jar liu* altered the 
(NMitjon of the mass of wax. and pro- 
jM'llcd it against tlic drum-membrane.

now, religions grow not by conversion, 
but by inheritance.
