Tim late yellow* fever scare, excite­
ment, quarantine, etc., in Jacksonville, 
Fla., recalls to tuy memory a story told 
me of an incident connected with tlu* 
visit of tho terrible disease to another 
•edion for the flrst time after the late 
civil w ar.

I t was a Houthern man who told it 
me—he hod boon as brave and true a 
soldier of the Houtli as ever faced death, 
and again ho faced it during that epi­
demic, and it was of his own |HH>ple lie 
spoke. I  shall try to tell it story-wise: 

The whole country nc°.r wax alarmed, 
at the time, by /rightful tales of the 

• fever, lticli ]M*nple rushed to the 
North. The floor, whites and blacks, 
sought the Mttle tow n near which Col. 
Coleman lived, iu order to share iu 
medical attendance, if uecessary. and in 

. free rations, if auv were supplied in an­
swer to calls for assistance.

Bo great was the outside pressure, 
and so wrecklesstheseontsidersingoing 
backward and forward to and from 
the infected sections, tluit camp* were 
established, or supfiosed to be, in the 
cane outside of the town, and regular 
guards were stationed to prevent ob­
jectionable visit*. It is with the camp 
for negroes we have to do.

Col. Coleman w*as placed in charge of 
the health |H>liee. having ok an assistant 
hi* neighbor, Mr. William Bmntou. 
The guardslhcv employed were armed 
men —*nme good, and some bad. The 
country was still in an unsettled state, 
aud they were forced to do the i>e»t they 
could with such material as presented 
itself.

Jack Prester was a “poor white;” 
those few* who knew the mau well re­
spected him for his strict honesty and 
entire truthfulness; but he was slow and 
sparing ot speech, kept himself to his 
humble home, aud while all knew him, 
he had few* intimates. Col. Coleman 
and Jock hud been Iniys and men—sol­
diers—together, and were strong in the 
love of tlieir true hearts, notwithstand­
ing social differences.

POri LAR W1KXCB.

A new ParisioM industry is the manu­
facture of Iniar-frost glass which is 
covered with featliery jmtterns resemb­
ling those naturally prodm*ed upon 
window jsuies in the eold weather. The 
glass is tlrst given a ground unrfaco. 
either by the sand bla-it or the ordinary 
method,* and is tlieu coated with soft 
varnish. The varnish contract* strongly 
in drying, taking with it the particles of 
glass hi which it adheres, and this re­
produces very accurately the branching 
crystalH of frostwork.

Hone experiment* are being made in 
Hbroiisliire with a view to tost the
practicability of substituting locomotives
for horses in canal traffic. A set of 
rails about a mile in length was laid 
along the canal bank. On this was 
duced a small locomotive from Crewe 
tailway Works. When steam was up, 
wo boats were attachisl by ro|ies to the 
iN'oinotivp. which drew them aloug 

easily at alsmt Hu* miles an hour. Four 
jtouts were then attached, and the same 
sjiecd was attuined, the i*ngino working 
quite snnHithly. The experiment was 
very Huceessful.

It is found tlmt in jNiiiiting wood, one

The Age ef a Horse as Indicated by 
| the Teeth,
I An expert horseman, who has care- 
1 fully studied the mouths of horses a t 
' different ages, can judge pretty accur­
ately how old any animal is, at least up 

! to a certain age.
| The following, quoted by the f.ancrt- 
; f'Jhi 'n-, from the Dublin /'w m e/V  <!n- 
1 SHI*1, will interest every one who is de­
sirous of becoming proficient in this 

' business:
j “The foal is Itorn with tw\ lvo grind- 
, crs. When four front teeth liuvo made 
j their appearance, the colt is twelve days 
' old, and when the next four assert 
tlmmselvei its age will Is* twenty-eight 
days. Thu corner teeth nmko their 
ap|>eara!ico when tho foal is eight 
mouths old, and these latter attain tho 
height of th» front teeth at the age of 
a year. The two-year-old has tile ker­
nel, tho dark substance in the middle of 
the tooth's crown, ground out of all the 
front te«th. In the third year the mid­
dle front to th uro shifted, and when 
three years old these me substituted bv 
the permanent (or horse) teeth, w hich 
are larger and mure yellow thun their 
predecessor. The next four teeth are 
shifted in tho fourth year, and tho cor­
ner teeth in the fifth, giving place to 
tho permanent nipper.

“At five years of uge a horse has fortj 
teeth, of which twenty-four are

Thu Tlomtilrul Arrwinimnltiirnu of an Ns*

Although the jsipulation is only 4,000,- 
IHMI, its borrowing capacity is equaled 
only by the litorality of European capi­
talists, and the money markets of the 
ohl world have beeu seriously disturbed. 
Since the year 1881 no less than )M2>V 
000,000 was borrowed, of which #17,V  
000 was obtained last year. Tin* ease 
with which Honey bus been obtained 
has led to feverish speculation, and a 
crash is anticipated.

T he statue of Marshall, the Califor­
nia gold tinder, weighs OAO pound*, aud 
is made of yjiic, in the right hand, 
which is dost* to the ImhIv, is a large 
nugget of gold, and the left hand is ex­
tended, with the fortlnger (Hunting 
downward to  the historic mill race 
where the gold was discovered. Mar­
shall is attired in the typical miner's 
costume of heavy lsMits reaching to the 
knee*, in which are thrust hi* trousers, 
woolen shirt, with (lowing collar but 
toned across the chod, and stench hat. 
The butt of a heavy revolver projects 
from a holster at Ids right side, and is 
balanced by a bowie knife at the left. 
The wea|NUiM are suspended Irom a 
leather bell, which i* drawn tightly 
around the waist, The face i* one ef 
life, and is u true copy of that of the 
gold timid. It is a strong face, vith 
clcat'lv marked lines, ami looku like 
that of a man of determination.

A group of men wearing tall stovepipe 
hats march iu front of the van*. The 
silent cortege draws up near the prison 
door. One of the vans is o(M*ned; in­
side a lantern hums: four men climb 
into it, take off their hluck clothes, aud 
put on blouses, w hile a inuu w ith au 
umbrella and an overcoat on his arm 
waits for them. This is the headsman, 
and the four men iu blouses are his aids. 
Uudcr the directions of the headsiuuu 
the aids open the second van nml take 
out of it slowly uud silently the tois do 
justice, the fragments of the guillotine. 
First of all, the four men carry the 
platform, which they place on the *|s>t 
marked by tho five flagstone*, at n dis­
tance of seventeen meters from the 
prison door. A square lantern with one 
candle in it i* all the light they have. 
Yon hear the sound of the mallet; the 
gliding of wood in grooves; one tall 
side ]M>st rises, then a second close to it, 
and above the two the crowdmr, or cha­
peau; the luuette infixed and the knife, 
and tho executiouer makes it slide up 
and down in the grooves iu order to as­
sure himself that it falls smoothly and 
unerringly.

The guillotino isconqHisedof two up- 
right ]Mists, tliirteen feet high, the inner 
side* grooved, and surmounted by a 
lintel culled the chapeau. The space 
between these two frames i* atout four­
teen inches, and it is in the grooves that 
falls the triangular-sha|)ed steel blade; 
the knife is bolted to a heavy piece of 
lead, which accelerates its fall, and is 
started by a spring. At about n yard 
from tlie ground a 1m su'd hollowed out 
in half-moon k1m|k» is placed to- 
tween the vortical Wains; another 
hoard similar cut forms an up­
per part of wlmt is called the 
lunette. Tin* bescule, or swinging
I dank is iu the rear of the upright 
teams, and iu its vertical (msition 

comes up to the culprit's breast, (’on- 
trary to what is often printed, tho con­
demned is not strapped to the Ward, 
lint simply pushed against it. ami in 
falling his neck fits into the lower Half 
of the lunette; tho upper section is im­
mediately let down and the knife falls 
at the same instant. The head drops 
iuto a sort of a tub filled witli bran, and 
one of the aids rolls the decapitated 
body over into a ziuk-lined willow bas­
ket placed at the right side of the bas­
cule. The operation does not exceed 
ton seconds when tho “patient-" fall* 
well, but iu some eases the aids are 
obliged to adjust the culprit's neck 
when it is onee in the lunette. Frau/.iui 
remained forty-tive seconds on tho 
plank Wfore the knife fell.

Towards 4 or B o'clock, when every­
thing is ready outside, the Warden of 
the prison, accompanied by several offi­
cials, goes to the condemned man's cell 
and, shaking him by the shoulder, 
announces that his demand for 
pardon has Wen rejected. A* soon as 
the prisoner has dressed himself lie is, 
if lie so desires, left alone with the 
chaplain for a few moments: afterwards 
ho is led to tho toilet room. First, the 
shirt collar is cut away suflioiotitly to 
allow the giiilloiiue knife to fall upon 
his bare neck; then lie is fastened with 
n cord starting from the shoulders and 
connecting with another curd that binds 
the two wrists; a third cord goes from 
the wrist to the knees, where it is joined 
to another cord already passed arouud 
tho legs. Thus strapped the culprit is 
obliged to march as straight a* an I, 
viuh hi* head thrown back. When the 
preparations nrc ended the procession 
starts for the guillotine, the prisoner 
being supported by two of the heuds* 
man's aids, uml accompanied by the ex­
ecutioner, the chaplain, and the other 
otliciuls. The huge prison doors art' 
thrown open, aud the tlrst ohjeot tho 
condemned man sees is the black 
trapoxiforni knife, which, contrary to 
the general impression, is not concealed 
from his gaze. The distance Mini the 
guillotine is seui'cely twenty steps, ami 
as soon us the prisoner reaches the 
swinging Ward the chaplain quits him, 
the executioner seizes him and pushes 
him on the bascule, Fan! Fan! a dick 
uud u th u d th e  fall of the knife, the 
heavy sound of the Ixaly falling into 
the hrau box, The movements are 
almost simultaneous. The knife falls. 
Tho criminal dlsap|M*ars.—/ViW* Irttvr,

One Hecrid of hong Life.
Regularity of habits is sometimes 

monotonous, but it uvoidcs u great deal 
of nervous waste, Rohemia, where no­
body docs the same thing twice in tho 
same way, may be very entertaining, 
but it does not foster old age, "The 
Fo/oiki#' SrfaiHut .Munlhht" has been 
looking into this mutter, and comes to 
this conclusion: “The information 
which tlie blanks give on the subject of 
habits coincides with tin-opinion of most
1HH*ple, formed from observation, that 
ongevitv without regularity of Whit* is 

rare. These old (ample, men ami wo­
men alike, are put down as early risers 
and retirers almost without exception, 
and fully nineteen out of every twenty 
have observed this custom throughout 
life, except, perhaps, u‘ some (mriod in 
Youth, Meals have been eateu regu­
larly, three each day, with dinner at 
irmhi, tho exceptions toiug so rare as to 
indicate nothing. Exercise in most 
cases has been hard work up to sixty- 
tlvc or Hevcnty, and after tlmt period 
has consisted (when the regular occupa­
tion has been given up) of walking, 
gardening or both, t-'\ccpt in eases of 
sickness, these old people are, a* a rule, 
a* uctivo amt a* fo n d  o f  constant occupa­
tion of some sort to-day as most men 
and women are at •!.*>. One of the most 
siguilleaut fact* gathered in this can­
vass is that regarding occupations. Out 
of LOGO men, throughout hie, 401 have 
been fanners; P2. have beeu carpenters; 
70, merchants; HI, mariners; 411, labor­
ers; 42. shoemakers; II. manufacturers; 
2*1, clergymen; 2!l, masons; It'., black­
smith)', lb, bankers; 12 each, iron­

workers, mill-hands, physician*, And 
lawyers; and tho li&lauco aro divided 
among nearly all tho othor trade* and 
profession*. The list includes only one 
each of the following: Hermit, hunter, 
chemist, professor, soldier, broker, auc­
tioneer, joekey, contractor. Nearly all, 
however, began life on the farm."

The moral of all this, a* applicable to 
our theme, is to rely on repulsion, 
rather than attraction.

Ho in makiug stories for the instruc­
tion of the impressible young souls in­
cidentally intrusted to our care, wlmt 
tho novelist of to-day needs to do, is 
Ut lead them by the hand through tho 
muddy by-ways of indiscretion, all reek­
ing with tho staiu of putrefying tilth 
and lasciviousness, and then, when they 
have eoine out nil the dean, delectable 
mouutaiu, they have such a nice, hor­
rible memory to protect their future! 
This doctrine, of course, is based upon 
the supposition that none of them will 
ever desire to go back to the ilcshpots 
whose unsavory smells saluted their 
nostrils as they passed through.

We trust no one w ill mistake this for 
satire. To our view the practice herein 
shadowed forth seems really to have met 
with the highest success, iiitt' Zoln in 
France, Auielie Rive* in the loiitt-d 
States, and "Ouida" in England.

Submarine Divers.

They also 
compote for prices offered by the Gov­
ernment for different feats of diving, { 
the contest* taking (dace each year, in . 
the Ituliau, German, amH’hiliun service 
regular divers are employed on all the 
vessels, those engaged by the tlrst two 
(towers being instructed in diving 
s c I i o o I h  established ut various ports 
within their domains. No organized 
body of divers ia connected with the 
naval service of the I’nited States, de­
pendence being placed entirely upon 
outside parties who make a specialty of 
such work.

A. J. Conam, the artist, recalls some 
interesting stories atout Lincoln, whose 
(MM'truit to  onco imiuted for the Hrst ex­
hibition of the western Academy of Art 
in Mt. Louis, i t  was his custom, he 
raid, in (minting this, to go to Mr. Lin­
coln's ottiee in the old State building, as 
Mr. Lincoln was at that timedWHH 
iniHtto witli (toliticul affairs and conhl 
not find time for formal sittings. The 
tlrst time Mr. ('oimnt visited Mr. Lin- 
(sdn for this |iiir|Nise lie fettml tho ex­
pression uiMUi his face quite the reverse 
of the melancholy ami serious one ho 
hud KUp|NiKod lie wore. U was so bright, 
animated, ami genial that Mr. Uoniuit at 
once made up Ids mind to <bq>ict it if to 
eouhl. With this in view, it was his cus­
tom to tell humorous stories, which, 
when thev louchto Mr. Lincoln's fancy, 
made him forget for the time liisubsorb- 
ing affairs. < hie day Mr. Lincoln told 
liow, when “running,*' as he termed it, 
his gnMvry store at Salem, iieurMpring- 
tield, he got his Hrst taste for law. A 
farmer drove up with a broken-down 
horse aud a w agon filled with household 
“plunder,'* und asked him what lie 
wontd give “for tho hull load.” Liticoiu 
Itmked over the lot of old (Mits, pans, 
kettles, and stuff, and gave him half a 
dollar. The man went off and Linenli: 
stonsl the stuff. Some weeks after tin 
pnrahuKe Lincoln had occasion to use 
one of tlm barrels, which was tilled with 
Nome of the idd “truck" tought ill tlm 
TiO-cciit purchase, and a* to  turned out 
the contents of oue of them, under the 
old rusty pans a dilapidated copy o| 
Blackstoiie's Commenturies came to 
light. Lincoln eyed it curiously atul 
laid it aside. Later iu the aftermsm lie 
picked the Invok up and begun to read. 
He siHui to»cumo absortosl iu it, ami 
from tlmt day on he rend all the long 
leisure hours which fall to the lot of tlm 
country grocer. This won the Hrst ink­
ling lie luid of any taste in the diri^etion 
iu which he afterward attained such suc­
cess.

Another story the artist told was one 
which he said he had himself told Lin­
coln. and which he Imd used on several 
occasions, on two of which he had beeu 
interrupted Indore he got to the js'int, 
“ami." said the artist, “if there was any­
thing which annoyed Mr. Lincoln it was 
this. It caused him to always romem- 
ber the man from whom lie got tlm 
story. ’Hu- story was of a Missouri man 
who went to a stable to get a horse to 
take him to a convention to which he 
was going as a delegate with a hope of 
nomination. The stable kor(M>r was a 
man of ditlerent (topical persuasion and 
gave him a horse which he calculated 
would break down before he got. there. 
His calculation proved true ami the muu 
lost the mmiiuutinu. On hi* return to 
the stable, the disappointis! Missourian 
asked the stableman if he was training 
that Imrse for a hearse. The man said 
“Kinder guessed lie wasn’t." "Well,'* 
said the man, “if von are, lie'll never do 
it, for hi' wouldn't get a cor)we to tlie 
cemetery in time for the resurrection." 
This story Lincoln had twice tried to 
tell, once from the rear of the t rain, and 
was carried away by it toforo lie got to 
the (Mijnt, and a second time, when 
present at a gun testing, when the gun 
was tired just us he reached the Mis­
sourian's reply.

A font rlhulIon to Science,
I t will be remembered tlmt Mr. 

Leary started an immense raft, of logs 
from Nova Scotia for New York in De­
cember, 1887, aud that it went to pieces 
on the way. The raft was composed of 
thousands of b*gs, uud of course when 
it broke up each log became w ind may
