At tho moment tho Albemarle 
blew up. a charge of grape struck 
Lieutenant Cushing's boat and entirely 
disabled it. All bunds took to the 
water, refusing to surrender. In
“Battles uml Leaders of the Civil
War” Cushing describes his own sub­
sequent udventureH.

It was cold, long after frost, and the 
water chilled the blood, while tho 
whole surface of the stream was plow­
ed up by grape and musketry, and his 
nearest Yrieuds, the fleet, wore twelve 
miles away. Ho made for tho nearest 
shore, but (lie proseuce of ilie enemy’s 
bouts obliged him to go down stream. 
Here ho was nearly ou laud when he 
heard a cry of distress behind him, and 
put out uguin to tho relief of the speut 
swimmer.

For ten minutes the other man was 
kept alloat, Then ho sank like a stone, 
and Lieutenant Cushing made for the 
shore.

“My strokes were not very feeble,” 
he says, “my clothe* being soaked and 
heavy, while little chop-seas .sploshed 
with choking persistently into my 
mouth cverv time 1 gasped for breuth. 
At last, ami uot a moment too noon, I 
touched the soft mud. and in the ex­
citement of tho first shock halt-raised 
mv body and made ono step forward. 
Then I fell, aud remained half in the 
mud aud half in the water until day­
light, unable even to crawl on bauds 
and knees, nearly frozen, with my 
brain in n whirl, but with one thing 
strong in me -the Used determination 
to escape.”

The sunlight brought lmelc his 
strength, and his first object was to 
reach u dry fringe of rushes that edged 
the swamp. When half way aeross the 
intervening space he was obliged to 
drop into the mud to escape discovery. 
Four men passed so near as almost to 
tread on him, uml from their conver­
sation he knew he must get buck into 
the swamp.

A picket-guard of seven soldier* wa*

and then got in and paddled away to 
lils-rty.

“Hour after hour I paddled, never 
ceasing for a moment, first on nuc side, 
then on the other, while NUlishilio 
paused into twilight, and thut was 
Rwrullowed up In thick ilarkucii*.

which surround Americns. Ga., thcro 
i* none so historic in its character,orof 
which so much has been spoken ami 
written, ns Andersonville, thesiteof tho 
old Confederate prison uml the National 
Cemetery, in which lie the remains of 
over 13,000 Union soldiers. It lies 
eleven mill's northeast of Americas, 
and can be reached bv rail or carriage. 
The drive is a pleasant and picturesque 
one, the road winding among the hills 
and valleys ami passing through for­
ests of pines.

Of the old prison pen, which was in 
fact nothing but a sN>ckade inclosing 
thirty acres of land through which 
runs Sweetwater Creek, but li:tle 
remains. A few straggling, Imlf-rotted 
posts marked the line of the stockade; 
u few lew earthworks, upon which 
were mounted small lixed pieces, show 
where once were the gates; hero and 
there were a few of the wells dug down 
into the hard, red day for shelter and 
in the hope of escape. Providence 
Spring, which burst* forth just on the 
edge of tlie “dead line” ami furnished 
fresh water for thousands of thirsty 
throats, still contributes its never-fail­
ing stream to Sweetwater Creek. The 
grounds aro now the property of tdo 
Grand Army of the lleimblie, having 
been purchased by the Department of 
Georgia and turned over to the 
National Encampment. Carriage-ways 
and walks have been constructed 
through the gronnds ami it is intended 
to erect a club house. Visitors occasion­
ally pick up some relic of the thousands 
who were confined here, in the shafie ol 
a button, buckleor rusty cantceo.

The National Cemetery, in which lie 
repersentivcs inrni every state in tho 
Union,and from almost every regiment, 
with its 13,000 white head stones, re­
sembling a great army of the dead, lies 
uUmt half a mile from tho prison 
grounds and is surrounded by a brick 
wall. The grounds arc nicely laid out, 
walks well paved, the law ns keep nicely 
shaved, while clumps of trees and shrub- 
Iktv break tho monotony of an almost 
level plutcnu. All but a few hundred 
of the graves aro laid out in long 
straight lines, with a /enues Imtween, 
just as they were dug hy tho burial 
corps of prisoners who laid side by side 
their dead brethren. A wonderfully 
correct record was keep by this burial 
corps, and this record has been trans­
cribed and i* kept in the office of the 
superintendent, who can in a few 
minutes point out the exact spot of 
any one buried in the groumls. Near 
the center of the grounds, apart from 
all others, unmarked aud uulionored, 
lie the remains of four prisoners who 
were convicted by their fellow prison­
ers of robbery and murder, and hung 
upon a gallows erected within the 
stockade.— Southern Trust.

The state dining-room at Windsor 

Castle is a lino apartment in tlie 
Prince of Wales’ tower. I t was re­
decorated shortly before the jubilee 
in gold and white after a very taste­
ful acsign t hosen by Princess Beat­
rice. The furniture is of Gothic pat­
tern and said to have been designed 
by Wei by Pugin. The doors aro orna­
mented with exquisite Chippendale 
work, says an exchange.
. In the (enter of the north window, 
which looks out on the north terrace, 
the home park and Eton College, is 
diqilayod a massive gold punch bowl, 
which was designed by Flaxman for 
the prince regent. The ladle, whi-h 
is a very line piece of work, is made 
In the form of a trochus shell. Tlie 
whole cost $.55,000.

This room was destroyed by tire in 
IS53 and again by water in I si*I. It 
Is only lined on grand occasions when 
ibe queen's party is over sixteen. 
Wbau it Is under that numt>cr the 
tjueen piefeis lo time In the oak 
room.

The three drawing-rooms arc con­
nected with the dining-room, with 
the corridor and with each other by 
folding doors and all the doors are 
decorated with the same uniquo 
Chippendale work. The three draw­
ing-rooms face the ca*t ami look 
down on the splendid east terrace and 
gardens over the broad expanse of the 
home park toward Hatchet, old 
Windsor.

Tlie crimson drawing-room is next 
to the dining-room. I t  is decorated 
and upholstered In crimson satin bro­
cade, which, together with the rich­
ness of the embellishments and the 
wealth of gliding . with which it is 
adorned, gives this room a very gorge­
ous appearance.

Superb carvings, the finest ormulu 
work aud the most exquisitely inlaid 
cabinets line tlie walls, and conspicu­
ously p'aced in one of the windows is 
a large malachite vase, which, like 
the ono in the grand reception room, 
was given to tlie fjuccn by Czar Nidi 
olas of Uussia.

The crimson drawing-room opcn>. 
into the green, similarly decorated 
and furnished in richest satin bro- 
ca !c. hut tlie prevailing color is green.

The principal feature of this room 
Is the magnificent collection of Sevres 
china, which is said to to  tho finest 
in tho world. This is another prod­
uct of tlie extravaxant tastes ot 
George IV. and the sight of the in­
numerable lovely pieces, delicately 
molded and colored, is cnotMh to 
make a collector mad with envy.

The white drawing-room is fur* 
nished In crimson and gold damask, 
with white walls decorated in an es­
sentially French style. The walls of 
this room are hung with numerous 
portraits of the royal family, while a 
mini tor of exquisitely worked cabi­
nets ami a table, beautifully inlaid 
witli Florentine mosaic In tho form 
of (lowers and fruit, are amoug tlie 
principal ornaments. I t  is iu the 
white drawing-room th a t the (^uccn 
holds private investitures of the 
knightly orders, when a few minis­
ter* are summoned from town iu 
order to form a council for the oc­
casion. Luncheon is held first in 
the dining-room.

Some |M*r.*ons have the idea that, 
glasses weaken the eyes, and tln-y 
think to save the eyes by putting <.:! 
wearing glasses as long as possible. 
The reverse of lids is true. Many 
people do injure their sight whc.i 
they put on glasses, but it is by put. 
ting on such as are too strong tor 
them. They rely on their own judg­
ment instead of on tlmt of an export, 
or perhaps, out of mistaken economy, 
they utilize the disused glasses ol 
tr.elr older relatives,

The glasses should not magnify 
perceptibly, but should simply render 
reading easy. In from two to -ix 
years stronger ones will he needed.

skill.” At tho moment tho Albemarle 
blew up, u charge of grape struck 
Lieutenant Cushing'sliont and entirely 
disabled it. AU bunds took to the 
water, refusing to surrender. In
“Hatties uml Lenders of the Civil
War" Cushing describes his own sub­
sequent adventures.

It was cold, long after frost, and the 
water chilled the blood, while the 
whole surface of tiie stream was plow­
ed up by grape and musketry, and his 
nearest frieuds, the fleet, were twelve
miles away. Ho made for the nearest 
shore, but the presence of the enemy's 
boats obliged him to go down stream. 
Here he wus nearly ou land when lie 
heard a cry of distress behind him, and 
put out again to the relief of the spent 
swimmer.

For ten minutes the other man was 
kept afloat. Then ho sunk like a stone, 
and Lieutenant Cushing made for the 
shore.

“My strokes were not very feeble," 
he suys, “my elothes being soaked and 
lienvy. while little ehop-seas splashed 
with choking persistently into my 
mouth cverv time 1 gasped for breath. 
At last, ami uot a moment too soon, I 
touched the soft mud. and in the ex­
citement of the first shock halt-raised 
my body aud made one step forward. 
Theu I fell, ami remained half in the 
mud and half in the water until day­
light, unable even to crawl on linmls 
ami knees, nearly frozen, with my 
brain in a whirl, but with one thing 
strong in me - the fixed determination 
to escape."

The sunlight brought back Ills 
strength, uml his first nhjeet was to 
reach a dry fringe of rushes that edged 
tiie swamp. \\ hen halt way across the 
intervening space he was obliged to 
drop into the mud to escape discovery. 
Four men passed so near ns almost to 
tread ou him, and from their conver­
sation lie knew 1m must get hark into 
the swamp.

"This I ilid by sinking my heels aud 
cllsiws into the earth, uml forcing my 
l»ody iurh by inch toward it. Five 
hours, with bare bead, feet aud bands, 
I made my wav w here I venture to 
sav none ever del before, until 1 came 
ut lust to a dear place, vvh *re 1 might 
rest H| on solid ground.

which surround Amfrleus. Oa., there 
is none so historic in its character,or of 
which so much 1ms been spoken ami 
written, as Andersonville, thositeof the 
old Confederate prison and the National 
Cemetery, in which He tho remains of 
over 13,000 Union soldiers. I t lies 
eleven miles northeast of Americus, 
and can he readied hv rail or carriage. 
The drive is a pleasant andpicturesquo 
one, the road winding among the hills 
and valleys and passing through for­
ests of pities.

Of the edd prison pen,-which was in 
fact nothing hut a stockade inclosing 
thirty acres of land through which 
runs Sweetwater Creek, hut little 
remains. A few straggling, Imlf-rotted 
posts marked the line of the stockade; 
u few low earthworks, upon which 
were mounted small fixed pieces, allow 
where once were the gates; hero and 
there were a few of the wells dug down 
inlo the hard, rml duv for shelter and 
in the hope of escape. Providence 
Spring, which hursts forth just on tho 
edge of the "dead lino" und furnished 
fresh water for thousands of thirsty 
throats, still contributes its never-fail­
ing stream to Sweetwater Creek. The 
grouuds aro now the property of Die 
Grand Army of the Republic, having 
been purchased by tho Department of 
Georgia and turned over to the 
National Encampment. Carriage-ways 
and walks have been constructed 
through the grounds and it is intended 
to erect a club house. Visitors occasion­
ally pick up some relic of the thousand*! 
who were confiued hero, in tho sbape ot 
a button, buckle or rusty canteen.

The National Cemetery, in which lie 
repersentives irom every state in tlm 
Union,and from almost every regiment, 
with its 13,000 white head stones, re­
sembling a great army of the dead, lies 
about half a mile from the prison 
grounds and is surrounded by a brick 
wall. The grounds are nicely laid out, 
walks w ell paved, the lawns keep nicely 
shaved, while dumps of trees and shrub­
bery break tho monotony of an almost 
level plateau. All but u few hundred 
of the graves aro laid out in long 
straight lines, with avenues between, 
just as they wero dug by the burial 
corps of prisoners who laid side by si.lo 
their dead brethren, A wonderfully 
correct record was keep by this burial 
corps, and this record has been trans­
cribed aud is kept iu the office of tho 
superintendent, who can in a few 
miuutes point out the exact spot of 
any one buried in the grouuds. Near 
the center of the grounds, apart from 
alt others, unmarked and uulionored, 
lie the romuihH of four prisoners who 
were convicted by their fellow prison­
ers of robbery aud murder, and bung 
upon a gallows erected within the 
stockade.— Southern Trust. _

The state dining-room at Windsor 
Castle is u fine apartment in the 
Driner* of Wales' tower. It was re­
decorated shortly before the jubilee 
in gold and white after a very taste­
ful design < lioseti by Princess Heat- 
rice. The furniture is of Gothic pat­
tern aud said to have been designed 
by SVelhy Dugin. The doors are orna­
mented with exquisite Chippendale 
work, says an exchange.
. In tho t outer of tho north window, 
which looks out on the uorth terrace, 
the home park and Eton College, is 
displayed a massive gold punch howl, 
which was designed by Flaxiuan for 
the prince regent. The ladle, which 
Is a very line piece of work, is m;ule 
In the form of a troehus shell. The 
whole cost $55,0(io.

This room was destroyed by fire in 
1S53 and again by water in isoi. I t 
Is only used on grand occasions when 
the queen's party is over sixteen. 
Whan it  is under th a t nmnlicr tho 
Queen prefers to dine in the oak 
room.

The three drawing-rooms are eon. 
nocted w ith the dining-room, with 
the corridor and with each other by 
folding doors and all the doors arc 
decorated with the same unique 
Chippendale work. Tiie throe draw­
ing-rooms race the ca*t and look 
down on the splendid east terrace and 
gardens over the broad expanse of the 
home park toward Hatchet, o ld  
Windsor.

The crimson drawing-room is next 
to the dining-room. I t  is decorated 
and upholstered in crimson satin bro­
cade, which, together with the rich­
ness of the embellishments and the 
wealth of gilding . with which it is 
adorned, gives thlsroom a very gorge­
ous appearance.

Superb carvings, tho finest ormulu 
work and the most exquisitely inlaid 
cabinets line the walls, and conspicu­
ously p 'am l in one of the windows is 
a large malachite vase, which, like 
the one in the grand reception room, 
was given to tho Queen by Czar Melt 
olas of Russia.

The crimson drawing-room open*, 
into the green, similarly decorated 
and furnished in richest satin hro- 
ca !c. hut the prevailingcolorisgreen.

The principal feature of this room 
is the magnlficcntcollrction of Sevres 
china, which is said to lie the finest 
in tho world. This is another prod­
uct of the extravagant tastes ot 
George IV. and the sight of the In­
numerable lovely pieces, dolleuteiy 
molded and colored, is cnoudi to 
make a collector mud with envy.

The whito drawing-room is fur­
nished in crimson and gold damask, 
with white walls decorated in an es­
sentially French style. Tiie walls of 
this room avc hung with numerous 
portraits of the royal family, while a 
number of exquisitely worked cabi­
nets and a table, beautifully inlaid 
with Florentine mosaic In tho form 
of (lowers and fruit, are among the 
principal ornaments. I t  is in the 
white drawing-room tlm t tho Queen 
holds private investitures of the 
knightly orders, when a few minis­
ters are summoned from town lu 
order to form a eotincil for Hit* oc­
casion. Luncheon is held first in 
tiie dining-room.

Con­
vex glasses of the right power in- 
crease Hie eonvergency and bring it 
to the right point, lmt because they 
haw  no “ power of accommodation.” 
those which are of use in near work 
are wor-e than ipeless in seeing re- 
limb1 objects. 'This dilfieultv can he 
removed by having the gla-s in each 
how consist of two parts, the lower 
suited to reading and the upper to 
seeing at a distance.

Tne time to put on sp> ctacb*s is 
when the above mentioned symptoms 
begin to show themselves. To d* lav 
because spectacles suggest age is a 
foolish weakness, which can result in 
untiling hut harm.

Smiti persons have the idea that 
glasses weaken the eyes, and they 
think In save the eyes by pulling oil 
wearing glasses as long as possible. 
The reverse of this Is true. Many 
people do injure their sight win* i 
they put on glasses, lm t It is by p e l­
ting on such as are too strong h>r 
them. They rely on their own judg­
ment instead of on tlm t of an expert, 
or perhaps, out of mistaken economy, 
they utilize the disused glasses ol 
t5elr older relatives,

The glasses should not mu/uify 
perceptibly, lmt should simply render 
reading easy. In from two lo >t.x 
years stronger ones will be needed.

F IN D IN G  THE TliEASL UK.

I t  roust be nearly fifty-five yeans 
Attn now Miice t»l:o events liuphuiiod. 
I  was about twenty or twenty-one 
years of a^c and had made one voyage 
B) thu Golden Gem nut and lump; to 
the West li.dic* and Honduras. The 
Golden Gem was seho(>ner*riurtt<-'ilan<i 
was a little  thing of about 250 tons 
burden. She was owned by the cap­
tain, a Welshman named Timnias 
Thomas, and had made many voyages
in the West Indian trade.

On our second voyage wc took out [ when he got rigged up

ourselves over the shore to hunt for 
any remains or signs of the lost Span­
iard.

After a short time wc heard a hail 
from the northern end of the island, 
and hurrying up wc found the cap­
tain and the others grouped around 
a mass of black and rotting timbers, 
which wc immediately recognized as 
the debris of a wrecked vess'l. This 
was evident proof tha t at one time or 
another a vessel of considerable si/.c 
bad been cast up a t this spot.

DoiiAsHgarn was satisfied tha t his 
quest was here, so after wc had cast 
about for awhile, hunting for further 
evidence, we returned to our boat 
and went aboard.

I t was then arranged th a t a camp 
should lie set up on the island, and 
the don, with the three divers and 
three other men, should prosecute 
their operations from land. This 
would leave the seliooiu r free to put 
to sea in case of lad weather, and 
also allow diving operations to be 
commenced at once, by Uic aid of a 
tau t on the Inner side of the coral 
reef.

Nfcxt day wc were busy getting the 
things a-hore, and it took us till well 
on to noon before this was completed; 
then, while some of the men com­
menced rigging up a couple of tents,

Our Canndinn Neighbors <Jivo Us Soma 
Valuable Suggestions.

The Ontario Department of Agri­
culture has issued a valuable special 
bulletin on the making of roads. The 
line of argument used in favor of the 
building of good country roads in 
Canada is muen tho same as th a t in 
the United States—namely: tha t good 
roads enable the farmer to m arket 
Ills produce a t all times in the year 
and secure Ills supplies a t less ex­
pense for hauling, with less wear and 
tear to vehicles and injury to animals, 
besides which they result in bringing 
together more closely the  members of 
the agricultural community and there­
by incicase the social intercourse of 
farmers. But this is only prel iminary 
to an intelligent discussion of grades, 
drainage, and material for road bed, 
with the treatm ent necessary to keep 
as well as make good roads.

I t  is stated th a t a grade of not less 
than three inches in 100 feet is abso­
lutely ne ‘cssury topreservatlvcdrain- 
age. hut any great excess over tha t 
should he avoided If possible. If  the 
load a horse can draw on a level ta  
called 100, the effective power Is re­
duced to HO for a grade of one foot to 
the 100, to SI for one In 50, and 25 
for one in 10.

Tho report strongly commends the 
movement in favor of wide tires for 
draft vehicles. I t  says it has been 
proved by repeated experiments that 
wheels with tires 21 lnchc.iwidc cause 
double the xvear of wheels which have 
4A-incli tires. The wide tire has a 
tendency to roll the roadbed and keep 
it smooth a t the same time, while 
the narrow cuts It up and requires 
more hauling force for the same 
weight of load, besides spoiling the 
thoroughfare. Most of the Kuropean 
countries have laws regulating this 
matter. In France the ruarffjt 
wagons have tlreyfrom a to lo Ineues 
in width, usually 4 to U Inches, and 
the lear axle is the longest, so that 
Hie hind wheels run on a line outside 
of -the lore wheels, the vehicle being 
thus a road-maker instca I of a rood- 
destroyer. For wagons without 
springs the tires should not he less 
than 2) Inches for a lou I of 50 > to 
I,ooft pounds on each wheel, mid lor 
loads ot 2,000 to <’*,00 vpouud* on each 
wheel tlie t ire should not he less than 
0 inches wide.
