ANOTHER SUIDICE.

The Body o f Sakris P akka  Found in 
the Snow Near Eagle Mills. ‘

Last Saturday afternoon «*ome boy* 
liv ing  at the Morgan locution, while 
rambling on the hill about a quarter of 
a mile northeast of i-lugle Mills, dis­
covered the body of a man lying in the 
snow at the foul of the hill and imme­
diately notified the residents of the 
station bouse, a short distance from 
where the ghastly discovery was made, 
who went w ith the Miy s ami found the 

body lying face downward in tliesnow. 
About the scene, strewed prmuLeinus- 
ly, was the elolhlngof the unfortunate 
man. The body was stripped of all 
outer garments to Ills ender-cioth* 
His shoes, cap nnd mittens were lyin,; 
on the opposite side of the body to 
that of the rest of the clothing and 
would Indicate that the man immngin- 
ed ho was going tob"d. The body was 
frozen and was not decomposed. Jus­
tice Dunlop, of Eagle Mills, was ‘im ­
mediately notified who impanelled a 
ju ry  from Negnunco township consist­
ing of Fred W ellington, Jacob Kintly , 
Richard Taylor, Myles Howe, Autdlno 
Fortier and Mathew Cleary, wiio 
found that the man's name was Sakris 
l?ukku, a Flulander who had worked 
nt tbc Buffalo mine in this city, that 
his mind for the past year or so had 
been unbalanced, and that he bad dis­
appeared from his boarding house 
about two months ago, and in accord­
ance therewith rendered a verdict tlmt 
“ death was caused from exposure dur­
ing a fit o! temporary insanity.*’ lie  
was a young mil A apparently years
of age und leaves no relatives in this 

country. H is remains were taken to 
Marquette Monday for interment.

John U. Van Evoru, tho new warden 
of the Marquette prison, has appoint- 
oJ Eugene E. Mosher, of Jackson, ns 
deputy warden. M r. Mosher was hull 
master ut the Jackson prison under 
warden Davis and is considered as the 
only prisou nmn about that institution 
during the administration which 
practically closed w ith  the Latimer 
oplsodo. Failing to make arrange- 
m arts for services at tho prison on 
E  vster Sunday, W arden Van Kvern 
c vused the prisoners to imsembio in 
the ehappol and uddrossed himself to 
them plcusantly yet positively regard­
ing Ms Ideas of prison discipline, and 
dofining his attitude towards them. 
T iia t the talk wm> productive of good 
was manifest. In the Increased degrea 
of quiet tlm t has prevailed about the 
cell blocks slnco that day, and the fur­
ther fact that a number of the prison­
ers voluntarily sent nil manner of 
articles from the ir cells to the prison 
office with an explanation of the ir |kis- 
session and intended use of them. 
There wero knives, saws made from 
knives, bars, drills, and tool* for from 
the manufacturer* of small articles as 
a past Unto. This was of course a sm- 
prisu and resulted In a thorough search 
of all the occupied cells of the lustltu- 
tiny and the removal of everything of 
a contraband nature.

According to popular prejudice, 
yawning in g o l  society is an im ­
proper sign of weariness: b u t accord­
ing to the teachings of physiology, it 
is a long-drawn, forcible inspiration  
followed by a shorter respiration.

In  yawning, not only the muscles 
which move the lower jaw  arc used, 
but also the breathing muscles of the 
chest.

Persons Who nr© Killed In Consequence of 
Absent mtiMicchiesH.

“ I t  is doubtful if  so many people, 
who arc run over on railroads, or 
jum p from precipices and bridges, 
commit suicide, as is generally sup­
posed, ” said a physician, recently.

“ When a man or woman steps in 
fron t of a tra in , or walks off from  
some steep place, i t  is ten to one put 
down as a case of suicide. You w ill 
notice often th a t ‘no cause could le  
assigned,’ and. also, ‘never had the 
person been in belter spirits,’ etc., 
and then a ll the friends go to raking  
up the dead man or woman’s past to 
tind out the cau*c.

“ Now, if  the dead could speak we 
would lind th a t many of these cases 
are due to absent-mindedness,” the 
doctor continued, “or tits of absorp­
tion or abstraction. In  fact, a re­
cent caper of my own leads me t  > 
suppose this to be true. I  was stand­
ing on the platform of the elevated 
station a t «7th street and Hd ave., 
w aiting for the clown train. I  was 
very much worried about a patient 
who was not getting along as well as 
I  had expected, and I  was wonderiug 
whether or not 1 had better make 
certain changes in the treatm ent. 
Thus absorbed 1 heard a tra in  ap­
proaching, and mechanically started 
to step aboard, when I  suddenly felt 
myself violently pulled back. Hooked 
about surprised, and saw an excited 
muu facing me and the people look­
ing curiously on.

“ W hat do you mean?” said the 
man angrily. “ Were you trying to 
k ill yourself by jum ping In front of 
the engine?”

lu lie s t Traces of Blau's Existence anU In* 
UuNtry.

T h e  earliest traces or man’s ex­
istence ami industry arc found, as is 
now well-known, in certain rudeiy- 
fnshionecl Hint implements imbeaecJ. 
in river d r ift— th a t is, in tho deposits 
of sand and gravel which once occu­
pied the beds of ancient rivers. 
These implements point to a tim e  
when the working of metals was en­
tirely unknown, and when even tho 
flints which men picked up in th e ir  
wanderings could only tc  rudely 
chipped to a cutting edge, and were 
never wrought to a smooth surface. 
The m ajority of them certainly, aud 
probably the to ta lity  of them, belong: 
to the Pleistocene period of geology, 
the zoological characteristic of which 
is th a t in i t  the living spedes of 
placental mammals are more abun­
dant than the extinct. The evidence 
adduced lor tho existence of man in 
the FHoeenc, or immediately^ preced­
ing ficriod is rejected by Frof! Daw­
kins; and his skepticism is reinforced 
by the general consideration th a t the 
occurrence of man, the most highly- 
specialized mammal, a t u tim e when 
very few species of existing mammals 
were alive is antecedently improb­
able. But the restriction of man to  
the Pleistocene period, and veryprob- 
ably to the later portions of it, st 11 
leaves a great mauy questions unan­
swered. The earliest flin t Impic- 
meuts arc found associated w ith  a  
very complicated fauna and flora. 
The Pleistocene period includes 
w ith in  its range geological conditions 
of a widely different character. I t  Is 
certain th a t a t  one t  ine the British  
Islands formed a portion of the main­
land of EuroiHi, occupying a greater 
part of the North Sea, w ith  tlie ex­
ception of a narrow belt or gulf sur­
rounding Scandinavia, and extending 
from the Iberian Peninsula, outside 
tho west coast of Ireland, along tho 
present hundred-fathom line of tho  
A tlantic . A t  th a t time the rivers of 
Northern Europe reached the sea at a 
point northeast of tlie  Shetland*, uml 
received the eastern rivers of England 
and Scotland as their tributaries. 
The northern rivers of France reached 
the A tlan tic  through what is now the 
mouth of the Channel, and the Sev­
ern took a parallel course, receiving 
tho southerti rivers of Ireland. 
Abundant traces of this period are 
found In tho forest-lied which ex­
tends for more than forty miles along 
the shores of Norfolk aud Suffolk, 
passing Into the cliff on the one 
hand and !>eneut h the sea on the other 
l ’rof. Dawkins gives a graphic de­
scription of this forest aud its inhab­
itants. I t  affords, however, no direct 
evidence of tho existence of tlie  river- 
d r if t  man, mid general pal i ntolog- 
ical considerations «*cm to jo in t  to  
his appearance a t  a somewhat later 
dutc.

As thc num­
ber of cases was more tima twice as 
many as the total number of enlist­
ments, this shows tliut on an average 
every man was twice in tho hospital 
for wounds, injury, or disease. As one 
man in every nine actually died while 
in service, if must follow that the eight 
who survived must havo received pretty  
serious injuries.

Coining down to details, we find the 
enormous number of 280,040 men 
treated for gunshot wounds, of whom 
40,203 actually died, leaving 200,805 to 
live ou for a term of years, more or less 
disabled. There wqjre 40,800 so badly 
idjurod as to he of no further service to 
the Unitod States, and were accord­
ingly discharged.

The deadly miasmas of the Chicka- 
hominy sw-amps, the South Corolina 
islands, the Louisanu lowlands, and tho 
Mississippi morasses, sent 3,007.510 
cases to tlio hospitals, which resulted 
in 110,020 deaths, and 37,88*2 men so 
broken down as to require their dis­
charged from the service.

The terrible exposures sent 400,885 
men to the hospitals w ith diseases of 
tho lungs and throat, of whnmo 24,100 
died, ami 20,035 had to he discharged 
because their uffiictioii had. developed 
into consumption.

Camp diarrhea claimed 017,510 vic­
tims, of whom 41,558 actually died, 
and 10,487 were discharged from the 
urmv.

General debility caused the dis­
charge of 15,040 men from the army; 
rheumatism of 12,053; heart disease of 
10,707. Altogether there were 285,245 
men discharged for disability. This 
represents only the men wlio w'ere 
then so broken down as to he incapable 
of further service. Is  take no account 
of the hundreds of thousands more 
who, though badly injured, clung to 
their colors to the end, in tiio putirot- 
ism and pride of youth, and then went 
home to tight a long, bitter, losing 
struggle w ith the advancing years.— 
National Tribune.
