The Century has never undertaken 

any duty with more serious considera­
tion, a greater sense of responsibility, 
than the publication, in the present 
number, of Judge Garv’s account of 
the trial and condemnation of the 
Chicago Anarchists. We believe tha t 
a better knowledge of th a t moment­
ous event will be beneficial to civil­
ization and conducive to gooTl order 
throughout the world. The solemn 
statem ent of Judge Gray is prepared 
not only for the profession of the law; 
it is submitted not merely to the 
judgment of experts, but to the opin­
ion of mankind—and, as Lowell says, 
“All free governments, whatever 
their name, aro in reality govern­
ments by public opinion, and it is on 
the quality of this public opinion thD*« 
their jjrospcritv depends.”

A study of the testimony and Ana- 
ing shows th a t not only philosophi­
cally, hut legally, words are deeds, 
and th a t  for words leading to crime a 
man must suffer the extreme penalty 
of the law. We are willing to give 
up pages of the magazine to the partly 
purely vicious ravings of the an­
archists not merely with a view to 
showing the nature of the evidence 
on which they were convicted, but 
also in order th a t the minds of men 
may be familiarized with these 
phrases; so th a t wherever they arc 
heard it  may lie understood tha t this 
sort of language is likely to be but 
the spluttering of the end of a fuse, 
or the signal* for the throwing of a yet 
more deadly bomb of dynamite.

Rut perhaps the most important 
part of the paper is the appeal of the 
writer (himself trained in manual 
labor) to working-men everywhere to 
avoid being led by professional law­
breakers and anarchists into a posi­
tion of antagonism to the community. 
In a free country where the people 
make their own laws, and where 
public sympathy is on the side of 
justice in every labor contest, so long 
as th a t  side remains untainted by 
crime—in such a country the quick­
est way to reform is not the way of 
violence and cowardly cruelty, and 
destruction of government, but the 
path of honor, patriotism, and com­
mon sense.

There is nothing so tadlcal as 
justice. I t  Is the one safe cure for 
all social and political evils.—Century.

Sounding the Atmosphere.
The exploration of the depths of 

the sea by improved sounding ap­
paratus has led to the discovery of an 
entirely new order of animal life. 
These were found a t  depths to which 
light can not penetrate, and under a 
pressure which it  was formerly be­
lieved no form of animal life could 
exist in. The success which has a t­
tended the experiments in deep-sea 
sounding has induced the belief that 
observations in the atmosphere are 
possible a t a much greater height 
than any yet recorded. There aro 
many problems concerning the upper 
a ir—such as temperature, the pres­
sure, the quantity or moisture, tlie 
composition, etc., the available in­
formation concerning which has 
hitherto been lamentably insufficient 
for the purpose of the advanced 
physicist of the day. The greatest 
height yet reached is 2D, ou^ feet above 
the sea level, the record made by 
Gluishcr in 1802. I t  is now believed, 
however, th a t the secrets of the air 
up to a t  least 40,000 feet will soon 
he divulged. Mr. Ilurmite, the 
French scientist, has been during the 
last few months making elaborate ex­
periments in the dispatching of pilot 
baloons, carrying registering appa­
ratus. These baloons are very light, 
with a capacity of about 100 to 200 
cubic feet Falling a t distances front 
Paris ranging up 2uo miles, the 
baloons have nearly all been returned 
by ttieir finders, as requested on a 
card attached to each, and one has 
brought down records from a height 
of 30,000 feet. The instruments used 
are very light and simple, and with 
larger baloons and systematic explora­
tion i t  is believed th a t facts of im­
mense value to science maybe brought 
to lifcht _

P opcorn  Ilnll*.

The popcorn ball of the confec­
tioner, made of tasteless corn, a small 
amount of white sugar aud gum 
arable, notwithstanding its white 
beauty, is a very inferior article in 
taste compared with the home-made 
balls. In our family the little  folk 
arc exceedingly fond of cornballs, and 
one of the number, ayoung girl,quite 
prides herself on her skill in making 
them. The younger children shell 
the corn and assist in the popping. 
A peck pail is almost filled with tho 
white exploded grains, excluding 
those irreverently dulibed “old 
maids,” the grains tha t will not pop.

Half a pint of molasses and half a 
pint of sugar arc mixed together aud 
put on to boil. To this is ad led half 
a teasp ionful of salt and a teaspoon- 
ful of butter. This must iioil until 
It Is about ready to candy, when It Is 
poured over tlie corn As it is iiourcd 
the com sliould lie gently stirred with 
the handle of a long sjr>o». and tho 
candy distributed through It unevenly 
as possible. As soon us it  is suf­
ficiently cool, witli buttered hands 
the corn is formed into balls. Tlie 
corn must uot prosed too hard 
when making the balls.

Tho butler and salt—so there Is 
not too much of tlie la tter—Improve 
tlie taste very materially. Of course 
these bulls are uot so nice-looking as 
those of the confectioner; but they 
are far more palatable— Albany Cul­
tivator.

Rinding to the Fence,
“People who’vc never lived in a 

tenement-house have very little  idea 
Df what life there is,” said ex-Policc 
Justice James T. K ilberth to a New 
York Times man the other afternoon, 
as he tilted back in his chair in the 
office he ha; o; cued since leaving the 
bench, after nineteen years of ser­
vice. “And the people who’ve spent 
all their days in one have less idea 
still, for they don’t  know any other 
kind of existence. Life in those dens 
must be a continual roun 1 of cxcit- 
ment, but the people don’t  seem to 
mind it  as a rule. Sometimes it  gets 
too hot for them, though, and then 
it’s a race lo sec who’il get to the 
police court and make a  complaint 
first. Sometimes the aggrieved per­
son arrives first and sometimes the 
one who’s really to blame. Generally 
both complainant and defendant arc 
women, and nearly always there is a 
horde of witnesses, for everybody in 
the hou-e takes one side or the other, 
and, of course, comes to court. In 
such eases both sides arc generally 
more or less to Maine, and what they 
all need is a little  restraining in­
fluence. Indeed, i t  isn’t  often th a t 
one wants to scs the other any more 
than 'S iuelchcd,’ so to speak. I liad  
an almost invariable method of deal­
ing with such cases—when I  saw 
there was nothing serious in them, of 
course. After hearing the story with 
evident attention and solemnity 1 
would say to the defendant, ‘You’re 
bound to the peace for six months,' 
and the complaint would go home 
perfectly satisfied. I  didn’t  know 
w hat binding to the peace was any 
more than they did—th a t is to say.it 
had no real meaning—but its effect 
was almost magical. No mutter how 
abusive either side may have been— 
even in the court-room—those mys­
terious words silenced everybody, and 
i t  was rarely th a t i ever heard of 
any more trouble lrom ttiosc people. 
N ot infrequently 1 had to pronounce 
the  same terrible sentence on both 
complainant and defendant to insure 
lasting m jet, and sometime* I ’ve put 
the whole crowd, witnesses mid all, 
under the same tain. That was when 
excitement ran high, and it seemed 
advisable to bind tiie \vh fie houseful 
to the peace fc’1 awhile.”

SUNDAY ON MAN-OF-WA*.

Inspection and General Muster the Bun# 
or n Snllor’s Existence*

To the average American blue­
jacket the function known ds Sunday 
inspection and genera! muster Is a 
specimen of elaborate nonsense th a t 
overtops all others. On luard a com­
missioned man-of-war it  takes place 
fifty-two times a year and takes pre­
cedence over everything else short of 
shipwreck, tire, or some other disaster. 
The p re p a ra tio n s  th a t arc made for 
i t  would lead un observer who Is not 
familiar with the ways of war vessels 
to think th a t it was u sort of stuto 
affair th a t happened once only In a 
hundred years, says tlie Now York 
Times. They are licgun Frlduy night, 
when grease spots and stains on the 
decks are coated with lime to render 
them more succcptihlo to tho In­
fluence of the hotystono. Saturday 
morning all hands are called a t  early 
daylight and set to work scrubbing 
and holystoning the deck*. When 
the decks are white and dean  other 
woodwork, together with ladders, 
ramrod*, handspikes, etc ,)s attacked 
ami scrublicd into an immaculate 
whiteness. After breakfast atten­
tion is givon to tho hrasswork of the 
deck arid battery, and Doth are pol­
ished until they arc as bright as clean­
ing gear can make them.

The day is generally occupied in 
touching up spots with fresh paint 
where the old has been worn off, and 
coating cables, bltt*, aud ringbolts 
with coal tar. W ith the exception 
of holystoning the decks, the same 
performance is gone through with 
Sunday morning. After breakfast 
the crew array themselves in their 
Dost suits of mustering clothes; the 
marines put an extra coat of pipeclay 
on their hcmlcts and belts and every- 
body hides everything th a t belongs 
to him somewhere out of s ig h t Woe 
betide the luckless person who leaves 
any part of his property lying around. 
I t  is promptly confiscated by the sail­
or’s natural enemy, the master-at- 
arms, and the owner is reported for 
thcoffensc. Finally the bugle sounds 
the cull for irspect’on and the  crew 
muster in the parts of the ship where 
they belong. The esmmanding of­
ficer emerges from his cabin, and, ac­
companied by his first lieutenant and 
his officer of the deck, s ta rts  on a 
tour of inspection, which generally 
lasts about an hour. “Quarters” and 
“general muster” follow. The 
“articles of war,” which everyone 
among the crew generally known by 
rote, arc read by the executive officer. 
The reading takes half an hour or so, 
and when i t  is cone uded such gen­
eral orders as may have been issued 
by the Navy Department since the 
last muster are read. The paymaster 
next takes the crew in hand und calls 
the name of every person attached to 
the ship, who answers with his name 
and rank. The entire forenoon is oc­
cupied with these various matters, 
and the result is th a t Sunday to the 
man-o’-warsman is a clay of pcaauco 
instead of a day of rest.

The Rlggcxt Thing »f the War.
N early days of 
war, in 1801, it 
was the custom to 
put the cooking 
for each compauy 
in charge of two 
men who acted as 
company cooks. 
Each man served 
for two weeks. 
A man served as 
junior cook for a 
week and then a 

new man was appointed, and the man 
who had served a week became chief 
cook for the next week, and so each 
one served one week as junior and one 
as senior. I  had served my time as 
junior cook and had been promoted to 
chief cook. We had a log fire, much 
like the old fashioned maple sugar Are, 
ami one day I  concluded to give the 
boys some rice for dinner. I  had seen 
my mother cook rice, but had paid 
little attention to the matter, and so 
was really ignorant of the character­
istics of that cereal. I  had a hundred 
men to feed and so wanted a good sup­
ply. So I  took two twelve quart 
camp kettles and put six quarts of rice 
into each one and put them over the 
fire.

I  was never so astonished in my life. 
In ten minutes both kettles were full. 
I  took in the situation at once. I  had 
mistaken the capacity of rice as a food. 
I t was rising rapidly, so I  got another 
kettle and dipped some into that, and 
took the kettles off the tire and set 
them on the ground where the heat 
would strike the side of the kettle and 
keep the rice cooking without burn­
ing it. I  had a ten gallon kettle 
which we used to make coffee, I  put 
this kettle over the fire and soon had 
it full of boiling water. I  then dip­
ped water iuto the kettles of rice and, 
as it swelled, dipped the rice into 
other kettles, and at the cud of three 
hours, I  had five of these twelve quart 
kettles full of rice. And in the whoio 
sixty quarts there was not a scorched 
kernel. I t  was white, thorougly 
cooked and very delicious.

I  gave the call, "fall in for rations,” 
and as some of the men were in hos­
pital or on duty away from camp, I  
dealt out nearly a quart of rice to each 
man, and us they saw the abundant 
supply, as ntccly cooked as auy rice 
their mothers had ever prepared for 
them, they shouted "Bully for Parker,” 
and declared that I  was the best cook 
in the Army of the Potomac. Atuoug 
all the operations of the army during 
the war, there was nothing more suc­
cessful than that rice dinner. I t  was 
big on the swell at the first and made 
me dust lively, but it made a “swell" 
dinner for the boys.—T. F. Parker, in 
American Tribune.

A WESTERN EXECUTION.

How C ap la lu  B osley IV as T ried  a n d  F o u n d  
G uilty .

A remarkably thrilling story of one 
of the tragedies th a t marked the mad 
ruj?h of emigrants westward over the 
plains after the discovery of gold in 
California lias recently been narrated 
by Mr. Jay Green, who left Illinois 
with an overland party in 1852.

As was customary, the party with 
winch Mr. Green traveled was con­
solidated with several others th a t 
they overtook on their way, among 
the rest by two Kentuckians Col. 
Bosley and Major Heal by name. The 
Kentuckians had quarreled shortly 
after joining the train, but every­
thing appeared to have been amicably 
arranged until rfhc day it was decided 
to camp for rest until noon of the 
day following. This did not suit 
Bosley, who desired to go on, and he 
hitched up his two mules and left 
the catup early the next morning, 
though his partner refused to go with 
him.

Beal then made arrangements with 
Mr. Green und ills partner for con­
veyance to California, and it was de­
cided a t 10 a. m. to break camp. A t 
noon the train overtook Bosley, who 
had stopped to feed his mules. They 
passed him and soon came to a very 
steep hill. Mr. Green's team was Hi 
the lead, and Beal wus driving it. 
When they got to the top of the hill 
they waited for the other teams to 
come up. W hat followed Is le s t told 
in Mr. Green’s own language:

Just a t this time Bosley appeared 
a t tlic top of the hill, riding a mare 
and carrying a double-barreled shot­
gun on the horn of his saddle. He 
rode up quickly, his eyes flashing in­
tense anger, and demanded:

“Major, arc you going to Icaye me 
in this kind of a way?”

Ileal replied firmly, “Yes, sir, I  
am. ”

i ’oslcy instantly raised his gun and 
tired. I  sprang forward to save the 
man’s life, but not in time. I  grasped 
the muzzle of Bosley’s gun and held 
it down, but tlic fatal messenger bud 
sped. I  commanded Bosley to sur­
render. Still holding the gun by the 
barrels I  tried to wrest it from him, 
and in the effort pulled him out of 
the saddle. Then ensued a terrible 
struggle between us for the gun. 
Bosley retained his hold upon it. He 
was a large, muscular fellow, and he 
was in a frenzy. He cocked the lock 
on the loaded barrel and pushed me 
Iffickward, all tho tim e endeavoring 
to bring the gun in range with my 
body, while I  was struggling as des­
perately to hold the muzzle on the 
ground.

In this way ho ran iue back to some 
brambles. My feet Inscanicentangled 
•Mid I  fell on my hands and knees. 1 
still held to tho gun. I called for 
help. I  shouted murder. No one 
came to my relief. My legs were 
crossed. I was powerless. I  kept on 
struggling, and a t last got my feet 
squarely under me. With all my 
strength 1 suddenly raised erect, lift­
ing Bosley off his feet, throwing him 
over my head and wrenching the guu 
from liis hands.

Our entire train was soon on the 
scene, und Bosley was put under 
guard, and we ail traveled on, the ob­
ject being t'» join another large emi­
gration train, and with this Increased 
number of men to hold a council and 
determine what should be done with 
Bosley.

On June 15,1852, wc found a mule 
train from Pennsylvania bound for 
Oregon. We now bad a t least loo 
men. I t  did not take long for tlic 
leaders of the companies to decide 
upon u plan of action. Bosley should 
lie tried then and there for murder.

A hollow square was formed of ox 
yokes. I t  tho center of this square 
Bosley was made to take a seat. A 
jury of six unbiased men was chosen 
to hear the evidence. The Captain 
of the Oregon company conducted 
the trial. After tho evidence hud 
l>ceii given, the jury retired from the 
rest of the crowd, aud soon . agreed 
th a t tho prisoner was guilty, hut 
could not tlx tlic punishment. The 
Oregon Captain then drew a long lino 
on the ground, ami said; “AM of 
you who arc In fuvoFof inflicting the 
death penalty immediately will cross 
th is  line.”

The ciowd rushed like a flock of 
thccp over the “dead line,” not half 
u dozen refraining from this call for 
vengeance. Tlic Jury again retired 
und came lit wit.) the verdict tha t 
Bodoy should I ( stmt a t <i o'clock the 
next morning.

Tint hour of execution came. 
Twclvo men wore drawn bv lu ll'd  to 
act us executioners. One of the iartv  
was instructed to loud six rifles with 
powder and ball und six with lewder 
only. The guns were then placed in 
the humh of the twelve men, wlm 
marched to tin* place where the pris­
o n e r  awaited dealt).

The ( iregoii captain theu took a 
blanket and spread it on the ground. 
Ilndey knelt down iq-on It with Ills 
kick to the riflemen Up to this 
time be had lorn himself witii lierol • 
fortitude. IH-U'ked that he al­
low. <1 to give tie* •Ignal t<* lire by 
raising Ills right hand, and his re­
quest wu* g run led. Ilo turned Ills 
head, looked behind him and n«kcd, 
“Gentlemen, ur>* >ou ready?” I *aw 
a marked change t'omliig over Ills 
h iv . II** dmp|N*d his In-ad and a«k«d 
a qtiedi"U that darted  the tear* in 
every eye. “ Is then* any -lie pk-mmiI 
who will pruv f**r me? '

“Take aim ,” and the gunners 
steadied themselves for Mie fatal sig­
nal, and Hosely’iS right hand went up.

“Fire!” and instantly flashed the 
volley, reverberating a wild and un­
earthly death knell among the crags 
th a t looked down upon th a t awful 
sconce. ^

In  the clear morning air the smoko 
of the guns curled lazily and hung 
like a funeral paH over the mangled 
and bleeding form. We dug a grave, 
rolled him in his blankets and buried 
him where he died.

Formerly New York was 
the chief banana port of the United 
States, liu t the geographical advan­
tages enjoyed hy New Orleans in its 
nearness to the banana countries has 
told heavily in its favor, and now It 
in ads the list of importing cities 
with l,4w5,551 bunches, while New 
York takes second plutg* with a total 
iiuiKutatlon of .'(,7l5,fl2'i bunches.

Of the steamers engaged In tne 
banana trade wholly or in part, forty- 
six c.nne to Now York, twenty-four 
go to Now Orleans, seven to I’lilla- 
(iolphia, four to Baltimore three to 
Holton, two to Mobile, one to tin- 
vannah, and one to Montreal.—New 
York Grocers’ Advocate.

A n in c id e n t  Show ing  H ow  th o  Roys Loved 
T h e ir  G eneral.

“Poor Custer!” said one of his men. 
“ I  followed him through a great part 
of the war of the rebellion as a pri­
vate soldier. 1 followed him after­
ward in various capacities during his 
warfare on tho frontier. Yes, and to­
day if I  should sec the General astride 
his Kentucky thoroughbred, seated aa 
no man ever sat horse before or since, 
should I  catch the glint of the sun on 
the mighty sweep of thatsaherof his, 
and see the yellow hair living straight 
as he flashed along, I could not resist 
the temptation to seize a poker, or a 
hatchet,or an ax-handle, jump astride 
th a t old mure of mine, and follow 
him for better or for worse.

“Ami no soldier of Custer’s ever 
did more than follow him. He was a 
leader of liis men—not a d riv e r-a  
cavalier general, who asked uo man 
to go where lie dare not take the lead 
—and us the danger became greater 
Custer was sure to be just so much 
further in front of his column. Tac­
ticians have censured him lor that, 
and perhaps he would have been with 
us to-day had he abandoned i t  But 
he was a dashing soldier, and would 
rather charge upon an enemy out­
numbering him twenty to one than 
seek vantage ground or lay siege. 
He belinved it  to be his business to 
fight, and he let but few opportuni­
ties go by, provided he thought the 
enemy worth the mettle of his troop­
ers.

“Cu-tcr had the most unbounded 
faith in the rank and file of his regi­
ment, but never reposed the least 
confidence in his subordinate officers. 
He gave ills i>ersoiiai attention to the 
minutest details of his command,saw 
th a t every trooper had his full al­
lowance of rations and clothing, and 
saw, too, tha t the men attended just 
as carefully to the physical wauls of 
their horses. He would never take 
the word of Captain or Lieutenant on 
such matters. For th a t reason the 
subordinate commissioned officers 
hated him just as hearHIy as the men 
loved him. He insisted always on 
being absolute in his command.

“But bow the boys loved th a t man! 
Their devotion was fittingly demon­
strated in the Incident in the Gener­
al’s last battle on the L ittle Big Horn. 
Tlic two hundred troopers of the 
Seventh Cavalry knew they were 
hopelessly outnumbered by an enemy 
better armed than themselves. Eight 
cavalrymen broke through the Indian 
lines and gained a neighboring bluff. 
They were practically out ofdangcr, 
for the fine horses tho Seventh were 
equipped with could laugh ac the best 
Indian ponies. But they halted on 
the bluff and, looking back, saw their 
leader hemmed In on all sides hy the 
savage enemy. Ono of them said, 
’Bovs, we can’t  do this!’ and, alight­
ing, he placed his carbine against his 
horse’s head and shot him dead. Then 
he quietly released bis revolvers from 
the saddle, and thrusting them into 
his belt start* d down the slope. The 
remaining seven followed suit, and the 
little  band was annihilated in an a t ­
tem pt to gain Ihelr leader’s side on 
foot. A irbufone were killed, and be, 
being a imlf-biced, tho second son of 
Thcnphile Brugier, of this county, bj 
Ids first wife, tiie daughter of War 
Eagle, escaped slaughter, the infuri­
ated Sioux paying no attention to any 
hut pule-facct Brugicr and I were 
friends and he told me the incident 
the second day after the light."— 
tiiuux City Journal.

“In China a ‘private house’ is un­
known. Any one can go anywhere, 
and if there is the least provocation 
ho will do so.” So says Rev. A. H. 
Smith, after many years of missionary 
service in th a t country. To shut the 
door is a bad sign. “ What is going 
on within th a t he dare not admit liis 
fullow-towsmen?*’ people are likely to 
say. There arc no newspapers, no 
objects of general and human interest 
to a ttrac t attention, and, as men and 
women must be interested in some­
thing, i t  is natural that, they should 
be fond of neighborly gossip From 
Mr. Smith's account of the m atter it 
Is plain how very little  Chinese ami 
Yankees have in common. Every 
Chinese has relatives l>cyond all count 
or remembrance. Jlis wife has as 
many more, ills  married children 
add to the ever widening cin lc. By 
the time he Is no years of age a man 
is related to hundreds upon hundreds 
of Individuals, cadi of wnom Is en­
tirely conscious of the relationship 
and docs not forget or ignore i t . « Not 
only do all the members of this army 
of relatives feci themselves entitled 
to know all the details of one's af­
fairs, but the relatives of the rela­
tives—u swarm branching into in­
finity—will perhaps do the same. If 
a man is rich, or a magistrate, they 
certainly will do It. One cannot 
make a business trip  to sell water­
melons, to buy mules, to collect a 
debt, of which every one will not 
speedily knew all th a t is to be known. 
Chinese memories arc trcasurehouscs 
of everything relative to cash and to 
dates, llow much land each man 
owns, when it  was acquired, when 
pawned, and when redeemed, how 
much was expended at the funeral of 
his mother aud u tth e  wedding ot his 
son, how the daughter-in-law is liked 
ut the village into which she has 
married, the amount of her dowry, 
what bargain was made with the 
firm th a t let the bridal chair, all 
these items and u thousand more 
everybody knows and never forgets. 
Though two men a t a fair may do 
their bargaining with their lingers 
concealed in their capacious sleeves, 
it will go hard if the neighbors do 
not discover the terms a t last There 
arc no secrets in China. Everybody 
crowds in everywhere—if not in sight 
then “behind the arras." Every ono 
reads every dispatch he cun get a t  
He reads “private” letters iu the 
same wav.

“What!” he exclaims, “not let me 
see?"

No wonder the Chinese have an 
adage, “ If you would not have it 
known th a t you do it, do not do i t ”

T h «  Hcntte » r  H in d i In  Dog*. *

The sense of smell is by no means 
so developed in man os in dogs, cuts, 
and other animals, but it is often ab­
normally keen in Indlviduulsdcprlved 
of other senses: blind, deaf-mutes, 
for example, can rccogni/o their 
friends and form un opinion about 
strangers solely by means of this 
sense.

Henry ( 'lew's, wlioenjoys the  reputa ­
tion of one of the  must. able financiers 
of flic world and a inau whose opinions 
are accepted as the  best au tho rity  
upon questions alVeeling the  linanco 
of Hih  and o ther countries even, trea ts  
tin* present d isturbed condition a t 
some length  in his A pril circular. It 
is possible his conclusions may be 
questioned, plausible as they seem to 
he. Mr. Clews traces step  by step, the 
m uses of th is  situation buck to  tlie  ac­
tion of Iho English governm ent th ree 
years ago, in reducing, for the  first 
lime in h e r  history, the in te rest rate  
on a p a rt of her consols from three 
per cent to two and three-fourths per 
cent. Thousands of Knglishmen lmd 
for generations gauged th e ir  living 
expenses on th e  basis of a  th ree  per 
cent Income from th e ir  investm ent in 
consoles, and when th e ir  calculations 
were disturbed to such a serious ex ten t 
l,y such an unexpected drop they  be­
came discontented and even desperate, 
sold out th e ir  holdings and sought 
more rcnum or.itlvcinvcstm ents. Then 
followed Hie speculative furor in Kng- 
land of IKfHj- Pl, which first found vent 
in Die Cut mess stout scheme led by the 
Darings. Then followed tlie wild race 
for American breweries. Die Argentine 
stocks and Olliers of like character, 
which finally brought about the  R ar­
ing failure and a general collapse. 
This did much to bring about the 
present United S tates governm ent 
gold depletion by causing the  re tu rn  of 
American securities, which th is  coun­
try  had to  luku buck and pay for in 
gold, thereby depleting our govern­
ment gold surplus.

Kverythlng th a t has gone wrong on 
Dlls side of the  ocean since th a t mem­
orable fuilurc, and especially us to  tho 
re tu rn  of oursecurltleH und the  exports 
of gold, has Immhi charged to the  Sher­
man silver law, hut Mr. Clews, unhesi­
tatingly asserts th a t It is duo nlono to 
the H aring failure and Us sequences. 
Tho A rgentine, Hra/Jllan, T urk ish , 
HpunUh, Russian, Egyptian nud o th er 
securities of like character held by 
these people who hud sold th e ir  consols 
and engaged In hutr-brulned specula­
tions for g rea te r profits, were nil unsal­
able, und th ere  was no a lte rna tive  but 
to si'll Am erican securities l)ccuuse 
u |k)ii these ulono could they realize 
ready money.

“ A bill for the  preservation of the 
public ImuM li, and to provide against 
fraud ami adulteration In food, drink  
and d rugs,"  has been introduced in 
leg islature a t Lansing, by Mr. New­
kirk . T his hill is intended to prevent 
th e  adulteration of food and d rink , and 
should it become u law, would no doubt 
go a  g rea t way toward protecting the  
public against tho  m anufactures of 
Alum und Ammonia baking powders. 
T he  leudlng medical au thorities 
everyw here condemn the  use of Alum 
In baking powders.

The Chicago T ribune, referring  to 
th e  question of legislation on Alum 
Ammonia baking powders, says: “ I t 
deals in a  d irec t m anner with an evil 
th a t  m ust be cu t down."
