The effect of the repeal of tariff 

laws seems to be too plain to furnish 
ground for discussion. Hon. Thomas 
M. Bayne, who represented the Pitts­
burg district in congress for many 
years, has just returned from a two 
years stay in Europe, and speaking of 
the tariff laws he says:

“People may talk about our tariff 
laws, but with us tariff exactions are 
confined to the borders of our country. 
On the Continent of Europe, however, 
there is a tariff in force everywhere 
which makes living more expensive 
than it is on this side of the Atlantic. 
Every chicken and every head of cab­
bage that comes into the City of Paris 
must first pay duty, and this entails an 
additional expense upon consumers of 
the ordinary necessaries of life. I have 
returned more than ever convinced 
that a necessity exists for the main­
tenance of stiff tariff laws by this 
country. Experience has taught me 
that the only articles of use which cun 
be purchased abroad cheaper than in 
the United States are woolen goods, 
and this is accomplished from tho fact 
that labor commands less wages in 
Europe than it does in America. Re­
duction of the tariff means a reduction 
of wages, for no manufacturer in the 
United States can successfuly compete 
with tlio manufactures* of Europe.”

A godsend has come to the city 
prison in the person of Juan Roder- 
iques, a Mexican, who was so unfortu­
nate as to be caught in the hallway 
of Margaret Kcncd^s house, on Pine 
street, with an overcoat that be­
longed to one ot Mrs. Kennedy’s 
lodgers, says tho San Francisco 
Chronicle.

The old, foul-smelling rookery at 
Washington und Kearny streets is 
literally alive with rats and vermin, 
against which all kiud* of sure-thing 
exterminators have proven worth- 
le .s.

But the city prison rat has been 
proof against everything. Whether 
it is bis association with tho crooks 
or that he has been able to acquire 
the instincts that keep the pol co 
coart lawyers out of trouble it would 
he hard to say, hut he is an unusually 
dunning rat, and has always had 
things bw own way.

The traps bought to catch him 
have been thrown away, rat dogs 
taken into the jail havo given up in 
disgust, and, as to cats, why, he has 
actually driven them out into the 
street. I t  is when the prison rat is 
considered that Juan Koderiqucs 
must be accepted as a godsend. 
Roieriques is a professional rat­
catcher, and a very clever one at 
that.

use is really a deadly poison. This is 
true, in fact, of most common condi­
ments; but when misused those arti­
cles, such as pepper, capsicum, etc., 
are so obnoxious to tho taste, excepting 
when taken in very minute quantities, 
that tho consumer is warned in a very 
positive manner before ho has had an 
opportunity to do himself injury. This 
is not the case, however, with tho nut­
meg. This nut, which contain? a poi- 
eonous principle of a very deadly char­
acter, may be consumed without in­
convenience in quantitioi sultteicnt to 
produce fatal consequences, and it is 
surprising not that death occasionally 
occurs from its uso. but that deaths 
are not more frequent. A futal cose 
has been recently reported in which a 
boy of 8 years fell into a comatote con­
dition after eating two nutmegs, und 
died within twelve hours.—Albany 
Express.______________

This is 
true, in fact, of most common condi­
ments; but when misused thoso arti­
cles, such as pepper, capsicum, etc., 
are so obnoxious to tho taste, excepting 
when taken in very minute quantities, 
that tho consumer is warnod in a very 
positive manner before ho hus had an 
opportunity to do himself injury. This 
is not the case, however, with tho nut­
meg. This nut, which contain? a poi­
sonous principle of a very deudly char­
acter, may be consumed without in­
convenience in quantities sufficient to 
produce futal consequences, and it is 
surprising not that death oeea-tonally 
occurs from its use. but that deaths 
are not more frequent. A fatal case 
has been recently reported in which a 
ley of 8 yoars fell into a comatoto con­
dition after eating two nutmegs, und 
diod within twelve hours.—Albuny

Tiik Laguna Un .face Is a salt lake 
In Mexico, for tho development of 
which a Hritish company Is now con* 
Btrucling a railroad, says tho Two 
Republic* The waters of the lake 
arc intensely salt, carrying from 
twenty-two to thirty par cent of 
purity rouging from 08 per cent to 
chcNiicutlv pure chlorJdo of sodium. 
The depth of water of the lake 
ranges from three to thirty feet and 
bears on tup a tough crust from three 
to ton feet In thickness, composed of 
silt, salt, soda, tho various alkalies 
and other impurities—the surface of 
the crust being In wet wcuther a 
mushy mass, and In the long dry 
seasons currying a few Inches of dry, 
white spongy material, resembling 
snow. Along the eastern shore of 
the lake (the prevailing winds being 
from tho Fruile mountains in close 
proximity of the west) are many long 
ridges and mounds of pure salt, re- 
►omhllng ridges uud dunes of white 
sand, while the lake ftsoif ean readily 
bo made to yield ;>oo ton* |icr day of 
salt us | uru as tho very l**t made 
from *cu water. The bottom of the 
lake Is of finely comminuted mud, 
licncuth which Is a great bed of rock 
suit, tho thickness of which Is y©i. 
unknown.

•'THE BON MARCHE.*’

An Employer Who Looks After All the 
Kceds of Ills Clerks.

We have bean to tho “lion Marche11 
Almost every one knows that won­
derful store, but I  think not many 
know that It is an admirable benevo­
lent work as well as a successful busi­
ness undertaking. We were in the 
reading-room of the store when a 
gentleman entered and offered to 
show the household and business 
parts to as many as were curious. 
This offer Is made every afternoon 
about 3 o’clock. Mr. Houclcaut began 
life as a poor boy, and when able to 
have a little store of his own his at­
tention was at once directed to the 
wcirareofhls clerks, and he gave 
them, as soon as be was able, a home 
in bis own house. From this small 
beginning the work has grown won­
derfully. Mr. Houcicaut died a few 
years ago worth millions of dollars, 
and to-day the “ Bon Marche,” car­
ried on hy his widow, employs 3,000 
people.

Two thousand of these people live 
in the building, and the 3,000 take 
their meals there. We we're first 
taken to a large hall filled with desks, 
where a great many boys and voting 
men were studying bookkeeping. 
Tho/ have the benefit of reviewing 
all the looks of the store, and arc 
paid a small amount on every mis­
take k'iey find. In the evening les­
sons'u-re given gratuitously to tho em­
ployes in English, Gcrmnu, instru­
mental, and viral music, and fenc­
ing. Concerts are given by the store, 
in Hummer, in the square by the side 
of tho building; in winter, on the 
ground iloor, which can be cleared by 
the porters in twenty minutes of 
counters and goods when It Is needed 
for that purpose, or balls.

There are four dlfting-rooms—one 
for the men clerks, one for the girls, 
one for tho workwomen, and one for 
the porters, messengers, and drivers.

The menu for dinner we saw; it 
consisted of soup, one kind of meat, 
one kind of vegetables, and dessert* 
and for each person a half-bottle of 
wine. Coffee Is extra; It costs two 
cents for a small cur and three cents 
for the larger ones. The kitchen was 
very interest tug. Th eo hundred
people arc employed there as walto:« 
in the dining-room^ Tho kettles are 
perfectly Immense: they must bo cer­
tainly three feet high, and I am sure 
no man could meet his arms around 
one of them. Of course, when they 
are full and hot, they are beyond tho 
ability of any man to move, so pulleys 
are arranged which lift the kettles 
from the tiro and pluco them where 
they are wanted. .

For the clerks there It a room for 
amusement, where there are bllllur l* 
tables, *' chess, checkers, dominocu. 
etc., but no card-playing Is allowed. 
The lady clerk* have also a pleasant 
little parlor, whore there Is a piano 
and where they can spend their even­
ings when they choose. Each girl 
has a room entirely to hogtolf, which 
is plainly furnished. There are rules 
to be observed by all, but they are 
not burdensomo or oppressive; the 
door* arc not closed on week-days un­
til II, aud on Sunday until 13:30 at 
night; hut the occupations und enter­
tainments must umko It more ent'c- 
log to remain at home than to go out.

Every one In the service of the 
“Hon Marche” receives a coitaln com­
mission on everything sold or deliv­
ered, und aftor a certain numi»er of 
years’ service ouch uc iulrcs mi inter­
est In the store that lucrouso* yearly. 
I t scorns to mo this I* one of the ruuM 
complete. most loiiclicial works of 
benevolence that I have, known. It 
would ho almost impossible to thick 
of any details that uro not uttcudnd 
to. Thero Is a hurboi's shop In the 
building for the u*o of employes; a 
physician Is omployed by the stow, 
aud his service* are free to all; moie- 
over there is an Ihffriuury In another 
part of tho city where those who pro 
sics are cared for; Indeed, u pair nf 
boot* U blacked for eiory meinltor of 
the establishment every day. We 
asked If any Imard was paid, and the 
answer was “ No;” but 1 suppos * at 
least some difference is made In the 
salary. — Huston Traveller.

When we read about 
Noah and hi* ark wc are apt to think 
mat ho must, have had rather a lonely 
time, but then he was out only forty 
days, anti besides, with all the ani­
mals, etc., <m hoard, lie had plenty to 
occupy ids time and attention, and if 
ho wanted amti ement to while away 
the limo he had only to Mart a sparr­
ing match between his monkey* und 
parrots.

The Teeth of Children.
Children have twenty temporary 

teeth, the germs of which as well ns 
of the permanent, exist in the Jaw 

i prior to birth, and begin to appear 
| about the sixth or seventh month,
1 perhaps lutcr. The period of the 
{eruption of these teeth is fie  most 
! critical and troublesome of the chi d’; 
life. About tho second or third year 
the temporary teeth are complcto and 
fully developed; they need just as 
much cure us tho |>ormunont teeth. 
Allpurents who vuluo the health, 
comfort, und beauty of their children 
should remember this. Preserve tin 
first sot of teeth from neglect and 
decay. Better that the child’s face 
should be unclean than that the tooth 
should bo nog cetcd. Ono of the first 
things you should teach your child is 
the tine of powder und brush. I t  Is 
essential that the mouth should be 
cleaned before tho morning meal is 
eut n. And alter every meal, sea 
that the mouth is washed clean with 
a glass of tepid water, and all par- 
tides of food removed from the teeth. 
For tills purpose a tooth-pick is best. 
In selecting a toothpick, see that It 
Is composed of some elastic, and ten- 
uciom substance, so that It may bo 
readily Imortel between the tcclli.

BOMBS THAT DIVE AND JUMP.

Marine Darts of tho YchuvIuh Wlirrh risy  
I^-ap Frog.

In the recent aiming trials on tho 
Vesuvius some of the darts after 
striking dose before the target dived 
under it for forty fc.'t, then jumped 
clear of the waves, then dived again, 
playing the game of marine leapfrog 
for 300 feet The great bombs, Hy­
ing for a mile and *i half, raroly 
missed the object aimed ut by more 
than a few feet, and if a vessel hud 
been in the taigct’s place it would as­
suredly have been blown to atoms. 
A new exploring device was u-c:l at 
these trials und it did not work well, 
but as there are fuses which never 
fall, tho system of throwing guncot­
ton, or dynamite or gunpowder hy 
compressed air is a perfect success, 
eve 1 in a high cross wind. Wliut 
amount of damage will he dono to a 
vessel when one of the f>oo-pound 
charges is exploded on her deck it is 
impossible to state, since it never yc-l 
has occurred; hut according to Su 
Nicholas it is reasonable 10 Mipposc, 
from the effect 011 rock* aud earth iu 
land trials, that the ship must he 
torn usuuder und sunk on the in­
stan t

I t  will not always he the oh'cct of 
tho air gunners, however, to destroy 
a vessel completely, for it is often 
more desirable to disabio u vessel and 
cnptuic her crew. To test the possi­
bility trial) have been ordered in 
which u ship’s boat while being towed 
hy u long line from a steamer moving 
fifteen miles an hour will be fired at 
by tho Vesuvius, also going at full 
speed und approaching it froai one 
side.

R heum atism  In Chll iren .
Rheumatism Is a name applied to 

one of the earliest classified of all 
diseases. In the public mind the 
word is connected with swoolen and 
painful joints, or, less frequently, 
with ] ain,in th * muscles or sinews.

As our knowledge of rheumatism 
lias broadened, we have learned to 
consider it u ditease of the system in 
general, resulting in lue.l manifesta­
tions.

The pain and swelling in the joints 
are due to the Jrrltatioi exerted by 
the poison of the disca-c—which is 
circulating In the system—upon the 
delicate structures which compose 
the joints themselves.

The action of this rheumatic poison 
is felt also upon other parts of the 
body. Incurring tons’lliti8 is oftcu 
the result of such action upon the 
.tissues composing the tonskR This 
is fro iiicntly tho case In adult*; it Is 
much ofte ter so In children. Tho 
yction of the rheumatic poison is less 
fro uently oxorted upon the joints in 
children, mi that rheumatism is com­
monly looked upon as a disease of 
adult life.

One symptom of the rheumatic 
temperament occurring in children Js' 
the developm ents little rounded 
bodies beneath the surface of tho 
skin and around tho Joints. They 
are most common along tlio margins 
of the kneepan and elbow joint, and 
nion* the Imckbono and collur-bonc. 
They appear quickly withoutpain, 
but are slow in dssuppearing.

Rheumatism, acc.rding lothcbcst 
authorities, is the most common 
cause of the nervous disease called 
St. Vltu's dance. An inliammation 
of tho digst walls, called pleurisy, 
not uncommonly develops during an 
attack of rheumatism, from tlio 
prt'seuco of tho iheumutlc vims in 
the system.

Tho most dangerous disorder to 
which tho rheumatic temp;*rmcnt 
gives rise is the well-known one of 
heart-disease.

It should lio understood that the 
growing pains of children are often 
tho only evidences of a rheunmtlo 
tendency. The chief saf- guard 
against such a tendency llos In giving 
children proper food and a sufficiency 
of exercise.

Details of tho management of 
children subject to rheumatic symp­
toms should in all cu«c* he referred 
to the family physician. —Youth’s 
Companion.

Air Your I'luthlng.
Everyday garments, particularly 

those that arc not luumliMed. should 
bo disinfected. Brushing 1* not suf­
ficient, ns It does not lomovo the un­
pleasant odors that come from long 
usage. 'Some women sprinkle tholr 
waists and drosses with scent and use 
sachet powers to per,nine their bon­
nets an I wraps. All this would bo 
admirable wore It availing, ^ n t  
needs to be overpowering to con eal 
the unfnwrunt emanations from an 
old garment Tlieu the bouquet Is 
fulsome und vulgar.

Death In War.

W
HEN a man dies in 
bed, surrounded by 

friends and all the 
comforts that go 
to mako tho part­
ing of soul aud 
l>ody to some ex­
tent less hideous, 
aud when liis will 
is resigned aud he 
lias finally sub­
mitted himself to 
the inevitable, hie 
countenance as a 
rule bears none of 
tho startling ex­

pressions, nor his body any of tho gro­
tesque contortions, so often noted 
among the heaps of sluiu which strew 
the stricken field of battle. George 
L. Kilmer, in Popular Science Mont If 
hj, has a somewhat exhaustive article 
on this gruesome study. His observa­
tions go to show that while aH battle­
fields do uot present spectacles of life- 
liko corpses, still where soldiers have 
been thoroughly excited and warmed 
to action, sudden death is in many 
cases succeeded by a "rigor mortis” in 
which the body retains ilio exact atti­
tude and position in which it was 
found when dentil met it.

The battlo of Antietnin in tho Into 
war furnished many examples of this 
peculiar phenomenon. One Confed­
erate corpso was found, semi-crcct, ono 
foot on the ground, ono knee against a 
bank of eartli and ono arm stretched 
forward on a low breastwork. Anoth­
er leaned against a treo with his right 
arm raised above his head, his hand 
still holding the cap with which lio 
had been cheering on his comrades. 
Many were found with cartridges be­
tween their thumbs and fingers and 
witli the paper which they had bitten 
oil' the eud of the cartridge between 
their teeth; everything, even io the 
expression on their faces as it was 
when the bullet pierced the heart and 
all the machinery of life, all tho mus­
cles and nerves, cuniu lo a standstill. 
At Eolmout, November 7,18(11, a Union 
loldier kneeling by a tree in the act of 
firing, w as shot obliquely through tho 
head, front to tmek. Tun body when 
found rested on the right kneo and 
leg, left leg bent with foot on the 
ground, tho left baud firmly clutched 
tile musket, which rested with tho butt 
on tho ground. Those who found him 
would not till thoy had touched him 
heliovo that death rested on a statuo 
so life-like.

Another Union soldier, shot near 
the heart, mounted a mule uml rode 
homo distance boride his companion. 
Hoou the glazed eyeballs gave uu- 
cqiiivocul signs of death, hut tho body 
rode on upright. When the mule was 
needed it required considerable force 
to loosen the death grip of tho soldier's 
knees oil tho animal's shoulders.

At Williamsburg, Va„ May 5, 1802, 
a soldier was iound dead with ouo leg 
half over a fence, body as though 
crawling forward, ono hand clinched 
i.ml raised to tho level of tho forehead 
with palmar surfuco outward as if to 
wurd oir evil. Another was found 
with his musket still raised to his 
shoulder uml resting on the branch of 
a fallen tree from which he was taking 
his aim. He was shot in the eeuter of 
the forehead. To those who found 
him lie looked so life-like that they 
called to him, expecting him to turn 
mouud, At Goldslmro a Confederate 
officer was shot while ultcmpting to 
mount his horse, and when tlm Union 
men euiuo up they found a corpse with 
one foot in the stirrup, left hand 
grasping tho bridle uml mane of the 
horse. Every muscle was rigid iu 
death, ami it was difficult to detach 
his lingers from the bridle. The Isxly 
was laid down ami the sumo |M»sitl«ms 
were retained by its iiicndicr*.
