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There is a good deal of satisfaction 
in catching a thief, but then there is 
more in regaining what he has stolen.

“There is not a thoughtful business 
man in the country who does not know 
that the enactment into law of the dec- 
laration made at the Chicago conven­
tion on the subject of the tariff, would 
at once plungo the country Into a bus­
iness convulsion such as it has never 
seen, and there is not a thoughtful 
workingman who does not know that 
it would at once enormously reduce 
the amount of work to be done in this 
country.” Harrison’s last letter of ac­
ceptance; President Harrison knew 
exactly what he was saying.

Tho republican party is not opposed 
to the use of silver ab money. The 
white metal has been used as money 
in the past and republicans do not 
wish to rotire it from use as money in 
the future. What they contend for is 
that no more shall be coined than the 
government is able to keep at par with 
gold. They are utterly opposed to 
having ono sort of money 100 cents on 
the dollar and another worth but 50 or 
00 cents on the dollar. They demand 
that every dollar authorized by this 
government shall bo worth 100 cents 
on the dollar.

The Campaign Has Begun.

Gov. McKinley has fired the opening 
in tho Ohio campaign. His address 
was a candid and masterly statement 
of the question at issue. A simple re­
cital of a year's history of this count ry 
is the most ove rwhelming argument 
that cun be produced.

Tho facts show that there was more 
money in this country lust year per 
capita, thun has ever been known be- 
for in the history of this country. 
Tho ro»ont bank failures and runs on 
savings banks proves that tho money 
was in the hands of tho workingmen, 
ami that they were nmong tho first to 
lose confidence in a projMsed chmgo of 
tho tariff policy.

While the result In Ohioiwlll havo 
no direct effect on tho tariff legisla­
tion of the prosent congress, one wny 
or thujothor, the verdict will indicate 
something of tho undercurrent and 
radical change of sentiment on the 
tariff question, which may make the 
present congress still more cautious In 
Its changes.

MUST GO DOWN WITH HIS SHIP.

Xrlttob Naval Captains Bound by an Iron 
Though I’uw rlttrn Law.

The action of Vico Admiral Tryon 
In refusing to leave the bridge of the 
Victoria while there was a chance is 
being compared by military men of 
th s city with the action of Hrig. (Jen. 
George A. Custer at the Hig Horn 
massacre. According to now gen­
erally accepted fact-, an opportunity 
was olTered Custer by a Government 
Indian scout to cut his way out. 
Custer refused the proffered Hrule 
blanket and headdress and remained 
to die with his men. Instances arc 
many in the Hrit sh navy of captains 
of war ships preferring to go down 
with their ships in preference to out­
living them. It is an old practice in 
the Hritish navy, and one which, ac­
cording to the New York Times, 
practically amounts to r rule, that 
the Captain who loses ft war ship 
never obtains a second oi>e. The be­
lief among many American officers is 
that Tryon was fully imbued with the 
seaman’s idea of the duty of a com­
mander. and, knowing that hundreds 
of men wero imprisoned helow decks, 
calmly decided to go down with the 
ship so long as a man aboard had todic 
as the result of carrying out orders 
given him during tho maneuvering. 
At the I'n ted States Naval Academy 
a monument in the center of the 
grounds stands to-day with the name 
* ‘Herndon" omits face. Ilerndon was 
an American naval officer who, be­
fore tho civil war, was engaged while 
on a furlough in-the command of a 
mail steamer ply ng between New 
York and the West Indies. Tho ship 
was lost in the Gulf Stream off the 
Florida coast She carried a large 
mtmb .T of passengers at the time. 
The maiorltv of the passengers Hern­
don saw placed in the boats. The 
last boat waited lor Herndon to jump 
In. Instead of availing himself of 
tho opiKirtunity, ilerndon ordered 
the bout to cast off. The ship went 
down with Herndon In his naval uni­
form standing alone and in full view 
on the bridge.

The romances of Jules Verne arc

Dickens’ famous ruse of spontaneous 
combustion, dcsciilvd In "Hicuk 
House," U un Instauco in point It 
Is absolutely certain that no case of 
spontaneous combustion ever did or 
ever could take plu< 0, and, though 
Dickons made a heroic effort to show 
that such 11 thing was poftflhle, ho 
was finally forced to admit his error, 
and, It Is said, thought of revising his 
novel, eNon alter It had uppeured In 
print, und bringing about tho catas­
trophe by some other means. Georgo 
Flint, III the “Mill on tho Floss,*’ bus 
introduced un uquul uhsurdlty In 
causing the truil uiat of the heroine 
to t o overwhelmed by 11 muss of loaf­
ing dobrirt that was moving fester 
than the trull cruft.

Tho ChciipnefBR of Paper.
An exchange remarks that the 

Chinese don’t use wood pulp in mak­
ing paper, and that their paper will 
Jast a century. It indirectly laments 
tho fact that American wood paper, 
such as Is used by newspapers, breaks 
like dry leaves in less than a year. 
What of it? It is of no consequence 
it It breaks in forty-eight h -ur-. A 
newspaper two days oid.is of no value 
whatever, excepting in this: that 
bound files are required by the pub. 
Ushers and libraries, and clippings 
arc preserved by writers and others 
for reference. Hut the Ixnmd flies 
are subject to very little use, and the 
clippings arc usually mounted in scrap 
book*. In cither case tho paper is 
under no strain.

It is nonsense to talk about tho 
“poor quality" of our newspaper, It 
is the cheapness of the while paper 
that has made possible tho great 
journalistic enterprise of the day. 
Any paper which will endure tho 
strain of the press, take the ink well 
and present a pleasing api-earanre to 
the reader, is good enough for use in 
a newspaper. To spend a mill more 
than is neccssury to secure these 
qualities would be throwing money 
away. Moreover, any considerable 
Jncreuse in tho price of newsj-uper 
would destroy tho eifieiency of the 
daily press. The enormous division 
ot information which it achieves is 
possible only because of the use of 
the cheapest product of the paper 
mills.— Daper Mill.

A n c ie n t m u l M o d ern  C liJes,

The greatest cities of ancient Dine* 
weie Habylon and Home. The former 
Is said to have had an area of from 
100 to 2U0 square miles; Its houses 
wero three or four stories high, hut 
palaces and gardens occupied much 
of the vast area, so that the popula­
tion was not what these figures 
would seem to indicate.

London is probably 
larger than any city of ancient times 
ever wus, und it Is the largest city of 
the nuHicrn * world. There are sov- 
erul ways of considering tho popula­
tion of London, hut taking the area 
under tho protection or the city and 
metropolitan police, the population in 
18!)] reached tho enormous total of 

a larger numlier than is 
contained in nnv State hi our Union 
except New York.

They rear, 
wheel, kick, buck, rush, stop, turn, 
and twist horses, tike so many tum­
blers, (shouting meanwhile, yelling, 
screaming like so tuany devils. No 
picture can do justice tc the kaleido­
scopic fervor und wildness of tbo 
scene If there are many riders en­
gaged in it. It is a seething whirl­
pool of wild, unmeaning, half-merry, 
hair-fanatical excitement, in which 
no eir.l of excellent horsemuuship 
comes to tho fore. From time to 
time the riders slop and raiik them­
selves lor a rest on one side; then out 
come individuals to show what, sin­
gle, their steeds can do. They 
pirouttcand piaffer and dance, and 
then make a rush at full gallop to one 
or the other side, stop suddenly, and 
wheel about. There is no specific urt 
iu wliat they do; each man has 
trained Ids horse on hlsown untrained 
ideas.

LAKE PUMPED OUT FOR ORE.

Heavy Deponll* of Iron Under Seventy 
Foot of W ater In Mlclilgiiii,

Few pieces of engineering work 
were ever undertaken that exceeded 
the pumping out of Lake Angellne, 
near Uhpemiug, Mich, where pump* 
have been working for sixteen 
months. The water Is all gone now, 
but apparently the hardest part of 
tho work has still to be accomplished, 
says tho New York Evening Post. 
The lake lies near the southern part 
of Ishpemlng, covering 1 (50 acres, and 
was ?o feet deep In the middle

It was for & long time the source 
of that city's water supply, until the 
growth of the town at>out Its shores 
contaminated the water. Under the 

! bed of the lake lie the largest iron- 
ore deposits ever discovered. The 
ore was discovered some tea years 
ago, when a diamond drill was set on 
the frozeu aurlace of the lake one 
whiter, and a hole drilled COO feet 
down below the bed of the pig Iron. 
Large ore bodies were cut by the 
drill, and the three mining companies 
owning the ground under the lake 
began deviling meant to secure thli 
valuable ore.

Tho greater part of the lake was 
owned by the Cleveland Iron Mining 
Company and the Lake Angellne and 
Lake Superior Iron companies. The 
first and second named companies did 
more or less work under the surface 
of the lake, but the ever present dan­
ger of a rush of water from above 
rendered it imperative that the water 
be taken out Work waa begun last 
spriog before the snow left the 
ground, when a rotary pump with a 
capacity of 20,000 gallons per minute 
was anchored In a barge In the cen­
ter of the lake, and l*gan pumping 
water Into a big flume elevated 
twenty feet above the surface of tho 
water. The pump has been going 
day and night, allowing for occasional 
break-downs, and the water has only 
recently been drained all out

Now, however, remains a serious 
question to be settled. There is a 
tied of mud trom two to forty feet 
„eep over the bed of the former lake. 
This mud Is kept moist by under­
ground springs, from which the water 
bubbles U|\ Hlg tubular stand-pipes, 
pierced with myriads of small holes 
hardly larger tbao a needle’s point, 
are being forged Into the mud, Into 
these the wuter Alters und is pumped 
out The surface of the bed of the 
lake 1s more treacherous than quick­
sand, for any heavy object thrown on 
It Is quickly engulfed. Several nar­
row escapes from drowning have 
taken place. It will take sixteen 
months longer to get rid of the mud.

COSTLY VIOLINS.

The Renosrksble Price of I4.SOO Paid for 
an  Antique Btmdlvarlu*.

A Str&dlv&rlus violin waa sold tho 
other day at Puttick & Simpson’s for 
£800, that be’ng the highest price vet 
secured for a fiddle in tho auction 
room. This fact has cawed some in­
quiry to be made into tho rapid rlno in 
the value of tho violins of tho groat 
Cremona maker, whoso workshop 
Edgar Bundy hai so graphically de­
picted in a painting in tho present 
Koyol Academy Exhibition.

It seems that a flno “Strad" was sold 
In 1805 for £100, but by 1857, when tho 
late James tioding's collection was 
brought to tho ha?ntncr at Christie's, a 
Stradlvarius viola fetched £200, and a 
violin by the samo makor £212. In 
1872 a "Strad," since roehristoned by 
its fortunate owner “Tho Emperor,” 
realized £200 at tho sale of tho collec­
tion of Mr. Guillott, the penraaker, and 
it would probably now not bo parted 
with for lour times that amount. Tho 
auction price of a “Strad" has since 
reached £800. and it is quite poisiblo 
that before tno present century is over 
tho sum will pa*s into four figures, 
while the price at tho fiddler fancier's 
Is already a good deal higher.

It seems that tho increase of cost is 
duo partly to tho demand for old vio­
lins from tho United States, partly to 
the wish of every violinist of noto to 
possess at loost ono example of the 
famous maker. Hr. Joachim, for In­
stance, has three. Doubtless the 
bloated capitalist might step in and 
make a “corner" In theso prized instru­
ments wore it not for tho fact that to 
discriminate betweon a genuine “Strad

Hams.

Hams require very careful treatment 
In the kitchen, even when perfectly 
cured. The must Important things to

t a good maker's ham. They 
neatly pared, and cooked uy slow 

degrees; if boiled, thoy should only be
allowed to just simmer. When hams 
are baked, it is best to cover them over 
with s paste of fiour and water, when 
thoy are actually steamed In their own 
moisture. While on the subject of 
hams we may give a tasty recipe for 

g hams Vi 
ing soaked, scrubbed, end pared, cover
roasting hams Virginia fashion: Hav-

tho bottom with e thick pasto of flour 
and water, and lay It upside down In a 
baking pan with about a pint of water. 
Allow half an hour to tho pound, end 
haste sevoral times, keeping hot water 
In tho pan. Plungo for a minute in 
cold wator when uono, as this makes 
the removal of tho skin easier. Cover 
thickly with cracker crumbs; brush 
over with beaten egg and sot In tho 
oven to brown. It can ta eaten either 
hot or cold. In the old forma pint of 
Madeira was often used, being put lo 
the pan about an hour before the ham 
was done, and hasting, from this time, 
being frequent. When skinned U was 
•at back again aud Iras tod with the 
wine bofore the cracker or bread­
crumbs were put on it, liolng sot to 
cool In a doop dish, with tho remains of»P
the wlno In the bottom.

MUST GO DOWN WITH HIS SHIP.

British Nnval Captain* Bonnd by an Iron 
Though L'uwrUtrn Law.

The action of Vice Admiral Tryon 
Id refusing to leave the bridge of the 
Victoria while there was a chance is 
being compared by military men of 
th s city with the action of Rrig. Gen. 
George A. Custer at the Rig Horn 
massacre. According to now gen­
erally accepted fact-, an opportunity 
was oiTered Custer by a Government 
Indian scout to cut his way out. 
Custer refused the proffered Brule 
blanket and headdress and remained 
to die with his men. Instances are 
many in the Grit sh navy of captains 
of war shins preferring to go down 
with their shins in preference to out­
living them. It is an old practice in 
the British navy, and one which, ac- 
c/jr.ling to the New York Time*, 
practically amounts to a rule, that 
the Captain who loses a war ship 
never obtains a second oce. The be­
lief among many American ntlicer* is 
that Tryon was fully imbued with tho 
•eutuaii'H Idea of the duty of a com­
mander. and, knowing that hundreds 
of men were imprisoned below decks, 
calmly decided to go down with the 
ship so long as a man aboard hadtodie 
as the result of carrying out orders 
given him during the maneuvering. 
At the Fn ted States Naval Academy 
a monument in the center of the 
grounds stands to-day with the name 
“Herndon” omits face. Ilerndon was 
an American naval oflficcr who, be­
fore the civil war, was engaged while 
on a furlough imthe command of a 
mail steamer ply ng between New 
York and the West Indies. The ship 
was lost in the Gulf Stream off the 
Florida coast She carried a large 
ni1nib.*r of passengers at the time. 
The muioritv of the passengers Hern­
don âw placed in the boats. The 
last boat waited lor Herndon to lump 
In. Instead of availing himself of 
the opportunity, ilerndon ordered 
the boat to cast off. The ship went 
down with Herndon in his naval uni­
form standing alone and in full view 
on the bridge.

The Cheapness o f Paper.
An exchange remarks that the 

Chinese don’t use wood pulp in mak­
ing paper, and that their naper will 
last a century. It indirectly laments 
the fact that American wood paper, 
such as is used by newspapers, breaks 
like dry leaves in less than a year. 
What of it? It is of no consequence 
it It breaks in forty-eight hour*. A 
newspaper two days old, is of no value 
whatever, excepting in this: that 
bound files are required by the pub­
lishers und libraries, and clippings 
are preserved by writers and others 
for reference. Rut the bound flics 
are subiectto very little use, and the 
clippings arc usually mounted in scrap 
books. In either case the paper W 
under no strain.

It is nonsense to talk about tho 
“poor quality” of our newspaper, It 
is the cheapness of the while paper 
that has made possible the great 
journalistic enterprise of the day. 
Any paper which will endure tho 
strain of the press, take the iuk well 
and present a pleasing appearance to 
the reader, Is good enough for use in 
a newspaper. To spend a mill more 
than is necessary to secure these 
qualities would be throwing money 
away. Moreover, any considerable 
increase in the price of newspaper 
would destroy the efficiency of tlie 
daily presa The enormous diffusion 
of Information which it achieves is 
possible only because of the use of 
the cheapest product of the paper 
mills.—J'aper Mill.

A ncient am i M odern Cities*
The greatest cities of ancient times 

weie Babylon and Rome. The former 
is said to have hud an area of from 
100 to 300 square miles: its bouses 
were three or four stories high, hut 
palaces and gardens occupied much 
of the vast area, so that the popula­
tion was not what these figures 
would seem to indicate. In fact, It 
is said by one historian that r.inc- 
tenths of this area was taken up with 
gardens and orchards. The total pop- 
ulation of tho city under Nebuchad­
nezzar und bis son Kvil-Mcrodanh Is 
estimated at upwards of I’.ooc.flOO. 
Rome reached its greatest size dur­
ing the fourth ceutury of our era,and 
Its population was then about 3,L0v 
000, Tbe census taken (A. I). 4*), 
A. F. C. 801, gave the city a popula­
tion of A,fi44,oor; hut this is not 
credited now. London Is probably 
larger than any city of ancient times 
over was. and it is the largest city of 
the ni'xlcrn • world. There are sev­
eral ways of considering the popula­
tion of London, hut taking the area 
under tho protection of the oily nod 
metropntitau police, the population la 
181)1 reached the enormous t4ilal of 
f>ff»:!3,332—a larger mim)>cr than is 
contained in any State iu our I’nloo 
except New York.

COSTLY VIOLINS.

Ifatvjr D«po*tls of Iron Under Seventy 
Feet of W ater In MlelilgAii.

Few pieces of engineering work 
were ever undertaken that exceeded 
the pumping out of Lake Angelina, 
near Ishpcming, Mich , where pump* 
have been working for sixteen 
months. The water 1b all gone now, 
but apparently the hardest part of 
the work has still to be accomplished, 
says the New York Evening Post. 
The lake lies near the southern part 
of Ishpemtng, covering 100 acres, and 
was ?o feet deep In the middle 

It was for a long time the source 
of that city’s water supply, until the 
growth of the town ai>out Its shores 
contaminated the water. Under tbe 
bed of the lake lie the largest iron- 
ore deposits ever discovered. The 
ore was discovered some ten years 
ago, when a diamond drill was sot on 
the frozeu surface of the lake one 
winter, and a nolo drilled (100 feet 
down below tbe bed of the pig Iron. 
Large ore bodies were cut by the 
drill, and tbe three mining companies 
owning tbe ground under the lake 
began devising means to secure this 
valuable ore.

Tho greater part of tbo lake was 
owned by the Cleveland Iron Mining 
Company and the Lake Angellno and 
Lake Superior Iron companies. The 
first and second named companies did 
more or less work under the surface 
of the lake, but tho ever present dan­
ger of a rush of water from above 
rendered It imperative that the water 
be taken out Work was begun lost 
spring before the snow left the 
ground, when a rotary pump with a 
capacity of 20,000 gallons per minute 
was unchored In a barge in the cen­
ter of the lake, and liegan pumping 
water Into a big flume elevated 
twenty feet above the surface of the 
water. Tbe pump has been going 
day and night allowing for occasional 
break-downs, and the water has only 
recently been drained all out 

Now, however, remains a serious 
question to be settled. There is a 
bed of mud from two to forty feet 
deep over the bed of tbe former lake. 
This mud Is kept moist by under­
ground springs, from which the water 
bubbles U|v Big tubular stand-pipe*

S
lerced with myriads of siuull holes 
ardlv larger than a needle's point, 
are being forged Into the mud, into 
these the water filters and Is pumped 

out The surface of the bed of the 
lake Is more treacherous than quick­
sand, for any heavy objoct thrown on 
It Is quickly engulfed. Several nar­
row escapes from drowning have 
taken place. It will take sixteen 
months longer to get rid of the mud.

A Stradlvnrius violin was sold tho 
othor day at Puttlck A Simpson’s for 
£860, thut being the highest prico vot 
seoured for a fiddle lu tho auction 
room. This fact has causod some In­
quiry to be mode into tho rapid rlwo In 
the value of tho violins of tho grout 
Cromona maker, whoso workshop 
Edgar Bundy ha* so graphically de­
picted In a painting in tho protout 
Uoyul Academy Exhibition.

It seems that a fine “Stead" was sold 
in 1805 for £100, but by 1857, when tho 
late James Coding's collection was 
brought to tho hammer at Christie’s, a 
Stradlvarlus viola fetched £200, and a 
violin by the samo maker £212. In 
1872 a “btrad," since rochrlstoned by 
its fortunate owner “The Emperor," 
realized £200 at tho Balo of tho collec­
tion of Mr. Gulllott, tho penmakor, and 
it would probably now not bo parted 
with for four timos that amount. Tho 
auction prico of a “Strud” has since 
reached £860. and It is quite possible 
that before tno present century Is over 
the sum will pass Into four figures, 
while tho price at the fiddler fancier's 
is already a good deal higher.

It seems that tho Increase of cost 1b 
duo partly to tho demand for old vio­
lins from tho United States, partly to 
the wish of evory violinist of noto to 
possess at loast one example of the 
famous maker. Dr. Joachim, for in­
stance, has three. Doubtless the 
bloated capitalist might step in and 
make a "corner’’ in theso prized instru­
ments wore it not for tho fact that to 
discriminate between a gonuine “Strad 
and an old oipy requires enormous 
skill and experience, wnilo few but cx- 

rts can tell whether even a genuineports < 
Btradivarius has not at some remote 
time been fitted with a new head and 
thus half ruined from a commercial 
point of view, or has in some way l)oon 
damaged and cleverly repaired.—Lon­
don Dally News.

Hams.
Hams require vory careful treatment 

in tha kitchen, even when perfectly 
cured. The mast important thing is to

K
t a good maker's ham. Thoy should 
neatly pared, and cooked t>y slow 

degrees; If boilod, thoy should only be 
allowed to just simmer. When hams 
are baked, it is best to oovor thorn over 

with a paste of flour and water, when 
they are actually steamed in their own 
moisture. While on the subject of 
hams we may givo a tasty recipe for 
roasting hams Virginia fashion: Hav 
lng soaked, sorubbod, and parod, oovor 
the bottom with a thick paste of flour 
and water, and lay It upside down In a 
baking pan with about a pint of water. 
Allow half an hour to tho pound, and 
basto several timos, keeping hot water 
in tho pan. Plungo for a minute in 
cold water when done, as this makes 
the removal of the skin oasler. Cover 
thickly with cracker crumbs; brush 
over with beaten egg and not in tho 
oven to brown. It can bo eaten either 
hot or oold. In tho old form a pint of 
Madeira was often used, being put in 
the pan about an hour boforo tho ham 
was done, and basting, from this time, 
being frequent. When skinned it was 
set back again and basted with tho 
wine bofore tho cracker or bread­
crumbs were put on it, liolng sot to 
cool In a deep dish, with tho remains of
tha wluo

TOWED BY AN ICEBERCL

The D rift Ice Was Going Capt. Chase's 
Way, Ho Ho Utilised It.

The Ingenuity of Capt Chase of 
the bark E. O. Clark, which arrived 
here from Greenland, says the Phila­
delphia Decord, has earned for him 
the proud distinction of be ng the 
first sailing master to make his vcs-el 
fast to an iceberg and allow it to pull 
him toward hh destination without 
a sail being set.'

The bark sailed from Ivlgtut. u 
port on the southwest coast of Green­
land, June 21, lor Philadelphia. She 
was loaded with a cargo of cryolite. 
She is one of the seven vossels that 
are regularly engaged In carrying that 
little known mineral from the far 
North. Thrco days after leaving 
Ivlgtut she was surrounded on all 
sides by monster Ic3bergs, but the -' 
soon became lost to sight in a dense 
fog, and It was then that tho skill of 
a master mariner was brought Into 
pluy and thoroughly tested. Capt. 
Chase and his crew of ten men were 
kept constancy on the alert* and the 
vessel beat to and fro until the fog 
lifted. Then the most dangerous I c 
was seen well astern, and the ship 
was out of Immediate danger.

For six days afterward huge bergs 
were in sight, hut far enongb away 
to preclude the possibility of collis­
ion. Drift Ice was sighted June :«>, 
having been driven off shore by a 
northeast wind, i t  was drifting al­
most In the direct course which the 
Clark was endeavoring to pursue. 
The vessel was soon on the outer edge 
of un Immense field of d:lft Ice. which 
extended In a northeasterly direction 
as far as the eye could reach, with an 
occasional berg reaching high in the 
air. On the other side was clear 
water.

The Clark was soon caught Jn the 
drift and was so (irmly held In the 
Ice that she was carried many miles 
on her course, a line having be n 
made fast to one of the nearest bergs 
to keep her steady. For several (lavs 
all hands enjoyed tho novel experi­
ence of being towed by an iceberg, 
but finally the wind began, to chango 
the direction of tho drift. Then the 
ropo was cut, the sails were set. and 
the vessel soon freed herself and in a 
Jew days was clear of the arctic cur­
rent The rest of the long voyage 
was devoid of special interest

W hen. Thing* G et In th e  Eye.
One of the most frequent and most 

annoying of the smaller accidents 
which are happening to us every day 
is the getting of small particles of 
dust and cinders In the eye. What 
is at first a loose attachment of such 
a body soon becomes a firm ono by 
the rubbing of theattli ted eye, which 
is sure to follow. When this happens 
to a child try to make him under­
stand the rubbing only makes mat­
ters worse, und that It Is best to let 
the free flow of tears called forth by 
the presence of the Irritant wash it 
out When this Is not efftctunl, 
grasp the upper lid by the lashes and 
pull it well down over the lower lid, 
allowing it to sweep buck over this 
part* thus cleaning It out Most 
foroign bodies get entangled in tho 
upper lid, so that this proceeding Is 
usually effectual If such body is not 
deeply and firmly attached, if the 
body still remains, the lids must lie 
everted over u pencil, and all parts, 
iuclud rig tho Dali of tho eye, be cure, 
fully examined In a good Lght The 
disagreeable sensation tnav remain 
several hours or longer after the body 
has been actually lemovcd, from the 
irritation already set in.

This can be palliated by freely 
bathing the lids with very hot water, 
holding a sponge rn saturated over 
the closed eye. Specks of dirt umy 
blow into the car. or hard masses of 
wax may act us a foreign 1 ody. , Oc­
casionally insert* < raw! into the' ear 
passage. The safe uud only proper 
way to remove unj object from the 
car is toemp oy irritation with tepid 
water. Do nut let tho nozzle of tho 
syringe be pointed straight into tho 
ear, i ut at un angle, which will pee* 
vent the chance of doing harm to tbo 
drum. A current of water Is thus 
produced which will clear the chan, 
nel. No harm can come from using 
a large quantity of water. There Is 
always danger in using hairpins or 
any hard, sharp instruments In the

“ MURFHY”  BREAD.

Europe Is  Slowly Learning to  Appreciate 
Our Corn m  Food.

There is a gentleman In tbis 
country, who is known to a great 
part of Europe and Americans “Corn- 
meal Murphy.” This Is Col. Murphy, 
a special agent of the Agricultural 
Department, who has spent many 
years of bis life in trying to intro­
duce corn bread into Europe. After 
being scoffed ut abroad and laughed 
at in tbc United States, he has at 
last succeeded ingetting the military 
authorities In Germany to adopt the 
use of cornraeal for the army.

The failure of the rye and wheat 
crops over nearly all of Europe bad 
made it a serious question where 
bread for another year was to come 
from. ' CoL Murphy saw hls oppor­
tunity, and going to Herlin, put in 
operation an American kitchen for 
the preparation of corntnca! In all its 
foms.

The German peasant; like ryo 
bread, preferring It even to wheat 
bread Col. Murphy, therefore, had 
one-third of rye put into his sample 
loaves, which the Gcrmaii9 have 
dubbed “Murphy bread.” He secured, 
through tho Amcricau Minister, tho 
Emperor's promise to taste the bread 
thus made, and It is said that tho 
Emperor could not tell It from bread 
made altogether of rve. Col. Murphv 
had Rpecim ns sent to every tncuitar 
of the Reichstag, and also to the 
different charitable institutions in 
Herlin. *

The bread gave general satisfaction, 
and the experiment resulted In the 
adoption of tills composite loaf for 
the armv.

Col. Murphy then went to .Sweden 
and the Alnerican Minster gave a 
corn dinner. The bill of fare con­
tained a great variety of di-bes made 
of corn, including hominy In many 
forma The dinner was universally 
pronounced a suc cs-.

The northern nat'ons have, 
strangely enough, accepted corn us an 
article of food much more kindly than 
the people of houthern countries 
where maize Is grown. Duly, which 
produces a good deal of tnu zc, as it is 
universally called In Europe, has no 
use for lias food except far the po­
lenta of the lower dashes This Is a 
sort of mush. The Italians cannot 
be persuaded to eat tiic boiled green 
corn which in the I tilted Stales Is 
such a standard dish.

The scarcity all over Europe tills 
year prevails In Italy, too, which will 
have to Import over a thousand mil 
Hoo bushels of wheat. Col. Murph) 
hopes that this will indu c the ltu1* 
juQB to listen to hls corn-bread 
theories. Malxe will not ripen any­
where In Europe ex opt in the ex­
treme south. In Englund a stalk ol 
corn growing in a pot Is a common 
green-house ornament.

The importance of the subject umv 
be estimhted, when It Is understood 
whatan immense lovenuc would come 
to the United .state* from the ex­
portation of corn and coni tmuL 
Atsiut one-twentieth of Hi ■ land sur­
face of the In i ted State* is devoted 
to corn. Yet only lour per cent, ol 
the entire crop Ins tacu exported 
during tho lust ten years.

The prisoner was a slight 
gtrlish-lookiug fellow, with a babyish 
face, and I felt that he shotilu ta 
spared and sent homo to hla mother 
instead of taing hung as a spy. I ex­
pected to see him break down and tag 
for his life, and was uervlug myself for 
It, when wo were treated to a spoctaclo 
of quite a different'nature.

“Just as ho mounted the gallows with 
a guard on either side of him aud two 
taliiud him, ho slipped hi* small hands 
through hi* jewelry and lot outright 
aud left, knocking the first two guards 
sprawling. The two behind him stood 
two step# below him. He turned, 
vaults! over their heads, and before 
the square could como to a charge bay­
onets had broken through it and was 
running like a seared wolf. The regi­
ment broke into an impulsive cheer, 
ami it was nearly a minute before the 
order to tire U|miu him was otayed. 
Then a scattering volley was sent after 
him. I doiit know how the others 
ftiim'd, but I can make my oath that 
my bullet did not come withiu a dosen 
m<U «>f him. We gave chase bnt it waa 
like Irving to run down a streak of 
lighluiug. Onee tho young dare-devil 
tiiriM'il and waved his handkerchief, 
then tii*d on toward the Federal linos."

Professor Kdward Hull, in alccture 
to the inemhcrs of the Victoria In- 
slitue, London, explained that 
throughout all geological time the 
ocean had been receiving contin­
ual supplies from rivers bringing down 
not only sediments but suits and car­
bonates, together with silica, in solu­
tion. The sediment was deposited 
over the ocean floor, and generally 
not far from the lands, while the dis­
solved ingredients were carried by 
the currents Into ail parU

Meanwhile the oican surface was 
constantly giving off, particularly 
over tbc equatorial regions, enormous 
quantities of vapor, which were car­
ried into the higher regions of the 
atmosphere, and were pree pitated in 
the form of rain and snow over the 
land* Part, of course, tell on the 
sea again, hut the greater quantity 
fell on tho land surface, and was re­
turned to the ocean in streams 
charged with fresli salts and emlnm- 
ates. Tue consequence of that pro­
cess must {clearly l-e that the sa­
line ingredients hud been increasing 
in the oceanic waters from the ear­
liest periods down to the present day.

Concerning the usefulness of salt, 
there is much to be said. It Is one ol 
the most effective remedies for many 
ilia If used per.-Jstcntly enough it 
will cure nasal catarrh. A weak 
brine should l>e mudo and snuffed up 
the nose, allowing it lo run down 
the throat One of the most e lect­
ive remedies known lor a sick head­
ache Is to place a pinch of salt on the 
tongue and allow it to dissolve 
slowly. In about ten minute* it may 
be followed by a drink of water. 
There is nothing better for the se iet 
of tired or weak eyes, than to bathe 
them with a strong solution of salt 
and water applied as hot as It can ta 
borne. Salt is most excellent for 
cleansing the teeth. It har.icus the 
gums aud sweeten* the breath.

at different times concerning the (Irst 
dining cars und when they were llr*t 
used and on what louds, The Pitts­
burgh Post gives tho following as 
having tacn derived trom a man who 
Is represented as a well known elec­
trician and chemist, but whose name, 
unfortunately, is not giveti:

HIGHWAYMEN HOLD UP THE MIN­
ERAL RANGE TRAIN.

Morning Passenger Relieved of 
$70,000 and Well Known Men 

Arrested.

Friday morning last at 9:30, four 
masked men boarded the Mineral 
Range train at the Boston crossing and 
look $70,000 from the express messen­
ger. The train stopped to let off two 
Finn women who live at the Boston. 
From some spot near the track, four 
men—Three «>n one side and one on 
the other—boarded the train.

They wore long linen dusters and 
black doth musks wholly covering the 
face. Threo wore light colored hats 
and one a black slouch.

One of them slipped into the cab of 
the engine and (jointed a revolver at 
the head of engineer Schuler ordered 
him to hold up his hands. The fire­
man, Angus Southerland thinking 
they had a cra/.y man to deal with 
jumped out of the cub onto the running 
board and came face to fuec with some 
masked men who ordered him to hold 
up his hands. In the raeuutUne the 
man inside had seized the throttle 
with one hand while still covering the 
engineer with the revolver which he 
held in the other, und worked̂ tbe 
throttle nnd the all* like an expert en­
gineer, keeping the train just moving 
ahead sufficiently fast to prevent any­
one getting aboard.

Three of the men stepped on the 
rear platform of the express car and 
broke in the door. One watched out­
side and two went in; one of the two 
covered Ilogan, theexpress messenger 
und the othei* Porter, the baggage­
man. Hogun was raude to hold up his 
hands and his revolver was taken from 
him. He was then ordered to open 
the Iron box. Ho fumbled uround 
with his keys to gain time, when the 
man who was covering Porter said: 
“Shoot him In the stern und he'll o|>cn 
the box.” Hogan very suddenly open­
ed it and the four packages of bills 
was pul into an ordinary grain sock. 
The largo man with a black slouch hut 
took the bug on his shoulder, the three 
got off und fired two shots us a signul.

While this was going on the man in 
the engine was running the train slow­
ly, and in a manner as not to excite 
the suspicions of tho passengers. As 
soon us be heard the signal, he opened 
tho throttle wide ami wtl<l, “ There's a 
rail up ulxiut three miles from here.’* 
Keeping his revolver trained on Schu­
ler, ho jumped from the engine which 
was utmost instantly under torrittlc 
headway.

All tho deputies In the county, In­
cluding a large number of the Calumet 
Light Guards were ordered out and a 
large number of prlvute citizens as­
sisted in the Hcnrcli for the miscn-aiits.

It is claimed that about ten o'clock 
John King came through Hancock and 
Houghton from the top of tho Quincy 
hill driving John Kehoe*s pacer ut a 
rapid gait. Tho horse was covered 
with lather und showed signs of hard 
driving. lie wont through cast 
Houghton, beyond the Mining Hchnot 
and some timo after, returned.
