A French wood- 
chopper bad disappeared from the 
neighborhood of Concord, and two 
men who had been seen with him 
were charged with his murder. Hu­
man blood was found on the shoes of 
one and a check In the woodchoppor's 
name on tho other. The State had a 
strong clrcumstantlul case, and tho 
probabilities of conviction were grout 
The missing man has just been found 
a t a town in a neighboring county, 
and the discharge of the suspected 
parties has been ordered.

Editor Mooue, ot Lexington, Ky., 
who Is In Jail, proposes to continue 
the publication of bis Journal from 
h u  prison cell. There are advantages 
about this system The editor will 
always be “In.” He will not be both­
ered by creditors, and he cannot bo 
assaulted by Indignant Individuals 
who conceive themselves to be slan­
dered. Being already In jail, he can­
not successfully threatened with Im­
prisonment for libel He will have 
no office rent to pay and be will not 
bo disturbed by callers who want to 
'glance over the exchanges." Alto­
gether Mr. Moore should bo com­
paratively happy, and he ought to 
turn out good work. John Runyan 
made a h it with the “Pilgrim's 
Progress," written In Jail, and a Ken­
tucky editor has numerous advant­
ages over au English cobbler.

Another distressing example Is 
noted of tho wide difference between 
theory and practice In tbe matter of 
i o operutlvo colonization. A schemo 
for a great colony In Paraguay, 
worked up In Austialla has collapsed 
with disastrous results to many col­
onists. Ritter experience teaches 
th a t co-operative enterprises, 
whether In colonization, manufac­
ture or mercantile business, Is almost 
uniformly attended by failure, The 
causes leading to such failure have 
been exhaustively discussed. In­
ability to combine business ability 
with mechanical skill Is the most 
common explanation of the difficulty. 
Building aseo-iationsb which have 
been wonderfully successful, do uot 
belong In this catalogue, because 
they are In the nature of savings 
hanks rather than of Joint business 
enterprises.

Nor since the cold-storage ware­
house llro a t the World's Fair had 
there been anything to e ,ual la hor­
ror the catastrophe which caused the 
death of the Milwaukee firemen. Tbe 
two occurrences were not unllk* 
la  ta in  cases the men were an* 
trap|KHl in a situation where eraano 
was luiitfMtJMe, and In both In­
stances their comrades were com­
pelled to look upon their death strug­
gles without being able to render 
aid. Pitch disasters as these seem to 
Indicate tha t commanding oil* ere of 
fire d e trim en ts  do not always exor­
cist giwd Judgment In oiderltig 
men Into positions ot great danger. 
Bravery aud ol-edb nce to orders are 
the prime requisites of a fireman, 
but men should not be ordered to 
certain »r almost certain death. I t  
Is better tha t pro erty should lie de­
stroyed than that human lives should 
be sacrificed. Flnaarlal lots may to 
made up: tbe destruction of life ran- 
hut to repaired. The Milwaukee dis­
aster may uot hive Irecn fir rentable, 
but the farts at hand seem to Indi­
cate that tbe l«s< of life might have 
U-eu averted by caul! u and for*-

REGENT REPCRTONTHE “GRIP.’

Th# iilsesM Acquired by Inhaling tl# 
BresCh of Victims.

I t  Is about four years since the epi­
demic iLfluenza begao its ravages In 
this country, having been originally 
imported from Europe; and, having 
become domiciled, it has now entered 
upon its fifth season of mischief in 
the United States, although, fortu­
nately not with tbe same severity 
th a t has characterized its previous 
prevalence

An official report on this m&lady 
by medical officials connected with 
tbe Local Government board of Great 
Britain has recently made its appear­
ance Therein tbe existence or an 
influenza bacillus Is reaffirmed. Dr. 
KJeJn says th a t tb s microbe “Js al­
ways abundantly present Id tho 
bronchial secretions of patients," and 
“diminish In number as tbo disease 
Is abated." Tbe germs are dissemi­
nated. according to Dr. Bartons, by 
bringing tbe affected and healthy to­
gether, as in public vehicles and 
places of meeting, and especially by 
tbe poison being present in confined 
and vitiated air. Dr. Caldwell Smith 
says: “An individual Is affected by 
breathing a t  once the expired air 
from a person suffering from the dis­
ease, and 1 believe this to be tho only 
method of infection." Numerous 
stories are told to show how the mal­
ady is carried from place to place. A 
music teacher visited two relatives 
who were victims of IK and three 
days later was himselt attacked. 
However, he made a round of his 
pupils before succumbing, and two 
days afterward ten of them also de­
veloped the disease. The ordinary 
Intercourse of a household or business 
office, letters written and sealed by 
sufferers, fingering account books 
whose leaves have been turned with 
moistened finger-tips by affected rer- 
sons, and riding Id close and crowded 
railway cars, are among the most 
common methods or propagation

Isolation of patients, disinfection 
of rooms, and ample ventilation are 
strongly urged as preventive meas­
ures At Brighton the Inmates of 
tbe borough sanatorium were pro­
tected effectually by such precautions 
as these for two successive seasons, 
and during a third season the only 
case was th a t of a servant returning 
from a distant place where the dis­
ease was prevalent When she fell 
111 she was promptly Isolated, and 
thus no ooo ots3 was affected.

IRON ORE AND TIMBER.

Vast Quantities of noth Found la th# ft* 
tsrlor ot Labrador.

The interior of Labrador Is not the 
barren good for nothing place people 
have always token i t  to be. A  P. 
Low, of the Canadian Geographical 
Survey Staff, who left Quebec oa 
June d last to explore tbe country, 
and who wintered with his party at 
Blffolct In le t a Hudson Bay post on 
Hamilton Inlet on tbe north shore 
of Labrador, in a report tells & story 
th a t will open the eyes of the scien- 
tlflc world, this being the first known 
exploration into the districts tra­
versed. He Is quoted by the Mon­
treal Gazette as saying tha t the vast 
Interior between tbe north of Lake 
S t  John and Ungava Bay is thickly 
wooded with spruce treat mixed 
here and there with poplar. There 
are thouMndi aod thourandi of 
square miles of spruce, sufficient 
to last for years after local 
forests are done out. Tbe majority 
of the spruce trees would make Mm* 
her eighteen Inches siuare. Here 
aod there over the country are IndU 
cations of vast deposits of the rich­
est of ir^n ore. The whole of tbe 
route traversed was a revelation to 
him.

Mr. Low made a very extensive 
and arduous tr ip  From Lake frt 
John to bis winter quarters, follow­
ing the various streams in canoes, 
with part overland journeys, be and 
bis party traveled close on U00 miles. 
The ascent of the River Ashooa- 
pononchonan, which flows into Lake 
S t  John, was lery difficult The 
party carried with them six canoes. 
The country proved very rough and 
tbe rivers dat gerous, so tha t the trip 
on tbe whole was no picnla Mr. 
Low expected to icive his quarters 
early this spring and be home during 
the fall. Ho will try und make the 
return trip  overland through tbe 
southern part of Labrador, just 
above tbe Quebec boundary*

HORRIBLE MARINE DISASTER.

Died a Hero.

your

N the 10th of January, 
1893, there died tn 
Marshalltown, Iowa, 

Nicholas Messenger, who 
was a prominent hero of 

the* assault made 
upon tho Rcl>el 
works at Vicks­
burg Mav 22d, 
1863.

Tho assault was 
ordered by Gca. 
Grant and in or­
der that it might 
bo mode simultan­
eously all along 
the line, corps 
and division com­
manders were all 

required to set their watches by that 
ot Gen. Graut.

Cherman's corps were on the right 
in the line of investment and next 
came MeClernand, No less than six­
teen Iowa regiments belonged to Mo­
d e l  nand's corps, every oue of which 
was regarded us a fighting regimont. 
To the Twenty-second Iowa belonged 
Nicholas Messenger, a private of Com­
pany I, the subject of this sketch.

At 10 o’clock, precisely, aserraugod, 
the assault was mode by * simultan­
eous rash upon tho enemy's fortifica­
tions. So sudden was the movement 
that tho entire line was within musket 
range before the enemy was prepared 
to make resistance.

Then came * deadly fire from th# 
treuches which was more than flesh 
end blood could stand and the advance 
waa checked, permanently checked, all 
along the Une, except IloClernaud'a 
corps.

Immediately in front of the Iowa Di 
vision of MoGleruand's corps was Fort 
Beauregard, the very strongest of the 
Hebei defense. The Twenty-sooond 
Iowa led the assault on the etroug- 
bold.

Without being aware that Sherman 
on the right and McPherson on the 
left had been knocked out, the Iowana 
advanced with no other thought bnt 
to carry the fort before them. But 
tho Bevel artillery was sweeping the 

round in front of tho fort as with a 
room. When they reached a point 

some ten rods from the fort, the mm- 
bor in line was not more than sixty, 
but on they went, and, making ladders 
of tbemsslve* they entered the fort 
and took a number of prisoners. Their 
colors waved from the captured fort 
and the fact was reported to ib# corps 
commander, who made a special effort 
all alone the line iu his front; but it 
was tooliJt and the Iowana were com- 
(wiled to evacuate the eajtiured fort. 
Of tbs Eleventh, who entered the fort 
and planted the colors on tbe ramparts 
five were killed, being slaiu iu the 
fort, The loos of the rogimeut in the 
assault was DM, out of about 360 who 
were engaged.

Taken all in all, this charge of the 
lowans on Fort Beauregard is one of 
the conspicuous examples of heroism

Sickening Fat# of tbe Grew end Passengets 
of the Ill-Fnted Don Juan.

The details of the burning of the 
Spanish steamer Don Juan en (route 
from Hongkong to Manilla show the 
disaster to have been one of the most 
horrible in tbe history of marine ca­
tastrophe*

Tbe Bon Juan left Hongkong with 
a full crew and with all the Chinese 
she could stow away. There were at 
least 250 ot the coolies and enough 
in the crew to swell the number of 
souls on board to 283. Of these only 
101 were saved. Tbe others were 
either drowned or swallowed by the 
sharks after jumping out of tbe burn­
ing vessel Into tbe burning oil tha t 
covered the water on every side

Tbs first indication of the disaster 
waa apparent the evening of July 3, 
when the Don Juan was off Dangyas 
Point. A t 7 p. m. th a t evening a 
fire waa discovered between deck* 
where 1,000 casks of prctroleum wero 
stored. The hopelessness of the sit­
uation would seem to have been un­
mistakable, vet the survivors say that 
maoy of the Chinese appeared to 
think the fire would soon be ou t

When the flames burst through tbe 
decks tbe Chinese took to tbe rigging.
The flames mounted the rigging In 
pursuit of the coolie* Their hand* 
blistered witb tho heat* refused to 
hold on, and tho (oor creatures 
dropped down into the fl a  Some of 
them jumped overboard, hut the 
sharks had gathered about tbe burn­
ing vessel by hundreds and jumped 
from the water to catch the coo tes 
as they foil. Those who escaped the 
sharks fell Into the burning oil and 
were literally boiled alive.

Tho flames set lire to two of the 
lifeboats before the crew <ould cast 
them adrift When the other life- 
Loats were lowered the Chinese made 
such a rush for them th a t they were 
swamped In an Instant. After the 
sharks had become somewhat glutted 
and hud cessed to be aggressive a 
Hr man succeeded In reaching one of 
the overturned boats andrightiog i t  
He then wont to tbe others and man­
aged to get two more of them on an 
even keoL They were all kept a t a 
distance and everybody wbo wanted 
to get Into them bad to run tha 
gauntlet of the shark* In this way 
nine -y-elght persons escaped and 
reached the shore after sixteen hours 
of hard rowing. They a t once tele­
graphed for assistance and the 
steamer San Antonio was sent ou t 
When she reached the derelict three 
Chinee* more dead than alive, were 
found In tha rigging. This made tbs 
total number saved 101, so the sharks 
and tbe flumes must have devoured 
128.

The survlvo • say the sight wae one 
th a t beggars description. The light 
of the burning vessels Illuminated 
the surface of the sea for miles 
around. Tbs hungry sharks could be 
•sen coming In all directions, and 
their whits bellies gleamed In the 
firelight ae they turned to swallow 
their prey. The Chloose huddled to­
gether in the bow of tho steamer un­
til tbe flames forced them overboard.
The moans th a t came from them be­
fore they Jumped changed to shrieks 
as the teeth of tbs ssa monsters closed 
upon them.

The crackling of the flams* tbs 
•plashing of the shark* and tbs 
•creams of tbs victims were the only 
sounds tha t broke tb s stillness of tbs 
n ight Tho burning oil completely 
surrounded the vessel for hour* This 
oil finally burned out, however, but 
tbe fl miss inside tbe tvesoel aud on 
her decks kept on crackling until the 
Ill-fated steamer was towed Into port 
July 7.

Wealth o f  the United Htatee.
According to a bulletin Just issued 

by tbe Census Bureau, under the su­
pervision of J. K. Upton, on the 
wealth of the United State* tbe true 
valuation of all tangible property in 
this country in 1890 was 805,037,091,- 
107, an Increase since the census of 
1880 of about 822,500.000,000. The 
per capita valuation Is placed at 
$1030 In 1890 against $870 ‘ In 1880, 
$780 in 1870, and $514 In I860 The 
true valuation of all property In the 
United states, exclusive of Alaska, 
In 1890, is classified as follows: Beal 
estate and Improvement* $39,544,- 
544,333, live stock on farms and 
range* farm implement* and ma­
chinery, $2,703,015,040; mines and 
quarrle* $1,201,201,579; gold oud 
silver coin and bullion, $1,158,774,- 
04t; machinery of mills aod product 
on band, 13,058,59* 441; railroads and 
equipment* Including street rail­
road* $8,085,407,323; telegraph* 
telephone* shipping and canal* 
$701,755,712; mlscollancou* $7,893,- 
708,821. In the valuation of differ­
ent States New York ranks lirs* 
with 18,570,701,091; Pennsylvania 
second, with $6,190,746,550; Illinois 
third, with *$5,066,751,710, and then 
Ohio, $3,951,382,384, and Massa­
chusetts $2,803,645,447. The wealth 
of the New England State* New 
York, New Jersey aod Pennsylvania 
aggregates $21,500,030,000, or nearly 
ono-thlrd the entire wealth of tbe 
country.

Tho Doom In Wild Beasts*
There Is a sudden and unpre­

cedented increase in tbe demand for 
w.ld animals a t present, not only for 
tho Continent, but for tbe United 
States. The stocks In most of the 
European zoological gardens have de­
creased of late, a shrinkage partly 
caused by the closuro of the Soudan 
by the dervishes.

In America tho popularity of the 
great menagerie a t tbe World’s Fair 
has created a sudden domand toe 
wild animals of all kinds. Circuses 
and private meageries am competing 
with the zoological glrdenu and 
scientific societies for rare and Inter­
esting animal* and the demand for 
America Is far greater than for the 
Continent of Europe.

After five or alx years of neglect 
there Is such a boom In the wild- 
beast trade as Is hardly remembered. 
Until tbe expeditions wnloh Hagen- 
bock and others have dispatched Into 
Central Africa, via Beroera, and Into 
Borneo and the West Coast of Africa, 
roturn, there Is little to tall back 
upon but tbe average supply whlob 
arrives without system and In chance 
ship* A single purchaso by an agent 
from tbe Philadelphia Zoological 
Gardens included a leopard, a hyena, 
a pair of cheetah* a Borneab bear, 
antelope* emu* and other bird*— 
Tho Spectator;

The F irst Locomotive In Maine.
Tbe first locomotive used 4n the 

Stato of Mvlno, away back In 183* 
Is shown In Cassior’s Magazine for 
April. The engine, as there de- 
•.’ribed, came from England, having 
been built a t the works of liotert 
Stephenson A Co., In the year 183% 
and made Its first trip over tbe 
Banftor, Oldtown and Milford Rail­
road on August I*  1837. This road 
was then generally known as the 
“ Vcazle road,” and tho track was 
made of woodeo rail* strapped with 
iron. The shaeklos used to connect 
tbe engine and cam were mudoof 
three tblcknomes of solo or belt 
leather, hold togetbor by copper 
rivet* and bad a hole In each end so 
as to book over an upright stationary 
pin, bolted or drlvoo Into a rigid 
beam oxtendlog from tbo ood ot tbe 
car. The oxact weight of tho engine 
Is not known, but It probably did oot 
exceed 25,000 pound* and l u  power 
was correspondingly feeble no upirad 
with that of tuodorn locomotives. I t  
Is said that, for a time, the engine 
wm run In oppoiltlon to a elx-ox 
team employed by a Bangor lurnbor 
dealer, Who wm not wllllak to pay 
tho rates charged on the railroad, 
and It was oot until the management 
of the line came to what he consid­
ered fair charge* tha t he turned hie 
traffic over to lb

The Flathead, Instead of bolng a shal­
low rivulet da hingdown tho mountain 
Mdos, is a majestic stream largor than 
tho Mississippi at St. Paul, k athead 
Lake is tho iargett body of fresh water 
vo tof the great lako<, and Is but one. of 
a number of pretty bodlosof water scat­
tered over the valley. Situated upon 
tho Pacific tiio  o.' tho continent, tho 
climato gl ei mild winter* and ll/e 
summers, much In contrast with eho 
se&stns In tho same parallel on the At­
lantic coast. Thero aro no blMards 
and cyclones. Tho liberal rainfall has 
nurtured forests ot plnoand other trees, 
uot inly on tho mountain sides, but In 
tho valley Itself, tho timber Iwlng 
intorluc.'u with prairie* which give 
tho country a park-liko appearanco t o* 
sombllugtbo oak openings of Michigan.

Sometimes the law Is an amusing 
thing as recording the inconsistencies 
And contradictions of th a t thing 
called judgment in men. If in any 
kind of railroad accident a man lose bis 
life the law gives the limit of damages 
jfor which the railroad company may be 
held liable a t 15,000. If, boworer, he 
|only has an arm or a leg cut off or 
gets a twist put Into his spine, or 
some su.h trifling loss, he may re­
cover anywhere from *10,000 to (60,- 
000, according to bis ability to make 
things lively in court The old geo­
metrical proposition that a whole is 
greater than any of its parts is most 
contemptuously reversed by the 
singularly discriminating laws of our 
blessed country. For example, a 
Chicago woman has secured judg­
ment in.the sum of 910,000 against 
a New York storekeeper for an In­
jury to her eye that caused the loss 
o th e r sight The verdict of the 
origlo&l court ha» been a tim ed by 
the Court of Common Fleas, so th a t 
we may assume that the valuo of a 
healthy eye is legally tixed a t 110,- 
000.
, Another principle was affirmed in 
this case that storekeepers and em­
ployers in general would do welt to 
note fir  their future protection. Tho 
eye of M ss Swlnarton was put out 
by a cash boy, who, pursuing the 
sport of snapping p ns with a rubber, 
drove one of the missiles ioto the 
unsuspecting eye of the shopper. 
Suit was brought, not against tho 
boy, his parents, or his guardians, 
but against tho storekeeper, whom 
the courts held to be responsible for 
“having a mischievous boy on the 
premise*.”

Now, auy establishment th a t has 
in its employ a lioy given to prank­
ish sports may take warning. If em­
ployers are thus liublo for the mis­
deeds of tbelr employes i t  Is advis­
able that they give a little a ttritio n  
to ascertaining the conduct and man­
ners of tboso who (omo into contact

If  a boy snap a p!n and damages 
his employer to the extent of UÔ iOO 
what snail be done w.tb the boy? 
W hat recourse has the employer? If 
the pin-snapper were bis own son the 
law would permit him the (onsolatlon 
of a wood-shed interview, but thero 
Is no gra n of comfort of tha t sort In 
the case under consideration. The 
employer takes all tho risks, and If 
there are many more suits for dam­
ages the pin-snapping boy will be 
banished from business circles.—Inter

School Board Meeting.

Owing to the absence of some of the 
members but little business was trans­
acted ut the meeting of the school 
board hold last night. Aside from au­
diting a few bills, etc., the matter of 
teachers’ certificate was thoroughly 
discussed.

The attention of teachers Is called 
to the following In reference to third 
grade certificates taken from the Gen­
eral School Laws of Michigan:

The certificates of the third grade 
shall be divided Into two classes, 
known as A and B. Third grade cer­
tificates of class A shall be granted 
only to persons who have taught suc­
cessfully and continuously for at least 
three years next proceeding the ex­
amination in primary departments of 
graded schools. And tbo [certificate] 
certificates of this class shall entitle 
the hold r to teach In primary depart­
ments of graded schools only. Third 
grade cmlllontcs of class B shall 11- 
censo the holder to teach in any school 
of the county In which It snail be 
granted for imo year; but no more than 
three cvi'ti licittes of lute class shall be 
granted to tho sumo person]:* i'roWd- 
«{, thut i he county commissiouershall 
have power, \ijxm personal examina­
tion sutisfact ivy to himself or herself, 
to grant certificates which shall 
license the holder to teach Id a 
sp ^lfiodt district for which it shall 
lx* granted, but such certificate shall 
not continue in force beyond the time 
of the next nubile examination, and in 
no case shall a second special certifi­
cate be granted to the same person, 
and It shall not In any way exempt 
tho teacher from a full examination*

The following resolution was adopt­
ed.

ftifiolml, That no teachers be hired 
unless they comply with the above 
school laws and that teachers who have 
taught three years with a third grade 
certificate shall be required to hold a 
second or first grado certificate to hold 
position as teachers In our city schools.
