The above I* the ebbing slauzn of 
Hubert Hunts* "OJc to a Louse" and 
the lines, if not the title, seem to adapt 
themselves with considerable force to 
tho cose of the democratic candidate 
for Congress in this district.

Within tho last 
three or four day* ho has instituted 
two suits each for §25,(KM damages— 
agfllubt the 1 HON Herald—warrants 
have been served and bonds tiled—the 
first oo Tuesday and the second on 
Wednesday, and dll the requirements 
made aod provided, complied with so 
far as the defense Is concerned at this 
stage of the proceedings. Klglit here 
it may be a* well to assure the plain­
tiff that the defe nse will continue to 
comply with all tho conditions of a 
first-class lawsuit so far as its side of 
the case may be concerned. Good law­
yers will be employed and an array of 
reputable witnesses summonsed from 
up about Keweenaw Hay. There shall 
be no faltering or wavering along the 
line of the defense. We are relying 
somewhat upon the fact that Mr. Cul­
ver hus placed an unwarranted esti­
mate upou his "name, fame and cred­
it.” Fifty-thousand dollars is a good 
deal to pay for a single article of this 
size and weight during these hard 
times. Another hope upon which we 
are relying to some extent is the prob­
able fact that he bos not taken Into 
accouut the great shrinkage in values 
that has been going on ever since the 
election of Grover Cleveland. This 
affects some reputations us well as iron 
ore or other commodity,every thing has 
shrunk. We think It should be lower. 
While My. Culver asks 950,000 for his 
reputation the law limits the price to 
95,000, We suppose the theory of the 
law Is that the market price of reputa­
tions is not controlled by tho rule of 
supply and demand, and therefore a 
maximum should be fixed. We have 
io mind reputations that we consider 
worth more than Culver's that went in 
open court for 0 to 12 cents. There is 
an unwritten law that places the value 
of a human life at 1*3,000, in cases 
where negligence Is established 
as the cause. With this us a 
basis and Culver's attempt to charge 
950,000 for a simple stain upon his rep­
utation, what would be the value of 
his "blarsted” reputation, shape and 
all? Figure it out. Culver Js human 
and therefore liable to err in judgment. 
He should not forget that"it Is no sign 
of a duck's nest to see a duck's feather 
on a log,” as in case of taking Ham 
Stephenson's check from the channel 
of business In the United States Lind 
office. We congratulate Mr. Culver, 
however, upon the degree of harmony 
existing between Ids lawyer und hi* 
organ, for In unity there is suld to be 
strength—and that will be good for 
him since much will likely lie required 
In the successful prosecution of those 
cases. The attorney of record for tho 
prosecution seems like Ids client, 
a peculiar fellow.

The Comte de Paris Is the latest 
victim to tbe mysteriou* fascination 
of a throne. He was too good a man 
to be wasted on the ignoble part ot a 
pretender. He was naturally sensi­
ble, clear-beaded and democratic. 
He would have made a good Presi­
dent of the French Republic. But 
the fatal glamour of royalty hypno­
tized him, and he dropped out of tbe 
current of active life. A pretender 
to a non-existcot tbrone is about tbe 
feeblest and most useless superfluity 
that cumbers tbe earth, and that Is 
what the Comte de Paris, with all hli 
good principles and his strong com­
mon sense, was doomed to be-ome. 
It Is In America that the reputation 
of the dead Prince will remain at its 
best Here be was a man among men. 
He entered our army and fought 
bravely for a good cause. Later he 
wrote a history of our war, which did 
service In putting us J o tbe right 
light before tbe public opinion of 
Europe It was worth much to us, 
at a time when tbe French Emperor 
was trying to form a combination 
with England for tbe recognition of 
tbe Confederacy, to have tbe head of 
one branch of tbe royal bouse of 
France lighting for us and speaking 
for us with the authority ot personal 
knowledge.

By a little caieful preparation tbe 
management of the Santa Fe road 
hat saved a considerable sum of 
money and at the same time given a 
noteworthy Illustration of tbe prac­
tical working of a safe, speedy and 
effective means of combating train- 
robbery. Home time ago when ban­
dits in various States were holding a 
reign of terror aod meuaciog every 
express train carrying treasure it was 
suggested that tbe way to prevent 
traiu robbery was to have tbe trains 
properly uiunned with armed force* 
There Is as yet no luechunlcul de­
vice to preveut the stopping of loco­
motives In tbe middle of forest* and 
there is no express-car door which 
can resist dynamite cartridges after 
u train Is once stopped. Nothing 
but a group of determined men car­
rying weapons cau meet the emer­
gency. and tbe effe live way In which 
they cun <!o so was Illustrated In tbe 
affuir at Gorin. Tbe trulu-robbers 
succeeded lu slopping the train and 
would no doubt have entered the ex­
press car hud not tbe detectives 
opened tire and begun a pursuit 
which ha* resulted in the capture of 
a number of the bandits and Is likely 
to get tbe remainder. It Is not 
necessary that railway companies 
should send a detachment of detect­
ive* to guard every truln. But If, 
during another outbreak of robberies 
like that of sumo months ago, tbe 
railways will but guard their tralus 
iu this way for a few weeks the rob- 
hers' efforts will be stopped and some 
money will be saved. A few such 
surprises at that which da ed tbe 
thieves al Gorin will effectually dis­
courage the highwaymen.

I t  Is 
tho habit of capable captains to as- 
seinbls thelrcrcws at gcmral quarters 
many times during tbe peace rnanue- 
vers, In order that they may grow 
accustomed to their duties, and go 
about them without confusion, 
whether ihe alarm comes in broad 
dayllgbtor in the uurkuess of o ght

Such, Indeed, Is the ordinary rou­
tine uf a battie*bift and on It her 
safety may at any moment depend if 
things should g* wrong, Id steanf 
tacties at In action. Whenever 
bugles sound the call and the boat* 
swain's mate s pipe shrill echoes, tbe 
men, wherever tbev may le, whether 
on watch or asleep In hammocks, as* 
semble at their alloicd posts with 
marvelous celerity. There Is a mo* 
mentary trampling of feet between 
de ks, a rattle of arms, and then si* 
leoce so profound that any word of 
command can be distinctly heard 
fore and aft along the deck even of 
such a ship as tbe Uepulse.

At the words “Clear for a tion" 
there is a commotion which a lands- 
man might mistake for a panic as 
men rush from point to polut A 
blue acket never wa.ks when an order 
Is given, but docs everything at the 
double. Everyone knows his statloo, 
and goes to It by the quickest and 
shortest way. With a rapidity that 
seems wonderful, companion ladders, 
with (heir ponderous gangways* are 
unshipped and stowed away; rail­
ings around the low decks fore and 
aft are lowered; the veotllatlng 
cowles aod chimney stacks disappear, 
to be rep aced by covers flush, with 
the deck; batches are battened down, 
watertight doors closed, and tackle 
rigged for hoisting ammunition from 
tbe maga Ine. Between decks every­
where something of the same kindle 
being done as quickly and quietly, 
and tbeiqtbe meo stand to their guns. 
When tbe bugles sound for flrlug to 
commence tbe great barbette turn­
tables involve slowly, trained by un­
seen power, and the quick-firing guns 
iu maindeek batteries are worked 
with surprising celerity by detach­
ments of ttoyal Marine artillery.

At a prize shootiog recently a de­
tachment fired sixteen shots in throe 
mloutei from one of tbe repulseguus, 
scoring nine direct b U and plaotlog 
all the other seven shots s > close to 
the target that they would have rid­
dled tbe huli of a ve.y small ship.

IMPURITIES IN FOOD.

rfe«r Am Mot mi Common m  Mmmjr Pm-
iom Hoy Suppose.

Hngularly exaggerated Ideas con­
cerning the adulteration of food are 
very generally held, according to Dr. 
11 W. Whey, chemist of tbe United 
States Department of Agriculture. 
Sand, for in»taoce, Is not sold with 
sugar—at least In tbe United States. 
Tbe granulated and lump sugars in 
the market are aim st absolutely 
pure powdered sugar sometimes, 
though rarely, contain* a little flour 
or starch, and low grudo|*ugar* arc 
Impure chiefly through the molasses 
and water tbev arc made to absorb 
iu manufacture. Not as good a re­
port cun be given of syrups. There 
is very little pure maple syrup, most 
of w.iat is sold a«l such being a mix­
ture of glucose orcuoe syrup* with a 
small proportion of the product of 
the maple, while iu an imitttlon ac­
tually protected by a puicnt, the 
iu plo flavor Is given by an extract of 
hickory bark. Liquid honey is large­
ly adulterated with glucose. Of 
comh houey, however, ouiv that In 
Rules aud Jars is Impure, tbe old 
impr sslou that comb honey ou the 
frame Is adulterated having Ren 
proven to be erroneous. Ground cof­
fee Is so largely adulterated with 
chicory, peus, Runs, e t M that it Is 
rarely found pure, and even the uu- 
ground berry is imitated Tea is 
rarely mixed with foreign leave* hut 
frequently has Its weight iucreas d 
by the udditlon of salts of Irou und 
copper—materials quite prejudicial 
to health. Cocoa and chocolate are 
largely adulterated with starch and 
sugar, and product* claimed to R  
greatly Improved as to digestibility 
may have little of the virtues of the 
original cocoa Ran left In them. A 
danger In cunned goods Is the use of 
adulterated tin, which may contain 
us high as 12 per cent, of lead, the 
organic salt# formed hy the corrosion 
of the lead Ring always poisonous. 
Tbe common practce of tutoring 
caoned peus with copper is very ob­
jectionable. The use of preserva­
tive* such as salicylic acid, It not 
without risk, while an occasional 
source of danger is the development 
of nitrogenous bodies called pto­
maines iu preserved meat* Tin* 
uRveure illustration*which, though 
bad enough, are insignitleuni In com­
parison with the startling icports 
that liuve R  ti published. Much ihc 
greater part of foods we cut 1- pure 
and wholesome

to 11 , 000 odd, every shilling of 
which was dear profit to tho hank. 
In many instance* however. It Is 
possible to recover the amount of tho 
note from tbe hank In full. Notice 
has to be given to the bank of the 
Dole supposed to R  lost or stolen, 
together with a small fee and a full 
narrative as to how the toss occurred. 
The note Is then •‘stopped"—that Is, 
If the document should R  presented 
for payment the pe son “stopping" 
tbe note is Informed when aod to 
whom It Is paid. If presented (after 
having Ren “stopped") by any »u«. 
plclous-looklng person and not 
through a banker one of the detect­
ives always In attendance at the 
bank would R  culled to questiou the 
persoo as to bow aod when tho note 
came Into bit or her possession. It 
is quite a mistaken idea that 
“stopped payment" of a ba k note 
hsa the effect supposed by very many 
people: It simply means that the 
Bank of Kogland carefully keeps a

So with the horse; Jf be Is 
not habitually eaten by the best 
judges of edible flesh It Is because he 
Is too good to eat—costs too much. 
Any Chicagoan who Is able to eat 
horse meat Is to be congratulated, 
not condoled.

The bodies, broken 
water bottles, and dead burses were 
found Just as tbey fell. It is a cus­
tom on tbe desert to bury all bodies, 
and mark tbe graves with crosses of 
stone Imtiedded In tbe sand. The ulr 
on tbe desert being Intensely dry, 
causes rapid evaporation from tbe 
tody. Observation proved that nine 
quarts of water was needed dally by 
one mao to prevent the blood from 
thickening and becoming feverish. 
Each mule inquired twenty gallons 
daily* One surveyor was without 
water for several hours. He became 
feverish and light beaded. 1 ack of 
water for a few hours longer would 
nave killed him. This was In a shade 
temperature of J20 degrees, where 
the air was almost absolutely dry—so 
dry that fresh meat instead of putre­
fying, simply dries up Atone place 
the surveyors found the bodies of 
three prospector* within loo font of a 
natural water-tank formed In the 
rocka To get to this water the poor 
fellows had to climb upward twenty 
feet or su Their strength was ex­
hausted. They bad been too long 
without water. And here, with the 
life-giving fluid Just a few feet 
beyond them, tbey died. Thirst on 
tbe desert Is horrible. The victim 
first feels pain between tbe sbouldeis. 
Tbe tongue tblckeu* and feels filled 
with needle-points. Tbe eyes be- 
come painful, and, Anally, any move­
ment of the body causes excruciating 
pain. As tbe blood thickens tbe 
brain gives way, and the victim Is a 
raving maniac. Death soon ends tbe 
su ff« Tl og,

I t  was on the lips of thousands before 
the young writer bad regained his lib­
erty, He wus, however, a determined 
man who engaged in many attempts at 
escapes, several of which partially suc­
ceeded, only to end iu the deeper mis­
ery of recapture. At length he really 
eseaped, and when Sherman's army 
marched into Columbia he was In tbe 
city and emerged from ids place of con­
cealment in the garret of a friendly 
negro's cabin to be a witness of the 
spectacle.

As the sixty thousand veterans ap­
proached, with Sherman riding at 
their head, a soldier run up to the 
General and pointed out Adjutant 
Myers, standing near by upoo some 
steps. Bhernuiu sigued to bun ut once 
to descend, uud warmly shaking him 
by the hand invited him to his quar­
ters.

"Tell all the prisoners who have es­
caped to come to mo at camp to-night,* 
he said, “I want to do something for 
all of them. They must bo made com­
fortable.”

The next day ftherman sent an ofH- 
eer to seek him out, and to him tbe 
youth tried to excuse himself because 
of the dellciences of his costume. But 
rags or no rags the inesseuger wus re­
solved he should go, uud in answer to 
all remonstrance* suid simply:

“You must go. You must; it is an 
order.”

He went. General Sherman was 
fitting by a low lire near hi* tent read­
ing some papers when he approached, 
but he dropped them immediately, und 
striding over the tire with his loug 
legs again grasjied the hand of the 
shy, boyish officer, painfully conscious 
of his disreputable attire.

The Qrfst Army IterreMing.
HE war of the Am 
erican Revolution 
closed in 1789. At 
that time a soldier 
belonging to the 
regiment of New 
York Militia com­
manded by Col. 
Marin ns Willett, 
who had been four 

n  ^ ■ H w f l \ y e a r s  in the army, 
was a young man of 
23. E ig h ty -s ix  

years later, on April ft, 1809, having 
reached the great age of 109, ho was 
gathered to his heroic fathers at tbe 
town freedom (not fuantly named i. 
Cattaraugus County, N. Y. Ills name 
was Daniel F. Bakeman and he was 
the last of the revolutionary pension­
ers uuder the special act of Congress.

The last of the Revolutionary pen- 
Hioners on the regular roll was Samuel 
Downing, of Saratoga County, N. Y., 
who listed as a private in u80, when 
only 14, and died in 1807 at 101.

Only tweuty-ono years ago there 
walked among Us one who bore a mus­
ket at the surrender of Cornwallis, yet 
lived to hear the ti tings of the sur­
render at Appomattox!

These incidents furnish no data of 
course on which to base exact fore­
knowledge of the time when thero 
shall remain in the land of tho living 
only one single soldier of the great 
armies that were dishatided in 1805, 
but it is not unreasonable to mip|*ose 
that, even if nono of tho veterans of 
the war is spared to the extraordinary 
age of Daniel Bakemon, it will bo re­
served to some of them to turn the 
ceutury point. If there is a soldier 
who, like Samuel Dowuing, was but 
17 wbon discharged from the service, 
and Jive to Downing's age, he will die 
in 1940. If 23 at the time of his dis­
charge, and he lives to tho live score 
and nine of Daniel Bakeman, I10 will 
die in 1952. Tlie chances aro that the 
man who is destiued to hear the proud 
and melancholy distinction of being 
the last survivor will not be living 
later than 1950.—Exchange.

In dlscuAsmg village decadence 
which has been going on very rapid­
ly In this country during the last 
half ceutury Frank Leslie's Weekly 
says:

Forty years ago each American vil­
lage had a full equipment ot artisans 
—tailors, shoemakers, cabinet-mak­
ers, carpenters, carriage-makers, 
clock-makers, gunsmiths, tanners, 
blacksmiths, brick and stone masons, 
and ho on. Of this list all have now 
departed from ordinary village life 
save the shoemaker, the hl.ckstuiili. 
the can enter, and the bricklayer, 
and from two of these the artistic 
part of their trade Is no longer of 
rui.ch use to them- 'Urn viMai'c .-live- 
maker is now but a mender or ma­
chine-made shoes, a patchor of 
leather, a cohblcr of b ots run down 
at the heel. The blacksmith, once a 
worker lit wrought iron, who de­
lighted In fashioning quaint dcv.ccs 
for bouse decoration, now coniines 
his attention almost exclusively to 
the feet of horses and to the welding 
together of pieces of broken 
farm implements. Aliout the 
men who worked at these trades 
and their families ccotercd 
the village life of the old time, and 
the society was not 0 ; ly good, but it 
wasdignitled by labor that ennobled 
while in a small measure it enriched.
Now the men In the country churches 
are clad In ready-made clothes, while 
they tell the t me by machiue-mudc 
watche* uud clocks, shoot with ma­
chine-made guns where any game is 
left to 1ms shot, wear inuchiuc-mudc 
boots, buy machliic-mado furniture 
for their houses, and t  II their fields 
with machine-ni'ido Implements.
These once prosperous and dignified 
trades have been killed by machinery, 
and the shop* in which these f ra les- 
men used to work are empty now ot 
put to other puiposca. The youth 
approaching manhood secs few oppor­
tunities More him to be other than 
a farm laborer, aud naturally seeks a 
wider Held of effort This takes 
from the village In these later days 
Its best blood, and the decadence i*e- 
gun by the shutting up of the uld, c ?.?;(,a^  
shops Is hastened till the time comes ' <>s* !t
when either the village life is quick­
ened by the establishment of kiiiiq 
kind of u factory, or It settles down 
Into a dead-and-alive calm which con­
duces to ft sleep almost as deep as 
that afforded by the grave.

WASHING THE TAILINGS.

The Uenvcr ml than furnished the 
public many mild Hiirpri*c:i during 
the past cightt cn months, savs tho 
lienver I'eputdican. It has »hown, 
partially, the increased production ot 
gold in 1 he Male and ha* grown, in a 
comparative short time, fr uii un ob­
scure branch ot the general business 
of the Government to a p ace of gen­
eral importance to the entire < ounrry. 
From a few thousand dollars monthly 
tho purchase of gold at the mint has 
grown to a half million a month. 
With this va<t Inc.ease of business 
has grown a demand for a coinage 
mint, and ho strong is this demand 
that it can scarcely bo denied by the 
Government

In the quiet rou. .*.••• •..#.» of the 
mint there has been gradually ac- 
ciiiuulat ng an Rem of wealth that 
even the employes failed to realize 
until a short time ago.

It ha* been ti e custom to make 
quarterly house cleanings of the as­
saying and redoing departments. At 
such times the operating rooms were 
carefully swept and all of the machin­
ery dusted. The dirt and dus thus 
colie ted has been washed aud tho 
tull ngs thrown into a bin huek of 
tbe mint build ng when; for years 
they have been accumulating

Atea li quarterly cleaning a snug 
sum, generally about ?lou in gold 
dust, would be washed out ami saved. 
Only a few pounds or tailings would 
lie left iu the pans to bedumped into 
the open bin, but during tbe years 
this stuff gradually a< cumulated, un­
til it now amoutits toabo .1 four tons.

A few weeks ago Assay*'r l’uckctt 
went out to the bin of Mailing*" 
with a pan. which be filled and began 
“washing." The r«»au t was a sur­
prise, so large was the quantity of 
gold he washed out. Without fur­
ther ado Mr. I'uckcU hired an expert 
and started him to work washing out 
the tailings. Mr. i'uckett aU » had 
had some old melting pots that had 
been thrown out ground up ami 
washed, and the result was that fruit 
the scrap pile over r-',oui) iu gold has 
been panned by one man in thirty-

ever, the carbonate ot lime ta on* 
tlrely protected from the weather by 
Its unalterable coating of silica, and 
ihta Is all In favor of tbe stone 
weathering well

H ospital e s  Home.
Every home of any pretensions 

should contain a room especially ar­
ranged and kept ready for the use of 
sick memlier* of the family. Such a 
room should be cn the upper boor, 
aud preferable In tbe southeast cor­
ner, so as to have the best sunny ex­
posure; or still better, should bo It­
self the upper floor of a two-story an­
nex, separate from the main build­
ing, hut joined thereto by a light, 
latticed bi Idge. It should have no 
upholstered furniture, a Imre hut 
painted floor, and mugb-plastoied and 
painted walls and celling, without 
pictures or paper, curtains or hang- 
Inga It should enutain no sink, 
wash-basin, water-closet o;' any other 
convenience which connects with 
■ewers, and should connect with the 
kitchen by dumb waiter, or have con­
nected with it a smaller room fur­
nished with a gas stove and the other 
requirements of a diet-kitchen. It 
should contain everything r uuislte 
for nursing a case of typhoid fever, 
scarlatina, diphtheria, measles, or 
smallpox; and all Its arrangements 
should bo supervised by the family 
physician. The possession of such an 
appendage to the homo would enable 
tbe owner to defy tbe mandate of a 
health office in regard to removing 
an inmate thereof to a pu lie pest- 
house; us it could ho shown to tbe 
satisfaction of any reasonable < ourt, 
that therein a case of Infectious dis­
ease could t* better Is luted, and 
moro humanely treated, than In any 
“pest hospital” ever vet erected by 
our political administrators of bca to 
law.—Dotter's Materia Medlca.

The weasel 1s one of the prettiest 
aod most graceful creatures that can 
be imagined. I t lives in all cool 
countries and makes Its home In hot- 
low trees, in stone bet! A or la any 
convenient bole where it can Und 
•belter.

I t Is no larger than a good-sized 
rat, hut has longer legs. I t  baa a 
lung, lithe slender body, long neck 
and dainty little bead, with small 
iiuooth sleek hair, of a brown oolor 
on Its hack and white below. It bat 
lung whiskers on Its nose and a very 
short talL lu  weapons are its strong 
claws and sharp teeth, which ft 
knowe bow fa use so well that many 
larger animals live In constant (er­
ror of It. Tbe weasel Itself has veiy 
few enemies. Even the powerful 
birds of prey, which ure ever on tbe 
alert for rabbits and other email 
gam* rarely swoop down on tho 
weasel, for although they can easily 
carry It away In their strong talooe 
It often proves very troublesomo 
booty. A hunter once noticed a >  
hawk, high In ihe air, which was 
flapping it* wings violently und ap­
parently In *reat trouble. Huddcnly 
It darted, und fell to the earth al­
most at tho hunter's feet where it 
lay gasping and dying, while a tiny 
weasel sprang ftom tho heap of 
feathers aud scampere I away to bide 
Itself in the slone wull neur by. On 
examining the bird tbe hunter found 
that Its throat was torn to pieces by 
the weasel's sharp teeth. Tbe little 
creature, although unable to e*cape 
irom the powerful grip of tbe hawk, 
hud twisted itself until It could 
reach the hawk’s throat, when ll 
easily indicted a deadly wound

The defenseless hares and rabbits 
are bitterly persecuted by the wea­
sel, which springs upon them, and 
with wonde.ful instinct, knows ex­
actly where to fasten Its sharp teeth. 
The unfortunate bare may scamper 
away as fast os be can, but Its enemy 
cllnge to Its neck, und the poor little 
animal must soon fall, faint and dy. 
lug, fiout loss of blood.

Bats and mice, s.utrrels, moles, 
frogs, and birds of all kinds are 
hunted by tbe weasel, and it may 
often be seen twisting itself H and 
out of stone heaps or walls In the 
vicinity of barnyards, wheie it 
watches lor chickeus, doves and other 
domestic fowls. ^

If takeu very young, weasels may 
be tamed, and a whole army of cate 
will not free a bouse so quickly of 
rats and mice as will one little 
weasel Fussy must sit patiently by 
the rat's hole and wait until the mis­
chievous beast ventures forth; but 
where a rat can got the weasel can 
follow. Weasels and ferrets are 
often kept on board ot ships and are 
petted by tbe sailors, for a ship with 
a weasel as passenger Is always free 
from ruts.

Thero are many pretty stories told 
of tame wcase s and of the affection 
they muulfest toward those who care 
for them. A lady who r ceivefl a 
present of a very small and very 
young weasel fed it with milk, which 
it di auk from her bund. The little 
creature became so attached to III 
mistress that whenever she called it, 
it would instantly appear from what­
ever corner In which It was curled 
till and would climb all over her like 
a s uJrrel. I t never bit her, und 
would play with her c;it und dog.
