Mrs, Grant bid n florist named Field 
In ebnrae of the White House con­
servatory. He was n rose grower of 
rare merit nod skill In bis artistic 
wjrk.

One day behanpeoed Into the old 
bulldlog where Mr. Bancroft's gar­
dener potted bto plants. over la a  
corner be observed a rose of a variety 
utterly unknown to him, and of woo* 
derful slxe nod perfection inform and 
color. “ Where did this come from?" 
be carelessly inquired of hie rote* 
growing confrere, “  b. It to no of* 
•hoot from some cuttings ws Imported 
from Germany," the ano replied. I t  
w u  evident to Mr. Field that tba 
other did not in the lo u t comprehend 
the value of tbe oew plant After 
some talk Mr. Field bought the cut , 
ting he bad su n  for if*. A year 
thereafter, when be bod propagated 
his new purchase and becoma con­
vinced that be bad n new nod very 
valuable variety of rose, which he 
named the American beauty, be sold 
bis And for f \ 000, the most wonder* 
ful result of the Investment of 15 on 
record. To follow hU luck a little 
further, Mr. Field Invested hto sully  
earned M,000 in lands near Washing* 
ton, which In n little less theu th ru  
years be sold for *.‘»0,000. Truth If

“Now, stings must bother Canadian 
trout a h u p  more than they do our 
lfocky Mountain flab for that story 
to !•  true Just before i  came h u t  
this trip aa Incident came under u r  
notice which tha t newspaper article 
recalls l  w u  itopplog a t the cable 
of a miner In n gorge near the border 
lloe between Mtaaouln nod Flathead 
counties. I t  to a  wild spot* aoout 
thirty miles from the nearest settle- 
meat-Libby, a station oa tbe Urant 
Northern Railroad. Tbs day before 
1 came away old tana Logos said: 
•Lo'e give tber trout In tber Big 
Cherry ooe more try. Et's kinder 
bn y en they'd orter bite good I*

“4 >f course I  w u  ready, so wa sad­
dled onr cayusoi I t  took us an hour 
to reach the couoty road to Libby, 
well beaten aad fairly level, and on
that we made good time till wo came 
to where tbe old abandoned Thomp­
son's Falls tiait crosses. We turned 
then, and after half-hour's rough 
ride, for tbe undergrowth w u  thick 
and blab, we reached tbe bank of tbe 
Big Cherry. This to a  main branch 
of Libby Creek end it  to n beautiful 
stream. Water as clear u  erystal 
and cold u  Ice rolto smoothly over 
tbe bright gravel beds and down n 
rocky glen. J t  to only thine or four 
rods wide and not over five feet dsep 
la mo»t placet, sod It to tbe greatest 
trout stream In all the cockle*."

“Just a t this place where tbe old 
trail crosses to a shallow ford, and be­
low it a deep, dark pool, with a  cir­
cular ledge of gray granite perhaps 
twenty feet high along tbe northern 
bank, osarly lociosiog the bole. A 
point of ttooe ju ttr f  out over tbe 
water's edge a t aLout tbe middle of 
hto well, and u  we rode out upon 
the south bank old 'Hotch* held ap 
hto hand.

“ *bh.' be whispered, *Jto look at 
them trout!*

“gure enough! Tbe whole pool wu 
alive. There w u  not n square yard 
of its usually calm surface unbroken 
by tbe movements of feediog fish. 
They leaped and tumbled aod cir­
cled and »p1uhed like harlequins A 
mao eould wade many a weary mile 
of brook In ibis country nod never 
•ee so pretty a  sight as those big 
pink-bellied trout were* playlog In 
tbs suollgbt. The center of tbs ex­
citement seemed to be directly under 
a print of rook that jutted out over 
itfce water and Just now metw.tb the 
spray from tbe Jumping fish. Not 
until the old man's keener eves bad 
spied It out nod be had pointed to It 
did I notice th a t a huge hornets' 
nest as large os n pock basket bung 
from this stone point At we drew 
nearer 1 could see even across tbe 
creek the swarm of busy lu sects com 
log to and going from their round 
gray nest Kvery now aod then a 
yellow-jacket would circle too near 
tbe water la eroeslng tbe creek aod 
an active trout would selxe It In an 
Instant Sometimes two hornets 
would get to fighting and drop strug­
gling to tbe surface. Half a dozen 
hungry pairs of jaws would snap a t 
them u  they foil.

•The files did not resemble these 
Insects, but we each tied on two 
orange dune, and with tbem for tbs 
next two h ;urs bad grand spo t  We 
did not go over a hundred vaids from 
tbe ford altogether up and down 
stream, but from under uplifted 
rocke, hunxen stumps and rootq 
dragged nearly eighty good-slxed 
trout, tbe largest weighing two 
pouods aod a  half. Several times I  
loaded two together, one hooked on 
the dropper and the other oa tbe trail 
fly, and saw one or two more follow- 
log the files when these bib Alto* 
gather It w u  the lest bit of sport I  
ever eujoyea on any waters.

“ When we got back to tbe eabla 
we dressed some of the trout for sup-

“However that was, the trout evi­
dently thrived tm tbe diet, and now 
I  am aouderltifc whether that Can­
adian trout that died of eating a bee 
wasu'ta sort of dyspeptic, weak- 
stomached fish tbat couldB't staod 
high-seasoned meals.
