For While postals ssrre for a hasty 
or formatamenatge, off supply the need 
of cheap communication in simple bugb 
noss arrangements, It Is not considered 
courteous or punctiliously polite to use 
Sham in addressing any one, man or 
woman, to whom yon wish to show re­
spect If soy doubt irises Jo the. mind 
us to the propriety of sending n postal, 
H Is well to give one’s self the benefit

Postals are useful to mall while on 
n journey.

A little less than two hundred years 

ago, when John Churchill, Earl (at the 
time) of Marlborough, was confined in 
the Tower of London for bavlng dis­
pleased William the Third, a  certain 
Jan Derblldt was serving ss a corporal 
In the guards of the Btaatboltcr, as the 
King of England was always called la 
bis own Netherlands. A great-grand- 
sou of Corporal Juu Derblldt was one 
of tho many sturdy Hollanders who 
went la search of work and wealth la 
the New World. Somehow his name 
became twisted luto "Vanderbilt," and 
(according to the London Gentlewoman) 
It w u  the grandfather of the American 
girl now wedded to the Duke of Marl­
borough of to-day who made the first 
of the many millions of the Vauderbllt 
family of New York. If the great Duka 
of Marlborough, when be won his bat­
tles lu Flanders, erer cast his eyes on 
Corporal Jan Derblldt, he could not la 
his wildest Imaginings have ever anp- 
I rased that one of bis future successor* 
would go across the water to "the Amer­
ican colonies" and bring hack a duchess 
chosen from the desceudauta of thut 
Dutch private soldier.

The Illinois State Hoard of Arbitra­
tion promises to prove useful as a 
board of conciliation aud as a promoter 
of established systems of voluntary ar­
bitration bctW4‘cn employers aud their 
workmen. In Its short existence tiie 
board lots had but one application from 
both sides to n dispute to act as arbi­
trator, but It has takou notice alto­
gether of some thirty controversies. 
One of these was lira strike of the 
brlekmaker* at Galesburg, affectlug 
mstrly MW men. Not having a request 
from both parlies, the Iraurd could not 
act as arbitrator, but Mr. Ulefler, at 
the request of the strikers, got repre­
sentatives from both sides to meet him 
In conference. After a few hours a 
mutual agreement was reached to the 
effect that tho employers shall meet a 
committee of their uien once a year to 
fli a scale of wage*, that whenever 
both sides are unable to agree upou 
such a scale the matter shall be submit­
ted to the Htate Hoard of Arbltratlou, 
and that all employes engaged In the 
strike then lu existence be reinstated 
without prejudice. l ’pou this basis the 
utcu returned to work and a ruluous 
strike thut Imd been dragging along for 
•even or eight week* was declared off. 
lu tills ease one of the members of the 
board, actlug as a conciliator, not ouly 
nettled the difficulty but tudueed the 
parties concerned to adopt a plan thut 
renders strikes In (he future Improb­
able. The 1 tonrd's usefulness In tills re­
gard will Ira lucmiMMl when U become* 
belcr known and shall he apfwifad to 
earlier. It Is nmcli easier for a Iraard 
of eoueillalloii to Is* effeetlve In the 
early stages of a controversy than after 
lewtllity lias arisen between the cou 
tending parties.

A dispatch from ('!< vchmd slates that 
8,(AO Christian JSicJcuvorcr* prayed

nttedly  for Col. lagorsolVs convonloa 
to orthodoxy. The figures In thin ease 
a r t  somewhat startling. Ordinarily It 
la assumed that the prayer of one right­
eous person availetb much. Why, then, 
should the Endeavor organisation settle 
upon 3,000 righteous persons to unite 
In prayer for the Colonel to confess to 
a belief In hell and Satan? Is It be­
cause they think thut the Colonel Is 
3,000 times more unbelieving than (ho 
average sinner? If this be tho theory 
It will only serve to make him harden 
hla heart border than over, and the 
probabilities are that he will undertake 
to discuss it with the Endeavor Society 
In his peculiar style of logic. So the 
3400 Christian Kudeavorera, earnest, 
honest and sealous as they may be, 
must not make the mistake of fancying 
that they have an easy task before them 
In opening his eyes to the reality of 
Satan and hla fioiy furnace. The Col­
onel will make a bard fight to wipe out 
both his evil majesty and place of 
abode, and before It Is over the Eodea- 
vorers may have to scud for reinforce­
ments. It Is to be hoped the Eodea- 
vorers may succeed In their purpose, for 
the Colonel's brilliant qualities enlist­
ed on the side of Christianity would 
make a deep impression on hosls of bad 
men, but they will have uphill work 
before them. But even If they should 
fall they will have no reason to com­
plain that they have not had an Inter­
esting time, with the gallant Colonel, 
and meanwhile the church will have a 
rest while the Colonel devotes hts at­
tention to the organisation In question. 
If It shall appear that his case Is hope­
less, why not lot out the work to the 
Salvation Army? Tho soldiers with 
their drums and trumpets and the hal­
lelujah lassies with their tambourines 
a t least could overpower him, and that 
would l>e a great advantage.

HISTOftIO SOUVENIRS,

"Otd-Kicfcspoo" Owned by the Ken* 
ess Historical Boclefty,

Old Klckapoo Is the name given to 
one of the most historic pieces of ord­
nance In the country. Tho first known 
of it was when, with Its five compan­
ions, it was belching at the American 
soldiers at the siege of Sacramento In 
the war with Mexico. The six guns 
were captured by Colonel Doniphan, of 
Missouri, and brought back with him 
at tho close of the war as trophies. On 
his way home he presented one of the 
gnus to tho City of New Orleans, and 
the other five were brought to Missouri. 
Some of the guns were left in St. Louis, 
and nt least one was used In the de­
fense of the city during the war. It 
was stationed in frout of the Gratiot 
street prison.

Old Klckapoo was taken early In 
1833 to Independence, Mo., to help In 
the defense of the settlers and emi­
grants who were then thronging the 
Santa Fe tralL It was stolen by the 
Missouri Bangers In 1850 and taken 
across the border Into Kansas, and was 
used at the first sacking of Lawrence 
In that year. It was fired on tho Free 
State Hotel by David B. Atchison, 
United States Senator from Missouri 
and nt one time acting Vice President 
of the United State*. At the election 
which adopted the Lccompton constitu­
tion of Kansas It was at the polling 
place In Klckapoo, and did Its share to­
ward Influencing the cltlxens to vote 
for that pro-slavery document

It was soon afterward captured by 
the Free State men, and was used In 
several of tho battles of the border 
wer. It was burst nt Leavenworth 
some years ago, and from the piece 
which was blown out about fifty llttlo 
souvenirs, facsimiles of the old gun, 
were made and presented to tbe friends 
of freedom.

Tbe gun Itself Is now In tho Kansu 
State Historical Society's rooms at To­
peka and la considered one of tie most 
Interesting relics. Tbe metal la brass

Tho next mornlug tit# lad called 
nt the address which the woman had 
glveu him. She opened the door, and, 
perceiving who her caller was direct­
ed her stejra toward (lie peotry, return­
ed, aud then handed the young man 
that form of pie impularly termed a 
"turnover.**—Boston Trarcler.

Freeh Water In tbe Ocean.
On calm days the crew of the light­

ship anchored three wiles off the Co­
lumbia ltlvcr, Oregou, are able at ebb 
tide to lower a bucket over the side and 
bring up water fresh enough for drink 
lug purposes. This fresh water spreads 
out over the surface of the ocean In 
the shape of a fan. the apex being the 
mouth of the Columbia. It Is only 
about two feet In depth, aud If the 
bucket Is allowed to sink below tliat 
depth the water with wlileh It Is filled 
Is strong oecnn brine. There are not 
many rivers lu the world with strength 
sufficient to send their waters so fat 
out to sea, the principal cxoeptlou be­
ing the Auirtxon. which freshen* the 
oretili for twenty mile* off Ms mouth, 
shl|H( having tilled their ea*k* with 
frith water from the Amnxoii when 
out of sight of laud.

MADE HIS OWN MONEY.

Joseph flhoeaisbcr Wanted Mora Val­
uable Dollars than Unde Bam'*.

Joseph Shoemaker, of Grayson, Car­
ter County, received the other day lu 
payment for a horse sold to an old farm­
er, living near the Lewis County line, 
IHfi, among which were three of the 
famous "Hprlukle dollars" of the early 
*3U*s. It has beeu more than twenty 
years since any of these peculiar coins 
have been fouud lu this sectlou, and 
the production of these will recall a 
queer character who flourished In the 
earlier jrart of the century, aud went 
down to his grave with a secret that 
has never been uucarthed.

Jostah Hprlukle, tbe party lu ques­
tion, lived In one of the roughest sec­
tions of I^-wls Couuty, aud on a Hue 
probably fifty tulle* from Grayson. In 
his day Washington, the couuty seat of 
Masou, and one of the oldest towns In 
lh!* eud of tho Htsie, was thriving. 
One day Hprlukle, then well along In 
years, appeared at Washington with a 
bueksklu |raui'b full of silver dollars of 
his own make. In every respect they 
a|»penred the equul of the national coin. 
Tlie weight was more than present, and 
the quality and ring of tbe metal were 
all that could be asked.

He si»ent them freely, and they were 
taken upon the assurance of Hprlukle 
that there was nothing wrong with 
them beyond tbe fact that he and not 
the (Jolted Htate* uitut had colued them. 
Asked where he got tbe silver, he laugh­
ed, aud shook bis head knowingly, "It 
doesn't matter so I get it, and there's 
plenty of it left," was as much as he 
would ever’offer In explanation. The 
luserlptlou on the coins was rudely 
outlined, and in no wise was any at­
tempt made at Imitation of the legal 
coin. Uudcly outlined on one side was 
an owl, white a six-cornered star show­
ed with more accuracy upon tho other. 
The edges were smooth, no attempt 
haring been made at milling. Tbe 
coins were considerably ̂ larger than 
the regulation article, aud thicker as 
well. Upon various occasions Hprlukle 
afterward visited the town, and In ev­
ery Inetanee he spent them more and 
more freely.

At one time be volunteerd the fact 
that he had a sliver mine lu the hills, 
but no one ever succeeded lu Inducing 
the old man to allow a sharing of his 
secret. Finally the Government agents 
learned of the matter, and caiuo on to 
investigate. Hprlukle was arrested and 
brought Into court, but the dollars were 
proved to be pure silver without alloy, 
worth lu fact a trltle more than $1 each, 
and after an exciting trial he was ac­
quitted. Upou the verdict being an­
nounced, Hprlukle reached down In a 
cavernous pocket aud drew out a bag 
of fifty of the coins, and promptly paid 
his attoruey In the preseuee of the as­
tonished official*. Hptinkle was never 
afterward bothered, and continued un­
til his death to make tbe dollars, how 
and where uo one ever know. H« lived 
practically alone, bavlng his hut away 
from hla relatives, who lived close at 
hand, and died suddenly, carrying tho 
secret of his find to the grave with him. 
—Ashland, Ky., special to Cincinnati

Monster Water Wheel.
A water wheel of remarkable con­

struction has been Introduced In the 
North Btnr mine. Grass Valley, Cal. It 
is 18 feet lu diameter, weighs 10,SOU 
pouud* aud develops 250 horse-power, 
running uudor a 750-foot head, at loo 
revolutions, and Is directly connected 
to the shaft of a duplicate compressor, 
compound tandem type, of same ca­
pacity.

The dealgn of tbla wheel Is novel. 
From a cast-iron huh radiate twenty- 
four steel spokes, which are connected 
to a rim made up of augle buckets, 
properly shaped, having a slat for the 
buckets, which are bolted to (be per- 
Ipliery, the strain being takeu by four 
heavy steel truss rods,
• Tho large diameter of tbe wheel Is for 
tbe purpose of giving proper speed to 
the compressor under the high head 
available and the water Is applied to 
the wheel through a variable uoxsle, 
controlled by au automatic regulator, 
the latter malutalulug a uulforui speed 
ou tbe wheel.—Tbe Paper Mill.

The 
difference gets all tbe more marked as 
time goes on. At 00 years of age there

reach 00 the married men are three to 
one, for there are nine of them to every 
three bachelors! Aud yet, In the face of 
facta like these, we still flud men dar- 
lug to remain single! It really Is ns 
much as their lives are worth, If they 
ouly come to think of It. Men may 
talk of their llres being shortened by 
domestic worrief oml anxieties and 
cure*. That Is all rubbish. Htatistlca 
must fell the truth, and these statis­
tic* of the Berlin doctor say that the

CONVIOTB IN THE ARMY.

Treuchmta Condemned for Crime 
#H*vs u Bard Time of It,

A very painful sensation hss been 
created In Paris, and will no doubt ex­
tend throughout the country, by the re­
port of a court-martial Just held at Tu­
nis. Before recounting the facts, it to 
requisite to explain that there exists 
In tbe French possessions in North Af­
rica a special body of troops, techni­
cally described ss "compagnies ds dis­
cipline," and dubbed In military par­
lance by tbe quaint appellation of Bl- 
rfbfi*. This force Is composed exclusive­
ly of bad and Incorrigible characters. 
Conscripts who, when tbe time comes 
for their Incorporation in tbe army, 
happen to be serving a time of penal 
servitude ire not sent to the regular 
Infantry, but to these disciplinary com­
panies; and noted offenders lu the llnu 
regiments at home or la Algeria are al­
so drafted Into tbe penal corps. The 
punishments are of a peculiarly eevqr# 
sod iohomso description. Having said 
this much, 1 proceed to toy before you 
a statement of tbe case from the pen of 
s  noted supporter of the Government, 
Senator Ranc. He,says:

"A soldier of the Third African oat- 
talion, Chedal by same, has met his 
death from ill treatment The minister 
of war ordered an Inquiry, which led to 
s  lieutenant, a sergeant and a corporal 
being brought before a court-martial. 
They have Just been tried and unani­
mously acquitted. Cbede), who was In 
a bad state of health, was locked up 
In a cell where the temperature stood 
at CO degrees centigrade, or 128 de­
grees Febrephelt He was deprived 
of water. He was, moreover, subjected 
to la crapaudlne-4ba>t Is to say, Ills 
feet and bands were tied together be­
hind hie back. In addition a gag was 
placed tn his mouth. First, a common 
tent peg was used for the purpose, and 
then a tent peg with a handkerchief 
wrapped around It. Finally a stone 
was forced Into his mouth. These hor­
rors were not denied. The judges ex­
amined the surgeon of the battalion an4 
asked him what Chedd bad died of.

Justice In Chicago courts seems to 
have been very effectually blocked by 
two of tbe street railway companies, so 
far as plaintiffs in damage suits are 
concerned. The two companies are re­
ported to lmve but one attorney for all 
such cases, of which there arc 515 now 
pending. Allowing ten days to a case 
it would take over thirty-four years of 
the attorney's life In which to try them 
all. By taking advantage of the rules 
of the court the able attorney keeps 
liostponlng scores of cases on tho plea 
that be caunot be present In all tbe 
courts at once. These facts, If correct* 
ly presented, show about as great a 
travesty on Justice as the wit of a law­
yer could devise. Tbe plaintiffs, In 
many Instances poor meu who have 
suffered at tbe bands of the companies, 
are being kept out of tbelr rights or 
forced to make sacrltlclug settlements 
out of court

The continued retorts from Colorado 
tell of wlmt cannot bo regarded other­
wise than as unbculthful speculation. 
It is true there have been actual de­
velopments In gold mining In tbe Crip­
ple (.‘reck region, Just as there were In 
Mouth Africa. There have been no 
such developments, however, as to war­
rant sudden and extended speculative 
excitement. Tills activity seems In­
stead to be a sporadic outbreak of the 
Kafltr erase that has been raging In 
Europe. That, too, had Its basis In 
really rich mines, but the business done 
on the mining exchanges was out of 
all proportion to tlio actual value of the 
properties on which the shares woro Is­
sued. As an Inevitable result many 
who were carried away by the excite­
ment lost heavily, and business was for 
a time unsettled. The outcome ,wlll 
lie tho sarno Is America If alt classes go 
to speculating In mining shares. At 
the best, gold mining Is generally a 
hazardous business, but the chances tun 
he calculated by those with experience 
In sfieh deals. But when Inexperienced 
person* with small savings put their 
money Into mining shares with 11w de. 
tiislve liopo of amassing sudden wealth 
the result can only bo disastrous. Le­
gitimate development of gold mines 
will be beneficial to tbo eouulry, of 
course, but speculation must breed pan­
ic and disaster, limited only by tbe ex­
tent to which the Inflation Is carried.

It Is reported that Austria Is about 
to treat tbo drink habit as a disease. 
A bill to tliat effect luts l>een prepared 
for Introduction Into the Uelchsratb, 
recommended by high medical author­
ity, and considered almost certain of 
passage. The bill proposes to treat tho 
persistent drunkard as a person who Is 
mentally Incapable, and likely to to- 
filet Injury upon the community, not 
only by actual violence but by example. 
The tlwory la that the victim to alcohol 
Is the subject of a disease, Just as much 
as Is the lunatic, and ought to be dealt 
with accordingly. The restraint It Is 
proposed to put upon tho drunkard 
may Im* voluntary or compulsory de­
tention lu specialty appointed retreat*. 
In the latter case tliere Is to bo a regu­
lar trial lu which both lay and medical 
witness'* may lie beard. The justifica­
tion for detention will consist In such 
facts as refloated previous wuvlctton* 
of lutoxtcatkm, proof of danger to life, 
and other evidence teudiug to show 
that the alcoholic passlou has tx*rofus 
uugoveruable, so that Hie victim Is a 
source of danger to lilius/lf or others. 
Tho term of detention is to tie two 
year* but subject to reduction or re*

Tho regret created by the announce­
ment of the death of Alexandre Dumas 
Is regret for the loss of a brilliant man 
of letters. During h1s remarkably ao 
tiro working career Dumas was extnh 
ordinarily prolific In evolving plots and 
stories for tbo stage and In writing dia­
logue of the most witty and pointed 
kind. There are comparatively few 
works In this mass of Htcrary produc­
tion which are not characterised by 
great talent. Tho personages In tbs 
plays, If not probable, sro animated and 
entertaining. Often they havo bedn 
lifelike. The conversation In these 
works has been with bat few excep­
tions the most polished and wittily 
contrived of any In modern drama. Yet 
has there been something lacking, and 
those who ascribe Dumas' weakness to 
bis lack of moral perception are not 
very far at fault. It Is well enough to 
raise tho shibboleth of “art tor art's 
sake,” and to say that art and morals 
do not havo anything to do with on* 
another. Technically they do not. It 
la an artist's business to tell a story or 
draw a character and.abide by the re­
sult. But the success or failure of bis 
work, even as art, will always depend 
upon tlie point of view from which he 
regards the material he handles. It Is 
not on behalf of morals, but solely on 
behalf of art, that an artist should 
feel obliged to put his subject in true 
relatlou and perspective with tbe wor.d 
la general, and where he deliberately 
declines to give the moral law a place 
in this perspective he fulls as an artist. 
That law is one of tho essential ele­
ments In the human economy. The 
writer who overlooks Its abiding pres­
ence in all things human Is looking at 
things with a distorted vision. Herein 
was Dumas* failing, and herein may 
be found the reason why a man with 
brilliant gifts could give the world such 
a distortion of human life as the Im­
moral “Camille.” He did the best by 
hts lights, and much of his work Is toe 
distinguished and clever to die easily. 
But his point of view prevented the 
making of sack robust and eudurlng 
work as some of that of the elder and 
greater Duiuas.

MUSICAL INSTRUMENT STRINQS

Tbelr Manufacture Is Almost os Old 
m  the Art of Mnelc*

Tho manufacture of strings for mus­
ical Instruments has been carried on 
from time Immemorial In some of tbo 
smull villages In tbe Abruxzl. The 
Neapolitan provinces maintain their su- 
l>eriority In tho production of this ar­
ticle. They require tbo greatest care 
and dexterity on tho party of the work­
men. The treblo strings nro particu­
larly diftteult to make, and are made 
nt Naples, probably because the Neap­
olitan sheep from their small size aud 
leanness afford tho best raw material. 
They are made from tlie smalt Intes­
tines, which must be Tory carefully 
scraped. Tlie Intestines are then steep­
ed In alkaline leys, clarified with a lit­
tle alum, for four or five days, until 
well blenclied aud swollen.

They are next drawn through an 
open brass thimble, and pressed agalust 
It with the nail In order to smooth and 
equal tho surface, after which they are 
wasliod, spun or twisted aud sulphur­
ated during two hours. They are final­
ly pol'sbcd by friction and drhd, Home- 
times they are sulphured twice or thrice 
before being dried, and are polished 
between horse hair cords. Tbe strings 
manufactured In Italy are noted for 
their strength, transparency, brilliancy 
and dearness of tone. Tbelr manufac­
ture was introduced Into France by a 
Neapolitan nobleman In 1700, who 
established a manufactory a t Lyons. 
This ludustry Is carried on In various 
other towns In Itnly-namdy, Oobllo, 
Follgno, Bologna, Venice,*Verona, aud 
Bassutio.—Lolsure Hour.

Message that Gained Him Fame-

Wboclor'a Fores Of 3,000,

A Hot Field.
The town of Lavcrgue, Tcun., lying 

ou the direct Hue of communication be­
tween Nashville and Murfreesboro, was 
the scene of several conflicts between 
the Uulon and Confederate forces dur­
ing the civil war. When I first saw It, 
early In May. IfltKt, Its Inhabitants bad 
all fled aud two or three smoke-be­
grimed buildings were all that t r a i n ­
ed of a once thriving aud peaceful vil­
lage. The most heroic of these con­
flicts, aud one of the moat remarkable 
of the entire war, was the defenso of 
this place by CoL lunls, of tbe First 
Mlehlguu Engineer* and Mechanics, 
uumb^rlng all told only 301, without 
artillery or other breastworks tbsn a 
hastily tbrowu up barricade of camp 
wagons, underbrush and eedar sap­
lings, against six or eight regiments of 
Gen. Wheeler's force uuder direct com­
mand of Col. Wharton, and numbering, 
It to said, 3,000 men aud two field 
pieces.

“Col. InulM,” said Geu. Uosecranp to

the Vnion olficcr.
*• 'Major, sir,* was the answer.”
“Go back and tell Gen. Wheeler that 

he insults t»e by seudlug one of your 
rank to treat with one of mine. Tell 
him. too, 1 have not come here to sur­
render. I shall fire ou the next flag.” 

“It was Innls,” continued Capt. Fir­
man, “and by that ruse he made us Re­
lievo that he had received reinforce­
ments. Thinking It was so, we drew 
off. aud the next day Innls scut Wheel, 
er word by a prlsouer he returned to 
us that he had whlp|>cd us with ouly 
300 men.”

In a mo­
ment the man returned, aud stalking 
directly up to me, his stcel-hllted 
sword clnuking on tbe floor at his 
every step, he said, In an abrupt, ener­
getic tout*: ‘Sir, are you the mau who 
wrote, 'Amoug (lie Pines?"'

Not knowing exactly wlmt construc­
tion to put upon his quick, energetic 
manner, I rose to my feet, and without 
extending my hand, replied: “I am, sir; 
at your service."

“I want to take you by tlie hand, sir. 
God bless you!” was the hearty re­
sponse.

As I took hts hand, I sahl: “And you 
ore— ?”

“Col. lunls—Innls of the Michigan

Cavalry Telephones.

Whatever may be said as to Its moral­
ity or true wisdom, yet I must say I re­
gard this aggressive and partisan spirit 
more conducive to modern success 
thau profound judgment, for I liars 
seen lawyers succwnl chiefly by rea­
son of It In whom tho logical faculty, 
was uot nt all conspicuous. In speaking 
of success, It will l>e observed that I do 
not mean tho eminence of such meu as 
Ersklno, Wirt, Webster, William 
llackucy, Rufus Choate and Charles 
O'Conor, but such success as to attain­
ed by tlio leading member* of tlio bar 
In every town or city of the United 
fltates, who liavo a good practice, 
sometime* very lucrative, though they 
•re tiuknown to fame and forgotten 
outsldo their iielgldNohood when they 
ire gone.—Hoist hern Magazine.
