If war be hap­
pily averted, or reduced to a small af­
fair, we shall owo that btenlngchlefly 
to President MoKlnloy, tho foremost 
patriot of tbe United States In this 
crisis. He Is this by vlrtuo of a course 
which does not stoop to more rage 
against Spain, but which rather mani­
fests a solicitous respeot for our Re­
public, an endeavor to have It suocoed 
through being In the right at every 
step. We have prospered thus far as 
a nation because In spUe of all our 
human Imperfections of method wo 
have ovor found that In times of great 
strew we oao bring ooble manhood to 
tbe front. This we did In the oase of 
Washington. Next, Lincoln; and once 
agsin history repeats itself with Wil­
liam MoKlnley.—Am. Manufacturer.

Death of Norman McLeod-

Through his popularity with alt 
ss, be wu netted late many places cf 
muaieipal responsibility tbe duties el 
which were iissbarged by bias with 
tbe utmost degrea of ability aad Idol* 
Ilf. Ft is needless to say la thasa eel- 
umee that be was tbe faultless dtlaea, 
the loyal, affectionate husband aad 
father, for all that la well koowe in 
ibis community and will ba cherished 
of Mm ie tho years that are lo 
At Minneapolis he was bead of tbe up­
holstering firm of MoLeod *  Smith 
wbleh had built up a largo aad lucre- 
lIvebualoeMlntbetowoiof the great 
Northwest He had but reoeatly built 
aad oooupted a palatial realdeooa while 
hla firm bad Just moved Into a new 
aad enlarged butldlog to aooommodate 
the growing busieesa. It was nearly 
ayaarago when unmistakable signs 
of the Insidious disease that culminat­
ed InhUdsath became apparent, and 
the struggle for relief commenced, 
whloh was hopeless from the start. 
Orauually be beoame more dlatreeaed, 
grew weaker from day to day until tbe 
end oame.

“Resolved that tha President Is here­

by authorised and directed to Inter­
vene at oooe to stop the war In Cuba, 
to the eud and for the purpose of sc­
ouring permanent peaoe and order 
there, and establishing by the free no­
tion of the people thereof a stable and 
Independent government In their own 
island of Cubs: and the President Is 
hereby authorised and empowered to 
uee the land and naval forces of the 
United States to exeoute tbo purposes 
of this resolution.*'

It la likely the resolution will paw 
the Senate to-day or to-morrow, as 
both houses seem united in sentiment, 
upon all points effecting tbo situation! 
excepting the Important one of the* 
status to be given tho Insurgent gov-' 
eminent of Cuba. This Is one, how- * 
oyer, that can be settled later—even1 
weeks or months after hostllltlw have i 
been going go. While the situation' 
between Spain and the United States 
tensely strained,there Is still a reason­
able probability that war may be 
averted.

The rigors of the winter's 
oold and the sultry heats of summer 
aro not so fatal as tho depressing ef­
fects of tho first days of spring. To u 
oortaln extent this Is due te the sud. 
don changes we have al this season, to 
tha storms of dust aad wind, more 
dangerous than but storm of rain, and 
ths general uncertainty of tbo weather. 
Tbe system bM been weakened by tho 
olose confinement of winter, so that It 
Is unable to bear readily tho pure fresh 
air that Is allowed to flow In at tho 
windows and doors.

A good manv people aro so impru­
dent m to allow tbe fires to bo extin­
guished too early In tho spring, and 
colds arise from the cause. As a rulo 
the winter fires should bo kept going 
In our Northern climate till May and 
the spring house-eleaning Is well over. 
It Is not safe to allow tbe temperature 
In the living rooms to go below 70 de­
grees. These winter fires are needed, 
not so much beoause of tbe oold weath­
er, m to dissipate tbo mtasnuu and 
dampness of spring which rise froip, 
tbo damp ground and fill tbo air* 
There in ao power so effective against 
tbe demon of miasma as boat and pure 
air. The fires should be kept burning 
oven if the windows must be open. 
We have beard eoonomio women ob­
jeet to this, with tbe remark that it 
did aot pay to beat up all outdoors, but 
ths only way te get pure, warm air 
Is to beat fresh air from outdoor*. 
Many people ere so imprudeet as to 
take off their heavy winter clothing a* 
soon as the first mild brasses of spring 
begin to blow. This Is a foolish thing. 
Thu old wife's rule to change no cloth­
ing till tho applo blossoms tell,nod tho 
old English proverb that forbids auy 
change of clothing till “May 1* ouf’aro 
the only safe rules to follow. Tho 
outer wrapper may be lightened, but 
tbe uadsrolotblng should be left intaet 
Utl.tho uncertain spring weather has 
settled Into summer.—Ex.

000,000; ship companies, for transpor­
tation to  Alaska, $10,000,000; nnd for 
tho transportation of freight over 
posses and In Alaska, $15,000,000. T his 
would represent only the actual needs 
of this many prospectors, nnd would 
cause a  large Increase lu  o ther busi­
ness directly connected with it. I t  
means that In 1808 $00,000,000 w ill be 
spent In search o f gold in  tho yellow 
creeks, aud In th e  same y ear not m ore 
than  one-fourth o f th a t  am ount w ill be 
produced. But lilie output Is likely to 
come nearer the expense a s  each y ear 
goes by, and In a  few' years to  exceed It.

The little  Bwlss republic has, through 
the referendum, approved of the propo­
sition tha t the governm ent shall buy the 
railroads. This will entail a  deb t of 
$180,120,257 on the  tax-payers, a  very 
considerable burden for so sm all a  
country. The am ount Is $10,300,000 
less than tho railroads claimed they  
ought to get. The fu ture  alone will 
show whether or not the Helvetian lie- 
public has taken a  xvlse step In buying 
tbo railroads. Railroad ownership In 
a  republic Is a  comparatively new  ex­
periment. Hussiii lias owned railw ays 
for years, but railroad* owned by a  
despotic government lu terest nobody. 
The Interesting question Is w hether or 
not a  self-governing people can w ith 
benefit to themselves own and m anage 
the  transportation Hues. I t  will be  In­
teresting to wntcli the outcome o f this 
experkneut with the view of determ in­
ing whether or not s ta te  owneship of 
railw ays under a  republican form  of 
government actually am ounts to s ta te  
socialism. There are those who claim 
th a t sta te  ownership aud m anagem ent 
a re  a  very different thing from  so­
cialism, us It may not in the long run 
beueflt the workers to any g rea t ex­
tent, but simply prove to  be au  ex­
change of employer*.

The early conquerors of Mexico and 
their followers of to-day have been 
very wasteful and  careless lu tho dis­
position of their forests, with the result 
of accelerating the  date when they  will 
be compelled to face n problem o f  for­
est preservation a t considerable cost to 
themselves. Dcntxens of the  North­
west are fam iliar with the rapidity 
w ith which the valuable tim ber areas 
have lieen denuded, until now there  is 
scarcely a m erchantable tree between 
A rkansas mid tbc  Canadian fine. Many 
notes of warning uecompnuled U ih do 
struction of the Northern softwood for­
ests, but they fell upon unwilling ears. 
Only a fte r  It was too fate to stop  tlm 
mischief did the  country begin to  rec- 
ogulse tho indirect value of forests to 
agriculture, and Hint no high degree of 
civilisation can exist jwriuaiieiitly w ith­
ou t some system atic aud iidequuto for­
est management. lu  India the dJiiruC ' 
tlon of the fo rc e s  commenced 1.000 
years ago, und Hint country, having a t 
Inst seen Hie folly of such waste, Is now 
enguged In the ex|icu«lve undertaking 
o f reforesting large areas. The affect 
upon rainfall and Hie producllv tuest 
of tho cultivated trac ts  has already 
l>ecu acknowledged by Investigators. 
When Fortes first saw tho valley of 
Mexico It was covered with woods, not 
dense, but ulumdsiit, from His Umber 
line on Hie volcanoes down to tbo wa­
te r 's  edge. Tlte reckless culling  down 
of the forests by Hu* Mjmnlnrd* In (he 
first century following the conquest In 
the first century following the conqucot 
Iff 1521 Increas'd  cvaimnjtJon, caused 
the lakes to dry  up, led to frequent 
drouths, followed by occasional floods, 
and changed Hie clim ate of Auabuac. 
Any old ran d ie r will tell stone* of 
stream* that flowed when lie w as a boy 
nnd will show the dry  nrroyo now. 
They nil claim Unit the table lands had 
lim ber In considerable quantities where 
now there a re  barren deserts. The 
Mexican Government Uom taken some 
* te |«  toward re fo re s tltijw ia l country 
and will yet lake more; why will not 
the American iieople appreciate more 
fully than they do the abounding bene­
fit of forests and a ttend  with greater 
diligence to their preservation and 
propagation?

The League's Work la 1807,
Considerable has been said  concern­

ing the  part which the League o f  Amer­
ican W heelmen has taken Id th e  good 
roads movement throughout th e  coun­
try. As the  national officers have to 
work through tho fifty or more local di­
visions, the  work of the  la tte r  m ust he 
taken as  th a t of the league. The New 
York Btato division devoted most of 
it* time durlug the session o f tbo Legis­
lature of 1807 In fighting fo r tbo pes- 
sage of the Illgby-A rrastrong bill, 
which wus defeated, b u t will be 
brought up again. The w ork of the 
New York City consulate and  the  Good 
Roads Association of Brooklyn Is well 
known and  ha* resulted In m any miles 
of asphalt nnd macadam roads In Penn­
sylvania, the  wheelmen succeeded this 
year In having n good roads bill passed. 
Bills were Introduced with more o r less 
inceess lu Maluc, Vermont, New Hamp­
shire, Connecticut, W isconsin, Oregou, 
California—all the direct resu lt of agi­
tation by wheelmen. The bill for the 
appointm ent o f a  national highway 
commission w as due to  tbo efforts of 
wheelm en/

Besides th is  pioneer work, the  divis­
ions have devoted considerable energy, 
successfully, to  the building of cycle 
paths, hoping In this w ay to  show the 
worth and necessity of good roadways. 
Cycle paths have been built in  Indian- 
apollB, Milwaukee, Minneapolis, Roch­
ester, N iagara, ta n g  Island, Florida, 
Portland aud  Chicago, and  In this city 
the  cycle speedway through Bronx and 
Pelham  Bay parkw ays will be built 
before next spring. An arrangem ent 
has been m ade between President Pot­
te r of the League of Am erican Wheel­
men and Gen. Boy Htoye of the  bureau 
of good roads of the Agricultural De­
partm ent a t  W ashington to  have 1,000,-
000 pam phlets sent a ll over th e  country 
showing the need of good roads. Last 
February ut Albnny the  National As­
sembly of the  League of American 
W beclmeu set aside one day  for the 
discussion of road Improvements, 
which was attended and  addressed by 
prominent advocates of good roads. 
The league 1ms spent over $500,000 di­
rectly aud Indirectly In th is cause. The 
P o tter Good Roads L ibrary, conducted 
by the league, 1ms been translated  Into 
six different languages, and distributed 
In European countries, and  Its distribu­
tion In the United Htates bas been wide­
spread. Like all reforms, th a t of good 
roads has been slow, but the above o n ­
line shows how Hie work w ith which 
the League of American Wheelmen Is 
In sym pathy bus been done.—New York 
Post.

Narrow Wagon Tires,
In  the fram ing of road law s there Is 

•otnetlilug else to be considered qulto as 
Im portant ns the  cucouragemout of 
cheap roads, nnd th a t Is the decided 
discouragement of narrow  wagon tires, 
lays Engineering News. I t  Is evidently 
the w orst type of economic folly to ex­
pend large sum s lu constructing good 
roads aud then to perm it these roads to  
be used, o r ra ther abused, by vehicles 
which often  concentrate front two to 
Uve tous on tires only two Inches wide.

Tbo destruction of tho roadbed Is In­
evitable In time, however well It Is 
hullt, and the  tiiaiutenauce account Is 
enormously Increased. New Jersey Is 
taking decided steps lu this connection 
by providing for a rebate of tuxes up to 
|1  per wheel for wagons having tires 
aver four Inches In w idth and by lately 
perm itting cities nud towns to pass or­
dinances absolutely prohibiting the use 
of their streets by uiiitow tires sup­
porting heavy loads.

Narrow (Iras are  wrong In principle, 
pven when used on d irt roads. In ex­
periments m ade on the United Htates 
road exhibit a t the A tlanta exposition 
it w as shown that Just twlee ns inucft 
power wan required to haul a  load over
1 wet eluy road cut up by two Inch tiros 
i s  to pull Hie sums loud over the saute 
road rolled and consolidated by four to 
Eve Inch tires.

Foreign countries, where good roads 
i r e  the rule and not the exception, roe- 
sgnlke the  vsliir of broad tires In Hio 
Tiuieport of heavy loads nndjnuke their 
use compulsory. French market wag­
ons, for example, have tires ranging In 
width from three to leu Indies, accord­
ing to load, uud Hie fires lira (Niielly 
*rotu four to  six ludies wide.

A general rule laid down in Ontario, 
Cuiuidu, is tha t for wagons without 
springs no tire  should be less than 
!uehes wide for ti load of 500 to 1,000 
youudsoii each wheel, urn! not less than 

Inches wide for loads of 2,000 to 3,000 
pounds on each wheel. The French 
practice of m aking Hie front axle short­
er than  Hie rear one, so Hint the two 
sets of wheels limy not follow lu the 
tam e track, is another excellent provis­
ion, us It couvert* the broad tired wag­
on iuto au  efficient rosil roller.

G rea t Load of Debt L ifted  from  tho  
BlioaldciM of S tru g g lin g  A g ric u ltu r ­
is ts  Gives New Asp?ct to  L ife and 
Im p e tu s  to  Business.

F a rm e rs  Take Courage,
The editor of Rond* and Mortgages, 

a  Chicago publication, has made an 
effort to ascertain  exactly the extent of 
tho liquidation Iu farm m ortgages in 
the  S tates of Nebraska and K ansas 
which followed the wave of prosperity 
last year. The result* are  interesting 
and highly gratifying.

The law of Nebraska requiring a 
statem ent of filed and canceled m ort­
gages to Im made annually to the audi­
to r of Htutc assisted the Investigation 
In tha t Ktute and made com paratively 
easy the procurement of of filial figures 
which afford an excellent criterion of 
the  true situation.

Tile tabulation made divides the Htato 
Into Dm*o districts, eastern, central aud 
western Nebraska, ami the reports tiro 
Hiilllclontty complete from all to cover 
two-thirds of the Htutc. Nineteen of 
the twenty-seven comities In the east­
ern  iNirtlou rc|H>rt 3,1117 m ortgages filed 
aud 7,341 released. The new m ort­
gages aggregated $7,till,77b, and those 
expunged $lt),tff1,Rm. making tin* de­
crease $3,140,411). only five counties 
of the twenty-seven reported an  In­
crease in m ortgage Indebtedness for the 
year, and the totul for these Is but $85,- 
413.

The central district comprises thirty- 
seven counties, twenty-six of which 
m ake returns. It appears from the  s ta ­
tistics tliu t 4,1)14 new mortgages, 
am ounting to $3,077,008, wertTflled Jo 
this district, and 7,311), footiug up $0,- 
084,41)3, were collected. The decrease, 
therefore, was $2,107,420. Only four 
counties reported an  Increase, and  the

BIRD-SONG&

f l  H ear Them  T ruly  Requires an Bur
P a r tic u la r ly  A ttuned.

Jobu Burroughs writes for tho Cen­
tu ry  an article  on the “Hongs of Amer­
ican Birds." Mr. Burroughs says: 1 
suspect It requires a  special gift of 
grace to enable one to hear the bird­
songs; some new* power m ust he added 
to  the  ear, or some ubstruction remov­
ed. There a re  uot only scales upon our 
eyes so tlm t we do not see; there are 
scale* upon our ears so th a t we do not 
tear. A city  woman who had spent 

much of her tim e lu the country otice 
asked n well-known ornithologist to 
ake her where she could hear the blue- 
jlrd. "W hat, never heard the blue- 
»lrd!" said he. "1 have uot," said the 

woman. "Then you will never hear It," 
said  the bird-lover. T hat Is, never hear 
U w ith tlm t Inward ear th a t gives beau­
ty  and mennfitg to the uote. l ie  could 
probably have taken lu*r lu a few min­
u tes where she could have heard the 
call or w arble of the bluebird; but It 
would have fallen ii|*on unresponsive 
eu rs-u p o n  ears tlm t w'ere not sensitiz­
ed by love for the birds o r associations 
w ith  them.

Bird-songs a re  not musle, praperiy 
Hpeuklng, bu t only suggestion* of mu­
sic. A g reat many people whose a tten ­
tion would be quickly arrested  by the 
saute volume of sound m ade by a musi­
cal Instrum ent o r by any  artificial 
m eans uever bear them  a t all. The 
sound of a  boy's penny whistle there 
in the grove or the meadow would sep­
a ra te  Itself more from 'the  background 
of nature, and  be a  greater challenge 
to  the ear, than  Is the stra in  of the 
thrush  or the song o f the  sparrow. 
There 1* som ething elusive, Indefinite, 
neutral, about bird-songs th a t makes 
them  strike  obliquely, a s  It W'ere, upon 
th e  car; nud we are  very ap t to miss 
them . They a re  a  p a rt o f nature, nud 
na tu re  lies about us, entirely  occupied 
w ith her ow n affairs, and  quite  regard ­
less of our presence. H ence It 1* w ith 
bird-song* as  It Is w ith so tunny other 
things In natu re—they a re  whnt we 
make them ; the ea r th a t  hears them  
m ust be bnlf creative.

I  am alw ays dlsturlied when person* 
not especially observant of birds ask 
me to take  them whore they can hear 
some particu lar bird the song of which 
(hey have become interested In througli 
u description of It In some book. As I 
Itsteu w ith  them  1 feet like njxdoglxiug 
(or the b ird ; it  1ms a  imd cold, or has 
Just heard  some depressing news; it 
will not let itself out, The song seems 
so casual and  m inor when you make a  
dead se t a t  It. f have taken person* 
to  hear Hie herm it-thrush, and 1 have 
fancied th a t they w'ero a ll the tim e say­
ing lo them selves, "I* tlm t all?" But 
when one hears the b ird  In his walk, 
wheu the  mind is n ttuucd  to simple 
things and  is open and receptive, when 
expectation Is not nroused and the song 
comes as  a  surprise ou t of the dusky 
silence o f the woods, one feci* tlm t it 
m erits nil the  fine thing* th a t cau be 
said of It.

The production of 
the  whole world, therefore, Is less than 
one-half o f w hat this gentlem an claim* 
for A ustralia alone.

A snuff bottle Is a square, 
low tmttlo of iiiiiInt glass with a screw 
top, holdiiig from one-half (smiid up lo 
three jKjunds of snuff. Tin* litilf-pound 
and tin* pound IhiMIcs are mostly In 
use. Ten years ago snuff "dipping" was 
a general Hoot hern practice among ne­
groes and the whites In the mountains, 
particularly the Georgia cracker* and 
the Hoiitli Carolina nmlungions. They 
Inhaled It and chewed It. The females 
ruhlsMl their teeth and gums with It. 
Nolssly ever gave any reason for tin* 
practice, except Hint It was n conta­
gious custom.

The snuff has tlu* effect 
of a narcotic, and it ruins every tooth 
In contact with It. It looks now as If 
the next generatIon of New England 
operatives would lie a t«*otbless lot. and 
the habit is getting a foothold In tho 
country districts of western IVnusyl- 
vanhi as well ns In the West.

HOW LILIES ARE GROWN.

Farmers o f Bermuda Hare Reduced 
Their Culture to a  fcleuct,

L’T  (n the Atlantic 
ocean, 680 miles due 
cast of the North 
Carolina coast, are 
R05 tiny islands. They 
are the Bermudas, 
and from them comes 
00 per cent of the 

_ Easter lilies used in 
this country. Some 
of these islands are 
so small and so low 
that no one lives on 

them, for when the weather Is turbulent 
the ocean has a  habit of washing clean 
over them. More than 800 of the islands 
nro subject to visitations of this kind, oth* 
ertvise they would Ik* inhabited and the 
lily crop would be a thousand times Isrgcr 
than it now is.

In all of the 805 islands there are but 
12,000 Aero* of land, not a* much as in a  
fair-sixed Texas cattle ranch, and of this 
only 4,000 acres are under cultivation. 
Onions, potatoes and lilies are grown, and 
that is about all. New York gets 00 per 
cent of these three crops for distribution 
through the couutry, and the best paying 
of the throe is the lily crop.

How many lilies arc grown In the Ber­
mudas is a  difficult question to answer. 
The Agures run away into the tens of mill­
ions. They grow like weeds, and if it 
were merely a question of producing lilies, 
the Bermudas could easily Rood the world 
with them from one yeur's end to the oth­
er. But the Bermuda Uly farmers han­
dle their crop with ouly one purpose In

They carried him to it place near 
by, where all that could lie was done for 
him. In one little hand lie still grasped 
the card, and only once he o|h*ijihJ his eyes 
and said: “Hive it to her, the angel." A 
gentleman who stood close (o hint took 
tlie card from the hand and removed the 
covering. As he noticed the face of the 
angel he uttered a little cry: “Flarissa— 
my wife: ami this the little artist Isiy."

The lady had often told her husband of 
the little fellow and of his talent and of 
her plans for him when be should lie old* 
er. The husband saw the child placed 111 
an ambulance, tlicii hurried borne with the 
gift and tin* sad news. The lady went at 
miee to the hospital, but all was over. He 
had been culled home to join the mother 
and little brother, where cold and hunger 
could not come.

The Easter card is treasured after many 
years by the lady who has grown gray In 
ber work of h»v<> ami charity, which slu* 
knew not of, until taught by this little

view, and that is to make the beautiful 
plant bloom ut Easter time, This, a t 
first, wus a  difilciilt matter, but now it is 
accomplished with nlmost clock-like pre­
cision.

Aside from this there Is little trouble in 
the work of growing lilies. The outer 
portion of oncli bulb consists of scales, 
overlying one upon the other. These 
scales represent luycrs, and at the base of 
each of them is u bad. Each laid repre­
sents n plant. Abo Bermuda farmer 
save# n few of hM-Dtilli* each year for 
seed, as the Northern fanner saves po* 
tiitocs for tlu* snitie purpose, lie  pulls off 
the scttk*s und plnuts them in HeptemWr, 
in shallow Imixos of moist sand. From 
the bulbs spring delicate rootlets, which 
quickly extend through the snnd seeking 
fur moisture. As soon us the root* nro 
sullleleiitly formed the embryo plants are 
set out.

By the following summer little bulbleta 
are developed. These the farmer calls his 
stock. It takes about sixty thousand of 
them to plant un acre. They k<*cp on 
growing through all the mild weather, and 
iu the following June are ready to In* dug. 
An nere of land ought to product* forty 
thousand marketable bulbs, with a diam­
eter of from four to seven Inches, ft 
takes four years and sometimes longer to 
produce the great bulbs from nlm* to f,,nr. 
teen iiielies in diameter, from which 
spring (he tall stalks crowned with many 
blossoms.

The Hines Episode in Chicago,
Judge Thomas H . H ines, who died 

1» F rankfort, Ky., w as during the w ar 
a  brave Confederate officer, who bad 
an exciting adventure in Chicago. Tlie 
story as  told by Colouel John  D. Cas- 
tletmin of Keutucky is as follows:

“The second election of Mr. Lincoln 
brought Hines to Chicago on a  serious 
errand. W ith a  fellow officer he 
stopped nt the  house o f a sym pathising 
friend, Dr. Edwards. Somebody In* 
formed tlie Federal authorities of 
Hiuos’ presence In Dr. E dw ards' house, 
and the  residence w as surrounded w ith  
guards. Dr. Edw ards aw oke nud quiet­
ly summoned Hines. H ines lmd been 
advised th a t in Dr. Edwards* room w as 
nu old-fashioned spring m attress. H e 
Immediately cut, w ith the permission 
of the family, the tick, and between the 
slats he concealed Inside tlie m attress 
his pistols and extra clothing, and, ex­
acting from his fellow officer and the 
family tha t they would under no dr* 
cumstances admit Ills presence In the 
house, lie Immediately secreted himself 
within the m attress. The bad cloth­
ing w as restored. The bell was an ­
swered, the house w as searched over 
and over again. The officer who had 
accompanied Hines was arrested, hut 
Hines lay concealed w ith in  tlie m at- 
trass while the Ited was occupied. F in ­
ally the  search for the tim e was sus­
pended. The soldiers, however, kept 
guard of the premises. Excitem ent 
made Mrs. Edwards ill, and  number* 
of friends called to ask  about her. 
Coming In and out was thus continuous. 
H ines sought an opportunity to walk 
with o thers to the front door, expressed 
a w ish that Mrs. E dw ards would soon 
be well, and passed out unmolested by 
the guard. Ills nppcnrnnce was not 
striking, Ids demeanor alw ays cool.

“Among the Confederate soldiers who 
were arrested a t the tim e were Colonel 
St. Legcr Grenfell nud Colonel Ren An­
derson of Louisville. All the officers 
apprehended nt Chicago were taken 
to Cincinnati for trial. W hen needed 
to assist his friends In trouble, Him**, 
too, w ent to Cincinnati. l i e  *top|H*d a t 
the house of Mr. nud Mrs. Sam  Thomas, 
two faithful, devoted friends. They 
lived in  an  old-fashioned brick res i­
dence on w hat was known as  tlm ‘F la t­
iron,* running south from Fourth street 
ns you approach !..«» L ittle Miami depot, 
A m an from Lexington and  a niiNdnmlo 
unmed Dan Weil aided llln es  and the 
fa ith fu l family lu dislodging the Imek 
of th e  old-fashioned ctiplHuird built In 
the side of the projecting elilnutey Jam. 
Enough brick were removed Id adm it 
w ith comfort a limit standing. The 
Imek o f the ciipltoard was made ad jus­
table, nud the shelve* were returned 
and th e  articles restored to  their ordin­
ary  places. Practice ninth* removal 
and readjustm ent quick. Finally cam e 
the tisiml betrayal and the  Inevitable 
guard  e f soldiers. The house w as 
searched over and over again  without 
finding lllnes, who each tim e was eon- 
ccalcd 111 tills ‘hole III l lie w all/ Kuril 
tim e the  citpltonrd was readjusted, tho 
shelve* put Imek III place, and the 
search fruitless. Finally the smirch 
w as alNihdoned, amt H ines got away."

Him** was an aid to Morgan the raid ­
e r during  the war, and It was he who 
plaiinml and led the eseaim of Morgan 
and several of Ills ns*oc)uti*s from the 
Coliiuibus (Oliioi |M»nltenli:iry, where 
they were Incarcerated by order of Gen­
eral lltirtiside during the raid through 
Ohio, lu  Ills story of the escape Judge 
H ines tell* how he eonecived the idea 
of tunneling out of the penitentiary and 
how escape was effected a fte r  laboring 
In the  utmost secrecy for about a 
month.

H ines and Morgan got Into Overton 
Comity. Tennessee, closely pursued by 
tlie Federal soldiers, llliics liml gone 
lip to a  house to Inquire the road over 
a mountain, Morgan and a companion 
n-nmlnJtig In the vulicy beimv. A* 
Him** returm*d In* ran squarely into a 
company of Federal soldiers, who were 
hunting him nud Morgan.

W ith his usual acuteness, lie spurred 
up his horse, and, dashing up to the 
m ajor in eoiniimud. said: “Come on, 
m ajor; they have di*upi»cnrcd around 
the tieinl; (f we don 't hurry up the 
relH*l* will get away."

“ W ho are you?" asked the major.

“I am one of tlm home guards," nine* 
replied, and back up tlm hill they 
bounded. Morgan lu tho meamliuo 
made his escape.

The major discovered th a t lie bad 
been trnppi*d, and also that H lues was 
one of M orgnnVtneii. He said :

“You have b*d mo astray, and  cost mo 
the commission of u Brigadier General. 
1*11 have you hung for that."

The halter w as adjusted  around 
Hines' neck and ho was about to  ha 
strung up when he said:

“Major, I am  otic of M organ's men. 
I f  1 had iKHrnyod him, don't you think 
I would have deserved Imaging?"

Thl* appeal to soldiery pride met a  
responsive chord, und tho m ajor re­
plied:

“You are right, I  will Just keep you 
a prisoner."

Hines sulMcqucntly escaped, and 
General Morgan w as killed n e a r  Green­
ville, Tenu.

A fter the w ar Judge Hines practiced 
law a t Rowllug Green, edited a paper 
a t Memphis, and  la ter returned to How­
ling Green nud w as elected to  the  Ap­
pellate bench. H e was a  candidate for 
Governor In 1887. but was defeated by 
Gcucrnl Simon B. Buckner.

G ra n t and  tho  Confederate*
The following anecdote I* reluted by 

General Horace Porter lu b is “Cam­
paigning w ith G rant" In the Century: 
While riding about tho field General 
G raut stopjied a t a  house and  express­
ed a  desire to pre]Nire some dispatches. 
A num ber of wounded were lying upon 
the (torch and In the rooms; they had 
made their way there In accordance 
with the usual custom of wounded 
men to  seek a  house. I t  seem s to be 
a  natural fustlnct, as a  house conveys 
the Idea of shelter and of home. I 
walked with the General Juto a  back 
room to  see w hether there w as a dry 
spot which he m ight take possession 
of for a  short tim e to  write messages 
and look over tlie maps.

As we entered, there w as seen sit­
ting in the only clmlr a  Confederate 
lieutenant of Infantry who had been 
shot In the left cheek, tho ball passing 
through his m outh and coming out 
near the righ t car. A mass o f  coagu­
lated blood covered his face and  neck, 
and he presented a shocking appear­
ance. He arose the  moment we enter­
ed, pushed Ills clmlr forw ard toward 
the General, and said, with a  bow and 
a  smile, “Here, tnke my clmlr, sir." 
General G rant looked a t him , and re­
plied: "Ah, you nw*d that clm lr more 
than I ;  keep your seat. I see you arc 
badly lmrt.” The officer answered 
good-naturedly; “If  you folks let mo 
go back to our lines, I th ink  I ought 
to lie able to  get n leave to  go home 
and see my girl; but I reckon she 
wouldn't kuow me now." The Gener­
al said: "1 will see th a t one of our 
surgeon* does all III hi* power for 
you," nud then stepped out of tlm 
room. H e told one of the  surgeon* 
who was dressing the wounds of our 
own men to do what he could for the 
Confederate. W e didn't hear wlmt Ite- 
came of him afterw ard. H e probably 
never knew tlm t he lmd lieen talking 
to the G eucnil-ltw hlef of (tie Yankee 
armies. The dispatches were afte r­
ward w rltteu lu another room.

Kcc<! oh a  Fobllcr.
At the National Soldiers' Home, near 

Milwaukee, there Is an arden t admirer 
of Thomas B. lteeil. He praises him 
unstintedly. I asked him why he took 
such aa  iutcrest In tlie Maine man. 
“We served In the navy, on the same 
lwat—the Sybil—of the Mississippi 
squadron, I w as secretary to Com­
mander Mitchell and Mr. Reed was 
paymaster. H e druuk uot, nor did lie 
chew, smoke nr swear, w as good na­
ture itself, and never allowed bU work 
to get Isdiind. H e was n practical 
Joker. W hile the eaptuln and most of 
the officers were away, a  week a fter 
we had been paid, Reed directed the 
men to conn* to Ills quarters and re­
ceive a m onth's pay. We were aston­
ished; the government had not acquired 
the liiilrit of pnyiug in advance. But 
there was Reed's written direction to 
1*01110 ami get another month's pay, We 
gathered around the smooth-faced, hap­
py-hearted young paym aster, when ho 
handed out to each of us ns many dol­
lars a s  wo were entitled to for thirty  or 
Itilriy-one day* of service, but they 
were Confederate dollars."

"'The smiles of fortune," continued 
Veteran <\ C. Cole, “are distributed In 
a maimer wondrous to M o ld .  Long 
years ago Commander Mitchell, of Die 
Sybil, met a tragic death in Han Fran- 
elsco, Mr. Reed, our Imylsli paymas­
ter, Is one of the great men of our great 
nation. Tho commander's secretary, 
tlmt Is myself, is In tho Soldiers' Home. 
Yes, fortune's smiles are funny, some­
times very funny."

Husk and 111* Regiment,
When Jerem iah Rusk, tho  volunteer 

soldier, was offered tlie colonelcy of tho 
Twenty-fifth regim ent of Wisconsin 
Volunteers 1m declined. A fterw ard 
when asked to  explalu his action no 
said: “1 did not think I w as conqic- 
tent to take command o f a  rcgtineut, 
or that l  had tin* experience necessary 
in m ilitary affairs to fit mo for any 
rank higher tltau that of m ajor, which 
a t tlmt tim e I regarded ns more orna­
mental Hum otherwise," W ithin a few 
weeks he found tlmt none of Ids asso­
ciates knew tiny more of m ilitary a f­
fairs than he did, and so lie accepted 
the commission. He commanded his 
regiment to the very end of the war.

Lee** Chivalry,
The following anecdote of G*n, Role 

ert K. Let* Is characteristic of tlu* mag­
nanimous givuiiics* of thee Virginia 
chieftain: At a faculty m eeting of tho 
Washington and 1s t  I'n lvcrslly  during 
Lee's Pri-sldciicy one of the professors 
made some disparaging rem arks iiIhmii 
Him. Graut. Gcu. Lit  Iii tfidiguntfon 
rose from Ids chair and, looking the 
professor full In tin ' fact*, said to him: 
"Kir. If you presum e to s|H*ak dl*re- 
sjNvtfully of Gen. Grant In my pres­
ence either you or I will never cornice* 
"on with thl* university,'

O at Game In W hich th e  W inner Scoop­
ed In $240,000 In Gold Boat.

A recently returned pronpector, who 
one of t he Hvat t e rcuub tha Ktan*wn

dike when the Initial rush  began, tells 
of a  poker game which took place in 
Dawson City, the mefropoll* of the 
newly discovered Eldorado, In which 
the players bet two-quart ja rs  and kero­
sene cans of gold dust. There were a 
large num ber of m tuers In the place a t  
the time, waiting to  be taken  down to  
Bt. Michaels by boat, and nil had dust. 
Three of the crowd sta rted  a  game one 
night In a  saloon and n couple more 
soon joined In.

"Money—th a t is, colued money—Is 
scarce lu tha t region, so dust and nug­
gets were used,” said the  prospector 
In telling of the game.

No 
one could win more than  ten or fifteen 
ounces n t the outside, so uo ono w as 
satisfied. Finally the break came.

The 
man to  Ills right seemed to be pretty  
well fixed also, nud bet a handful of 
coarse gold. 'Sandy' reached into hls 
sack, drew  out a  handful, laid U along­
side the  other, then  turned  to hls pack, 
and, lifting  out a  two-qunrt jnr of gold, 
said : T raise you that.'

"The next man was Joe Ilolllugs- 
head, a  Texan, the discoverer of the  
Bonanza Creep chmp. Joe saw the bet 
and  raised it another ja r . The next 
m an was a Swede, and  he passed out. 
The last innn, the denier, hesitated 
long, bu t finally tossed bis cards In the 
center also. The opener saw  the raise  
and  lifted It another ja r . Then he lay 
bock complacently. 'Sandy* hesitated 
not a  second, but reached for hls ou t­
fit again and produced a  can of dust, 
w ith the ja r  to see the o ther raise, re ­
m arking, 'Raise you a  can.'

"In  the deal the  first man took tw o 
cards, 'Sandy' took two also, and Joe 
took bu t one. The first man had failed 
to  fill. H e dropped out. 'Sandy* had  
no more oil cans of gold, bu t he had tw o 
ja rs  full, and Joe had an  equal am ount. 
W hich one of the  boys bet I do not 
recollect, but, anyway, both had tlielr 
ja rs  on the table a t about the sam e 
time, and a  show-down w as demanded. 
'Bandy' lmd three nces, si queen and  a  
jack, and Joe had four kings aud an  
ace.

"How much gold was on the table a t  
the tim e? Well, I can’t  give the exact 
amount, but I  should calculate th a t 
there was in the neighborhood of $240,- 
000 worth.”

A T est fb r H orseflesh.
“People a re  a p t Jo Jum p a t conclu­

sions,” said n chemist, in speaking of 
the latest uotable m urder case. "Chem­
istry  is a  very nice science, but It Is 
possible to make some sad  blunders In 
applying it to law  nml evidence. There 
a re  certain things you can prove by It 
if you are sure of your premises and 
certain  other things th a t  you cannot. 
This thing of try ing to  prove a  good 
deal by chemistry calls to mind the 
becf-extraet ease th a t gave a  packer in 
th is city considerable uneasiness.

"Somebody got hold of his beef ex­
trac t nud claimed th a t  It was made 
from liorsoflcBh, and It was proved by 
analysis—that Is, to the  satisfaction of 
the  m an that analyzed It. The ordi­
nary  test for horseflesh, according to 
the authorities, Is glycogcu. This Is a  
substance that, speaking lu a  general 
way, Is found lu  horseflesh, but does 
not exist in beef, and  it was shown 
th a t th is particular ex trac t contained 
glycogen.

"The packer came to us In some dis­
tress of mind for a  way out of the diffi­
culty. H e said his ex trac t was made 
of nothing but beef, and  he wanted us 
to  help him prove It, nn.l we did No to 
hls relief nud to  the satisfaction of the 
health officers. W e demonstrated that, 
while nn ordinary piece of beef did not 
contain glycogen, it existed In the 
heart, liver and  blood of cattle, and 
some of each of these might have en­
tered into the maklug of the l>ecf ex­
tract. The result wus tbu t the chemist 
who had arrived a t such sweeping con­
clusions from the first test had to back 
down from hls position. — Chicago 
Tlmes-IIerald. ___
