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Last Sunday morning Commodore 
Dewey entered the harbor of Manila, 
oapltol of the Pbllllpplnes,and Imme­
diately opened fir© upon the Spanish 
fleet lying under the protection of the 
forts. In less than two hours the 'en­
tire fleet was either captured or de­
stroyed and the forts silenced, leaving 
Manila at his merey. The victory was 
a great one nnd has placed the name of
Dewey foremost with every patriot of 
tfao land.

Admiral Sampson’* fleet has left Key 
West and Is out to sea, but whore, no 
one knows. It is predicted that he will 
capture Porte Rico as a base of sup­
plies and then undertake to engage the 
Spanish fleet said to be on Its way to 
this country from Cadiz. There arc 
various predictions as to his Intentions 
—one that he Is to meet tho Oregon, 
another that ho Is to assist In landing 
un army In Cuba.

Serious riots aro reported In Spain 
as a result of the disaster nt Munlla, 
followed by disgraceful scenes In tho 
Cortes, and the carly full of tho Sagas- 
ta mlnlstory seems among the certuln- 
tlcsof tho near future.

Spain Is euld to bo mobilizing ships 
neur Cadiz for a movement towards 
Amorlcan waters.

Franco Is much exercised over the 

victory of 1 ho American squadron ut 
Manila. Lo Jour interviews an Imag­
inary Amorlcan diplomat who Is made 
to volco the wishes of France. Ho is 
confident that the one battlo will end 
the war. He wilt be willing to surren­
der Manila without an Indemnity and 
extend the olive braneh to Spelo on 
condition that the Independence of Cu­
ba Is recognized. It Is easy to see In 
this Interview the desire of some 
Frenobmen to restrain tho United 
States from acquiring any further glo­
ry or advantage In tho war, and at 
tho same time to save Spain from fur­
ther loss, If tho French Press desires 
to exerolse a pacific Influence it should 
direct Its efforts towards Spuln to In- 
duoo her to sue for terms of peace. 
It was Spain who provoked the war 
and we arc In It to stay until she crlos 
quits. So long as she has an armed 
forco In Cuba she is an enemy of the 
United States. So long as her Atlantic 
squadron menaces our coast and our 
navy hostilities will bo continued on 
our part. It Is for tho vanquished, not 
tho victor, to ask for peace.

The Philippine Islands- An Issue of War Bonds-
The Phlllppino Islands extend al­

most due north and south from For. 
morn to Borneo and the Moluccas, em­
bracing an extent of 16 degrees of lati­
tude and 9 degrees of loogttude. They 
are over 400 In numbor; the two largest 
are Luzon (area 40,025 square miles) 
and Mlndano. Tbo capital of $bo 
Philippines, Manila, has 270,000 In­
habitants (1880): other towns nrc 
Laosg, 80,880; San Miguel, 84,072; 
Banang. 88,100; Cabecera, 29,057. 
There Is a small resident Spanish pop­
ulation, but a  large uumber o( Chinese. 
The native Inhabitants are mostly Ma­
layan, but there aro some tribes of the 
negrltos. The government is admin­
istered by the governor-general and a 
captain-general, and forty-three pro­
vinces aro ruled by governors,alcaldes 
or commandants, according to their 
Importance and position.

The estimated revenue of the Philip­
pine Islands lo 1804-1805 was £2,715,080, 
nnd expenditures £2,656.020. There 
Is an export duly on tobacco, und al­
most every article of foreign produc­
tion is heavily taxed on being import­
ed. On muslins and petroleum the 
duty Is about 100 per cent of the cost.

The chief produots are: Hemp, 80,- 
188 tons In 1892; 97,787 tons In 1898; 
sugar. 246,978 tons in 1892; 211,696 tons 
in 1898; coffee, 1,822 tons in 1892; 307 
tons in 1898; copra, 11,625 tom In 1808; 
tobacco—leaf exported, 280,010 quin­
tals in 1808; cigars exported, 188,483,- 
000 in 1808; 1893 Indigo, 040 quintal* In
1893‘ ,

The Hero of Manila Bay.
Commodore Gcorgo Dewey, tho hero 

of Manila Bay, has boon brought into 
brilliant contplcuiiy by tho events of 
the lust few days. His gallunt fight 
with the Spunlsh fleet which he dis­
posed of In two hours nnd bis subse­
quent capture of Manila show that ho 
It a man of action, skill, courage nnd 
resource, and that no mistake was 
made when he was assigned to the 
command of the Asiatic squadron. It 
goes almost without saying that Con­
gress and the President, as tho people 
have already done, will recognize his 
splendid service and reward him with 
promotion.

Commodore Dewey it  now la his slx- 
ty-first year. He is 6 New Englander 
by birth and was appointed to the Na­
val Academy from Vermont. His first 
cruise was in tho Mediterranean. Ho 
was commissioned as Lieutenant in 1801 
just a week before Sumter was fired 
upon, and was assigned to the west 
gulf squadron, where he served with 
the fighting Farragut In the actlonsat 
Port Hudson and Mobile. The events 
of Sunday show that ho was an apt pu­
pil and caught the Infection of dash 
and courage which bis muster always 
displayed. He received his first com­
mand In 1870 and from that tlmo served 
the government In various capacities 
until 1890 when he was commissioned 
as Commodore. In Junuary, 1808, he 
was assigned to the command of the 
Asiatic squadron. What ho did In 
1898 Is now ono of tho most glorious 
chapters of American naval history. 
Its records show no dood more gallant 
than his dash Into Manila Bay with his 
six vessels, reckless of mines and tor­
pedo*, and hts annihilation of the 
Spanish fleet of nineteen vosssls within 
two hours.

There Is a good deal of talk lately 
about big guns, rapid-firing guns, riflea 
of various bores, mortars oud the like, 
but few people know much about them 
war appliances or how much it coats to 
fire them or the also of the projectiles 
they throw or the range of the guns. 
Among the largest, If It Is not the very 
largest of our coast-defense guns la tbo 
HMnch monster, so named from the 
diameter of Its bore. It throws a proj- 
ectllo weighing 2,350 pounds for a dis­
tance of sixteen miles with A velocity 
so great that at a distance of two miles 
It will pierce the lost steed armor twen­
ty-seven and a half inches thick. It 
requires 1,050 iwumls of powder for a 
charge and the eoaKt of each discharge 
Is alxmt $050. On the warships the 
high-powered guns arc usually the 8r 
Inch, 10-lncli, 12-lneh and 13-lncb rifles. 
The first-named throws a shot weigh­
ing 300 pounds and tbc powder chnrgo 
Is 125 pounds. Each allot costs -the gov* 
eminent about $175. Tbc other guna 
are jproportionately more effective and 
expensive. The breech-loading mor­
tars, used In coast-defense, are usually 
of the l2-1nch variety and throw a 
shell with a time fuse Into the air, to 
that It may fall upon the deck of a 
vessel and explode. The shells weigh 
from 800 to 1,000 pounds and are 
Charged with from eighty to 105 pounds 
of powder. The charge of the gun com­
plete eocrts about $475. The rapid-firing 
guns on the war vessels are breech- 
loading cannon and throw shots vary­
ing In weight from one pound to 125 
pounds, and the powder charge Is about 
one-third the weight of the projectile. 
These guns also throw shells made of 
brass, copper or steed and can be fired 
at the rate of from ten to twenty times 
a minute, according to their else. The 
smallest shots cost CO cents and the 
largest $8. The larger guns with ten 
discharges a minute would therefore 
use up $80 In that time, or $4,800 as 
hour. For a vessel armed like the Mas­
sachusetts an hour's engagement would 
cost a good deal over lwilf a million of 
dollars for her guns aloue, to say noth­
ing of any dumngc site might sustain. 
The 10-lncli gun can be fired once each 
two minutes, nml In <ui engagement, ft 
it were fired twenty times, the cost 
would be $13,000. Tho life of this gun 
Is supposed to end with Its hundredth 
idiot. Modern guns consume an enor­
mous amount of money when la typ.

A number of newspapers In differ 
ont parts of the West are noting among 
the most important of the changes In
conditions during the past few weeks 
tho rise In tho value of farm lands, and 
some of them are going so far as to es­
timate that In a very wide area the In­
crease In tho market valuo of farm 
property lias been no less than 20 per 
cent. This added value has been espe­
cially noticeable In the Mississippi Val­

Tho part which chemistry nud Inven­
tion are playing in developing the re- 
soureo* of the soil has raised the voca­
tion of tiie farmer to n higher stand­
ard. Agricultural colleges have also 
done much to suggest to young men, 
who might otherwise is* comiiclled, af­
ter studying for one of the learned pro­
fessions, to waste years In Hie strug­
gle to secure recognition, tlu.t there 
are other fields in which they may gain 
success, nml now that conditions are 
Improving In crcry department of hu­

Something About Roads*
A correspondent writes the Indiana 

Farmer from Bickuell, that States in 
these words:

While at the World's Fair, In the 
Transportation Building, I noticed a 
section of some foreign corduroy road 
that was claimed to have been built 
some years before Christ. The cost of 
building atone roads In many parts of 
the State Is bound to bo large, owing 
to tiie hick of suitable material In 
places. Borne of our people here thluk 
that we have plenty of material in our 
limestone hills to construct good stone 
roads. Others think It would be cheap­
er to brlog It by rail from the north aud 
east. Bo this as It may, to build good 
roads In itl* county will coat a good 
deal. Borne think it would be best to 
make a loan of long standing ami let 
posterity help pay the debt. In my opin­
ion If some of the other callings would 
pay ns much taxes In proportion ns the 
farmers do, the surplus would go a long 
way toward making good roads. I do 
not think there are many farmers Unit 
are willing to hare their taxes enlarged 
Tory much at this time.

Doubtless there are more people here 
Interested at this time about dirt roads 
than any other kind. That our roads 
have been abused Is a fact known to 
everyone. As a general rule it appears 
that our toad supervisor's sole object Is 
to "splosh" over his work and receive 
bis Ill-gotten galu. And on the oilier 
hand the men that go on the road to 
work are too apt to bo watching the 
sun and asking what time It Is. They 
don't work like they do at borne. What 
Is the result? The roads are washing 
away, bridges have broken through, 
culverts are filled, fences thrown down 
and people compelled to drive around 
bad places.

What 1s to be done? In the first place 
In certain places there are more roads 
than men to work them. I think the 
law exempting men from work on the 
roads ou account of age, or disability, 
If they possess property, is not fair. 
Men usually use the roads more after 
the age of 00 than they do while young­
er, because they are often worth more 
and have more produce to haul, and of­
ten possess saw-mills, wheat thrashers 
and other valuable property. If not able 
to work let them hire. Who would think 
of exempting one from taxation ou ac­
count of age or disability?

Are the roads not as Important a t tbe 
taxes?

Where Is Hie country that has no 
roads? Take the roads from our coun­
try and tbe streets of our cities will 
grow up with briars. Farmers ought 
not receive pay for cleaning their fence 
corners next to the roads. If the land 
belongs to tbe road, let tbe supervisor 
work it and tho briars will not grow. 
If It belongs to tbe farmer let him dean 
them without pay. Perhaps supervis­
ors should receive more pay and then 
bo held strictly responsible for the 
work they do. They should make week­
ly trips along the roads, take out ob­
structions, turn waiter from roads, fix 
up bridges, culverts, etc.

THE KAFFIR WHEN OFF DUTY.

South African Mine laborer* Lead s 
Monotonous Life,

Life on a Booth African mining prop­
erty can hardly be monotonous, Tho 
report of a traveler fresh from (lie cnjie 
gives a curious insight Into one phase 
of labor ou the Kami. It used to be tho 
custom of the Kiifilr, on receiving his 
salary—usually $5 jht week—to sally 
forth ami Invest all ills earnings in bot­
tles of brandy. He would then return 
to his liut, squat down and drink It like 
beer until lie succumbed. This went 
on regularly among the mining staffs 
of t'II the large companies until, lu or­
der to prevent n weekly cessation of 
lntior, Hie companies adopted Hie meth­
od of Inclosing all their natlvo em­
ploye*? Inside a compound, and s'mt- 
ting Ihcin in like prisoners until their 
Hum of service ha* elapsed,

Victors to the compounds often take 
i:t a pound or so of the native coarse to­
bacco, for a handful of which tho 
Kattlrs, under stress of their deprlva- 
Hon of tobacco as well as liquor, will 
ofteu gladly exchange line old native 
bnicciclH and kuolikerrles, The native 
method of smoking Is p>viil!ar. After 
the pipe Is filled several long pulls ure 
taken and the smoke swallowed. The 
bowl Is Hum taken off, Hie stem Is In­
serted in a bowl of water, and the 
water is sucked through It and swal 
lowed ul«». Then comes the tug of 
war, Tin* man who can hold out long­
est without coughing Is considered n 
hero. After a short time the smoker 
will convulsively cough for fifteen or 
twenty minutes, and one can quite un­
derstand why the Kutlir Is not allowed 
out to buy tobacco. In the case of the 
traveler, who give* these details, Hie 
mine manager asked him to reuse bar­
tering the vile stuff for native trinkets, 
otherwise the whole relay would In.1 
unfit to go down when their lime came.

Tiie Kaffir usually returns homo after 
six months or a year at tiie mines, and 
Is considered a rich man. He buys two 
or more wives aud lakes Ids ease while 
they do all Hie work.—I'lttsiitirg IBs* 
palt'li.

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Hospital# During the War#
Bringing the terror* of war done 

home to tM, the literary executor* of 
“the good gray poet" have Just brought 
out “The Wound-Dresser, Walt Whit­
man “ and a collection of article* writ­
ten by him while engaged a* a hospital 
missionary In Washington# supplement­
ed by a uumber of letters on the same 
topic written to his mother.

This noble charity# for such It was, 
originated lu the chance visit of Wbit- 
umu to his brother George, who was a 
lieutenant aud afterward a captain In 
the service of the United States, lie 
had au opportunity given him then to 
see the sadly ueglected conditlou of so 
muuy of tlie wounded# In spite of the 
efforts of tlic Government to secure tho 
best possible treatment for them, and# 
lu nil kindliness of heart# he set about 
repairing the deficiencies as well as he 
was able. Though himself with little 
means, earning a bare livelihood by 
copying for the paymaster's depart­
ment, he wrote to his family and 
friends# and with the voluntary contri­
butions they forwarded to him bought 
Ills few supplies.

The method was a simple one. Fill­
ing his pockets with such things as 
were likely to please sick and wounded 
soldiers, most of whom wero mere 
Iwys, he weut about among the fifty 
or more temporary hospitals erected 
at tho national capital distributing 
them. Ills presents Included fruit# both 
fresh and preserved, sweet crackers, 
ginger snaps# pouudeake and similar 
edibles, pickles, jam aud plain things, 
little plugs of tobacco and pipes, small 
sums of mouey# and always paper# en­
velopes and stamps, so that tho poor 
fellows could write home.

Walt Whitman began his work In the 
last days of 18(12 and continued It with 
a few slight .intermissions on account 
of his own health throughout all of the 
year 1803 and more than half of 18(11. 
lie ontoml upon his self-imposed du­
ties a man of unusual vigor# vitality, 
force and strength, and had never up to 
that time known a day's sickness of 
any kind. He left it n broken man, and 
from 1804 until 1872 the attacks 
brought on by bis long contact with 
sufferer* from hospital malaria and 
gangrene grew more violent and with 
shorter Intervals between, until lie was 
stricken with paralysis In January, 
1873. From this be made no good re­
covery. lingering along till death re­
lieved him In 1802. lie was a martyr, 
nud a very noble one, to the cause of 
freedom, quite as much as auy other 
muu who found It precious and fitting 
that he should lay down his llfo for 
his country.

The first hospital visit by Whitman 
was made Dec. 21, 1802, uism an old 
family mansion on the banks of tho 
Rappaluinnwk, over against tho city 
of Fredericksburg. Tho engagement 
there hud caused It to be turned Into a 
hospital, and within It wove a number 
of those woumled at that time. "Out­
doors," he observes as he approaches# 
"at the foot of a tree# within ten feet 
of the front of the house, I notice a 
heap of amputated feet, legs, arms, 
bunds, etc.—about a load for a one- 
horse curt. Several dead bodies lie 
near, cadi covered with Its browu 
woolen blanket." He had nothing to 
give hut words and deeds of kindness 
ill this time, but he distributed these 
lmuutcously utid wrote several letters 
for some of the wounded men, and did 
what lie could to encourage the rest.

During (he entire time of kU minis­
try Whitman uotes that there were, on 
au average almut fio.ooo sick and 
wounded men lit and about Washing­
ton. At the outset the provisions made 
for their rcceptlou and treatment were 
sadly Inadequate, Tho patients wero 
In many ruses com|K»Ued to sleep on 
the wet ground, with nothing to shelter 
them. The Federal authorities were 
anxious to provide proper neeommodii- 
tions anil eventually sueceeded in 
erecting humiek-llkc structures, clean- 
lv whitewashed wlthlu. with the kitch­
ens, officer*' quart*** and stores close 
by. The sight of so much misery and 
suffering made heart* callous and the 
presence of such a itisu as Whitman 
was of the utmost consequence III pre­
venting abuses, lie records the euse 
of a 20*yenr-old hoy from Ifnssnrlitt* 
setts, who wits wouiidial st Fredericks* 
hnrg. After nearly perishing In the 
regimental hospital 1m* whs sent from 
Falmouth to Aquln Creek lu im open 
platform eur late In Decemlmr. lie lmd 
his blankets with him, hut was too 
f<*ehle to get them out, and one of the 
employes heartlessly refused to help 
him, so he Jay chilled und wet all ulght 
long. When at last he reached the hos­
pital In Wathiugtou he was not per­
mitted to lie) down and n*l, hut was 
HirlpiHHl forthwith and put lu a cold 
bath. Ill Mil* he nearly died and the 
attendants, tf(urm<Hl, left him—for 
Whitman to find. It was not so much 
Ills Injury i\6v Lis disease as the utter 
hcartlessiM'SK wlllli which the young 
fellow had liecii treuted that kept him 
at death's door.> Whitman found him 
silent and lu complete des|Hmdcticy. 
lie stop|Msl, spokt. to him, wrote a let- 
lei to Ids father, *<#oth'*d him, left him 
n little money and ti. less than a week 
was told by him that the attention pah! 
at Just that time had umloubb'dly 
saved Ids life,

Lee Wore N * Hword#
“It Is n remarkable faet," said a dls- 

tiuguislMsI '^ ‘Confederate to n Wash- 
legion Star reporter, “Hint (Jen. Lis* 
never wore u swonl during the war, or 
any weapon, and he never buckled on 
n sword until the day of Ids surrender, 
god then as uu act of courtesy to U«jj.

Grant# and ns proper for the occnsloBi
when terms of surrender were being 
agreed upon.

“Gen. Dec did not expect to surren* 
(ler ids sword to Grant, because# by tilt 
terms of surrender, all officers were to 
retain their side arms; but he did cx  ̂
poet# as 1 have heard him state, that 
Grant would go through the form of 
touchlug the hilt of Id* sword, accord­
ing to the custom of war. But Grant, 
mugiranimou* of soldiers, did not even 
do that."

A Confederate Raid*
Soon after the beglunlng of the wnt 

the Iudlunu State authorities had or* 
ganlxed several rcgltucuts for the de­
fense of the border, and placed them 
under commaud of competent offleon, 
Twice during the year 1802 they wers 
called Into active service. On the 17th 
of June# 1803, a small force of Confed­
erate cavalry# under the command of 
Captain Thomas II. Uiuc*, crossed tho 
Ohio River from Kentucky# landing 
about eight miles above Canudton. The 
expedition could have but oue object— 
that of plunder. Captain Hines only In­
tended to remain on Indiana soil two or 
three days# aud made au arraugement 
with the parties who had ferried hint 
across the Ohio Ulver to meet him at as 
appointed time and place to reconvey 
him to Kentucky. Ue tbeu started out 
on his little tour after pluuder# playing 
a very shrewd game to avoid suspicion, 
and thereby escape with Impunity, 
when he had gathered all he could. Us 
claimed to be au officer of the Union 
army and acting uuder the orders of 
General Boyd, commanding In Ken­
tucky, and wus out searching after de­
serters. From loyal dtlzeiw he secured 
a number of good horses in exchange 
for those of his troop that had been 
broken down by marching. In pay­
ment for the horses he gave vouchers 
on the Federal quartermaster at In­
dianapolis. The next day the suspi­
cions of the people were aroused# and 
pursuit was organised, and the alarm 
sent ahead of Mm. The raid was mag­
nified a thousand fold# almost, and tbs 
legion was ordered under arms, and 
preparations were made even at Indian- 
u.polls for bto anticipated reaching that 
city.

lie  did reach Orange County, but 
there discovered that arrangementa for 
Ills reception had been made a few 
miles further on# and ho turned west# 
hoping to make the Ohio Itlver at an­
other point. At ono (mint he met a 
small force of armed citizens, and cap­
tured them, after killing one. By this 
time the whole southern pafrt of the 
State was aroused, and the militia rap­
idly assembled. The raiders soon dis­
covered the perils which were environ­
ing them, and endeavored to make a 
rapid retreat. They were in want of a 
guide to pilot them through the hills 
along the Ohio. They found one In a 
Bryant Breetion, whom the)’ had been 
led to believe sympathised with their 
cause# but who, in fact# was a strong 
Union man. By the morning of the 
third day the State troops were closing 
iu on th% raiders# and a race for the 
river begun. The Confederates reached 
the river at the point agree upon with 
the ferryman for crossing, but they had 
been forced there one day sooner than 
the time ugreed upon# so no boats were 
fotiud.

It was now that tlie "guide" came 
Into pluy. He persuaded the Confeder­
ate commander to attempt a crossing 
at Blue Island, about three miles above 
toavemvortb. The water on the Indi­
ana side of the Island was readily ford­
able, but between (he island and the 
Kentucky shore It was very deep. They 
got on the Island, aud were there hew* 
mod In by tho rapidly pursuing militia# 
and the steamer Uebta, which bad been 
sent up the river to Intercept their 
crossing. All the raiders# with the ex­
ception of Captain Hines and two or 
three cheers, wltli all the property stol­
en, were captured. Thus ended the oec- 
ond raid of the Confederates on Indi­
ana soil.—W. II. Smith's History of In­
diana.

How a Boy Weot to War.
In n recent speech at Heudcraon, 

Texas, Col. R. M. Wynne told the 
story of how he prepared for the war. 
"I Khali never forget," he said, "the 
equipment with which I started for tho 
scene* of war. And wlicu I describe 
my own I will for tho most part have 
deserllH-il the HouMicru army at the 
commencement of the war, I hud never 
seen an army guu or even a company 
of soldiers. Hut lu Irflssful tgnoranco 
of the necessary arms for a moumntous 
struggle like the oue we were embark­
ing In, I took from Uto rack behind tho 
the door of my father's home, uear 
Hirdville, Ids old double-barreled shot­
gun. I got from au old bureau drawer 
an old rusty stngle-hurreled jristol about 
IN Inches long, and when I put U lu 
my belt It almost came down to tuy 
knee*. I got a horseshoe file and hud 
me u huge bowlo knife made as loug as 
my uriii. I saddlin! a plow horse and 
with a swelling bosom and throbblug 
heart rode away from the old home to 
the seem* of the bloody coufllct# con­
fident In tuy verdant youth that my 
own arms were hi mil to nuy lu the 
hands of the foe. Rtul to sgy* however, 
my confidence nud |>rlde In them were 
all too soon cruelly dispelled; for the 
first Hue of Yankees we ever encoun­
tered begun to send inlnle balls whis­
tling around our ears while we were 
yet n mile away. I threw my knJfe 
away# for I reallxtNl that 1 could never 
get dose emmgh to a Yankee to flesh 
It; nud to lie honest, I soon leurtUHl bet- 
ter sense limn to desire to. 1 discarded 
my old pistol and exchang'd my old 
gun for a 8|wlngfield rifle# wlileh wo 
had nipt und from the Yuukccs# us did 
my entire command

OUR FOREIGN TRADE.

CONTINUES TO EXPAND UNDER 
THE DINQLEY LAW.

N#t Gain from 1807 In the Excess of
Exports Over Imports Amountlna to
9107,178,280 In Elsht Months -
Trade Balance of 9410.001,103#

Expert# and Imports,
A continued gain In the foreign trade 

of the United States got* forward un­
der the Dlngley law. The gain Is whol­
ly lu wlmt we sell and not what we 
buy. This fact Is totally destructive 
of the theory that the policy of protec­
tion 1* not compatible with tlie main- 
ten time of trade with the outside 
world. For the past seven months the 
free trade writers have l>een Insisting 
that such n condition could uot last, 
hut the treasury depart un it reports 
for February show the contrary. They 
show a heavy Increase In our exports 
nud also u heavy decrease In our im­
ports.

For tho month of February, 18D8, the 
exports of merchandise amounted to 
$04,081,017, ns compar'd with $70,821.- 
080 for February, 1807, being a gain of 
$15,150,031. Imports for February, 
181)8, were $53,082,117, a decrease of 
over pi,000,000 as compared with Feb­
ruary, 1807, and leaving an excess of 
exjwrtg for the month of $41,808,INN), 
against an excess amounting to $20,- 
583,700 for February of Inst year.

For tho eight months ending Febru­
ary, 1898—seven full months and n 
fraction of the eighth month being tlie 
period of the operation of the Dlngley 
law—the total exports of merchandise 
were $813,070,071, against $704,008,213 
for the same period a year ago, a gain 
of $78,071,858 for the Dlngley law 
period.

For the same period the Imports were 
$303,708,Odd# ngalust $422,515,301, be­
ing a decrease of $28,800,428 In the 
gross volume of Imports. The excess 
of exports over Imports for the eight 
months Is $410,001,105, ns compared 
with »n excess of $.'112,482,810 for the 
eight mouths ending with February, 
1807.

The net gain in the excess of exports 
orer Imports during the eight months 
of the Dlngley law period us contrasted 
with the corresponding period n yenr 
ago amounts to $107,178,280. Otherwise 
suited, the Dlngley law has In less than 
eight months swelled our trade bnlanec 
to $410,001,105, and has scored n gain 
of $107,178,280 ever the trade balance 
of the equivalent eight months of the 
Wllsou-Gonnnn law period of the pre­
ceding fiscal yenr.

No other country can produce such a 
showing ns that made by the United 
States uuder the policy of protection In­
telligently applied. Free trade England 
preseuts a striking contrast In this re­
spect. Returns for January, 1808, pub­
lished In the latest Issue of the London 
"Chamber of Commerce Journal," 
show that during that month British 
Import* hnvo Increased $704,110 ns 
compared with January, 1807, while for 
January, 1808, the exports of produce 
and manufactures have fallen off $2,- 
<i4,l(i0 ns compared with tho same 
month a yenr ago. The excess of Im­
ports over exports for January, 1808, 
amounted to $103,425,405, or at the 
rate or over $1,200,000,(KM) for the year.

Trade returns of Austria-Hungary 
for the year 1807 show au Increase in 
Imports of 54,545,553 florins, while the 
exjKirls have decreased 027,007 florins, 
as compared with 1800.

A similar story Is told by Frauce for 
the month of January, the increase of 
lni|>orls amounting to 13,100,000 francs, 
while the exports fell off 1,840,000 
francs.

Germany makes the best showing of 
any European nation, but still far from 
equal to that of the Uulted States. For 
the year 1807 Germany's Import*, In­
cluding precious mctula, were lu value 
$1,208,222,000, an Increase of $08,735,- 
000 over 1800, and her exports were 
$047,032,000, being $10,577,250 more 
than lu 1800,

No country enjoys tho jwoulhir com­
mercial advantage possessed by the 
United States—that of exporting lu 
eight months $810,070,071 of her sur­
plus products, while Importing but 
$303,708,000 of the products of other na­
tions. Such Is the record made by the 
United States uuder the Dlngley tariff.

There are dozens of 
trusts In England, where free trade 
prevails; there arc a number hi the 
United Htates, where the Dluglcy law 
is now operating.

SNAKES OF THE VERDIGRIS.

LI# About Loon#, and Apt to gtriki
a t Any Time,i

"He** a mean snake, the water Woe- 
ensiu—cottonmouth* we call them lu 
Kansas, Is'eause tlie Inside of his 
mouth U white like cotton." said .1. F. 
Hildreth, once of Lawrence, Kan. 
“He’s meaner than the rattlesnake, for 
lie strike* without warning; and i f  ho 
is not so deadly It I* because he Is 
•nuiller—can't load his poison gland up 
with so much venom, lie 1* bad 
enough, lying round ns lie doe* In paths 
In the swamps; and in fan Southern 
rivers wherever a log lies iKi-Mly In the 
water you are likely to find a pair of 
moccodn* sunning HiemsidveH tqmn It.

“I got an hhn of the number of tli"<o 
reptiles that can Inhabit a stretch of 
river side by wtiat I saw ouec down In 
the Verdigris valley, in Ho'itlicusicm 
Kansas. It was thirty years ago, Ihc 
fore the country thcrontxiut* was uuieli 
settled by white |s>oplc. It was lu tho 
early spring, nud 1 was there with a 
wagon taking up young tree* for trans­
planting. I had a negro Isty "  i ’i mo 
for hel(ier, and one day as I Jogged my 
horse along the river bank, looking out 
ns I drove for likely saplings, I sent 
the boy to dig up a young tree that 
stood by a ledge Jutting into the val­
ley, about fifty yards from*the water, 
lie started but stopped when lie got 
uear the lodge.

“ ‘Golly, boss! dassn’t go dar,' lie  
called to me. *De place is plumb 
squirmin' wif snakes.'

“A negro dreads a snake as much ns 
a monkey does, nml Is npt to take fright 
at a false alarm. But I thought 1 would 
go up and see what the l>oy had found. 
I left tlie team nml went to where ho 
was, and—well, there were snakes, as 
he said, nml to spare. Such a sight I 
had never seen or Imagined. In tho 
face of the ledge was a deep crevice, 
and, the day being warm, the cotton 
mouths Mint lmd denned up thcro 
through the winter were crawling out 
into the warmth of the suu. Most of 
them, on coming out from the ledge, 
crawled to join their fellows in a great 
hull of snakes that had formed on tho 
ground a few paces from the crevlcc. 
It was ns large ns a half-bushel busker. 
Others of the Rmikes were lying about 
on the ground and were hardly to bo 
distinguished among the dead leaves. 
The hoy nml I picked up sticks and 
stones nml for a full half hour pelted 
the ball of snake's. They did not try to 
get away, but ns often as one of our 
missiles struck among them every head 
would dan out mid the mouths open 
white, 'Jess like a cotton field at pickin' 
time,' the l>oy said, and he expressed It 
precisely.

“The young negro got a scare that 
spoiled ills fuu u bit. Ue picked up 
wnat lie thought was a dead stick, and 
dropped It with a yell as It bent up to­
ward ids hand, opening up white r.t 
the end ns It did so. Luckily he had 
takcu It by the right end, ami the snake 
being half torpid, did not strike at once 
with its fungs, so the l>oy was able to 
let go In time to save himself. We 
killed a considerable number of tlm 
snakes, as we could tell by their being 
east out of the hall by the others as 
fast as they were disabled.

“At last we left off our snake killing 
nud weut on. A half mile up the creek 
a score or more of razor-back hogs 
wero rootlug among the trees for last 
year's mast. Hceiug them the idea oc­
curred to me of slurtlng them down 
the river bank to the Imlge, for there 
Is nothing that a Houtlicru hog likes 
better to-eat than a snake—as for Its 
venom, ho pays no attention whatever 
to It, being apparently poison-proof. 
Tho hoy und I left the wagon, and with 
boiuo trouble drove the lings down to 
the ledge, After tho foremost came to 
where the snakes wore they did not 
need any driving. To make tho story 
short, lu a very few minutes they cleur- 
ed tho ground of ull the snakes lu 
sight, and wero nosing nlmut the ledge 
for more. I reckon that the crop of 
cottoumouths must have lH*eii ilfin the 
next summer uloug the Verdigris."—

No other country hi th« 
world has such a js'cullar “forest" 
growth, and It U said to bo next to im­
possible to work Ihe odd-shaped bhs'k* 
into fuel, biH'aUKc n is (lerfroily devoid 
of “grain," ami npiienr* to lie iioMtliig 
but u twisted ma** of woody fiber.

The work of printing tho general cat­
alogue of tho British Muioum Library, 
which was Inaugurated by tho Into Sir 
Kdwnrd Bond, will be completed, K la 
ho]>ed, at tho openlug of the twentieth 
century, The catalogue Is t|»o largest 
compilation of its klud In the world.

Oouoorulug Corkscrews.
A man who wondered how the twist 

got Into the corkscrew found, of course, 
that tt was put there by machinery, 
sod he learned also that such Improve­
ments have been made In this country 
lu recent years lu the manufacture of 
corkscrews that, whereas formerly tbe 
greater pari of the corkscrew* need 
here were Imported from Europe, now 
nearly all the corkscrews used In this 
country are made here, and the produc­
tion amounts to mlllons annually, for 
there are few article* of more common 
use.

There Is now made a corkscrew with 
the octew part of steel wire aud the 
handle of wood, s  very rê >ec!t&bk> sort 
of a corkscrew, that Is produced so 
cheaply that It can bo sold at retail for 
five cento, with a  Tory fair margin of 
profit Corkscrews run from that up 
la price. There are now sold great num­
bers of corkscrews that are made, han­
dle and all, of & single piece of toed 
wire. There Is a  Uny little corkscrew 
that Is put up with patent medicines, a 
corkscrew with every bottle. This sort 
of wire corkscrew has for a  handle a 
little loop or hoop juat big enough to 
put a finger through. 14 la a  Uttto bit 
of a corkscrew, but perfectly effective 
for tbe use for which It la intended. 
If one bought a dozen bottles of a prep­
aration with which aucta corkscrews 
are packed he would get a dozen cork- 
•crews, but he need not fear that he la 
getting more than his share, or that he 
ought to return some of them, for they 
are produced at a  coet that seems mar- 
velouriy small, even when the wonder­
ful results obtained by tbe aid of ma­
chinery are taken Into account.

There Is a corkscrew that Is attached 
to a spoon. With such a spoon there 
Is never any trouble about getting the 
cork out of the madldne bottle. There 
are various kinds of pocket corkscrew*. 
Including the folding corkscrews, In 
which the screw port, turning on a piv­
ot, term back into a  triangular-shaped 
handle. There to also a folding cork­
screw whose handle, made In two 
ports, folds down on either side over 
the screw. There are corkscrews whose 
•crew part, when not In use, to screwed 
Into a tube, which, passed through an 
eye at tbe upper end of tho screw, 
serve* as a handle when the corkscrew 
touted.
