CEVERA’S FLEET DES. 
TROYED.

End of War in Sight.

It U seini-aKleiaily stdted that our 
government U advised that Spain will 
sue for poflC'j within the next three or 
four days.

Santiago will doubtless capitulate 
without further lighting.

Camara's fleet—Spains only—is at 

Suez, excepting three tor|>edo boats 
that have returned to Cadi/.,

The total destruction of C'orvaru's 
fleet, of which so much has been ex* 
pected on tho Spanish side, and tho 
capture of Us commanding officers and 

crews, is a body blow and must result 
In haste ning the end of the war. The 
work was accomplished with a loss of 

but one man on our side.
Following Is the official dispatch to 

tho navy department a t Washington 
under date of July 3:

This morning the Spanish squadron, 
seven in all, including ono gunboat, 
came out of Santiago in a column and 
was totally destroyed within an hour, 
excepting the Cristobal Colon, which 
was chased forty-tteo miles tot!. >•:vest- 
ward by the commander-in-chief and 
the Brooklyn, Oregon and Texas, sur­
rendering to the Brooklyn, but was 
beached to prevent sinking.

“None of our officers or men were in­
jured, except on board the Brooklyn 
the chief yeoman was killod und one 
man wounded.

“ Admiral Cervcra and all bis com­
manding officers, excepting of the 
Oquendo, about seventy officials and 
sixteen hundred men, are prisoners. 
About 350 were killed or drowned and 
100 were wounded; the latter are be­
ing eared for on the Solace and Oli­
vette.

“Have just arrived off Suntiago In 
the Marblehead to take charge while 
the commander-in-chief Is looking for 
the Cristobal Colon. (Signed) Watson.”

On the 5th tho Spanish cruiser Al- 
phonso XII was destroyed while try­
ing to run the Havana blockade. 
The ship is a total losa.

The curlscr Helna Mercedes has also 
been sunk, which disposes of all avail­
able ships and boats of tho Spaulsh 
navy In American waters.

Tho i'oal power of Spanish force has 
already beeu broken and if there ever 
v.’us a questiou as to tho early triumph
of tho American forces, none remains 
now.

Klondike's Poor Outlook.

The first steamer to arrive from 81. 
Michaels with gold dust and news from 
Dawson direct, Is the tug New Kag- 
land. This boat touched ut Nanaimo 
on July Son her way to Keuttle from 
tho Yukon river, and O. If. Kt. Denis 
took tbo opportunity to post to Van­
couver eotno interesting particulars of 
tho stuto of affairs In tbo Klondike 
region, und on tho great gold river 
Yukon itiolf. He says;

“There Is a great deal of sickness in 
Dawson, the death rule being three to 
four dally. Typhoid pneumonia and 
scurvy are tho prevailing ailments. 
The bospitat aud church at Dawson 
were burned down June 4.

“It was reported that there are 10,- 
n00 claims recorded and only about 
1S00 are on a paying basis. It Is esti­
mated that from $$10,000,000 to $40,000,- 
000 will come out of the country this 
spring. A good part of this will be 
composed of last year's output. Out- 
coming miners say that new miners 
will have to go to entirely new ground 
for diggings. Many claims aroobtaln- 
able for $30, The poll tax ut Dawson 
is $45, dog tax $5 and a miners license 
rests $10.

“All sick people will have the llrst 
ehanee to 'go  on the first boat fur St. 
Michaels. At Como the pasKeiigor* of 
lug New Knglund |m sen ted ('apt. 
Joyce with a targe gold nugget from 
Klondike.

“On account of high water the river 
steamer* were driven high and dry on 
Ibe hanks of the Yukon/’

July 4th was celebrated in this city 
In nn appropriate manner. W ith tbo 
rolling away of the clouds early In the 
morning began the nrrlval of tho peo* 
pie from al! parts of tho county to No- 
gaunce to spend tho day. I t was a 
large crowd, well behaved and well en­
tertained und to those who hud charge 
of the uffulrs is due tho sincere thanks 
of our people for the excellent manner 
in which everything was conducted. 
Tbeduywa* rendered more glorious 
by the good news that was flushed over 
tho wires quite early In the morning— 
the news that Sampson had annihilated 
Admiral CVrvom's entire fleet and 
that our troops were about to capture 
Santiago. In honor of this all the bells 
and whistles in the city were set in 
motion at 0:30 o'clock and continued 
for five mloutes, causing all true 
Americans to exhllernto und better 
ffl them to properly observe the day.

At 10 o'clock tin  grand jHtrade 
took place and was a very creditable 
one. The floats were very good and 
suggestive of tho occasion, but to des­
cribe them here would take up too 
mueh space. Returning to tbo band 
stand la the city square the exercises 
as laid down iu the program were car­
ried out and attentively listened to by 
a vast assemblage. Following prayer 
by Rev. Robert Wood, Mayor Kirk­
wood delivered the following brief ad­
dress:
F r ie n d s  and  F e l l o w  C it iz e n s :

We are assembled here 
to-day to eeleb’ate the 123d annivers­
ary of the bln lay of American Inde­
pendence, and i am glad to meet you 
all here to assist fa honoring the any. 
We cannot honor our country with too 
deep a  reverence. We cannot love 
her with an affection too pure and 
fervent, and we cannot serve her with 
nn energy of purpose or a  faithfulness 
of zeal too steadfast or too ardent, and 
showing the sincerity of our intentions 
wo lay aside all other duties uud have 
Invited our friends and neighbors from 
the surrounding country to join with 
us this day In doing honor to the oc­
casion. It is hardly necessary for me 
to bid you welcome, but 1 um hero for 
that purpose and in behalf of the citi­
zens of Negaunee I greet you all aod 
bid you a  hearty, sincere welcome, and 
I hopo you will enjoy your visit with 
us and I  have no fears that the citizens 
of Negaunee will uot aid you by kind 
acts und their proverbial hospitality 
to do so. 1 have only a  few more 
words to say, and seeing these old 
friends, the veterans of the army who 
over thirty years ago, showed their 
love of country by act and deed, and 
to whom we must give credit for sav­
ing the union and perpetuating alt un­
der one flag and one government. I 
do here publicly thank them for their 
gift to the city of tbo flag pole which 
they raised and from which the em­
blem they fought for will henceforth 
wave, and ! hope the city authorities 
will always remember from whom the 
gift came, and that as in the course of 
human events “Taps” Is sounded call­
ing awuy ooe by one of these honored 
veterans to tbut place where peace Is 
eternal, tills pole with flag will proper­
ly Indicate that the patriotism of the 
old soldier Is still remembered. Now 
fellow citizens, I um almost through, 
but I cannot puss without saying that 
there are young hero?* who are now at 
tills moment fighting the battles of 
our country iu foreign climes, while 
wo ure here celebrating-ail honor to 
our brave bovs who are ut the trout— 
and, follow citizens, join me in the 
sentiment by giving three cheers for 
the army uud navy of the United 
Stutes, may their efforts always ho
crowned with victory}tnd success.........
I thank you, for your attention und 
now introduce Mr. Theodore Thorcn 
who will read the declaration of inde­
pendence, and I bespeak for him your 
attention.

The entire amount of the ap­
propriations placed a t  tba disposal of 
naval constructorsteaboutlfiCOAMMJOG 
Cramp of Philadelphia baa returned 
from Russia with contracts for a  bat­
tleship of 12,500 tons, carrying four 
12-iucb guns and O-Inch rapid fire 
guns, and an armored cruiser of 0,000 
tona with twelve 0-lnch rapid fire guns 
and 23 knots speed, the battleship to 
hare a  speed of IS knots. Both these 
vessels will be able to steam from Pe­
tersburg to Port Arthur without re­
coaling. I t Is sufficiently evident from 
the award of this contract to an  Amer­
ican builder that Russia does not anti­
cipate any trouble with the United 
Btntes. It Is also announced that the 
battleships Poltava, Sevastopol, and 
IVtropautovsk, each of 10,000 tons, 
will bo ready for their final trials this 
year. Four more battleships, the 
Prince Potemkin* Tavrltchesky, Gram* 
obol, Diana, and Aurora, are approach­
ing completion. Three battleships a n  
building on the Neva, as well as 
twelve torpedo boat destroyers destin­
ed for Vladivostok and Port Arthur. 
Tito General ApraxJne, a  coast defense 
Ironclad, and the battleship Rostislav 
will also soon be ready. AU these ves­
sels, except those awarded to the 
Cramps, were ordered five or six je a n  
ago and tlio appropriation mentioned 
above will be expended upon new ves­
sels. A new feature of construction Is 
ordered which should bo considered 
by our own builders—namely: sheath­
ing tho steel with wood and covering 
the wood with copper so th a t they 
can remain at sea a year without being 
cleaned.

The fit. Petersburg correspondent of 
the Loudeu Standard shows bow tho 
war between fipnln and the United 
States has tended to tiring close togeth­
er Great Britain and Russia.

That salaries and wages are govern­
ed by tho profits of business has been 
a  commonplace of political economy; 
but of late an interposing factor has 
been unusually demonstrative In the 
character and disposition of the em­
ployer. There are Instances where a  
sharing of a portion of tho profits of 
business has made employes more will­
ing, regular and useful. There have 
been counter instances where the em­
ployer's hardness has kept his work­
men Irritable and unhappy, to his In­
jury as well os to theirs. Strikes are 
not Infrequcutly brought on or aggra­
vated by lbe arrogance or lack of sym­
pathy of employers, and there la reaeon 
to believe Umt a comparatively recent 
costly and bloody outbreak would not 
have taken place had not the superin­
tendent met the representatives of the 
workingmen with curse* instead of 
conciliation. Workmen are too fre­
quently liasty In action, and reckless 
and unreasonable In their demands. 
Ordinarily, however. If they are met 
In a spirit of conciliation, the first Im­
pulse of self-assertion soon exhausts It­
self. Reason to some extent then seeks 
control. At this polut candid state­
ment* by tho employer will ordinarily 
bo candidly received. By them the 
wagfrcarners may be made to get more 
dearly the condition* that regulate 
wages, and which, wisely or unwisely 
heeded, make to their employers tlio 
difference between loss and a  reason­
able profit that Is as Justly the employ­
er's due as are reasonable wages to the 
wage-earner. Of course tho cordial ac­
quiescence In the statements made d»  
pends wholly on their belief In tlM 
truthfulness and moral Integrity of 
their employers. Hard, grasping em­
ployers are always distrusted. They 
simply reap what they have

Convict Labor oa tbo Highway*
A few years ago the State of Now 

Tork adopted a  new system for the cm 
ployment of the labor of Its convicts. 
I t was decided to employ that labor In 
two channels only—the producing of 
clothing, food and other supplies for 
Inmates of State penal and charitable 
Institutions, and the Improvement of 
the public highways. A committee of 
the Legislature of that 8tate appointed 
to Investigate tlie working of the MW 
system has made public Its report, and 
It may he safely asserted tha t New 
York has come nearer tho solution of 
the convict labor problem than any 
other State. While the convicts hare 
been kept employed, It lute been In lines 
that have not seriously Interfered with 
free labor, while a t the same time the 
profits have been of such a natore that 
all cRIaens share alike In the benefit*

In Michigan the convict a t work In a 
penal Institution Is a  competitor with 
free labor in any line In which be Is 
employed, while the profits of his labor 
go to the party or firm which contracts 
to employ him, and not to tbo people 
who are taxed to support such Institu­
tions. The convict, working oh such 
contracts, Is more of a  menace to tbo 
laboring man employed in factories 
than If be was a t large, for he will 
sooner or later affect the value of bis 
labor. We have always maintained 
that convict labor should be employed 
In such directions as will not bring It 
Into competition with free skilled to 
bor, and that the profits of such labor 
should go to the State, not to the lndl 
vidual who contracts for such labor. 
Road building to certainly a  11m  of 
work tn which convicts can be safely 
employed, because It will Interfere less 
with other labor than any other avoca­
tion In which they can he employed, 
and the benefits of good roads can bo 
enjoyed by nearly all classes of cftl 
sens.

Labor unions have been trying for 
yean  to have the present system of 
contracting the labor of convicts to 
manufacturing concerns abolished, on 
the ground that It gives such concerns 
an unfair advantage, and tends to low 
er wages In sny industry la which such 
labor Is employed. They are surely 
right In their position on this question. 
—Michigan Farmer.

Cave of Highway*.
We have not bod time to learn by 

actual experience as much about road 
care as wo have concerning the con 
•traction of highways, but thtegwrt of 
tbo work must not be considered of less 
Importance, writes A. A, Pope, In the 
Outlook. Dralnago Is essential both for 
surface and for nnderstrncture, and yet 
great care should be taken to so ar­
range the grades as to avoid deep wash 
outs on the surface or the loosening of 
tbo foundation.

Hodges of sufficient growth to protect 
the surface of the road from the vio­
lence of the wind will do a good deal to 
retain the dust, which plays so Import­
ant a  part In bolding together the lay­
ers of broken stone. Country byways, 
whore the shoulders of a  regularly con­
structed macadam way of narrow 
width a n  allowed to grow over with a 
thick covering of turf, will more firmly 
bold themselves and tbo roadlwd In 
pises by preventing the rutting of tho 
sorfkce at the turnout places for wag­
ons and by retaining In the roots of 
the grass sufficient moisture to assist In 
cementing the whole Into a  solid mass.

Victories of American Nary*
At the bcglnnlug of the war of the 

revolution there woo no American 
navy. However, the continental priva­
teer* managed to capture about 800 
English vessels and 12,000 prisoner*, 
500 of them soldlera In conte of the bent 
English regiments. In the two years* 
naval war with France tho fighting 
was all done l>y the uavy, which cap* 
tuicd 80 of the euemy's vessels aud 
about .1,000 men. The wars with the 
Harluiry pirates were also brought to 
a satisfactory end by the unaided ef­
forts of the navy, the United Htntos se­
curing privileges not granted to Euro­
pean powers. It was In the war of 
1812, however, that qur navy won Its 
greatest victory by whipping the Brit­
ish after It had defeated the combined 
sea forces of tho world. Over 1,500 
British ships were taken and over 20,- 
000 British seamen were made prison­
ers. Flually In the Mexican war, 
though there was hot much chance for 
naval co-operation with the land forces, 
wlieu the chauce did come at Vera 
Crus the navy took It.

It Is not necessary to detail all the 
victories of the American unvy to prove 
Its efficiency. The uiore Important are 
aufficlent, ami such names as Paul 
Joues, Oliver Haaanl Perry, Lawreuee 
and the others who won Hie victories 
ought to he enough to Inspire their suc­
cessors to their l>e*t and bravest deeds.

The first naval engagement of the 
revolution was off Machlos, Me., when 
the British armed schooner Margarctta 
was whipped and captured. After that 
followed a long list of minor engage­
ments, In which Esck Hopkins, first 
comnmndcr-lii-chlef of the uavy, took a 
numticr of English ships. The edge of 
these victories was dulled n KUle, how­
ever, by the defeat of the American 
fleet, on I*nke Champlain under Bene­
dict Arnold.

And then camo tho first prominent 
appearance of Captain John Paul 
Jones, who In tho old Providence pick­
ed up flftccu British prises late In 'TO. 
In April, *78, he made that daring at­
tack on Whitehaven, and In September, 
'79, defented the English ship Sernpls 
In the German Ocean with the Bon- 
htmme Richard (named after “Poor 
Richard," or Benjamin Franklin), 
which sank the next day.

The two Important battles la the 
naval war with France wore fought by 
the good old frigate Constellation, un­
der Commodore Truxton. The first of 
these was off St. Kitts, on island in 
the West Indian group, where, after 
an hour's fighting, Tuxton compelled 
the French frigate LTusurgwito to 
strike her colors. In February, 17011, 
that was, A year Inter the same vessel 
mid the same commander administered 
a drubbing to tho French lift Venguuce, 
but allowed her to escape lu a squall.

In tho war with the ftarlmry States 
the capture of the American ship Phil­
adelphia and Its subsequent destruc­
tion by Decatur and the bombardment 
of Tripoli by Commodore Preble were 
the Important engagements. The first 
wus a serious loss, hat the bombard­
ment was sufficient to secure Ameri­
can shipping against the raids of the 
Barbary pirates,

The war of 1812 was productive of a 
number of glorious American victories, 
The first of these, after numerous pre­
liminary skirmishes, came on Aug. 19, 
when the frigate Constitution (now the 
Newport school ship), under Isaac 
Hull, captured the British frigate 
Guerrlere. lu the aext mouth Lfeuteu- 
ant Elliott enptured the brlga Detroit 
ami Uahilonla from under the guns of 
Fort Erie, tho latter afterward serving 
In Perry's licet. It was only a few 
days later that the frigate United 
Htatcs eninured the British Macedonia 
off Madeira, the British loss M ug KM 
and the American eleven, A couple of 
mouths Inter the Constitution captured 
the llrltlsh ship Java off llrasll, and lu 
February of INKl the American sloop 
Hornet stung und captured the British 
Peacock.

Rut after that came a defeat, the de­
feat of Lawrence lu Ihc Chcsu|H*ukc by 
flu* British frigate Hhaiiiion. It was 
the "Don't-glve-up-thmslilp" Lawrence, 
and lu this engagement lie was mortal­
ly wounded. For Itifilctliig flu* defeat 
tin* frewlom of Ismdoii was voted to 
Cnptulu Broke, the English eomumud* 
cr, and a fine sword was itresontcd to 
him. The defeat was not tong tin- 
uvenged. however, for a couple of 
months after Ca|dalii William Henry 
Allen lit the sloop Argus captured tin* 
British sloop IVIUnn In the English 
channel, and a mouth laler the Ameri­
can Enterprise took the Boxer.

Then came Perry's victory, the "We- 
havc-met-tho-cncniy-atiri-thoy-are-ours" 
victory over tin* English Ifi*ct in Lake 
Eric. Hlx vessel* were the prim* In this 
ctigugciiieut, a sad less lo England, an 
encouraging lift to (he United mates, 
And then the shstp IVn«NM*k, which the 
Amretcati* had fitkcn fnmi the British, 
was used lo capture another British 
ship, tin* brig Kiwrvler, off the coast of 
Wales. Tin* prlxo was sold for $.VMSHi, 
and $1 IH.tSMt In s|NN*le was fottnd on 
Is'iti'd. Tills was the first good victory 
of 1814, It was soon foltoW4N| by an­
other, when the American Wasp cap­
tured the Uetndeor. Imter she t«M»k the 
British Atlanta, blit soon after dlsa)h 
pcarial, uo one knows bow, but for­
ever.

Amt next the smmd battle of Lake 
Champlain, an Aincrlcnn victory tbls 
time, when Commodore Thomas Mc­
Donough, with fourteen vessel# ami 
slghty-slx gnus, defeatist the British

fleet of sixteen vessels and ninety-all 
guns under George Downlc. Fifty-two 
killed and as many wounded wns tbs 
American loss, the British twlco a t 
much.

The first anvnl struggle of 1815 
brought an American defeat, the Presi­
dent, under Decatur, being captured by 
a British fleet Just out of New York 
harbor. A month later tho Constitution 
captured the British frigate Cyane and 
the brig Levant, and three days after 
the Hornet, under Captain Nicholas 
Biddle, captured the British Penguin 
off the coast of BraiU. This was the 
last naval battle of the war of 1812, 
and practically the last American naval 
battle with say foreign foe.

That is not by any means a full rec­
ord of the American naval victoria* 
but enough of them have been given to 
show the quality of American fighting 
ou the sea. If the navy now can do as 
well there will be little danger of de­
feat In any threatened trouble.—Cam­
eron, In Chicago Tlmes-IIerold.

Mrs, Hayoa sad the Votriwa*
A group of visitors entering unan­

nounced the Blue Room at the White 
House about twenty years ago were 
surprised to find the beautiful mistress 
of the place on her knees upon the floor, 
needle aud thread lu baud, while before 
her stood a feeble old soldier InHbe uni­
form of on orderly sergeant.

The callers were about to retire, when 
Mrs. Hayes caught sight of them and 
begged them to remain. She rose from 
the floor, shook hands warmly with the 
old man, and skillfully parrying his 
thanks and assuring him that his uni­
form wns now whole, handed him over 
to the care of her son.

The story Is one of many of her kind­
ly, sclf-uncousclous acts. One of her 
family, vlsltlog the hospital In Wash- 
iugtou, had examined the Hat of soldiers 
received there, aud discovered one vet­
eran of the war of 1812 who had pgrtlcl- 
pfttinl in the defense of Fort Stephen* 
sou, at Freiuout, Ohio, tho homo of the 
Hayes family.

It was a notable battle when, under 
Major George Crogluin, a youth of 21 
years, 109 men, having but a  single 
small cannou, defeated 500 English sol­
diers aud 800 Indian warriors; and this 
wns followed by Perry's famous victory 
on Lake Erie a month later.

Au act was passed by Congress that 
the old survivor, who bad since served 
many years lu the regular army, should 
Ik* created an orderly sergeant. Then a 
liuiforui was ordered for him, and word 
was left that a t a certain time the Pres­
ident's carriage would call for him and 
take blui to a photographer.

But tho old man, trembling with 
weakness and excitement, had discov­
ered that the stripes for tho seam of 
the trousers had been seut loose, to bo 
used a t the wearer's discretion, and, 
greatly troubled, he had begged to be 
driven first to the White House.

There In tho Blue Room, tho scone of 
so nmuy brilliant receptions, he had 
poured out his grievance, and Mrs, 
llnycs had promptly assured him that 
she herself would sew them on.

A work-box was sent for, and It was 
In tho act of flulshlng tho stripe a t the 
foot that the visitors had found tho 
first Indy of tho laud, and seen the min­
gled pride ami delight of the old veteran 
its he turned to leave her.

I t wns little, this thing sho bad done. 
"Nothing," she herself said, gaily, but 
It transformed the rest of life for an old 
man.

"How good you are!" exclaimed a 
young girl who Imd witnessed tho scone 
lu tho Blue Room,

"Oh, uo," she returned, "I am not 
good; but I do try," she added, more 
seriously, "to do unto others ns I would 
have them do uuto me."—Youth's Com­
panion.

On# of tbs Oddltlss of War.
A man who left the army with the 

rank of colonel told an Interesting little 
Incident of his own experience In the 
last war at the Uulted Service Club; 
"1 was a Junior In an Eastern college 
when ihe war broke out," ho said, "and 
like mildly of my classmates I went to 
tho front. I secured a commission as 
a nontenant In a company that went 
from my home, and one of my most 
cherlshMl tsmsesslona wns my college 
fratim lty pin.

H E A T  A N D  C LO T H IN G .

EFFEOTS OF DIFFERENT TARIFF 
POLICIES OONTRASTEO.

Export# of Am#rlc#n Cattle Decreased
and Their Price Went Down Under
the Wlleoa Lew, While Import* of
Wool end Woolen Goode Increased,

Poets Ks plods Theorise.
Facts sometimes explode theories. 

People differ very much upon theories 
of protection nud free trade, tariff for 
revenue, with lucldental protection, 
and other theories.

Tho effect of Democratic and Repub­
lican policies upon the cattle Interests 
are not questions of theory. A t the 
time the McKluley bill was passed 
there was a  very slight duty upon tko 
importation of cattlo In tho United 
States, and we were Importing from 
foreign people from 59,099 to 100,009 
head annually. The McKinley blit Itn- 
poaed a  tax or duty of $10 per band 
upon cattlo Imported from foreign 
countries Into tho Uulted States. The 
result Is plainly shown. Under tho 
last three years of the McKinley bill 
we Imported 7,058 head of cattle, most­
ly for breeding purposes. We export­
ed 1,040,077 head. Thf number of cat­
tle In the United States under Presi­
dent Harrison's administration and 
the operation of the McKinley bill In­
creased In number 2,704,520 head. Un­
der three years of the McKinley bill 
we exported 1,033,739 head of cattle 
more' than wo Imported. Prices re­
mained good, the cattlo Industry was 
stimulated, wo reduced our Imports, 
Increased our exports, aud largely 
built up our own herds. We did busi­
ness for ourselves In raising, fatten­
ing and exporting cattle.

In addition to this the activity given 
to other industries of the United States 
under the McKinley bill produced an 
enormous demand for first-class beef 
a t home, and the cattle Industry was 
In a fair way to success. All this was 
changed by the election of n Demo­
cratic administration aud the enact­
ment of tho Wilson bill.

Under the Wilson hill the tax o r duty 
uikw Imported cattle wns Inrgely re­
moved, and we began buying them 
from foreign countries. During the 
last three years' operation under tho 
Wilson bill we Imported <100,584 head 
of cattle, and exported 1,090373 head. 
Under the McKinley bill our exports 
of cattle, over and above the Imports, 
were 1,038,780 head. Under the Wil­
son hill they were only {100,789, while 
under President Harrlsou's adminis­
tration the number of cattle Increased 
In the United States 2,704320 head. 
Under the administration of President 
Cleveland and tho oimrntlon of the 
Wilson hill cattlo In the United States 
decreased In uumlwr 0,740,437 head, 
while the price went down. Under the 
one bill our cattle Industry wns stimu­
lated and prospered, with good prices. 
Under tho other policy tho cattlo In­
dustry wns depressed, calves were 
slaughtered, men went out of business, 
and prices wont down.

The same policy had tho same effect 
upon tho sheep Industry. During the 
administration of President Harrison 
sheep In the United States Increased in 
numbers 4,074,474 and lu value $34,208,- 
895, Under the administration of Presi­
dent Cleveland and tho Wilson hill 
sheep In tho United States decreased 
In number 10,154,910 aud la vnlua <00,- 
741,520. During the same time' the val­
ue of all claases of furm animals In the 
Uulted States decreased In value In 
the enormous sum of $828,192,080.

Which policy do tho people Interested 
In tho production of cattle and sheep 
prefer? You have the results of both. 
You will have an opportunity of ex­
pressing your satisfaction with either 
one a t the comlug election,

While our own sheep Industry wns 
depressed and the price of wool re­
markably low, the people of the United 
States Imported shoddy with which to 
clothe themselves In enormous quanti­
ties. Our Importations of foreign wool 
IncreasiNl from 0,107,438 under tin* Mc­
Kinley bill to 17,974,515 tinder the Wil­
son hill, while our IniiHirtiitJon* of 
woolen good* IncreasiNl lu round moil- 
1x*rs $37,000,04X1 In ouo year, Under 
tlu* McKinley bill we produced nud sidd 
to mir own pi*oplo their own meal, ihelr 
own wiNden good* and clothing. Under 
the Wilson bill we deslroyiNl our Hocks 
mid herds, turned our fiocknmsicjn mid 
herders out of employment, mid tHuiglit 
ntcut and clothing, wool mid shoddy 
front foreign comitries.

Kffsctlvsly Protsctsd.
After nil iillmviinee Is made for the 

disturbance which the present war 1ms 
made In our trade conditions the de­
cline In ottr Imports front Bradford 
from £1.227,483 in 1807 to £77,on* In 
JH08 Is hound to excite surprise, Thu 
McKinley law was considered to Imvo 
diNilt a very severe blow to the textile 
manufacturing interests of Bradford, 
but we find that tin* April, (non, lm- 
IMirl* from that center were only iilwiut 
30 per edit, ns large its those for the 
smite month in 1803. when the law Just 
referred to wns In full operation. The 
conclusion Is inevltulde, therefore, that 
the Dluglcy tariff will do all that the 
McKinley measure did In the way of 
protecting American Indusirlc* and 
even more. Our textile mn unfa "Mirers 
have ndmlttcd repeatedly that the 
earlier net wns the occasion of great 
pros|M*rlty to them, consequently, 
other things being mpial, a bright fu­
ture should await them, o f  coarse, 
the Bradford mamifaciiircrs are not 
going to relinquish Oils mark-t with­
out n dcsjN-ritte struggle, but neither 
did they after tile passage of the Mc­
Kinley law. If they have gained In 
efficiency since their former experi­
ence, so have we. The American man­
ufacturer m«ed* to In* nh*rt, but If lie 
is leaving nothing to chance he la 
pretty »ur« to find that tho present

tariff policy of this country Is calcu­
lated to take care of Ills foreign com­
petitor for him.—American Wool and 
Cottou Reporter.

Tho Death o f Free f  liver.
It requires no very close reading of 

the signs of the times to see that tho 
American people have decided finally 
aud permanently ugulust tree sliver. 
The verdict of 1800 has been over­
whelmingly sustained by the successive 
elections of 1897 and 1898, although 
these latter have been confined to a  
very few States. Last year a district 
fight was made In Iowa, when Demo­
crat*, Populists and silver Republicans 
combined to opposo tho Republican 
party ujx>n this single Istie, Tile result 
was that Governor Shaw was elected 
liy a triumphant majority over alb and 
since then the sliver question Is consid­
ered dcml In that State. In Ohio the Is­
sue* were mixed with personalities, but 
notwithstanding tbls the sound money 
men carried the Mate, and no one now 
question* that on a clear-cut issue Ohio 
would go for the gold standard. H its 
year the first State to vote Is Oregon, 
and agnlust every disadvantage of an 
off year It has decided In favor of the 
gold standard by a  majority that la un­
precedented even for a  Presidential 
year.

The Oregonians ore tired of this con­
stant clack about silver, aud of "doing 
something" for a metal that In tho na­
ture of things can only be useful In the 
proportion that It la valuable. The Ore- 
gon election ought to bo a  lesson to the 
present Senate. If the lukewarm Re­
publican sllverltes know when they are 
well off they ought to scramhlo to get 
under cover.—Chicago Tlmes-Herald.

It Bothers the Theorlete*
Theorists who Insist that protection 

Is destructive of foreign trade will find 
themselves bothered to explain the In­
crease In Amerlcau manufactured ex­
ports under the Dlngley tariff. In the 
nine months of the present fiscal year 
those exports lmve Increased $9,000,- 
000 over the corresponding period last 
year, and for the entire year they 
promise to he the heaviest In tho his­
tory of the country. At the same time 
manufactured Imports Imvo largely de­
clined, Amerlenu Industry thus gain­
ing lu both ways. I t would be absurd 
of course to attribute all tills to pro­
tection. Other causes, such ns natural 
resources, better organisation of Indus­
try and greater skill and taste In spe- 
clul linos of production, have contrib­
uted to bring about the result. But 
tlu* steady lucrenso In manufactured 
exports shows that extension of for­
eign trade Is compatible with high 
duties, aud that, too, when tho coun­
try Is not suffering from panic and 
producers are not forced to sell goods 
ut any price they can obtnlu.—Now 
York Commercial Advertiser.

Exports of Locomotive*.
Orders for seventy-seven locomotives 

have Just been received from the Rus­
sian Government by the Hafdw/fi Lo­
comotive Wark*. In addition to these 
tho Baldwin people have hooked or­
der* since April 1 for ten for New Zea­
land, six for Bpnln, five for Egypt, two 
for Argentina and one for Mexico. The 
Richmond works last week received an 
order for seventeen locomotives for 
Japan, making a total of nluety-four 
export orders In one week. Other or­
ders received by American builders 
from foreign countries slnco April 1 
bring tho grand total up to 172, and 
still furthor contracts are pending for 
delivery of locomotives In Russia and 
Mexico. Another Instance of the tri­
umph of "Intelligent lalwr highly 
paid." I t  Is tho American policy which 
has inado possible this successful In­
vasion of foreign markets with Amer­
ican productions.

Works Wall Roth Ways*
Tho American foreign trade tho past 

year, under the new protective torlff, 
stands out In striking contrast with the 
corresponding story of the preceding 
year uuder the Wllaon-Gormnn tariff. 
Not ouly have our purchases In Europe 
declined, but our sales of manufactured 
goods to Europe have Increased. The 
exports of domestic mniiufncturcs from 
the United States have InereastNl dur­
ing tlie ultte months of the present fis­
cal year at the rate of nearly $1,000,000 
per mouth, while the Import* of manu­
factures lmve fallen off at the rate of 
over $3,000,000 per motith.-Lowlston 
Journal

The crater Is seamed with crcv- 
Irea and cracks which emit gases, By 
applying a torch to a small crack In tho 
crater tho gas Ignites and bunts stead­
ily.—8t.

Some negroes engaged recently In re­
moving the coquina walls of an old 
Spanish ca*a that had been demolished 
to make room for a modern structure 
found a few Hpnnlsh doubloons In a lit­
tle niche that liad 1kh*u cut Into tho 
Wall. The date on one of the coins 
showed It to be 100 years old. It I# sup­
posed that t$e coins wore placed to tho 
wall during the Heminotc Indian war 
of half n century ago. Every man was 
his own banker In those days, and they 
hid their gold In tho wall*, chimneys, 
under the houses; tho*e who believed 
that ghosts would keep had poopht 
away hid their gold In the graveyard. 
Periodically there U n revival of gold 
hunting, many of the early settlers be­
lieving tlmt the old town I* rich In gold 
deposits, and whenever an old building 
Is to be* tom down many volutit<*er to 
work for "Just wlmt they ean find." 
Within the past few years several sums 
of gold have been dug up oa Aim*taHl:i 
Island, opposite till* city, by lUhcrmcii. 
Tills led to organised parties, whoso 
prospecting was guided by visions from 
clairvoyant*, who can discover for­
tunes for others, but not forthoniHelve*.

That there Is n great deal of hidden 
treasure In Florida there can lie llttlo 
doubt, but tlu* H4M‘ret of the hiding- 
place died with the Hpanlarda who 
were killed by the ferocious Kcmlnolc* 
and the pirates who infested this coast 
In earlier times.

The crews of wrecked vessels burled 
their money along tin* const niul wore 
either killed hy the hostile Indians or 
fled for their lives. In either event the 
treasure remained Imried and Its loca­
tion forgotten or the sailors never re­
turned.

The stories of hidden treasure on tho 
coast of Florida and In thl* undent city 
are not myths based upon stories of 
early Spanish residents, ns nmuy luclc 
finds will testify. An exploring party, 
under the guise of tourists, recently 
took a trip down the const, touching at 
the various Hands and putting In a t 
Inlets, ostensibly fishing and hunting.

Ai Admiral Dewey, U. B. N., com­
manding tbe Asiatic squadron, has 
come very prominently, “and deserv­
edly so," into the public mind, K may 
be Interesting to know that he and 
Commodore Henry L. Howison, com­
mandant of the Boston navy yard, wero 
classmates.

Tbo academy d a is  to which they be­
longed entered In 1854, and four years 
later was graduated with fifteen mem­
bers.

Commodore Howison recently Inti­
mated that Dewey waa a  boy with a 
rather quick temper, and he waa al­
ways dean and well set up. Hls tem­
per led him frequently Into little es­
trangements, but be bad a name for be­
ing ready always to take bis own part. 
He was plucky.

When tbe clasa graduated Howison 
and Dowry were on excellent terms, 
which, It seems, cannot be said of 
Dewey and others.

There are left of this daaa In the 
navy four on the active list, and two 
on tbe retired Hat, Jn this order of 
rank: Commodore John A. Howell, 
commanding the north patrol of the 
coast defense fleet; Admiral George 
Dewey, commanding the Asiatic squad­
ron; Commodore Henry L. Howison, 
comnmndaut of the Boston naval sta­
tion; Commodore Albert Kauts, com­
mandant of tbe Newport station (re­
tired); Capt Allen V. Reed, now a 
member of the Menocal court-martial, 
Brooklyn nary yard (retired); Copt. 
Joshua Bltbop, lately assigned to tbe 
Norfolk navy yard.

Admiral Dewey ranks second on 
the list of officers now In command of 
squadrons or divisions, according to 
date of retirement, the list being:

Miller, retires Nov. 22, 1808; Dewey, 
Dec. 20, *08; Schley, Oct. 0,1001; Samp­
son, Feb. 0, 1002; Howell, March 10, 
1002; Remey, Aug. 10, 1000; IVotson, 
Aug. 24,1004.

With regard to tbe report of Dewey's 
work a t Manila, Commodore Howison 
Bays:

“No man could have done a more 
gallant and daring thing than Dewey 
Is believed to have done. Tbe perform­
ance Is Just what I should expect from 
him In such an opportunity. Like a 
thorough American sailor, he went 
right Into tbe harbor, with bis bridges 
cut behind him, so to speak, and gave 
and took like a man. All hls communi­
cation was cut off; he bad absolutely 
nothing but tbe deep blue sea to fall 
back on—but everything to look for­
ward to. He risked, It would seem, A 
good deal to gain what he was after, 
and by superb and exemplary general­
ship, hammered the enemy until be 
was master of the situation. He did 
what Farragut did and would have 
done. Dewey served under Farragut”

William Tyler, while paantng along 
the road on tbe Pennsylvania side of 
tbe Delaware River saw something 
flash across au open space In tbe woods 
Just ahead of him and disappear In tbe 
hollow end of a log. He walked to the 
log, and, taking off hla coat tied tbe 
loose end of one sleeve with bis sus­
penders.

The defense set up was the 
extraordinary one that In one case a 
barmaid had emptied Into the brandy 
and whisky decanters the remaining 
portion of a  glass of brandy and water 
and also a  portion of a glass of whisky 
and water left on the counter by cus­
tomers. In the cose of tbe other sam­
ple tbe barmaid bad, In consequence of 
a  complaint which Itad been made to 
her that the stock of tho bar under her 
charge was unsatisfactory, put water 
Into the siphon which supplied the tap 
from which tbe sample of whisky was 
purchased. Tho bench InfHctod a pen­
alty of £15, Apart from the fact that 
the spirits were adulterated, the prac­
tice of emptying tho leaving! of cua- 
tomera* glasses Into the vessels holding 
tho spirits for public supply Is a  dis­
gusting and filthy and dangerous one, 
and tbe vestry of Kensington deserve 
tbe unqualified thanks of the public for 
the action which they took.—London 
Lancet

upon us tbe first irinctirio of Christian­
ity, which looks lowsnl Improving the 
quality of huutsu life rather than to the 
mere Increase of Its quautlty or its 
length.

Astrological superstition Is strikingly 
rebuked by the prcscut aspect of the 
heavens. With wars and rumors of 
wars prevailing throughout the world, 
Mars, the planet of war, should be 
biasing In tbe forefront of the celestial 
boats; but be Is not, Jle Is literally out 
of sight most of the time, and a t no 
time this year will he be at all conspic­
uous. This Is tbe year of bis obscurity. 
On tbe other band, Ve:ius, tbe planet 
o f love, Is especially brllllaut and dom­
inant. Hither the tradition* of the 
planets are Idle talcs, or their sulcs go 
by contraries, or else things on this 
globe are not at all what they seem.

When It la Iwrne lu mind that all 
tbe men likely to lie engaged In the 
war with H|*lu will not amount to 1 
per cent of tlie active working male 
population of the country aud that all 
the money that will lie «xpcnd<Hl Is less 
than the capitalisation of each of sev­
eral railroad ooiujiaulo* In the United 
flutes. the Importance of tbe war, con­
sidered with respect to Its effect on 
trade and Industry, Is Insignificant. 
There Is no good reusou why business 
should not go on without serious Inter­

ruption, and the reports of tbe trad# 
reviews show that this Is tbs view 
taken generally by merchants.

The Cuban war bas done one big 
thing for this country; tt has compelled 
recognition, Indirectly, of the value of 
Florida lands for the production of the 
finest tobacco In the world. In tbe 
course of bis recent trip to tbe South 
Secretary of Agriculture Wilson was 
astonished to discover that 100,000,000 
Havana clgara were actually grown 
and manufactured at present on the 
Florida Peninsula. Already great 
areas In tbe west part of tbe State ore 
planted with this crop, and extensive 
arrangements havo been made for Its 
Introduction Into tlie central region. 
Thus, It may be expected that before 
long Florida will rival Cuba an a  to* 
bacco producer, In respect to tbe qaan- 
tlty of yield, while tbe quality of 
Its cigar leaf seems to be quite 
equal to that of the famoua Vuelta 
Abujo, All tbe condltloos of climate In 
Florida favor the production of the 
highest grade of tobacco. The soil Is 
much like that of Cube, and, by tbe aid 
of the system of spraying that Imitates 
natural rainfall, the plants are ripened 
In forty-five days after they are put 
out. Tobacco can be grown almost all 
the year, and crops can be set out In 
every month nearly.

Tbe shipbuilders on the great lakes 
can build vessels equal to any afloat, 
and the chances arc ten to one that they 
can turn them out more cheaply than 
their competitors on the seaboard. No 
one who bas watched tbe progress of 
the lake shipbuilding Industry win find 
any difficulty In accepting these state* 
meats. There is now afloat on the great 
lakes a  fleet of American steamships 
whicli, In many res|>eots, rival tbe best 
liners In the Atlantic trade. Not only 
have the lake ship-bullders constructed 
vessels equal In slxe and appointments 
to the great ocean steamers, but they 
have produced an entirely new type of 
craft In tbe “whaleback," whose adapt­
ability to tbe trade In which It la em­
ployed la generally recognised. Tbe 
presumption Is a fair one that If tbe 
ingenuity and advantages of tbe Iqke 
ship-bullders were accorded a  fair 
show, something desirable would re­
sult. This being tbe case, the govern­
ment ought to take steps to abrogate* 
or a t least bring about a  modification 
of tbe treaty, so that warablpi could 
be constructed on tbe lakes for ocean 
service. There Is no good reason why 
our lake shipbuilders should remain 
bottled up In order to preserve tbe in­
tegrity of a  treaty which outgrew Its 
usefulness years ago.

Tbe marvelous success that bas a t­
tended tbe location of a  Grand Army 
colony at Fltxgerald, Go., bas led to 
the formation of another to be estab­
lished about sixteen miles southwest 
of Staunton. Ya_ at the Btrtbllng 
Springs. Tbe property has been pur­
chased for $100,000 and comprises a  
tract of 2,000 acres of land. Tbe asso­
ciation that has completed this pur­
chase has divided Its capita) stock of 
9100,000 into 1.000 shares, the first pay­
ment of which Is 12 and the remainder 
Is to be paid In monthly Installments. 
Tbe holder of each shop  Is entitled to 
a plot of ground. Upon tbe property 
Is a  commodious hotel, which will be 
used as a sanitarium, and twenty-six 
cottages, which may be occupied by 
settlers until they bare constructed 
homes for their families. Tbe Strlb- 
ling Springs are noted all over that sec­
tion of the State and yield nine different 
varieties of mineral waters. A rail- 
rood Is to be built to Staunton and ar­
rangements have been completed with 
g number of Important manufacturing 
concerns for locating tbelr Industries 
a t  the colony. All the profits accruing 
from the enterprise will be divided 
among the stockholders In proportion 
to tlie Interests of each. Tbe lauds are 
located In Augusta County, In tbe fa­
mous Shenandoah Valley, which la one 
of the most fertile spots on this contin­
ent. On the west are tbe Alleghany 
and Shenandoah Mountain ranges, 
while on the east Is the Blue Bldge 
range, and nearly midway between 
them is tlie Shenandoah River. The 
railway facilities of the valley are all 
that could be asked.

One belief, s to re  all others, hastens 
and strengthens the progress of the 
kb* that, sootier or later, perhaps la tbs 
uesr future, Kugtend must take up tbs 
sword to dofeud and to malutaln Its 
commercial supremacy, says tbs New 
York Commercial Advertiser. English- 
uieu seeiu teohard-hartedaud business- 
like to go to war for a sentiment, as tbe 
Latin races now and then hare done; 
but they believe, with all tbelr hearts, 
that many of tbelr vital Interests are 
bound up In the maintenance of their 
commercial supremacy. Thought ef 
English power and prestige may quick­
en the young Tories In tlie service sad 
lu the political dubs more than thought 
of English commerce; but It Is tbe lat­
ter that seems uppermost In tbe minds 
of the mercbsnts and manufacturers, 
with all their ramifying interests and 
deiwudcuts, as they grow accustomed 
to the idea of war.

They 
sometime* uiako It a cloak for their 
own stiffness and sluaalslitiess In the 
uegteef of tbe utoro eoiielllatory aud 
flexible method* of their comiietttora in 
common markets. English merchant! 
and manufacturers, as a class, accord- 
lug to sotuv of Uielr own more far-sight­
ed bretlireu, still stand too much upon 
tits dignity of couroores.

Bead Improvements In New Jersey,
Excellent work Is being done In New 

Jersey In tbe construction and improve­
ment of roads. The movement la aald 
to have begun In 1803 by tho organisa­
tion of a  highway improvement asso­
ciation and tbe pa stage of a  law im­
posing upon the State one-third of tbe 
coat of good roads constructed under 
the direction of a State road commis­
sioner. Under this statute 238 miles of 
macadamised roadway baa been con­
structed s t  an expense of 9404605 to 
tbs State oud upward of 91f000,000 to 
tbo counties and the property owners. 
People can now travel upon a  hard, 
mudless highway In all kinds of weath­
er. I t Is solid and smooth as a  boule­
vard from Jersey City to Atlantic City 
and from Paterson to Camden. The 
work of construction has continued for 
a  series of years—Id 1803 and 1809, sev­
enty-four miles; 1805, sixty-six and one- 
half miles; 1800, fifty-one miles, etc. 
The coat haa been diminished by ex­
perience from an average of 94000 per 
mile In 1803 to 99,000 a  mile J n  1807. 
The soil and other physical conditions 
in Illinois are so similar to those of 
New Jersey that It Is believed tbe same 
methods and estimates would apply 
equally well to both States. In  New 
Jersey opposition to tbe new system 
bas almost entirely died out and tbe 
applications for State assistance are so 
numerous that the appropriation will 
be Increased from 9100,000 to 9800,000 
this year.

Tbe farmers have found tha t they 
actually save more than the amount of 
tbelr taxes In repairing their wagons, 
harness and horseshoes, without con­
sidering the wear of tbe animals and 
tue economy of tbe time. The Road 
Commissioner of New Jersey puts a 
practical lesson in mathematics before 
tbe'farm ers. “It costs 0ft cents a 
bushel,” be says, “to ship wheat from 
Chicago to New York, a  dlstanct of 000 
miles. I t  costa 8 cents a  bushel to haul 
wheat on a  level road a  distance of five 
miles, and on a  sandy road It would 
cost a t least 0 cents per mile to ban! I t  
The saving on a bushel of wheat with 
good roods for a  distance of five miles 
would be about equivalent to that of 
876 miles by railroad. One mils of good 
roads places tbe producer seventy-five 
mfles by ran  nearer to tbe markets. I t 
is  estimatsd that tbo cost of hauling
700.000. 000 tons of farm products to 
market Is 92 per ton, or Just about 9V
400.000. 000. I t  Is also estimatsd that 
about 00 per cen t of tbis last amount 
or 9890,000,000, would be saved qach 
pear If farmers were able to do this 
hauling over good roads.” “Tbe real 
cost ef transportation that burdens our 
agricultural dosses,” be says, “is tbe 
part of It between tbe farm and tbe 
town or railway station and tbe mar­
k e t Tbe loss due to bad roads Is one 
of tbe greatest wastes of energy con* 
nested with farming as It Is carried on 
in this country.”—Farmers' Review.

A Michigan M Horrible Rusaplc,” 
The Gsllea (Mich.) Advocate recently 

printed an  Item which was a  most 
forceful object lesson In favor of good 
roads, Instead of the kind with which 
Michigan people put up a t  present. 
This Is tbe Item: "Mrs. Zlmmle Payne 
and Mrs. Brown started for Buchanan 
yesterday afternoon and a t the sink 
hole by Redden's got stuck In tho mud. 
Tbs horse mired and tbe water came 
Into tbe buggy box. The ladles yelled 
for help but no one beard them. At 
last Mrs. Payne took off her dress skirt 
and waded out of tbo water, which 
was waist deep. Sbe went to Redden*! 
and got one of the boys to help. He 
rode a  horse out to tbe buggy and took 
Mrs. Brown out on horse back. Leroy 
Hodden then brought the ladles to 
town. One of tbe Havens boys went 
and got tue buggy.”

WINE MAP I  FROM C Ia VER

Fruit Not Necessary to the Manatee* 
to re  of Drlake*

Winegrowers are much interested In, 
but somcwliat dubious of, a story of a 
new process of wine manufacture. It 
seems that a  French druggist has con­
ceived tbe Idea that the flavor of tbe 
fruits of shrubs and trees is generated 
In tbe leaves of these plants and passes 
from them Into the fruits. The fra­
grance which tbe leaves of tbe black 
currant bush gives off, especially after 
a  little rubbing, and which Is so very 
similar to tbe taste of tbe berry, ap­
pears to favor this view.

Tbe Frenchman, however, goes fur­
ther, aud says that the pleasant taste 
of the apide, pear or grape Is prepared 
In the leavea of the respective plants, 
although It may be noticeable In these 
cases In a less degree than tbe black 
currant. After croaking tbe leaves be 
adds a  fermenting agent such as yeast, 
to them, whereupon tbe odorless and 
tasteless glycoside they contain decom­
poses and the chemical principle be­
comes free, which la to Impart to tbe 
fruit proper its aroma and pleasant 
taste.

What was formerly sought to be ac­
complished with grapes and. other 
fruits Is now claimed to be done In a 
simpler manner with the leaves of tbe 
plants In a  fermenting vat. Apple-tree 
leaves, for Instance, are placed in wa­
ter containing 16 per cent, of sugar and 
yeast Is added. As the process ad­
vances there Is an odor ef apples, and 
when tbe fermentation Is finished and 
tbe yeast has settled a  straw yellow 
liquid Is obtained, which possesses the 
fine “bouquet” of tbe fruit of the re­
spective trees from which tbe leaves 
were taken.

The public Is assured that "with vine 
leaves the results are still more pro­
lific. A beverage tasting and smelling 
strongly of wine Is obtained, and finally 
brandy may be distilled from It which 
Is similar to the best cognac.'*—Pitts­
burg Dispatch.

Swedish Women an d  the Tramonr.

that most Impresses a  stranger Is tbe 
manner in which everyone, young and 
old, leaps off the tramcars. There seems 
to be a general understanding that pas­
sengers will get on or off the car while 
It Is in motion, and a  fall or an accident 
of any kind seldom, If ever, follows this 
original way of boarding or leaving a 
vehicle.

They do It as a  mat­
ter of course, and do not appear to be at 
all proud of tbelr accomplishment A 
tram Is rushing along at a  good speed 
and just ahead a  pretty young Swedish 
woman is standing a t  the curb.

WAS HUGSI N LIPS.

Tbe Remains of a Spaniard Who Bad 
Marched with Da Solo#

Workmen engaged In making emne 
excavations tn Little Rock, Ark*, made 
a  discovery of much Interest What 
was apparently a t one time a  huge 
rough oak box was unearthed, whJot 
Instantly crumbled under the blows ol 
(be picks, and which to their utter as­
tonishment revealed a  consldembli 
portion of a  once gigantic skeleton 
Some of tbe smaller bones had entirely 
decayed, but upon examination trace* 
of tbelr former existence were plainly 
risible upon tbe rides and the bottom 
of tbe rude coflln. To attach still great­
er interest to tbe discovery, tbe grin­
ning skull was Incased In a  heavy war­
rior's helmet, while In tbe fleshiest 
Angers e f tbe right bead was Hutched 
a  long ruet-eaten sword. From bead 
to foot the skeleton measured 7 feet 
4 inches, which sstabhsbe* tbe theory 
that lie poasneor must have been of 
remarkable else sad strength, although 
no possible clew can be ascertained 
whereby an  ultimate oolutkm e f the 
mystery surrounding It could be hoped 
for. Besides the helmet end sword, 
neither of which can serve toward re­
vealing tbe Identity of tbe strange per­
sonage who lay buried there, nothing 
else except tbe bones remained.

The removal of tbe bones from the 
ground was achieved with the greatest 
difficulty. Even when It bad been ac­
complished wttii some degree of suc­
cess It was at once evident that ttu 
were too much decomposed for preser­
vation. They crumbled as If they 
were ashes, and with tbe slightest 
pressure of tbe Ungers were easily re­
duced to the substance of tbe lightest 
d u s t A portion of tba skull was suc­
cessfully removed, and was given In 
charge of a  local physician. The hel­
met and award had also reached an ad­
vanced stage of decay. These were re­
tained by tbe person upon whose prem­
ises the discovery w ia made, a Mr. BIx- 
le, who baa since disposed of them to 
a  gentleman Interested In scientific and 
historical research. While absolutely 
no Information hoe been obtained giv­
ing the remotest clew to the identity of 
this huge skeleton, the prior existence 
of this strange personage certainly an­
tedates the period of definite historical 
record, which leads to the geaeraUy ac­
cepted belief that he woe one of tbe 
number of early discoverers of tbe Mis- 
risrippl and probably was burled In 
this spot described by bis straggling 
band of companions, of which De Soto 
was possibly Mmself a  distinguished 
member. There Is no inscription on 
tbe helmet or sword th a t would aid 
the discoverers to determine tbe age 
of tbe find.

Bow (be Spanish D etested Napoleon.
Just now the Spanish press Is Indulg­

ing In much glib talk about bow "we 
defeated Napoleon,” and bow "we 
drove the French out of Spain.” One un­
acquainted ultii tbe facts might Infer 
that the Emperor met b it Waterloo In 
Spain a t the hands of tbe Spaniards In­
stead of In Belgium a t tbe bands of tbe 
EogUsh. There Is in these boasts of the 
Spanish papers Just enough truth to 
give some weight to the statement, 
though It derives all of that weight 
from a  confusion of facts.
, I t  Is true that tbe popular uprising in 
Spain, beginning la 1804 was the in­
ception of tbe popular revolution 
against Napoleon which ultimately 
spread all over Europe and led to tbe 
great commander's final overthrow.

I t  Is not true that the Spanish defeat­
ed Napoleon or drove him out of Spain. 
Napoleon was never driven out of 
Spain, and his armies were not driven 
out until Wellington's fourth successive 
attempt after five years In tbe peninsu­
la.

In the first popular revolt a Spanish 
army under Castanos besieged General 
Dupont with 20,000 men at Baylen, and 
finally starved him Into surrender. But 
punishment for this deflauoe of the Em­
peror was sodden and awful. Napoleon 
himself entered Spain In IS J0, and made 
short work of the English and Span­
ish, In four days Marshal Lefevre dis­
persed Blake's army snd Lsnnes over­
whelmingly defeated Castanos a t Tu- 
dels. On Dec. 2 Napoleon appeared be­
fore Madrid In person, and on tbe 4tb 
tbs city surrendered. Tbe Kmperot 
forthwith abolished feudalism and 
•wept the hoary Inquisition out of ex­
istence. Tho Spanish patriots wers 
soon crushed, except for guerilla bands, 
aad Sir John Moore, before tbe com­
bined advance of Napoleon and floult, 
fell back loto Portugal sad embarked 
bis troops, losing bis own life la tbo 
stubborn battle of Corunna. Compell­
ed to leave Spain by tbe menacing at- 
titade of Austria, which was preparing 
Iteelf for another whipping, Napoleoo 
left fioalt aad Victor to preserve order 
la  Spain. And they did for tbe moat 
part uatil WeUfagtoa's victory s t  Vic­
toria la ISIS gave him control of tbo 
peninsula.

That la the way the Spanish defeated 
Napoteote-dllaaespoUs Journal.

FORTUNES LOST BY GAMBLERS. ‘

Million* th a t Chon** H o sts  on (ho 
T a m  of n Card#

Benson, the jubilee plunger, thought 
It worth while to write or bare written 
for him a book teUIng bow, In 1887, he 
•pest and gambled away a fortune of 
£260,000. Yet Benson's was by no 
means a record; Indeed, If a  list of tbe 
biggest losses In s  single year by gam­
blers were compiled It would be found 
that Benson would not be In tbs first 
hundred.

The famous Lady Castiemalne was 
one of tbe most notorious gamblers of 
her day. Fcpys, In bis amusing diary, 
tells us that In •  single night her losses 
amounted to over £24064 aud that, too, 
In a time, be It remembered, when 
money bad two or three times Its pres­
ent purchasing power.

NeU Gwynne, actress and court fa­
vorite, beggared herself times over and 
over again a t tbs gaming table. Her 
contemporary, tbe Duchess of Masarin, 
niece of the famous cardinal of that 
name, raised In many days large sums 
of money, always to lose them Is the 
card room.

Charles James Fox, as well as being 
a  great statesman, was a  notorious 
gambler. He lost enormous sums, aud 
managed to get through several for­
tunes. His own estate and fortune 
passed out of bis bands very early, and 
then Lord Holland paid for him £140,- 
000 to rid him of his debts.
' Fortunes that came to him afterward 
by marriage were similarly gambled 
away lu the gambling clubs of St. 
James and Pall MalL Fog always took 
his beating like a  man; ho was tbe 
coolest gambler of a  gambling age, and 
watched the turn-up of a card on which 
thousands depended with an apparent 
stoic Indifference.'

The clubs a t tbe end of the lost cen­
tury were hotbeds of gambling. Lord 
Btavordale loot £11,000 a t one sitting 
a t Almack's one night, and was rising 
to go when tbe winner offered to throw 
him tbe dice for double or quits; Lord 
Btavordale did so aud won.

At the Cocoa Tree, a  famous club In 
Its day, there was In 1780 one famous 
evening, of which tbe records are still 
preserved, when a  sum of £180,000 de­
pended on a  single basard.

As an Instance of tbe enormous sums 
lost even early In tbls century, It moy 
be stated that tbe club known aa Crock- 
ford's was started In 1827 by a fish­
monger of that name; by keeping a  
bailsrd bank be retired In 1890, twice 
over a  millionaire.

To come to more recent times, tbe late 
Lord Waterford lost on the turf, and 
by his eccentric wagers, Immense sums, 
the precise amount of which It would 
be Impossible to set down. Tbe Mar­
quis of Hastings plunged till be be­
came at once tbe terror and tbe Joy 
of tbe racing fraternity. His losses on 
"Hermit's Derby” were considerably 
over £100,000.

When Ablngton Baird died It was 
computed that bis losses on tbe turf 
alone amounted to close on half a mill­
ion.—Tit-Bits.

R etaining a  Boss. /
A judgment of the greatest Import­

ance and interest to railway travelers 
was delivered recently by Judge B a ­
den. A gentleman traveling from Lon­
don to Hastings had occasion to leave 
the carriage a t Tunbridge Wells, and 
took tbe ordinary precaution of reserv­
ing bis seat with his umbrella and 
newspapers. While be was absent an­
other passenger seised bis place and 
refused to vacste H until forcibly eject­
ed. As a  result an action for damages 
wot brought sgainri tbo original own­
er of tbo seat by tbo Intruder, and a  
counter-claim for similar damages was 
entered by tbe oilier side as well. Tho 
judgment delivered was one which will 
commend Itself to nloety-trtne out of 
every hundred travelers. The claim 
for damages for ejectment was dis­
missed snd tbe counter-claim allowed.

For the future, therefore, tho can­
tankerous individual wbo persists la 
disturbing the comfort aud conveni­
ence of travelers In tbe manner Indi­
cated will know how be itands, ond 
that If tbe owuer of tho seat thinks fit 
to bundle him out neck and crop the 
latter will not only have tbo sympathy 
of tbo public but tbe law as well on his 
side. Tbero can be no question what­
ever that tbe universal mode of retain­
ing a  seat In a  railway carriage is a  
most reasonable aad convenient one, 
sad tbe thanks of tlie public are doe to  
Judge Kmdea for bis very dear ami 
seusltito Interpretation of the law.
