A number of important tax title de­

E. Ball 
of Marquette, va -the  Ridge Copper 
Co., of Ontonagon county, granting 
B ill a  writ of assistance which will 
give him possession of the property of 
the eompany which failed to pay ite 
taxes for 1666. The copper company 
claimed there wee no review of the as- 
amement roll, as required by law; that 
the roll was irregular In other re­
spects; that the tax law of 1898, under 
which the lends were sold, la unconsti­
tutional In that it  provides for no per­
sonal eervloe tor the foreclosure pro­
ceedings of the tax lien; that i t  Is un* 
constitutional because it provides that 
the tax deed shall be conclusive evi­
dence of title, and that it  le unconsti­
tutional, ae it provides for the grant­
ing of a writ of aseUtanee to tb e \ pur­
chaser of the tax title, depriving* the 
owner of the right to try the title to 
Me land before a Jury in ah action of 
ejectment.

All those objections are brushed 
away by the Supreme Court If there 
were any irregularities in the proceed­
ings of the board of review that ques­
tion was foreclosed by the auditor-gen­
eral’s proceedings in which the decree 
was entered* The constitutionality of 
the tax law is upheld by the oourt 
which boUUth»t tfc«.puUk)MM0tth a  
order and petition fofr mle fa equiva­
lent to a  personal service.

A production of a t least 14,000,000 

tons of iron ore In the Lake Superior 
region this year is now assured. In 
fact, the increase thus far over 1897 is 
so large that a total output of 15,000,- 
000 tons would not be surprising. The 
Association of Cleveland Ore Sales 
Agents has just received from all ship­
ping doeks reports of the ore output to 
July 1. The aggregate Is 4,012,296 
gross tons, against 8,150,289 gross tons 
of July 1 a  year ago, or again of 1,461,• 
884 tone. Add this gain of 1,500,000 
tons in round numbers to the outpntof 
1897, which was practically 12,500,000 
tons, aod we have 14,000,000 tonsastho 
output of the present year, even with­
out further gains in the remaining 
months of the navigation season.

MONKS OF HIGH DEGREE.

In the German Monaster? There Are 
Devotees Born in tho Pnrplo.

Tho Pope baa received In private au­
dience the abbe of the famous Abbey 
of Benson, a t Beckau, In Germany, one 
of the best known and celebrated mon­
asteries, especially because of the high 
station of the monks who are gathered 
there. The abbe spoko separately and 
In detail of each of his dependsnt broth­
er monks, and Leo XIII. heard with 
interest of their welfare. The monks 
of the abbey Include Prince Philip of 
Hohenlohe, who baa bidden a definite 
adieu to tbo world; Father Charles, 
under which name Is concealed tbe 
Identity of a brilliant ex-cavalry officer, 
belonging to an Illustrious bouse; 
Prince Edward Schonburg-Hartensteln, 
and Father Benedict, Father Sebas­
tian, once a major In the Saxon army, 
bearing tbe name of Baron von Oer; 
Father John, wbo was Baron von Drals, 
and ran away from the court of Baden 
to embrace this career; Father Nicho­
las, who was Baron von Sallt-Bogllo; 
Father Hildebrand, wbo before assum­
ing the cowl and gown was a  brave 
captain, by name of Count de Memp- 
tlnne, and many others too numerous 
to mention.

The Abbey Beckau Is situated among 
tbe mountains of Btelermark, in a 
thick, wild forest, and In thirty years 
has united together Benedictine monks 
belonging to the best-known families, 
celebrated for nobility or riches or dis­
tinguished in the arts. This monastery, 
where the rales are moat rigorous, was 
founded over thirty years ago by two 
brothers, Maurus and Placldus Wolter 
of Cologne, two learned monks sent by 
Pins IX. to Prussia to reorganise the 
monasteries there, which were degener­
ating. The pious Princess Catherine of 
Hohensollern offered them the ancient 
-Abbey of Benson to establish a new 
house, which came into existence In 
1808. Around the two brothers thero 
coon gathered literary men and artists, 
especially from Dusteldorf, in love 
with the splendors of the Black For­
est, who there continued their work, 
so that there Is now an artistic school 
of Benson, which may be said to rival 
the famous one of tbe Italian Abbey of 
Monte Casslno. But a t Benson they 
not only go In for the higher arts, but 
they make and provide everything for 
themselves.—Pall Mall Gasette.

Then it is washed ngnJn to 
remove Impurities and the bad odor, 
and mixed with nn alkali to obtain a 
neutral mas* which can then tie 
bleached. It la then dril'd, finely pow­
dered and compressed Into the form de­
sired.

Gum* varulshes aud the like may tv 
added before compression, aud no 
paint la needed, for the material is 
dyed In tho wood by adding coloring 
matter, In powder, to the powder-

Mr. Dancer, walklngone day in search 
of bones and other delicate offal, found 
a dead sheep and carried It home In tri­
umph. His sister received It as an Im­
mediate gift from heaven. Time went 
on and the maiden fell 111. Lady Tem­
ple, a generous neighbor, was so kind 
that Miss Dancer determined to leave 
her £2,000, but she died before the will 
could be signed, and her brother claim­
ed her fortune as tbe price of her board 
for thirty years.

Hecoattautly guarded against thieves, 
and concealed bis gold and bank notes 
with tbe spiders among their cobwebs 
In the cow-house and In the holes In ths 
chimney, covering them with ashes.

I t Is plain that the 
workingmen of 1897 hare gained over 
those of the other years mentioned, be­
cause their wages have a greater pur­
chasing power. The exact rate of gain 
D Is difficult to determine, because so 
many elements enter into the calcula­
tion—the relatire number of workera 
in the different establishments, for ex­
ample, but there Is no doubt that, In a 
general sense, the working people are 
in better condition than ever before. 
Probably no other State keeps this clast 
of statistics with the same care as Mas­
sachusetts, but the conditions in that 
Btate are, of course, much the same 
that exist elsewhere. Such variations 
o* there may be are doubtless In favor 
of other States, the depression in the 
cotton Industry having lowered the av­
erage rate of wages in New England 
perhaps further than similar disturb 
aaeen have done elsewhere. It is grat­
ifying to know of this substantial pro­
gress by actual computation, for though 
one may feel sure thst the Improve­
ment exists, it requires figures to prove 
it. With wages good, their purchasing 
power Increased and the hours of labor 
shortened, the workingman has ground 
for cheerfulness.—Indianapolis Jour­

Charles E. Trlpler, the man who has 
performed such miracles lu the produc­
tion of liquid air, has been turning bis 
attention to the practical uses to which 
this powerful product may be pot. 
Liquid air Is expected to overthrow all 
the present standards of force, and Its 
development will give ns new powers 
which seem beyond the dreams of pos­
sibility. Some Idea of Its expanding 
qualities may be gathered when k Is 
known that a cubic foot of liquid air 
represents Just 800 cable feet of ordin­
ary air. Mr. Trlpler says th a t by the 
use of liquid air In conjunction with 
steam, a battleship could almoet double 
her speed on one-fourth the consump­
tion of coal, and "would he able to keep 
away from a collier for the beet part of 
a year." Liquid air would enormously 
Increase the speed of the torpedo boats, 
and would enable them to move at 
night without telltale sparks from their 
smokestacks. Submarine boats could 
be managed splendidly. Moreover, liq­
uid air, by reducing temperature, could 
control yellow fever, and consumption* 
so It Is said, can be cured by Its moans. 
As liquid air Is not very expensive, tho 
new possibilities tbAt it opens for 
peace, as well as war, for saving human 
life a« well as for destroying It, seem 
to show that even at the end of the cen­
tury we are Just beginning to realise 
bow llttlo has been done, bow much re­
mains to be done. We ore on the edge 
of progress.

Bad Roads Bspouofve.
General Ray Stone figures that there 

are 1,600,000 miles of public roads In 
the United States, over which 000,000,- 
000 tons of freight Is hauled every 
year. Putting the average haul at 
eight miles—though this Is probably 
an overestimate—he figures the cost of 
carting at $2 the ton, or $1,000,000,000 
the year. With uniformly good roods 
the cost of moving this freight would 
be only $100,000,000, saving $000,000,- 
000 to the public annually. This Is 
equivalent to the yearly Interest on 
$20,000,000,000 of 5 per cent govern­
ment bonds.

One-half of this almost Ineoncslvably 
vast snm would rebuild every mile of 
rood In the United States at an average 
cost of, say, $0,100 per mile, and tho 
other half would furnish n yearly In­
come of $200 per mile for their repair 
and maintenance. At |»resent the peo­
ple spend the vast sum of $20,000^000 
each year In the repairing of tbelr 
worthless reads. This, snm would 
build 4,000 miles of thoroughly good 
macadam road, sufficiently wide for 
rural purposes.

Experiments made In the Missouri 
agricultural experiment station show 
that In nearly all road conditions 
broad-tired wagons poll easier thaw 
those with narrow tires. On n mac­
adam road a load of 2£18 pounds can 
be hauled on broad tlrea with the 
same draught m  a load of 2,000 pounds 
on narrow ones. On gravel road, ex­
cept when wet and sloppy on top, the 
draught of the broad-tired wagon is 
much less than that of the narrow- 
tired wagon; a load of 2,482 pounds 
can be hauled on broad tires with the

When Alexander IIL died (toy these 
peasants), hto widow and old advisers 
began to confer together, afterward In­
viting Nicholas II. to Join them, 
soon as Csar Nicholas entered the room 
he declared that all land In Busela must 
be equally dlvded among the peasants. 
One of bis councillors replied: "As sure 
as you cannot see your own ear you 
won't divide the land."

"As sorely aa I now see my ear I will 
divide the land."

Witnessed on the Battlefinld nod In 
Camp-Veteran* of tbs Vabolllon Rs- 
•Ito Kspsrlsneseof Thrilling Nstare.

Every Man Won with Hint.
iWO v e t e r a n s  
[stood at .the desk 
of a recrultlug ate- 
1 1 o n swapping 
reminiscences for 
the entertainment 
of a group of 
eager listeners.

"T Ii e cntbuil- 
asm displaced bjr 
you young fellows 
in rushing to en- 
list," said one. “re­
minds me of the 

Impatience and high feather with 
which the youngsters of my day balled 
the approach of hostilities with tbo 
Confederates. You remember bow ft 
was. don't you, B llir 

‘‘Yes," replied tbe second old soldier* 
smilingly. "I thought I was going 
down South on a picnic frolic* and the 
only fear I had was that It wouldn't 
last long enough—but It dhl; It did."

“That was the way 1 felt alwut It," 
continued the first veteran; "that Is 
until 1 got uuder fire, and then for ten 
minutes, I'm not ashamed to confess, I 
was tbe worst scared volunteer who 
ever hankered for war. There were tens 
of thousands who experienced the 
same fright, however, aud they were 
not necessarily cowards, either. But 
the sight of a couple of thousands of 
rifle barrels suddenly and most unex­
pectedly rising out of n dense under­
growth in n thick wood, and all Mem- 
Ingly biasing away at your exposed 
bosom, is enough to send a cold shiver 
down any man's Imck, no matter how 
high he may stand In the hard school 
of courage.

"It was at Pair Oaks. May 31, 1833; 
that Bill here and I first saw war, act­
ual, terrible war, after weeks of golden 
dreams of valorous achievement and 
no thought of battle's grim horrors. 
We were in the same company, of 
which I was Junior lieutenant and BUI 
was a sergeant. Our regiment was 
held In reserve for some hours after 
the fight opened, und the chafing to get 
at the Johnnies and spill gore was In­
tense, especially among the men of my 
raw company. Long standing at arms, 
too, had begun to tell on them, aud 
they were mutteriug and apparently on 
the verge of mutiny. But at last came 
the welcome order to go luto action, 
and away with a whoop we rushed, 
making a detour so as to fall on John­
ston's flank. Just as my company 
•wept up to the rattlesnake fence 
which edged an adjacent wood tmukod 
high with underbrush, about 2,000 of 
the enemy arose with tho rebel yell, 
and poured one thunderous volley luto 
us. To say the unexpected fire caused 
a chock Is superfluous. It simply caus­
ed a stampede. But in a few moments 
the confusion had sulwlded and I look­
ed around to see how our men had 
stood It. Gentlemen, I cannot express 
to you how gratified I was to find that 
every man under my command was 
•till at my side, like a faithful hero. 
Wasn't that so, Bill?"

"Yes," responded BUI with a laugh 
which could have been beard a block 
away, "we were all with you to a man 
—half a mile away, and flat on our 
stomachs behind a stone fence."—Chi­
cago Inter Ocean.

Grant la tho Wilderness,
"Oh, It was au Intensely Interesting 

•tudy-iny study of Grant at elooe 
range In the Wilderness!"

Tho speaker was the Uev. Theodore 
Oerrisb, a Maine veteran of the civil 
war. 1 repeat his story os I heard him 
tell It

"Ah! I can never forget that terrible 
day In 1834, when was fought tbe first 
of the two days' Moody Imttles of the 
Wilderness," sold Mr. Oerrlsh. "I at 
tbe time lay wounded under a tree, 
close to Ornut'i lieadiiiuirtor* In the 
field, and hour after hour walclicd 
Grant.

"While serving as a private !u my 
regiment, I was severely, though not 
dangerously, wounded, aud like a grout 
number of others, was tulurn to tile 
rear. I was placed under a smsll tree, 
and, as ft happened, within a few roils 
of the spot wbero tbe hauler of that 
mighty host of Union warriors was 
roudintlug the Imtite. In fact I was 
so near to Grant that I could see every 
motloit he ramie, and crlthwlly study 
him lu the momentous, fearfully re- 
fponstlde role be was playing.

"And such a study!
"Why. ft Is not hyperlNde to state 

that ft was worth all tbe pain and dis­
ability t endured then aud thereafter 
from the effects of uiy wounds.

"There stood the ‘silent m an o f des­
tiny ' tu front of Ills little tent, a  man 
plalu and unpretentious, bidding lu his 
hands not ouly the  fate of Ills vast 
arm y, hut the life of our nutlon as 'one 
and lnnc|Mirahlo,' yet as cool and self- 
possessed as If lie wen* m erely review­
ing a brigade o f inllltin on training 
day. All iilMiit him wus wild exelte- 
w ent mid seeming eliaos. In  front of 
him, aud for miles In extetit, the un­
ceasing roue of artillery mingling and 
alternating with tin* ra ttle  of m usket­
ry, the bugle culls, the shouts of the 
contending troops; now nearer and 
more terrible, now seeming further 
aw ay; anon tin* crushing of shell in 
daugeroiis nearness, emmlng a  tempor­
a ry  scare in the vicinity of Its fall, 
while, nddiNl to the iippnlllng din was 
the  element of uueertiiluty and liitau 
glblllty. enuslng thut alm ost overjww 
erlng mental Mrs In which comes of 
dark  anxiety uud forel*odlng* of dis­
aster.

"Kvcryltody wits agitated ex«*ept him 
Who had most cause for travail.

"Staff officers would gallop np every
few minutes, to each of whom he would 
give a brief written order for transmis­
sion to some brigade or division com­
mander. perhaps Involving the fate of 
thousands of brave men. Orderlies 
were dashing hither and yon. Gen. 
Meade, on Ills alert charger, was so ner­
vous timt he could not long remain In 
the saddle, but would dismount and 
pace the ground a while, remount and 
sit a short time, then off and walk ns 
before, Ids handsome face wearing all 
the time a worn and troubled look; and 
yet, through these long and terrible 
hours Grant never once lost bis head, 
but kopt constantly In bis mind's eyo 
all tbe details and Intricacies of the stu- 
Iiendous plan which devolved on 1dm 
alone to carry out—the solution of that 
mighty problem, tho key to which lay 
In his right hand, which held tho Altai 
pencil!

"Yes, Grant know precisely what he 
was altout, and he knew, moreover, that 
a cool bead and well-balanced mind 
were all-essential to tlie gvpat work In 
hand.

"Tho lesson of that day's study of 
Grant was, that lie waa one of the moat 
wonderful men this century baa pro­
duced!"—Boston Transcript.

Redeemed Themselves*
The late General Roeecrani ran np 

against a tartar once* but he had tbe 
good sense not to let hts ruffled dig­
nity cause him to lose his temper. Tbe 
story, as told by Colonel James T. 
Sterling, Is as follows:

Company A* of the Seventh Ohio, 
waa formerly the light guards of 
Cleveland, and was one of tbe very 
best drilled companies In the army. It 
was commanded by Captain Creighton. 
Tbe Seventh Ohio was In West Vir­
ginia in l&JI, and "Old Rosy" was In 
command. Tbe supplies for tbe army 
were brought up the Kunawha river In 
boats which were unloaded by details 
from the reglmeut. General Rosecrans 
had ordered that soldiers on duty must 
wear luelr equipment. Company A 
was sent ont to unload a l>oat, and Cap­
tain Creighton permitted the men to 
take off thetr equipment and their 
coats os well while engaged in this 
hard work. When tbe work had been 
completed, the men and officers 
sprawled out on tlie grass for a rest, 
and then General Rosccrans and some 
of his staff rode up. The general look­
ed at the soldiers a minute and theu 
called for the commanding officer. Cap­
tain Creighton did uot know Gcu. Rose- 
crans, but be rose to his feet.

"Who commands this company?" 
asked tho gcuernl.

"I do, to tbe liest of my ability," re 
piled tho captain.

"Don't you kuow* sir," Inquired tie  
general, sternly, "that It Is against or 
dors to allow tlie men to removu thrlr 
equipments'when ou duty?"

"I have heard some such order," said 
Captain Creighton, "but tho man tb*t 
Issued tt never did a day's work In 
tils lifo. When ray men have to work 
hard, I'll sec him lu tho other place lie- 
foro I'll lot them swelter with their 
accoutrements on."

"Old Rosy" stared at the cool captain 
a moment nod then rode down towards 
tbe boat.

A soldier upproacbed Captain Crolgh 
ton, and said:

"Do you kuow who that Is?"
"No, and I don't care."
"That's General Rosecrans, tho com 

mander of this department"
"Whuwi" ejaculated Captain Crolgh 

ton. "Company, fall In!"
Without question It was the finest 

company In the command. When tho 
general and his officers rode Imck from 
the boat the <Buipany lu full equipment 
stood In perfect order and gave him a 
present In such splendid style os to at 
tract his attention. Gen. Rosecrans re 
turned the salute, ntul requested the 
captain to put his men through the 
manual. Wlien ft was finished the gen 
oral raise*', his hat, turned to tho cap 
tain* and said:

"I think that a company that can 
handle muskets ns well as that should 
ho allowed to unload a steamer wltliout 
anything ou, If they want to."

Coat oftho  Civil War.

004.000. 000; pensions since tin* war $2,
127.000. 000, making tbe total coat of (be 
war to tlie era! of the last fiscal year 
$7,711,000,000, Much of this expense 
Is contluulug, aud If we are to liefovi 
a  recent statement of the Commissioner 
of IVftslons, the (tcradou part of tin* 
expenditure Is to be Increased. Thu 
country Is now paying lu (tensions ate 
luterest money on account of the clvl 
war about $8,300,000 every week. The 
Journal of Common** estimates Dwt by 
the tltue nil tin* liabilities are settled 
the money cost of the late war wll 
have amounted to no less tlmn $12,000, 
<410,000, a sum equal to the entire 
assessed valuation of all the property 
lu the United Htates at the liogluulng 
of the conflict.

FOB PARTISAN G A IN .

WHY POPULISTS AND DEMO* 
ORATS FAVORED WAR.

The? Atmad to Put tha Republican 
Party a t a Disadvantage, that They 
Might Rita to Powor aud Re-Estab­
lish Praa Coinage of fiilvor.

Actuated by Baa* Motives*
James Hamlltou Lewis Is one of tbe 

Bryan fuslonlsts who were elected to 
Congress lu 1800, tn the flue young 

State of Washington. Lewis is Inter­
esting, at times, because he has more 
audacity aud less dlscretlou than most 
of his fellow Popocrat* in public life. 
Occasionally ho tells the truth when 
a more prudent demagogue would keep 
•till or lie. Au iustancc of this kind la 
found In the couiment the Washington 
Popocrat raado upon the Oregon elec­
tion, with Its unprecedented Republican 
majorities.

"We dragged tbe Republicans Into 
this war," said Lewis, "thinking wo 
bad digged a pit for our neighbor. Wo 
have got it lu tbo neck, where the chick­
en got tho ax." The quotation must be 
accurate, It Is so thoroughly character­
istic.

Tbe opinion of the exuberant Popo­
crat from Puget Sound Is of little con­
sequence* as far as the cause of the big 
Republican victory In Oregon Is con­
cerned. He doubtless greatly exagger­
ates tbe effect of tbe war upon tho vot­
er* of the State Just south of his own. 
The reason for taking this view of tbe 
case Is tbe fact that tbe conditions were 
ripe In Oregon for a record-breaking 
Republican victory, without war. Good 
prices for wheat bad brought prosper­
ity to the State, and tho Klondike rush 
had made business fairly boom In Port­
land, Its chief center of trade and pop­
ulation. It had become ridiculous to 
shout for sliver as a  universal all-cure 
where tho leading topic was gold and 
gold won fortunes. All this had hap­
pened before the war Issue became 
acute.

Tho Importance of what Lewis says 
lies In the confession which he makes 
of tho base motives which led many 
Popocrats and Populists In Congress to 
work for war and try to render the 
preservation of pence Impossible. On 
this point the Washington Popocrat Is 
able to speak with cutlre authority. He 
knows what bis party associates were 
thinking and talking altout In the excit­
ing times before hostilities began. He 
only acknowledges what was apparent 
long ago to all well-informed observers 
when he confesses that the real motive 
of the Bryuu crew In Congress was not 
the relief of the starving Cubans, the 
avenging of the Maine, or ending of 
and government In Culm. It was sim­
ply partisan advantage. For that they 
were ready and eager to risk business 
depression* tho expenditure of vast 
sums obtained by taxation, the demor­
alization of Industry, and even tho 
death of an Indefinite number of young 
men of their own country.

Of course tlie Immediate hope of the 
Bryanttcs In Congress was that war 
necessities might break down tho gold 
standard and force the country to use 
dishonored and debased money. To 
gain that advantage over the defenders 
of the sound money standard of the re­
public the shameless partisans whom 
Lewis, of Washington, knows so well, 
were perfectly willing to subject the 
country to all the dangers and unmeas­
ured Indirect evils which might be found 
to spring from war. They talked of 
Culm and liberty, the Maine and venge­
ance, hut nit the time the thing In tlielr 
minds, as Lewis says, was to drag the 
Republicans Into the pit they thought 
they were digging for political enemies.

It Is a shameful thing to face, but It 
Is one of the facts of history,—Cleve­
land Leader.

Mil Lesson of Portias Trade,
When the official record of the fiscal 

year shall bo given to the public It 
will Iw seen that It Is the most remark­
able that has ever boon made by any 
nation. Our exports of merchandise 
will bo shown to be double our Imports. 
We shall have sold tho outside world 
$000,000,000 more of merchandise than 
wo shall have purchased of It. In one 
form or another the commercial world 
must pay us a Imlance of $oixmioo,ooii 
to squuro tbe books. After paying the 
frelghtago wo shall have $300,000,000 
dim us from other nations, At Hu* 
Hose of tlie year we shall have re­
ceived more than $too,000.000 of for­
eign gold, while several hundred mil­
lions of Amerlean securities will liuve 
been sent home to equalise the differ­
ence between our sales to foreigners

and our purchases of foreign merchan­
dise.

For years we have been known aa a  
debtor country. During the last cam­
paign It was urged that we should go 
to a sliver basis, with Chino, because 
we are n debtor nation. We were a 
debtor nation, because, prior to 1870. 
the balance of trade was against us* 
But three times between 1848 and 1870 
was tbe balance of trade In our favor. 
In 1873, the year before tho collapse of 
credit, tbe balance of trade against us 
was $182,417,000. But three times 
since 1870 has tbe balance of trade 
been ngalust the United States. This 
Important fact has not been generally 
noticed, but an average of $100,000,000 
of excess of exports over Import* of 
merchandise for twenty years, and an 
excess of more than $875,000,000 dur­
ing the fiscal year of 1807 and tho pres­
ent year takes tho United States ont 
of the list of debtor tuitions. Our ex­
cess of exports next year will not. In 
alt probability, be as large as it has 
been this year, but with our rapidly In­
creasing export of manufactures It Is 
not probable that we will very soon be 
called upon to deplete our stock of gold 
to settle adverse balances of trade with 
other nations, or to exchange corpora­
tion liouds for merchandise.

Such facts as these make the mission 
of the professional calamltylte a hope­
less one. Some of them confess It by 
exhibitions of wrath.

Waves In 1872,1881 and 1807.
The Massachusetts Bureau of Statis­

tics of Labor, whose compilations and 
calculations are very carefully made, 
has Issued a publication tn which com­
parisons ore made between the rotes 
of wages paid In 1872, 1881 and 1807, 
and In the prices of food products tn the 
years named. As a rule wages were 
higher in 1807 tbsn In 1881, only eight 
industries being exceptions, but wages 
tn 1807 were lower than In 1872, even 
after the nominal rates In 1872 bad 
been reduced to a gold standard. Com­
pared with 1872 there was a decrease 
of 30 per cent In the price of groceries 
In 1807, and a decrease of 0.07 por cent, 
compared with 1881. Provisions, as a 
whole, show a decrease of 18.52 per 
ceut In price In 1807, compared with 
both 1872 and 1881. It Is plain that tbe 
workingmen of 1897 have gained over 
those of the other years mentioned, be­
cause their wages have a greater pur­
chasing power. The exact rate of gain 
It Is difficult to determine, because so 
many elements enter into the calcula­
tion—the relative number of workers 
In tbe different establishments, for ex­
ample, but there Is no doubt that, In a 
general sense, the working people are 
In better condition than ever before. 
Probably no other State keeps this class 
of statistics with tbe same care ns Mas­
sachusetts, but the conditions In that 
State are, of course, much the same 
that exist elsewhere. Such variations 
as there may be are doubtless In favor 
of other States, the depression In the 
cotton Industry having lowered tho av 
ernge rate of wages lu New England 
perhaps further than similar disturb­
ances have done clsowhore. It Is grab 
Ifylng to know of this substantial pro­
gress by actual compulation, for though 
one may feel sure that the Improve­
ment exists, It requires figures to prove 
i t  With wages good, their purchasing 
power Increased and tho hours of labor 
shortened, tho workingman has ground 
for cheerfulness.—Indianapolis Jour­
nal. ______

A Fuccees In Time of Peace.
The Dlngley Isw. ns a revenue pro­

ducer, has dropped out of public dis­
cussion since the extraordinary expend­
itures Incident to war began; but if the 
expenditures last week had been do 
greater than they were for tbe corre­
sponding week lost year, the Dlngley 
law would have rolled up a surplus of 
nearly two million dollars for the week. 
Although tho expenditures for the 
week were $9,000,000 greater than for 
the week in 1897, tbo deficiency was 
but $7,000,000. As a revenue producer, 
In times of peace, tho Dlngley law has 
proved itself n complete success,—fitoug 
Fulls Argus,

Will Htluiu1st«7»ade.
Tho slgulng of the Franco-Amertean 

reciprocity treaty—the first we have en­
tered Into with any country under our 
existing tariff law—will sensibly en­

"Why not try to mako a  good Ameri­
can of me?" piped op a small voice al 
tbe eld* of tfie table. "I am going every 
day to an English school whore I never 
hear a word about American history. 
You know a  great deal about it. I 
wish that you would tench me some of 
tbe thlogs an American boy ought to 
know."

The father woe a busy man who bad 
little time for lessons lu American his­
tory. Hie 11-year-old boy's sppssl 
touched him. Tbe lad was learning at 
school facts and dates about English 
history, but nothing about America.

"There Is something In what you 
say," bs replied. "If 1 cannot do any 
thing else for my country In this excit­
ing time, 1 can at leaat try to make an 
American of yon."

80 a  household course In American 
history was opened. One hour every 
week was devoted to the lesson. There 
was a long talk by the father with a 
carefully dictated summary at the 
dose, which the boy learned and re* 
elted the following week, answering 
such questions as were pot to him.

The course began with tbe early his­
tory of tbe thirteen colonies and the 
causea of tha American Revolution. 
Tbe military campaign from Lexington 
to Yorktown followed, with tbe mak 
lag of tbe Constitution, the Federalist 
administrations of Washington and 
Adams, Jefferson's purchase of Louis­
iana, the War of 1812, tho Monroe Doc­
trine, the Missouri Compromise and the 
other great events of American his­
tory la regular order.

The father knew hts subject, and sue* 
ceeded In making ft Interesting to the 
boy. It was not a dry recital of facts, 
but a well-informed record of men and 
events adapted to the intelligence of 
the child, and Illuminated with anec­
dote*.

?be boy considered It the most de­
lightful hour of tbe week, and bis les­
son was always carefully prepared. 
Tbe father had never before attempted 
to tench bts child anything but man 
nan and obedience, and be enjoyed 
tae work fully as much as bis pupIL 
He also bad tbe comfort of thinking 
that while be waa compelled to live out 
of hls country, be was helping to make 
an American of hls boy.

Many American fathers have a grea 
store of knowledge concerning natlona
